Salisbury, who is an experienced
baker and  specialist in the manu-
facture- of cookies of all kinds.

While the Glendale establishment
does a very large business it does
not include in its territory Glendale
itself, as its territory is chiefly in
the beach towns where it does an
enormous business every day. This
arrangement is likely to be changed
soon and the Glendale manufactory
will sell to Glendale.

The Burd Cookie company manu-
factures cookies in the good old home
style. All materials used -in manu-
facturing these cookies are the same
as would be used in home baking. No
ammonia is used as is the custom
with some ambitious firms that put
out a large looking cookie that is
simply blown up like a bubble and
does not weigh one fraction of an
ounce more than does the Burd
home-made cookie.

The bake shop is fitted up in the
most modern manner. Its flour sift-
ers and sugar sifters sift a ton at a
time. The ovens are all covered with
asbestos several inches thick and
look as clean as a new pin. Its mixers
are tun by electricity. All material
used is of the best quality. The milk
is supplied by the McMullin dairy;
only fresh ranch eggs are used. The
best sugar and spices go to make one
of the most palatable productions of
this kind found anywhere.

Cookies, sugar cookies, ginger kra-
«fers, ginger cookies and vanilla cook-
ies are the special products of this
up-to-date establishment. There is
a large and growing demand for this
article of consumption all over
Southern California. Meantime the
Burd company finds its business
growing daily in the Los Angeles dis-
frict, notwithstanding the strong
competition.

The Burd company supplies its re-
tailers with large and handsome glass
jars for holding its output, without
charge. In every way possible.Mr.
Salisbury is building up a first-rate
business. He aims at gaining public
confidence by the use of nothing but
first-class material. He uses
ammonia, no oleomargarine, and his
cookies are hand made, not turned
out by machine. Indeed the kind of
dough he makes cannot be handled in|
machines; it is too substantial and
does not partake of the nature of the]
airy substance that is turned out by
some mechanical establishments.

In every way a firm like this is de-
serving of strong support. Fortun-j
ately for himself Mr. Salisbuhy has
sufficient capital to be independent
of the vicissitudes of business. He
works on a cash basis, but for all that
it would be well for Glendale to as-

ENUMERATION OF CITY' POPULA-
TION COMPLETED WITHOUT
A HITCH

J. H. WELLS, MID FLORIDA’S
CHARMS, WONDERS WHY HE
EVER LEFT GLENDALE

Working on a basis similar to that
laid down for the taking of the Unit-
ed States census, by which every per-
son found in the city between certain
dates was counted as resident here,
while no enumeration was made of
those absent, the enumerators com-
pleted their work Tuesday. The
work of enumeration went on easily
and without a hitch. Nobody refused
to give the information asked,
though it may be doubted if some
persons, male as well as female, are
as young as they stated. That, how-
ever, is their own business. Here and
there a mother of 35 is found with a
daughter of nineteen, but again that
is not outside the bounds of possi-
bility.

The total count amounts to 7544.
The city is divided into four dis-
tricts by intersecting lines drawn
through Broadway and Louise. Dis-
trict No. 1, which runs far out into
the Verdugo canyon, was enumerated
by Mrs. Nichols. This was the dis-
trict that was most widely spread
It contained quite a few Mexicans
and a number of Italians. The houses
are widely scattered, so natur-
ally it was the last district to be
finished and when counted showed
1944 residents. District No. 2, which
was enumerated by Sam P. Stod-
dard, showed 1959; district No. 3,
counted by William Thomson, gave
returns of 1888 and district No. 4,
counted by P. A C. Moore, re-
turned 1763. The total is 7544.

After travel in far places and am-
ple experience of the charms of other
states and of the much-vaunted Flor-
ida, J. H. Wells, a former resident of
Glendale, declares that he and his
people wonder why they were ever
so foolish as to leave California.
There were naturally substantial rea-
sons for the change.

Mr, Wells, who is well known in
Glendale, left in 1911 for Detroit,
Mich., to take a position with the
Board of Commerce there. He re-
mained with that organization, one
of the largest in the country, for a
year. In 1912 his father, mother
and sister left Glendale to reside
with him during the summer. Mr.
Wells, Sr., went to a reunion of the
Confederate battery, to which he had
been attached, and the others went
down the St. Lawrence to Quebec and
returned down the Hudson to New
York City, where the family was re-
united.

Leaving his family to go on to the
Bermuda Islands, Mr. Wells, Jr., re-
turned to Detroit to join the Waxren
Motor company. Thence for a needed
recuperation of health he went, to a
cousin’s farm for a month, returning
to Detroit to join the post office ser-
vice and then to Bermuda to join
his parents March, 1913.

Returning to New York the trav-
elers went through the historic sec-
tions of Massachusetts and Rhode Isl-
and.

Just at present a great number of
families are away at the beaches and
back east and though the visiting
strangers were enumerated it may
be doubted if their numbers would
make up for those who are absent.

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HANDLING MUNITIONS STRIKERS

The United States, Germany and Britain are in the throes'of
serious strikes in their respective munitions factories. In the case
of the United States the matter is not one of vital significance to
this country, though it may have a marked effect on the fortunes
of war in the case of the allies. In the case of Germany, strange
to say, the strike has occurred in the famous Krupp factory. In
Britain the strikes are in the coal district of Wales and also in
the munitions factories.

At the bottom of all this discontent is the feeling that while
the men are being worked harder than ever, they are not getting
that compensation for their labor to which they think they are
entitled, while the proprietors of the factories are reaping an
enormous harvest from the necessities of the war.

It is curious to mark how differently -the three countries deal
with these cases. The United States lets the men and their mas-
ters fight the matter out themselves and unless the workers should
use violence or be accused of an intention to do so, no kind of
state or federal interference will be employed. In Britain the gov-
ernment is using every persuasive argument to get the men back
to work and to induce the employers to make terms.

In Scotland a workman convicted of trying to intimidate his
fellow workmen to strike was sent to jail for a term and fined.

VACATIONS BRING TYPHOID

According to the records of the
state board of health, most cases of
typhoid fever appearing in the large
cities during the summer and early
autumn are contracted in the coun-
try by persons returning from their
summer vacations. Fully half of the
cases of typhoid fever occurring in
San Francisco have been contracted
in the country. Insanitary summer
resorts and careless campers are
largely to blame for the conditions
leading to so many cases of typhoid
fever. For this reason, the state
board of health is sending its in
spectors out while the season is early,

for the purpose of informing the pro-
prietors of summer resorts concern-
ing the state law covering sanitation,
to learn the condition of toilets and
water supplies and to give all possi-
ble information for the prevention of
typhoid fever.

Many insanitary health resorts re-
main undiscovered sources of infec
tion, and vacationists cannot observe
too great care in the selection of
places where they are to spend their
vacations.  Convalescents from ty-
phoid fever often seek the mountains
in order to recuperate. Since many
typhoid convalescents become car-
riers, discharging the infection with
the wastes of the body for weeks

months or years afterwards, it can
readily be seen that such a carrier
may be a source of great danger at a
summer resort. ,

By the middle of July the vacation
rush is in full swing. The annual
exodus from city to country reaches
its maximum at that time. In fact,
city physicians are beginning to re-
port cases of typhoid in returning va-
cationists already. As soon as va-
cation ends typhoid fever begins.

The state board of health’s rec-
ords show that August, September
and October are the months in which
most typhoid cases are reported. The
mortality is correspondingly higher
during these months also. It is en-
couraging, however, to note that
there were fewer deaths from typhoid
fever during 1914 than for many
years previous. It was during 1914
that the state board of health started
its sanitary inspections, and while it
can not he said that the reduced
death race is due to this work, it has
no doubt played an important part.
The state board of health is endeav-
oring to lower the typhoid rate to a
still greater degree and hopes to
make 1915 a record year.

FOURTH: That a cement gutter
four feet in width be constructed
along the East line of the roadway
of Canada Boulevard from the South
line of Wabasso Way to a point elev-
en hundred and ninety-one and twen-
ty-seven hundredths (1191.27) feet
Southerly from the South line of
Colina Drive and along the West line
of the roadway of Canada Boulevard
from the Squth line of Wabasso Way
to a point eleven hundred twenty-one
and thirty-five hundredths (1121.35)
feet Southerly from the South line
of Colina Drive, and that said gut-
ters shall be constructed eight (8)
feet in width across all street and
alley intersections in accordance with
Map Number 175, Cross Sections
Number 206, and in further accord-
ance with Specifications Number 18
for the construction of ‘cement gut-
ters in the City of Glendale.

FIFTH: That a corrugated iron
culvert, together with the necessary
appurtenances and in-takes, be con-
structed across Canada Boulevard at
a point eleven hundred thirty-three
(1133) feet Southerly from the South
line of Colina Drive, in accordance
with Map No. 175, Plan No. 207, and
in further accordance with Specifica-
tions No. 16 for the construction of
culverts in the City of Glendale,

California.
_ SIXTH:  That cast iron street
lighting standards be constructed

along each side of the roadway of
Canada Boulevard, together with
wires, conduits, lamps and appliances
for the purpose of lighting with elec-
tricity all portions of the said Boule-
vard lying between the South line of
Wabasso Way and a line' drawn
twelve (12) feet Southeasterly from
the Northwesterly line of Verdugo
Canon Road. Said standards, wires,
conduits, lamps and appliances shall

be constructed in the manner and in
the places as shown upon Maps Num-
ber 175'and 131, Cross Sections Num-
ber 206, and in further accordance
with Special Specifications adopted
therefor by Resolution No. 829 of
the Board of Trustees of the City of
Glendale.

SEVENTH: That a system of open
tile drain pipe be-~constructed below
sub-grade upon Canada Boulevard
for the purpose of carrying off the
underground water in said sub-grade.
Said tile drain shall be constructed
in the manner and in the places as
shown upon Map Number 175, and
Cross Sections Number 206, and In
further accordance with Special Spe-
cifications adopted for the improve-
ment of Canada Boulevard in the
City of Glendale heretofore refer-
red to.

The district to be assessed for the
expenses of said work is described in’
Resolution of Intention Number 830.

Bonds will be issued as provided
for in said Resolution of Intention
Number 830, to which said Resolu-
tion reference Is hereby made for
further particulars of said work.
