159 articles were created and improved and a total of more
than 2Mb of content were added. The joint press-conference
and award ceremony were held on 1 March. During the
event winners were awarded valuable prizes — a notebook,
e-books and fiction books.

“Writing about Transcarpathia Together” Contest was held in
November-December 2012 and was co-organised by Wiki-
media Ukraine and businessman Andriy Baloha. The subject
of this contest was writing articles about history, cultural
heritage and prominent figures of Zakarpattia Oblast in
Ukrainian Wikipedia. This contest also featured a parallel
photo contest, aimed to invite users to upload to Wikimedia
Commons their free-licensed photos of Zakarpattia. During
the contest Wikipedia got 287 new articles, other 74 articles
were improved and 341 new images were uploaded. The
award ceremony was held in Mukacheve, Zakarpattia Oblast
on 5 January 2013; the winners received valuable prizes,
such as tablets for best contributions to articles and a digital
camera for the highest number of images uploaded, as well
as other presents.

In 2013 we are going to go on organising such contests, and
we are looking forward to collaboration with new partners
interested in improvement of Wikipedia.

WIKI LOVES
MONUMENTS

iki Loves Monuments is an international photo
contest of cultural heritage monuments. Its 2012
edition was held in 35 different countries, and was organised
in Ukraine by Wikimedia Ukraine. The goal of the contest
is to get photos of all cultural heritage monuments of the
world available on Wikimedia Commons under a free license.
The contest was held from 1 to 30 September, 2012. During
this time photographers and photo amateurs from different
countries uploaded their photos to Wikimedia Commons.

The idea of organising the Wiki Loves Monuments
international contest belongs to Dutch wikipedians, who
proposed to upload photos of 50 thousand cultural heritage
monuments of the Netherlands. During September 2010
over 12,000 photos were uploaded to Wikimedia Commons.

The following year the Dutch initiative was supported by 18
European countries, including Poland, Romania and Russia.
Over 5,000 users participated in the contest, with more than
168 thousand photos uploaded. 169 photos were selected
for the international final, and the winner picture of Chiajna
Monastery on the outskirts of Bucharest was taken by user
Mihai Petre from Romania. In October 2012 the 2011
edition of Wiki Loves Monuments has been certified by the
Guinness World Records as the largest photo competition in
the world.

In 2012 the contest covered as much as 35 countries on

4 different continents. The CIS countries were represented
by Belarus, Estonia, Russia and Ukraine. The worldwide

offered participants
more than 800,000 monuments to picture.

For the Ukrainian part of the contest Wikimedia activists
prepared lists of 41,466 monuments, including some 5,287
that were geolocalised on the interactive map. During the
contest 33,177 photos were uploaded, picturing 7,125
cultural heritage monuments from all regions of Ukraine.
All these photos are available for free use if the author

is correctly attributed. 648 participants participated in

the contest in Ukraine, with Kyiv, Odesa, Lviv, Kharkiv and
Crimean peninsula being among the leaders.

Organisation of the contest in Ukraine required creation

of the monument list. Unfortunately, before the contest
there was no nationwide heritage list of architectural,
historical, monumental art and archaeological monuments,
thus Wikimedia Ukraine started working on this database
six month before the contest. We have sent appeals to

the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine and regional culture
offices, and most of them have sent us full or partial lists of
monuments registered on their books; some of these lists
were never published before.

After almost six-month work for the first time the
nationwide database of all nationally- and locally-
listed buildings from all regions of Ukraine was created.
This database contained over 40,000 monuments -
approximately one third of the expected quantity. Apart
from the database creation, participants of the contest
proposed amendments to hundreds of entries on the
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list: some monuments had incorrect address, while

other monuments were unfortunately signalled as lost.
Wikimedians reported discovered problems with cultural
heritage registers on the meeting of the Public Council
under the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine, which officially
appealed to the Ministry to back the actions of Wikimedia
Ukraine on maintaining cultural heritage database.

The contest generated a lot of interest among both among
Wikipedian photo amateurs and experienced photographers
who had never participated in Wikimedia projects before.
Pictures uploaded during the contest were used to
illustrate hundreds of articles about cities, towns, villages
and monuments from all the country. Ukraine was fourth
out of 35 countries in the final ranking on user activity, and
the contest itself has broken both Guinness World Record
and Ukrainian national record on the number of photos
uploaded.

The award ceremony was held on 4 November in the
Education and Culture Centre “Master Klass” in Kyiv. Best
works were presented on the photo exhibitions in Kyiv and
Mukacheve, and were published in the souvenir photograph
album that was presented in Kyiv in January 2013. The
contest also helped to find new partners with whom

we are already planning new common projects, namely,
government minister Viktor Baloha, Educational Portal
Shodennik.ua and the Transcarpathian Resorts Manager.

ublishing materials and information about Wikimedia

projects is an important part of promotion of Wiki-
pedia and its sister projects. In 2012 first publications by
Wikimedia Ukraine were brought out - three in a single year.

Le Faucon opera by Bortniansky. As a part of the World Clas-
sics in Ukrainian project we have prepared a clavier of Le
Faucon by Dmytro Bortniansky, with libretto translated into
Ukrainian by Maksym Strikha. Wikimedia Ukraine strived

to obtain permission for publishing libretto translation by
Maksym Strikha under free license. Thus Le Faucon became
the first opera to have Ukrainian translation available under
Creative Commons license. This publication was presented
in Berlin, Kharkiv, Drohobych, Lviv and Sumy and was do-
nated to the libraries of musical universities and colleges of
Ukraine. Plans include concert presentations of this opera in
Kyiv and Drohobych in 2013.

How to Edit Wikipedia manual. In April 2012 a manual on
editing Wikipedia for newbies was brought out. On 44 pages
main policies of Wikipedia are explained, as well as some
pieces of advice on writing articles and uploading images

is provided. This manual was distributed to the libraries, as
well as among journalists, faculty and other individuals in-
terested in editing Wikipedia. This manual was also present-
ed on the stand of Ukrayinska Perspektyva publishing house
at Lviv Book Forum. Plans include publishing new, expanded
and revised edition of this manual as well as a brochure with
a brief version in 2013.

Wiki Loves Monument photograph album. The year ended
with Wiki Loves Monuments photograph album appearing in
print in the end of December 2012 as a result of the epony-
mous contest. The issue features best photos of the contest
- winners in the main nomination, as well as best photos
from all regions of Ukraine. The album is a high-quality pro-
motional publication that can also help our foreign partners
discover the most picturesque corners of Ukraine.

2012

ikiConference is an annual conference that gathers
contributors, readers and other people interested
in some way in Wikimedia projects. Such conferences are

usually attended by IT experts, scholars and journalists,
which is a good opportunity to exchange experience.

After the successful WikiConference 2011 in Lviv it was
decided to continue organising this event in 2012. Kharkiv
was chosen as a location of the conference this year. The
event took place on 27th-29th April, with approximately 25
people taking part, including guests from Russia.

The venue for the conference as

well as organisational help were

provided by Karazin Kharkiv

National University, NPO “Postup”
and Charitable Foundation
“Renesans”.

During the first day of the conference
participants presented a number of

talks on a wide range of topics - from thematic
Wikipedia articles, for example, about cities and villages of
Ukraine, to more global questions, like use of free licences,
problems of notability criteria and reliable sources. The
second day was dedicated to a series of round tables that
were organised to discuss both relevant questions of
Wikipedia community and promotion of Wikipedia projects,
attracting new users and supporting active contributors, as
well as Wikimedia Ukraine projects, such as Wikiexpeditions
and international collaboration.

WikiConference was well covered by media. A press
conference took place on the 27 April just after the official
opening of the event, and on the 28 April four members of
Wikimedia Ukraine were invited to Kharkivska Dukhovyna
program at Nova Khvylia radio station. Kharkiv journalists
maintained their interest in Wikipedia - for example, in May
two more programs went on the air on local radio stations.

MEETINGS, TALKS
AND JOINT PROJECTS

n the year 2012 Wikimedia Ukraine had an active

collaboration with non-governmental organisations
both in Ukraine and abroad, and organisation members
spoke about activities of the organisation at the most
prestigious conferences.

One of the major achievements of the year on the national
level is obtaining permission for the use of materials of the
Institute of History of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine under the free license Creative Commons Attribution
Share-Alike. This means that rich materials available

on the website history.org.ua would allow to improve at
least a few hundreds Wikipedia articles. We have also

signed partnerships with the National Union of Local Lore
Researchers of Ukraine and one of the oldest cultural and
educational societies Prosvita.

Organisation members have presented their activities and
advocated free knowledge at a number of national events,
such as International Exhibition “Modern education in
Ukraine-2012", International Conference “National Project
“Open World” as a start of the “future generation school’,
Forum “IT Industry” and others.

In 2012 we have also continued bridging with foreign
partners. Wikimedia Ukraine became member of the
Wikimedia Chapters Association, a union of the similar
organisation all over the world. Wikimedia Ukraine member
Yuri Perohanych was elected to the Wikimedia Foundation
Funds Dissemination Committee. Organisation members
have participated in Wikimedia Conference in Berlin and
Wikimedia CEE Meeting in Belgrade, where they have
presented our achievements and exchanged experience
with foreign colleagues. One of the major achievements is
active collaboration with Wikimedia Macedonia, with which
we have organised a joint Wikiexpedition in Macedonia.
Together with Estonian colleagues we have organised the
Ukrainian-Estonian collaboration week, dedicated to writing
articles about Estonia in Ukrainian and about Ukraine in
Estonian, with winners being awarded souvenirs. In 2013
such collaboration weeks are planned with Macedonia and
Armenia, as well as a number of other interesting projects.

cultural organisation and individuals for integration of their
materials to Wikimedia projects;

supporting participation in international wiki events,
collaboration with Ukrainian and international organisations
interested in development of free culture and knowledge.
