STATE LAW REQUIRES STOP FOR
SCHOOL BUSSES

Wisconsin law (Section 346.48(1)) requires motorists to
stop when meeting or overtaking a school bus which
has stopped on the highway to load or unload passen-
gers upon display of flashing red lights on the bus.
Motorists must remain stopped until bus driver ex-
tinguishes flashing signals.

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE SPEEDS

Section 346.58(2)) provides that vehicles or combination
vehicles having gross weights of more than 10,000
pounds (except busses) shall not travel at a speed in
excess of 45 miles per hour.
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RADAR DEVICES

The state and some counties are using radar devices
for enforcement of speed laws. Rural speed limits are
65 by day and 55 by night, except as otherwise posted.

IN CASE OF ACCIDENT

The driver of a vehicle involved in an accident resulting
in injury or death of any person or a total property
damage to apparent extent of $100 or more shall as
soon as reasonably possible, report such accident to
the local traffic enforcement officials, and within 10 days
after such accident forward a written report of such
accident to the Motor Vehicle Department, Madison,
Wisconsin. Accident report forms may be secured from
police departments, coroners, sheriffs, county clerks,
