rendering them mto Matathi I have nttempted part;-
cnlarly after the first 80 pages, a sirict accordancy of
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words. In the instances m which this is not apparent,
the discrepancies will mn a great degree be accounted
for by the fact, that the literal translation of the Eng-
lish sentences would, in many mstances, be entirely -

destructive of the Marathi 1diom.

The orthography of many Marathi words, it is well
known, is far from being fixed. I have {followed, ex-
cept in one or two insignificant instances, the sys-
tem of Captain MoresworTE and the Messrs. Canpy,
as exhibited an their admiiable Maiathi and Englhish
Dictionary, which, bewng the result of the most extens
sive inquny and the most enlightened judgment,
should be umversally adopted, both by Natives and

Buropeans,

In an Appendix, I have inserted a List of the Pre-
fixes, Affixes, and Principal Latin and Greek Roots of
the English Language, which cannot but piove ex-
ceedingly useful to such of the Natives as will give
it thewr careful attention. I have added to 1t an cx-
tract on the Derivation of woids fiom Lindley Munay.
