Then, I shall explain about
the salient points of the RBill.
First, the Social Insurance
Medical Attendance Compen-
sation' Foundation, a public
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juridical person, opgens its
main office in Tokyo Metro-
polis and its branches in each
prefecture as well as in Tokyvo
o carry on its business.
Secondly, it stipulates = its
directors to comprise repre-
sentatives of the insured, rep-
resentatives _of '. insurance
doctors and representative of
public interest, and similar rep-
resentatives to be appointed
as executives 1n its local of-
fices, aiming to contribute . to
the democratic’' operation of
the business.

- capital fund of the Foundation
1s set at ¥1 million, of which
amount %400,000 will be de-
frayed by the Government and
the balance i1s to be paid bv
the 1nsurers. Fourthly, its
business comprises the letting
of contracts *with insurance
doctors, payment of compen-
sation 1o the doctors in charge
for their medical service -on
behalf of the insurers, and the
examinatiion of claims for such
compensations.

Next, I shall speak about
the BIiil for the Tempeorary
Exceptions to the Pension Law,
which was submitted by Mr.

Kazuhiko Matsubara and 65 :

other members of theDiet.
The Bill for the Temporary
Exception to the Pension Law
introduced immediately after
the termination of the War had
as 1ts aim the temporary re-
strictive measures for the
. computation of the amount of
pensions in spite of the in-
creases made  in the salaries
of public servicemen. Thus in
the light of the recent econo-
mi¢ condition the Pension
- Law no longer provides the

-~ benefit of retirement pays, and

for' this reason cries for the

revision of Pension Law arose

throughout the land. The pe-
titions. asking for .ts revision
accumulated in the Diet in
great numbers and the Diet
after their adoption sent them
round. te the Cabinet urging
-1t thereby to take due steps,
but so far no bills with such
purport has been introduced
~ to the House although new
~system of compensation to the
public servicemen was put
mto practice. With the sys-
tem of pension contemplated
under the National Public
Service Law in view, the pre-
sent Bill seeks to revise the
Pension Law so as to enable
public servicemen to lead a
life commensurate with their
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position after many years of
faithful service. This is the
reason for intregduction of this
Bill.

Then let me speak on the
main points of 1its contents.
First it aims the return to the
general principle of Pension
Law by adopting the method

- of computing the amount of

annual instalment of ordinary
pensions, the amount of sever-
ance pensions or of bounties
on the basis, of the amount of
salaries paid to public service-
men at the time of their retire-

‘ment or disease, abolishing

the present tentative measures
based on the Temporary Ex-
ceptions to Pension Law.
Secondly, it provides for the
account of increment pensions
and disability annuities to be
computed on the basis of the
salaries paid at the time of the
recipignts’ retirement by ap-
plying certain prescribed
rates varying according to
causes and condi tions of such
disability, instead of certain
axed amount. :
Thirdly, as regards the
amount of ifcrement pensions
and disability annuities, the
Bill provides for a additional
payment of ¥2,400 to be made
annually to each of the de-

pendénts on the recipients of.

such pensions or annuities.
Fourthly, under the Bill, the

.amount of publie service -aid

by applying certain prescribed
rates  varying according to
causes of death, and the addi-
tional aid iS§ paid to each mem-
ber of the family left behind
by the deceased uniformly "at
¥2,400 per head.

000. Concerning the suspen-
sion of a part of pensions to

recipient. The amounts thus
w;tnheld range from whole
amount of pension to three-

tenth of- it.
Seventhly, the amiounts of

such ordinary pensions, incre- .

ment pensions, .disability an-
nulties and family aid as ori-
ginate 1in causes that toook
place before the revision of
this Law are raised to the mini-
mum amount payable under
the new wage-level at the
time its adoption. .
These four Bills were refer-
red to my Committee respect-
1ively on July 29, 30 and July
3, and many questions and an-
swers were exchanged enthu-
siastically between its mem-
bers and the Government de-
legates continuously for days,
and for their details I would
ask you to refer tothe minutes,
Omitting debate, the Com-
mittee to-day unanimously
decided by vote to recommend
the Bill for the Houses’ pas-
sage.

Report of Prime Minister
ASHIDA on the Measures to be

taken for the Relief of Earth-
quake Disaster.

The President: I am notified
that the Prime Minister wishes

to speak on the report on the.
‘measures to be taken by the

Government as to the Resolu-
tion concerning the Relief of
Earthquake Disaster adopted
by this House on June 29. I
shall give him the leave to

speak. Prime Minister, Mr.
Hitoshi Ashida, please.
(The Prime Minister, Mr.

ASHIDA, Hiteshi, takes

- the rostrum)

The Prime Minister: Con-
cerning the great earthquakes
that occurred in the Hokuriku
districts, I made a first report

the othér day, but now J wish®

to report the result of furthex
investigations and the urgent -
measures taken hy the Gov-
ernment. The damages in
Fukui city and its suburbs and
the areas around Daishoji in
Ishikawa-ken have gradually
been made clear and proved

- to be heavier than we expect-

ed. The falleh houses are es-
timated to be about 40,000, the
dead about 3,600 and: the

iwounded and slightly injured
over 10,000. Tbe Government

gxpresses deep regrel and
extends sincere sympathy to
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those victims. (Applause) “The
Government is taking all pos-
sible measures through the
Ministries and offices concern-
ed for the relief of the afflicted
and for the rehabilitation. As
I have 'reporbed, relief officials
were rushed to the scene on
the very night of thée disaster
Since, ‘the outline of relief
measures has been, determined
in an urgent Cabinet meetfng
and a disaster relief conference
has been held in P11me Min-
ister’s Official Residence and
the following steps have beer
taken.

1. The Government has set
up a powerful reliéf and re-
habilitation committee com:
posed of bureau chiefs and
section chiefs of- the ‘Min-
istries of Welfare, Finance,
Agriculture ‘'and  Farestry.
Commerce and Industry, and
the Construction Board, which
have close connection with
disaster relief and rehabilita-
tign work, with the Vice-Min-
ister of Welfare as its head and

dispatched it to the afflicted

districts to take prompt meas-
ures on the spot: |

- Besides, the Welfare Minis-
try has rushed medicine and
medical® materials necessary
for relief work and the Minis-
tries of Agriculture-Forestry

and Commerce-Industry have

released a large amount of
staple and subsidiary: food,
daily necessaries and ‘clothing

stuff. For this purpose a -sum

of ¥100,000,000 was appropriat-
ed from the reserve.

2. To ease the financial con-
ditions of the earthquake suf
ferers the Finance Ministry
has allowed free payment oul
of the first blocked deposit to
the extent of 3*100,000 per
family. ‘

3. There was much dama?e'

in transportation arfd coms-
munieations facilities; but by
strenuous efforts of both au-
thorities, principal’ parts ot
telegraph and telephoné ser
vice have been restored. In
raillways, we have an outlnok
of recovery in the near future.
On July 2, there was a rain
and some flood took place in
Fukui city.. It was reported
that River Kuzuryu may over-
flow and break the banks. The
(Central Disaster Relief Com-
¢1l dispatched the director of

the . Water = Administration
- Bureau to the scene at 1:30

p.m. of .tl}e same day and made

arrangements to engage neces-
sary labor on the spot and from
two neighboring prefectures of

Shiga and Gifu, and procure

implements = for preventive
work. But the later news re-
ported the decrease of water
and the danger seems to have
been staved off, to our great
relief. As the-late earthquake
was attended by fire, the hons-
ing problem is the acutest con-
cern of the wvictims. The au-
thorities of the two prefectures
have thrown open undamaged
temples ete., to accommodate
them temporarlly The Govy-

ernment, on the basis of 'the

reported. figures, has allotted
100,000 koku of lumber and
subSIdlary building materials
proportionate to it, and nails
and others have already been
forwarded. Besides, the Eighth
Army of the Allied Forces has
offered the release of 100,000
kKoku of lumber, and its sub-
sidiary building materials are
expected to be released. As

the foragoing materials are not .

sufficient for the recovery of
the damages, the (zovernment
intends to get réeady the mate-
rials for the recovery of the
major portion of the destroyved
houses in the, course of this
year, and to subsidize a por-
tion pof the cost of rebuilding
according to precedent. Con-

cerning * building regulations,

the Government has issued a

~notice that no permission is

necessary for rebuilding.

As to roads and bridges, the
traffic on the national roads
between Fuku City and Ishi-
kawa Prefecture was stopped
but owing to the activities of
workers reinforced from_ other
prefectures, stopgap repairings

‘have been done and truck
traffic has been recovered to.
~ either side of the Kuzuryu

river. As to the bridge across
the Kuzuryu river, so con-
siderable time is needed for the

repairing. Lastly, the SCAP

has been very kind and ex-
tended sympathy to the victims
of the disaster and has deliver-
ed a large amount of LARA
goods for their temporary re-
lief. We are also grateful to
the Red Cross and other chari-
ty organization in giving self-
sacrificing aids.

the request. =~ Further, “to

bridge the gap in the im-
peachment organ to.be caused
by the expiry of the term of
office of Impeachment Com-
mitteem-n. as members of the
House ot Representatives or
non-existence of the Impeach-
ment Commlttee due to the
dissolution of the House of Re-
presentatives, it is exceptional-
ly provided that the period of

impeachment, which is- limit-.
‘ed to three years may be ex-

tended -in such a case.
Thirdly, in this way, it may
be expected that the Im-
peachment Court and the Im-
peachment Committee will
become more active. In or-
der to meet the new situa-
tion, the staff members of the
“Impeachment Court and the
Impeachment Committee who

At
the same time, their setup
will take the form of secre—
tarial bureau.

Next, the Diet Staff Mem-.

vary. No less than 16 artlclef
have been amended. ' I shall
refer you fo the text of the
amendment for details. But

the main points of the propos-
ed amendment are given above.

Now, let me explain the
legislation bill amending the
laws pertaining to the annual

pay for Diet members, their.

travelling expenses and allow-
ances. The annualpay of Diet

members has been changed

since December, last. The
Diet Law, Article 35, however,
provides that the annual pay
of Diet members shall not be
less than the highest pay for
general government officials.
Therefore, the balance of their
pay has hitherto been Kkept
with the salaries Jdf Vice-
Ministers of State, by increas-
ing allowances to Diet mem-
bers in accordance with the
Law pertaining to special al-
lowances. Now that, however,

~ the salaries 6f the Prime Min-

1Ister and others have been {ix-
ed and pay of general govern-
ment officials has consequently

- become -presumable, the pres-

ent amendment bill has been
introduced.

To be more definite, the pay
for the President has been
made the same as that for the

Prime Minister and the Chief

Justice of the Supreme Court,
namely 25,000 yen: the pay for
the Vice-President, 20,000 yen:
the same as that for State
Ministers, and the pay for Diet

.members, 18,000 yen, which is

the same as the pay for the

‘presiding judge of a superior

court or the chief of the Im-
perial Household Board. Com-

munication allowances have

been increased to 1,000 yen a
month, in view of the raise of
postal rates. The pay for the
secretary to a Diet member is
2,500 yen at present, which was
fixed when 1,800 yen was the
wage level for goverfiment of-
ficials. On the basis of the
new 3,700 yen wage standard,
however, the pay for the secre-
tary to a Diet member has been

increased to 5,000 yen a month. -
The ‘new annual pay for Diet

members: 18 retroactive to
January, this yvear. As the
secretary’s pay is -based on the
new 3,700 yen wage stan\iard
his new pay is retroactive to
March; and communication al-
lowances will be paid from

June at the rate of 1,000 yen

.a. . month.

~ This bill has been formulat--

after consultation with the
House of Councillors at meet-
INgs of the House Managament
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Committtee. I hereby close
my explanations of the three
legislation bills ‘in the hope

- that they will be supported

by you.

The current session of the
Diet has only twe-days, today
and tomorrow to run. I take
nceasion to review the exami-
nation and investigation made
by the House Managament
CCommittee during the second
Diet,

This Committee has met 1n
<ession: 67 times. Various
questions, pertaining to opera-
tion of the Diet has been
studied, thanks to the zeal and
efforts of the Committeemen,
either drafting’legislation bills

nr making recommendations t«

the President in reply to his
inquiries.

The madjor legislation bills,
drafted by this Committee and

introduced 1':'0 the Diet include
. the bill, making a partial

ammendment to the Diet Law,
the Dbill making  a partial
amendment to the Diet Secre-
tarial Bureau Law, the bill

vertaining to the Diet Legisla-

tive - Bureau, and the three
bills, I have just explained,
namely, the bill making a par-
tial amendment to the Im-
peachment Court Law, the bili
making a partial amendment
to the law pertaining to the
annual pay, travelling ex-

penses, allowances of Diet
members and the bill making a |

partial amendment to the Diet
Law. All those bills provide
for the fundamental laws for
operation of the Diet.: Espw-
cially, the bill making a par-
tial amendment to the. Diet
Law is based on the past preci-

OUs experrences in operating'
‘the Diet; and special attention

is paid to betterment of the
treatment of Diet members it
drafting. the bill making &
partial amendment to the law
pertaining to the annual pay
for Diet member. The regula-
‘tions, deliberated by the pres-
ent Cornm1ttee include regu-
lations pertalnmg to the pay
for Diet staff members and

‘several other items.

Recommendatlons made to
the President in response tv
his inquiries and those ‘meas-
ures deliberated or studied by
the Commiittee include 6 1tems
pertaining to handling of 1e-
solutions, 29 measures to ¢oii-

. mittees to which those legleld-

tion bllls whose competent
_ \

Ministries can not be fixed
should be referred for deliber-
ation, 8 measures pertaining to
handling. of those sent from
the House of Councillors, 26
measures pertaining to ap-
proval of standing committees’
investigaticn - in - connection
with government, 29 measures
pertaining to the dispatch of
Committeemen, 6 measures

“pertaining to approval of hold-

ing of public hearings, 10
measures pertaining not only
fo disbursements from the re-
serve, but alsc to the budget
of the House of Representa-
tives, and the questions, per-

taining to an extension of the

session, the Prime Minister’s
nomination, approval of appre-
hension of Diet mémbers, de-
liberation of the Committees
while the Diet is out of session,
approval of the Diet Law,
Article 39, welfare of Diet
members, and maintenance of
order in the Diet. Efforts have
been made by the Committee
to' reach proper conclusions on
all those guestions in order to
secure smooth operation of the

- Diet.

Let me add another word
During the first Diet, various
standing commlttees Investiga-
tion in connection with LoV~

ernment was conducted on the
President’s approval. The re-
sults of investigation were not

almost made known to all the
Diet members to our' regret.

‘In view, however, of the fact

that invfestig,ation in connecg-
tion with government is an im-
portant. function, granted to
the House of Representatived
and the House of Councillors

by the new Constitution, this

Committee has recommended
to the President in response tu

his inquiry  that all standing

committees which have obtain-
ed the President’s approval of
their investigation in. connec-
tion with government during
the eurrent session of the Diet

or which will obtain the same -
in-the future shall submit re--

ports to the President on the
results of their investigation.
[t will make the standmg com-
mittees’ investigation not only
authoritatwe but useful to all
Diet members. I think ' that

,reports on the inyaluable re-

sults of various standing com-
mittees’ investigation- made
during the current session of
the Diet_will be submitted in
due course of time and distri-

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buted to you, and all Diet
members will greatly benefit
by them.

Before closing, let me spe-
cially have another word on
the question of deliberation
and investigation of the Com-
mittees while the Diet is out
of sessiort.

Mr, INOUE: I shall briefly
report om the course of deli-
berations of the Committee on
Agriculture and Forestry on
the Government Bill for Food
Maintenance Temporary Mea-

sures Law. now before you. -
- As you know, the Bill is an

important one aimed ‘at the

) |

Forestry-

production and delivery= of
staple food which makes the
central point of agriculture in
our country.

The bill was introduced as

an  -Agricultural Preduction
Adjustment Emergency Mea-
sures Bill in the first Diet ses-
sion last year, and had been
under discussion .in the Com:
mittee and in the plenary ses-
sion of the Diet since last
September. But, in view of
the fact that the Bill was
sheived on account of the
unfavoreble attitude taken by
various political parties, a
new bill amending the old one
by a great margin with due
regard paid to the opinion of
the Diet as well as the various
private - associations has again
been introduced to the Diet.
Omitting the details as to the

process of amending. the old

bill. I shall explain the out-
line of the present Bill.
Firsily, the Government has,
hitherte, seized the crops as
soon ‘as they have been har-
vested 'In autumn in its old

way of securing food, but the
bill is intended to correct the .

faults attending such method

by fixing quotas for agricul-

tural production and, at the
same time, to making an ad-

-vance allocation of’ quotas.

In other words, a compre-
hensive plan for agriculture
is to be previously. established,
under which quotas, both for

production and delivery of

rice, wheat, potatoes and other
cereals shall be apportioned,
thus making clear the border
lines between the production
and ' delivery by producers
and, on the other side, allot-
ment to them of collateral
goods such as fertilizers, agri-
cultural' medicines- and agri-
cultural tools and instruments

- shall be systematically made,

and no additional delivery is
to be demanded over and

above the prewously allocated '

quotas

Secondly, in regard to the

method of fixing quotas, the
Minister of Agriculture, with
the adviceof the Central Agri-
cultural Adjustment ' Investi-
gations Council and ‘the local
Governor, shall determine an

agricultural plan for each pre- -

fecture and instruct the Gov-
ernor accordingly. .

The latter, as dlrected shall
determine an agricultural plan
separately for each city, town
or village, and notlfy it to the

heaa of each city, town or
village, who in turn, shall de-
termine ' an agricultural plan
separately for each. farmer
and notify him of it. In
giving the instructions to the
head of each city, town or
village, the lotal Governor
must obtain the previous ap-
proval of the Agricultural Ad-
justment Committee of - his
prefecture, and the head of
each city, town or village in
turn. must obtain the previous
approval of the City, Town
or Village Agricultural Ad-
justment Committee. The
Agricultural plan separately
fixed for each farmer shall be
published in° order that a
period of ten days may be al-
lowed for making an obJectlon
to; 1t.

Thlrdly, as regards the al—
lotment of productive mater-
ials such as fertilizers, it shall
be carried into effect in direct

- combination with various plans

for production, provided, how-
ever, that, in case the planned
production becomes impossible
due to mnatural calamity or
other inevitable circumstances,
the farmer may demand the

Fifthly, 1ihe. Agricultural

~also eleoted by them.

Sixthly, those who violated
the resirictions against the
planting of non-urgent crops
shall be punished "with a fine
not exceeding ¥20, 000, and

‘those who obstruct the joint

work of the city, town or vil-
lage farmers shall be punished
with a fine not exceedmg
¥5,000, 771
Seventhly, the term of the
validity of the law is fixed for
three years. J |
The above are the main con-

tents of the Bill. |
‘Next, the opinions expressed
by the members in the course-

of the deliberation may be
summed up as follows.

the people every ycar and ske
has to depend on the great
quantity of food relecased bv
the  Allied Powers, it is abso-

lutely - necessary that the

maxmmum amount of food

that can be reasonably expect-

ed should be secured by the
Government in ofrder to as-
sure the maintenance of min-
imum standards of living as
a nation, in . so far as the faults
in the method of' delivery do
not hinder the demoecratiza-
tion of agricultural villages,
or produce injurious effect on
the side of production. It is,
however, undeniable that the
agricultural plan contemplat-
ed by this Law imposes heavy

responsibilities on the farm- -

ers, and demands of them an
extraordinary  determination
and sacrifice,. consequently, it
1S necessary to make clearer
the contents of the rights
granted to the farmers by the

- Law In order that the farm-
ers are enabled' to rationalize
their agricultural management

and carry out their duties of
delivery more faithfully.

The Biil was referred to the
Committee on June 10, which,
after hearing the explanations
made by the Government on
the reason for its introduc-
tion, held the meetings foz in-
terpellation’s i times, dorng
wnich heated driscussions de-
veloped between the Commit-
tee and Government dele-
gates.

Things like this ecan be found
all over the Bill, For'example,

‘in the case of decrease in pro-

duction for which farmers are
held responsible, there are
provisions for suspension of
distribution of fertilizer or
seizing crops. But what re-
sponsibility does:. the Govern-
ment take when it has failed
to supplv fertilizer or agri-
cultural chemicals? |
‘Does the Government “admit
the decrease in produehon'?
On these points, there is' no

provision at all. During inter-.

And as the
chairmanship of this Commis-
sion is to be filled by the Min-
ister of 'Agriculture and Fores-
try, it will sometimes happen

- that the Minister of Agricul-

ture and Forestry necessitated

to ask counsel. of himself.
Likewise, the Mtister, of Agri--

culture and Forestry will find
1t necessary now and then to
exercise his control over him-
self. This is absolutely non-
sensical. UUnless such absurdi-

~tles are removed, any change

in the wording; such as the
replacement of the words “to
hear’”: by “on .the basis,” for

il

instance, may amount to no-
thing. Under such circum-
stances, the Minister of Agri-
culture and Forestry will come
to have absolute powerg in de-
termining the quota of rice

delivery. The -object of the
present Bill is, as it appears

. to-us, to legalize such despotic

machinery mentioned. I can-
not understand why member
of the government parties sup-
port such a Bill in this House
whose major object is to pull
down feudalism and construct
a democratic State.
The provisions of the present
Bill relative to the determina-
tion of the guota of rice de-
livery manifest the spirit of
feudalism as plainly as any-
thing. _The commissions of
similar ature to be establish-
ed in prefectures - and - other

~aaministrative units are given

no authority to discuss the
reasonability of quotas of rice
delivery alloted to thein, much
less popwer to amend the gquan-
tities of quotas. If the Com-
mission in a city, town, or vil-
lage rejects or amends the
quantities allotted, the mayor
of«the city, or the headman of
the town or village concerned
will be authorized, in virtue
of the provisions of paragraph
1 of Article 17 of the present
Bill, to cancel the decision,

purge the Commission and de-
\terminie alN matters concerned

by his 'own judgment. The
only thipg the Commission can
do 1s to apply the quota of rice
delivery to every grower of

‘ri€e in accordance with the

figures given from above. [f
any prefectural governer ot

the headman of any villuge be

criticized on account of a too
heavy quota of rice delivary
he has accepted. on behalf of
the farmers under hig jurisdic-
tion, he have nothing mere to
say than that the quota of rice
delivery - has been deternined
not by him but by the C,em
missioners  elected by rice

growers themselves, and that

the rice-growerns' have to,

blame those Commissioners or

- themselves. This is the ony

excuse the prefectural gover-
nrr, or the headman of the

llage may offer. He may re-
ject the criticism of the rice
growers, ~ telling them that

~such is the truth of democracy,

and that if the rice growers
cculd not be satisfied with the
quota .of rice delivery deter-

(Cheers.)
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mined for them, they might
change the Commlsswners by
virtue of the provisions of
Article 15. While making fools
of them in a manner like this,

the prefectural governor or the

headman of the. village may

. force the rice-growers to offer
all the rice in their possession

by threatening .in the mean-
time to have recourse to strong
measures against all the dis-
contented. The object of the
present Bill appears to legalize
all- such deceptive measures.
The authors of the present Bill
may contend that by-virtue of
the provisions of Article -6 a
way 1s open to all rice growers
to protest against any illegal
measures such as just mention-
ed. - But it appears to. me that

+ there is nothing more nonsen-

sical than the provisions of
Article 6. For, if the headman
of a remote village wishes to
listen to the protest of a rice-

arower, he must at first obtain
-the approval of the Minister

of Agriculture and Forestry.
This is practically impossible.
Now, if the Governor of a pre-
fecture, in compliance with
the request of the headman- of

a.village in his prefecture, ob-

tains an 1nterview with the

Minister of Agriculture and

Forestry for the sake of the
farmer who has filed his pro-
test with the headman of the
village in question, he find the
Minister without knowledge

enough to judge the .case at

once. Even the prefectural
governor will be unable to ex-
plain the truth concerning the
rice-grower’s. protest. The
headman of the wvillage may
not be in a better position than

the prefectural governor to ex-

plain the case. In most cases,
the quantity of rice which a

~rice grower refuses to deliver

is three to five bales. There-

fore, it will be practically im~

possible for the central Gov-
ernment authorities to institute
inquiry into each case protest-
ed agaiust by rice growers.
But the different of three: to
five bales means a disastrous
blow to a rice grower. In
order to have any such mis-
take corrected, all parties con-
cerned are required to go

through such complicated pro-

cedures as Jjust - mentioned.

“Article 6, therefore, is little
‘more than camouflage of demo-

cracy. . In this the authorities
are veritably crying up' wine

and salling vinegar. Besides,
there are many such imprac-
tical points in the present Bill.

The Bill is without neces-

sary provisions concerning the

rice price, for the adjustment
of which all 'the rice growerns
In our country are making
strenous efforts year after year.
The object of the Bill is to
secure the required supply of

food; so 'say the authorities

concerned. If so, it should
provide for adjustment of the
price of rice, There must be
practical and democratic pro-
visions in this respect. Because
the price 1s one. of the most
important terms of bargain. If
the farmers are entirely satis-
fied with the price of rice, all
other questions may be settled
without much difficulty. The
authorities, however, now sub-
mit the present Bill- without
any provisions concerning the
adjustment of the rice price
and that those provisions are
found in the Food Control Law.
This is very regrettable,
The present Bill anticipates
orders of planting, prohibition
of planting and common use
of properties. However,v it
contains no rowsmns what-
soever to make good the losses
that may be ‘caused through
the enforcement of such orders.
Persons engaged in eoal min-
ing or in the manufacture of
fertilizers are protected against
the ‘losses resulting from the
operation of their business:
Farmers who are engaged in
the production of rice which is
of no less importance to us
than coal or fertilizers, how-
ever, are left without any such
protectmn Some farmers may
incur losses because they have

been ‘compelled to cultivate -

rice only. The Government is
not ready to protect the in-
terests of such farmers. The
Government is satisfied if the
required quantity of rice is

delivered by farmers. The .
welfare of the rice-growers

seems to be of no duect con-
cern to the Government. But
this 1s violation of the provi-

 sions of paragraph 3 of' Article
29 of the Constitution. In

short, the present Bill provides
for the 1mprovement of ferms
of bargain in such a way as is

advantageous to. the Govern-

ment only, the welfare of the
rice-growers- being given no
heed at all, in defiance of the

spirit of the Constitution. The

Lo

Government says that the pres-
ent Bill is favorable to the rice
growers, because when it be-
comes law, all grcwers of rice
will not be requested to de-
liver rice beyond the quota
previously allocated to them.

But,  in , order ‘that: the

present Bill may be. favorable
to rice-growers, the quota of
rice delivery to be determined

by the Minister of Agriculture
and Forestry must be quite
reasonable, correct and fair.
Until this prerequisite be'filled,
the rice-growers cannot enjoy
the merits of the present Bill,
if any. The quota of rice deli-
very, for last rice year when
30,050 Koku . delivered, was
finally found too heavy, and as-
dggainst demand for return of
5,000,000 Koku to the rice-
growers, the Government has
returned only 1,6000,000 Koku
with reluctance. For . the pre-

sent rice year, the Government .
expects the delivery of 32,000,-

000 Koku, which is larger than
last wrice-year’s by 1,500,000

‘Koku. ' That this is. too heavy
'is clear to everybody. . If the

rice - growers _ deliver the
quantity mlentioned just now,
they will havé no rice left in

their hand. Therefore, the .

provision of - Paragraph 4 of
Article 7, that the rice-growers
will not be requested to deliver

rice in excess of the quotas -

allocated to them hasno mean-
ing at all. Moreover, the Min-
ister of Agriculture and For-
estry, without taking any
measures against the provi-
sions of Paragraph 4 of Article
7, is in a position to establish

any plan without restraint; to .

determine the quantity of rice
to be delivered by the farmers.
So here is a loophole very
convement to the’Authorities.

In short,” the real aim of the

present Bill is to enslave the
farmers by means of orders of
planting rice and prohibiting
it, “without considering the in-

terests of the farmers in the,

least. I shall not be going too
far if I denounce the present
Bill as the most wicked of all
wicked laws. I now close my
debate as I have given my
views. (Cheers.)

 (Mr. MATOBA, Kinemon,
| takes the rostrum).
Mr. MATOBA: Representing

one of the Government  par-

ties, I am here to' express our
opinion ' of approval ' of the
partial amendment, as report-
ed by the Chairman of the
Committee, of the Food Main-

tenance Tempotrary Measures

Bill wihich has just been put

on the agenda. (Applause)

Up to the present, the agri-
culturists have been control-
led and oppressed by the Food
Control Law and the Food-
stuffs Emergency Measure Or-
dinance. Under this Food-
stuffs Emergency Measure Or-
dinance, they have suffered a
great difficulty.. In order to
ameliorate this condition, in
order to save these agricul-
turists who have suffered
damages either by the Con-
trol Law or by the Emergency
Measure Law, and in order

to protect™ the farmers, we.

will suppor‘g this bill. As
those who are conversant with
the difficult situation of the
agriculturists, we desire to

~save them from their difficul-

ty. (Applause) Therefore, we
advocate .this bill under the
belief that it can save them
from their sufferings to some
extent. '

The worst of their suﬂ"erlng‘;-

lies in the fact that their deli-
very allotments are too strin-
gent to secure: enough  food-
stuffs for themselves and suffi-
cient feeds for their -cattle,
and that they are delivering

their quotas ‘without their

complaints heard against this
exhorbitant demand for deliv-
ery. "These agriculturists go
to the fields to work even be-
fore sunrise and sftay until 8
or 9 o’clock at night. On re-
turning home, they have to
take care of cattle aund work
untal 11 .or 12 ro’elocks.: The

“agony that these laborers, toil-

ing without a __moment’s rest
are experiencing with insuffi-
cient foodstuffs and feeds is
what can be understood by
the farmers alone,  To them
there is neither summer~time

nor the Labor Standard Law. -

Their second difficultv is
that the prices of agricultural

products- are too cheap as

compared to those of other

commodities . . |

" (Many voices are heard.)
The President: Please, be

quiet. There is some trouble

with the loud-speaker and I

ask vou to be very quiet today.

Mr. MATOBA (Continuing):-

With a deficiency of the capi-

tal for repeating the produc-

tion, they are, I am told, short
of means for maintaining their
households.

The .third point is that the
necessary materials - for the
farmers are high in price ‘and
hard to get. The fourth point
is that there is no way open
to protest against the irration-
ality, impropriety and,k unfair-
ness. of their delivery quotas
allotted by the State, the Pre-
fec\ture, the city or the town
on the " basis'of planting acre-
ages, etc. The fifth pomnt is

that without exceplion the

penal provisions are always
being applied to the farmers.
The ' present Bill aims to
amend the law in order to pro-

teet these agriculturists by

eliminating these means 'of
improper - oppression. (Ap-
plause) |

Since this amendment pro-
vides against a farmer being
forced to deliver rice beyond
his quota even when he pro-

duced more than it by dint
of their labor and efforts fo:
increased production, they can .
~do their best for it without

any fear. In other words, with
regard to staple food reserved
for family use, those was, in
the past no provision for i1t n
the agricultural program and

the delivery quota has so far

been ‘arbitrarily allotted in
utter disregard of individual
cases where the area of plan-
tation was limited or the har-

- vest was poor.

According- to the present
amendment, however, thHe al-
lotment program is to be
drawn out by placing farmers’
holdings on the same line as

their amount of delivéry and

giving priority to the formen.

This will bring about the eli-

mination of the greatest agony
of + the agriculturists, whose
interests are thus protected.
Further since the' scope and
ratio of .delivery in substitute
has been provided, it is pos-
sible now to have the fittest
production from the fitted soil
by utilizing the special skilis
of farmers according to the
free will 'of their own. (Ap-
plause) '
Mext. the Government has

~laid down a program for

financing. the production of
principal foodstuffs and incor-
porated in -the Bill provisions

- for its enforcement. This

means the salvation of 'agri-
culturists- who are short of
their capitals, for, they can be
sure of the nexl preduction.

e

With regard to the supply of
necessary materials, the head
of a city, town or village, on
the receipt of a directive- as
provided in the first paragraph
of Article 1, must allocate

- without delay to the produc-

ers on the basis of it such
amounts of fertilizers, agricul-
tural medicines and agricul-

tural goods as are indicated

in.the agricultural program.
In case the said program is
unfair, irrational or unsuitable
moreonver, farmers can make
therr protest.;, And until a
satisfactory . solution of such
protest 1s attainéed, expropria-
tion 1s Impossible in virtue of
Article 1 of the Foodstuffs
Emergency  Measute ' Ordi-
nance.  Also with regard to
the rules of punishment, there

- have hitherto been the pro-

visions only for punishing
agriculturists, but under Para-
graph 4 of Article ITI, the com-
petent Minister can dlrect those
who are engaged in the pro
duction, distribution’ or trans-
portation of fertilizers, agri-
cultural medicines, ' agricul-
tural implements and other

- necessaries for production of

staple foodstuffs and agricul
tural products as'defined in the
agricultural - program, to join
in efforts to secure these sup-

plies. It has been provided.

that to those who violate this
provision of the rules of pun-

iIshment wi}'l be applicable.
The wvarious points above

stated give more protection to
the agriculturists than before
It 1s a mistake to say that the
farmers will be in difficulty,
because of the existence of this
law. The present amendment
1S aimed at the total elimina-

tion of the oppression of the
farmers with greater vehe--

mence by the Foodstuffs Con-
trol Law and the Foodstuffs
Emergency Measure Law,

which would be possible save
for the existence of, this law.
Therefore, I support with the
present revision. 'If you oppose
this bill, all the farmers in
the entire country will have a
grudge against you. I beseech
you . who have both under-
standing ' and sympathy to-
ward the agriculturists give
your approval to-this bill.

The above is' 'the reason,
tersely presented, for our ap-
proval of the bill and I now
close my speech.

The. President: Mr.' Jiro
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Kita please! The megaphone
1s -out of order to- day, and 1
shall have to ask you parti-
cularly to be quiet.

(Mr. KITA, Jiro, takes the
rostrum.’

Mr. KITA: Representmg the
Japan Farmers' Party, the So-
cial Renovation Party. and the
Japan Liberal Party, 1 would

voice our opposition to the ori-

ginal Bill for the Food Main-
tenance Temporary Measures
as well as to the revised Bill
therefor. We are convinced
that the Bill would lead to no
end of evils and bring no bene-
fit, as it would impede in great
measure the stabilization of
food condition and the smooth
rationing of food, and bring
about the serious deterioration
of farmers’ incentive for pro-

duction. It is obvious that the

Bill will bring down the price,
which means the agriculture is
sacrificed by commerce and in-
dustry—the fact is obvious too.

In-gll cases what is essential is

the devoted effort of the pro-
ducers. Another 'prerequisite
1s the securement of food for
producers’ consumption. A re-

‘tention of 4 “‘go” of rice is pro-

mised by the Food Control
Law, but the fact is the pro-
mise has never been carried
out, as revealed by the inves-
tigation over the actual situa-
tion with the practice of re-
allocation of rice to producers.
Moreover, farmers have no
voice in determining the price
of rice which has a serious
bearing on delivery of quotas.
The Government apparently
thinks it could solve the fun-
damental problems of agricul-
tural production and of food
policy without changing its
present policy. We can say
with immunity that this way of

" thinking is typical of bureau-

cratic ideology and highly feu-
dalistic. Originally this Bill
has as its object the farmers,
but farmers on the other hand
have no such laws and regula-
tions to help them secure
necessities of production and.of
their living.- To cite an in-
stance, farmers are having only
60 per cent of their allotment
of cotton cloth. In the face
of this fact, the Government
takes no steps to remedy the
situation, but is permitting the
capitalists and profit-makers to

- do as they liked with them.

We have to decide that the Bill

- would prove a bad legislation,

-

as 1t aims to take away from
farmers the fruit of their
grueling labory throughout a
year—what they could produce
with their blood and sweat
working for hours daily under
the blazing sun—paying for it
what little price the bureau-
crats nominate. We have to
say that the Bill virtually en-
slaves farmers.
(Many voices are heard.)

The Premdent Please be
quiet.

Mr. KITA (Contmuing)i The
measure of the pre-plantation
allocation of delivery-quotas
forced upon farmers in utter
distegard of the actuality of
the Japanese farming, wherein
the result depends as much up-
on the forces of nature as of
men, will never bring about
desired effect in securing food.
The farming in Japan is sub-
Jected to influence of climate in

great degree. A ¢ertain dis--

trict enjoys rich harvest in
certain year while in other
district they have only poor
crops due to natural -disaster
and other causes. The Bill
does not anticipate any meas-
ures for rich harvest but pre-
scribes measures to be taken in
cases of. poor harvest.
(Many voices are heard.)

\'The President: Plea'se 'be‘-

quiet!
Mr. KITA (Contmumg)

is evident that so far as the
price i1s kept trampled down
there will always happen de-
ficits in the Government re-
quirements. -The compulsory
food collectlon and this Bill

too give us an.impression that

the Government 1s intent on

following the principle of -

severe punishment  against
farmers: As pointed out by
Mr. Davis of the Allied Head-
quarters some time ago, the
Japanese « Government and

Japanese bureaucrats have not °
come 1n firm grip of the actu-

ality of the Japanese farming.

- We can dispense with this kind

of legislation. if only the Gov-

ernment had the firm grip of -

the actual situation of farmers

and made an allout effort to

solve. " the. food problem.
(Cheers.) As food situation
has generally aggravated since

propaganda has been carried -

They are attempting to put

1¢ the source of all the unrest
and 1ndignation, hunger and
poverty. Thus dream stories
about bloated farmers® and in-
flation-happy rural communi-

ties are widely told-as gainst

1t difficult 4o keep even the
authorized farmer’s retention
of - vice. | The circumstance
gave rise to a  nation-wide
struggle - for securement of
sustenance-rice, which was

~carrried out by working

farmers and spearheaded by
their poorer brethren, as a
movement to oppose the Gov-
ernment’s strong measure.

(Cheers.) This mass-struggle |
involving hundreds of thou-.

sands people - represents the
working  farmers’ grotest
pro-

profiteering through shady

dealings. (Cheers.)

The Financial Emergency
Measures Law which was
enacted at the end eof February
1946 to rescue the banks from
bankruptey exposed to the

‘broad day _ light the true
- picture of the post-war in-
- flation by  blocking  the
movable properties of the

people. What was the aspect
of the inflation in rural com-
munities - as shown in such
picture; in its level or scope‘?
An on-the-spot investigation
carried on with each stratum

of farmers on  the basis of
their returns of movables re-
veals that a farmer’s family

on the average had movable

properties of the amout of
¥6,000 to ¥14,000, that means
¥8,867 per average household.
This investigation was carried
out with rural communities to
which easy access is made,
and we expect that rural
communities farther inland
will present a poorer showing.
As shown .later, farmers had

a saving of approximately’

16,000 per household as of
September 1945, we may

estimate the amount "of such

savings at the time of freezing
at, most at ¥7,000 to ¥8,000 on
the -nationwide average. If
they had ¥10.000 in movables

the money would be hardy
enough to buy a labor-ox
with. During the War farmers
were compelled to save the
money received in. payment
for their products through the
system of agricultural ‘pro-
ducts sales transfer deposits,
and their purchase of neces-
sary goods too was suppressed
by the restricted supply of
agricultural materials. The
above figures, therefore, re-
present the amounts of money

~ they had to accumulate much

against their will. They tell
a story of aggravated and
shrunken life of farmers
throughout the War. A study
of the returns of their
movables throughout all strata
of farmers reveals that the
amount of movables owned
by small farmers or tenant
farmers tilling a farm of one
chobu (2.45 acres) or under
averages only %¥5.000, which
means their possessicn falls

~ far below that of the average-
farmers. The census of April,

1945 shows that approximate-
ly 70 per cent of the farmers

-own or till a farm of less than

1 chobu (2.45 acres): that
means an ovelwhelmmg maj-
crity of farmers in Japan are
poor having: only 35,000 of

.movables. Stories abeut the
proﬁteermg through illicit-
channelling or of farmers fat-

tened on the proceads of black
market has nothing to do with

70 per cent of farmers. Farm-
ers owing 1 or 2 choku or over

may- be regarded as a little
above the average level. . One
can easily realize this differ-
ence among farmers when the

- problem of the deliveries is

considered.

(Many wveices are heard.)

The President: Be quiet,
please.

Mr. KITA . (Continuing):
T'he productivity of rice and
wheat varies in direct propor-
tion to the size of fields under
cultivation, when calculation
1Is made on the basis of a “tan.”
not to mention of that based
on power the laber or farming,
family unit.

Neglecting this fact, the de-
livery quota is fixed accord-
g to the size of cultivated
area In general, imposing a
relatively far heavier burden
upcn small farmlands than on

larger one. The actual state

is'such that small farmers are
sufiering from the shertage of
their own foods while big
farmers keep in store abund-
ant food. It means that the
purchase of rice and wheat
after completing the quota de-
livery at thrice the official
price in compliance with this

~Law is to give benefit to mid-

dle class and big farmers
enly—
(Many voices are heard)

The President: Be quiet,
please.

Mr. 'KITA ~(Co\ntinuing):
Actually, in every village, one

~or two farmers have.foodstuffs,

enough to sell them at a three-
fold price or more. Almost
all of minor farmeérs will have

no rrce tq sell at such a good

price, however hard they may
work.

If the present Bill is com-
pared with the Bill for Tem-

- porary Adjustment of Agricul-

tural Production, which was
dropped on account of the ad-
journment of the last Session,
1t will he found that Lthe aim
andg spirit of both are qulte the
same despite change in - their
wording, and the present’ Bill
would surely torture the farm-
ers .if it become law. (Ap-
plause.) We need not men-

~tion that the authorities made

a undue and one-sided deci-
sion in determining the pre-
plantmg quota of delivery last

- would decrease the production

of foods more and more. It
18 guite clear that the present
Bill wculd ruin. our agricul-
ture 1n'. the future, th@&ugh it
seems to be adequate at a
glance.

Finally, while the additional

. payment for the rice delivered

last year is not made in spite
of the recent resplution of the

Diet,'if such a Bill as is aimed

at. squeezing the ' farmers,
only is passed,—if there is any
one who supports the Bill, I
would dare say, he is the
enemy oi the farmers. (Ap-
plause.) Furthermore, the

- Japan Communist Party ask-

ed me to refer to 1ts stand-
point, as there is no time for
1ts . representative to discuss
the matter fully, and declare
that it is opposed to the pre-
sent Bill throughout of rea-
sons quite different for ours.

questions:

Mr. Horie of the 1Ist Diet
Members’ Club expressed his
strong desire that an agree-

and that the presentation of a
supplementary budget will be-
come neécessary. A similar
desire was voiced by.

Does the Government mean to
ignore the resolution of the

To this, the Director of the
Pay Bureau replied saying
that as a result of negotiations,
it is feasible that the new pay
could be started, say . from
April 1, and the Diet’s wishes

can; be respected. But he

wished that as a legisla-
tive measure, the matter be
left to the result of negotia-
tions. Next, Mr. Akamatsu
stated that in supporting the
Budget for the fiscal year 1947,
the, Japan Social Democratic
Party was guided by the view-
point that ¥ 3,700 was only
the unit of calculation and not
a wage base. In the third

place, he said he would agree
to the purport of the amend-
ment proposed by Mr, Horie,
but that the new base, even it
approved by the Diet, should
not put a framework to the
negotiation now going on be-
tween the Government and
All Government Workers
Union. He expressed himself
mast strongly ‘on these points.
The Governments reply was to
the effect that the new wage
base should rot be made the
framework within 'which they
should negotiate.

The bill was ex-
plained by the government on

the 1st of this month, and-avas

since then carefully examined.

Now ‘the bill relative to
transactions of = prize-bearing
savings account. Let me give
the outline of this bill. Firstly,
the proposed provisions are
applicable to all tHe financial
institutions with the exceptlon
of the Bank of Japan. Second-
ly, it is proposed that in case

Now my report pertains to
the prize ticket bill. With
the abrogation of the Tempo-

rary Fund, Adjustment Law in .

April thig year, the issuance of
the so-called Takara-kuji
(treasure lottery) eannot be
newly ordered on and’ after

March 26, so that the sale of .

lotteries at presant is confined
to those already ordered prior
to March 25. For the purpose

, 0of arresting the development

of mounting inflation, it is
certainly necessary at present
to intensify the campaign to
increase savings, to ensure tax
collection, and to resort any
other means to absorb liguid
purchasing power. But it is
also considered that a method
to siphon off the purchasing
power, taking advantage of the
speculative trend of popular
psychology at the present
time, is fully justified. Besides
the method may prove con-
ductive to ensuring a source of
revenue for the government.
The local governments of the
Prefectures are also looking
forward to the re-introduction
of this measure as a source of
iIncome to be appropriated to

such usdes as are unable to rely,

upon regular source of re-
venue.or public loans. In view
of these circumstances, this
bill was submitted to give the

legal basis to the measure,

which it is considered will
have to be maintained for some
time to come. The govern-
ment gave explanations on
this bill-on the 2nd of this
month; and without discus-
sions the approval was unani-
mously voted on the 3rd.

Lastly, I report on the bill

pertaining to special account-

ing of Yen fund to be used in
foreign trade. In reference

to this subject, one of the

so-called Potsdam orders, ie.
a cabinet order based upon
the. “Ordinance Relative to
Orders ‘to be Issued Conseé-

quent upon Acceptance of the
Potsdam Declaration,” relating

to control and disposition of
properties belonging to the
dissolved organizations, will
be announced shortly. With
the introduction of this cabinet
order, cash and properties of
the dissolved organizations
will now belong to the Nation-
al Treasury. For the purpose
of employing the revenue de-
rived, from the control and
disposition of such cash and
properties as foreign trade
fund of the state, it has become
necessary to establish:a spe-
cial account, and accordingly
to submit the bill in guestion.
After having heard the expla-
nations of the government on
the 3rd, the bill was examin-
ed, and, eliminating discus-
sions ,the vote was taken. The
Iesult was a unaimous yea.

farmers through speedy dif-
fusion of the results of such
research and experiments,
the Agricultural Improvement
Bureau is to be set up as an

.executive organ responsible

for such researchiand experi-
ments and for the propaganda
activities.

During the course of de-
bate on the\'Bi;ll some mem-
bers expressed their Opposi-
tion to it. They maintained
that although they had no ob-
jection to  the establishment
of the said Bureau, yet there
was no reason why such Bu-
reau had to-be set up, when
the Ministry - of Agriculture
and Forestry was on the verge
of reorganizing its whole
structure on the meost reason-
able wav. Other members

countered that the sooner

the Bureau would be es-

the Bill and stressed the ne-
cessity to carry out propa-
ganda activities to the utmost,
stating that he recognized the
necessity to establish research
system of agricultural tech-
nics but no such technics,
however advanced, would be
of no awail' if they are not
acopted by every farmer.

After debate was over, the
Bill was put to a vote and ap-
‘proved by a K majority in 1ts-
original form.

Next, I shall report on the
deliberation of the Com-

mitiee concerning the Bill for -
Partial Amendment of the
-Ministry - of Commerce and

Industry Organization - Ordi-
nance and- the Bill for the

- Establishment of the Science

and Technology Board.

The main ‘points of the first

Bill are: 1) To. c¢reate the
Iron and Steel Bureau in the
Ministry of Commerce and
Industry in view of the ur-

.gency of increase production

of these metals. 2) In view
of wvarious circumstances at
home and abroad, the Repa-
rations Admlmstratlon Bu-
reau 1S 1o be named the Re-
paration Administration’ Divi-
sion* and placed under the

General Affairs Bureau. 3)-

An Iinspection organ may be
established in the said Min-
istry in: order to carry out
discretionary inspection as

well as the inspection based '
~on laws, such as the Export

Goods Regulation Law. I
~  The purport of the second

Bill is as follows: In order
to rapidly improve ' technics
used in 1ron incustry, in view
of the backwardness of our
industrial  technology, the

Science and Technology Board-

1s to be established to coor-

dinate wvarious research and

experiment stafions and the

organs in charge of industrial -

standardization, which = are
scattered under the jurisdic-
tion of the Ministry of Com-
merce and Industry as well as

to establish close cooperation

with the pubhc and private

We held several joint meet-
ings with the Mining and In-

dustry Organization Orci-
nance as presented by the
Government and the Bill for
the Establishment of Science
and Technology Board as
amended by the House of
Councillors. - On July 4th, dis-
pensing with debate, we
unanimously approved both
Bills as ‘transmitted by the
other House. . With this, 1
conclude my report.

Mr. 'TOMITA: As regards
the three bills just reported
by the Chairman—the, bill for

the Agricultural Improvement

Service [Establishment . Law.
the bill of Partial Amendment
of the Organization in Ministry
of Commerce and Industry,
and the bill for the Agency of
Industrial’ Science: and Tech-
nology Establishment Law—I
wish to state in behalf of: the
Democratic Liberal Party why
we cannot help opposing them
and to get concurrence- of the
fellow members of the Diet,

We are not opposed to the
estabhshment of the Agricul-
tural Improvement Service
itself, but we cannot approve
of any nf\lisunderstanding that
the Agricultural Improvement
Service spells in itself agricul-
tural: improvement. Our

- Party is no less sincerely in-

terested in the problem of
agricultural 1mprove(nent than
any other party. As we re-
view the proposed bill to
establish the Agricultural Im-
provement Service, however,
we find that it is a part of the
recent bill to establish the
Agriculture zand Forestry Min-
istry. The Bill to Establish
the Agrlculture and Forestry
Mmlstry has been withdrawn.
According to the explanation
given by the Minister of Agri-
culture and Forestry, it is

Agricultural

provement Service has sudden-
ly been proposed. This, I have
to point ouf, is inopportune.
Rice crop does not increase
because number of Govern-
ment officials is inc¢reased. The
producticn of charcoal' does
not merease tomorrow” because
the number of Government of-
ficials is increased today.. The
purpose of establishing the
Agricultural Improvement . Ser-
vice as stated in the bill- is

-very fine; to establish a bu-

reau to be organized demo-
cratically and to operate them
efficiently * and rationally.
However, if we examine the
contents of the bill, we find
that the Agricultural Impro-
vement Service most likely is
nothing but the replacement of
the Marine Products Bureau
which has been expanded into
the Marine Products Board.
The following may be pointed
out to support the observa-
tion. First, the proposed Agu-
cultural Improvement Sérvice
has the Propagstion Depart-
ment. - It calls forth reexami-
nation whéther or not the
function of this Department
should properly be that of *he
Service. Second, there is the
Agricultural Economy Re-
search Institute in the proposed
'Improvement
Service, This Agricultural

- Beonomy Research Institute

has the General Agricultural
Research Institute. Any “gen-
eral” research has to be such
that-it be conducted according

to a unified theory and carried

out systematically, rationally
and efficiently. The proposed

.Jnstltute however, is to con-

duct economic research and so-
cial, research, -and as far &s
technical research is concern-
ed, it is provided to be con-
ducted by a separate depart-
ment named the Agricultural
Technology Department. — As
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
