General Comment - Observations of the General Election indicated a lack

cf full knowlesige of the Eledtion Laws by the general publie. A rather in-
different attitude was projected, through the high rate of absenteeism which
ran 24.2% of the number of registered voters of this prefecture. The highest
percentage of invalid votes were ballots which were blank and another large
percentage of invalid votes were caused by persons indicating their choice
for Governor ard Mayor on the wrong ballot. Election cormittees were not
fully ant of their duties, but however, this was not general. With the
many prcblems concerning the Economic situation and the rehabilitation of
this prefecture the election committee did a very satisfactory job.

There are 19 re-elections scheduled to be run off 15 April 1947. These

are for mayors and headmen of towns and villages.
