It should be noted that their acceptance by China refers only to Chinese vessels
of foreign type, and that Chinese vessels of native type do not come under their opera-

tion.

REGULATIONS

FOR PREVENTING COLLISIONS AT SEA,

T $-C) 4 M et

PRELIMINARY.

The Rules shall be followed by all vessels upon the high seas and in all waters
connected therewith, navigable by sea-going vessels.

In the following Rules every steam-vessel which is under sail and not under steam
is to be comsidered a sailing vessel, and every vessel under steam, whether under sail

or not, is to be considered a steam vessel
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The word “steam-vessel” shall include any vessel propelled by machiery.

A vessel is under “way,” within the meaning of these Rules, when she is not at

anchor, or made fast to the shore or aground-

RULES CONCERNING LIGHTS, ETC.

The word “visible”™ in these Rules, when applied to lights shall mean visible on

a dark night with a clear atmosphere.

ARTICLE 1.—The Rules concernning lighis shall be complied with in all wea-

thers from sunset

to sunrise, and during such time no other lights which may be

mistaken for the prescribed lights shall be exhibited.

ARTICLE 2—A steam-vessel when under way shall carry--

(2) On or in front of the fore-mast, or if a vessel without a fore-mast

(b)

then in the fore part of the vessel, at a height above the hull of
not less than 20 feet, and if the breadth of the vessel exceeds 20
feet, then at a height above the hull not less than such breadih,
so, however, that the light reed not be carried at a greater height
above the hull than 40 feet, a bright white light, so construcied
as to show an unbroken light over an arc of the horizon of 20
poinis of the compass, so fixed as to throw the light 10 points on
each side of the vessel, viz., from right ahead to 2 points abalt
the beam on either side, and of such a character asto be visible
at a distance of at least 5 miles.

On the starboard side a green light, so consiructed as to show an

unbroken light cver an arc of the the hcrizon of [0 points of the



compass, so fixed as to throw the light from right ahead to 2
points abaft the beam on the starboard side, and of such a character
as to be visible at a distance of at least 2 miles.

(c¢) On the port side a red light, so constructed as to show an unbroken
light over an arc of the horizon of 10 points of the compass, so fixed
as to throw the light from right ahead to 2 points abaft the beam
on the port side, and of such a character as to be visible at a
distance of at least 2 miles,

(d) The said green and red side lights shall be fitted with mboard
screens projecting at least 3 feet forward from the light, so as to
prevent these lights from being seen across the bow.

(e) A steam-vessel when under way may carry an additional white
light similar in construction to the light mentioned in subdivision
(a). These two lights shall be so placed in line with the keel
that one shall be least 15 [eet higher than the other, and in such
a position with reference to each other that the lower light shall
be forward of the upper ome The vertical distance between
these lights shall be less than the horizontal distance.

ARTICLE 3.—A steam-vessel when towing ancther vessel shall, in addition to
her side lighis, carry two bright white lights in a vertical line one over the other,
not less than 6 feet apart, and when towing more than one vessel shall carry an
additional bright white light 6 feet above or below such lights, if the length of the
tow, measuring from the stern of the towing vessel to the stern of the last vessel towed,

exceeds 600 feet,  Each of these lights shall be of the same construction and character,
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and shall be carried in the same position as the white light mentioned in Article 2,
(a), except the additional light, which may be carried at a height of not less than
14 feet above the hull.

Such steam-vessel may carry a small white light abaft the funnel or after-mast for
the vessel towed to steer by, but such light shall not be visible forward of the beam.

ARTICLE 4.—(a) A vessel which from any accident is not under command
shall carry at the same height as the white light mentioned in Article 2, (a), where
they can best be seem, and if a steam-vessel, in lieu of that light, two red lights, in a
vertical line one over the other, not less than 6 f{eet apart, and of such a character as to
be visible all round the horizon at a distance of at less 2 miles; and shall by day
carry in a vertical line one over the other, not less than 6 feet apart, where they can
best be seen, two black balls or shapes, each 2 feet in diameter.

(b) A vessel employed in laying or in picking up a telegraph cable shall carry
in the same position as the white light mentioned in Axticle 2, (a), and if a steam=
vessel, in lieu of that light, three lights, in vertical line one over the other, not less
than 6 feet apart, The highest and lowest of these lights shall be red, and the
middle light shall be white, and they shall be of such a character as to be visible all
round the horizon at a distance of at least 2 miles. By day she shall camry in
vertical line one over the other, not less than 6 feet apart, where they can best be
seen, three shapes not less than 2 feet in diameter, of which the highest and lowest
shall be globular in shape and red in colow, and the middle one diamond in shape
and white.

(c¢) The Vessels referred to in this Article, when not making way through the

water, shall nott carry the side lights, but when making way shall carry them.



(d) The lights and shapes required to be shown by this Article are to be taken
by other vessels as signals that the vessel showing them is not under command and
cannot therefore get out of the way.

These signals are not signals of vessels in distress and requiring assistance. Such
signals are contained in Anticle 31.

Atticle 5.-—~A sailing-vessel under way, and any vessel being towed, shall carry
the same lights as are prescribed by Article 2 for a steam-vessel under way, with the
exception of the white ligets mentioned herein, which they shall never carry.

Article 6.—Whenever, as in the cass of small vessels under way during bed
weather, the green and red side lights cannot be fixed, these lights shall be kept at
hand, lighted and ready for use, and shall, on the approach of or to other vessels, be
exhibited on their respective sides in sufficient time to prevent collision, in such manner
as to made them most visible, and so that the green light shall not be seen on the
port side nor the red light on the starboard side, nor, if practicable, more than 2 points
abaft the beam or their respective sides.

To make the use of these portable lights more certain and easy the lanterns
containing them shall each be painted outside with the colour of the light they respec-
tively contain, and shall be provided with proper screens.

Axticle 7.—Steam-vessels of less than 40, and vessels under oars or sails of less
than 20, tons gross tonnage respectively, and rowing-boats when under way, shall not
be obliged to carry the lights mentioned in Article 2, (a), (b) and (c); butif they
do not carry them they shall be provided with the following hghis:—

(1) Steam-vessels of less than 40 tons shall carry—

(a) In the fore part of the vessel, or on or in front of the funnel,
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where it can best be seen, and at a height above the guawale of
less than 9 feet, a bright white light constructed and fixed as pres
scribed in Anxticle 2, (a), and of such a character as to be visible
at a distance of at least 2 miles,

(b) Green and red side lights constructed and fixed as prescribed in
Aizicle 2, (b) and (¢), and of such a character as to be visible
at a distance of at least | mile, or a combined lantern showing a
green light and a red light from right zhead to 2 points abaft the
beam on their respective sides. Such lantern shall be carried not
less then 3 feet below the white light

(2) Small steam boats, such as are carried by sea-gcing vessels, may carry the
white light at a less height than 9 feet above the gunwale, butitshall be
carried above the combined lantern, menticned in subdivision (1), (b).

(3) Vessels under cars or sails, of less then 20 tons, shall have ready at hand a
[antern with a green glass on one side and a red glass on the other, which,
on the approach of or to cther vessels, shall be exhibited id sufficien: time
to prevent collision, so that tha green light shall not be seen on the port side
nor the red light on the starboard side.

(4) Rowing-boats, whether under cars or sails shall have ready at hand a lantern
showing a white light, whith shall be temporarily exhibited in sufficient time
to preveni collision.

The vessele referred to in this Article shall not be obliged to carry the lights

prescrided by Article 4, (a), and Article 11, last paragraph

Article 8.-—Piloi-vessels, when engaged on their station on pilotage duty, shall



not show the lights required for other vessels, but shall carry a white light at the
masthead, visible all round the horizon, and shall also exhibit a flare-up light or flare-
up lights at short intervals, which shall never exceed 15 minutes,

On the near approach of or to other vessels they shall have their side lights
lighted, ready for use, and shall flash or show them at short intervals, to indicate the
pirection in which they are heading, but the green light shall not be shown on the
dort side, nor the red light on the starboard side.

A pilot-vessel of such a class as to be obliged to go along-side of a vessel to put
a pilot on board may show the white light instead of carrying it at the masthead, and
may instead of the coloured lights above mentioned, have at hand, ready for use, a
lantern with a green glass on the one side and a red glass on the other, to be used
as prescribed above.

A steam-pilot-vessel exclusively employed for the service of pilots licensed or
cextified by any pilotage authority or the committee of any pilotage district, when

engeged on her station on pilotage duty and not at anchor, shall, in addition to the

lights required for all pilot-boats, carry, at a distance of 8 feet below her white

masthead light, a red wvisible all round the horizon, and of such a character astobe
visible on a dark might with a clear atmosphere at a distance of at least 2 miles, and
also the coloured side lights required to be camried by vessels when under way.
When engaged on her station on pilotage duty and at anchor she shall canry, in
addition to the lights required for all pilot-boats, the red light above mentioned, but
not the coloured side lights.
Pilot-vessels when not engaged on their station on piletage duty shall carry similar

to those of other vessele of their tonnage.
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Aurticle 9.%f—Fishing-vessel and fishing-boats, when under way and when not
required by this Article to carry or show the lights herein-after specified, shall carry
or show the lighhts prescribed for vessels of their tonnage under way.

(a) Open boats, by which it is to be understood boats not protected from the
entry of sea water by means of a continuous deck, when engaged in any fishing at
night with outlying tackle extending not more than 150 feet horizontally from the boat
into the sea-way, shall carry one all round white light,

Open boats, when fishing at night, with outlying tackle extending more then 150
feet horizontally from boat into the sea-way, shall carry one all round white light, and
i addition, on approaching or being approached by other vessels, shall show a second
white light at least 3 feet below the first light and at a horizontal distance of at least
5 feet away from it in the direction in which the outlying tackle is attached.

(b)}Vessels and boats, except open boats as defined in subdivision (a), when
fishing with drift-nets, shall,

Within the Mediterranean Sea and the seas bordering the coasts of Japan and
Korea sailing fishing-vessels of less than 20 tons gross tonnage shall not be obliged to
carry the lower of these two lights; should they, however, not carry it, they shall show
in the same position (in the direction of the net or gear) a white light, visible at a
distance of not less than 1 sca mile, on the approach of or to other vessels.

(c) Vessels and boats except open boats as defined in subdivision (a), when line
fishing with their lines out and attached to or hauling their lines, and when not at
anchor or stationary within the meaning of subdivision (h), shall carry the same lights
as vessels fishing with drift-nets. When shooting lines, or fishing with towing lines,

they shall carry the lights prescribed for a steam or sailing vessel under way respes-



tively.

Within the Mediterranean Sea and in the seas bordering the coasts of Japan and

Korea*sailing fishing-vessels of less than 20 tons gross tonnage shall not be obliged to

carry the lower of these two lights; should they, however, nct carry it, they shall show

in the same position (in the direction of the lines) a white light, visible at a distance

of not less than one sea mile, on the approach of or to other vessels.

(d) Vessels when engaged in trawling, by which is meant the dragging of an

apparatus along the bottom of the sea.—

(1) If steam-vessels, shall carry in the same position as the white light

(2)

mentioned in Article 2, (a), a tricoloured lantern, so constructed
and fixed as to show a white light from right azhead to 2 points
on each bow and a green light and a red light over an arc of the
horizen from 2 points on each bow to 2 points abaft the beam on
the starboard and port sides respectively, and not less than 6 nor
more than 12 feet below the tricoloured lantern a white lightina
lantern, so contructed as to show a clear, uniform, and unbroken
light all round the horizon.

If sailig-vessels, shall carry a white light in a lantern, so con-
structed as to shcw a clear. uniform, and unbroken light all round
the horizon, and shall also, on the approach of or to other vessels,
show, where it can best be seen. a white flare-up light or torch

in sufficient time to prevent collisior,

All ilghts mentioned in subdivision (d), {1) and (2), shall be visible at a

distance of at leasi 2 miles.
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(e) Opyster dredgers and other vessels fishing with dredge-nets shall carry and
show the same lights as trawlers.

(F) Fishing-vessels and fishing-boats may at any time use a flare-up light in
additien to the lighis which they are by this Axticle required to carry and show, and
they may also use working lights.

(g) Every fishing-vessel and every fishing-boat under 150 feet in length, when
at anchor, shall exhibit a white light visible all round the horizon at a distance of
at least 1 mile.

Every fishing-vessel of 150 feet in length or upwards, when at anchor, shail
exhibit a white light visible all round the horizen at a distance of at least | mile,
and shall exhibit a second light as provided for vessels of such length by Article 11.

Should any such vessel, whether under 150 feet in length, or of 150 feet in
length or upwards, be attached to a net or other lishing gear, she shall, oo the
approach of other vessels, show an additicnal white light at least 3 feet below the
anchor light, and at a horizontal distance of at least 5 feet away from it in the
direction of the net or gear.

(h) If a vessel or beat whea fishmg becomessiaticnary in consquence of her gear
getting fast to a rock or cther obsiruciion, she shail in deytime haul down the day
signal required by subdivisicn (k); af night shew the light or lights prescribed for a
vessel at anchor; and during fog, mist, falling saew, or heavy rainstorms make the
signal prescribed for o vessel at anchor, (See subdivision (d: end the last paragraph
of Article 15).

(1) In fog, mis:, falling snow, cr heavy rainstorms, drift-net vessels attached to

their nets, and vesels when trawling, diedging, or fishing with any kind of drag-net,



and vessels line fishing with their lines out, shall, if of 20 tons gross tonnage or upwadrs
respectively, at intervals of not more than | minute make a blast (if steam-vessels, with
the whistle or siren, and if sailing-vessels, with the fog homn), each blast to be followed
by ringing the bell. Fishing vessels and boats of less than 20 tons gross tonnage shall
not be obliged to give the above mentioned signals; but if they do not, they shall make
some other efficient sound-signal at intervals of not more than | minute,

(k) All vessels or boats fishing with nets or lines or trawls, when under way,
shall in daytime indicate their occupaticn to an approaching vessel by displaying a
basket or other efficient signal where it can best Le seen.

If vessels or boats at anchor have their gear out, they shall, on the approach of
other vessels, show the same signal on the side on which teose vessels can pass.

The vessels required by this Article to carry or show the lights herein-before
specified shall not be abliged to carry the lights prescribed by Article 4, (a), and the
last paragraph of Article 11.

Aaticle 10.—A vessel which is being overtaken by another shall show from her
stern to such last-mentioned vessel a white light or a flare-up light.

The white light required to be shown by this Article may be fixed and carried
in a lantern, but in such case the lantern shall be so consiructed, fitted, and screened
that it shall throw an unbroken light over an arc of the horizon of 12 points of the
compass, viz., for 6 points from right aft on each side of the vessel, so as to be visible
at a distance of at least | mile. Such light shall be carried as nearly as practicable
on the same level as the side lights.

Article 11.—A vessel under 150 feet in length, when at anchor, shall carry

forward, where it can best be seen, but at a height not exceeding 20 feet above the
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hull, a white light in a lantern, so constructed as to show a clear, uniform, and
unbroken light visible all round the horizon at a distance of at least | mile.

A vessel of 150 feet or upwards in length, when at anchor, shall carry in the
forward part of the vessel, at a height of not less than 20 and not exceeding 40 feet above
the hull, one such light, and at or near the stern of the vessel, and it such a height
that it shall be not less than 15 feet lower than the forward light, another such light.

The length of a vessel shall be deemed to be the length appearing in her
certificate of registry.

A vessel aground in or near a fairway shall carry the above light or lights and
the two red lights prescribed by Article 4, (a).

Aurticle 12.~—FEvery vessel may, if necessary in order to attract attention, in addition
to the lights which she is by these Rules required to carry, show a flare-up light or
use any detonating signals that cannot be mistaken for a distance signal

Article 13.—Nothing in these Rules shall interfere with the operation of any
special rules made by the Government of any nation with respect to additional station
and signal lights for two or more ships of war or for vessels sailing under convey, or with
the exhibition of recognition signals adopted by shipawners, which have been authorised
by their respective Governments and duly registered and published.

Article 14.—A steam-vessel proceeding under sail only, but having her funnel up,
shall carry m daytime, forward, where it can best be seen, one black ball or shape 2
feet in diameter.

*This Article does not apply to Chinese or Siamese vessels.
1The expression “Mediterranean Sea,” contained in subdivisions (b.) and (c.) of

this Aurticle, includes the Black Sea and the other adjacent inland seas in communication



with it

IDuich vessels and boats when engaged in the “kol,” or hand-line, fishing, will
carry the lights priscribed for vessels fishing with drift-nets, So long as the nets are wholly
or vartly in the water, carry two white lights where they can best be seen. Such
lights shall be placed so that the vertical distance between them shall be not less than
6 fee: and not more than 15 feet, and sc that the horizontal distance between them,
measured in a line with the keel, shall be not less than 5 feet and not more than 10
feet. The lower of these two lights shall be in the direction of the nets, and both
of them shall be of such a character as to show all round the horizon, and to be
visible at a distance of not less than 3 miles.

SOUND-SIGNALS FOR FOG, ETC

Article 15.—All signals prescribed by this Article for vessels under way shall be
given.——

(1) By “Steam-vessels” on the whistle or siren;

(2) By “Sailing-vessels and vessels towed” on the fog hom.

The words “prolonged blast” used in this Article shall mean a blast of from 4 to
6 secend duration.

A steam-vessel shall be provided with an efficient whistle or siren, sounded by

sicam or scme substitute for steam, so placed that the scund may not be intercepted by

I
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any obsiruction, and with an efficient for horn, to be sounded by mechanical means, and
also with an efficient bell. *A sailing-vessel of 20 tons gross tonnage or upwards shall
be provided with a similar fog hom and bell.

In fog, mist, falling snow, or heavy rainstorms, whether by day or light the
signals described in this Article shall be used as follows, Viz:—

(a) A steam-vessel having way upon her shall sound, at intervals of not
more than 2 minutes, a prolonged blast.

(b) A steam-vessel under way but stopped and having no way upon
her shall sound, at intervals of not more than 2 minutes, two pro-
longed blasts, with an interval of about 1 second beiween them.

(¢) A sailing-vessel under way shall sound, at intervals of not more
than | minute, when cn the starboard tack one blast, when on the
port tack two blasts in sucession, and when with the wind abaft the
Leam three blasts in sucession.

(d) A vessel when at anchor shall, at intervals of not more than |
minute, ring the kell rapidly for about 5 seconds.

(e) A vessel when iowing, a vessel employed in laying or in picking
up a telegraph cable, and a vessel under way, which is unable to
get out of the way of an approaching vessel through being not
under command, or unable to manceuvre as required by these
Rules, shall, instecad of the signals prescribed in subdivisions (a) and
{c) of this Article, at inieroals of nct more than 2 minutes, sound
three blasts in Sucession, viz., one prolenge dblast followed by two

short blasts A vessel towed may give this signal and she shall not



give any other.

Sailing vessels and boats of less than 20 tons gross tonnage shall not be obliged
to give the above mentioned signals, but if they do not they shall make some other
efficient sound-signal at intervals of not more than 1 minute.®

*In all cases where the Rules require a bell to be used a drum may be
substituted on board Turkish vessels, or a gong where such articles are used on board

small sea-going vessels.
SPEED OF SHIPS TO BE MODERATE IN FOG, ETC.

Article 16.—Every vessel shall, in afog, mist, falling snow, or heavy rainstorms,
go at a moderate speed, having careful regard to the existing circumstances and con-
ditions.

A steam-vessel hearing, apparently forward by her beam, the fog signal of a
vessel the position of which is not ascertained, shall, so far as the circumstances of the
case admit, stop her engines, and then navigate with caution until danger of collision is

over.

STEERING AND SAILING RULES.

Preliminary—Risk of Collision.

Risk of collision can, when -circumstances permit, be ascertained by carefully
watching the compass bearing of an approaching vessel. If the bearing does not

appreciably change, such risk should be deemed to exist.
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Article 17.—When two sailing-vessels are approaching one another, so as to
involve risk of collision, one of them shall keep out of the way of the other as
follows, viz..—

(a) A vessel which is running free shall keep out of the way of a vessel which
a close-hauled.

(b) A vessel which is close-hauled on the port tack shall keep out of the way
of a vessel which 1s close-hauled on the starboard tack.

(¢) When both are running free, with the wind on different sides, the vessel
which has the wind on the port side shall keep out of the way of the other.

(d) When both are running free, with the wind on the same side, the vessel
which is to windward shall keep out of the way of the vessel which is to leeward.

(e) A vessel which has the wind aft shall keep out of the way of the other
vessel.

Article 18.—When the steam-vessels are meeting eud on or nearly end on, so
as to involve risk of collision, each shall alter her course to starboard, so that each
may pass on the port side of the other.

This Article only applies to cases whese vessels are meeting end on, or nearly
end on, in such a mamner as to involve risk of collision, and does not apply to two
vessels which must, if both keep on their respective coursse, pass clear of each other’

The only cases to which it does apply are, when each of the two vessels is end
on, or nearly end on, to the other; in other words, to cases in which, by day, each
vessel sees the masts of the other in a line, or nearly in aline, with her own; and by

night, to cases in which each vessel is in such a position as to see both the side lights

of the other.



It dees not apply, by day, to cases i which a vessel sces another ahead crossing
her own course; or by night, to cases where the red light of cne vessel is opposed to
the red light of the other, or whete the green light of one vesse! is opposed to the green
light of the other, or where a red light a without green light, or a green light without a red
light, is seen ahead, or where both green and red lights are seen anywhere but ahead.

Atticle 19.—When two steam-vessels are crossing so as to invelve risk of collision,
the vessel which has the other on her own starboard side shall keep out of the way
of the other.

Article 20.—When a steam-vessel and a sailing-vessel are proceeding in such
directions as to invclve risk of collision, the steam-vessel shall keep out of the way of
the sailing-vessel.

Article 21.—Wthere by any of these Rules cne of two vessels is to keep out of
the way, the cther shall Leep her coursz and spced.

Note.—W hen, in consquence of thick weather of other causes, such vessels find
Lerself so close that collision cannot Le aveided by the action of the giving-way
vessel alore, she also shall take such action as will best aid to avert collision. (see
Article 27 and 29}

Article 22.—FEvery vessel which is directed by these Rules to keep out of the
way of ancther vessel shall, if the circumstances of the case admit, avoid crosing
ahead of the other.

Avticle 23.—Every steam-vessel which is direcied by these Rules to keep cut of
the way of another vessel shall, on apprcaching her, if necessary, slacken her speed

or siop Of reverse.

oy ma m e L . o .
Article Z4.~Notwiihstanding  anything centained in these Rules, every vessel
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overtaking any other shall keep out of the way of the overiaken vessel.

Every vessel coming up with ancthe: vessel from any direction more than 2 points
abaft her beam, i. e., in such a posttion, with reference to the vessel which she is
overtaking, that at night she would be unable to see either of that vessel's side lights,
shall be deemed to be an overtaking vessel; and no subsequent alieraiion of the
bearing hetween the two vessels shall make the overtaking vessel a crossing vessel
within the meaning of these Rules, or relieve her of the duty of keeping clear of the
overtaken vessel until she is finally past and clear.

As by day the overtoking vessel cannot always know with certainty whether she
is forward of or abaft this direction from the other vessel, she should, if in doubt,
assume that she is an overtaking vessel and keep out of the way.

Aurticle 25.—In narrow channels every steam-vessel shall, when it is safe and
parcticable, keep to that side of the fairway or mid-channel which lies on the star-
board side of such vessel.

Article 26.—Sailing-Vessels under way shall keep out of the way of sailing-
vessels or boats fishing with nets or lines or trawls. This Rule shall not give to any
vessel or boat engaged in fishing the right of obstructing a fairway used by vessels
other than fishing vessels or boais.

Article 27.—In okeying and construing these Rules dve regard shall ke had 2o
all dangers of navigation and collision, and to any special circumstances which may
render a depariure from the above Rules necessary In order to avoid immediate
danger.

* Duich steam pilot-vessels, when engaged on their station on pilotage duty in

fog, mist, falling sncw, or heavy rainsicrms are required o make ai intervals of 2

SOUND-SIGNALS FOR VESSELS IN SIGHT OF ONE ANOTHER

Auaticle 28-—The words “short blast” used in this Article shall mean a blast of

about one second's duration.

When vessels are m sight of one another, a steam-vessel under way, in taking
any course authorised or required by these Rules, shall indicate that course by the
following signals on her whistle or siren, viz.—

One short blast to mean, “l am directing my course to starboard.”

Two short blasts to mean, “] am directing my eourse to port.”

Three short blasts to mean, “My engines are going full speed astern.”

NO VESSEL, UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES,
TO NEGLECT PROPER PRECAUTIONS

Aurticle 28.—~Nothing in these Rules shall exonerate any vessel or the owner or
master or crew thereof from the consquences of any neglect to carry lighis or signals,

or of any neglect to keep a proper lookout, or of the neglect of any precaution which
may be required by the ordinary practice of seamen, or by the special circumstances

of the case.
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RESERVATION OF RULES FOR HARBOURS
AND INLAND NAVIGATION.

Article 30;—Nothing in these Rules shall mferfere with the operation of a
special rule, duly made by local authority, relative to the navigation of any harbour,

nver, or mland waters.

DISTRESS SIGNALS.

Article 3]1.—When a vessel is in distress, and requires asmstanc from other
vessels or from the shore, the following shall be the signals to be used or displayed
by her, either together or separately, viz:—

In the daytime~

(1) A gun or other explosive signal fired at intervals of about a
minute,

(2) The International Code signal of distree indicated by N, C.

(3) The distant signal, consisting of a square flag, having either above
or below it a ball or anything resembling a ball

(4) A continuous sounding with any fog-signal apparatus.

At night—

(1) A gun or cther explosive signal fired at infrvals of about a minute.

(2) Flames on the vesse]l (as from a burning tar barrel, oil barrel,
etc.,)

(3) Rockets or shells throwing stars of any colour or description fired
one al a tme at short intervals.

(4) A continuous sounding with any fog-signal apparatus.

In case of collision at sea,

Article 1.

In case of collision between sea-going vessels, or between sea vessels and inland
water vessels, the indemnities due on account of the damage caused to the ships,
or to the articles or persons on board, are seitled in conformity with the following

stipulations, without taking into consideration in what waters the collision took place.

Article 2.

If the collision is accidental, if it is due to a case of force majeure or if there
are doubts as to the causes of the collision the damages are borne by those who
have experienced them.

This stipulation holds good in cases where both vessels, or only one of them,

are at anchor at the time of the accident.

Article 3

If the collision is caused by the fault of one of the vessels, that vessel is held

responsible for the repairs rendered necessary.



Article 4.

It both parties are at fault, the responsibility of each of the vessels is propor-
tional to the gravity of the faults committed; however, if on account of circums-
tances, the proportion cannot be ascertained or, if the culpability seems to be equal,
the responsibility is to be equally divided.

Damage caused either to the vessels or their cargo, or to the luggage or
other belongings of the crew, passenger, or other people on boord, is to be
borne, in the aforesaid proportion, by the vessels at fault, without involving third
parties.

The vessels at fault are jointy responsible as regards third parties for the
damage caused by death or by wounds, except in case of appeal, by one o, the
parties which has paid a larger sum than the total amount which should have
been paid, in conformity with paragraph 4 of the present article.

It is the duty of the national legislations to determine, conceming this appeal,
the extent and the effects of the regulations which limit the responsibility af ship-

owners with respect to persons or. board the vessels.

Articles 5,

The 1esponsibility established by the preceding articles still exists when the
collision is due to the fault of the pilot, even in cases when the use of the latter

is obligatory.

Articles 6,
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The law oroceedings for the payment of the damages consequent on a colli-
sion is not subject to an act of protest, nor to any other special formality.
There are no legal presumptions of fault conceming the responsibility for

collisions.

Articles 7,

The right to claim compensation for damages is limited to a period of two
years from the date of the event.

The time allowed for the lodging of the appeal admitted by paragraph 3,
Article 4 is one year. This period begms from the date of payment.

The causes of suspension and interruption of this period are determined by
the law of the tribunal in charge of the proceedings.

The High Contracting Parties reserve to themselves the nght of admitiing in
their legislation, as extending the time fixed above, the fact that the defendant
vessel could not be taken to the territorial waters of the Conntry in which the

applicant has his residence or his principal establishment.

Articles g.

After a collision, the capiains of each of the colliding vessels are obliged to
give to the other vessel, her crew and her passengers, as much assistance as can
be rendered without serious danger to their own vessel, crew and passengers.

Each has also, as far as possible, to acquaint the other vessel with the name

of his vessel and port of registry, as well as the names of the port of origin and

destination.



The shipowner is not responsible for contravention of the preceding stipulations.

Articles g,

The High Contracting Parties whose legislation does not prohibit the infringe-
ment of the preceding article, undertake to propose to their respective Legislatures,
to take, the necessary measures to prohibit this infringement.

The High Contracting Parties will commnuicate with each other, as soon as
possible, the laws and rules already enacted, or which are about to be enacted in

their Conntries for the execution of the above clause.

Articles 1.

Unless changed by subsequent conventions, the present stipulations do not affect
the rules conceming the limitation of responsibility of ship-owners, already in force
in each conntry, nor the obligations emanating from transport coniracts or any other

contracts.

Articles 17.

The present Convention do not apply to Men-of-War or to Government vessels

exclusively attached to a public service.
Articles 7.

The stipulations of the present Convention will be applied to all the parties
interested, in cases when all the vessels concemed belong to the Countries of the

High Contracting Parties, as well as in all other cases provided for the national laws.
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However, it is understood:

1° That in respect of interested parties belonging to a non-contracting Country,
the application of the afcresaid stipulations by each of the contracting Countries is
conditional on reciprocity;

2° That in cases when all the interested parties belong to the Country whose
tribunal is in charge of the proccedings, the national law, and not the Convention

applies.

Articles 13,

The present Convention covers the repair of such damage as a vessel has
caused to another vessel, or to the persons and articles on board, owing to the ex-
ecution or omission of a certain manceuvring, or to the non-obser vance of rules,

even if there has been no collision.

Articles 4.

Alfter three years from the date of entry into force of the present Convention
any of the High Contracting Parties has the right to demand the holding of a
new conference, with a view to the improvement of the stipulation, and, if possible,
the extension of their application.

The Power making use of this faculty shall notify the other Powers of inten-

tion, through the intermediary of the Belgian Government which will untertake

to call the Conference within six months,

Articies 15-



Countries not having signed the present Convention are at liberty to adhere
to it at their own request. The adhesion has to be notified diplomatically to the
Belgian Government, and by the laiter to each of the Governments of the Con-
tracting Parties; the adhesion will become effective a month after the notification

has been issued by the Belgian Government.

Artic’es 16,

The present Convention has to be ratified.

Within a year, at the latest from the date on which the Convention is signed,
the Belgian Government will communicate with the Governments of the High
Contracting Parties which shall have declared themselves ready to ratify it, in
order to decide whether it shall be made eflective.

The ratifications must, in such cases, be deposited immediately in Brussels and
the Convention will come in to force a month after this.

The protocol will remain open for another year in favour of those Countries
represented at the Conference of Brussels, Alter this period adhesion can only be

effected in conformity with the stipulations of Article 15.

Articles 17,

In the case of one or other of the High Contracting Parties denouncing
the present Convention, this denunciation will only take effect after a year from
the day on which it has been notified to the Belgian Government and the Conven-

tion will remain in force between the other contracting Porties.
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Additional Article,

As an exception to Article 16, it is agreed that the stipulation of Article 5.
setting forth the responsibility in cases when the collision occurs by the negliét of a
compulsory pilot, will not have full effect until after the High Contracting Parties
have arrived at an understanding concerning the limitation of responsibility as far as

the shipowners are concerned.

For
The Unification of certain Rules
Regarding

Maritime Assistance and Rescue,

Article 1,

The rendering of assistance to and the rescue of sea-going vessels in danger,
of articles found on board, of freight and passage money, as well as services of the
same nature rendered between sea-going vessels and inland water vessels, are
subject to the following provisions, without distinction between these two kinds of
services and without taking into consideration the waters in which the services

have been sendered.

Article 2

.

Any successful act of assistance or of rescue entitles those concerned to reason-

able rmuneration.
No remunertion is due if the assistance rendered is without result.

Iz noc case can the amount to be paid exceed the value of the articles saved.
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Article 3.

The persons who have taken part in the operations of rescue, have no right
to any remuneration, if the assistance has Leen rendered in spite of definite and

reasonal:le demands to the contrary on the part of the vessel concemed.

Article 4

Tugs are not entitled to any remuneration for assistance to or rescue of the
vessel towed or of her cargo, unless they have rendered such exceptional services as

cannot be considered as the fulfilment of the towing contract.

Article 5,

Remuneration is due when if both vessels concemed belong to the same owner

Article 6.

The amount of the remuneration is decided upon by agreement between the

parties, or in default of this by arbitration,

The proportion in which this remuneration has to be divided amongst salvors
is fixed in the same way.

The shares received by the owner, the captain and other persons in the
service of each of the rescuing vessels is to be regulated by the national law of

the country to which the rescued vessel helongs.

Article 7.



The terms for assistance or resce made at the time and under the influence
of danger, can at the request of one of the parties, be modified or cancelled by
the asbitrator if he consider that conditions agreed upon are not reasonable.

Whenever it is proved that the consent of one of the parties has been
nullified by fraud or concealment or when the remuneration is excessive in any
way and out of proportion to the services rendered, the agreement can, at the

request of the interested party, be modified or cancelled by the arhitrator.

Article 8.

The arbitrator fixes the remuneration according to circumstances, taking as a
basis; first, the success attained, the efforts and the merit of those who have rende-
red assistance, the danger run by the rescued vessl, Ly its passengers and crew,
by the cargo, by the salvors and by the rescuing vessel, the ume employed, the
exvenses and damage sustained, and the responsibilily of and risks undergone by
the salvors, the value of the material imgerilled by them, taking into considera-
tion, of necessary, the speccial duties of the assisting vessel; secondly, the value of
the ariicles saved.

The same regulations apply to the assessment provided for in aricle 6.
paragraph 2.

The arbitrator can reduce or supress the remuneration if it appear that the
salvor have, by their own fauli, rendered the salvage or assistance recesary, or if

they are proved guilty of thelt, receipt of stolen goods, or other frandulent act.

Article 9.
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No remuneration is due from the rescued persons, unless it is provided for in
the prescriptions of their national laws concerning this,

Salvors of human life who have intervened at the time when the accident
rendered the rescue or assistance necessary are entitled to a reasonable part of the

remuneratio ; accorded to the salvors of the vessel, cargo and accessories.

Article 10,

Payment of the remuneration must be made within two years from the day
on whieh the operations of assistanee or of rescue are accomplished.

Suspension or postponement of this payment is regulated Ly the law of the
tribunal in charge of the case

The High Contracting Partics reserve to themselves the right of admitting
in their legislation, as extending the time limit fixed ahove, the fact that the
assisted or rescued vessel could not be taken to the territorial waters of the

Country in which the applicant has his residence or his principal establishment.

Article 1.

Every captain is obliged to give assistance to any person, even an enemy,
found in danger at sea. as long as this can be done without seriously endangering
his vessel, crew or passengers.

The owner of a vessel is not responsible for contraventions of the preceding

rule.

A!ticle ] 2.



The High Contracting Farties whose internal legislation does not forbid the
infringement of the rpreccding article, undertake to propose to their respective
legislatures to take the necessary measures to make such infringement illegal.

The High Contracting Parties will communicate each other. as soon as
possible, the laws or rules already enacted, or whish are about to be enacted

in future in their countries for the execution of the above stipulation.

Artcle 13,

The present Convention does not affect the stipulations of the national laws,
or the international treaties conceming the organistion, by public authorities ,or
under their control, of services for assistance and rescue, and specially for the

rescue of fishing materials.

Article 14,

The present Convention does not apply to Men-of-War or to government

vessels exclusively attached o a public service.

Article 5,

The stiputations of the present Convention will be applied to all the parties
interested, both to the assisting and rescuing vessel, or to the one assisted or
rescued, when any snch vessels belong to one of countries of the High Contracting
Parties, as well as in all other cases provided for by the national laws.

However, it is understood:

' That, in respect of interested parties belonging to a non-contracting Country,

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the application of the aforesaid stipulations by each of the contracting Countries are
conditional on reciprocity;

2, That, in the case all the interested parties are unaer the jurisdiction of
the Country whose tribunal is in charge of the case, the national law and not the
Convention, applies;

3. That, without prejudice to the wider regulations of any national law,
Aaticle 11 is to be applied only between vessels belonging to the Countries of the

High Contracting Parties.

Article | 6

After three years from the date of entry in to force of the present Convention,
any of the High Contractng Parties has the right to demand the holding of a
new conference, with a view to the improvement. of the stipulation, and, if
possible, the extension of their application.

The Power making use of this faculty shall notify the other Powers of inten-
tion through the intermediary of the Belgian Govermment which will undertake

to call the Conference within six months.

Article 17,

Countries which have not signed the present Convention are allowed to
adhere to it on request. The adhesion shall Le notified diplomatically to the
Belgian Governmeut, and by the latter to each of the Governments of the Contrac
ting Parties, the adhesion will te effective a mouth after the notificaton has heen

issued by the Belgian Government.



Article 18,

The present Convention will ke ratified.

Within a year, at the latest, from the date on which the Convention is
signed, the Belgian Government will communicate with the Governments of the
High Contracting Parties which shall have declared themselves ready to ratify it,
in order to decide whether it shall be put into force

The ratifications, must, in such case, be deposited immediately in Brussels and
the Convention will come mto force a month afier this.

The protocol will rem:in open for another year in favour of those Countries
represented at the Conference of Brussels. After this period adhesion can only be

effected in conformity with the stipulations of article 17.

Article 19,

In the event of one or other of the High Contracting Parties denouncing the
present Convention, this denunciation will only take effect after -a year from the
day on which it has been notified to the Belgian Government and the Convention

will remain in force between the other Contracting Parties.

Les Etats qui n'ont par signé la présente Convention sont admis & y achérer
sur leur demande, Cette adhésion sera notifiée par la voie diplomatique au Gouverne-
ment Belge et, par celui-ci,3 chacun des Couvernements des autres Parties Contraci-
antes; elle sortira ses effets un mois aprds lenvoi de la notification faite par le

Ariicle 18,

La présene Convention sera ratiféee.

A lexpiration du délai d'un an au plus tard, & compier du jour de la signa-
ture de la couvention, le Gouvernement Belge entrera en rapport avec les Gouverne-
men s des Hautes Parties Contractantes qui se seront déclarées prétes 3 la ratifier, §
Pefler de faire décider s'il y a lieu de la meitre en vigueur.

I es ratifications seron’, le cas ¢chéant, déposées immédiatement 4 Bruxelles et
la Conveniion produira ses effe s un mois aprés ce dépot.

Le prowocole restera ouvert pendant une autre annde en faveur des Etats
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representés & la Conférence de Bruxelles. Passé ce délai, ils ne pourraient qu'y

adhérer, conformément aux dispositions de larticle 17.

Article 19,

Dans le cas ot 'une ou l'autre des Hautes Parties Contractantes dénoncerait la
présente Convention, cette dénonciation ne produirait ses effets qu'un an aprds le
jour ol elle aurait été notiide au Gouvernement Belge et la Convention demeurerait
en vigueur entre les autres Parties Contraciantes.
