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Aryans

European Origin of the Aryans.

The belief that tlie Aryans originated in Central Asia first gained notice from the authority of Pott;

and aided hy the approval of Lassen, Grimm, Pictet, Schleicher, Max Muller, and others, it was for a long

time the prevailing opinion. In 1851, however, Latham first cast doubt upon it in his edition of Tacitus,

and in his later works on Language. His opinion was received Avith indifference, and as late as 1874,

Helm said, “ And so it came to pass that in England, the native land of fads, there clianced to enter into

the head of an eccentric individual the notion of placing the cradle of the Aryan race in Europe.” There
Avere not Avanting in the meantime, hoAvever, some Avho did not scoff at Latham’s proposition, the first

being Whitney , Avho took rather an agnostic than an assenting position. It Avas only after seventeen years

of contemptuous neglect, says Canon Taylor, that Latham found his first real disciple in Bcnfej’, Avho in

the preface to Pick’s “ Vergleichendes Worterhuch d. indogermanischen Sprachen,” published in 1868,

pointed out that the beech and the birch, Avith Avhich the original. Aryans Avere acquainted, were indige-

nous to Europe, Avhereas the characteristic animals and trees of Southern Asia, such as the lion, the tiger

and the jAalm, Avere knoAvn only to the Indians and Iranians.” Geiger, in his “ Zur EntAvickelungsge-

schichte der Menschheit,” 187 i, added further arguments in favor of Benfey’s theory. In tlie same year

Cuno, in liis “ Eorschungen im Gebiete der alien Volkerkunde,” fixed on the great plain of Northern
Europe, stretching from the Plral mountains over Northern Germany and the north of France, as far as

the Atlantic, as presenting the necessary geographical conditions Avhere could have been “ evolved those

dialectic differences which afterAvard developed into the several Aryan languages.” He laid doAvn the lines

upon Avhich later investigators haveAvorked, that Aryan language Avas not coextensive Avith Aryan blood.

Johannes Schmidt, in “ Die VerAvandtschaftsverhiiltnisse der indogermanischen Sprachen,” Weimar, 1872,

disproved the theory of successive migrations of Aryans from the East. The Avorks of Geiger and Cuno
gave a neAv turn to the A'ieAvs on the question of the origin of the Aryans, and the European hypothesis

found a groAving number of adherents. Priedrich MiiHer in 1873, Spiegel in 1871, provisionally adopted

the vieAvs of Cuno and Benfey. Up to 1878, Avhen Boesche’s book, ‘‘ Die Arier,” Avas published, only

linguistic arguments had been adduced; but Poesche took the anthropological testimony, and placed the

original home of the Aryans in the great Kokitno SAvamp. In 1883 the publication of Penka’s “ Origines

Ariacae,” and Schrader’s “ Sprachvergleichung und Urgeschichte,” gave fresh impetus to the European
hypothesis. Penka deduced principally from anthropological evidence that the Scandinavians Avere the

parent stock of the Aryans
;

Avliile Schrader made a judicial survey of the Avhole question, concluding

Avith a cautious endorsement of the European theory. In the second edition of Sclirader’s Avork, lately

published, the author announces his complete conversion to the vieAvs of his predecessors as to the main
fact of Europe being the original home of the Aryans. The best statements in English, from the Euro-
pean standpoint, relative to the controversy about the home of the original Aryans, are to be found
in Bendall’s “ The cradle of the Aryans ” and Canon Taylor’s “ The origin of the Aryans.” The Asiatic

theory has staunch defenders in Helm, Max Muller in his “ Biographies of Words,” and Van den Gheyn
in “ L’origine europeenne des Aryas.”

The list liereAvith printed aims to be only an enumeration of the principal books and papers Avhich

have been published upon the European hypothesis, since the latter attained prominence from the Avorks

of Cuno, Poesche, Penka, and Schrader.

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Barlow Sale

Tlie BarloAA' Sale.

The accession by a single purchase to the Library

of a very considerable number of works in their

original editions relating to the discovery, settle-

ment, and early history' of America is an event of

so much interest that the librarian deems it proper

to make a special record of it. The Trustees, as

is well known, have seldom purchased costly

original editions of books of which there were

trustworthy reprints
;

not because they under-

valued originals, but because, in their judgment,

neitlier tlie income from the funds, nor tlie annual

appropriation for popular literature, could be

properly applied to such purchases. But a special

appropriation by the city government, to be ap-

plied specifically to the purchase of earl}' Ameri-

cana, relieved the Trustees, in the present instance,

from any embarrassment.

The occasion for asking for such appropriation was

the appearance, late in the year 1889, of a catalogue

of the library of the late Samuel L. il. Barlow, to be

sold at auction in New York, early in February.

Tliis library has a history of some interest to the

people of Boston, wliere its projector. Colonel

Thomas Aspinwall, for some time resided. Colonel

Aspiuwall, born of an old Massachusetts family,

had an honorable record as a soldier in the War of

1812, and at its close was appointed consul at

London, where he resided from 181(3 until 1854.

While there he formed a collection of books,

maps, and manuscripts of great value, especially in

its American department. In ISGI, the most valu-

able of these, exclusively Americana, were sold to

Samuel L. M. Barlow, of New York City. When
Mr. Barlow had made his purchase, his agent took

with him to New York several hundred of the

choicest volumes. The bulk of the library, for-

warded as freight, was stored in the book-room of

C. B. Ricliardson, Broadway, to await the prepara-

tion for its reception of Mr. Barlow’s house on

Madison square, and while there was totally de-

stroyed by fire on the night of the 18th of Sep-

tember, 1864. In twenty-five years, however, Mr.

Barlow had substantially replaced the loss, and

added some books not found in the Aspinwall

catalogue.

The works of general literature, including many
duplicates of rare Americana not purchased by Mr.

Barlow, were sold after Colonel Aspinwall’s death,

at the auction rooms of Leonard & Co., in June,

1879. The time of the year was not well chosen,

and they were sold at prices, in many cases, not

half of the cost of their bindings.

Tenent, 1647, §6. There were many other lots of

similar interest and value. The volumes above

mentioned, though sold at prices low even at that

time, were not thrown away, as were many of the

more miscellaneous part of the collection. This

was due to the presence of Mr. .Joseph Sabin, of

New York, the well-known dealer in .Americana.

An attempt has been made to ascertain, but

with only partial success, the titles of the “ two

hundred or more ” books which escaped the flames

in 1864, and especially of those which have now
become the property of the Public I.,ibrary.

Colonel Aspinwall printed a catalogue of his

library not much later than 1831 ;
but as it is

without date or imprint, the time is conjectural.

It is chronologically arranged, and as the latest

entry is Irving’s Voyages of Columbus, 1831,

presumably the list was printed within a short time

after that date. It contains 771 titles; and when

the dates, imprints, and sizes of these volumes

correspond with those found in the sale catalogue

of the Barlow collection, it may be fairly assume 1

that they are identical copies. Of course in some

cases the Barlow books may be replacements of

the Aspinwall books destroyed. From this test,

the only one left to us, it appears that 229 escaped

the fire, and 542 were consumed by it. Of the

former, 1 was of the 15th century, 17 of the 16th,

114 of the 17th, 65 of the 18th, and 31 of the

19th. Thirty-two of these, chiefly those printed

before 1700, and by far the most valuable, were

purchased by the Public Library.

The catalogue of that part of Colonel Aspin-
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Willi’s library soli to Mr. Harlow is now in the

I’ublic Library
;

and exclusive of the maps and

manuscripts comprises 2,788 volumes, of which 2

were published in the 15th century, 42 in the Kith,

324 in the 17th, 1,109 in the 18th, and 071 in the

19th. These added to the 3,849 volumes sold hy

Leonard & Co. make the entire library 0,037

volumes.

It would afford some satisfaction, though a sad

one, to know wlnit treasures perished in the

flames
;
and this might be learned by a compari-

son of the titles in Colonel Aspinwall’s manuscript

catalogue, chronologically arranged, with the Har-

low sale catalogue, alphabetically arranged
;
but

the labor would be disproportionate to the value

of the results.

The magnitude, symmetry, and riches of the

I’ublic Library are well known. In none of its

departments is it strikingly deficient; in some, it

IS unequalled by any library on this continent,

and is surpassed only by a few in Europe. Per-

haps its most noticeable deficiency has been in

original editions of works on the discovery, set-

tlement, and growth of the American colonies.

AVith reprints, it is fairly well supplied. The

deficiency just mentioned has been well known to

the Trustees, and has excited some solicitude on

their part, especially of late, since they have found

such works becoming more scarce and costly

year by year.

When it became known that the Aspiuwall-

Harlow collection would be sold at auction, the

Trustees applied to the City Council for a special

appropriation to enable them to purchase from it

those rare and costly books ou American history

in which the Library was conspicuously deficient.

This request was acceded to with great liberality,

and the Trustees secured what cost them .$20,274.

The Trustees readily foresaw that prices would

run high at the Barlow sale. Their presence with

•$20,000 in hand — a fact welt known to the pub-

lic— would of itself have a tendency to appreciate

prices. And so would the fact that other buyers

were there similarly well supplied with funds, and

equally desirous to avail themselves of an oppor-

tunity not likely to occur again within a century,

if ever. AVhen such large collections are dis-

persed, no inconsiderable part of their rarest vol-

umes go to the large libraries either here or in

Europe, and never again appear in the market.

Under these circumstances the Trustees were

represented at the sale by their president an 1

the librarian. They secured perhaps half, or two-

thirds, of the volumes they considered most desira-

ble. This was as well as could have been expected,

for no one library, unless utterly regardless of cost,

and of the comity due to other libraries, can carry

away all the desirable lots.

The amount of their purchases was .$20,274. Of

those, among the most costly was a L itifi copy of

the first work ever printed about the discovery

of .America, — the first letter of (’olumbus to the

King and Queen of Spain, in 1493. There has

been some criticism of this purchase, which wouhl

have been just had the Trustees made it with the

income of the trust funds, or from the annual

appropriation made for more popular works.

The price was high,— higher than they expected,

— but that it was not exorbitant seems clear to

them, since some days after the purchase overtures

were made to them for its sale at a much higher

price than they paid for it. It may also be ad led

that the first Spanish copy has since been offered

to the Library for .$10,000 as its lowest price.

As the Trustees were well aware, the copy they

purchased is not unique, but it is very rare, and is

the Aspinwall copy, purchased by him more than

fifty years ago,— a fact which reasonably assures

them of its genuineness. It is fitting that this

letter should be found in the largest public library

on this continent, and in one of the oldest cities

thereof. And with the purchases made at the

Barlow sale now on its shelves, the Public Library’

has not only acquired prestige and rank among
great libraries, but the possession of them will

attract stu lents and lead them, it is to be hope I,

to form the invaluable habit of resorting to original

authorities.

The Trustees also purchased ‘
‘ A true Copie of

the Court Hooke of the governor and society of

the Massachusetts Hay in New England,” for

so the title reads, ivhich is the most perfect known
copy of the first volume in manuscript of the Mas-

sachusetts colony records, and contains historical

matter of great importance nowhere else to bo

found. The precise date of the copy, though very

early, has not yet been ascertained. Dr. Shurtleff

thought it was in the handwriting of Increase Nor-

well and Edward Ilawson, the second and thir 1

secretaries of the General Court after the coming

of Winthrop with the charter in 1630; but of this

the librarian does not feel well assured, and will

make further investigation of the question. Of one

fact, however, hitherto unnoticed, there can be no

doubt : that the marginal notes from page 226 to

page 252 are in the hand of Gov. Richard Belling-

ham, which adds some weight to the suggestion

that this copy was official and intendeil for official

uses, perhaps not far from the time when the As-

sistants and Deputies began to sit apart from each

other.

But that in some way it became the subject of

private ownership, appears from the following

memorandum iu the handwriting of Governor

Thomas Hutchinson prefixed to the volume which

was once iu his possession, probably in direct de-
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scent from its first owner: “This liook helo:igeil

to Edward Ilixtchinson of Boston, who being em-
ployed by the Government to enter upon a Treaty

with a Tribe of Indians in 1G75 was treacherously

waylaid and mortally wounded by them and died

and lies buried in the town of Marlborough the

first English settlement to which he could be

carried. In the year 1769 a man of the name of

Bice died in AVorcester who was present and per-

fectly remembered having seen Mr. Hutchinson

brought into Marlborough. Bice died at the age

of 102. Edward Hutchinson received the freedom

of the colony in 1G34 Sec. 3d [see p. 8], and Mr.

William Hutchinson his father received his the

dth of March following p. 82.”

Jefferson, at the request of the committee, wrote the
first draft, which was slightly altered by Adams and
Franklin, and in that form accepted by the committee,
who reported it to Congress June 2S; where, after debate
and amending, it was adopted July 4. A facsimile of
Jefferson’s rough draft, showing the corrections made by
Adams and Franklin, is printed in the Charlottesville and
Boston editions of his “ Memoirs,” as edited by T. T- Ran-
dolph, and in the first issue of his “ Writings,” edited by
H. A. Washingrton:—A facsimile of a fair copy, in Jeffer-

son’s handwriting, is printed in volume ill of the
“Papers of James Madison”;— A copy showing the
amendments made by Congress, in comparison with
the original draft, is contained in all the editions of Jeffer-
son’s “ Memoirs ” and “Writings.” In 1S24 Congress
ordered 200 copies to be reproduced in facsimile on parch-

THE LATIN VERSION OF 1493

OF THE

First Letter of Columbus to the Noble Lord

Raphael Sanchez announcing the Discovery

OF America. Reproduced in fac-simile by the

heliotype process, with a note and a translation.

I
N the Bulletin of the Boston Public Library for April, 1890,

an account was given of the purchases made for that

Library in the preceding February, at the sale in New York

City of the books of the late S. L. M. Barlow. Among them

was a copy of the Latin version of the first “ Letter, addressed

to the noble Lord Raphael Sanchez, Treasurer to their most in-

vincible Majesties, Ferdinand and Isabella, King and Queen of

Spain, by Christopher Columbus, to whom our age is greatly

indebted, treating of the islands of India recently discovered

beyond the Ganges, to explore which he had been sent eight

months before under the auspices and at the expense of their

said Majesties.”

Little is known of the history of this copy of the First Colum-

bus letter before its purchase in 1831 by the late Colonel Thomas

Aspinwall, formerly American consul at London, except that it

was in the portion of his Library which he sold to Mr. Barlow

in 1864. In the catalogue of Colonel Aspinwall’s library, printed

probably somewhat later than 1831, he appended to the title of

this Letter the following note: ‘‘ The earliest edition of the first

document ever published concerning the discovery of the New

World : unknown to Robertson, and long supposed to be lost.”

No attempt is here made to substantiate the claim thus made by
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him, and since by others. It is sufficient to say that in the

Bulletin of the Boston Public Library for April, 1875, under

the title “Roselly de Lorgues,” is a bibliographical note upon the

different editions of the Letter then known. Dr. Justin Winsor,

writing later in the Proceedings of the Massachusetts Historical

Society for February, 1890, is of the opinion that the Letter was

put into Latin in Spain, and the version carried into Italy. Within

a year eight different editions were issued in thin quartos or

octavos in black-letter type, — five in Rome, two in Paris, and

one in Amsterdam. Of the five Roman editions this Aspinwall-

Barlow copy is one, and in the opinion of Harrisse and others,

the earliest. This claim, however, is disputed; yet whatever

may be its rank in priority, it is the only known copy of this

edition in America. Three copies are now in existence, two of

them being in the British Museum.

A fac-simile of the present copy was issued by Mr. Barlow,

in 1875, in an edition limited to fifty copies. It is now repro-

duced with the exactness which belongs to the heliotype process.

Miss Sarah Bdxker, former Librarian of Rox-

bury Branch from 1877 to 1886, died on Novem-
ber 8, 1890.

John Brown’s Hiart.— The Library has re-

ceived, from Mrs. Sarah A. McKim, the diary of

John Brown, the abolitionist. It is in two vol-

umes, the first running from December, 1838, to

February, 18-15; the second from 1855 to June

9th, 1859, the year of his death. This diary was

given to James Miller McKira, by the widow of

John Brown, in 1859. It is described by Mr. W.
P. Garrison, in the Andover Review for Decem-

ber, 1890, and January, 1891. In connection with

this interesting subject, a letter from John Brown,

Jr., appears in the Nation for December 25, 1890.

It appears from the Letter of the President of

the Trustees of the Public Library to His Honor

the Mayor, dated December 29, 1890, that there

were added to the Library during the eleven

months ending December 1, 1890, 15,882 volumes.

making the whole number of bound volumes on

that date 536,390. During the same time there

were lent 1,051,790 volumes, or 72,238 more

than during a corresponding period of the

year previous
;
and for ^e in the reading-rooms

573,216 books and periodicals. Tlie whole num-

ber of persons registered to hold Library cards is

83,891, of which 13,357 were added during the

first eleven months of 1890. Two new’ Delivery

stations were established, one at Ashmont, and

one at Dorchester Station, making ten in all,

besides eight Branch libraries. Of these stations,

three have reading-rooms attached.

New Library Building. — The iron work of

the roof is finished. The tiling, now well ad-

vanced, will be rapidly pushed to completion.

There was expended upon the building during the

past year the sum of $565,227.60 ; the amount pre-

viously expended was $407,535.32
;
making a total

expenditure to January 1, 1891, of $972,762.92.

There has been a total appropriation of $1,368,-

854.89; and obligations have been incurred to the

amount of $1,353,370.13; leaving an available

balance of $15,484.75. From careful estimates,

submitted by the architect, it is believed that

$850,000 more will be required for completion. —
