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Chia Hutuktu Ialitavajra as its author, while the introduction to the Chu TFo
Y'u Sa Shéng Hsiang Tsan refers to an uanamed Chang Chia Hutuktu. The
facta collected in No. 3 above, however, make it highly prebable that the Chu
Fo P'u Sa Shtng Hslang Taan also was composed by Lalitavajra. The follow-
ing circunstance is not without interest in connection with this problem. In
the xylogeaph the Chang Chia Hutuktu Lalitavajra himself appears as one of
the saints represented, while his image is omitted in the Chu Fo P'u Sa Sheng
Hsisng Tean.  This might suggest that the xylograph was composed at a latr
date when Ialitavajra already considered himself as a full Hlown saint entitled
to & scat in the pantheon. We would then have to assume that he was not old
sad important coough to figure in such an exalted asmembly when the Chu o
I"u Sa Shiug Hstang Tsan was coupesed.  Tu that case the Chu Fo 1u Sa
Shéng Hatang Tsan would lave to be considered as older than the xylograph,

The fact that both pantheons are attributel to a Chung Chia Hutuktu®
would lead us tu believe that the 360 images of the Chun Fv P'u Sa Shéng
Hsiang Tsan represeat the 300 personages of the block print plus 60 sages;
gods, cte. not found among the 80U, But this is not the case. Many images
found among the 30U are altogether missing in the newly discovered pantheon
of 350; and the Chu Ko P'u Sa Shéng Hslang Tsan contalus many more than
GV images new to Western students of Leumalstic {oonography, This fact will
considerably cnbance the value of the unique wovwmuseript, ac puived by the
Metropolitan Library of Deking in the eyes of Western Scholars,

Thirty cight years ago Professor Pander published a  Lumaistic pantheon’
composed by Lalitavajra, the well known Chang Chia Hutuktu, who enjoyed
the coufidence of the Emperor Ch'ien Lung? The title of TPander’s book *The
pantheon of the Chang Chia Hutuktu” snggests that only one such bovk ever
existed, but now we know that there are at icast two books which iwight be
thus designated. The sccond one i8 the Cha Fo P'u 8a Bhéuyg Hsiang T'san.
(RE RS 4B 4R), which claims an unnawed Chang Chis Hutuktu as its author.?
The block print edited by Yander contains, besides an introduction in  Tibotan
and in Moagolian, 500 woud cuts of Tamalstic personages inseribed  with the
Tibeten names of the sages, pods, ete. The newly discovered unique manu-
seript of the Chn Yo Pw Ba Shéng Hsiang Tsan has an  introdoction in
Chinese and 360 Chinese culugies which accontpany as many drawings ot Eamuistio
personages. The names of those personages are given in four languages (Manchu,
Chiaese, Tibetan, and Moagolian). Thiz fact alone makes the manusceript more valu~
able than the block print. But the mast Intercsting thing about the mannseript is
that it evidently represents the original after which a certain iype of Lamaistie
plarques, fouml in Peking as well as in Western musewns, was manufuctured
Juring the reign of Ch'ien Lang, Lach of these ygilt mud, or clay plaques
ghows n Lamaistic persunage in low relief which Liears the correspunding usme
in four languages on the back. In addition cach plaque bears the insoription
JIO AR (e Clling Ch'ien Lung Nien Chih)* and a double numben
representing the division to which the personage belongs and the plave  which
it cecupies in its division. The plaques a8 well as the drawings of the manus-
eript fall under 23 leads marked by the big numerals K—2% (1—-NXILL)
the place which the personage occupies in the division is indieated by an
ordinary Chinese numeral. The duuble numbers found in the Chu Fo Y'u
Sa Shéng Hslang Tsan have been compared with huandreds of plagues, amdb
except in a few cases where the personages had changed places within  their
respective  divisions, complete harmony (has been fuound to exist bhetween the
Chu J'o Pu Sa Shéng Hslang Vsan and the plaques as to representatious,
named, and  wumbers. 1T have not been able to compare a  couplelo
set of plaques with the Chu Fo P’a Sa Shéog Hslang Tean, bLut I
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
