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called Berkelfe-Sea,whofe bottom in many places is verymoorifh.,

This water 1s inWinter very clear,but about beginnihg or in the

midft of Summer it growswhitifh,and there are then{inallgreen

cleuds permeating it,which theCountry-men;dwellip gnearitfay
is caufed from the Dews then falling, and call it Heny-dew. This
water is abounding in Fifh, which.ds very goodand favoury. Paf-
fing lately ober this Sca at a time, when 1t blew a frefh gale of
wind, and obferving the watcr as above defcribed, Itook up fome
of it in a Glafs-vetlel, which having view’d the next day, I found
moving in it {everal Earthy particles, and fome green ftreaks,

{oirally ranged, after the manner of the Copper or Tin-worms,

uicd by Diftiliers to cool their diftilled waters; and the whole

compals of cach of thefe ftreaks was about the thicknc(s of a

man’s-hair on his head: Other particles had but thebeginning of

the faid ftreak; all confitting of {mall green globuls interfperfed;
amongall which therecrawled abundanceoflittleanimals, fomeof
which wereroundifh;thofethatwere fomewhatbigger thanothers
were of an Oval figure: On thefe latter I faw two legs near the
head, and two littie fins on the other end of their body: Others
were fomewhat larger than an Oval, and thefe were very flow in
their motion, andfew in number. Thefeanimalciiahaddiversco-
lours, fome being whitifh, ethers pellucid: others had greenand
very fhining little {cales; others again were green in the middle;
and before and behind white, others grayifh. And the moticnof
moft of them in the water was fo {wift,and fo various,upwards,
downwards,and round about,that I confefs I couldnotbutwon+
der at it. T judge, that fome of thefe little creatures were above
a thoufand times {fmallerthan the {fmalleftones,whichI havehi«
therto feen in chees, wheaten flower, mould, and the like.

withthedefignof thefe Papers, Englifhed, and transferred hither.
TheProvinceor Country of FETU, (thefubjett of this Book,)

is fituateaboutthe middleof the Gold-coaft in Guny, in 5 deg.

Northernlatitude: Inlengthreachingfrom Cabe Corfotothe téor-

ers
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dersof the Kingdom Adrabam Bu; inbreadth, fi rom ZnnemaGruf«
Ju,(aSca- pmtbctw\,t:n themountainCoizgoin theLand ofSabu,and
Amamfro orﬁ riedrichs-burg, belonging to theKing of Denimark,)
to Commeade. 'Through the middle of 1t runs a River, which dif-
charges itfelt at Sz, Gesrge della Minainto the Sea.

The: Authorhavingditcourfed at largeof the'T'owns, Forts, and
Villages of Fetu, deferibes the Nature and Quality of that Ceun-
try and its Inhabitants, The Soyl fo fertil, that therc is a double
Harveitevery year, ©iz. in July and December 5 but the Air very
unhealthy to itrangers, efpecially in the rainy feafon, of 4 w/
May, and Fune ; not foto the Natives, who are not 'um( ced wit
that peflilentialFeav or, which commonly invades ourisus op;am
living there ; though they, aswell asForrainers, betroubled with
a kind of Werm, that breeds in the fleth, which, in the opinion of
the moft intelligent,proceeds from the drinking of troubled and
fetid waters, which thc poorer iort, thatcannot getor pay for
theirPalm-wine, muit be contented with. For the cure of which
worms taeyuieralin-oyl,wherewith theyanoint the placewhich
the infect will tfie at, where whenit appears, theywind itgently
about a tlender twig, and fo fetch it out whole, being very careful
that it break not.

A for the Natives, they areBlack ; though the Author obferves,
that their Children, when firft born, are not {fo, but of a white-
yu«ow'f‘n colour; which )etin“month or fochangeth intoblack.
They takegreat careof keeping their teeth very white and clean,
chawi ing to that end little p\.c.le\l favoury fticks, and therewith
rubbing thein; ; which wood is not named here, but is {aid to
grow in Aoainie, 2 n;,’onbowmv Kingdom. Thefe Blacks are
herecommended for theirexcellentmemories, which they culti-
vate by the *r\,\}ueqt rcpetitions of ancient actions and paflages
hapn’d in their \,oantry 'T'o whichishereaddedan Obfervation
of their fingularabilityincafting, even large,-accounts meerly in
their heads, without ifing any writingor counters. Theirwhole
year confifts only of B o months; and to avoxdmxf—recxomng,
they tye eight knots in attring, one every time that a new Moon
appe-is. AnJ by theic knots they a alf reckon their Age.

Concerning the Difpofitions of (hele Blacks, they are humane
anc kind whcn not ~)rovokca, and liberal mougn (according to
our Author,) and v urvw*nuaﬁiomtc tooneanother, having al{o
a greatfenfe of gratitu {de: Mean time they areidolaters, revenge-
ful and choleric when provoked ; luxurious, thievith, falfe, and

mafters
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mafters in palliating ormaintaining falfities ; wherein our Author
notes themto be fo ftubborn, that they will rather fuffer them-
{elves to be tortur’d to death, than confefs the truth. On which
occafion, ’tis here related, that-a Youth endured a very fharp
whipping with thorny rodds, -together with a' rubbing of his
wounds with Salt and Limon«juices and aburning of the middle
of his fingers-and toes with4 lighted Match, rather than that he
would confefs the thing he was accufed of.

Touching their #or/bp,and Civil Government, the particulars
thercof are very largely defcribed here, but are befides our pur-
pofe. It feems, (to touch fo much infhort,) thatthey, upon oc-
cafion, by their Priefts confult their Idol, call’d Odoffum, Summan,
or Fitifo, and receive. Anfwers from him, that they facrifice to
him, keep Holy daysin honor of him, and eat and drink certain
things in his name. They have a King over them, who yet may
decree nothing but by the approbation and confent of the chief
perfons of the Nation. He proceeds in the adminiftration of Ju-
ftice not according to any written Laws, but received Cuftom,
punithing Murther and Theft with death, asalfo fuchAdulteryas
1s comitted by a Concubin ; a true wife being, in that cafe, re-
pudiated. Intheir Warrsthey ufe Mufquets, Bows, and Arrows,
Zables, Javelins; and for their Trumpetstheyemploy great Ele-
fants-teeth. They poifontheir darts with a preparation of Cro-
codils-gall.

As to their Oeconomy, our Author relates their manner of
Building, Houtholdftuft, Wathings, Cloathing, Painting, Meat,
and Drink, Marriage, Weddings, Education of Children. *Tis
fomewhat ftrange, thatthey relith their Fithmott, when fuchof
them as are unfalted have layn feveral days expofed to the Sun;w
and are become ftinking. Elefants-fleth is alfo a great delicacy,
amongft them, even after ithas beendead manydays, andftinks
likecarrion. Theirdrinkis Water, Palm-wine, and Bier, which
latter they make of thegreat Millet and Water; after they have
malted their Millet, by infufing it in water, and f{o letting it
thoot or fprout, and then expofing it to the Sun to dry. They
are exceedingly addicted todrink French Brandy, incomparifon
of which they defpife all ftrong Waters made of Corn, and all
that fort which comeshither {rom the Barbadoes, call’d Kill-dovil.

Difcourfingof their Marriages and Weddings, he takethnotice
of an Herb, (which yet he names not) bearing a yellow flower,
which is thut in themorningand the whole day, butopensabout

evening ;
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evening; wherewith their women wath and fub their bodies
before they are bedded the firft time, from a perfuafion that it
maketh fruitfull.

They have a very barbarous cuftome amongft them, to kill
thofe of their children, thatare bern with the leaft monftrofity
or defect in any of their limbs ; as alfo one of fuch twins, as are
born of different fexes, vsz. that which they like worft; though,
when twins are of one and the fame fexe, they preferve them
both alive. Their Women brought to bed, are generally able
to go abroad the fecond or third day, and to betake themfelves
to their ordinary work and labour again. They never fwadle
their children, but loofely put about them a piece of linen-
cloth, and fo lay them upon a ftraw-matt to the mother.

What concerns their Husbandry, they have chiefly two forts
of Corn, which our Author calls the great and fmall Mz/lez, but
by his defcription feems to be the fame with Turky-wheat ; of
which one grain often produces two or . three ears of Corn,
which not feldom yield five or fix hundred grains. They ufe
no Plow, but a Mattock, for fowing; making therewith a
furrow of three or four fingers deep with one hand, and fetching
the feed out of a little fack, tyed about their body, with the
other. And inftead of a Sith they make ufe of a great knife.

The Juyce of their Palm-trees is very agreeable both to the
taft and fmell, when drunk frefh ; and grows fo ftrong by ftand-
ing but one night, that it will foon intoxicate. ’Tis ufed,
when recent, againft Obftructions, it being then confiderably
Jaxative ; and ’tis likewife {o very diuretique, that very few
among theBlacks are afflicted with theStone or Gravel. Befides,
it caufes no head-ach, though it be drunk plentifully. There is
two forts of them, of which theycount, the one Male, the other
Female, zbisbearinga fruitrefembling peeled P1:ms, and yieldin
an Oyl by expreflion ; the other bearing no fruitat all. ‘The Oyl
is both medicinal, efculent, and ferving for Lamps. The trunk
of this Tree is good fewel ; the branches ferving for the covering
of their houfes ; theLeaves for thred to few their cloaths withal.

Their chief and beft fruits are, the Banannas, Baccofes, En-
jamos, Patattas, Aggwivre, Croffe, Turreba, Aduba, Mala-
guette, Cola, Cocos, Brambas, Anaffas.

The Banannas grow on a Tree having no wood at all, but only
meerleaves, which twift together, fometimes toaftem ofa German
Ell thick, which when’tisgrown up twoor three fuch Ellshigh, ¢

thoots
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thosts forth other leaves, &c. And as oft as meve leaves grow
out of this Tree, the former dry up, uatil the Tree do arrive to
its full growth, and the fruit to its due perfection ; which how
i grows, and how pleafant it is both to the Eye, Taft, and
pmetl, is here largely defcribed.

The Baceofes ditfer from the former only in this, that this
fruit is thorter and thicker, and within whiter ; the taft alfo and
fmell more pleafing. Of it ’tis noted, that being cut thorow
into flices, it prefentsa perfe¢t Crucifix. Whether Imagination
do hot herein help Superftitious men, I muit leave to the
Autopfy of fevere Examiners ‘of truth.

Eunjamos is like to the greater fort of our European Turnips,
though net {o juicy and {weet as they. Their Patattas are {o
good, thatif they be boyled with unfaltedfleth, itgivesthebroath
and meat {o agreeable a taft, as if Rofe-water had been put to it.

Aggwivre 13 their Sugar-Cane.  Croffe .is like our Hafel-
nuts, but hathno hard fcale. Turreba is afort of Earth-apple.
Aduba, akind of Bean. Malaguette is their pepper, inferior to
that of the Eaff- Indies. Cola is asbitter a fruit as bitter Al~
monds, growing upon tall trees, and in coats like Cheftnuts :
'The Blacks that'take no Tobacco,. ufe it to make a cup relifh,
Brambes is a {mallround Limon, .of much juyce, and athinthell;
bearing leaves of an admirable fragrancy when rubbed. The
exprefs’d juyce of it, faith this Author, is fent into Eurape not
only for a condiment to meat, but alfo for the ufe of Djring.
The Anaffas is in the Authors Judgment {o excellent. a fruit,
that he thinks it cannot be fufficiently commended, for its plea-
fingnefs, bothtotheEye, Taft, andSmell, infomuchthathelittle
fcruplestoaffirmittobethebeft Vegetable production of theEarth;
obferving, that the Englith at Capo Cor/s call it the Pine-apple,
and that it grows to the bignefs of a Melon, changing its green-
efsintoan Orange=colour whenripe. Thetaftof itfweet-piquant.

Speaking of their Fifbery, he reckons up many forts of Fifh,
they are ftored with, among which are the Dorado, Bonito,
Qyfter, and Efsua or Tubaron ; of which latter fort he obferves,
thai they emit no feed into the water, but couple together like
Whales, he having feen a Female-Tubaron taken, and fix or
feven of her young ones cut out of her belly.

'Theyhave Oxen, Cows, and Goats, but they arenogood meat;
yet their Sheepwell-tafted, butverydear. European Hoggs, Geefe,
PDucks and Henswill not thrivg there, TheyaboundinDeer, Ti-

gers,
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gers, Porcupins, Civet-cats, which latter the more they are fed

with pulfe of meal and honey, the more Civet they ylcid

Difcourfing of their Sa/¢, hetakesnotice, that thcy let inSea-
water, W hich} having ftoodawhile, isin grcatEarthcn vefelspuio-
veragreatfire, andboyled to Salt, which they letdry in the Sun,
‘often tirring it ; whereupon ’tis found both o ftrong and white,
that tis inferier to no Furopean Saltwhether in taft or whitenefs.

Spcaking of the Commodities, bought of the Europeans by
thofe of Fetu and their Neighbours of Acania, he obferves,
that they are by Slaves carried to 4fingradin Acania, and from
thence through Alance to Accalel, which he faith is another
and a potent and opuient Country, twelve dayes Journey behind

Acania, and that very Country, wherein are thofe rich Gold

mines, out of which comes the mofl and beft Gold, for which

the European Commodities are bpought, &c.

His Picce being originally written by one, that had lived
a confiderable time in Peru at Pofgfi, and having been

thought worthy to be Englifht by fo noble and intelligent a

pcrfon, as the late Earl of Sandwich, we cannot but take notice

and give fome account of it to the Curious in this argument ;
pafiing by thofe particulars that are obvious and common, about
the afiociating fubftances of Mettals, (fuch as Stones, Earths,

Juyces,) and theirvarious qualifications, and confining our felves

to thofe that are lefs fo, viz.

1. That the Provinces of the e/t~ Indze: do as much abound
in Salt, as they do in M@ttﬂld s that a p1ecc of the Sea between
the Lipes did coagulate Into anyﬁalhn Salt; zhat the Salt-pits,
call’ uGanzMem/oza,areforty:ca rueslong md(wberenal roweit)
fixteen bread; that in the sze;, four lca gues from the Mines of
St. Cbr/irp/)er (’(’/Ic/uco//a, in the midd! cofaLake, on the topof
aHill, thewaterboylingup, fnCICIC.O 1e(rnadgutter,wherextruno
ning over, the water iffued orth becomes red Salt, as it runs
aiong in little channels, and proves a mw’xty ﬂrong Salt, having
doublethevertueofcommonS altin theworking of Metals. Which
Saltbeing an excellent rcmedv for the vaentery, tis thought to
haveaunxtureofakmdoflcd Allum, found alfo in thofe’ pa,rts.

That that Sulphurcous liquor V. aphthaand Petreotum will
ta..{(, firc atagreat diftance from the flame’; here confirm’ dbya fad
Eb 2 inftance
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inftance, in which it came to pafs, that 1 Noblemarn, having a
Wellin kis ground, the water whercof was mixed with Pezreol,
and much oi this water, by fome cracks in the wall, running
to wafte, commanded it to be repaired by a labourer, who being
let down into the bottom cf the Weli with a candle (in a Lan-
thorn,) to fee this work, the Petreo/ immediately through the
holes of the Lanthorn fuckt, (as they fpeak) the flame to itfelf,
and fet fire on the whole Well, which inftantly difcharg’d it
felf like a piece of Cannon, and blew the poor man into pieces,
and tock off an arm of a Tree hung over the Well. _

3. That, though Albertus M. and others do think, Marcqafites
contain no mettalin them ; yet Experience has taught the con-
trary ; fecing that the diggers of the Mines of Monferrat en los
Chichas found the Ore to contain as much Silver as it did of
Marcafite; and that in the Mountain of Pofgf there is a fine
fort of this Marcafite, which is incorporated with the black
Silver-ore, and is a cettain fign of its richnefs.

4. That were Orpiment is found, ’tis a certain fign of a Mine
of Gold, whereof alfo it alwayes contains fome little particle..-

5. That there is a water in Peru, near Guancavelica, of
which all the cattle that drink it dye; and which they take and
put into moulds of what form and bignefs they pleafe, which
being for a few days expofed to the Sun, is thereby made perfect
ftone, with which they build their houfes : And that in the
mountain Pacocava, aleague from the Mines of Verenguela de
Pacagues, there are {prings (that are whitifh, inclining to :a
yellow) of fo petrifying a nature, that as the water runs along, it
concretes into very hard and weighty ftones, of different {hapes.

6. That there is a ftone in the province of Atacama, thatis
fix palmes (or about four foot) in length, and four inches and
a half in breadth, and two inches thick ; in form like a Table,
full of delicate clouds, made by the compofition of its colours ;
fome ‘being red, and fhining, others more obfcure, as black,
yellow, green; and white: Upon the.blackeft fpot in all the
ftone is refembled Snow, as ’twere, falling upon it, or Milk,
according as the White happens to be mixt with fhadow.

7. That,whereasconcerning thofe ftones,call’dConchites,refemb-
ling in their lineaments the Cockles of the Sea, fome are of opini-
on, thatthofe Shell-fitheslyingalong timeina petrifying Soyl, the
petrific liquor converted them into ftone; grounding theiropini-
on upon thatether,thattheSeainformer times hathoverﬂowls: fufih

and :
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Land: Alicolrur of reafen is taken away from that egnceithv the
wonderfuiveinsof frenefoundin thehigh-wargsing from Poryi to
Qronejicicwn thehillywhere fronesare gathered havingupon taen
impretitons of divers {orts of figures in them, {o much to the life,
that none but the Author of natare ( faith our Autbor) could have

roduced fuch workmanthip : Amongft with ftones one may fec
{ jaithbe jurtber) Cocklesof aliforts, withthe{malleftlineaments
of thofe {hellsdrawnin great perfedtion;; and this placeintheheas:
of all the Country, and the moft double mountancusland therein,
where it weremadnels (2s he /peaks) to imagine that ever the Seu
had therconiy prevailedandicit Cocklesonly in thisone part of it.

8. That abundance of Brimffsne in Mines is an efpecial good
fign of their richnefs : A contiderable inftance whereof is the
Rofe-colored Ore of the famaeus mountain of St. Jfabe/la of new
Potofi, in the rich Provinceof the Lipes, whichisaimoft ali Plate,
and bredamong fuchabundance of Brimftone, that the cavities in
the rocks are prefently all on fire, if alizhted candle touch them.

9. That the opinior: confining the Number of Metals to Se-
ven is very uncertein, fince ’tis very probable, thatin the bow-
els of the Earth there be more forts than we yet know; and
th:t in the mountains of Sudnos in Bobemia there was fome years
ago ‘ound a metal, by them called Bymuto, which is a metal
between Tin and Lead, and yet diftinét from them both.

10. That many excellent Mines have been found cut by
chance, and many others by Art and Induftry ; concerning
whichlatterdivers wayes and figns are here deliver'd, ch. 24, 25.

11. That from Experience the fir/t place for riches of metals
may be affigned to thofe Veins that run North and South on the
Noith-fide of the mountain ; and thatthefour principal Minesin
the Mountain Pstofi do obferve this point of the Compafs with a
very littledeclination Weftward : Thatfrom thefameground, the
Jecond place for that abundance may be given to them that run
North and South, on the South-fide of the Hills; the beft veins
of thefecond famcusMine ofthat Kingdom,Orurs, running paral-
lel to that point of the Compafs : That in divers places very rich
Mines of metal run Eaft and Weft, andalfoto feveralotherpoints
of the Compafs ; fo that the beft rule to go by in this matter, is
to follow the metalas itdifcoversitfelf, and to purfue it, aslongas
one gains thereby or at leaft faves himfelf, becaufe being fure to
loofv nothingonehath, the Veinmaylesihimte greatriches: Aad
if the vein be large, and haveanyiigns of Gold or Silverin it -'-

though
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though fer ¢hie prefent it fhould not quit coft, yet menoughtta
go on coumolodﬂv with hopes of gaining at laft great ploﬁt, it
1avingbeenconfirm’d by L\oerxenccmaxlthe Mines of thofe Pro-
vinces: A frefh Inftance whereof our Author alledges in the rich
Mineof Chocaia,whereafter theMiners had follow’d itsVeinsfour-
ty years with very little profit, atlen gth theymet with thatextra-
ordinary riches, as is notorious to a]l pcople of that Kingdom.
12. That if the Metal be found clinging about ftones, and
found likewife in the hollows c¢f them 1n grains like corns
o'f Guapowder (being that which the Spaniards cali Plomo,
and 1s Silver unrefined,) though thefc grains be but few, an!
