TRIBUTE TO NOBLE LIFE,

-
Court of Special Sesslons at New York
Hownors Mewmory of Mra, 1, 8, Fos-
ter, % PPrisom Misastonary,

Out of rexpect for the memory of
Mrs. Hebececa Salome Foster, who had
for many years ministered to women
prisoners in the Tombs, and who
was burned to death in the Park Ave-
nue hotel fire, the court of special
sessions at New York city adjourned
the other day, after placing upon the
record a tribute to her life and char-
acter. On motion of District Attor-
ney Jerome the court decided to ad-
journ after the disposal of the reg-
ular prison cases before the judges.
The district attorney paid an elo-
quent tribute to Mrs. Foster's mem-

ory, as did also Justice Holbrook, nf
the court. District Attorney Jerome
said:

“If it please your honer: Within a
few weeks, and in a territery but lit-
tle more than a mile in lengrth and a
feww hundred feet in width, in the
heart of this great eity, there have
oceurred three appalling  disasters.
In the early morning of February 22
there came the last of these--the fire
at the I'ark Avenue hotel. There the
hand of death touchéd Rebecca
Salome Foster. For many vears she

came and went among us with but &

“single purpose,

" *That men might rise on stepping stones
Of their dead selves to higher things”
"“There is a word which is seldom

nsed. To us, who in the administra-
tion of the "criminal law are daily
brought into contact with the misfor-
tunes and sin of humaunity, it seems
almost a lost word. Tt is the word
‘holy." In all that that word means
to English-speaking peoples it seems
to me that it could be applicd to
her. She was indeed a ‘holy woma=.'
it hardly becomes us to do aught
else than to testify in reverent si-
lence our love and respect.

English Syndicate Which Confident-

1y Expects to Secure Fabulons
Wealth la Central America.

The parliamentary correspondent of
the London Daily Mail says that sev-
eral members of parliament have
formed a syndiciate to'recaver the jew-
el and gold in the sacred lake in Co-
lombia, Central America, which is_
formed in the crater of an extinct vol-
cano close to the emerald mines.

Humboldt speaks of emeralds depos-
ited in this lake worth millions of
pounds, and Indiaus continue to find
stones and gold by the water's edge
after storms. The Spaniards made ef-
forts to drain the lake 300 years ago,
but their engineering appliances were
defective,

The present syndicate is attacking
the lake from beneath itx basin. A tun-
nel has been cut and a shaft will be
made to tap the lake, with ascreens
to catch any stones that may be dis-
lodged, and rifles of mercury to ar-
rest the gold.

BRAVERY REWARDED

Government Gives Position to Young

Man of North Carolina.

Story of His Battle with Thievea in
Post Office at Emma, N. U, and How
He Spolled Their Plans Al-
though Severely Wounded.

As a reward for Lis devotion to
duty and fearlessness in defending
his trust, Postmaster General Payne
has appointed Samuel 1. Alexander,
a young man 22 years old, tv a clerk-
ship in the office of the chief post
oftice inspector at Washington. For
the last year young Alexander has
been assistant postmaster at Emma,
K. €. In February of last year the

post office was attacked by armed
burglars. Alexander fought them
off, and, though repeatedly wound-

ed, succeeded in sounding an alarm.
Emma is a small town, The post
office is in the store of the postmas-
ter.  Alexander was both assistant
postmaster and clerk and lived in a
rear room of the store. On the night
of February 6 he was preparing to
retire, when he heard a knock on the
front door. He inquired what was

wanted, and on -being told-one of the -

neighbors wanted his mail, unbarred
the doors, Tmmediately two masked
men entered. Covering hiy  with
their revolvers, they caut! ned him
to keep quiet!

At their command he opeied the
fireproof safe, having ﬁr-z‘ surren-
dered his revolver. Cuae ¢ the men,
Frank Johnson, staod -;uard over
Alexander v-hile the ¢*her, Ben Fos-
ter, proce “fed t, loo' the safe. Fos-
ter had [aid }s re-slver on the desk
above ine safe o:d was stooping in
fron® of i*, whea the noise of a cat
upr cttin- a bvx in the rear of the
“rore canse! Johnson to turn  his
head.  Instantly Alexander seized the
revolver and shot the kneeling bur-
glar near the heart. He tried to
shoot the other, but the revolver
only snapped. Seizing Johnson. the
young man and the burglar fell to
the floor. A desperate struggle en-
sued.

Foster, althnugh serionsly wound-
ed, drew another revolver and shot
Alexander in the abdomen. Alex-
ander, seeing that Foster was adont
o shootsat him again, swung John-
son around in front of him. The bul-
let from Foster's gun struck John-
son in the left shoulder, passed
“4through his neck and loadged in his
right jaw. For fully five minutes the
men struggled about the room. Alex-
ander's face and hands were terribly
cut and bruised, and several bullets
had lodged in his body. The burglars
were both wounded and fast becom-
ing faint from the loss nf blood.

By a superhuman tax upon his
strength  Alexander succeeded in
forcing the two men from the store
into the street. Postmaster Mc(lel-

lan, seeing a light in the post of--

fice, found Alexander lying in a faint
on the front steps. For a time the
young man's life was despaired of,
but he finally rallied and mnow, ex-
cepting the scars, has no serious re-
minders of his terrible ordeal.

FALLS HEIR TO MILLIONS.

Hotel Man Whose Uncle Was a Part-
ner of Astor Gets a Fortune
from Germany,

Fred R. Emgrick, who for the last
three vears has managed the XNew
Mackinac hote] at Mackinac Island,
Mich., has fallen heir to $29,000,000, a
share of the estate of an uncle in
Germany who recently died. The
whole estate is valued at over $30,-
000,000,

The elder BEmerick was probably
the best-known European agent in
the fur business. For 30 years he
was a partner in the fur business
with John Jacob Astor. le was sta-
tioned at Berlin, and it was in the
fur trade with the aid of Astor that
he accnmulated the vast fortune. He
was never married. He left all his
property to the children of his two
brothers residing in the United
States. ’

It is reported to bLe the intention
of F. R. Emerick, after receiving his
share of the fortune, to construct the
finest and largest summer hotel in
the world on Mackinac island. The
building is to cost $1.000,000.

Murders and Robberies Lafd to the
Charge of & Russia Nobleman
’ of the Cancasuas,

A 15-year-old Georgian prince liv-
ing near Kutais, in the Caucasus, has
been arrested, charged with a leng
series of murders and highway rob-
beries. He owns an old stone medieval
castle in which are two dungeons high
over_a rapid mountain stream. near
the caravan road across Caucasus, and
for twa years he has beeun in the habit
of raiding travelers. He is a boy of
great physical strength and singularly
nandsome.

INDUSTRIAL CRISIS IN RUSSIA.

Man)y Linens of Minnafacturing Sald to
He Threatened wilth Seriona
Disaster,

Although the Russian journals are

mute on the subject, it is learned at
Vienna 1lat an industrisl crisis is

rapidly approaching in that coun-
try. lora long time It was con-
fined to the metal industry, hut now

it extends to other branches and es-
pecially to the textile industry. On
all sides, it says, there are com-
pluints of bad business and speedy
help iy demanded of the government,
as otherwise the crisis promises to
involve consequences which ight
prove disastrous to the whole eco-
nomic gnd financial situation of Rus-
sin.  The majority of the Russian
manufacturers are firigly convinced
that Russian industry [g insufficient-
1y protected and that the only rem-
edy for the present troubles liey in
an increase of import duties.

There is, however, no probability
that the pgovernment will depart
from its system of moderate protec-
tionism, which it regards as meces-
sary for the development of the na-
tional activity in all the treaties it
concludes. The optimism of the goy-
ernment with regard to an eventual

~lmprovement in the situation is not —

shared in interésted ecirclesy, where
the conviction prevails  that the
pending crisis will not prove to be a
temporary affair, but that it is con-
nected with the general economic sit-
uation and that it will become in-
creasingly acute if no remedial meas-
ures are taken.

FOREIGNERS IN FRANCE.

Filgwres Which Show That Many Are
Becoming Citirens of the Re-
peblic These Days.

The United States is not the only

country in the warld that is being
benefited by immigration. It appears
from official statistics just published

that between the years 1506 and 1901

about 10,000 foreigners tnok out nat-
uralization papers in France. Accord-
ing to the census just completed the
total number of farcigners now resi-
dent in the country is 1,037,373, com-
pared with 1,027,491 in 1506, The in-
crease, therefore, of 444.613 in the to-
tal population since the last census
is mot due, to any appreciable degree,
to importation.

The Paris Temps, commenting upon
these figures, savs that rhey would be
satisfactory if the increase were de-
companied by a parallel influx of for-
eign immigrants to whom naturaliza-
tion had been granted. But, it adds,
there seems to be an effart to discour-
age both naturalization and immigra-
tion. Under the pressure of certain
demands foreign labnr ia more and
mare hunted out of France, Thereare
peuple who, not content with limiting
it by epecial clanses, wonld buh)?(‘t it
to proh1b tive taxen.

. RICH GIFT TO COLUMBIA.

8ix Thousand VYolumes of Chiness
Works Presented to the Uni-
versity by China,

The state department has notified
President Butler, of Columbia univer-
sity, of the receipt of a dispateh from
Minister Conger at Peking, giving full
information of the gift of hooks and
other material to illnustrate the in-
struction in Chinese subjects to be un-
dertaken on the new Dean Lung foun-
dation. It appears lhat the collection
selected by the foreign office of China
for presentation to CogJumbia univer-
gity is known as the “T'u Shu Chi
Ch’eng.” It is the most enmprehensive
collection of books that has been made
in Chtha, and consita of aver 6,000 vol-
umes, treating of every subject knewn
to Chinese literatnre. The work was
wriginally undertaken by a commis-
sion of eminent Chinexe scholars ap-
pointed by Emperor Kang Hsi, who
reigoed from 1662 to 1723. From the
scientific point of view the gift is in-
valuable.
