To an appreciative public, it is a source of gratification to present Vol. II, 

Early Records of Georgia, a continuation of Wilkes county, so vitally con¬ 

nected with the history of Georgia, and probably the most far-reaching and 

important in genealogical source material. 

No claim is made that these two volumes could possibly cover the records 

of this old and populous county for the period designated. They are a mere 

working foundation for more extensive research by those whose ancestors 

were early settlers of Wilkes, the parent county of all of Elbert, Lincoln and 

Oglethorpe, and part of Warren, Greene and Talliaferro counties. Nor is 

Vol. II a sequel to Vol. I. For a complete survey of the given period one is 

dependent upon the other. 

Probably the most valuable and interesting data contained in Vol. II are 

the original papers, stored in attic and cellar of the old and new court houses 

since being returned for record, very little of which was transcribed into the 

county books. Their abstracting required the handling of thousands of 

papers, many of them mere scraps. All genealogical and historical facts 

therein are here compiled in convenient form. 

The somewhat wide patronage accorded Vol. I leads us to hope Vol. II 

will be as graciously received. The leading public libraries and universities 

all over the United States have been eager purchasers.

of which for Georgia was destroyed by the British during the War of 1812 
in Washington, D. C. There is no complete digest until 1802, only a few 
pages left in the interim. The remnants for 1792, 1793, 1794 have been 
published in “Some Tax Digests of Georgia” Ruth Blair, State Historian 
and Archivist, and give valuable information.

ORIGINAL PAPERS 

The people of Wilkes county and all descendants of the early settlers of 

the county, whether residents of our own Empire State of the South, the 

crowded centers of the north and east, the fertile deltas of the Mississippi, 

in sight of the snow capped Rocky Mountains, midst the golden orange 

groves of California, or beyond the domain of our beloved America, owe 

a debt of gratitude to Sarah Quinn Smith, herself a scion of the very 

cream of the pioneers of this historic area, who with no thought of renum¬ 

eration, actuated by a passionate desire to preserve the history of her 

beloved state and county, rescued these priceless original papers from 

further loss, and made them available for publication. To her only is due 

the credit for their restoration and preservation. 

The following abstracts were made from these original papers, stored 

in utmost confusion in attic and cellar of both the old and new courthouses. 

No doubt thousands were lost, destroyed by vermin, burned as trash, and 

stolen by vandals. Nothing we can do now could possibly replace them 

for the use and instruction of present and future generations. We can 

only register their loss as a tragedy with similar losses in many other old 

counties of Georgia. 

Wilkes county was the scene of stirring events. The few records touch¬ 

ing the Revolutionary period give us reason to believe there were others 

in existence. If such papers had been preserved, they would have made 

a wonderful contribution to the glorious history of Georgia. 

The authenticity of these documents can not be questioned. The returns 

of administrators, executors, guardians etc are the identical papers returned 

to the Register of Probate for record, in the older papers the actual receipts 
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of heirs, legatees and wards in their own handwriting. To a modern 

doctor, the accounts of the doctors of that day would give an insight into 

their methods of treatment probably not found elsewhere, certainly not in 

published history. Little of this material was recorded in books, which 

still further enhances its value. No price could possibly be placed on these 

original papers. Nothing short of their being carefully arranged, and 

placed in the fire proof vault of the Judge of Court of Ordinary should be 

considered for a moment, regardless of expense. They fairly scintillate 

with the forgotten history of the past. No modern fiction excels them 

in tales of human interest. They are all that is left to tangibly link us 

with the pioneers whose ashes have made sacred this historic ground, and 

whose descendants, legion in number, are scattered to the ends of the earth.

Letter from Daniel Gaines, Broad River, Nov. 6, 1787 to Walton 
Harris, protesting the settlement he wishes to make, and telling him 
the expense of going to Round 0., he would pay, if the addressee went 
for that purpose only. 
Testimony of Daniel Gaines, no date, that John and Jos. Hawkins 
were commissioners for supplying the troops in Va., during the Rev. 
War and for several years after how many he cannot remember. 
While the connection lasted Jos. Moreton acted for them, but whether 
he was a partner with or against the said Hawkins, the deponent 
does not know.

Answer to 1st Question. I do know Elijah Clarke also Samuel Godby, 
who I am informed is the Admr. of NeeSmith. 

Answer to 2nd. The mode of disposing of the Enemy's property was 
by selling and dividing among the Captors, and if property taken in the 
British lines proved afterward to belong to the friends of this Country it 
was returned to them after deducting one third for salvage. The character 
of the widow NeeSmith was notorious to be the enemy of the friends of 
this Country and that she did aid and assist the British and Tory's of 
every description all that in her power lie, and I do think and believe that 
the property of NeeSmith came as fully under the Act of Confiscation as 
any other person or persons whatever, not particularly named in that Act. 
I also know that Col. Jas. McCoy was an active officer, (and always 
believed him to be a good man) in the cause of the Liberty of this Country; 
The Rev. Mr. Mobley was an inactive Tory; Wm. Ennis I know nothing 
personally for or against; Gill Thomas was an active man in the cause 
of the Freedom of this' Country; Jas. Gray was a Capt. of the Tory party 
and known to be an Enemy of this Country; Wm. Ryalls took protection 
under the British, but his general character was that of an honest man; 
Francis Paris I conceived to be an Enemy to this Country, but his charac¬ 
ter was that of an honest man; Mrs. Esther Griner, I did not know, her 
character was not very fair at that time; Mary Miller I do not know. 
The line between us and the British at that time was, (as I understood), 
from the Hudsons on Savannah river to the mouth of Little Ogeechee 
where it empties into Big Ogeechee. I also knew Michael Jones who acted 
as a Lieut, in the American Service, was very active and frequently down 
in the British Lines. I also knew Samuel Moore, a person named in the 
Act of Confiscation (as well as I recollect) that he was an Active Capt. 
in the service of the British and that he married the Daughter of Nee- 
Smith, that he was a vile murderer and robber, and told me himself that 
he robbed Gen’l. Clarke of a number of Goods and that there was one 
man who was guarding the General’s Wagons at the time, killed by one 
of his party and this happened sometime after the British left Savannah. 
That the said Moore was harbour ed at the wido w Nee Smiths as well as 
many others of his character, and this deponent further sayeth that he 
had lost some property and went to the Widow NeeSmiths to enquire after 
the said Moore to get from him the property the deponent had lost, and 
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that the widow directed this deponent into the Swamp where he might 
find said Moore, who was only to be seen by such as would pledge their 
word not to take his life, that she could confide in; that the deponent 
went into the Swamp where he found the said Moore, who confessed he 
had taken it and made restitution and gave him the above information 
respecting the robbery of Gen’l. Clarke, and further this deponent sayeth 
not. Signed J. Green. Taken and sworn to at Augusta before us, this 16th, 
day of November 1797.

Certain days were designated as “Muster Days” and all re¬ 
ported at the county town for drill and instruction from their officers. 

Vol. 1 also gives many records of service, and such records are some¬ 
times found in returns of estates in this volume also.

Arranged Alphabetically as to Men’s Names 

There was no law requiring record of marriage in Georgia prior to 1806, 
and comparatively few were recorded previously. Probably most of the 
original bonds' were returned to the Register of Probate for preservation. 
Only a few survived careless handling, lack of proper facilities for safe 
keeping, and the troublous times of the Revolution and Indian depredations 
following. 

It would be safe to assert that less than half the marriages after 1806 
were recorded, due to indifference of ministers and Justices of Peace who 
performed the ceremonies, the crude methods of travel, trails infested with 
hostile Indians, which discouraged journeys to the county town. 

In Wilkes county many were probably burned with Will Book “D D” (See 
Vol. 1, pp 45-47). Other documents prove many marriages between people 
known to have lived in the county from the first settlement up to 1834, 
for which no original bond or recorded marriage could be located.
