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PREFACE

It may well be doubted whether any other works dealing

with any particular game, have run through so many

editions as those of Sturges' ; for during ninety-five years

his books have been reprinted entire or in part, and wdth

or wdthout corrections, in at least twenty editions. The in-

troduction forty-three years ago of the Scotch improvements,

and the steady development of the game, have, however, at

last had their effect.

There is yet so much standard play in Sturges as to offer

ground for the hope that the present Edition will interest

the public anew in this favourite game, and offer sound,

interesting, and instructive information to the beginner.

The Editor's aim has been to retain all of Sturges, which

is valuable, but to excise such parts as have been superseded

by modern improvements, and to add much play on modern

lines, as well as to attribute all play to its first known

publisher or author.

As the work is intended more especially for those who

may hereafter read other literature on the subject, specimens

of different ways of show^ing diagrams are inserted. It

should be mentioned that the games actually played are at

first described as Wyllie v. Martins, etc. ; while further on,
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the V. is omitted in order to save space, and to conform to

the general practice.

The Editor's thanks are due to Mr. J. A. Kear, janior,

for his assistance in selecting and arranging the play, and

for his help generally; to Mr. E. Addams-Williams, B.A.,

Cantab., for the Introductory Article upon the History of

the Game, the Explanation of Technical Terms, and the

Appendices on various forms of foreign Games at Draughts
;

and to BOOTLE " for the loan of his original copy (First

Edition) of Sturges, 1800, and the valuable MS. notes which

it contains.

OEiaiNAL PREFACE TO PAYNE^S WOEK.

It is natural for a Man to think well of the Art which he
professes to teach, and I maj' therefore be expected to have
some Esteem for the Play of DRAUCxHTS. I would not,

however, be thought to over-rate it. Every Art is valued in

a joint Proportion to its Difficulty and Usefulness. The Use
of Draughts is the same with that of any other Game of

Skill, that it may amuse those Hours for which more laud-

able Employment is not at Hand, and happy is the Man
whose equability of Temper, and Constancy of Perseverance
in better Things, exempt him from the Xeed of such Beliefs.

Whatever may be determined concerning its Use, its Diffi-

culty is incontestible ; for among the Multitudes that practise

it, very few understand it. There are indeed not many who
by any frequency of Playing can attain a moderate Degree of

Skill without Examples and Instructions. I have therefore

here given a Collection of the most artful Games, the most
critical Situations, and the most striking Eesolutions that

have fallen within my Notice; which are such as may, in

some Bespects, set this Game even equal with that of Chess.
There is indeed one Secret boasted in the World which I

cannot teach. Some Men pretend to an infallible Method, by
which he that moves first shall win the Game ; but no such
Hero has it ever been my Fortune to encounter, and no such
do I expect to find. Kor can it be proved that the first

Mover has any considerable Advantage over a Person equally
skilful with himself. In this opinion, I have the Concurrence
of those excellent Players, Mr. James Randell, Captain John
Godfrey, and Mr. William WoUey, my intimate and worthy
Friends, whose Examples have greatly contributed to my skill

in the Game ; but in particular those of the great Eandell, of

whom it may with probability be asserted, that what he
could not attain will never be discovered.

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By Joshua Sturges.

To ascertain distinctly consequences in their causes—to

calculate with promptitude the result of intricate variety

—

to elude by vigilant caution the snares of stratagem, are

lessons, which the Game of Draughts strongly inculcates and
uniformly explains. While, thtts, the Game on one hand
affords the means of intellectual improvement; on the other,

it banishes every temptation to moral depravity. It guards
simplicity from the lures of deceit, and prevents cunning
from preying on credulit}^ ; for where superior skill alone
commands success, the ignorant are not mad enough to

hazard their fortune or their happiness in a contest, where
loss is certain, and gain impossible. Considering the Game
as an amusement, it cannot be denied that it tends to im-
prove those faculties of the mind, which are eminently use-

ful in every condition of life; and may therefore be made
the School of Wisdom, but cannot, like the Gaming-Table
of chance, become the nursery of vice.

These observations on the character of the (game of)

Draughts, are addressed to the fastidious Critic who dis-

relishes, without distinction, every description of play ; and
doubts the propriety of publishing any Book whatever on
the subject of Gaming.
There is, however, another, and that too a numerous class

of readers, who, readily acknowledging the innocent nature
of the undertaking, will be only solicitous to inquire into

the merits of its execution.
On this head, though the Author cannot boast of per-

fection, he can safely affirm, that every aid has been resorted
to, which long experience, intense study, and the assist-

ance of the most celebrated plaj'ers could suggest, to render
it as perfect as possible.

Had Mr. Payne's book been formed on a plan sufficiently

enlarged to enable the student to acquire a competent share
of critical skill in the science, this work would never have
made its appearance.
The fact, however, is, that whoever consults that Book,

will find it much too general to guide the judgement through
that vast complexity of movements common to the Game;
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or to assist in extricating the Player from those embarrass-
ing difficulties, in which particular situations must fre-

quently involve him.
Several of that Author's Games required correction, and

are here, so far as they go, displayed in their amended state,

together with the addition of numerous ramifications, to

diversify the positions, vary the scale, and enlarge the plan.

What is here advanced, is not intended to detract from
the merits of a predecessor. Something like an apology
seemed to be required, for the publication of a second Book
on the Game of Draughts, and truth supx)lied the author with
no other, than what is here offered to a liberal and candid
public.

But, surely, when it is considered that knowledge is the
result of progressive improvement, it can be no proof of

excessive self-complacency to suppose that we have advanced
a little nearer to perfection, than those who have gone so

long before us in the study of the same art.

At any rate, there is one original and important advantage,
which the following work possesses over that of Mr. Payne

;

it contains, at least, five hundred more examj^les^ than his^

embracing the most critical situations which the Game can
produce, and arranged in so clear a manner as to be intel-

ligible to any learner, however unskilled in the play.

In short, the Author entertains a hope, that the numerous
improvements he has introduced, will, in the estimation of

judges, raise the Game of Draughts in rank and consideration

equal to that of Chess; and that whatever fate his Book may
experience from the surly critic, the liberal student will at

least allow, that he has increased the number of his enjoj--

ments, by enlarging the circle of innocent and useful amuse-
ment.



INTRODUCTION".

The game of Draughts may be defined as a game played
by two parties upon a square board divided into a square
number of Squares, with an equal number of Counters or

Pieces on each side, which number may be greater, as in

Polish Draughts, or less, as in English, Italian, or Spanish
Draughts ; the pieces are captured by a hostile piece

passing over them, and an inferior piece gains promo-
tion on arriving at the further side of the board. The
game is lost by the player w^ho first is, unable to play in

his turn.

There are two leading genera of Draughts, distinguish-

able by the use of (1) all the squares, (2) the alternate

squares of the board. To the first class, the games of

Egyptian, Roman, and Turkish Draughts may be attrib-

uted ; all the modern games of Draughts belong to the

second class. The first class has long since nearly dis-

appeared, although recently an attempt has been made to

introduce the Turkish Game into England.
The earliest records of Draughts are found in Egypt,

and for practical purposes commence about 1600 B.C., in

the time of Queen Hatasu or Hat-Shepsu, daughter of

Thothmes I., and herself for many years ruler of Egypt.
Some of her draughtsmen and part of her board have been
discovered, and are described in The Times of 22nd June,

1887, and more fully in Mr. Ealkener's "Games Ancient
and Modern."
The fragment of Queen Hatasu's board is of ornamental

wood, with squares of blue porcelain separated by strips

of inlaid ivory, and consists of six squares with a mark
on the sixth square. Hence Mr. Ealkener conjectures

that the board consisted of 144 squares. There were also

found at the same time, and in the same place, twenty
draughtsmen, ten of light and ten of dark coloured wood,
made in the shape of lions' heads (a lion's head is the

xiii
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symbol meaning " Hat in Hatasu), and some other pieces

of different shapes, including some of the form of the
pieces in the modern Hal ma, which is also the form of

the draughtsmen shown in Grarcez, a Spanish writer in

the 17th century, and some nearly representing the pawns
used in Turkish chess, but smaller. About a century
later (1500 B.C.) the inscriptions and paintings frequently
refer to Draughts under the name of ^' Tau," which has
been translated the robbers,'' and was represented by

the hieroglyph ^^^^^^ " "^^^ (Champollion).

From Egypt the transference of the game to Asia
Minor and Greece is very natural; unfortunately the

Greek historians have not sufficiently explained the
difference between poleis and pessoi^ so that the game
may be reconstructed and identity established. Casual
references, however, do exist in works such as The
Republic" of Plato and even in the ^'Odyssey " of Homer,
to a game which must have resembled some form of

Draughts.
The game was introduced into Italy either from Egypt

or Greece, and is known in Latin as Indus latrunculorum.
Latrunculi is a diminutive form of latro^ which, in its

original sense, means a servant," and subsequently "a
soldier," and then " a brigand " or " robber." Lafro is

used in Ovid and Martial as meaning a piece at Draughts.
Draughtsmen were found in one of the oldest Roman
tombs at Cuma, but the fullest account of the game is

contained in a poem called ^' The Panegyric on Piso,"

written by Saleius Bassus, a minor poet of the time of

the Emperor Claudius.

The name of the game then was ludics latrunculorum^
which may be translated ^' The Game of Little Soldiers or

Robbers." It cannot be decided how many squares the

board {tabida) consisted of ; Mr. Ealkener thinks 144.

Nor can it be stated how many pieces were used
;
they

were, however, called calculi, pebbles, the diminutive of

an older word calx used in Plautus. The calcidi appear

to have been divided into two sorts, calculi ordinarii^

men which could only move to the next vacant square
;

and calculi vagi^ pieces which could move to a distance,

as the king in Turkish or Polish Draughts does. The
calculi were often made of glass or earthenware.

Turkish Draughts is a game played in Asia Minor upon
a board of 64 squares with 16 black and 16 white men

;
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the board is not particoloured, and all the squares are
used. It is impossible to get many kings at Turkish
Draughts, owing to the enormous power of the king and
the thinness of the lines of pieces. The game has been
introduced into England through the means of Mr. F.

Dunne. Turkish chess is played upon a cloth, the

squares being represented by stars or rosettes, and
Turkish Draughts can also be played upon such a board,

or upon an ordinary chess board. A description of the
game will be found in Appendix A, page 235.

This closes the rectangular play; it is almost un-

necessary to state that all the strictly European games
are based upon diagonal play, which is the style adopted
in English Draughts.

In the 8th or 9th centuries, during the reign of the

Caliph Haroun-al-Easchid, or that of Charlemagne, chess

appears to have been introduced into Europe, and to have
taken a strong hold upon the more educated classes. If

Draughts w^ere subsequently played upon a chess board,

with a smaller number of squares and men, the fact

would account for the modern Latin term simplicior^

simpler, modified, as applied to the game of Draughts.
The mediaeval name for a queen at chess was regina

;

for a pawn j^edes^ from the mediaeval pedo^ a foot-soldier.

Hence the modern Italian una pedina^ a pawn, a man at

Draughts, in contradistinction to un ptedone^ a foot-soldier,

a pedestrian ; and by analogy, una dama^ from domina. a

lady, for a queen at chess or a king at Draughts, in con-

tradistinction to 2tna donna, a lady, a woman.
The Sanscrit name for chess is cliaturanga or chafurajij

and hence the old French word eschequier or eschekier,

which survives in heraldry in the word ^' check}^," and
in English as exchequer' and cheque. "The cheque " is

a cloth covered with squares in chess-board fashion,

emblematical of the authority of the old Court of

Exchequer over matters of account between the king and
the people. A picture of the Court of Exchequer on the
nomination of Sheriffs in 1311, reproduced in The
Sketch of 8th November, 1893, shows the cheque on the

table before the Chancellor and Barons of the Exchequer.
Hence the old name of Chequers for the game of Draughts.
The name of Draughts is derived from a root cognate

to the old Saxon verb draic, derivatives of which were
at one time applicable to Chess as well as to Draughts.

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The first known work on modern Draughts proceeds
from Spain. It was written bv Anton Torquemada, and
published at Valencia in 154:7: subsequently Canalejas
published a work on Draughts which had two editions,
and the second edition contains the imprimatur of the
Vicar-General of Zaragossa.

In the year 1634. Josef Carlos Garcez published a
work on Draughts, which contains a representation of the
board and men. The board is the usual chess board, the

pieces are shaped like the old Egyptian pieces. A
description of the Sjianish game will be found in Appendix
B. page 235.

The earliest French work is bv Pierre 3Iallet and was
published at Paris in the year IGGS. The original Jeii de

Damts a la francaise. or French Draughts, was exactly

like English Draughts. The technical terms survive in

the Polish game.
The so-called Polish game 'Jeif de Dames d la polonaist)

did not come into vogue until the year 1727. when it soon

began to supersede the ancient French game. It is

played upon a board of 100 squares with 40 men. Parti-

culars of the game will be found in Appendix C. page 236.

The German o-ame is the Polish game played on a chess

board. The name of the game is Damespieh dame being

derived from the Latin domina cf. Adelung—Vorterbuch^
and not from the German dammen, as Hyde and others
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alle.^^e ;
a man is Stein, whicli is only a translation of the

Latin calx or calculus. The terms nsed in German
Draughts will be found in Appendix D, page 237.

The game of Draughts is in Italian II giitoco alle dame
or della clama. For particulars of the game, see Appen-
dix E, page 237.

Dr. Hyde wrote a Latin treatise upon Draughts amongst
other games ; but modern research has moditied many of

his conclusions.

The English school really commences with Payne, who
published his work in London in the 3'ear 1756. Some of

his games, and nearly all his problems^ are still good, and
are reproduced in this work.

Joshua St urges published his first work in 1800, and in

it he reproduced nearl}^ the whole of Payne's work with
very extensive amendments and new games. In a book
published in 1808 he extended and altered the Positions.

The combination of these two works has been published
without correction or addition in not less than twenty
editions or rearrangements complete or abridged.

Soon after 1820, games began to have names, but the

use of these names appears to have been chiefly confined

to the Xorth of England and Scotland.

In 1835, Mr. George Walker published in London a

rearranged edition of Sturges' Guide, omitting the Posi-

tions, which he replaced by the Positions from the 1808
work, and re-writing the ''Instructions." Walker's
edition became the property of Mr. H. G. Bohn, and
forms, with a short appendix by Mr. Robert Martins
written in 1850, but omitting the preface, the article on
Draughts published in '' The Handbook of Games " in
'' Bohn's Library.''

In Mr. Walker's preface, the following passage occurs :

It may fairly be asked . . . whether the most
effective Temperance Societies v/ould not be cheap
Literary Institutions in which the practice of Chess and
Draughts might form a prominent feature."

In 1832 James Sinclair published a small work in

Glasgow, and m 1838 Hay published his work. In 1838
the first of John Drummond's excellent treatises was
published in Falkirk : and in 1852, Andrew Anderson
published his celebrated ''Second Edition" in Glasgow.
This work included the laws and nomenclature which
have been generally adopted ever since.

Many other writers have produced works on Draughts
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since that time, and vast improvements have been made;
but all the writers assume the student to have a

knowledge of Sturges' work ; or if not of Sturges' work,
then of much information on the elements of the game
w^hich are to be found nowhere so w^ell explained as in

Sturges.

For the net results of those changes, extending over

a period of ninety years, the reader is referred to the

following pages.

There are several minor games at Draughts ; as the
Losing Game, in which the loser wdns, and the Diagonal
Game, in which the pieces are arranged so as to leave the

double diagonal clear ; but these games have never had
such popularity as the regular game, and further mention
of them is here unnecessary.
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The game of Draughts is played by two persons upon a

board of sixty-four squares, coloured alternately Black
and White, or any other two opposite colours. The board
is placed with an upper white corner on the right hand,
which brings the double white square to the lower
right-hand corner. The Standard Laws were compiled in

North Britain, where it is customary to play on the Black

squares, the board being placed as for chess ; but for 150
years it has been the custom in France and England to

play upon a proper Draughts board {Bamiev) on the

White squares, as in the Diagrams. A Chess board can
be used as a Draughts board by turning it half round.

Each player has twelve men ; which on beginning the

game, are placed as in the Diagrams. It will be seen
that, throughout this work, except where otherwise
stated, the upper half of the board is occupied by the
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twelve Black men, and the lower half by their antagon-
ists, the White.
The men being placed, the players draw for choice of

colour. The winner of the choice is not obliged to take
Black and play first ; but he must choose whether he will

take Black and play first ; or take White and play second.

When the first game is finished, w^hether by a win or

a draw, he who played with the White men must take

the Black men and commence the second game, and so on
alternately.

In matches, it is usual to arrange that the players shall

play Openings, the names of which are drawn from a bag.

A name so drawn serves for two games, so that eacla

player is obliged to show his knowledge of the attack and
defence to every Opening drawn.
The game is begun by the Black player moving one

of his men along the white diagonal on which it is first

posted. The men can only move forward, either to the

right or left, one square at a time, unless they have at-

tained one of the four squares on the extreme line of the

board, on which they become kings, and can move either

forward or backward, but still only one square at a time.

The men take in the direction in which they move, by
leaping over any hostile piece that may be immediately
contiguous, provided there be a vacant white square be-

yond it. The capturing man is placed on the square
beyond the piece taken, and the piece so taken is removed
from the board. If several pieces, on forward diagonals,

should be exposed by alternately having open squares
beyond them, they may all be taken at one capture, and
the taking piece is then placed on the square beyond the

last piece. To explain the mode of taking by practical

illustration, let the Draughtsmen be placed as in the

Diagram. Now Black can only move one of the men
placed on 9, 10, 11, or 12.—If he play the man from
11 to 15, and White answer this move by playing his

piece from 22 to 18, Black can take White by leaping his

man from 15 to 22. and removing the captured piece from
the board. Should Black not take, but move in another
direction,—for instance, from 12 to 16,—he is liable to be
" huffed " ; that is. White may remove from the board
the man with which Black should have taken, as a pen-

alty for not taking
;

for, at Draughts, players have not

the option of refusing to take, as at Chess, but must
always take- when they can, whatever be the consequence.
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The player who is in a position to huff his adversary,

has the option of huffing, or of compelling the take, or of

letting the pieces stand as they are. When one party

huffs the other, in preference to compelling the take, he
does not replace the piece his adversary moved : but

simply removes the man huffed from off the boara, and
then plays his own move. Should he, however, insist

upon his adversary taking the piece, then the piece im-

properly moved must first be replaced.

A player who can take in several ways, may take in

any way he likes ; but when he has chosen the way, he
must take all the pieces he can, or he is liable to the

penalty.

When either of the men reaches one of the extreme

squares of the board, it is made a king by having another

piece put on, which is called crowning it. The king can
move or take both forward or backward

;
keeping, of

course, on the white diagonals. One of the great objects

of the game, even at its very opening, is to push on for a

king ; but it is unnecessary to dwell much on the element-

ar}^ part of the science, as the playing through one of the

many games annexed, from the numbers, will do more in

the way of teaching the rudiments of Draughts, than the

most elaborate theoretical explanation.

The game is won by the player who can first succeed in

capturing, or blocking all his adversary's men, so that

he has nothing left to move ; but when the pieces are so

red need that each player has but a very small degree of

force remaining
;
and, being equal in numbers or position,

neither can hope to make any decided impression on his

antagonist, the game is relinquished as draw^n. It has
already been shown that when a man reaches one of the

squares on the extreme line of the board, it is crowned
and becomes a king ; but there is another point relative

to this, which it is necessary to understand. The man,
thus reaching one of the extreme squares, finishes the

move on being made a king, and cannot take any piece

which may be en prisey If however, the opponent at

his next play should omit to remove or fortify an exposed
piece, such piece may then be taken. To exemplify this,

place a White man on 11, and Black men on 7 and 6:

—

White, having to move, takes the man on 7 and demands
that his own man should be crowned ; but he cannot take

the man on 6 at the same move, which he could do were
his piece a king when it made the first capture. Bttt if
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the piece be left there after the next movej he can talie

it.

The subject of The Move is now of such importance
that it is included in a chapter of its own.
To play over the games in this work, number the

White squares on the Draught-board from 1 to 32, as
shown in the diagrams. The abbreviations are so obvi-

ous, that they hardly need explanation : as B. for Black,

W. for White, Var. for Variation, K for King, etc. Occa-
sionally, stars ^ are used to indicate what are believed to

be the only moves to win or draw the game.
The Black moves are indicated by a dash ; thus 11-15

is read Black plays the piece on square 11 to square
15 " ;

while 22 18 is read " White plays the piece on
square 22 to square 1.8."

The learner should select for study an Opening such as

the Single Corner, and play the game or trunk through.

He should then proceed to examine the variations indi-

cated by the numbers in the margin thus : in the Single

Corner game, after playing the game or trunk to the end,

he should play it again from the beginning, to the point

marked 1 : and then instead of playing 30 25, he should
play 22 18, and proceed to play out the first variation.

AVhen he has finished it, he should follow the same course

in respect of the other variations.

The numerous variations on some particular games, and
the consequent necessity each time of going through the

leading moves up to the point at which the variation

arises, will probabh^, at firr^t, occasion some little fatigue

:

but this w^ili be soon forgotten in the speedy and decided

improvement found to be derived from this course of

study.

The games in Draughts works are not usually played

to an obvious finish, but to positions, the result of which
is known beforehand to good Draught players.

A beginner should accustom himself to play slowly,

and to consider well every move by either party. Grood

players often know what moves are going to be played,

and lose only because they forget or overlook some point.

No piece should be touched except for the purpose of

playing, crowning, capturing, or adjusting it : if it is

intended merely to adjust a piece, such intention must be
audibly stated before touching it. (And see Law 12.)

No true Draughts player ever falls, or can fall, into

the unsportsmanlike habit of talking when it is his
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opponent's turn to play ; or of " hovering" with his hand
over the board ; or of pointing at squares ; or of showing
any form of impatience should his adversary be rather

slow.

The rules of the game should be followed and enforced

most rigorously
;
otherwise, the game becomes less in-

teresting to those who wish to play well.

When one player is decidedly stronger than the other,

the former should give, and the latter accept odds, in

order to make the game equally interesting to both

parties.

Those who wish to improve, will, whenever they can,

play with better players than themselves
; and will take

every opportunity of looking on when fine pla3'ers are

engaged.
Finally, the three golden rules to be observed in play-

ing games of calculation are specially applicable to the

game of Draughts. They are : Firstly, to avoid all boast-

ing about your skill
;
secondl}-, to lose with good temper

;

and thirdly, to win with silence and modesty*



STANDARD LAWS OF DRAUGHTS.

From Anderson's Second."

1. The Standard Board must be of light and dark squares,
not less than fourteen and one-half inches nor more than
eighteen inches across the said squares.

XOTE.—The Board is divided into sixty-four squares,

alternatelv dark and light (technically Black and
White).
Across" means " having a side of."

The American rule is " not less than fourteen inches,"

which is a very convenient size.

2. The Board shall be placed so that the bottom corner
souare on the left hand shall be black, (a) (See Xote A,
riile 4.)

XoTE.—Black or dark.

The Standard Me^^.

3. The Standard men. technically described as Black and
"White, must be dark and light (say red and white, or black
and white), turned, and round, and not less than one and
one-eighth inch, nor more than one and one-fourth inch in
diameter.

KoTE.—The American minimum is one inch.

The Draughts must be so turned that one man will stand
steady on another for crowning."

Placing the !\Ien.

4. The men shall be placed on the black squares, (a)

5. The Black men shall invariably be placed upon the
real or supposed first twelve squares of the board ; the White
men upon the last twelve squares.

XOTE A. Eules 2 and 4. After substituting the word
White for Black, these two laws become binding upon
the players of any place where it is customary to play
on the white squares. (A. Anderson.)

xxiv
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Order of Playing.

6. Each player shall play alternately with Black and
White men, and lots shall be cast for the colour only once—
viz. : at the commencement of a match—the winner to have
the choice of taking either Black or White

7. The first move must invariably be made by the person
having the Black men.

Time for Moving.

8. At the end of five minutes (if the move has not been
previously made), " Time " must be called in a distinct

manner by the person appointed for the purpose ; and if the
move be not completed at the expiration of another minute,
the game shall be adjudged as lost through improper dela3\

Note.—The call must be distinctly heard by both
players. But a game may be adjourned by consent
(Jordan and Tescheleit Championship Games, 189B).

9. W^hen there is only one way of taking one or more
pieces, " Time " shall be called at the end of one minute ; and
if the move be not completed at the expiration of another
minute, the game shall be adjudged as lost through improper
delaj'.

Arranging the Men during a Game.

10. Either player is entitled, on giving intimation, to

arrange his own or opponent's pieces properl}^ on the squares.

The American rule reads :—After the tirst move has been
made, however, if either player touch or arrange any piece

without giving intimation to his opponent, he shall forfeit

the game ; but if it is his turn to play, he may avoid the
penalty by playing that piece, if possible.

Note.—Mr. Gould suggests the following:—After the
first move has been made, however, if either player
touch any piece without giving intimation to his

opponent, he shall be cautioned for the first offence, and
shall forfeit the game for any subsequent act of the
kind. The intimation must be distinctly audible by
the other player and the umpire.

Touch and Move.
11. After the pieces have been arranged, if the person

whose turn it is to play touch one, he must either play it or

forfeit the game. When the piece is not playable, he is

penalised according to the preceding law.

Note.—Unless he has given intimation in accordance
with the preceding law.

12. If any part of a. playable piece be played over an
angle of the square on which it is stationed, the play mu^t
be completed in that direction.
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Capturing Play.

13. A capturing play, as well as an ordinary one, is com-
pleted wlienever the hand is withdrawn from the piece
played, even though two or more pieces should have been
taken.

Note—An ordinary move means an ordinary- play or
move.

The proper mode of proceeding when two or more pieces
are to be taken, is for the player to take up his piece and
make the leap over the first man to be taken, touch the
square to which the leap is taken, and without relinquishing
hold of his piece or removing the piece thus taken, to pro-
ceed to make the next leap, and so on, until the player has
come to the end of the pieces to be taken

; then leaving his
own piece on the square last arrived at, he removes all the
pieces over wh^'cli he has leaped.

14. When taking, if a player removes one of his own
pieces, he cannot replace it; but his opponent can either play
or insist on his replacing it.

Note.—Observe the words ''his own" (see Rules 11 and

" Can either play or insist on his replacing it," meaus
can either play at once as if the piece were not on the
board, or can insist on the piece improperly removed
being first replaced.

False or Improper Move.

15. Either player making a false or improper move, shall

instantly forfeit the game to his opponent, without another
move being made.

The '-Huff" or "Blow.*'

16. The '•' Huff" or "Blow " is, before one plaj^s his own
piece, to remove from the Board Rny one of the adverse
pieces that might or should have taken. But the Huff or

Blow never constitutes a play.

Note.—"Might or should have taken." A player is not
liable to be " huffed " for taking one piece in one
direction and not two in another—he may exercise his

option. But he is liable to be hufled if, after starting

in the direction in w^hich he can take two^ he only
takes one.

17. The player has the power to Huff, compel the take, or

to let the piece remain on the Board, as he thinks proper.

Crowning the Men.

18. When a man first reaches any of the squares on the

opposite extreme line of the Board, it becomes a "King," and
can be moved backwards or forwards, as the limits of the
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Board permit, though not in the same play, and must be
''crowned," by placing a man on the top of it, by the
opponent ; if he neglect to do so and plaj^, such play shall be
put back until the man be crowned.

Note.—"First " is equivalent to '* as soon as."'

" Opposite extreme line " to that from which the man
originally started in the game.

Should a man happen to become a King before enough
men of his colour to supply crowns have been cap-

tured (which is not a common occurrence), the players

may have recourse to the stock in the box.

Drawn Games.

19. ''A Draw" is when neither of the players can force a
win. "When one of the sides appears stronger than the other?

the stronger party is required to complete the win, or to

show to the satisfaction of the Umpire or Eeferee at least a
decided advantage over his opponent within forty of his own
moves, to be counted from the point at which notice was
given, failing in which he must relinquish the game as a
draw.

Note.—It must be remembered, that when the forty

moves have been called, it is sufficient if the stronger
party in the forty moves shows " a decided advantage."
and it is not necessary for him to block or capture all

his adversary's pieces, as there are positions so intri-

cate, that he may not have been able to do so w^ithin

the fixed number of moves, even after making the very
best moves at all points (Janvier). '* Second position"
is an instance of this.

Conduct of Players and Spectators.

20. Anything which may tend to annoy or distract the
attention of the players is strictly forbidden,—such as
making signs or sounds, pointing or hovering over the board,
unnecessarily dela^^ing to move a piece touched, or smoking.
Any principal so acting, after having been warned of the
consequences, and requested to desist, shall forfeit the game.

21. While a game is pending, neither player is permitted
to leave the room without a sufficient reason, or receiving
the other's consent or company.

22. Any spectator giving warning, either by sign, sound,
or remark on any of the games, whether played or pending,
shall be ordered from the room during the match, and play
may be discontinued until such offending party retires.

Note.—This rule is only applicable, as regards played
games, to match games.
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Match Games.

23. A match between equals, wins and draws to count,
should consist of an even number of games, so that each
player may have the first move the same number of times.

Note.—This rule is only optional.

Enforcement of the Laws.

24. Either party committing a breach of any of these
laws must submit to the penalty', and his opponent is equally
bound to exact the same.

Note.—This salutary rule absolutely forbids the loose

and careless play seen in some houses.

Unforeseen Disputes.

25. Should any dispute arise not satisfactorily determined
by the preceding laws, a written statement of facts must be
sent to a disinterested arbiter, having a knowledge of the
game, whose decision shall be final.



HANDICAP SCALE,

Based on a Scale suggested by Mr. J. Tonar.

The pla^-ers are to be graded in the nsual manner, and the
basis is championship or standard excellence. These play on
equal terms without odds.

The first class play amongst themselves on level terms.

The first class concedes the second class the draw in the first

in a set of six games. (That is, if the second class plaj^er

succeeds in getting a draw only in the first game of the
set, it counts as a win to him.)

The first class concedes the third class the draws in the first

two games of a set.

The first class concedes the fourth class the draws in the
first three games of a set.

The first class concedes the fifth class the draws in the first

four games of a set.

The first class concedes the sixth class the draws in the first

five games of a set.

The first class concedes the seventh class the draws in the
first six games of a set.

The first class concedes the eighth class one man in the first

game and receives the draw in those games.
The first class concedes the ninth class one man in the first

two games and receives the draws in those games.
Etc., etc.

The concession between any other two classes is equal to

the difference between them. Thus the third class plays the
fifth class on the same terms as the first class plays the
third.

Draws are counted as wins in the specified games only.

In the first seven classes the plaj^ers may be expected to

play named games ; that is, to draw the name of the opening
to be played, and to play that opening.

from '* The Bristol is :

The figures underlined are the essential moves, and may be
compared wdth the moves underlined in The Black Doctor
opening.

RULES FOR ASCERTAINING-

THE MOVE AND ITS CHANGES.

EXAMPLE 1.

If a Black man be placed on 3, and a White man on 30, and if

it be Black's turn to play, he should play 3-7
; White should

play 30 25 ; Black plays 7-10, White, 25 22
;
Black, 10-14. Now

wherever White may play the man on 21, Black will be able to

capture it.

EXAMPLE 2.

If it had been White's turn to play first in that position, and
Black had been obliged to play towards White, as ne did in the
preceding Example, White would ultimately have been able to

capture the Black man.

EXAMPLE 3.

So, if the position had been Black, 23K, White, IIK, Black to
play; for 23-19, 11 7, 19-15, 7 2, 15-10, and White is unable to
play without leing captured.
These facts may be expressed saying that in 1 Black has The

Move ; in 2 White has The Move ;
in 3 Black has The Move.

At first sight it would appear that whichever side has The
Move must necessarily^ win ; but this is not so, for at the com-
mencement of a game. Black has not The Move, yet White cannot
make use of the fact

;
again, the Double Corners may defeat the

practical effect of The Move, although it undoubtedly exists ; so

again, in the position Black 9, White 17; White to play ; White
can play 17 13, and Black, through " Local Circumstances "—that
i^, through the fact that the side of the Board, and not a square,
is beyond 13—is unable to take advantage of " having The Move."
This disturbing factor is so important that there are cases in
which " having The Move" causes the loss of the game. At the
same time it is often very useful to know which plaver "has The
Move."

It has been said that Payne (a.d. 1756) wrote on The Move

—

neither the original edition nor the reprint contains anything on
this point. The celebrated French writer, Lallemeiit whose work
on Polish Draughts was published in 1802, attributes one form
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of the rale for The Move in the case of men, not of kings, to

^fanourv, another French Avriter on PoJish Draughts (AoD.

1770).

The earliest writer in English who has left any rule for ascer-
taining The Move was Sturges ; and the first person in Gr^^at
Britain to give a demonstration of the rule on math^iiatical prin-
ciples, which he stated more accurate^', was John Paterson, of

Glasgow, who, after some years' work, in 1839 completed an essay
on the subject, which he gave to Andrew Anderson in 1841, and
it was subsequently communicated to Mr. H. Martins. The rule
in Bohn's Handbook given by Mr. Martins is a rough and ready
summary- of part of the result of Paterson's work. The complet<3
essay, with additional notes, is published in Anderson's
Second " ; it is, however, very technical, and almost unintel-
ligible to persons not accustomed to algebraical reasoning,
Paterson therefore, at the request of Mr. Henry Spayth, devised
a simj^iified form, which was published in "The American
Draught PJayer" (usually referred to as A.D.P.") in 1861.

The new form was again condensed by Alonzo Brooks, of Buffalo,

U.S.A.
Many other persons have tried to state the rules in less techni-

cal language, but not very successfully, and this fact will be a
sufficient excuse for giving the subject more attention here.
What is meant by the expression " To have the Move."
Paterson's definition runs as follows :

—

The Move, To have The Move signifies the occupying of that
position on the board which in plaving piece against piece back-
wards or forwards without regard to the others, till only one
equare intervene between the pieces in each pair, will eventually
cause the jolayer who occupies that position to have the last

p]ay."
In other words. To have The Move means to occupy such a

position on the board, that if the pieces on each side be paired, a
Biack piece with a White piece, and be plaj'ed, each piece

against the piece with which it is ^Daired, without regard to the
others, until only one square intervenes between the pieces in

each pair, then the player whose turn it is to play in the original

position will be the last plaj'er when the final position is

attained.

''Till only one square intervene between the pieces in each
pair." In Example 1, Po:-iti3n, Black 14, White 22 ; Black
played into that position, and is the last player referred to, and
Black is the pla^^er who-e turn it is to play in the original

position; Black is therefore s.iid "to have The Move upon
White '' in this case.

The phrase "to have the opjDosition " m^ans the same as "to
have The Move in German it is die Opposition haheii, in French
avoir Je coup, in Italian avere la mossa vantaggiosa.

To discover whether the side whose turn it is to play has The
Move, number the columns of squares from 1 up to 8, beginning
at the Black Single Corner.
Number the rows of squares from the row in which the Black

Single Corner is.

The following diagram will help the student. The numbers
oji the squares are the numbers of the squares as used in playing.

The numb rs at the top and bottom are the numbers of the



6 EULES FOPt THE MOVE AXD ITS CHANGES

columns 1, 2, 3, up to 8, and the numbers on the right and left

are the numbers of the rows :

The board may now be divided into two systems " or " sets,"

one " set ' consisting of the squares in columns 1, 3, 5, 7 ; the
other of columns 2, 4, 6, 8.

These sets may be distinguished by the names Left Set and
Bigat Set.

The Left Set, or the set in which the Single Corner on Black's
left hand is, will consist of the columns 1, 3, 5, 7, counting by
columns of squares, or of the rows 1, 3, 5, 7, counting by rows of

^•quares. or of the squares 1, 2. 3, 4, 9, 10, 11, 12, 17, 18, 19, 20, 25,

2i5, 27, 28.

The E/ight Set, or the s^t in which the Single Corner on Black's
right hand is, will consist of the remaining columns 2, 4, 6, 8, or
or the rows 2, 4, 6, 8, or of the squares 5, 6, 7, 8, 13, 14, 15, 16, 21,

22, 23, 24, 29, 30, 31, 32.

Paterson calls tiie Left Set the Odd S^^stem, and the Bight Set
the Even System ; but as he had, and we shall have occasion
subsequently to use, the terms odd and even in the numerical
sense—orff?, a number which cannot be halved, and even^ a
number which can be halved—we have adopted a different word-
ing m the hope of causing less confusion.

" A piece " means in English Draughts a man or a king
indiscriminately.
The total number of all the pieces on the board, both Black

and White, muse be either even ur odd. If this total number be
odd, then one side must have a piece which cannut be paired
with any piece of the oiD^^osite colour; the rule of The Move
therefore is not applicable generally to the case in which the
total number of pitrces on the board is odd.

Some facts relating to the ca-e of odd pieces are pointed out at
the end of this chapter; for the present, attention will be con-
fined to the case when the total number of pieces on the board
is even.
An even number can only be divided into two even or two odd

numbers. Therefore, if the total number of pieces on the board
be even, the number of pieces in each set will be either both odd,

ur both even. But at eacn ordinary play (that is, without captur-
ing) a piece is transferred from one set to the other, and the
number in each set is changed from odd to even, or from even
to odd.

But the player who has The Move will find the number even

Columns.

Columus.
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in the final set a fter he has played (Example 1) ; therefore, if he
have The ]Move, he will tind before he plays that tL-e number is

odd in each set.

Hence the Rule;— Count the pieces, including men and kings.

Black and White, in each set. If the number be odd in each
set, the player whose turn it is to play has The Move ; if the
number be even in each set, he has not The Move.

Note. It is sulHcient to count the number in one set only,

because the number in the other set is of the same nature.

EXAMPLE 4.

Position. Black, 1, 6, 7, 8, 10, 12, 13, 14, 20. White, 15. 19, 21,

25, 26, 27, 28, 31, 32.

White to pla}'.

The piecps are 9, an odd number in each set. It is White's turn
to play ; White has The Move.

EXAMPLE 5.

Position. Black, 4, 5, 7, 29K. White, 14, 28, 30, 6K.
White to play.
The pieces are 6 and 2. or even in each set ; it is White's turn

to play : White has not The Move.
The White player knows, therefore, that in this case he must

take some meaus for changing The Move, while the Black player
should try to avoid giving White an opjDortunity of doing so.

A CONFIXED SITUATIOX.
When two pieces of opi^osite colours are in such a situation

that one cannot 2Dossibly be played until the other has be^n
played, and yet the last mentioned piece is unable, from th-^

nature of the position, to capture the hrst piece, the 2:)osition of

the first piece is called " a confiued position or situation."'

EXAMPLE 6.

Position. Black, 1, 11. White, 5, 23.

Black to play.
In such cases the rule is

—

Omit the tivo pieces which confine each other in the Double
Corner, namely 1 and 5. Conseciuently it is found that Black has
Thn Move.

If the piece on 5 were a king, The Move would depend upon
whether the opposite side could block, or command the other
piece as well as square 9.

EXAMPLE 7.

This is not such a position, because the king on 5 is playab'e

without loss.
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There are other sitaations which, from their nature, either

change the Move, or render the possession of it even a disadvan-
tage

; but in general the foregoing rules will be found sufficient

for practical purposes.

THE EFFECT OF AN OEDINAEY PLAY.
Except wh^n capturing, each player can only play from one

set into the other
;
hence, if both sets are even before playing, they

will both be odd after the play, and vice vena.
So, if when it is White's turn to play, he find an odd number

of pieces in each set—say 7 and 5—after he has pla3^ed once with-
out capturing, Black will find an even number in each set, either 6
and 6, or 8 and 4. Black plays, and then White finds the numbers
odd again, 7 and 5, or 9 and 3.

THE CHANGES OF THE MOVE.
There are two ways of changing The Move, (1) by forcing a

piece into a confined position, (2) by some captures.
The more common mode of changing The Move is by leading

to such captures as will change The Move, but it will be more
convenient to take the confined position first.

It has been shown that The Move is calculated by omitting
the pair of pieces in the confined position.

EXAMPLE 9.

Position. Black, 17, 21. White, 32, 15K.
Black to play.
Black plavs 1 7-22. White, 15 . 19.

Now Black is obliged to play 24-28, and when it is on 28, The
Move changes, as may be seen by continuing, 19 23, 22-25, 23 18,

25-30, 18 22. White wins because the piece on 28 is in a confined
position^ and the piece on 19 has The Move on the piece on 22.

THE EFFECT OF CAPTUEES.
The effect of a single capture by one side is to cause the cap-

turing piece to remain in its set, instead of changing into the
other set ; so that if the set in which the capturing piece is, is

even before the play, it remains even after the pla}^, instead of

being odd, as it would have become if the capture had not
occurred. -

But the set in which the captured piece is, changes ; because a
piece is removed from it.

Suppose White (to play) finds that the pieces are 6 in one set and
4 in the other. If he play a piece from the 4 set without captur-
ing, the numbers become 7 and 3, or both odd. If, however, he
capture one piece in his play, the numbers become 5 and 4, or

odd and even ; Black plays, and White will find the numbers 6

and 3, or 4 and 5.

But we have assumed that Black does not capture at his play.

If, after W^hite's capture, Black is able to take a piece in return,

then the result will depend entirely upon the set in which the
piece captured is.

For suppose the pieces to be G and 4, White to play, then White
has not The Move.
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White captures a piece in the 6 set.

The number is now 5 and 4 ;
Black, instead of making an

ordinary play, makes a capture.
If he capture a pieci in the set in which the piece captured by

White was not, the numbers will become 5 and 3, or odd in each
set ; and White (to play) has The Move.

If he capture a piece in the same set in which the piece

captured by White was, the numbers will become 4 and 4, or
even in each set ; and White (to play) has not The Move.

EXAMPLE 10.

As an example of the first case, take
Position. Black, 4, 8, 11, 12. White, 21, 22, 25, 29.

Black to play. The pieces are 4 and 4, or even in each set, and
Black has not The Move.
Black plays 11-15. The pieces are now 3 and 5. or odd in each

set, and White has The Move. White plays 22 18.

Now the pieces are 4 and 4. or even in both sets, and Black has
not The Move, but is obliged to capture. He plays 15-22, re-

moving the piece on 18.

The pieces are now 3 and 4—odd in the Left Set and even in the
Hight. White captures the piece on 22 by 25 18.

The pieces are now 3 and 3—odd in both sets ; and Black is to

play ; Black therefore finds that The Move is changed.
When last it was Black's turn to play, he had not The Move

;

now he has The Move.
In this case it will be observed that White removes a piece

from the set from which Black did not remove a piece. This kind
of play is called a cut.*'

When Black played 11-15, he " allowed a cut by 11-15,"

When White played 22 18, he " cut 22 IS."

If the position had been

EXAMPLE 11.

Position. Black, 16, lOK. White, 6, 20.

White to play.
White has not The Move, and is obliged to take the piece on

16. Black takes the piece on 6, and The Move is not changed.
This sort of capture is called " an exchange."
Note. The cut has been called the exchange, and is, no doubt,

an exchano^e ; but the true meaning of a cut " is an exchange
such as will change The Move.
When more than one piece is captured in o?ieplay, the capturing

piece must be in one set, and all the pieces captured in the other.

It has been shown that if the pieces are even, the pieces will, after

a single capture, remain even in the set in which the capturing
piece is, and become odd in the set in which the piece captured
is ; but that after the next play the pieces will be odd in the set

in which the capturing piece was, and even in the set in which
the piece captured was.
But if the first player had captured two pieces in one play, he

would find the pieces even in both sets. Since, therefore, the
position when White is to play must not be compared with the
position when Black is to play, but with that when White is to
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play again, the efre3t of capturing two pieces in one play is to
cliangd The Move.

EXAMPLE 12.

Position. Black, 6, 7, 14K, 31Iv. White, 16, 22, 32, r2K.
White to plav.
Play 32 27, 31-24, 16 11, 7-16.

Xow AVhite (to play) has The Move, but he is obliged to

capture the two pieces on 16 and 24, and loses The Move. The
next play shows that The Move is changed.

[Xote. This example is only given as illustrating the meaning
at this point.)

Bat when the opposite side also takes two pieces in on^ play,
the two sets of cai^tures neutralize each other, and The Move is

not changed.

EXAMPLE 13.

Position. Black, 17, 21, 18K White, 6, 30, 3X.
Black to play. Black has The Move.
He cuts two for two. as follows :

21-25, 30 14, 18-2, and wins by virtue of The Move.
Bat if the two for two be taken in two separate capturing

plays on one side, and in one capturing play ou the other side,

The Move is changed.

EXAMPLE 14.

In tlie last Example, place the Black man on 13 instead of on
17. and the position becomes:

Black, 13, 21, ISK. White. 6. 30, 3K.
Black to plav. Black has not The Move.
Black plays 21-25, then 30 21, 13-17, 21 14, 18-2. gaining The

Move and winnins:.
The student will observe that in Example 13. the capturirg

piece on 30 captured both pieces on 17 and 21 in one play, but in

Example 14, it took two plays to capture the pieces on the same
squares. It very much simplifies the expression of the general
rule, to count the capturing jDiece again for each ]fiay in which it

effects a capture or captures.
Thus in Example 13, the jDiece on 30 counts as one capturing

23 iece, because it captures botli pieces in one play; in Example
14, it counts as tico capturing pieces, because it captures the two
pieces in two separate plays.

The examples might be extended to a greater number of cap-
tures, but enough has been said to enable the student to analyse
such cases for himself : it will be sutficient now to state

THE GEXEEAL LAW OF EQUAL CAPTURES.
Eeckon all the cap:uring pieces in ho'Ji sets together (counting

each capturing piece separately for each play in which it effects

a capture or captures) ;
and if it is of the same nature (that is,

both odd or both even) as the numbers of the pieces captured in
each set, then The Move is not changed: but if it is not of the
same nature (that is, the capturing pieces odd. and the pieces

ca2Dtur-din each S3t even, or vice veraa)^ then The Move is

caang d.
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Xoie. It is sufficient to count the number of pieces captured
in one set only ; because the number in the other set will be of

the same nature.

EXAMPLE 15.

In position Xo. 169. diagram, p. 201; solution, pp. 222 and 122,

the pieces are even in each set, 6 and 8.

Black, to play, has not The Move.
The capturing pieces are even, namely : 13, 31, 19, 12, 24, and

18—six pieces.

The pieces captured are odd in each set. namely : in the Left
Set, 9, 27, and 19—three pieces ; and in the Eight Set, 15, 16, 15, 7,

and 6—five pieces.

Six and three, or six and five, nre not of the same nature : one
is even, and the other, either three or five, is odd.

THE MOVE WHEN THE TOTAL NUMBER OF PIECES
IS ODD.

When the total number of pieces on the board is odd, The
Move, as defined by Paterson, does not exist between the sides

;

because, since the pieces are to be paired, there will remain on
one side a piece which cannot be paired.

Paterson sa^'s that the application of the theory is alike
whether one side be an odd or even number of j^ieces ahead; but
he does not explain his meaning.
The following examples will j)erhaps offer some suggestions to

those who desire to investigate the matter more closely.

In Position 11, diagram, p. 188. solution, p. 209, White has The
Move on the king on 9; White pla\'s 7 10; the piece on 9 has
not The Move, and Black must play to 13 ; White now has The
Move on either of the pieces on 9 or 13.

The effe -t appears to be that what would be a win if there were
on\y one Black piece, is converted into a draw.

Ao:ain, in the 22nd Position, diagram, p. 189, solution, ^. 209,
White has The Move upon an}- two of the Black pieces.

In the 23rd Position, diagram, p. 189, solution, p. 209,
when White to play. White has The Move, because he is not
obliged to play his commanding pieces 14 or 23; but if it is

Black's turn to play. Black has not The Move, because all his
pieces are in a set which counts even.

In the 24th Position, diagram, p. 189, solution, p. 210, the
same circumstances prevail, and White cm make an exchange
(such as does not change The Move; of one for one, or two for

two.
1'he position which is usually referred to in disputes on this

point is the 35th Position, diasfram, p. 190, solufon, p. 212.

Here the only play for Black is 14-17. Now White (to play)
finds that he can omit to count the piece on 13, because it is in a
confined situation. White therefore has The Move generally,
and Black, from his position, is unable to change The Move
without losino^ the advantage of the piece.

From an examination of the foregoing, and very many other
examples, and of Paterson on The Move, and of the rule invented
by Mr. Kear, Junr., it seems that the case may be stated as

follows

:
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In the case of odd pieces, The Move, as defined by Paterson, does
not exist, but is held in suspense as a general principle affecting
all the pieces. It nevertheless exists in reference to any
^roup consisting of an equal number, whether odd or even, of
Black and AVhite pieces ; and is further aj)plicable to a captare
or mutual captures of any number of pieces.

When, therefore, a position occurs in which {a) one piece can
command or keep in check absolutely two pieces of the opposite
colour, or (h) one piece is by a ^^iece of its own colour kept in a
confined position : then, for the purposes of The Move, in {a) one
of the two i^ieces kept in check, or in (b) the piece in the confined
position, may be omitted from the calculation of The Move.
The rule formulated b}' Mr. Kear, Junr., is:

' " Leave out the jDiece which is in a confined situation, or
which cannot move without being taken, and a^oply the rule as
in the case of equal positions."

The effect produced in favour of the pla^'er who has the
smaller number of pieces and the move is sometimes to allow
him to draw the game instead of losinir ; it rarely enables him
to win outright unless he can capture the odd i^iece for nothing,
and even then he may lose " Position.*'

EXAMPLE 16.

In Position Xo. 134; diagram, p. 193
;
solution, p. 220.

After five pla3's, the position becomes :

Position. Black, 12, 11, 21. "White, 20, 22K.
Black to plav, White to win.
The White king on 22 holds in check both pieces on 14 and 21

;

therefore The Move is reckoned by leaving out either the piece

on 14 or that on 21.

In this case White is able to win by having The Move and
position.

EXAMPLE 17.

In Position 69
;
diagram, p. 192

;
solution, p. 214.

After eleven plavs, the position becomes

:

Position. Black, 12, 16. White, 15K.
Black to pla}^, AVhite draws.
The piece on 12 is in a confined p)osition.

A LIMITED POSITIOX OR SITUATIOX.

A piece may sometimes be in such a position, that while it can
be mioved freely on certain squares, the other side cannot force it

out, and so win, nor can it move out of the position without being
captured. Such a position maybe termed " A limited position

or situation.''

EXAMPLE 18.

Such a position may be found in Position 22 ;
diagram, p. 189

;

solution, p. 209.

Here Black, though the stronger numerically, is in a limited

position, and cannot force White away
; nor can White do any-

thing but confine Black to that position.

A still more striking example may be found in Dr. T. J.

Brown's position.
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EXAMPLE 19.

Position. Black, 4K, 9K, 24K, 29K. White, IIK, 22K, 2SKc
Either to play.
Black is a piece up, yet cannot win except through White

making a glaring mistake.

MISCELLANEOUS DEDUCTIOXS.
There are many curious cases arising from these and similar

considerations, a few of which are indicated here.

Position Black, lOK, 14K. W^hite, IK.
If Black to play, the White king will be forced out of the

Double Corner from the square on which it stands (square 1).

If White to play, it will be forced out from square 5.

When the pieces are reduced to two on eacii side, a player
cannot give one and take two unless he has The Move.
When the pieces are reduced to three on each side, the player

who has The Move cannot give two at once and take three
; nor

give two separately to one piece and then take any two, fixing
the third ; nor can he, if the i^ieces are three on each side, give
two pieces separately to two of the other side and then capture
these last two pieces and fix the third.

But each of these three cases is possible if the player has not
The Move.
Bat again, it is possible for the player who has also The Move

to capture the three pieces of his op|X)nent, by first giving two
separately to the same piece, or by giving two for two at once
and fixing the third piece, or by giving two pieces separately to

two separate pieces of tlie opponent and fixing one of the last

two pieces by capturing the otner of the two and the third piece.

It is not possible for the ]Dlayer to do this unless he has The
Move.
When there are no other pieces on the board, and when the

sides cannot be utilized, it requires three pieces on one side to

effect or enforce an exchange (that is, to make or enforce a cut).

But even then it is not possible to force the cut unless the player
with the three pieces has also The Move upon the single piece

;

that is, unless an odd number of these four pieces is in each set

when the player with the three pieces has the turn to play.
Such an arrangement once happening would be permanent if no
captures were attempted and if the play were restricted to these
four pieces.

Hence in Position Xo. 23, White to play and win, in which
three White kings on the open board are against two Black
kings on squares communicating w'ith the Double Corners ; since

when it is White's turn to play this arrangement is similar in

respect of each of the Black kings, it is evident that White
by directing the whole of his force against that Black piece

which is played first would capture it at his fourth play. In
order to avoid this Black is obliged to play his other piece.

At this stage two " moves" of tw^o plays each are finished, and
the original arrangement is reversed, the tactics of each player
must therefore be reversed also. White can no longer compel
the Black king first played to stop where it is and so allow
White to capture ; but. on the other hand, by his next course of

play, White can force Black to continue to play that king and to
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retire so as to enable "White to occupy the Second Diagonal with
all his kings. If Black now withdraw the first king, The Move
will be reversed, and White, examining the position of his three
kings and either of the Black kings, will tind that the pieces in
either of the sets are odd, while he can so dispose his pieces as
immediately to enforc*:; a capture in the same diagonal Jine.

The reasoning in the above statement is of a rather technical
nature, and may not appeal to ordinary readers ; but it is inserted
with the view of indicating the manner in which scientific

reasoning may be made applicable to Draughts. All the prob-
lems arising out of Draughts have not been solved, and the editors

of this work have only space to indicate some of the lines which
have been taken, and which may possibly ba extended or im-
proved upon.



TECHNICAL WORDS AND TERMS USED
IN DRAUGHTS.

Allow a Cut (To). To play a piece so that the opposite side can
make a cut (see Cut " and also page 9).

A King between two pieces, so that one of the
latter must or may be taken, as Black, 18K, White, 14, 23Iv.

Bye (A). The odd player (if any) after pairing.

Capture (To). When a player leaps one of his pieces over a piece

of the adversary to the next square being vacant, and then
removes from the board the adversary's piece.

Captured piece. See Piece captured.''

Capturing piece. The piece with which a player captures in one
play.

Colours reversed. See pa^e 184.

Confined position (A). See chapter on " The Move and its

Changes."
Corner. The Single Corner, Square 4 or Square 29. The Double

Comer, Squares 1 and 5 or Squares 28 and 32.

Crown (To). To make a man a king.

Crown-head. Black's Crown-head consists of Squares 29, 30, 31

32 ; White's of Squares 1, 2, 3 and 4.

Cut (A). An Exchange of pieces when only one of the capturing
pieces remains on the Board. The first Exchange in the
Single Corner Game is a Cut (and see page 9).

Cut (To). To play the move leading to a Cut (and see page 9).

Double Diagonal (The). The lines of Squares 1 to 28 and 5 to 32.

Draw (A, To). When neither party has any advantage, and
the pieces are reduced to such a small number that neither
player can hope to win, a draw is declared.

JEn Prise (French derivation). In a position to be captured by
the adversary.

Exchange (The, Toj. To lose a piece or pieces and take a piece

or pieces of the other side.

To win the Exchange is to take more pieces than are lost.

To lose the Exchange is to Icse more pieces than are taken.
15
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Go (To). To inove, to play.
Great Diagonal (The). The line of Squares 4 to 29.

Hold a piece (To). To have a piece in such a position with
regard to a piece belonging to the opponent, that the latter
cannot be played without becoming liable to be taken by
the former piece.

Hole (A). A vacant square immediately behind an unprotected
piece.

Huff (The). The penalty for neglecting to capture when possible.
(Formerly called The Blow. French, souffler^ German, hlasen^

Italian, huffare or soffiare.)

Huff (To). To exercise the right of huffing or making the Huff.
Line (A). A set of variations arising from a particular move or

play.

Loser (The). The losing move or play.
Man down (To be a). To have a piece less than the opponent.
Man off' (To). To exchange piece for piece.

Ma7i up (To be a). To have a piece more than the opponent.
Move (The, To have the). See chapter on " The Move and its

Changes," page 4.

Move (A, To). A play, to play. (This term must not be mistaken
for " The Move,'"' " To have The Move.")

Open the Crown-head (To). To play a piece from the opponent's
crown-head (the player's backmost squares).

Oppositio?} (To have the). The same as " To have The Move.*'
Piece captured. In The Move ; a piece taken by a capturing piece

in one and the same play.

Play (A). The transfer in proper course of a piece from one
square to another. A play commences as soon as a player
playing in his proper turn has touched a piece which he can
play according to the rules of the game, and is finished as

soon as his fingers have left the piece.

Play (The). The series of plays and moves arising out of a i^ar-

ticular play.

Play (To), To make a play.

Reversed. The same as " Colours reversed," unless the context
shows that a difierent meaning is inter d^d.

Set (Eight, Left). See " The Move and its Changes," p. 6.

IShot (A). Synonymous with " a Cut."
^<ide (First, Second). First side, Black. Second side, "White.

Stroke (A), occurs when a player gives away several pieces in

several plaj's, and takes the same or a greater number of

pieces in one or more plays.

System in The Move. See chapter on " The Move and its Changes."
Take (To), or to capture. "When a player leaps one of his pieces

over a piece or several pieces (having single vacant squares
between them) to the next square being vacant, removing
the pieces so taken.

Throw (To), (To throw, or throw up a piece). To give a piece for

nothing with the hope of gaining a position.

Trunk (The). The same as Game from which variations branch.

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SOME OF THE YAETOUS MODES OF
FORMING OPENINGS.

To the student who is desirous of becoming proficient in

the Game of Draughts, some knowledge of the way in

which various Openings may be led into Games usually
commenced in another wa}', is absolutely necessary.
For example : The Old Fourteenth Game is usuallv

formed as follows : 11-15, 23 19, 8-11, 22 17, 4-8; and these
are the regular " moves to form the Openina; ; but it mav
also arise as follows: 11-15, 22 17, 8-11, 23 19, 4-8. This
is the clearest form of the subject;—transposition however
is not possible in every Opf^ning; but a little examination
will show that the principle may be applied in many cases

to such Openings as the Alma, the Centre, the Fife, the
Laird and Lad}', etc.

It is not possible in a limited space to give all the in-

stances which might be adduced, but it is hoped that the
examples given below will be sufficient to show beginners
how an Opening maj' be led into a different Game.

APPENDIX A.

TUEKISH DEAUGHTS.

This game is played in Turkey and Asia Minor on a board of

64 squares, all of which are used, consequently they are not
coloured diversely.
The pieces are 32 in number—16 White and 16 Black. They are

placed in two rows on each side, the line of crown-heads on each
side being vacant, then the two rows of men belonging to one
side, then two rows vacant, and then the two rows of men belong-
ing to the other side.

The pieces, both men and kings, move in the direction of the
lines of squares, as a Eook at Cness does, and not as a Bishop
at Chess. A man moves and captures as in English Draughts,
but in the straight line to the front, or right, or left, and not
diagonally or backwards, while a king can move along all the
squares in the line to the front or back, or to the right or left (if

vacant). No piece can pass over a piece of its own colour, or
over two pieces of the opposite colour on adjacent squares in the
line of capture. Both men and kings can change direction in
consecutive captures.
The pieces captured are removed as and when each is captured,

and not, as in nearly all other kinds of Draughts, at the end of the
play. The player must be careful to observe this rule, especially
when playing with a king.

It is compulsory to capture the largest possible number of

pieces. Neglect to do so is loss of the game.
A man becomes a king on arriving at any square of the crown-

head, as in the English game.
White opens the game.
In all other respects, the laws of Turkish Draughts are similar

to those of English Draughts.

APPENDIX B.

SPANISH DEAUGHTS.

The game of Spanish Draughts is called El Juego de las Damas^
and is played on the white squares of a chess-board, the Double
Corner being on the left hand of the player, and not as in English
Draughts ; 12 Black and 12 White men are used. The king is

called dama, and the man peon.
The pieces move and capture as in English Draughts with this

exception, that the king can move over any number of vacant
squares on the same diagonal line, but it may not pass over two

235
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pieces occupying adjacent squares in its path, or over a piece of
its own colour.

When there are any pieces e??p?'i.s-e, it is compulsory to capture
with the piece, and in the manner which will capture the greatest
number of pieces in that play.

When the number of pieces is equal, repetition " of moves is

forbidden
; thus a player having a king on 1 may play i-5 ; at

his next move he may play 5-1 ; but if he does, and at his third
play he wishes to play the king on 1, his only available move is

to some square on the line 1-28.

G-ames by Canalejas and Garcez are found in the English
books.
The game is often varied by starting with eleven men and

a king, or ten men and two kings, on each side.

APPENDIX G.

POLISH DEAUGHTS.

The game of Polish Draughts is the game now generally played
in France. It requires a chequered board (damier) of lOD squares,
and 40 men, 20 bein«: Black and 20 White, and is played upon
the white squares. The real name of the game is Le Jen de Dames
d la iJolo7iaiise^ to distinguish it from le Jeu de Dames d la francaise^
which is now a mere antiquarjan fact ; for in France the game
of Polish Draughts is called simply le Jeu de Dames.
M. van Tenac states, upon the authority of M. de la Cond amine,

that Stanislaus, King of Poland, and himself a player, said that
Polish Draughts came to Poland Irom France.
The terms in le Jeu de Dames d la polonaise are identical with

those which had long been used in the game d la franqaise.

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man must be qiiittel in order that it may be crowned : it is the
opponent's duty to crown a man on arriving and staying at the
crown-head. A man can only move to the next square forward

;

but when it captures, it moves two squares forward or backward
in the usual manner. A king can go to any squai'e on the
diagonal line, so long as it do?s not pass over two pieces occupy-
ing adjacent squares in its path, or over one piece of its own
colour. It is compulsory to capture the greatest numher of pieces

in each play. If a king and two men are en prue. and also two
kings, the king and two men must be taken : but since inie dame
en prise ne vo.ut pas plus qu'un pion. since a king that can be taken,

is worth no more than a man. if two men are en prise, and also

two kings, the player who is to capture can take which he x^leases.
