London Phyﬂcil.u Says Growth of In-
sanity Among English Is Dus
to Neglect of Fair Sex.

‘London.—The neglect by women of
their praper role in life, their adoption
of meatal octupations in place of their
domestic duties, improper methods ot
education, and the migration from the
country to the town were among the
main reasons adduced by Dr. T. Bulke-
ley Hyslop. physician to the Bethle-
hem hospital, in an address which he
delivered before the British Medical
association at Leicester for the alarm-
ing growth of insanity in the British
race.

“When we come to take actual sur~

vey of the present position of our peo-
ple.” said Dr. Hyslop, “we see that a
remarkable transformation has taken
place. We have passed from the natur-
al state to an artificial one of brain
activity with all its attendant evila.
Our system of education is, in fact, re-
sponsible for improving the population
off the face of the country distri,
“Ever since the passing of the edu-
cation act of 1870 we have been striv-
ing after the unattainable. The brain
tax on the rising generation has be-
come more and more irksome, and the
sum of pauperism, overcrowding, and
insanity. has increased by leaps and
bounds for beyond anything ever be-
fore known in the history of the em-
pire. and to-day we are faced with the
question whether the mental and phy-
sical health of the rising generation ig
nol of more importance than the mere
accumulation of knowledge.”
On the one hand we were faced by
the problem of avereducation, and on
the other hand the fixing by the trade
unions of the standard of energy ac-
cording to the capacity of the very
worst was dolng a great deal to injure
the physical condition of the people.

OYSTER WAR BREAKS OUT.

Trouble Between Fishermen in New
York Waters May Affect

¥ R

New York.—An oyster war of such
magnitude as to affect the local supply
for the season opening next month,
unless it is promptly settled, has broken
out between independent fishermen in

wealthy oyster men, who, it is declared,
not only control the plhnted beds of the
state, but are trying td get those of nat-
ural growth. The fishermen have or-
ganized a protective assoclation, and
began proceedings recently to prevent
the lease or sale at nominal figures of
any oyster or clam beds of natural
growth to the members of the alleged
combination.

In 1887 the legisiature passed a law
to stimulate the cultivation of oysters,
providing for the sale of all available
lands under water fit for shellfish cul-
tivation, but expressly preserving for
the people of the state all the natural
beds. It is alleged by the amall fisher-
men that for about 25 cents an acre the

Through Direction ot Pdncul, Bource
of Wealth Is Unearthed
in Canada,

London.—Owing to her notable
commercial instinct, the princeps of
“WValea has caused a mining discovery
t0 be made in Canada which appears
likely to prove of world-wide lmpore
tance.

While on her tour in Canada with
the prince of Wales, then duke of
Cornwall, four years ago, her royal
kighness was presented with a colleo-
tion of precious stones, etc., from all
parts of the dominlon.

The princess apecially admired cer-
tain specimens of colored marble,
mcluding a very rare variety known
a8 sodonite, which s of a very rich
blue color. On her return to England
she intrusted the collection to Charles
C. Allom, who was engaged upon the
derigns for the -decoration of Marl-
borough house,

“Why cannot more be found?” asked
the princess, who went on to say that
she felt that the stones, if existing
ta suficient quantities, would be of
immehse value for decorative pur
poses,

- Mr. Allom made inquiries as to the
lkelihood of the marble existing in
workable quantities In Canada, and’
with success such that he has just re-
turned from Canada and brought with
him a collection of speciraens of the
rough marble, which range in huse
from delicate mouse-gray ta blosd-red,
with all possible shades of green and
blue. There has also been discovered
a quarry of statuary marble which is
of the greatest importance, a3 the
world's supply is at present limited to
the quarries of Carrara in Italy and
Vermont in the United Sta'es which
both belong to the same owner.

For the frieze of Pierpont Morgan's
palatial new library at New York. it
is gaid, Stanford White, the architect,
has ordered a supply of the finest blue
marble from Canada, which will prob-
ably cost $15 a foot.

New York —More than 1000000 lm-
migrants from all the nations of ihe
earth arrived in Amesica and made
this their place of residemce during the
fiscal year.

All records have been broken. The
alien influx continues to-day in most
astounding ommbers. The forthcome
ing year, from present indications,
will sweap on America's shores a tide
of humanity equivalent to the popula-
tion of all of the great cities of Amer-
ica, with the exception of Chicago and
New York.

it is a statistlical fact that with the
present ratio of incoming foureigners
continuing for five years, with the
birth rate of American citizens added,
the population of the United States at
the npext census, 1910, will be more
than 90,000,00.

Elils island alone received $21.169
men, women and children. Southern
Europe contributed nearly 75 per cent.,
or what would equal the population of
the citics of Cleveland and Cincianat}
combined.

Agents of the ocean steamship lInes,
degpite the revelations following offi-
cial investigations, are still sowing the
seeds of deception throughout Eu-
rope and luring the iznorant peasant.

EARLY CRICKET IN INDIA.

As Played in Seventeenth Century,
the Game Would Hardly Be
Recognized Now.

“Cricket. which has now taken such
a firm hold in India among both Bu-
ropean and natives alike, bas been
plaved in the east very iauch longer
In
the New English dictionary. for ex-
ample, there is a referenee to a game
taking place at Aleppo as early as
the year 1476. As played in the sev-
enteenth and eighteenth centuries,
however, the sport would hardly be
recognlzed by its votaries of the pres-
ent day. Thus, one Clement Downing,
the author of “A Compendious History
of! the Indian Wars’ (published {n
1737), describes his experiences of

the game as practiced on the Cambay

shore as follows: “Though all _the
country round waa imbabited by the
Culeys, we every dmy diverted our-
selves with. playimg at cricket and
other exercises, whieh they would
come and be spectators of. But we
never ventured te recreate ourselves
in this method without baving arms
for ourselves and being guarded by
some of our soldders, lest the country
should come down om 8s.” Nowadays,
fortunately, armed sentries are not
required on Indian cricket-pitches.
