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Imports of pulp have more than trebled during the
last five years, rising from 79,000 long tons in 1230 to
270,000 long tons in 1935. The domestic ﬁrOQuction has pot
becn able TO keep pace wiph the rapid advence of the paner
and rayon industries, and large quantities of pulp are
imported from the United States, Norway, Sweden and Canada.
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
