. LOCOMOTIVE A SUCCESS.

Makes Fast Time at a Trial Under
Unfaverable Circumstances.

. The Holman friction-geared locomo-

tive was tried ‘succeasfully the other

day under unfavorable circumstances.

The trial was on the tracks of the
Bouth Jersey raflroad. The weight of
the rails was 70 pounds and the sand
‘ballasted roadbed was poor where the
run was made. The locomotive, in
charge of Engineer McLain and Wil-
lam J. Holman, Jr., the son of the in-
ventor, with four coaches, started from
Winslow Junetion for Cape May, & dis-
tance of 56 1-10 miles. The distance
,was covered in 55 minutes. In this
‘run several spurts were made, and for
a distance of two miles at one place the
passengers claim that a speed of 104
miles an hour was reached. ‘

The engine, which weighs 72 tons.
made two trials over a measured mile of
track, starting three miles north of the
.mile. It went over the measured mile
in the first trial in 44 3-5 seconds and
in the second trial in 42 seconds. Un-
fortunately for the exhibitors, there
were two curves in the track on which
the start wae made and one at the
other end of the measured mile, which
caused a loss of at least two or three
seconds.

This is the locomotive whose  four
drivers are set on two small wheels, and
these in turn upon three others, which
rest upon the track. They are all pro-
pelled by friction and not by cog.

THREE BIG BOATS TO BE BUILT.

Rockefeller’'s Line to Be Increased by
More Huge Freight Carriers.

: The Bessemer Steamship company,

John D. Rockefeller’s big line of lake

steamers and tow barges, have closed a

contract for the three largest ships ever

«constructed for service on fresh water.

The contract went to F. W. Wheeler &
Co., of Bay City, and is for one steamer
a.nd two consorts. The three must be
completed by next May, and all to-
gether will carry over 20,000 tons of
'iron ore on a single trip on a draft of
17 feet. With the completion of the 20-
foot channel their capacity will be
‘much greater.

The steamer’s dimensions are 475 feet
‘over all, 455 feet keel, 50 feet beam and
291, feet deep, exceeding in all dimen-
sions anything now afloat on the lakes.
The eapacity of the steamer will be 6,500
-gross tons of iron ore. The barges will
:be 450 feet long, 30 feet beam and 2614
feet deep. They will carry 7,000 gross
tons each.

The boats will cost between $500,000
and $800,000. They will be equipped
with everything modern for the rapid
handling of a cargo, and will be very
speedy.

| YELLOW FEVER SERUM

Great Discovery of Dr. Sairell at-

nonf.evm~o. Urummy.

l‘nu l‘hl- the Germ ol the Dl
and Then Secwres a Fluld
That Wil Incoulate ;
Aguinst 1t.

A pﬂéh from Montevideo says:
Dr. Sanarelll, who, a few months ago,
announced his discovery of the yellow

fever germ, now announces the discov-

ery of a serum which will, he declares,

make yellow fever harmless. He will-

publish a pamphlet explaining his

latest discovery. The details will be
withheld until Dr. Sanarelli officially
notifies the medical society of Uruguay
what he has accomplished.

Dr, Sanparelli encountered great diffi-
culties before he perfected his curative
serum. He made experiments on.many
animals, including horses and oxen,
which bad been inoculated with fever
virus. After a year’s work he finally
succeeded in producing a serum which
he found would immune inoculated an-
imals.

After a conference with leading
physicians of the Medical society of
Uruguay, Dr. Sanarelli will-.go to Rio

 Janpeiro, where he will teat his serum on

fever patients. He is absolutely confi-
dent of the curative powers of the fluid.

Dr. Sanarelli is a noted bacteriologist
of Italy. In his working on the fever
problem be met with considerable suc-
cess; then he came to Uruguay as a di-
rector of the Experimental Hygiene in-
stitute to continue his studies. He at-
tracted great attention in the medical
world some time ago when he aa-
nounced his discovery of the yellow
fever microbe. Since then he has given
all his time to finding a curative serum
and now believes he has succeeded.

It is expected that Dr. Sanarelli’s
pamphlet explaining his latest discov-
ery will be publislted shortly. In the
meantime he has sent letters to Paris
and Rome announcing the success of his
expenmentl.
