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ANNUAL REPORT 1935.
Drought & Floods.

The eternal menace-water, or the lack of it, if not
the main problem facing China at this present juncture,
is a vital issue to the many millions of farmers who
produce the nation’s food-supply. The old records show,
that flood or drought, at intervals of around ten year
periods, have brought death and destruction and wide
spread suffering; but the records of recent yvears indicate
that famine-disasters now come more freguently than
every ten years. In 1920-21 we had a major disaster-
drought; in 1929 an even greater calamity again
drought; in 1931 the big Yangtse River floods; in 1934
a less serious drought-famine in central and east China,
and in 1935 serious floods in the region of the middle
Yanetse, and much greater floods caused by breaks in
the hanks of the Yellow River. No voluntary crgan-
isation, be it the Red Cross or a Famine Relief Com-
mittee, in any land, assumes responsibility for functions
usually performed by the Government, vet over many
years the Chinese-Foreign Famine Relief Committee,
an international body representative of leading citizens
of Shanghai, has a splendid record of emergency relief
in times of disaster in China, and has ever sought to use
the many millions of dollars it has raised and dishursed
to save human life, in measure of self-help and, so far
as possible, of permanent recovery. However, it has to
be borne in mind, that any adequate measures for the
prevention of famine involve the taming and training
of large rivers, and any such work can only be done by
the National Government of China. It is also true, that
in famine-disasters, the National Government of China
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now plays a large part in the measures for relief, yet in
the magnitude of this problem, there is ever the urgent
call to public spirited men, both Chinese & Foreign,
banded together to render organised help in the humani-
tarian work of famine relief and famine prevention. In
the early months of 1935 we were still doing drought-
relief work in parts of Chekiang, Kiangsu, & Anhwei,
and we had hardly completed this work when the big
floods in the regions of the Yangtse and Yellow Rivers
made it necessary for us to set about organising relief.
It was a very difficult time to start a campaign for funds,
for the trade depression was at its worst and was bearing
heavily on China, so that many of our friends who had
hitherto helped us liberally, were not in a position to
respond to our appeal; and 1n some case our Overseas
friends of long standing, also badly hit by the trade
depression, were not able to give as generously as in
former vears. However, from July to December we
succeeded in raising the sum of $ 328;774,83; and we
would like the payv a tribute to the many friends, both
in China and Overseas, who so nobly responded to our
appeal for funds, T'he Yangtse River water dropped in
time to save a flood of much greater magnitude, yet in
the region of the middle Yangtse, the flood-waters took

a heavy toll in life and property.

The River of Death. 1t is difficult for anvone who has

not ceen the Yellow River in flocd to in any measure
visualise the horrer and extent of an overflowing Yellow
River. The first reports, telling of 6000 deaths and
around two million people rendered liomeless, seemed
to be ewaggerated, but later on were found to be an

understatement of the true position. The west of the
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Shantung Province bore the heavy brunt of the floods.
We stepped in and gave emergency relief to the extent
of $ 52,000.00 as well as quantities of clothing. Governor
Han Fo-Chu of Shantung Province did a splendid bit of
work in arranging for the moving of large numbers of

refugees to districts unaffected by floods and where food
could be secured.

North Kiangsu Suffered. The Yellow River floods came
rushing east and south, across the borders into the north
of Kiangsu Province, and emergency-relief was neces-

sary, to which we gave $ 55,000.00 as well as clothing
and medicine.

Work Still Going On. This Report is written at the
half-way stage and in consequence can be no more than
a partial record, for flood relief is still urgently needed.
In many parts no wheat crop can possibly be secured in
the Spring of 1936, and it will be into the summer or
autumn before the hard beset farmers can secure any
crops.

General Report.

The drought relief work is parts of Anhwei,
Kiangsu, & Chekiang provinces formed the completion
of our relief efforts commented on in our Report for
1934. A goodly part of all this work was possible in
the form of labour-relief on projects of service to the
local community or to the whole district.

Chekiang

At Tunghiang the drought conditions were such,
that many farm houses were empty and some whole
areas deserted. The people were forced to move further
afield to beg where they could; it was either this or
starve. The natives of T'unghiang resident is Shanehai
were able to raise $14,000-00, and we granted $6,000.00,
Work-relief was done, in the deepening of canals mostly
connected with the Grand Canal, and the able bodied
men were used on such projects of permanent benefit to
the farmers. At the same time rice was bought very
cheaply in Shanghai and distributed to the women and
children and others unable to work. ‘I'his was a splendid
bit of famine relief and prevention work combined, and
it gave this striking example to the people in other
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parts; that if the area concerned will provide the
necessary labour, it is not at all a costly job to deepen
the waterways and generally very much improve the
irrigation of farm lands. The sub-committee of chinese
and foreigners handling this bit of work did excellent
service. At Kashing the local people were compelled to
start a soup-kitchen to care for some 300 women and
children. $800.00 was raised locally and we gave $200.00
two mieals a day were provided for 7 weeks; thereafter
the refugees were assisted back to their native places
where it was then possible for them to be cared for.

Haiyan and Haining. In completion of work started
last year and reported on in our 1934 Report, we gave
a further $3,310-.

Kiangsu.

In Liuho Hsien about 809 of the cultivated land
was affected by drought, and thousands of poor people
were existing on tree bark and weeds, mixed with a
kind of clay. We granted $6,000.00 and joined forces
with the Swastika Society who raised $14,000.00, which
enabled a satisfactory work to be done in providing food
for the starving. At Changchow we added our donation
of $3,000.00 to those of other well known charitable
societies and over $20,000.00 was thus secured and was
expended in buying flour to distribute to the 44,000
people in want. ‘I'he famine need around Tanyang
also resulted in a joint effort. We granted $3,000.00, and
the Swastika and others raised over $35,000.00 Our grant
of $600.00 to Kiangpu; $5000.00 to Chuyung; $10,000-00
to Lishui; $36,600.00 to Thing; and $33,500- to Liyang
were grants made in continuation of drought relief work
commenced in 1934. The labour relief work at Lishui
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resulted in the distribution of 15,000 work relief tickets;
and six project of material assistance to the Hsien were
completed. The districts of Thing and Liyang suffered
very badly from drought and around 500,000 people
were affected. The  relief work was done in
conjunction with the Tsi Sun Hwei & local committee
who also raised $22,342.91 for these relief efforts.

Loans to Poor Farmers.

:TAs reported last year we loaned $34,000.00 to the
Ningshu Agricultural Relief Association to assist them
in their splendid work to aid the struggling farmers.
Over 107 Cooperative Societies were formed. Unfor-
tunately a drought famine affected that region of
Kiangsu Province, and an extension of the loan was
necessary. At the end of 1935 practically all the loans
made have been repaid; and arrangements are being
made for a further loan to enable the farmers to carry-
on for another year.

Yangtse River Flood Relief.

That the flood and famine conditions were not as
bad as first reports indicated is now recognised, yet
people died-how many it is hard to tabulate-and hund-
reds of thousands were left without food or shelter. The
actual conditions in many parts of the flooded Yangtse
River are bast described by a foreign observer who
wrote-“With my own eyes I have seen the destruction
and misery brought about by the floods of last July.
Whole villages were washed away, and the ricefields
were destroyed, so that now, and during the winter, the
people have no homes, no food, and no clothes. No one
remembers such a flood, or one that did so much
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damage”. At Hanyang and Chunghsiang (Hupeh
Province) we granted $20,000- and our work of distri-
bution was carried through in conjunction with the
Swastika Society who granted $40,000.00 Over 54,000
families (aporox. 272,000 persons) were assisted with
grants of beans,cash,clothes,and medicines. At Tienmen
(Hupeh) we granted $12,000.00 and worked with the T'si
Sun Hwei who also raised $21,750.00 Over 17,000 fami-
lies (approx 86,000 persons) were helped over a difficult
period with grants of rice,beans,cash, and clothes. At
Kiangling,Shasi, & Ichang we assisted the Swastika
Society to the extent of $4,000.00 and they raised $25,0
00.00 Time has not elapsed for a full report; but parti-
cularly in Kiangling and Ichang areas the conditions
were very bad as from 60 to 80% of the fields were
flooded and over 600,000 people affected. At Yochow,
Lichow, and Changteh in the Province of Hunan, we did
relief work under the general caae of Mr. Loh Pah-
Hong a member of our Board, and $20,000.00 was gran-
ted by us for this work.

Yellow River Flood Relief.

Shantung Province. Under the general care of a
member of our Board, Mr. Loh Pah-Hong, we under-
took relief work in this province. Mr. Loh visited
Shantung and arranged for a sub-committee of chinese
and foreigners to be formed at Tsining; and relief to the
extent of $55,000.00 was sent to the most needy parts
around the breaks of the VYellow River in west
Shantung, i.e., Tungping, Shouchang, Chuangcheng,
Yuncheng, Chuyeh, Hotsei, Yutai, Chinhsiang. In addi-
tion $2,000.00 was given to help with the temporary
hospital work for the refugees who had been driven into
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Tsinan.

Kiangsu Province. 'The overflowing Yellow River
waters went east and south, across the border into the
north of the province of Kiangsu, and did great damage
to life and property. We granted relief to Peihsien,
Hsuchow, Yaowan, Sutsien, Shuyang, or places adjacent
thereto, to the amount of $43,300.00; and we again
helped the refugee soup kitchen at Tsingkiangpu to the
extent of $2,500.00 and some clothing.

Actucl Conditions. The following is taken from a
foreign member of our sub-committee covering parts of
Sutsien and Yaowan. Other areas in North Kiangsu
are in the same plight.

“17th. November 1935- 1 have just finished riding a
bicycle fifty miles round one side of the flood, fHfteen
miles up through the centre of the flood, and ten miles
round another side. I have talked with friends and
refugees. The flooded plain is all familiar ground. The
situation which we face is most serious.

After making all allowances, the real gravity of the
situation is, that 600 sq. miles (5,400 sq. 1i) of arable
land supporting a population of about 300.000, has been
under water for 214 months. The flood shows no sign
of abating. All hope of planting for a spring crop has
gone, which means, no hope of food in June 1936. The
water is eradnally weakening the wails and foundations
of villages and towns, and the waters are cating 11,
Business is rapidly approaching a standstill as winds
blow over the waicr. INo one can yet tell 1f the water
will subside in time for the building of dykes to enable
a fall crop i 1936. Assuming that one half to two thirds
of the affected population have relatives, friends, savings,
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or other ways of existing, there still remains at least
100,000 people who will be thrown out on the country-
side in four or five months, with no means of existence.
Great unrest and bandit scourges in the near future if
something is not done. We are at present co-operating
with the Chinese-Foreign Famine Relief Committee for
relief to the helpless.”
Fukien Province.

The area inland from Chuanchow & Amoy were
helped to the extent of $5,000.00 and some clothing. A
stib-committee of chinese & foreigners saw to the wise
distribution among the needy. Many of the people were
given help towards the rebuilding of their homes. The
main burden of this work fell on Mr. R.A. Rogers a
vetern resident of the area who worked untiring and had
the assistance of representative (Chinese inthis relief
clfort. At the time of writing the distribution is not
complete, and it may be that a further sum will be
required to meet the need.

Kwantung Province.

The areas around Szewai and Kwongning were
hrelped to the extent of $5,000.00 and the Rotary Club
of Canton took the distribution in hand. An international
organisation like this will do all that is wossible for a
wise distribution of the funds allocated. At the time of
writing it has not heen possible to get a report, but this
will be secured in due course.

Warm Glothing.
In addition to the $27,000.00 used by us in making 15,000
suits of warm clothing, we received many gifts of both
new and old clothing, and we are most grateful to the
donors who rendered this valuable assistance.

Hwai River Gonservancy.

The furtherance of this work as a necessary famine
prevention effort has been fostered by our Committee
since 1923; and since then we have done preliminary
survey work, as well much publicity work to keep
this project before the Government and people of
China and before interested people and organisations in
other lands. The National Government formed its own
Huai Conservancy Commission for this purpose and
sought the advice of the experts of the League of
Nations, as well as known conservancy engineers from
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China and other lands. Plans were prepared, and con-
siderable work has been done in an initial effort to
tackle this large conservancy problem. Our Board
agreed to use the funds we have in trust for this project,
in furthering the work now being undertaken by the
National Huai Conservancy Commission of which
General Chiang Kai-Shek is chairman; and it is hoped
that in early 1936 the first grant will be made by us
towards this end.

Further Relief Necessary.

In many of the flooded areas the work of relief will
of necessity require to continue well into 1936, hence it
is only possible to give a partial report of the work now
in progress.

To all who have helped. To all our friends in China,
and overseas who by their contributions have made
possible the feeding and clothing of so many people in
need, we extend our most grateful thanks. In many
ways, and in many lands, these friends have organised
relief campaigns, tournaments etc. and raised quite
considerable sums. It is also of interest to know that
this year we have had an unusual number of small

donations; a few dollars may mean a great deal, or a
little, to the interested friends, but it certainly means
life to people in the flooded areas.
