Special Machinery Is Part of Erbograph

Equipment

THE Erbograph Studio and Laboratories make one of the most
up-to-date and completely equipped establishments offering

services to the motion picture industry.

The building is located at 203-211 West 146th street, between
Seventh and Eighth avenues, New York. It is absolutely fireproof,

constructed entirely of concrete, brick and steel, and the studio

located on the ground floor, to the right as one enters, is fully

equipped with all the latest appliances.

THE lighting equipment consists of twenty-two overhead
Cooper-Hewitt lighting banks, with mirror reflectors ; five

large broadside, two small broadside Cooper-Hewitt floor stands

;

three Wohl lamps, four arcs each ; two Duplex arc lamps ; two
Majestic arc lamps; also several Kliegel lamps and a spot light.

These lights are controlled from a General Electric switchboard,

one of the most complete to be found in any studio.

A SPECIAL system used to heat the studio is used in summer
for cooling purposes. There are plenty of dressing rooms.

Those for the women are on the mezzazine floor in the rear of the

studio and the men's are directly underneath on the ground floor.

The laboratory and offices occupy the rest of the structure.

Great care has been exercised in selecting the equipment for

the laboratory, for here are operated filtering, distilling and air

cleansing devices.

ALL air that goes into the laboratory is first washed ; a part is

then heated and by means of regulators the desired tempera-
ture is maintained in all departments of the laboratory at all times.

Each room is fitted with a thermostat which regulates the tempera-
ture automatically. All water used in developing is first filtered.

Corcoran tanks are used to develop the film.

THERE is also a room in which raw stock is perforated and
cleaned : this is equipped with six Bell and Howell per-

forators. There are two large printing rooms which contain

machines of the latest model, invented and perfected by Ludwig
G. B. Erb, president of the Erbograph Company. These machines
have, according to Mr. Erb, features not found in other printing

machines. This model insures absolute contact and will print

film of any perforation. The film moves through the apertures on
ball bearing rollers and the aperture is so fixed that it is abso-

lutely impossible to scratch the film.

The automatic light change, an exclusive feature, allows the

printing of thirty scenes of varying light densities without
re-threading the machine. All the operator has to do is to frame
the picture and turn on power; everything else works auto-
matically.

ANOTHER Erbograph feature, invented and perfected by Mr.
Erb, is the test machine, which prints automatically fifteen

pictures of varying light densities. In other words this test

machine will print one foot of film in fifteen different light den-
sities, a light for every picture, there being fifteen pictures to

every foot of film.

THERE are two assembling rooms and a polishing room. The
latter contains two polishers. The polishing machines, in-

vented by Mr. Erb, are claimed to be the only machines of their

kind in the world, no other laboratory possessing such apparatus.
They are the last word in polishing machines and can polish both
negative and positive film, and the absence of any sprockets insures

absolute safety to the film and impossibility of scratching. These
machines can polish 1,000 feet of film every nine minutes.

IN the drying room are installed eight specially constructed drums,
each capable of handling 1,300 feet of film.

The projection room on the second floor contains Simplex pro-
jectors, each with ample accommodation and the vault also on the
second floor for storage of film was especially constructed for its

purpose.

IN the basement is a thirty-five-ton ice machine. This machine is

used to cool the plant in the summer and reduce the humidity

in the drying rooms. Thus the temperature is kept even

throughout.

Realizing the inflammable nature of films in general, the man-
agement has taken care to insure the safety of all films entrusted

to them, hence the claim of an approved fireproof building. The
Grinnell Sprinkler System has been installed.

EVERYTHING at the Erbograph plant is under the personal

supervision of Ludwig G. B. Erb. Mr. Erb is responsible for

most of the present day methods used in developing, printing, tint-

ing and toning of film and also for many of the photographic inno-

vations, such as double, triple and quadruple exposures, dissolves,

etc.

The output of this plant is approximately one million feet of

film developed, printed, tinted and toned weekly.

Ben Goetz, treasurer of the company, is general director of the

two companies now producing pictures at Erbograph for release

through Art Dramas.

Klutho Studio Embodies Many New Features

THERE has just been constructed in sunny Florida, at Jack-

sonville, a modern up-to-date open-air studio, the Klutho,

which embodies features new and unique. It is built along the

old idea of the north skylight, constructed generally at an angle

to admit light to studios. In this instance the diffusing sheets

fact the south. The stage is 50 feet wide by 140 feet long. As
can be seen by the cut in the advertisement, one-third of this

immense stage is covered by an overhanging roof, supported by
massive cantilever construction.

FROM a point approximately 35 feet above the level of the

stage the diffusers begin and slant at an angle of approxi-

mately 30 degrees down to within 10 feet of the back of the

stage. This brings the line of diffusion very near at right angle

with the sun, admitting the maximum amount of light through

the small open pores of the muslin diffusers.

THE amount of light admitted is so great that even on a cloudy

day successful results can be obtained. The diffusion of

light also is so perfect that a remarkable stereopticon effect, so

much desired in moving pictures, is obtained. It seems that the

light introduced between the background and the actors gives

this much sought after effect.

ANOTHER distinction of this plant is that sets can be left

up if need be in rainy weather, being protected by an ad-

ditional row of canvass over the diffusing sheets, making of this

open-air stage an indoor one.

The stage is divided into three parts, so that three different

companies can work at one time, each stage being approximately

50 x 48 feet in width.

Each stage has its own property room and scene docks, and
its own dressing rooms, which are located above the property

rooms, and so one company does not interfere with the other.

A large carpenter shop serves the three stages.

AS to the location of the studios—they are " right in town,"

within fifteen blocks of the main business center and all

of the principal downtown hotels. It's only twelve blocks away
from all the large furniture and department stores that have a

bearing on the " property question." The street car service is ex-

cellent, seven different car lines running within one-half block.

THERE are at present eighteen completed sets, such as are

commonly used in almost any setting. Some of these sets

are plain and some paneled.

Commodious office space is available in the office building at-

tached to the studio, for visiting companies.

IN connection with this plant an indoor studio, about 40 x 50,

which will be completely lighted by a modern lighting system,

is being contemplated by the owner.

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Ideal Laboratories and Studio Complete in

All Details

THE Ideal Film Laboratories and Studio of Hudson Heights,

N. J., on the edge of the Palisades, can be seen for many
miles up and down the Hudson River. These studios are now in

use by the Herbert Brcnnon Film Corporation, which produces
pictures to be released by the Selznick Enterprises.

The studios are fully equipped and up to date in every respect.

There is one open air stage which measures 23 feet by 48 feet.

The building houses two other studios, one measuring 40 feet by
50 feet and the other 60 by 100 feet. The last studio can be

divided in two parts by a heavy set of double sound-proof doors,

which allows two producing companies to work, one on either

side, without interfering with each other.

THIS large studio has eighteen overhead Cooper Hewitt light-

ing banks, six large floor stands, twelve broadside Wohl
arc lamps and two Kliegl spot lights. The overhead lights are

on a special conveyance which allows them to be moved back and
forth to any part of the studio desired.

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KLUTHO STUDIOS

Three Outdoor-Indoor Stages

THE smaller studio, 40 by 50, has five floor stand Cooper Hewitt
lights and three Duplex Wohl lights. However, the equip-

ment from the larger studio can be quickly and easily transported

to this studio if necessary.

Dressing rooms are most elaborate, there being thirty all told.

There are two very large dressing rooms, these being for people

who work as extras, one for the men, the other for women.
There are five dressing rooms for cameramen, the remainder
being for the directors, actors and actresses.

ANOTHER feature of this studio is the submarine tank, in

which undersea pictures can be taken. The tank measures
20 feet by 30 feet. There are eight portholes to photograph
from, three on the side, one at each end and three on the bottom.

The studio has a fully equipped carpenter shop ; also a com-
plete line of furniture and furnishings used for the pictures.

The building is thoroughly fireproof, being constructed of cement
throughout.

THE studio is enclosed with glass, with peak roof. A special

apparatus has been constructed at the top of the building

for flushing it with water in the summer.
On the same grounds with the studio is another building, called

the Club House. It is owned and controlled by the Ideal people.

This building has every modern convenience, also a model restau-

rant.

NEXT is the laboratory, which contains all modern equipment

to produce ideal printing and developing. Developing and
printing for the trade in general is done here under the personal

supervision of Frederick W. Hochstettcr.

Mr. Hochstetter is the inventor and perfecter of the Combi-
tone process of printing and toning, which he claims brings out

color truer to nature than the hand coloring process. The output

of the lain nail. lies is 600,000 feet of film per week.

ALL air in the laboratories is washed by water before enter-

ing. Film is developed in Corcoran tanks, then sent to a

room where it is dried on specially constructed drums. Printing

is done on Duplex printers. Duplex cleaners are used for

cleaning films.

Another room for photographing titles contains a Bell and
Howell camera and Cooper Hewitt floor lamps. There is another

room for storing chemicals and one for cutting and examining
of film. A good size projection room is also on the premises,

containing Simplex projectors.

AVAULT for storing of film has been specially constructed

;

the outside wall is the thinnest and would collapse first in

case of an explosion in the vault, thereby not endangering any

other part of the building.

The up-to-date equipment and the management by scientific men
enable this plant to give the motion picture trade developing,

printing and toning of the creditable kind.

construction simultaneously. Control of all lights, both floor and
overhead, is centered in a hanging panel at the front of the set.

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Evans Inspects All Film Developed at His

Plant

THE Evans Film Manufacturing Company, with offices and lab-

oratory at 416 West 216th street, just off Broadway, New
York, is one of the pioneer film companies of the motion picture

industry. The success attained by this company is due to the high
standard of work put out by them.

THE building is a brick, concrete and steel structure, absolutely

fireproof. In entering the plant the perforating room is first.

This is equipped with two Bell and Howell perforators used in

conjunction with a specially designed electrical suction pump,
which carries off all particles of film as fast as it is punched out.

NEXT comes the printing room, which contains fourteen

machines of different make ; among those used are the W. B.

Hausman, Williamson and Nestor Automatic. The developing and
washing rooms are equipped with an up-to-date line of A. J. Cor-
coran Company's tanks.

ALL water used throughout the process of developing is thor-

oughly cleaned and filtered by a machine installed at a great

expense.

After leaving the developing and washing room the film is sent

to the drying room, where a set of drums capable of drying 16,000

feet of film in twenty-five minutes, have been installed.

THE assembling rooms, where the cutting and piecing of film is

carried on, is completely equipped with steel furniture, fur-

nished by the Columbia Metal Box Company.
Two Powers 6-B Cameragraphs are used in the projection room

where every foot of film that passes through the plant is inspected.

IN a courtyard, a good distance from any other part of the build-

ing, is a specially constructed vault for the storing of film.

This vault has neither electric light or heat, but by its special con-

struction the interior remains at even temperature throughout

the year.

A watchman is always about the plant and reports every fifteen

minutes by wire to the Western Union Telegraph Company. This

extra precaution has been added for the safety of the buildings

and their contents.

THE laboratory is working constantly, day and night, and is

capable of turning out over 500,000 feet of film a week.

However, the plant is adequately equipped to take care of a larger

amount of film, but it has always been the policy of Mr. Evans to

consider quality and therefore all the work at the laboratory

receives his personal attention.

IN'
speaking of the plant Mr. Evans said :

" Quality and organiza-

tion have always been my hobby. Over three-quarters of my
time is spent in the projection room examining our developed film.

It is absolutely necessary to have someone that is personally inter-

ested in this work to keep up the standard of quality which has

made this business a success. Every employee connected with this

company has been with us for over seven years, except four people,

who have been with us for three years. It is important to have all

employees work in harmony and conscientiously for the high

standards set by the company."

Many Improvements at Crystal Studio

MAY ALLISON—UNIVERSALLY LOVED
A Versatile Actress Who Delights Public—As Co-Star With Harold Lockwood in Metro's " The Promise," " Big

Trernaine " and " Pidgin Island," She Has Endeared Herself to Millions—Entered Motion Pictures After

Brief Career on Stage, Winning Instant Success

BEAUTIFUL in her girlish simplicity and superlatively charm-
ing in her graceful poise, at all times natural, May Allison,

radiating loveliness from the screens of myriad theatres, has en

deared herself to the millions of movie loving Americans as per-

haps no other young woman has done. Possessed of that price-

less gift, personality, which has carried to stardom so few
otherwise talented women and disseminating everywhere that in-

nocence of youth so captivating to young and old alike, Miss
Allison has been drawn into close intimacy with millions of admir-
ers until now she reigns supreme as filmdom's " vision of loveli-

ness."

MISS ALLISON was born on a plantation at Rising Farm,

playing the ingenue lead in " Miss Caprice " with De Wolf Hop-
per starred. Miss Allison's future was then assured and shortly
alter she was given the leading role in the ill-timed drama,
" Apartment 12 K " which had a brief stay at the Maxine El-
liott theatre.

This apparent failure, as though predestined, came at the psy-
chological moment and was the pivotal point in her career, for
immediately thereafter the picture world was given one of its

most pleasing and winsome of stars.

HER advent to the screen was made in the Famous Players
screen production of " David Harum " in which William

H. Crane was starred. She appeared next on the screen with
Edith Wynne Mathison in " The Governor's Lady."

MUCH of the success of a number of Morosco subjects made during the
past year must be attributed to the direction of William Desmond Tay-
lor.
