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ALIEN CONTROL EMERGENCY REGULATIONS.

4th September, 1939.
PRELIMINARY.

These regulations may be cited as the Alien Control Emergency Regula-

tions 1939.

In these regulations, unless inconsistent with the context,—
“Minister’” means the Attorney-General:
“British subject” means a person—

(1) Who is a natural born British subject: or

(i1) To whom letters of naturalization have been granted under
any enactment in force in New Zealand prior to the coming into force of

the British Nationality and Status of Aliens (in New Zealand) Act,
B2 ar

(111) To whom a certificate of naturalization has been granted under

the British Nationality and Status of Aliens (iIn New Zealand) Act,
1928 ; or

(iv) To whom a certificate of naturalization has been granted In
any part of His Majesty’s Dominions wherein Part II of the British Na-

tionality and Status of Aliens Act, 1914 (Imp.), applies or has been
adopted ; or

(v) Who Hhas become the- subject of His Majesty by reason of any
annexation of territroy:

and who (in any of the above-mentioned cases) has not ceased to be a
British subject; and includes—

(vi) Any woman ‘who by declaration made under section 3 of the
British Nationality and Status of Aliens (in New Zealand) Amendment
Act, 1934-35, is within New Zealand entitled to the political and other
rights to which a naturalborn British subject is entitled if there is not a
subsisting marriage between such woman and an alien who is or at any
time has been according to the laws of any State with which His Majesty
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Is at war a national of that State and if she has not by any means other

than by contracting marriage with an alien acqulired any foreign nation-
ality; and

(vii) Any woman who at the time of her marriage to an alien (not

being an alien who is or at any time has been according to the laws of any

State with which His Majesty is at war a national of that State) was a
British subject as hereinbefore defined if by such marriage she does not

acquire the nationality of her husband and if she has not thereafter by
any other means acquired any foreign nationality :

“Alien” means a person of the age of sixteen years or over—
(1) Who is not a British subject as herein defined; or

(i1) Who, notwithstanding that he may also be a British subject by
birth or naturalization or otherwise,is or at any time has been according

to the laws of any State with which His Majesty is at war a nationay of
that State:

but does not include—

(il1) A woman who is deemed for the purposes of these regulations
to be a British subject by virtue of paragraph (vi) or paragraph (vii)
of the foregoing definition of “British subject’’ ;

“Police officer” means a member of the Police Force of anf rank;

“Police district” means an area accepted for the time being as a police

district for the purpose of the administration of the Police Force Act,
1913;

“Registration Office” means an officer of police of a rank not lower than
that of Sub-Inspector: |

“Wharf” means any wharf, quay, pier, jetty, or other place used for the
loading or unloading of ships; and includes all warehouses or other
buildings adjacent to any such wharf, quay, pier, jetty, or other place
used in connection therewith: and also includes any public highway so
far as it intercepts any such wharf, quay, pier, jetty, or other place:

“Ship” means any deseription of vessel used in navigation, whether sea-

going or not, other than a vessel propelled exclusively by oars, and also

includes any lighter, barge, boat, or other vessel used in connection
with the loading or unloading of a ship as so defined.

REGISTRATION.

3. (1) Every alien in New Zealand on the coming into force of these regula-
tions shall, within fourteen days from the date of these regulations, make ap-
plication for registration in the form marked AL. 1 in the Schedule hereto.

(2) Every such application shall be in writing, in duplicate, and shall be
made by delivering the same personally to the officer in charge at the police sta-
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tion nearest to which the applicant resides.

(3) Every such application shall be signed by the applicant in person with
his usual signature, unless he is unable to write, in which case he shall, in the
presence of the police officer to whom application is made, affix to the applica-

tion such thumb-prints or finger-prints or other means of identification as the
police officer may require.

4. The police officer to whom the application is made shall, upon receipt
thereof, forward the same to a Registration Officer in that police district.

5. The Registration Officer shall file the application in his office and issue a
certificate of registration in the form marked AL. 2 in the Schedule hereto, one
copy of which shall be retained at his office, one copy torwarded to the Com-
missioner of Police, and one copy delivered to the alien on his application at the
police-station where his application for registration was delivered and on his
signing the certificate as therein prescribed.

6. The Commissioner of Police shall cause to be compiled a register of the
names, places of abode, and such other particulars as he may deem it expedient
to include, of all registered aliens, to be called the Register of Aliens, which
shall be amended from time to time by correcting errors therein, by entering
changes of name or abode on the part of any alien, by adding thereto the names
of aliens to whom certificates of registration have been 1ssued, and by removing
therefrom the names of aliens who die, or who leave New Zealand, or who other-
wise cease to be subject to the regulations.

7. (1) The Register of Aliens shall not be open as of right to inspection by
any person.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of clause (1) of this regulations, the
Court may in any proceedings for an offence against these regulations order or
permit a certified copy of any entry in the register to be produced to the Court.

(3) Any certificate of registration shall be prima facie evidence of the regist-
ration of the person to whom such certificate relates.

(4) A copy certified by the Commissioner of Police of any entry in the register
shall be prima facie evidence of entry.

(5) A certificate under the hand of the Commissioner of Police of the absence

of an entry in the register shall be prima facie evidence of the facts stated in such
certificate.

(6) The absence of an entry in the register relating to any person shall be

prima facie evidence that no application for registration has been made by that
person. '

(7) Judicial notice shall be taken of the signature of the Commissioner of
Police to any certificate or certified copy referred to in this regulation and of the
signature of the Registration Officer to any certificate of registration.

alien.

CHANGE OF NAME.

15. Every alien registered under these regulations who changes his or her
name, whether by marriage or otherwise, shall, within twenty-eight days there-
after, give notice of such change to the officer in charge of the police-station
nearest his or her place of abode, and shall, together with such notice, surrender
his or her certificate of registration. '

PRODUCTION OF CERTIFICATE OF REGISTRATION.

18. (1) After the expiration of fourteen days from the date of these régula-
tions, every alien registered under these regulations shall produce a certificate
of registration when required to do so by any police officer.

11. Every alien to whom a certificate of registration has been granted who
changes the place of his abode shall, within seven days thereafter, give, in the

(2) It shall be a defence to any person charged with an offence against the
last preceding clause of this regulation if he proves that he duly applied for re-
gistration and that at‘the time of the offence either—
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delivery to him; or

(b) That his certificate of registration was for the time being surrendered

for any of the purposes of these regulations and had not been forwarded
to the 'police-station for redelivery to him: or

(c) That his certificate of registration had been destroyed, stolen, or lost and

that he had duly applied for a duplicate but such duplicate had not been
forwarded to the police-station for delivery to him.

ARREST AND DETENTION OF ALIENS.

19. Any police officer or member of His Majesty’s Force who has reason to
believe that any alien, whether registered or not, is guilty of such conduct that
his liberty 1s a source of public danger or is disaffected or has acted or is about
to act in any manner injurious to public safety or the interests of Hisg Ma;jesty,
may take that alien into custody pending the decision of the Minister.

20. (1) Upon its being made clear to the Minister that the liberty of any
alien is a source of public danger or that he is disaffected or has acted or is about
to act in any manner injurious to public safety or the interests of His Majesty,
he may order that such alien may be taken into custody during his pleasure.

(2) Any alien taken into custody and detained by the order of the Minister

shall be delivered into the custody of the military authorities.

3) In making any order under this regulation the Minister shall be deemed
to be acting in an executive and not in a judicial capacity.

EMPLOYMENT OF ALIENS ON A WHARF OR SHIP.

21. (1) Save in pursuance of a license issued by a Registration Officer, it
shall not be lawful for any alien or for any person who is a British subject by
naturalization only to be engaged in the work of loading or unloading a ship or
to be engaged in any manner of work whatever on or about any wharf or ship.

(2) Nothing in this regulation shall apply to the work on or about any ship
of the master or any member of the crew thereof who has arrived in that ship
from any place out of New Zealand.

(3) Every person who procures or permits any other person to be engaged in
any work in breach of this regulation shall be liable accordingly :
Provided that on a prosecution for any such offence it shall be 2 good defence

that the accused believed on reasonable grounds that such engagement was not
in breach of this regulation.

(4) Every license issued by a Registration Officer under this regulation may
be in the form marked AL. 4 in the Schedule hereto and may contain such terms

and conditions as such Registration Officer thinks fit and shall be revocable at
the will of a Registration Officer.

22. Any person to whom a Registration Officer has refused to grant a license,
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or whose license has been revoked by a Registration Officer under the last pre-
ceding regulation, may appeal therefrom in writing to the Minister, and the
Minister in his executive capacity may thereupon give to the Registration Offi-
cer such final directions in the matter as he thinks fit.

23. Any police officer or officer of Customs may question any person en-
gaged on or about to be engaged on the work of loading or unloading a ship or
on any manner of work on or about a ship or any person found upon a wharf
or ship as to his identity and present or former nationality, and any person who
refuses or neglects to answer any question so put to him or answers such question
In a false or misleading manner shall be guilty of an offence against these regu-
lations and shall be liable accordingly.

ALTERATION AND DUPLICATION OF DOCUMENTS.

24. (1) For the purpose of this regulation ‘“document’’ means any certificate
of registration of an alien or variation thereof, or license to work on wharves or
shipping, and includes a duplicate of a document.

(2) No person shall—

(a) Alter or deface any document, and any document so altefed or defaced
shall be void; or

(b) Lend or part with any license issued to him.

(3) Upon the return of any document rendered illegible or spoilt by weather
or otherwise or upon proof to his satisfaction that a document has been destroy-
ed, stolen, or lost, a Registration Officer may, upon application of the person to
whom the document was issued, and upon payment of a fee of 2s., issue a dupli-
cate of such document.

Every duplicate so issued shall have the word “Duplicate” written or printed
thereon and be verified by the signature of a Registration Officer, and the pro-

duction of a duplicate document shall be of the same effect as the production of
the original document.

EXEMPTIONS.

20. (1) The Minister may, by writing under his hand delivered to the person
concerned and notified to the Commissioner of police, exempt wholly or in part
from the provisions of these regulations— ‘

(a) Any person who is both a British subject as hereinbefore defined and is
also or at any time has been according to the laws of any State with
which His Majesty is at war a national of that State:.or

(b) Any other person to whom it is in his opinion desirable in the national in-
terest that such exemption should be granted.

(2) Any such exemption may in like manner at any time be withdrawn.
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OFFENCES.

26. Any person who fails to comply with any of the foregoing requirements,
or who In any application for registration or notice of change of abode or appli-
cation for a duplicate document or in any communication relating to the sub-
Ject-matter of these regulations makes any false or misleading statement, com-
mits an offence against these regulations.

LEGAL PROCEEDINGS.

27. In any proceedings for an offence against these regulations the onus of
proving that he has complied with the regulations shall lie on the person
charged with such offence.

28. In any proceedings for a breach of these regulations where nationality
1s In issue evidence of repute, belief, or hearsay or any other evidence shall be
admissible in proof of nationality, whether such evidence would otherwise be
legally admissible or not.

29. Section 50 of the Justices of the Peace Act, 1927, shall have no applica-
tion to a prosecution for an offence against these regulations.

BUILDING EMERGENCY REGULATIONS.
11th September, 1939.

REGULATION 1.—PRELIMINARY.

(1) These regulatiohs may be cited as the Building Emergency Regulations
1939.

(2) These regulations shall be read together with and deemed part of the

Supply Control Emergency Regulations 1939.
(3) In these regulations, unless inconsistent with the context,—

“Controller” means the Building Controller appointed under these regula-
tions; and includes any person for the time being authorized to exercise
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or perform any of the Controller’s powers or functions:
“Constructional work” includes—

(a) The construction, extenslon, or alteration of any building or other
erection ; |

(b) The fabrication of materials for the purposes of any kind of con-
structional work hereinbefore mentioned, whether carried on at the site
or elsewhere;

‘“Building-materials’” means any materials or goods capable of being used
in or for the purposes of any constructional work or capable of being
dealt with in or for the purposes of any constructional work, whether by
being manufactured, fabricated, improved, altered, or prepared, or other-
wise: and includes goods that have been wholly or partly so dealt with;
“and also includes any tools, machinery, plant, or equipment capable of
being used in or for the purposesof any constructional work; and also
includes any patent rights relating to any materials, goods, tools, machi-
nery, plant, or equipment:

“Owner,” in relation to any building-materials, includes any person hav-
ing the materials in his possession or control or on order by him.

REGULATION 2.—BUILDING CONTROLLER.

(1) The Minister may from time to time appoint a Controller to be known
as “the Building Controller.”

(2) The Controller shall hold office during pleasure of the Minister.

(83) The general functions of the Controller shall be to organize and pro-
mote the undertaking or constructional works according to the importance
thereof in the public interst, and for that purpose to determine the precedence
and order of urgency thereof and to ensure the supply of materials and labour
for the prosecution of constructional works according to the order of urgency
laid down from time to time by the Controller.

(4) The Controller shall be subject in all things to the control of the Minis-
ter, and shall act in accordance with all directions, general or special, given to
him by the Minister.

REGULATION. 3.—STOPPING OF CONSTRUCTIONAL WORK.

(1) The Controller may at any time, by notice to the owner or person in
charge of any constructional work, whether it was commenced before or after
the making of these regulatibns- and whether or not it is the subject of any per-
mit granted under these regulations,, direct that the constructional work be whol-
ly stopped, or be stopped except so far as the notice otherwise provides.

(2) Where a notice has been given under this regulation in respect of any
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constructional work, no person shall, except with the precedent consent of the

Controller, proceed with that work in contravention of the terms of the notice,
or cause or permit any other person so to do.

(3) For the purpose of determining the rights and liabilities of any party to -

a contract relating to constructional works, any restriction imposed under or by
virtue of this regulation shall be deemed to be equivalent to the occurrence of a
strike, lockout, or interruption by force majeure.

REGULATION 4. — CONSTRUCTIONAIL PERMITS

The Controller may from time to time direct, either generally, or in respect of
any special constructional work or class of constructional work, that no work

shall commence except in accordance with a permit issued by the Controller
under these regulations.

REGULATION 5.—CONTROL OF BUILDING-MATERIALS.

(1) The Controller may from time to time regulate, restrict, and control the
use, sale, supply, distribution, and disposal of building-materials. The POWeErs
conferred by this regulation may be exercised either generally or in respect of

any specified area, industry or class of industries, constructional work or class

of persons.

(2) Without limiting the general powers conferred on the Controller by this
regulation, it is hereby declared that they shall be deemed to include power to
do all or any of the following things:—

(a) To require or direct owners of building-materials to furnish such infor-

mation and particulars in relation thereto, at such times and in such form
and manner as the Controller thinks fit:

(b) To require or direct owners of building-materials to supply or transfer
the whole or any part thereof to His Majesty the King or to any other
person, in such quantities, at such places, at such times or intervals, in

such order of urgency, and generally in such manner as the Controller
thinks fit:

(c) To require or direct owners and persons In charge of constructional
works and owners of building materials not to use, dispose of, part with
the possession or control of, or otherwise deal with building-materials

except with the precedent consent of the Controller or in accordance
with his directions:

(d) To require or direct owners and persons In charge of constructional

works to use such substitutes for building-materials as the Controller
thinks fit.
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CHANGE OF NAME EMERGENCY REGULATIONS.

4th September, -1939.

1. These regulations may be cited as the Change of Name Emergency Reg-
ulations 1939.

2. Nothing in these regulations shall affect—

(1) The right of any woman to use a name acquired upon a marriage
solemnized on or after the coming into force of these regulations:

(11) The assumption and use of 2 new surname pursuant to a Royal license
in that behalf:

(111) The assumption and use of a name by an infant pursuant to the-terms
or effect of an order made by a Magistrate under Part III of the Infants
Act, 1908, or a Judge under Part IX of the Native Land Act, 1931:

(1v) The assumption and use of a name by any person in conformity with the
usage of a religious order upon entry into the order:

(v) The assumption and use of a new Christian name upon administration of
the rite of confirmation.

3. No person shall for any purpose assume or use, or purport to assume or
use, or continue the use of any name other than a name by which he was known
at the date of coming into force of these regulations.

4. No deed poll or other instrument by which a change of name to which
these regulations apply is effected or declared shall be accepted for filing In any
Registry of the Supreme Court unless evidence is produced to the Registrar that
exemption has been granted from the provisions of these regulations pursuvant
to Regulations 6 hereof.

o. No person shall publish any notification of a change of name to which

these regulations‘apply unless exemption has been granted from the provisions-

of these regulations pursuant to Regulation 6 hereof: Provided that the fact of
publication in the Gazett of a notification of a change of name shall be sufficient

e\fidence in favour of any person subsequently publishing a similar notification
that such exemption has been granted.

6. The Minister of Internal Affairs may, 1f 1t appears desirable in any parti-
cular case, grant an exemption from the provisions of these regulations.

(. A fee of 10s. shall be payable into the Consolidated Fund in respect of the
grant of exemption herein mentioned.

EMERGENCY REGULATIONS ACT.
| No. 8, 14th September, 1939

1. This Act may be cited as the Emergency Regulations Act, 1939.
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2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,—;
“Alrcraft” has the same meaning as in the Air Navigation Act, 1931:

“Emergency regulations” means regulations made under this Act: and includes
the regulations referred to in section five of this Act:

“Enemy property,” in relation to any war in which His Majesty may be en-
gaged, means property of any kind which for the time being belongs or at
any time during the war has belonged to any person or corporation of enemy
nationality, descent, origin, residence, connections, or associations (whether
for the time being present or past), or to an enemy State, or in which any

such person, corporation, or State has or at any such time has had any
interest:

“Enemy trade,” in relation to any war in which His Majesty may be engaged,
means any trade, business, undertaking, or transaction which is carried on
or entered into by or for the benefit of or under the control of persons or cor-
porations of enemy nationality, descent, origin, residence, connections, or
associations (whether for the time being present or past) or which may be
to the advantage of an enemy State or of the subjects or inhabitants thereof,
whether during or after the war:

“Ship” means any kind of vessel used in navigation, not propelled by oars only.

)

3. (1) The Governor-General may from time to time, by Order. in Council,
make such regulations (in this Act referred to as emergency regulations) as
appear to him to be necessary or expedient for securing the public safety, the
defence of New Zealand, the maintenance of public order, and the efficient
prosecution of any war in which His Majesty may be engaged, for maintaining
supplies and services essential to the life of the community, and generally for
safeguarding the interests and maintaining and promoting the welfare of the
community. |

(2) Without limiting the general power hereinbefore conferred, it 1s hereby
declared that emergency regulations may be made under this section for all or
any of the following purposes:—

(a) Providing for the apprehension, trial, and punishment of persons offend-
Ing against the regulations, and for the detention of persons whose de-
tention appears to be expedient in the interests of the public safety or
the defence of New Zealand:

(b) Authorizing the taking of possession or control, on behalf of His Majesty,
of any property or undertaking:

(¢) Authorizing the acquisition, on behalf of His Majesty, of any property;
(d) Authorizing the entering and search of any premises:

(e) Providing, so far as appears to be necessary for the purposes of the reg-
ulations, for modifying any enactment, elther generally or in its applica-
tion to any specified case or class of cases, for suspending the operation
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of any enactment, and for applying any enactment, with or without modi-
fication:

(f) Prescribing matters in respect of which fees are to be payable under
emergency regulations, the amount of the fees, and the persons liable to
pay them:

(g) Authorizing the refund or remission, in such circumstances as may be
prescribed by the regulations, of any fees payable under emergency regu-
lations:

(h) Making such provisions as may be deemed necessary for the suppression,
restriction, or control of enemy trade:

(1) Making such provisions as may be deemed advisable with respect to
enemy property:

(J) Providing for the control of prices and for the prevention of profiteer-
1ng :

(k) Promoting the development of standardization, simplification, and cer-
tification in relation to commodities, processes, and practices:

(1) Providing for the protection of debtors and for the regulation and re-
striction of legal proceedings, powers, and remedies:

(m) Creating corporate bodies, and prescribing their powers and functions:

(n) Establishing Courts and tribunals, and conferring jurisdiction upon any
Court or tribunal (whether established under the regulations or other-
wise) or upon any person holding judicial office, whether or not such juris-
diction is exercisable by any other Court, tribunal, or person:

(0) Prescribing the manner in which notices may be given under any emer-
gency regulations, whether by publication in the Gazette or otherwise.

(3) Emergency regulations may empower or provide for empowering such
authorities, persons, or classes of persons as may be specified in the regulations
to make orders, rules, or by-laws for any of the purposes for which emergency
regulations are authorized by this Act to be made, and may contain such inciden-
tal and supplementary provisions as appear to the Governor-General in Council
to be necessary or expedient for the purposes of the regulations.

(4) Any emergency regulations, and any order, rule, or by-law duly made in
pursuance of emergency regulations, shall have effect, notwithstanding any-
thing inconsistent therewith contained in any enactment other than this Act or in
any instrument having effect by virtue of any enactment other than this Aet.

(5) No emergency regulation, and no order, rule, or by-law duly made in pur-
suance of emergency regulations, shall be deemed to be invalid on the ground
that it delegates to or confers on the Governor-General or any other.person or
body any discretionary authority.

(6) Emergency regulations shall have effect as if enacted in this Act, but may
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be added to, altered, or revoked by subsequent emergency regulations.

(7) All regulations made under this Act shall be laid before Parliament as
soon as may be after they are made.

4. (1) Unless the contrary intention appears there-from, any provisions con-
talned in, or having effect under, any emergency regulations shall—

(a) In so far as they specifically impose prohibitions, restrictions, or obliga-
tions in relation to ships or aircraft, or specifically authorize the doing ot
anything in relation to ships or aircraft, apply to all ships and aircraft
in or over New Zealand, and to all ships and aircraft registered- in New
Zealand, wherever they may be; and

(b) In so far as they impose prohibitions, restrictions, or obligations on per-
sons, apply to all persons, in New Zealand and all persons on board any
ship or aircraft registered in New Zealand.

(2) Emergency regulations may make provision whereby the owner, manager,
or charterer of any ship or aircraft registered in New Zealand, being a person
resident in New Zealand or a corporation incorporated under the law of New
Zealand, 1s subjected to restrictions in respect of the employment of persons
outside New Zealand in connection with the management of the ship or aireraft.

(3) Nothing in this section shall be construed to limit the extra-territorial
operation of any emergency regulations.

0. (1) All regulations made under the Public Safety. Conservation Act, 1932,
before the passing of this Act (including all regulations made under the joint
authority of that Act and any other Act) shall for all purposes be deemed as
from the making thereof to have been made with full power and authority and

' to have been valid and of full effect.

(2) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in subsection three of section
three of the Public Safety Conservation Act, 1932, all such regulations that are
in force at the passing of this Act shall continue in force as if they had been
made under this Act.

6. Where any acts have been done before the commencement of any emer-
gency regulations and by virtue of those regulations the aects would have been

valid and lawful if the regulations had been in force when they were done, the

acts shall be deemed to have 'been validly and lawfully done under the authority
of the regulations.

7. Except as otherwise expressly provided in emergency regulations, no
action, claim, or demand whatsoever shall lie or be made or allowed by or in
favour of any person against the Crown, or any Minister of the Crown, or any
officer or person acting in the execution or intended execution of this Act or of
any emergency regulations for or in respect of any damage, loss, or injury sus-
tained or alleged to have been sustained by reason of anything done or purport-
ing to be done under the authority of this Act or of any emergency regulations.

8. The publication in the Gazette or in accordance with the Regulations Act,
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1936, whether before or after the passing of this Act, of any emergency regula-
tions, or of any Order in Council, Proclamation, order, rule, by-law, notice, war-
rant, license, or other act of authority under this Act or under any emergency
regulations shall for all purposes be deemed to be notice thereof to all persons
concerned, and in any prosecution under this Act the lhability of the accused

shall be determined accordingly.

9. (1) Every person who commits, or attempts to commit, or does any act with
intent to commit, or counsels, procures, aids, abets, or incites any other person
to commit, or conspires with any other person (whether in New Z.ealand or else-
where) to commit, any offence against any emergency regulations shall be lia-
ble to such punishment as is prescribed in that behalf by the regulations or,
where no punishment is so provided, shall be liable on summary conviction to
imprisonment for a term of twelve months or to a fine of one hundred pounds,

or to both such imprisonment and such fine.

(2) Nothing in this Act or in any emergency regulations shall be so construed
or shall so operate as to take away or restrict the liability of any person for any
offence punishable independently of this Act, but no person shall be punished

twice for the same offence.

10. (1) In any prosecution under this Act the Court shall take judicial notice
of the existence or termination of a state of war.

(2) Unless the Attorney-General in any case otherwise directs, no person
convicted in any such prosecution shall be released from custody by reason of
and during the pendency of an appeal from the conviction, and warrants may
be issued in execution of the conviction in the same manner as if no appeal had
been instituted, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in any other Act.

LABOUR LEGISLATION EMERGENCY REGULATIONS.
14th September, 1939.

1. These regulations may be cited as the Labour Legislation Emergency Re-
gulations 1939.

2. The provisions of any Act or regulations or orders thereunder, and of
any award or industrial agreement, under the Industrial Conciliation and Arbit-
ration Act, 1925, and its amendments, and of any agreement under the Labour
Disputes Investigation Act, 1913, or of any voluntary agreement affecting con-
ditions of employment, which prohibit or restrict in any way the working of
extended hours on any day or in any week or which relate to the conditions
under which extended hours may be worked may, in order to facilitate the ef-
fective conduct of emergency operations arising out of the war, be suspended
by the Minister of Labour by order published in the Gazette in respect of any
Industry or branch thereof or in any particular case, subject, however, to such

terms and conditions and from such date as the Minister may prescribe in such
order.
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LABOUR LEGISTLATION SUSPENSION ORDER.
15th September, 1939.

1.  Where shifts are worked on the basis of three shifts a day, each worker
employed on shift-work shall receive, in addition to his ordinary wages, the sum
of 3s. per shift, or where shfts are worked on the basis of two shiffs a day the
additional payment shall be rotated.

2. All arrangements for shift-work shall be subject to the approval of the
Minister of Public Works.

3. For all time worked on Saturdays time and a half rates shall be paid.

4. All time occupied in travelling to and from the work outside the ordinary
working-hours shall be paid for at ordinary rates.

9. Except as hereinbefore provided, all extended hours worked shall be paid
for at the rate and subject to the conditions for extended hours specified 1n the
Act, award, or agreement applicable thereto, not being less than at the rate of
time and a half, or if a rate for extended hours is not specified therein, then at
the rate of time and a half.

6. These regulations shall operate on and from the 1st day of September.

“Board™ means the National Patriotic Fund Board established by these regu-
lations.

“Controlling committee’” means the committee controlling any subdivision of
a Provincial Patriotic district:

“Minister” means the Minister of Internal Affairs:

“Moneys” includes the securities upon which moneys are invested and all in-
terest accruing thereon:

“National Council” means the National Patriotic Council established by these
regulations:

“National Fund” means the National Patriotic Fund established by these_

regulations:

“Patriotic Fund” means any fund raised or goods or articles collected wholly
or m part by private subscription and public appeal for purposes that com-
prise or include any patriotic purpose:

“Patriotic purpose” or “purpose” means any purpose in connection with the
war, and 1n particular any of the following purposes—

(a) The relief of distress occasioned by the war, whether in New Zealand
or elsewhere in the British dominions, or in any territory under His Majes-
ty’s protection or mandate or in the territory of any State allied to His
Majesty, whether such territory isin enemy occupation or not:

(b) The supply or provision of comforts, convenlences, amenities, or
special equipment to members of His Majesty’s Naval, Military, or Air
Forces. '

(¢) The relief, assistance, or support of members of the said Forces who
may be sick, wounded disabled, or out of employment, or for the relief,
assistance, or support of their dependants or of the dependants of members

who may lose their lives directly or indirectly in or in connection with the
war :

(d) Any other purpose which by notice in the Gazette the Minister de-
clares to be a patriotic purpose:

“Provincial Council” means a Provincial Patriotic Counclil established by these

regulations:

“Provincial District” means a Provincial Patriotic District established by and
for the purposes of these regulations:

“Provincial Fund” means a Provincial Patriotic Fund established by these
regulations:

“Provincial Organization’” means a Provincial Patriotic Organization estab-
lished by these regulations:
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“The war’ means any war in which His Majestyds engaged at any time dur-
ing the continuance of these regulations.

(4) These regulations shall apply in respect of —

(a) Moneys and personal property raised or solicited in New Zealand
for patriotic purposes;

(b) Moneys and personal property raised overseas and brought to New
Zealand for patriotic purposes;

(c) Moneys and personal property raised in New Zealand and held by
the High Commissioner for New Zealand in London for patriotic purposes;

(d) The proceeds and investments of such moneys or other personal
property, whether in the form of real property or personal property,—
and, so far as lawfully may, shall also apply in respect of—

(e) Moneys and other personal property raised in New Zealand for pat-
riotic purposes and expended or applied overseas by persons or bodies ordi-
narily resident in New Zealand, or, as the case may be, having therein the
headquarters controlling such overseas expenditure or application of such
moneys or personal property.

PART I..—NATIONAL ORGANIZATION.
REGULATION 2.—PATRIOTIC FUNDS.

(1) Save pursuant to any exemption granted under clauses (5) and (6) of
Regulation 3 hereof, it shall not be lawful for any person to establish any pat-
riotic fund except the National Patriotic Fund and the Provincial Patriotic Funds
established by these regulations.

(2) Every person who commits or assits in committing a breach of this regu-
lation shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine of £100, and all moneys
and other personal property raised for any patriotic fund unlawfully established
shall ' become the property of the National Fund or such Provincial Fund as the
Minister directs.

REGULATION 3.—ADMINISTRATION.

(1) These regulations shall be administered by the Minister of Internal Affairs.

(2) All such officers as may be required for such administration shall be ap-
pointed as officers of the Public Service.

(3) The Minister may from time to time, by writing under his hand, make
such rules or orders as he thinks fit for the purpose of giving -effect to any re-
commendation of the Council under Regulation 8 hereof which has been adopted
by him and for the purpose generally of giving full effect to the intent and pur-
poses of these regulations and to anything done in exercise of any power or
authority conferred thereby or by any such rule or order on any person.
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(4) Every such rule or order shall have full force and effect according to the
tenor thereof in all respects as if it formed part of these regulations.

(6) The Minister may from time to time, by notice in the Gazette exempt,
wholly or partly, and subject to such conditions as he thinks fit to impose, any
patriotic purpose from the application of these regulations or declare any pur-
pose specified in such notice not to be a patriotic purpose under these regulations,
and any such notice may at any time in like manner be varied or revoked.

(6) The Minister may from time to time, subject to such econditions as he
thinks fit, delegate to any Provinfecial Council or to any controlling committee the
power of exemption conferred on him by the last preceding clause of this regu-
lation. Any such delegation may be in respect of patriotic purposes generally or
any specified patriotic purpose and may at any time be revoked by the Minister.

REGULATION 4.—NATIONAL PATRIOTIC COUNCIL.

(1). There is hereby established an advisory council to be called ““the National
Patriotic Council.”

(2) The Council shall consist of such persons as the Minister from time to
time appoints to be members of the Council. Any person may be so appointed
by name or as the holder for the time being of any office. One of such persons
shall be so appolnted as Chairman and another as Deputy Chairman of the
Couneil.

(3) Every person appointed under the last preceding clause shall hold office

during the pleasure of the Minister.

(4) The members of the Council other than persons (if any) In the service
of the Government shall be paid all locomotion, board, and lodging expenses
reasonably incurred by them and approved by the Minister in respect of their
attendance at meetings of the Council or their travelling with the authority of
the Minister on the business of the Council.

REGULATION 5.—PROCEEDINGS OF THE COUNCIL.

(1) Meetings of the Council shall be held at such times and places as the
Minister appoints for that purpose.

(2) The Chalrman shall preside at all meetings of the Council at which he
1s present. In the absence of the Chairman from any meeting, the Deputy Chair-
man shall be the Chairman. If at any meeting neither the Chairman nor the
Deputy Chairman is present, the members present shall select one of their
number to be the Chairman for the purposes of that meeting.

(3) At any méeting of the Council a quorum shall consist of onethird of the
persons for the time being appointed as members of the Council.

(4) At any meeting of the Council the Chairman shall have a de-liberative
vote, and in the case of an equality or votes he shall also have a casting vote.

B

All quest—iohs before the Council shall be determined by a majority of the valid
votes recorded thereon.

(6) Save as otherwise expressly provided by the Minister, the Council may
regulate, in such manner as it thinks flt, the procedure of itself and any commit-

tee appointed by it under the next succeeding regulation.

(6) For the purpose of better enabling the Council to fulfit its functions, the
Governor-General may from time to time appoint any person or persons, wheth-
er members of the Council or not, as a Commission under the Commissions of In-

quiry Act, 1908, to inquire into any matter in respect of which the Council has
any power, jurisdiction, authority, or duty.

REGULATION 6.—COMMITTEES OF THE COUNCIL.

(1) The Council may from time to time appoint such committees as it thinks
fit to assist it in the discharge of its functions under these regulations, and may
appoint as members of any such committee, or authorize any such committee to
co-opt as members thereof, persons who are not members of the Council.

(2) The Council may at any time and from time to time discharge, alter, con-
tinue, or reconstritute any committee ordischarge any member of a committee,
and, if it thinks fit, appoint another member in his stead.

(3) The Council may refer to any such committee any matters for consider-

ation or inquiry, and may with the approval of the Minister delegate to any such

committee any of the powers and duties by these regulations conferred upon the
Counecil. '

REGULATION 7.—GENERAL FUNCTIONS OF THE COUNCIL.

The general functions of the Council shall be—

(a) To advise the Minister, the Board, Provincial Councils, and controlling
committees on all matters affecting the administration of these regula-
tions to the end that activities for approved patriotic purposes shall be
eficiently and economically carried on and that moneys and other pro-

perty real or personal raised and acquired shall be used to the best ad-
vantage of those purposes:

(b) From time to time to make such investigations and inquiries as it deems
necessary or as the Minister directs it to make: and

(¢) Generally to exercise and perform all such specific powers and duties as
are conterred or imposed on it by these regulations.

REGULATION 8.—PARTICULAR FUNCTIONS OF THE COUNCIL.

(d) Investigate and report on organization of efforts for patriotic purposes

to the end that overlapping and unnecessarily recurring demands on
public generosity. may ‘be avoided: |

Investigate the nature of and necessity for supplies or provisions for
the time being of comforts, conveniences amenities, or special equipment
to members of the Forces to the end that the same shall be of practical
use and benefit in the conditions under which the Forces are for the time
being serving, and available as and when required, .and that unnecessary
and wasteful work in supplying unsuitable goods or wasterful oversup-
ply of suitable goods may be avoided, and to make recommendations to
the Minister from time to time as to—

PART II..—PROVINCIAL PATRIOTIC DISTRICTS AND ORGANIZATIONS.
REGULATION 9.—PROVINCIAL PATRIOTIC DISTRICTS.

(1) For the purposes of these regulations New Zealand is hereby divided
Into provincial patriotic districts, which are hereby declared to be the provinecial
districts established by and with the boundaries specified by the Minister under
section 11 of the New Zealand Centennial Act, 1938, by notice bearing date the
17th day of December, 1938, and published in the Gazette of the 21st day of
that month at page 2832. |

(2) Every alteration of such boundaries shall have effect for the purposes of
these regulations. |

(3) All subdivisions of provincial centennial districts duly made under sec-
tion 14 of the New Zealand Centennial Act, 1938, whether made before or after
the commencement of these regulations, shall be subdivisions of provincial pat-
riotic districts under these regulations.

REGULATION 10.—PROVINCIAL PATRIOTIC ORGANIZATIONS.

(1) For every provineial patriotic district there shall be a provinecial patriotic R

organization, which shall consist of the Provincial Patriotic Counecil and all con-
trolling committees within such district.

(2) The several Provincial Centennial Councils and controlling committees
under the New Zéaland Centennial Act, 1938, existing from time to time are
hereby declared to be Provincial Patriotic Councils and controlling committees
for the purposes of these regulations.

(3) Every Provincial Council shall from time to time extend its membership
and that of any controlling committee in such manner as it deems necessary for
the more effective carrying-out of its functions and duties under these regulations
and 'constitute such special committees of itself or of controlling committees for
patriotic purposes as it deems necessary, and may also from time to time con-

stitute controlling committees for specified subdivisions of the provincial
district.

(4) The powers, 'funct_ions, and duties of every controlling committee shall
be such as the Provincial Council from time to time determines.

REGULATION 11.—PROVINCIAL PATRIOTIC COUNCILS.

(1) Every Provincial Council shall for the purpose of its functions under
regulations be a body corporate, with perpetual succession and a common seal,
and shall be capable of holding real and personal property and of doing and
suffering all that bodies corporate may do and suffer.

(2) Every Provincial Council shall from time to time notify in the Gezette an
address at which documents may be served, and any document may be served
on the Council by leaving it at the notified office or by sending it through the
post 1n a registered letter addressed to the Council at that office.

(3) Subject to clause (4) hereof, every Provincial Council shall with respect
to 1ts own provincial district have—

(a) The sole power to specify the' approved patriotic purposes for which the
moneys shall be received for and expended out of that fund and for which
goods of any kind shall be received and distributed :

(b) The sole power to appoint authorized collectors, but may delegate such
power to the Chairman of the Council or, with respect to any subdivision
of the provincial district, to the controlling committee of such subdivision
which may delegate sueh power to the Chairman of such committee or to
the Mayor or Chairman of any local authorlty formmg part of such sub-
division:

Provided that any such delegation may at any time be revoked :

(c) The sole power to expend or apply, by itself or by any person or body
appointed by it as its agent in that behalf, the moneys forming part of that

Fund, or other personal property acquired by it or on its behalf for approved
patriotic purposes:

(d) The power to regulate and control the activities of all controlling com-
mittees within the provincial organization and all authorized collectors and
agents for expenditure or application of moneys or other personal property,
and to prohibit any particular activity from being carried on by any such
controlling committee or authorized collector or agent: .

(e) Generally the power to do all things necﬂessa'ry. for the effective carrying;
out of approved patriotic purposes and the administration of the Provincial
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Fund.

(4) Every power, function, or duty conferred by the last preceding clause
shall be exercised or performed subject to any other provision of these regula-
tions conferring any jurisdiction or power on the Minister or any other person
with regard to the matters mentioned in that clause, and nothing in this regula-

tion shall operate in any way to limit the Board in its powers, duties, and funec-

tions with respect to the National Fund.

REGULATION 12.—FINANCE OF PROVINCIAL PATRIOTIC
ORGANIZATIONS. '

(1) The Funds of every provincial patriotic organization shall consist of all
moneys coming into its possession or into the possession of any person on its
behalf for the purpose of its Patriotic Fund.

(2) It shall not be lawful for any such moneys to be expended for any pur-
pose other than the approved particular purpose or purposes for which they
were received or are otherwise authorized by these regulations to be expended
or for meeting such expenditure as may have been reasonably incurred in the
ralsing of such moneys and in the administration of the Patriotic Fund.

PART III,—NATIONAL PATRIOTIC FUND AND BOARD.

REGULATION 13.—NATIONAL PATRIQTIC FUND ESTABLISHED.

(1) There is hereby established a fund, to be called the “National Patriotic
Fund,” which shall consist of— '

(a) All moneys that may be contributed to the Fund or that may otherwise
be lawfully payable into the Fund:

(b) All moneys received by the Board from the sale or other disposal of any
property of the Board:

(c) All accumulations of moneys belonging to the Fund.

(2) All moneys belonging to the Fund shall be paid into an account at the

Reserve Bank of New Zealand to be called “the National Patriotic Fund
Account.”

(3) No moneys shall be paid out of the National Fund Account except pur-
suant to a resolution of the Board.

REGULATION 14— NATIONAL PATRIOTIC FUND BOARD.

(1) For the purpose of administering the National Fund there is hereby esta-
blished a Board, to be called “the National Patriotic Fund Board.”

(2) The Board shall consist of the Governor-General, who shall be the Chair-
man of the Board, and such other persons as the Minister from time to time
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appoints to be members of the Board either by name or as the holder for the

time being of any office. One of such persons shall be so appointed as Deputy
Chairman of the Board.

(3) Every person appointed by the Minister under the last preceding clause
shall hold office during the pleasure of the Minister.

(4) The members of the Board, other than the Governor-General and persons
(if any) in the service of the Government, shall be pald all locomotion, board
and lodging expenses reasonably incurred by them and approved by the Min-

ister in respect of their attendance at meetings of the Board or their travelling
by direction of the Board on the business of the Board.

’

(5) The Board shall be a body corporate, with perpetual succession and a
common seal, and shall be capable of helding real and personal property and
of doing and suffering all that bodies corporate may do and suffer.

(6) The Board shall from time to time notify in the Gazette an address at
which documents may be served, and any document may be served on the Board

by leaving it at the notified office or by sending it through the post in a register-
ed letter addressed to the Board at that office.

(7) There may from time to time be appointed as officers of the Public Service
a Secretary of the Board and such other officers as may be deemed necessary for
the purpose of carrying out the functions of the Board.

REGULATION 15.«-CONTRACTS OF THE BOARD.

(1) Any contract which, if made between private persons, must be by deed
shall, if made by the Board, be in writing under the seal of the Board.

(2) Any contract which, if made between private persons, must be in writing
signed by the parties to be charged therewith shall, if made by the Board, be

either under the seal of the Board of signed by two or more members of the Board
on behalf of and by direction of the Board.

(3) Any contract which, if made between private persons, may be made oral-
ly may be similarly made by or on behalf of the Board by any member of the
Board acting on behalf of and by direction of the Board, but no oral contract
shall be made involving the payment by the Board of a sum exceeding £20.

(4) Notwithstanding anything in the foregoing provisions of this regulation,
no contract made by or on behalf of the Board shall be invalid by reason only
that it is not made in the manner prescribed by this regulation if it is made

pursuant to a resolution of the Board or to give effect to a resolution of the
Board.

REGULATION 16.—MEETINGS OF THE BOARD.

(1) Meetings of the Board shall be held at such times and places a's the
Chairman or the Deputy Chairman appoints for that purpose.

(2) The Chairman shall preside at all meetings of the Board at which he is
present. In the absence of the Chairman from any meeting the Deputy Chair-
man shall be the Chairman. If at any meeting neither the Chairman nor the
Deputy Chairman is present the members present shall select one of their num-
ber to be the Chairman for the purposes of that meeting.

(3) At any meeting of the Board a quorum shall consist of one-third of the
persons for the time being appointed by the Minister as members of the Board.

(4) At any meeting of the Board the Chairman shall have a deliberative vote,
and in the case of an equality of votes he shall also have a casting vote. All
questions before the Board shall be determined by a majority of the valid votes
recorded thereon.

(5) Subject to the provisions of these regulations or any rule or order of the
Minister made thereunder, the Board shall regulate its own procedure.

REGULATION 17.—GENERAL FUNCTION OF THE BOARD.

The general function of the Board shall be to administer the National Fund in
accordance with the provisions of these regulations to the end that the moneys
of the Fund shall be expended to the best advantage on the approved purposes
for which such moneys were paid into the Fund.

REGULATION 18.—POWERS OF THE BOARD.

(1) The Board shall have all such powers as may be reasonably necessary
for the efficient performance of its functions and duties under these regulations.
Without limiting the general provision hereinbefore contained, it is. hereby de-

clared that subject to the provisions of these regulations the board may from
time to time—

(a) Acquire, either by purchase, gift, or otherwise, any land, interest in land,
or chattels for the purpose of carrying out the purposes to which the

National Fund is applicable or the functions of the Board under these regu-
lations:

(b) Improve any land so acquired by the Board for the purposes for which
such land or such interest therein was so acquired: |

(c) Erect, improve, alter, extend, equip, furnish, repair, and maintain any
buildings on such land used or intended to be used for such purposes as
~aforesaid: '

(d) Establish institutions on any such land for such purposes as aforesaid
and maintain such institutions:

(e) Make grants of money or gifts of chattels to or for the purpose of any
approved fund:

(f) Generally expend or grant, with or without interest, loans out of moneys
of the National Fund for the purposes for which such moneys were paid
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into the Fund:

(g) Sell or otherwise dispose of any property of the Board that is not required

to carry out the purposes to which the National Fund is appllcable or the
functions of the Board under these regulations.

(2) The Board may decline to accept any donation or bequest of money or
any devise or gift of land or chattels if in its opinion any conditions upon which
such donation, bequest, devise, or gift,is made are such as to preclude such
money, land, or chattels from being used or disposed of to the best advantage
by the Board for the purposes of the National Fund or if, in its oplinion, any
such land or chattels cannot be so used or disposed of to such advantage.

(3) In making any grant, gift, or loan under paragraphs (e) and (f) of clause
(1) of this regulation the Board may in its discretion impose such conditions as
it thinks fit for the purpose of ensuring that the grant, gift, or loan is expended
or used or disposed of only for the purposes for which it is made and to the best
advantage, but the Board shall not be obliged to see to the appllcatlon or be
responsible for the misapplication or non-application of any such grant, gift, or

loan or of any other moneys or land or chattels expended or disposed of under
these regulations except by the Board itself.

(4) Any person wilfully committing a breach of any condition imposed by
the Board under the last preceding clause commits an offence and is liable on
summary conviction to a fine of £100 and, if the offence is a continuing one, to a
further fine of £10 for each day or part of a day during which offence continues.

REGULATION 19.—COMMITTEES OF THE BOARD.

(1) The Board may from time to time appoint such committees as it thinks
iit to assist it in the discharge of its functions under these regulations, and may
appoint as members of any such committee, or authorize any such committee to
co-opt as members thereof, persons who are not members of the Board.

(2) The Board may at any time and from time to time discharge, alter, con-
tinue, or reconstitute any committee or discharge any member of a committee,
and, if 1t thinks fit, appoint another member in his stead.

(3) The Board may refer to any such committee any matters for consider-
ation or inquiry or regulation and may within limits defined by the Board dele-

gate to any such committee any of the powers, duties, and functions of the
Board. |

REGULATION 20.—VESTING CONTROL AND INVESTMENT OF
PROPERTY.

(1) All land, interest in land, and chattels purchased with money belonging

to the National Fund or acquired in any manner by the Board shall be vested in
the Board.
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(2) The Board for the purpose of managing any property vested in it or car-
rying on and maintaining any institution established by it may appoint such per-
sons as it thinks fit or may appoint any body corporate which the Board is satis-
fied is specially qualified for that purpose to manage, carry on, or maintain any
such property or institution on behalf of the Board on such terms and conditions
as may be agreed on by the Board and such persons or body corporate.

(3) Any moneys belonging to the National Fund and not immediately requir-
ed for expendliture by the Board may from time to time be invested in such se-
curities (being securities in which, for the time belng, trust-moneys may lawful-
ly be invested under the provisions of the Trustee Act., 1908) in such manner
and for such periods as the Minister of Finance may approve, either generally
with respect to all investments or with respect to any particular investment.

REGULATION 21.—ANNUAL REPORT AND STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS.

(1) At the end of each financial year the Board shall cause to be pr epared a
report of the proceeding of the Board for the year.
