the Matter to be caft out, which comes into the Mouth
without its proceeding from the Lungs; as alfo that there
arc a great many parts in it, which reccive the Matter
which we call the Talte : but this wants a furcher En-

Y Remember that fome time fince, I promifed to fugs
B geft a thing to the Society relating to the Migration
of Birds, which I conceive may-conduace-to the.Difcove-
ry of that pretty Phenomenon 5 and Iam forry I forgot
it till the Fynxc (juft now come) hath brought it to my
Thoughts. The Bufinefs I would humbly recommend
35, That the Members.of the Secéery aul over thie Realm,
would themfelves, or procure their inquifitive Friends to
obf¢rve, and note down the very Day they firlt fee or
hear of the Approach of any of the Migratory Birdss
And it may be convenient alfo toobferve how the:Winds
fit at the fame time, efpecially towards the Sea-coalts.
The {everal Obfervations ought to be communicated to
the Societye Which when compared together, we may
probably make a good guefs which way thofe Birds come,
whether fromward the Eaft, or any other Point. The
Fyme ot Wryneck (for inftance) which I take to be un-
doubtedly a Bird of Paffage, I firt. heard this Year on
March 29, the Wind Southerly, or S. Wetketly that and

the preceding Day 5 but Eafterly before, The Certlm'g-
' alfe
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alfo or Creeper (which leaveth us in Efex antil the
Spring, but whether a Bird of Paflage Ican’c tell,: this
Bird I'fay) Ifaw firlt on March 23, the Winds that Day
varying from S. to N. but blowing ftrongly the Day be-
fore from the Weltward. Now if thofe Birds in the
more Wefterly, or any other parts, at 100, 200 or more
Miles diftance, fhould be difccvered to come fooner or
later, we might conclude, that accordingly they came
fromward the. Eaft or Weft, or other Point, efpecially
if about the fame time the Winds feemed to favour their
Flight. - Thefe are all the Migratory Birds 1 have feen
as yet this Year. But for a farther Sample T fhall annex
my Obfervations laft Year, viz. The Swallewcame March
31, making a great Outcry at his ‘Approach, as if he faw
fomething firange. April 1, the Fynx firlt yelped here.
April 4th, 1 firftefpied the Ruticilla or Redftart. The 5th
I {aw the Martin. The 6th the Nightingale firlt fang
with us. ‘The 7th the Cuckow T was told was heard,and
the gth I heard it my felf. The 17th, Iheard the Swift
or Black-Martin {queek in an Hole in my Houfe, in which
it hath quietly built for feveral Yeats : Bat it bei‘ng cold
Weather, be did not fly abroad till fome Days after; As
to the Coaft of the Winds about thofe times, they may
(if defired) bebelt feen in my Tables. which [ willfend
you, &e.
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
