RIVER DISASTERS RECALLED.

'l"le Buarning and Sioking of Steam-
_ boats During the Last Twenty-
Five Years,

There have been in the last 25 years
only half a dozen steamboat disasters
that, in terrific loss of life, are in any
wiy comparable to the calamity that
befell the City o'f Pittsburg on a recent
Sunday moraing, says the St. Louis Re-
public.

The most recent of these fatalities
wus the overturning of the Golconda
about twomonthsago. The vessel was
on its way from Paducah, when a tierce
storm overtook her. The wind blew so
fiercely that the boat, which was ouly
a small packet, careened. Several per-
sons, including women and children,
were drowned.

The sinking of the City of Paducah
nearly a year ago at Brunkhorst Land-
ing, 115 miles below St. Louis, caused
the death of at least 13 persons. The
boat had made the landing and was
backing out into the muin channel,
when she struck a hiddensnag. A hole
40 feet long was torn in her hull, and
she sank so rapidly that there was no
®me to awaken the passengers and
sleeping roustabouts, many of whom
perished. The City of Paducah settled
in 26 feet of water and never waas
raised.

Several persons among the passen-
gers and crew of the Kate Adams lost
their lives by the burning of that boat
in January, 1389, She took fire in the
cabin and was almost wholly aflame
when her commander brought her to
the bank a short distance abave Com-
merce, & point 40 miles south of Mem-
phis. The Kate Adams was an ex-
ceptionally fast boat, and to her fell
the honor of conveying President
Grover Cleveland from West femphia
to Memphis on the occasion of Lis visit
to that city in 1838,

The most terrible catastrophe on
the Mississippi river or any of its trib-
utaries since the destruction of the Sul-
tana and before the burning of the
City of Pittsburg, was the disaster
that overtook the Hannah Banks,
about 12 years ago, near Plaquemine,
La., ten miles above New Orleans. Al-
though not accompanied by such large
loss of life, the accident is almost with-
out parallel because of the horrible
circumstances under which several
persons perished after their rescue
seemed certain.

The boat was southward bound with
a big cargo and a large number of per-
sons aboard her. While in midstream
fire was discovered in nne of the for-
ward cabins. The command to bank
her was given. and at once the pilot
turned her to land. The fire gained
rapid headway. driving the passengers
to the lower deck. Many leaped into
the water, while the rest. confident
that the boat would safely reach the
bank, remained aboard.

The pilot stood at the wheel, his
clothes smoking and his flesh blister-
ing in the fierce heat. The engineers,
too. kept their posts answering the
eignalsuntil the boat was run aground.
Then fallowed the horrible scenes
that stamped the catastrophe as
among the worst in the history of such
events. .

Many of the crew and passengers
leaped from the hnat to the bank,
where they sank nearly waist-deep in
in a sort of quicksand. In the attempt
to save the unfortunate men and wom-
en, some of the crew piled boxes and
timbers between the burning bopt and
the helpless victims. The intense heat
soon fired the boxes, and the strug-
zling beings died in agony before the
eyes of their companions.

TAXATION OF CATS.

In every considerable community in ‘

this broad land the owner of a dog has
been compelled to pay a license tax,
while his neighbor’s cat has been al-
lowed to expand its tail on the wood-
shed roof in taxless liberty. The rank
injustice of this discrimination has
Leen apparent to every catless dog
owner. In the name of kindness a bill
has been introduced in the Massachu-
setts legislature which provides for a
license on cats, the tax being 50 cents
each. [t authorizes mayorsand select-
men to kill all unlicensed felines. In
order to win the support of the lovers
of the cat it is pretended that there
are many starving and boy-tortured
cats which it would be a mercy to put
out of the way. Infact, however, there
is little doubt that it is the long-indig-
nant dog owners who have devised this
scheme of justice,

curs, [t is urged that dogs are a nui-
sance on many accounts, noisy at night
and a danger in the glleged mad dog
season. In the city they are held tobe
entirely useless.

The ami-
able dog which wags his tail when the
delivery boy comes will welcome a
tramp or a burglar as a dear friend.
Cats, however, says the Thiladelphia
.Record, are not less noisy and danger-
ons than dogs, but the reverse. Their
midnight imitation of a baby with colic
creates an epidemic of insomnia, and
they are as liable as dogs to rabies.
They are vastly more dangerous as car-
riers of diseaxe germs. They lack the
affection and fidelity of the dog. In
short, every argument in favor of dog
license i fully as strong in favor of
cat license.

"o WARY GEESE SHOT.

Texas Hanterns Make Use of & Hed-
Sheet (o Get in Rauge of &
Big Floek,

Wild gecse an the southeru coaxt are’
smarter than they used to be - a result
of muny guns barking steadily through
the winter months.  On the Texus
coansl the geexe feed inland all day,
nibbling the short prairie grasses, and
filying back to sadt water at sunset,
say~x the New York Sun.

To kill them formerly it was neces-
zary only to get a good stand in one
of their pusses and wait. for the out-
going hordes. The darker it got the
lower they flew, until finally at dusk
they might almost have been reached
with a fishing pole. Now in going out
to roost orcoming in for feed they sua-
pect a gunner in every clump of grass
and they fly high.

In February there was a band of
geese more than a thousand strong
which fed 12 miles inland from the
wesiern end of Aransas bay. They fol-
fowed a well-defined route eaeh day,
going and coming, and to kill dozens
of them would have been an casy mat-,
ter if they had traveled within gun-
shot. They ~swept over the Jand, how-
ever.a hatf mile high.

The prairie on which they descend-
ed was as level aw a billiard table and
destitute of any sart of cover. There
Wiy no getting at them on their feed-
ing grounds, and apparently it was
timpossible to reach them on  their
roost,

They developed ane habit, however,
which eventually prosed the undoing
of ~ome of them. They left the prairie
when the sun wasan hour high. Inthe
bay 11, miles from the mainland was
a low island of white sand, ten acresin
extent. The geese uxed to perch on
this and waddle about for a half hour
or so before taking to the still water
for a night's rest.

Four hoanters in camp had shat mal-
lards and redheads for a week in that
neighborhond and lnoked longingly at
the geese. They had gone to the prai-
rie once or twice and tried squatting
in the pass and hoarsely hoaking with-
out result,

One of them, named Shannonhonse,
devised a plan which he thought would
work. In the afiernoon all four of
them went to the island ina boat and
one of them puiled the boat back to
share.

Shannonhouse had  amw  ordinary
white bedsheet. Its four eorners were
tied to the tops of stout’ pag~ 15 inches
Iong. They drove these pegs <ix inches
into the sand of that part of the is-
land most used by the The
sheet was stretched tightly betwgen
them.

Looking northward when the sun
got low they saw the first “V™ headed
toward them and scuttied under the
sheet, lving flat on their baeks with
the cloth within a half inch of their
nonses. This sheet was indistinguish-

‘able from the sand at 50 yards dis-
tance. .

They lay there hal? an honr. They
enuld hear the geese striking the sand
softly near them.

sprang up. guns in hand. They were
