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EXPLANATORY NOTE

f.  The object of this publication is to illustrate, by statistical figures,the condition of opium suppression in various pro-
vinces throughout the country, soas to serve as a hasis for the study of the opium problem in its present status and for the work

of opium suppression,

2. The scope of the statistics as presented in this report is, in accordance with the functions of this Commission, limited

to the following three divisions:
(a) Statistics of Imports of Narcotics Drugs.
() Statistics of the Work of Opium Suppression,
(c) Statistics of 1llicit Traffic in Opium and Narcotics.

3. The data used in this report are for calendar year 1931, with the exception of that in a few instances data for 1930

are employed in comparison with that vear,

4. The source of the data used in this report is derived from the Ministries of Judicial Administration, Finance and
Communications and Various provincial governments, which furnish this Commission monthly or quarterly returns for purposes of
tnformation. Returns ave sometimes received after the compilation of the statistics, in which case the data thus supplied cannot be

included in this report,

5. The units of weight used in the tables of this report are based upon the national standard system of weights as adopt-
ed by the Ministry of Industry, with the exception of Tables ! and 38 in which the metric system of grams and kilograms is
applied, following the usage of the League of Nations and the Chinese Post Offices. In the tables showing the quantities of opium

and narcotics seized by various customs offices and courts, tasls are used throughout, unless otherwise indicated.

6. The tables respecting the classification of the occupation of the addicts of opium and its substitutes are, according to
the usage of the Directorate of Statistics of the National Government, divided into nine groups, With regard to the age of the

addicts, the class intervals of 15-24 and 25-35, etc., are adopted.

The tables of contents of this report may be illustrated as follows :

Tables 1 aud 2 show the statistics of imports of narcotic drugs. The importation of narcotic drugs is to meet
the medicinal and scientific requirements of the country; over-importation of narcotic drugs generally flows into
licit channels, The total quantity of narcotic drugs legally imported during the calendar year 1931 is 966 kilo-
grams, including opiun preparations 721 kiloyrams, morphine 118 kilograms and diacetylmorphine 33 kilograms,
more than twice as much as the quantity of 1930. If classified accerding to the quantities supplied by export-
ing countries, the order will be Great Britain, Japan, France and Germany; and if considered in respect of the
demand of the whole population, the amount per capita is quite insignificant, But this amount will gradually
increase, as the medical science of the country develops. In these tables, ‘‘Dairen’’ is put in a separate item,

following the usage of the L.eague of Nations

Tables 3-7 show the statistics of reformatory hospitals together with the number of addicts cured and discharged.
These statistics are compiled in accordance with Article 17 of the Opium Suppression Act, providing for the
establishment of reformatory hospitals in various provinces and municipalities, During the calendar year 1931,
there are established in six provinces 41 reformatory hospitals, and the number of addicts cured and discharged
is 3,280, in which 3,024 are males and 256 females. The age of the addicts generally varies from 20 to 50,
among which the majority is between 25 and 40, Their occupation is mostly commerce, and the number of
unemploved is also great, The length of addiction is an important phase of the studv of the opium problem, but
the material in this respect is limited. The table showing the addicts of two districts of Hupeh with regard to
the number of years that they have acquired their habit, and to their daily doses, serves only to illustrate the
veneral condition of the whole country. In these districts the number of years of addiction is mostly from 3 to §,

and the daily dese of the addicts is 2 or 3 chien.

Table 8 shows the statistics of reported opium charged. It is decided by this Commission that the people may
from time to time submit accusation reports to the competent authorities, according to the procedure as provided
in the regulations relating thereto, with a view to the eff:ctive enforcement of prohibitory measures. The accusa-

tion reports received by the Commission during the calendar year 1931 are 218 in number, and the persons accused



are 52, including 34 officials and 18 civilians.

(d) Table 9 shows the statistics of acreage of poppy cultivated regions under investigation. These statistics are

compiled in accordance with the Regulations relating to the Conduction of Investigations by District Magistrates
in Poppy Cultivated Regions. On account of lack of data this table serves only to 1llustrate tke acreage of poppy

cultivated regions in the 9 districts of the Province of Fukien as under investigation.

Table 10 shows the statistics of recidivists. It is always the case that addicts after being cured and discharged
from reformatory hospitals, or sent to the local courts and dealt with according to law, are likely to acquire the
habit again. But it is difficult to find out from the addicts whether their act of using or smoking opium or its
substitutes has been repeated. This Table indicates that the number of recidivists in Nanking is 377 out of a

total of 3,419 addicts, during the calendar vear 1931, as discovered through finger-print by the Metropolitan
Police Bureau.

Table 11-16 show the statistics of smoking paraphernalia, apparatus, fines imposed and terms of imprisonment.
Smoking paraphernalia include pipes, lamps, etc., and apparatus include hypodermic syringes and needles.
In the table showing statistics of fines, there are divided into (1) fines imposed and (2) fines collected; and in

the table showing the statistics of the terms of imprisonment, the number of days of imprisonment is given,

Tabl:s 17-18 show the statistics of the cases first tried by the public safety bureaux of various provinces and

municipalities. These tables are based upon the statistics furnished by the Ministry of the Interior for the

calendar year 1931, to be employed in comparison with the statistics of the cases tried by the local courts.

Table 19-31 show the statistics of the addicts, cases classified, age, occupation, sentences classified, fines imposed
and terms of imprisonment of the whole country. As the returns received are limited to fourteen provinces, it is

not possible to work out a table covering all the provinces in the country,

Tables 32-38 show the statistics of illicit traffic. The control of illicit traffic is an important part of the work of
opium suppression. The smuggling of manufactured drug in enormous quantities threatens to present a very
serious problem to the Government. The total quantity of narcotics seized by the customs authorities exceeds

230,000 taels, including 219,165.50 taels of raw opium, 11,626.03 taels of heroin and 1,904.50 taels of morphine,



Table 37 shows that almost all seized quantities of morphine, cocaine, beroin and codeine are smuggled by for-
eign nationals, and a great part of raw opium and prepared opium seized by customs authorities also appears to
be smuggled by foreign nationals, as it is all of foreign origin. As to the nationality of the smugglers, the Japan-

ese percentage is 27.93, the highest of all except that of the unkown.
