Marblehead, Mass.—The therapeutie

valus of interesting manual! work for
tired brains has long been recognized.
Two Marblehead physicians, who have
made a special study of nervous dis-
eases. have hit upon the idea of es-
tablishing in this seaside town an
Arts and Crafts sanatorium.

They had long held that rest treat-
meant is often unwise for those #uffer-
ing from nervous breakdown, because
physical rest does not necessarily {n-
clude rest for the mind and the nervea
The beginning of ithe sanatorium was
in 8 small shop. but now the house
formerly occupied by the Bay View
Yacht club at Marblehead (s its work-
shop headquarters. Here a dozen or
more patients are regularly to be
found pursuing one or another of the
handicrafts adopted vy the sanatorium.

The atmosphere of the house is
cheery and normal. Thera is nothing
anywhere to suggest iilness or nerves.
On the piazzas, which are swept by
the tonic breezes of the harbor, and in
front of which yachts continually pass,
the patients. stay several hours a day.
Four skijllful girls are on hand to help
in the teaching, and over them and the
patients Miss Jessie Luther, who con-
trols the technical part of the shop,
keeps a watchful eye. Miss Luther
goé her training at Hull bouse, Chi-
cago.

At frequent intarvals nourishment
is served, and whenever there is the
slightest Indication that a worker is
becoming over-tired it'is tactfully sug-
gested that she rest for awhile in
the cozy livingroom upstairs, whers
books., magazines, easy chairs, and—
on chilly days—an open fire supply
a thoroughly delightful atmosphere of
home.

Weaving, wood carving and pottery
are the principal branches taught in
the school, and of these weaving and
pottery are the favorites. [n the for-
mer, Miss Luther encourages the pa-
tient to undertake only the simplest
parts, however, because it would be
easy to overwork at the big, old-fash-
foned looms with which the ‘shop is
equipped. The rugs made here are
very beautiful, and are much in de-
mand, vorth shore people having dis-
oovered that they need only send the
dimenaions and coior scheme desired.
to be supplied promptly with artistic
and characteristic floor coverings. The
herringbone 'counterpanes and the
Swedish table covers turned out hers
are thoroughly diatinctive, also—so
much, 80, indeed, that the products of
the handicraft sanatorium are now
eagerly sought for at the arta and
erafis shops. .

From the first it bas been the pol-
Icy that the shop or sechool, as it is
sometimea called. should not in any
sanse be a play shop, but that its
producta should always be of the bet-
ter sort. To this end trained work-
ers who should also be teachers and

-active producers were employed.

The patients are mostly clever per-
sons, and in a short time they become
good workers. It is noped, therefore.
that besides helping a great many
nervous invalids the school will soon
make a widely known name for itself.

To women who have given out un-
der stress of social and domestic cares

the system bas becn found especially

applicable. The relief of work with
the hands {8, under these conditions,
indescribably great. A number of the
summer residents of the neighbor-
hood have become 80 enamored of the
shop and its ideals that they drive
over each morning to share in ‘the
instraction.

The House Over the Sea s now a
shop merely. None of the patients lives
bBere. It was found advisable that the
dormitory should oe apart from the
place where the work is done, so that
when the few hours allotted to it are
over the patient may take rest or rec-
reation in a different atmosphere. °

Men as weil a5 women are now en-
Joying the recuperative ffects of life
in this unique sanatorium. They be-
came especially interested in wood
carving, carpemtry and pottery, soon
ooming to do good work in these
crafts, although, of course, their early
tasks are simple.

It is moved by a pro-
peller wheel ruc by a 2% horse-.power
electric motor, the propeller turning in
the air and moving the carriage at s
speed of 20 miles an hour. The topodict
is a combination of a pantograph and
telescope, by means of which any per-

if he-knows nothing whatever of draw-;
ing. By means of the telemeter the ex-
act distance of far-away objects can be
measured and reoorded. The “tele-
phone-ears” fa an apparatus by which
a ship is automatically warned of sub-
marine dangers. By the aid of thether-
mophile it is possible to furnish heat
by means of a fine electric wire which

can be woven into rugs. blankets or
cushions, and all that is required is a
very small eleetric battery. The inven-
tor claims for it that it will do away
with the mecessity of ever having fires

The scheme is to bring mountain wa-
ter from Owens lake and river in layo
county, across deserts, through moun-
tains and across plains, a distance of
240 miles, and give Los Angeles
supply sufficient when the populatxon
reaches the million mark,

HBngineers have estimated that the
coat of the work will exeeed $22,000,-
‘900. City officials have secured op-
‘tions on Owens lake and a part of the
‘river draining it. They have made a
.survey of the line and induced the na-
‘tional government to abandon the
project of making Owens lake the cen-
}er of the nationgal irrigation district
° The surver shows that all water
can be conveyed by gravity. Nearly
30 miles of tunnels will be necessary.
