Their worst enemy is the green worm, which
may be destroyed by sprinkling with a whisk broom dipped in a solution consisting of 1 oz. of saltpeter tc 12 qts of water.
Fine air-slaked lime or tobacco dust will destroy the turnip flea, which is apt to attack the young plants. One packet
contains about 1000 seeds, an oz. about 4000. One ounce will sow 300 feet of drill, and of a lb. should provide enough
plants for an acre.
