Thrips 

This pest can be controlled. It is the concensus of 

opinion that in a season of normal rainfall, no care 

need be exercised. Otherwise the following simple 

rules will prove effective: 

1. Keep a little napthalene (tar camphor flakes, or 

moth balls) among the bulbs at all times in storage. 

2. Soak in some insecticidal solution before plant¬ 

ing. Bichloride of Mercury will do. 

3. It is better to begin spraying before infestation 

starts. Use any good plant spray as directed. We have 

heard of the success of a solution of brown sugar and 

Paris green. 

4. Burn all infested flower spikes. 

5. Burn the plant tops after digging. 

6. Do not destroy the bulbs, it is not disease.
