CULTURE FOR CANNAS
Dormant roots can be started in borne, conservatory or

bot-bed, in sand or sphagnum moss, from February 15tb up
to May 1st. After making root growth they should be pot-
ted into light soil and planted out about June 1st. Dormant
roots can also be planted into open ground about May 10th.
However, such of course, bloom rather late in the season.
For those who have not the facilities for growing on dor-
mant roots, we supply strong started plants about May 25th
and up to July 1st. (See opposite.)

OUTDOOR PLANTING OF CANNAS
Gannas should be planted in good, rich garden soil, mixed

with half of old rotten stable manure, by the end of May
when danger from frost is past. Water sparingly for first

two weeks aJter planting. When growing freely, water liber-
ally. Set the plants about 18 inches apart each way, and
if more than one kind is used, be careful to plant the taller
growing kinds in the center and the dwarf ones along the
edge.
