RBoth the child welfare official and the child welfare worker are the end
organs of the field who come in direct cont act wiith the children and theilr
families in consultation and gvidance. It is their responsibility to watch the
children in the assigned area and to finl out whetner their well-=belng 1s
safeguarded or not, education ccrried out nroperiy or not, what kinds of play the
children have, if they are not cruelly employed etic, and give them necessary
consultation and guidance on one¢ hand while taking oroper proccdures for the
children and expectant and nursing mothers 1in ne ed of special care on the other,
They must know the gener:l condition of the assigned area, watch the children's
way of thinking in the changing sociil order, now the individual situation
of the children, expectant and nureing wothers in neod of special care and with

-
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the accurate data and fair judguent they must give assistonce and guidance
individually and in group.

The child welfare efficials arc nersons who are teo be fully engaged
in the above secrvicces,

But they are not many in i ,&, Only three hundred
and odd numbers throughout uic : the child welfare
workers have the regular occup-tions of thel nn. there arc as many as nearly
130,000 of them, The full-timc service of the child welfare of ficial amd the
far-reaching organization of thc child wellarc u eringe cvery stratum
of the community, i.c., a child welfare workcr i
it is hoped, strengthcn cach others weaknesscs,

Ihe home investigation of the children in need of special
care must be made tactfully, safeguarding their individual
privacy. oSuch family sccret should never be revealed by
the worker.

ne pregnant and nursing mothers znd the guardians of
infants and pre-school children should be urged to have
health guidance and, in case any of tnem cannot afford to
meet its expense, tm. child welfare official or worker
should help them to submit the apprlication for the health
guldance card with the certification of the child welfare
of ficial or worker to the governor of Metropolis, Hokkaido
or the prefccture through the mayor of city, town or
village and get the card for them,

The Law provides for the expectant and nuwsing mothers
who cannot afford to meet the c¢cxpense in spitc of the
need with the azdmission to the lving-in z2gency by the
mayor of city, town or village, " hile there are not many

For the expectant mothers in special situations
(illegitimacy, etc,) specific attention must be paid far
thelr delivery in the lying-in agency, social guidance

after dellivery and the welfarc of their children after birth,
taking account of their individual envirommental situation.

3¢ Health guidance and protection of infants and pre-school children,

Future Japan as a civilized peace loving country ghall need to have full
security of the health of mothers and children.

With the aim of a great reduction of mortality and mortidity of mothers,
infants and preschool children of this country and promotion of children's

nealth and development in view, the basic program is to be established ang
various necessary facilities will be installed within five years,

L. Health measures for pregnant and nursing mothers are to be carried
out with special emphasis on the following items:

8« Reduoction 71 maternal and fetal deaths by means of early diaga-
nosis and treatment of toxemias during pregnancy.

ts Reduction of number of miscarriages, premature and stillbirths by
means of early diagnosis and treatment of syphilis in pregnant women,

¢, To reduce the maternal deaths and stillbirths due to malposition
of fetus and hemorrhage of childbirth by improved obstetrical practices.

d. To prevent tuberculosis of mothers and children by diagnosis of
pregnant mothers.

2. Measures for the reduction of infant and child deaths ghall be carried
out with special emphasig on the following points:

a, To reduce the infant deaths due to such outstanding causes as con-
genital debility, enteritie and diarrhea, pneumonia and congenital syphilis.

b. To prevent all contagious diseases of childhood.

5« For the improvement of constitutional strength of infants and children,
emphasis shall te laid on the following points:

a, To provide standards and mutritional guidance for infants so that

the supply of cow's milk and milk products to artificially or mixed fed infants
will be sufficient and proper.

t. To provide standards for children's food and its distribution to

preschool childsen in order to zive them sufficient amount of protein, fat,
calcium, iron and vitamins,
