in sunny, moist soil. To grow plants from seed, sow in drills
about one inch deep in rows, one foot apart. Keep the soil
mellow and free from w'eeds; during the Summer thin out and
the followung spring plants may be set in the permanent bed.
Set the plants one foot apart each way. spreading the roots
well apart. Cover with about three inches of soil. One ounce
of seed will sew GO feet of drill. One ounce of seed will pro-
duce about 400 plants.

ty of well-rotted manure, covering it Avith a feAV inches of soil,

then set the roots 1% to 2 feet apart and cover with 4 inches
of soil. In the fall, cut off and burn the top growth, and give
a good application of stable manure. Early in the spring fork
this in, and as the asparagus begins to grow, earth up to
blanch the stalks as they grow. Do not continue cutting too
long, as this exhausts the plants.

FOR FIELD CULTURE—The rows may be from 4 to 6 feet
anart and the roots set farther apart in the roAvs. A subsoil
plow should be used to break the soil as deeply as possible.
