Traffic in White Slaves Profitable
.07 to Many.

Expert Whe Sesks $1,00,000 and 8
*Uniform Law to Stop Traffl,
7 ‘Makes Some Startiing State- . .
. ments About the Evil. %

Washington, D. C.—“From. 15,000 to
20,000 girls between thie ages'of 13'and
35 years, & majority of whom Are na-
tiveborn Americans, are the victims
each year of the white slave trafiic ia

. the United States. About 60,000 men

and women make an ‘easy’ living ev-

" ery year selling, buying and living oR,

the earnings of these girls.” .
. @tanley W. Finch, for 20 years an at-
torney and official in the department’
of justice, made this startling sta
ment. When Mr. Finch made the
statement sbove guoted he qualified It
by saying that it was a conservative
estimate.

“White slave traffic in some form or
other has existed for 6,000 years,”
said Mr. Flinch. “In Europe it has
been carried on with fluctuating suc-
coss for 3,000 years; in the United
States,. with -verying but ever grow:
ing ‘success, for 100 years.”

Desire for fortune and “easy” llving
on the pert of the dealers, and the sus-
ceptibility of young girls to fraud and
deceit, are the causes, directly, for the
startling growth of the trafiic in the
United States, Mr. Finch said.

“One milllon dollars will suppress
the trafiic, and for $250,000 a year it
can be kept suppressed,” sald Mr.
Finch. .

Mr. Finch began his real campaign
for suppression of white slavery last
May, and the system he has perfected
has been installed in Maryland, Vir-
ginia, District of Columbia, North Car.
olina, South Carolina, Ohjo, West Vir-
ginla, Tennessee and Kentucky. It will
be worked fu all the states of the
Union by May 1 next if the money
‘holds sut.

The system provides for at least one
ijocal officer of the department of jus-
tice in every city in the United States.
The work of these officers is to keep
track of the inmates of every ques-
tionable house, know who are the pa-
trons of the cafes, and take cognizance
of all the suspiclous and new charac-
ters who came into their districts. .

“White slave trafiic is being rapidly
suppressed,” declared Mr. Finch, “and
once it is suppressed, it will cost ondy
a comparatively small amount to keep
it down. What is $200,000 or $300,000
& year if you know your homes are
protected from these monsters?”

Eftorts are being made to have uni-
form “slave” laws enacted in all the
states, and with this law more erhm
{nals will be apprehended. :

To his dying day, however, he was
proud of a United States medal
awarded by congress in 1302, follow-
ing the publication in the 8un of an ac-
count of his lifework of humane en-
deavor.

Captain Chelton, though a great life-

* saver, has also taken a lfe. This
was when he was a deputy sheriff of
Somers 0 . 1907,
he attempted to arrest Frederick
Long, who was wanted for larceny. He
ordered Long to surrender, but the
man fired twice at him and then Chel-
ton used his pistol. The man shot
twice again and ran through a fleld,
where he was found dying with & bul
let In bis lungs. On that occasion,
too, he drove several miles with the
wounded man to get medical ald.

Captain Chelton was born in North.
umberland county, Virginia, in 1844,
but lived in Maryland during nearly
all of his life.

He was of medium height, but had
the breadth of shoulders and depth ot
chest which betoken great stremgth
and a pair of sturdy legs which stood
him in good stead in many feats of
swimming by which he saved men on
the deep. He also made several res-
cues on land and'saved three women
from being kille trains.

A Darrel set on
end will, it is claimed, support half
the weight of a railway car while the
truck is taken from beneath for re- -
pairs. Yet the primitive barrel is put
together without nails, screws, bolts,
or pina—it is entirely self-fastened.

The barrel is smaller at its ends
than it is in its middle, so that the
wooden hoops, self-locking, may be
driven on, tightening the staves and
pressing the heads into the chines.
Although not calked, barrels are wa-
ter-tight. A small barrel is a keg, &
big barrel is a cask, and a still bigger
barrel is a hogshead. : s
