Regulations Governing -the Utilization of
| Surplus Materials, etc.
Atticle 1. In this Ministerial Ordinance, reference
10 unjustly possessed materials means all the
materials of which facts were recognized with
tégard to the obtainment, the ownership or the
Possession of the materials as violating the Law
Concerning the Temporary Adjustment of
Demand and Supply of Materials, or other laws
and ordinances concerning the ‘adjustment of
demand and supply of materials or concerning
the investigation or the report on demand -and
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supply of materials, or the regular procedures
provided with regard to the sale of the ex-
military materials returned to the Government
by the Supreme Commander for the Allied

Powers.

In this Ministerial Ordinance, reference
to surplus materials means materials, mentior}ed
in the annexed tables No. 1 to No. 5, (excludnztg
the unjustly possessed materials.) possessed 1n
excess of the limits of possession mentioned
1 the annexed tables No. 1 to No. 5 by those
who are not engaged in the production, or sale
of such materials.

The limit of possession mentioned in the
preceding paragraph may be changed, '»?flr.len
there is a special necessity to do so, by receiving
an approval from the government office control-
ling the enterpirse (hereinafter called the
competent government office) in case the owner
of the material uses the same material in con-
nection with the enterprise in which he 1s now
engaged (hereinafter called the enterpriser),
or by receiving an approval from the govern-
ment office in supervision of the same material
in case the possessor is other than the enter-
priser, which will be given in lne with the
meastres fixed by -the President of the Econo-
mic Stabilization Board.

Article 2. The owner or possessor of the unjustly

possessed material shall not sell, deliver .the
said material or change the nature of said ma-
terials in any manner other than to or by others

_excepting the Industrial Reconstruction Public

Corporation (or when there 1s a specific dis-
tributing public corporation or a government
special accounting with respect to the materials
concerned, the abovematerials shall be sold
or delivered to the abovementioned Distri-
bution Kodan or the Government Special

Accounting, and these will be called hereinafte'r
simply public corporation); provided that this
will not apply to the case in which an approv:al
has been given in order to suffice the special
need by the government office supervising the
material in accordance with the measures indi-
cated by the President of the Economic Stabili-
zation Board, or the tase in which the sale or
the delivery is made to those other than the
public corporation in accordance with the pro-
visions of Article 4, Paragraph 1.

Article 3. The owner of the unjustly possessed

matertal shall, when the public corporation
has demanded the purchase of the same material,
sell at the lower price either at the price which
the material was obtained or at the controlled
price of his supplier at the time of obtainment
(and when the act, recognized as violating the
law or ordinance, took place after the receipt
of the material, the controlled price of the same
material, which was effective at the time when
the violation was recognized as having taken
place, shall be adopted).

The possessor of the unjustly possessed
material shall deliver.it, when the public corpo-

ration makes a demand to deliver the same
material. |

When the public corporation receives the
delivery of the material in accordance with the
provisions of the preceding paragraph and in
case 1t is extremely difficult. to demand the
sale as provided for in the first paragraph, to
the owner of the unjustly possessed material,
the public corporation shall deposit the equiva-
lent price of the material. In this instance,
when the deposit was made by the public

corporation, 1t shall be deemed that the purchase
was made,

Article 4. The government office supervising the

material may order the owner or the possessor
of ‘the unjustly possessed material, specifying
the period, time, price and other necessary
matters, to take custody of the said material
or to sell or deliver the said ‘material to the
public corporation or others.

Those who received the above order must
act accordingly. =

When the government office supervising
the material issued delivery order in accordance
with the provisions of the first paragraph and
it 1s extremely difficult to order the sale provided
in the first paragraph to the owener, the said
government office shall have the public corpo-
ration or the recipient of the said material
deposit the equivalent value of the said material.

The provisions of the last sentence of the
third paragraph of the preceding Article shall
be applied mutatis mutandis to the cases of the
preceding paragraph.,

Article 6. When those mentioned in the preceding

Article 7.

In question is a surplus material or not, the
parties concerned may request the competent
government office (or the government offic
supervising the material if they are not enter
prisers), to make a decision within a week
from th date on which a dispute has arisen,

In- case the owner of the surplus matend
in question knews the fact that the request of
the preceding paragraph has been made, he
shall not use the material or make other disposd
of the material which was proposed to buy
until the decision is made with respect to the
amount of the materials possessed exceeding
the limit to be retained on the day when the
request to obtain by transfer has been received

Article 8. A public corporation other than thos
mentioned in Article 5, Item 1, shall not buy
the surplus material until an elapse of 60 days
after the public notification provided in Article
11, Paragraph 2, was made, excepting the case
in which the public corporation received, from
special need, an approval from the competent
government office (or the government office su-
pervising the material in case it is not an enter
priser) or in cases provided for in Article 9.

Article 9. The government office supervising the

material may, when it deems necessary to doso
order the owner of the surplus material to take
custody of, or sell to the public corporation :%nd

In case the public corporation buys the
illegally ~possessed matel_jial or the 'stl_u‘plus
material in accordance with the Provisions .of
this ministerial ordinance, the allocation official
document shall be deemed as unnecessary not-
withstanding the provisions of other ordinances.

The owner of the surplus material or the
illegally possessed material may, in accm:dance
with the provisions of this ministerial ordullance
irrespective of the restrictions on use mentioned
. the allocation official certificate concerned
or of other regulations, sell the surplus material
or unjustly possessed material in exchange for
the allocation official document.

Article 11. The owner of the surplus material or

the owner or possessor of the illegally possessed
material shall file a report on the materials
concerned in accordance with the procedure
to be provided separately.

The competent government office or the
government office supervising the material

shall, upon obtaining the data on existence of
the ‘surplus material, notify publicly the fact

without delay.

Article 12. Those who have objection to the orders
to take custody, sell or deliver givn 1n accordance
with the provisions of Article 4 or Article 9
of to the decisions given in accordance with the
provisions of Article 7, may request within 10
days as from the date on which the said order
or the said decision given to the Local Economic

The owner of the said material shall not,

Ordinance, morteage right on the matenal
concerned shall not be exercised on the same
material from the time when the ownership 18
transferred notwithstanding the provisions of
the other ordinances.

Those who have mortgage right on the
unjustly possessed = material the surplus
material, which was ordered to be sold or de-
livered in accordance with the provisions of
this Ordinance, may exercise their rights on
the -money deposited in accordance with the
provisions of Article 3, Paragraph 3, Article =

Article 14. In case where the surplus material or
the illegally possessed material is transferred
in accordance with the provisions of this Mins-
terial Ordinance, the following provisions of
ordinances mentioned below will not be applied
insofar as they are in contradiction with this
Ordinance:

As to the application of the penal clauses to the
actions committed before the enforcement of this
Ordinance, the provisions of the Regulations concer-
ning the Adjustment of the Stocks of the Designated
Production Materials shall remain in force after the

enforcement of this Ministerial Ordinance.
