Dahlia Culture. Dahlias will thrive in almost any 
soil, they grow their best, however, in a sunny loca¬ 
tion. Prepare the plot designated for Dahlias by 
spading 12 to 18 inches deep. If the soil is rather 
heavy add a shovelful of sand or wood ashes. Set 
the Dahlia tuber in a hole prepared about 5 to 6 
inches deep with the eye up, cover three inches, then, 
as the plant shows growth, keep covering up until the 
soil is level. Always plant divisions, never the 
clumps. In separating the Dahlia clumps be sure 
that a part of the neck which attaches to the old 
stalk is taken, this part should contain an eye or two. 

NEVER USE FERTILIZER AT PLANTING 
TIME. 

When the Dahlias begin, to bloom fertilizer may 
be applied, particularly one strong in potash. Water 
well at least twice a week. Disbudding, by that we 
mean to pinch off the smaller buds, allowing one to 
the laterals, this will produce larger blooms.
