f the Cånti Parva , which is one of the longest of the

eighteen books o

the Mahabhärata . Who knows , again , what revolu
tions these five years may bring forth ? The humble individual who on

a tiny raft has rashly ventured to cross the shoreless ocean , may him .

Many o
f the recipients of the translation may depart this life . These

considerations , weighing with me , have made me determine upon ex

For the object mentioned above , I

intend , if means permit me , to double the establishment , both literary
and mechanical , connected with the English translation , so that , human .

“ Arjuna said , - As the slaughter o
f my preceptor can

e accomplished by me , so , O king , I can never con

! ? O son o
f Pandu , I would rather yield

up my life in battle than fight against my preceptor 18 This

Dhritarāshtra desireth sovereignty , having seized thee

a captive in battle ! In this world h
e will never obtain

the fruition o

his ! ' The firmament itself with

stars may fall down . The Earth herself may split into
fragments . Yet Drona will , surely , never succeed in seizing

“Sanjaya continued , — "Then , O king , conchs and drums and
cymbals and smaller drums were sounded and beat in the

Pāndava camp . ' And the high - souled Pāndavas uttered many
leonine shouts . These and the awful twang of their bowstrings

their palms touched the very heaven . 14 Hearing

that loud blare o

in return , pierced b

the latter with many shafts . And the
latter was again pierced b

y

Drona with a larger number o
f

shafts . 28 Bhimasena pierced Viving çati with twenty sharp
arrows . The latter , however , thus pierced , trembled not , which
seemed to b

e highly wonderful . ” ? Vivingçati then , O monarch ,

suddenly deprived Bhimasena o
f his steeds and standard and

bow . And thereupon al
l

the troops worshipped h
im fo
r

that

feat . The heroic Bhimasena , however , brooked not that exhi
bition o

f

prowess b
y

his enemy in battle . With his mace , there
fore , he slew the well -trained steeds of Vivingçati . a Then the
mighty Vivingçati , taking up a shield (and sword ) , jumped

down from that car whose steeds had been slain , and rushed
against Bhimasena like an infuriate elephant rushing against an

infuriate compeer . 3° The heroic Calya , laughing the wbile , pierc

e
d , as if in dalliance , his own dear nephew Nakula with many

. shafts fo
r

angering him . 81 The valiant Nakula , however , cut
ting o

ff

h
is uncle ' s steeds and umbrella and standard and chariot

eer and bow in that battle , blew h
is

conch . Dhrishtaketu ,

engaged with Kripa , cut o
ff

diverse kinds o
f

arrows shot a
t
him

b
y

the latter , and then pierced Kripa with seventy arrows . And
then h

e

cut of
f

the device of Kripa ' s standard with three arrows . 55
Kripz , however , began to oppose h

im with a thick shower o
f

arrows . And resisting him in this way , the Brāhmana fought

o
n with Dhrishtaketu . 34 Sātyaki , laughing the while , pierced

Kritavarman in the centre o
f the chest with a long arrow . And

piercing him then with seventy arrows , he once -more pierced
him with many others . The Bhoja warrior , however , in return ,

pierced Sātyaki with seven and seventy arrows o
f keen points .

Like the swiftly - coursing winds failing to move a mountain ,

Kritavarman was unable to move Sātyaki or make him ,

tremble . 3 . Senāpati deeply struck Suçarman in his vitals .

Suçarman also struck his antagonist with a lance o
n the should

e
r - joint . Virāta , aided b
y

his Matsya warriors o
f great energy ,

resisted Vikartana ' s son in that battle . And that feat ( of the
Matsya king ) seemed highly wonderful . 88 Even this was re

garded a
n act o
f great valor o
n the part of the Suta ' s son

in that h
e singly resisted that whole force b
y

means o
f

his
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straight shafts . King Drupada was engaged with Bhaga

datta . And the battle between those two warriors became
beautiful to behold . " That bull among men , viz ., Bhagadatta ,
pierced king Drupada and h

is driver and standard and car with

many straight shafts . * ' Then Drupada , excited with wrath ,

quickly pierced that mighty car -warrior in the chest with a

straight shaft . 42 Those two foremost o
f warriors o
n

earth , viz . ,

Somadatta ' s son and Cikhandin , both conversant with every
weapon , encountered each other in fierce battle that made al

l

creatures tremble with fear . The valiant Bhuriçravas , 0

king , covered that mighty car -warrior , viz . , Yajnasena ' s son
Cikhandin , with a thick shower o

f

arrows . 44 Cikhandin then ,

O monarch , excited with wrath , pierced Somadatta ' s son with
ninety shafts , and caused him , O Bhārata , to tremble . 4s Those

Rākshasas of fierce deeds , viz . , Hidimbā ' s son and Alamvusha ,

each desirous o
f vanquishing the other , battled most wonder

fully . 45 Both capable o
f creating a hundred illusions , both

swelling with pride , battled with each other most wonderfully ,
relying o

n their powers o
f

illusion , and each desirous of van
quishing the other . 47 The fierce Chekitāna battled with Anu
vinda . They coursed o

n

the field , disappearing a
t

times , and
causing great wonder . 48 Lakshmana fought fiercely with Ksha .

tradeva , even as Vishnu , O monarch , in days o
f

o
ld , with the

(Asura ) Hiranyāksha . * ' With his feet stecds and upon his
car " duly equipt , Paurava , 0 king , roared a

t Abhimanyu . 60

Endued with great might , Paurava then rushed at Abhimanyu ,

desirous o
f

battle . Then that chastiser of foes , viz . , Abhi
manyu , fought fiercely with that fo

e . 51 Paurava covered Su
bhadrā ' s son with a thick shower of arrows . Thereupon Arjuna ' s

so
n

felled his antagonist ' s standard and umbrella and bow o
n

earth . * 52 Then piercing Paurava with seven other arrows ,

Subhadrā ’ s so
n

pierced the latter ' s driver and steeds with five
arrows . 53 Gladdening his troops thus , he then repeatedly

roared like a lion . Then Arjuna ' s son quickly fixed a
n

arrow

o
n his bowstring that was certain to take away Paurava ' s life . 54

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Beholding , however, that arrow of frightful mien fixed on
Abhimanyu 's bowstring , Hridikā 's so

n , with two shafts , cut of
f

that bɔw and arrow . 55 Then that slayer of hostile heroes , viz . ,

Subhadrā ' s son , throwing aside that broken bow , took u
p

a

bright sword and a shield . 66 Whirling with great activity
that shield decked with many stars , and whirling that sword
also , he coursed o

n the field , exhibiting his prowess . 67 Whir
ling them before h

im , and whirling them o
n high , now shaking

them and now jumping u
p

himself , from the manner o
f

his
handling those weapons , it seemed that (with him ) there was no

difference between that offensive and that defensive weapon . 58

Jumping suddenly then upon the shafts o
f Paurava ' s car , he

roared aloud . Mounting next upon his car , he seized Paurava

b
y

the hair , 59 and slaying , meanwhile , with a kick , the latter ' s

driver , he felled his standard with a stroke o
f his sword . And

a
s regards Paurava himself , Abhimanyu raised him u
p

like
Garuda raising a snake from the bottom o

f the sea , agitating the
waters . co Thereupon a

ll

the kings beheld Paurava (standing

helpless ) with dishevelled hair , and looking like a
n o
x deprived

o
f

it
s

senses while o
n the point o
f being slain b
y

a lion , Be
holding Paurava thus prostrated , placed under the control of
Arjuna ' s son , and dragged helplessly , Jayadratha was unable

to brook it . 68 Taking u
p
a sword a
s

also a shield that bore the
device o

f
a peacock and was decked with a hundred bells

o
f

small size suspended in rows , Jayadratha jumped down
from his car with a loud roar . 68 Then Krishna ' s so

n

(Abhi
manyu ) , beholding the ruler of the Sindhus , le

t

Paurava alone ,

and leaping u
p

like a hawk from the latter ' s car , quickly alight

e
d

o
n

the earth . 64 The lances and axes and scimitars hurled

b
y

his foes , Krishna ' s son cut o
ff b
y

means o
f

his sword o
r

warded o
ff by his shield . 65 Thus showing unto all the warriors

the strength o
f his own arms , the mighty (and heroic ] Abhi

manyu , once more upraising his large and heavy sword a
s

also his shield , * 66 proceeded towards Vriddhakshatra ' s son who
was a sworn fo

e

o
f his (Abhimanyu ' s ) father , like a tiger pro

ceeding against a
n elephant . ? Approaching , they cheerfully

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attacked each other with their swords like a tiger and a lion
with their claws and teeth . And none could notice any dis
tinction between those two lions among men as regards the

whirl , strokes, and descent of their swords and shields .* 69 And
as regards the descent and the whizz of their swords , and the
warding off of each other 's blows, it seemed there was no distinc
tion between the two.? Coursing beautifully in outward and

inward tracks , those two illustriouswarriors then seemed to be
like two winged mountains .” Then Jayadratha struck on the

shield of the renowned Abhimanyu when the latter stretched

his sword for making å pass at him ." Then , O Bhārata ,
Jayadratha 's large sword sticking into Abhimanyu 's shield
covered with golden plate , broke as the ruler of th

e

Sindhus

attempted to draw it o
ff forcibly . ” * Seeing his sword break ,

Jayadratha hastily retreated si
x

steps and was seen within a

twinkle of the eye to be mounted o
n h
is

own car . 74 Then
Krishna ' s son also , that combat with the sword being over ,

ascended h
is own excellent car . Many kings then , of th
e

Kuru
army , uniting together , surrounded him o

n a
ll

sides . " The
mighty son o

f Arjuna , however , eyeing Jayadratha , whirled his
sword and shield , and uttered a loud shout . 76 Having van
quished the ruler o

f

the Sindhus , Subhadrā ' s son , that slayer

o
f

hostile heroes , then began to scorch that division o
f

the

Kaurava army like the Sun scorching the world . " Then in

that battle Calya hurled a
t

him a fierce dart made wholly o
f

iron , decked with gold , and resembling a blazing flame of fire . 78

Thereupon Krishna ' s son , jumping u
p , caught hold o
f that

dart like Garuda catching a mighty snake falling from above .

And having seized it thus , Abhimanyu unsheathed his sword . ”

Witnessing the great activity and might o
f that warrior o
f

immeasurable energy , al
l

the kings together uttered a leonine

shout . 80 Then that slayer o
f

hostile heroes , viz . , the son o
f

Subhadrā , hurled with the might of hi
s

arms a
t Calya him

self that very dart o
f great effulgence decked with stones o
f

lapis lazuli . 81 Resembling a snake that has recently cast o
ff

it
s

slough , that dart , reaching Calya ' s car , slew the latter ' s

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driver and felled him from his niche in the vehicle . Then

Virāta and Drupada , and Dhrishtaketu and Yudhishthira , and
Sātyaki, and Kekaya , and Bhima , and Dhrishtadyumna , and
Cikhandin ,88 and the twins (Nakula and Sahadeva ), and the
five sons of Draupadi , al

l

exclaimed , Excellent , Excellent !

And diverse kinds o
f sounds due to the shooting o
f arrows , and

many leonine shouts , 84 arose there , gladdening the unretreating
son o

f Arjuna . Thy sons , however , could not brook those

indications o
f

the victory o
f

their fo
e . 85 Then all of them

suddenly surrounded Subhadrā ' s son and covered him , O king ,

with showers o
f arrows like the clouds pouring rain o
n the

mountain -breast . 86 Then that slayer o
f foes , viz . , Artāyani

(Calya ) , wishing the good of thy sons and remembering the
overthrow o

own driver , rushed in rage against Subha
drā ' s son , ' ” 87

SECTION XV .

“ Dhritarăshtra said , — Thou hast , O Sanjaya , described to

me many excellent single combats . Hearing about them , I
envy those that have eyes . ' This battle between the Kurus and
the Pāndavas , resembling that ( of old ) between the gods and
the Asuras , will be spoken o

f a
s exceedingly wonderful b
y

all
men . I am scarcely gratified with listening to thy narrations of

this excellent battle . Tell me , therefore , about this combat
between Artāyani (Calya ) and Subhadrā ' s son ! 3

" Sanjaya said , — Beholding h
is driver slain , Calya , upraising

a mace made wholly o
f

iron , jumped down in rage from his
excellent car . Bhima then , taking u

p

h
is own huge mace ,

quickly rushed towards Calya who then resembled the blazing

Yuga fire o
r

the Destroyer himself armed with h
is bludgeon . "

Subhadrā ' s son also , taking u
p
a prodigious mace resembling

the bolt o
f

heaven , addressed Calya , saying , — Come , Come !

Bhima , however , with much ado , persuaded him to stand aside .

The valiant Bhimasena then , having persuaded Subhadrā ' s son

to stand aside , approached Calya in battle and stood immovable

a
s
a hill . ” The mighty ruler o
f

the Madras also , beholding
Bhima , proceeded towards him like a tiger towards a
n

ele
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phant . Then was heard there the loud blare of trumpets and

conchs by thousands , and leonine shouts , and the loud noise of
drums.' And loud cries of Excellent , Excellent , _ arose among
hundreds of Pāndava and Kauria warriors rushing towards
each other . None else among al

l

the kings , O Bhārata , save
the ruler o

f

the Madras can venture to bear themight of Bhima

sena in battle . Similarly , who else , save Vrikodara , in the
world , can venture to bear the impetus o

f

the illustrious Calya ' s

mace in battle ? 13 Bound in hempen strings mixed with wires

o
f gold , the prodigious mace , capable of gladdening al
l

spectators ,

o
f

Bhima , being grasped b
y

him , shone brilliantly . 18 And
similarly the mace o

f Calya also , who coursed in beautiful

circles , looked like a blazing flash o
f lightning . 14 Both o
f

them roared like bulls , and both coursed in circles . And both
Calya and Vrikodara , standing a

s they did , with their maces
slightly bent , looked like a couple o

f horned bulls . Whether

a
s regards coursing in circles o
r in whirling and striking with

their maces , the combat that took place between those two
lions among men was every way equal . 16 Struck b

y

Bhimasena

with his mace , the prodigious mace of Calya , emitting fierce
sparks o

f

fire , speedily broke unto fragments . " And similarly
Bhimasena ' s mace , struck b

y

the fo
e , looked beautiful like a

free covered with fire -flies during the season o
f rains at even

tide . 13 And the mace that the ruler o
f the Madras hurled in

that battle , irradiating the welkin , o Bhārata , frequently
caused sparks o

f

fire ( to fl
y

around ) . ' Similarly the mace
hurled b

y

Bhimasena a
t

the fo
e

scorched his antagonist ' s forces
like a fierce meteor falling down (from the firmament ) . 20 And
both those best o

f

maces , striking against each other , resembled
sighing she -snakes and caused flashes of fire . Like two large
tigers attacking each other with their claws , or like twomighty

elephants with their tusks , those two mighty warriors coursed

in circles , encountering each other with those two foremost of

maces with which they were armed . 22 Struck then with those
foremost o

f

maces and soon covered with blood , those two
illustrious warriors seemed to resemble a couple o

f flowering

Kinçukas . And the blows , loud a
s Indra ' s thunder , of the

maces wielded b
y

those two lions among men was heard o
n a
ll
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sides.24 Struck by the ruler of the Madras with his mace on

both the left and the right side , Bhimamoved not in the least ,
like a hill riven by the thunder . Similarly the mighty

ruler of the Madras , struck by Bhima with h
is mace , patiently

stood still like a hill struck with the thunder . 26 Both of them ,

with upraised maces , endued a
s they were with great impetus ,

fell upon each other , coursing in shorter circles , " ? Quickly
nearing each other then b

y

eight steps and falling upon each

other like two elephants , they suddenly struck each other with

those maces o
f

theirs made entirely o
f iron . And each o
f

those heroes , in consequence o
f the other ' s impetuosity and

violently struck with the other ' s mace , fell down a
t

the same

instant o
f

time with the other , like a couple o
f

Indra ' s poles , "

Then the mighty ca
r
-warrior Kritavarman quickly approached

Calya , who , deprived o
f

his senses , was breathing hard a
s

h
e

lay on the field . 30 And beholding him , O king , struck violently
with the mace , and writhing like a snake , and deprived o

f

his senses in a swoon , the mighty ca
r
-warrior Kritavarman ,

taking h
im upon h
is

ca
r , quickly bore the ruler of the Madras

away from the field . Reeling like a drunken man , the heroic
Bhima ofmighty arms , rising u

p

within the twinkling of an
eye , stood mace in hand . 33 Thy sons then , beholding the ruler

o
f

the Madras turn away from the fight , began , O sire , to trem
ble , along with their elephants , and foot -soldiers , and cavalry ,

and cars . 84 Grinded then b
y

th
e

Pandavas desirous of victory ,

those warriors o
f thy army , struck with fear , fled away in all

directions , like masses o
f clouds driven away b
y

the wind . "

And those mighty ca
r
-warriors , viz . , the Pāndavas , having van

quished the Dhārtarāshtras , looked resplendent in that battle ,

O king , likeblazing fires . 36 And they uttered loud leonine roars ,

and blew their conchs , filled with joy . And they beat their
drums , large and small , and cymbals and other instruments . ' " 97

" Sanjaya said , - Beholding that army of thine exceedingly
broken , the valiant Vrishasena , single -handed , began to protect

it , О king , displaying the illusion o
f his weapons , ' Shot b

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Vrishasena in that battle , thousands of arrows coursed in a

directions , piercing through men and steeds and cars and ele
phants . ' Mighty arrows , of blazing effulgence , shot b

y

him ,

coursed in thousands , like the rays , O monarch , of the Sun in

the summer season . Afflicted and crushed therewith , 0 king ,

car -warriors and horse -men suddenly fell down o
n the earth like

trees broken b

the wind . * The mighty car -warrior Vrishasena ,

O king , felled large bodies of steeds , of cars , and of elephants ,

in that battle , in thousands . Beholding that single warrior
coursing fearlessly o

n the field , all the kings ( of the Pandava
army ) , uniting together , surrounded him o

n all sides . Nakula ' s

so
n

Catānika rushed a
t

Vrishasena and pierced him with te
n

arrows capable o
f penetrating into the very vitals . The so
n

o
f

Karna , however , cutting o
ff his bow , felled then h
is

standard ,

Thereupon the other sons o
f Draupadi , desirous o
f rescuing

that brother o
f

theirs , rushed at him . ' And soon they made
Karna ' s son invisible by means of their arrowy showers . Against
them thus smiting (the son o

f

Karna ) , many car -warriors headed

b
y

Drona ' s son (Açwatthāman ) rushed . And these , O monarch ,
quickly covered those mighty car -warriors ,viz . , the sons of Drau
padi , with diverse kinds of arrows like clouds pouring rain o

n

mountain breasts . Thereupon the Pandavas , from affection fo
r

their sons , quickly encountered those assailants . The battle
then that took place between thy troops and those o

f

the Pān
davas , was exceedingly fierce and made the hair to stand o

n end ,

resembling as it di
d

that between the gods and the Dānavas . is

Even thus did the heroic Kauravas and the Pandavas , excited
with rage , fight , eyeing one another (furiously ) and having
incurred one another ' s animosity fo

r

past offences . 13 . The
bodies o

f

those heroes o
f

immeasurable energy then seemed ,

in consequence o
f
(the ) wrath (that inspired them ) , to resemble

those o
f

Garuda and (mighty ) Nāgas battling in the sky . 14

And with Bhima and Karna and Kripa and Drona and Drona ' s

son and Prishata ' s son and Satyaki , the field of battle looked
resplendent like the all -destructive Sun that rises at the end

o
f the Yuga , ' The battle that took place between those

mighty men engaged with mighty antagonists , and al
l

smiting

one another , was fierce in the extreme , resembling that ( o
f
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yore ) between the Dānavas and the gods.96 Then Yudhish
thira 's host , uttering a noise loud as that of the surging
sea , began to slaughter thy troops , the great car-warriors of
thy army having fled away."' Beholding the (Kaurava ) host
broken and excessively mangled by the fo

e , Drona said ,

e

heroes , ye need not fly away ! 18 _ Then h
e (viz . , Drona )

owning red steeds , excited with wrath and resembling a

( fierce ) elephant with four tusks , penetrated into the Pāndava
host and rushed against Yudhishthira . ' ' Then Yudhishthira
pierced the preceptor with many whetted arrows equipt with

Kanka feathers . Drona , however , cutting o
ff Yudhishthira ' s

bow , rushed impetuously a

him . 2• Then the protector o
f

Yudhishthira ' s car -wheels , viz . , Kumāra , the renowned prince

o
f

the Pānchālas , received the advancing Drona like the con
tinent receiving the surging sea . * ' Beholding Drona , that
bull among Brāhmanas held in check b

y

Kumāra , loud leonine
shouts were heard there with cries o

f

Excellent , Excellent !

Kumāra then , in that great battle , excited with rage , pierced
Drona with a

n arrow in the chest and uttered many leonine
shouts . Having checked Drona in battle , the mighty Ku
māra , endued with great lightness of hand and above al

l
fatigue , pierced him with many thousands o

f arrows . " Then
that bull among men (viz . , Drona ) slew that protector of

Yudhishthira ' s car -wheels , viz . , Kumāra , that hero observant

o
f

virtuous vows and accomplished in both mantras and wea
pons . And then penetrating into the midst of the (Pāndava )

host and careering in all directions , that bull among men , vi
z
. ,

Bharadwāja ' s so
n , became th
e

protector o
f thy troops . And

piercing Cikhandin with twelve arrows , and Uttamaujas with
twenty , and Nakula with five , and Sahadeva with seven , 87 and
Yudhishthira with twelve , and each of the (five ) sons of Drau
padi with three , and Sātyaki with five , and the ruler of the
Matsyas with ten arrows , 28 and agitating the entire host in that
battle , he rushed against the foremost warriors ( of the Pāndavas )

one after another . And then h
e

advanced against Kunti ' s son
Yudhishthira from desire o

f seizing h
im . ' Then Yugandhara ,

Oking , checked Bharadwāja ' s son , that mighty car -warrior

- filled with rage and resembling the very ocean lashed into fury
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by the tempest .58 Bharadwāja 's so
n , however , having pierced

Yudhishthira with many straight arrows , felled Yugandhara
with a broad -headed shaft from his niche in the car . 81 Then
Virāta , and Drupada , and the Kaikeya princes , and Sātyaki ,

and Civi , and Vyāghradatta the prince o
f

the Pānchālas , and
the valiant . Singhasena , 32 these , and many others , desirous o

f

rescuing Yudhishthira , surrounded Drona o
n a
ll

sides , and im
peded his way , scattering countless arrows . 88 Vyāghradatta ,

the prince o
f

the Panchālas , pierced Drona with fifty keen
pointed arrows , at which , o king , the troops uttered loud
shouts . 34 Then Singhasena also , quickly piercing that mighty
car -warrior , viz . , Drona , roared aloud in jo

y , striking terror
into the hearts o

f mighty car -warriors . 85 Drona then , expand
ing his eyes and rubbing his bowstring and producing loud
slaps o

f

h
is palms , rushed against the latter . 36 Then themighty

son o
f Bharadwāja , putting forth his prowess , cut off with a

couple o
f

broad -headed arrows the heads decked with ear
rings from the trunks of both Singhasena and Vyāghradatta . 8 *
And afflicting also , with his arrowy showers , the other mighty

car -warriors o
f

the Pāndavas , he stood in the front o
f Yudhish

thira ' s ca
r

like al
l
-destroying Death himself . 88 Then , O king ,

loud cries were heard among the warriors o
f Yudhishthira ' s army

to the effect , The king is slain , — when Bharadwāja ' s so
n

regulated vows thus stood in his vicinage . ' And the warriors
there all exclaimed , beholding Drona ' s prowess , - - Today th

e

royal son o
f

Dhritarashtra will be crowned with success ! 46

This very moment , Drona , having seized Yudhishthira ,will ,

filled with joy , assuredly come to us and Duryodhana ' s pre
sence . " ' _ While thy soldiers were indulging in such talk , Kunti ' s

son (Arjuna ) quickly came there , filling (the welkin ) with the
rattle o

f his car , 4 % and creating , as he came , owing to the
carnage h

e

caused , a river whose waters were blood , and whose
eddies were cars , and which abounded with the bones and
bodies o

f

brave warriors , and which bore creatures away to

where the spirits o
f

the departed dwell . 43 And the son of

Pandu came there , routing the Kurus , and quickly crossing
that river whose froth was constituted by : showers of arrows

and which abounded with fish in the form o

dances and other
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weapons." And the diadem -decked (Arjuna) suddenly came
upon Drona 's division , covering it with a thick network of
arrows and confounding the very senses (of those that followed

Neither the (four cardinal ) directions , nor the welkin , nor the
firmament above , nor the earth , O king , could any longer b

everything then became one continuous mass

arrows . 47 Indeed , O king , when the wielder o
f Gāndiva

caused that thick darkness b
y

means o

Beholding

this , that crusher of foes , viz . , thy son Durmukha , desirous of

doing what was agreeable to Drona , began to check Dhrishta
dyumna . s ? Then a terrible and a fierce battle took place , O

Bhārata , between the brave son of Prishata and thy son Dur
mukha . " Then Prishata ' s son , quickly covering Durmukha
with a shower o

f

arrows , checked Bharadwāja ' s son also with

& thick arrowy downpour . " Beholding Drona checked , thy

son Durmukha quickly rushed at Prishata ' s son and confounded
him with clouds of arrows o

f diverse kinds . And while the
prince o

f the Pānchālas and that foremost one o
f Kuru ' s race

were thus engaged in battle , Drona consumed many portions

o
f

Yudhishthira ' s host . A
s
a mass o
f

clouds is dispersed in

different directions b
y

the wind , even so was Yudhishthira ' s

host , inmany parts of the field , dispersed b
y

Drona . 89 For only

a short while d
id that battle look beautiful . And then , o

king , it became a
n encounter o
f

infuriate persons in which n
o

consideration was shown fo
r

anybody . 88 · And the combatants
could n

o longer distinguish their own from the foe . And the

battle went on , the warriors being guided b
y

inferences and

watch -words . 84 Upon the gems on their head -gears , upon their
necklaces and other ornaments , and upon their coats o

f mail ,

rays o
f light like those of the Sun seemed to fall and play , 85

And cars and elephants and steeds , decked with floating

banners , seemed in that battle to resemble masses of clouds
with rows o

f

cranes under them , 86 And men slew men , and
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steeds of fiery metal slew steeds, and car -warriors slew car
warriors , and elephants slew elephants.87 And soon a fierce
and terrible encounter took place between elephants with

tall standards on their backs and mighty compeers (rushing
against them ).88 And in consequence of those huge creatures
rubbing their bodies against those of hostile compeers and

tearing one another (with their tusks), fires mixed with smoke
were engendered there by (such ) friction of countless tusks

with tusks.89 Shorn of the standards (on their backs ), those
elephants , in consequence of the fires engendered by their
tusks, looked like masses of clouds in the welkin charged with
lightning. And the earth , strewn with elephants dragging
(hostile compeers ) and roaring and falling down , looked beauti
ful like the autumnal sky overspread with clouds. And the
roars of those elephants while they were being slaughtered with

showers of shafts and lances , resembled the roll of clouds in the
rainy season .43 And some huge elephants , wounded with lances
and shafts , became panicstruck . And others amongst those
creatures , left the field with loud cries *.48 And some elephants
there, struck by others with their tusks , uttered fierce cries of

distress that resembled the roll of the all-destroying clouds

at the end of the Yuga .44 And some, turned back by huge
compeers, returned to the charge , urged on by sharp hooks ,

And crushing hostile ranks, they began to slay a

drivers with arrows and lances , fell down from the backs o

their beasts , their weapons and hooks loosened from their

hand . And many elephants , without riders o

n their backs slain and fallen

warriors or those whose weapons had fallen down , wandered

with those elephants slain along with their riders and lying a
ll

about with the standards o
n their backs , the Earth looked

beautiful as if strewn with hills . " And the drivers o

backs o
f many elephants , with their breasts pierced b

n the earth . Exceedingly afflicted with the arrows shot b

Arjuna , that elephant , deprived o

f mountains destitute o

s cloudy robes and with

streaks o
f water running adown it

breast . ' Then the ruler of

the Prāgjyotishas hurled a

iron and decked with gold . That dart Arjuna cut in twain ,
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Then cutting o
ff the kings ' s standard and umbrella b

his arrows , Arjuna quickly pierced that ruler of the moun

with Kanka feathers , Bhagadatta , O monarch , became incensed

then hurled some lances a

Arjuna ' s head and uttered a loud shout . In consequence o

those lances Arjuna ' s diadem was displaced . is Arjuna then ,

having placed his diadem properly , addressed the ruler of the
Prāgjyotishas , saying , - Look well on this world ! 14 _ Thus ad
dressed b

him , Bhagadatta became filled with rage , and taking

a bright bow showered upon both the Pāndava and Govinda

his arrowy down -pours . " Pārtha then , cutting o

his bow and

quivers , quickly struck him with two and seventy shafts , afflict
ing his vital limbs . Thus pierced , he was excessively pained .

Filled then with rage , he , with mantras , inspired his hook into
the Vaishnava weapon and hurled it at Arjuna ' s breast . ?

32 _ Saying , So be it ! - the intelligent goddess
went away , her wishes fulfilled ! And Naraka also became
invincible and always scorched his foes . " It was from Naraka ,

the worlds , O sire , including

It was for thy sake , therefore , that I baffled it , violating my
promise . The great Asura hath now been divested o

f that

formerly slew fo

the worlds the Asura Naraka ! 36

Thus addressed b

the high -souled Kecava , Pārtha suddenly
overwhelmed Bhagadatta with clouds o

Then the mighty -armed and high -souled Arjuna fearlessly struck

a long arrow between the frontal globes of his enemy ' s elephant . * *

That arrow , spiltting the elephant like the thunder splitting

a mountain , penetrated into it
s body to the very wings99

like a snake penetrating into a
n anthill , 40 Though urged re

peatedly then b
y

Bhagadatta , the elephant refused to obey him

like a poor man ' s wife her lord . * With limbs paralysed , it fell
down , striking the earth with it

tusks . Uttering a cry of

distress , that huge elephant gave u

the ghost . “ The son o

Pāndu then , with a straight shaft furnished with a crescent

shaped head , pierced the bosom o
f king Bhagadatta .

f Gāndhāra , themselves unhurt ,

began once more to strike the son o

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of summer afflicting the world with sweat-producing rays .* 10

rain , there was
none in thy army who could resist that great and fierce bowman ,

that tiger among men . Struck b

Pārtha , thy warriors were

in great pain . They fled away , and in flying killed many among
their own number . The arrows shot by Arjuna , winged with

covering all sides like flights o
f locusts .

the other hand , recollecting a

their woes , the latter made the

88 - 36 And
with those arms dyed with gore and looking bright , the field

f Subhadrā ' s son they

laughed with joy . Seeing that implacable and proud fo
e

o
f

theirs thus vanquished , " ? those mighty car -warriors , viz . , the

(five ) sons o
f Draupadi who had o
n their banners the images

o
f Yama and Maruta and Cakra and the twin Açwins , 18 as also

Sātyaki , and Chekitāna , and Dhrishtadyumna , and Cikhandin ,
and the Kekayas , and Dhrishtaketu , and the Matsyas , and

the Pānchālas , and the Srinjayas , and the Pāndavas , headed
by Yudhishthira , were filled with joy . And all of them rushed
with speed , desirous o

f piercing Drona ' s array . * ' Then a

dreadful battle took place between thy warriors and those o
f

the foe . All of them were unretreating heroes and inspired by

desire o
f victory . During the progress of that dreadful en

counter , Duryodhana , O monarch , addressing the son of Rādhā ,

said , as . Behold , the heroic Duscāsana , who resembleth the
scorching Sun and who was hitherto slaying the foe in battle ,

hath a
t

last himself succumbed to Abhimanyu ! * : The Pān
davas also , filled with rage and looking fierce like mighty

lions , are rushing towards us , desirous o
f rescuing the son o
f

Subhadrā ! * 4 _ Thus addressed , Karna , filled with rage , and
desirous o

f

doing good to thy son , rained showers o
f sharp

arrows o
n the invincible Abhimanyu . as And the heroic Karna ,

a
s if in contempt of his antagonist , also pierced the latter ' s
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followers on the field of battle , with many excellent shafts of
great sharpness .S: The high - souled Abhimanyu , however , O
king , desirous of proceeding against Drona, quickly pierced

Rādhā ’s son with three and seventy shafts.27 No car-warrior of
thy army succeeded at that time in obstructing the progress ,

towards Drona , of Abhimanyu , who was the son of Indra 's son
and who was afflicting a

ll
the foremost ca

r
-warriors of the Kau

rava host . * Then Karna , that most honored o
f all bowmen ,

desirous o
f obtaining victory , pierced th
e

so
n

Subhadrā with

hundreds o

arrows , displaying his best weapons . 29 That fore
most o

f all persons conversant with weapons , that valiant dis
ciple o

f Rāma , b
y

means o
f

his weapons , thus afflicted Abhi
minyu who was incapable of being defeated b

y
foes . s0 Though

afflicted in battle b
y

Rādhā ' s son with showers of weapons , still
Subhadrā ' s so

n

who resembled a very celestial (for prowess ) felt

n
o pain , 34 With his straight shafts whetted o
n

stone and fur
nished with sharp points , the son of Arjuna , cutting o

ff the bows

o
f many heroic warriors , began to afflict Karna in return . 8 %

With shafts resembling snakes o
f

virulent poison and shot from

his bow drawn to a circle , Abhimanyu quickly cut of
f

the um

brella , the standard , the charioteer , and th
e

steeds of Karna ,

smiling the while , 33 Karna then sped five straight arrows at

Abhimanyu . The son o
f Phālguna , however , received them fear

lessly 3
4 Endued with great valour and courage , the latter then ,

in a moment , with only a single arrow , cut off Karna ' s bow and
standard and caused them to drop down on the ground . 5 Be
holding Karna in such distress , hi

s

younger brother , drawing
the bow with great force , speedily proceeded against the son

o
f Subhadrā . 36 The Pārthas then , and their followers , uttered

loud shouts and beat their musical instruments and applauded

the son o
f

Subhadrā [for his heroism ] . ' " 87

SECTION XLI .

" Sanjaya said , — Then the younger brother of Karna , utter
ing loud roars , bow in hand , and repeatedly stretching the
bowstring , quickly placed himself between those two illus
trious warriors . ' And Karna ' s brother , with ten shafts , pierced

charioteer and steeds, smiling the while . Beholding Abhi

Beholding his brother slain , and overthrown like a Kurnikāro
tree shaken and thrown down b

the wind from the mountain
top , Karna , O monarch , was filled with pain . Meanwhile , the
son o

f

Subhadrā , causing Karna b
y

means o
f

his arrows to

turn away from the field , quickly rushed against the other
great bowmen . Then Abhimanyu o

f
fierce energy and great

fame , filled with wrath , broke that host of diverse forces
abounding with elephants and steeds and cars and infantry . "

As regards Karna , afflicted b
y

Abhimanyu with countless

shafts , he fled away from the field , borne b
y

swift steeds .

The Kaurava array then broke . When the welkin was covered
with Abhimanyu ' s shafts like flights of locusts or thick showers

o
f

rain ,nothing , O monarch , could b
e distinguished . Amongst

thy warriors thus slaughtered b
y

Abhimanyu with sharp shafts ,
none , O monarch , stayed any longer o

n the field o
f

battle
except the ruler o

f

the Sindhus . Then that bull among
men , viz . , the so

n

o
f

Subhadrā , blowing his conch , speedily

fell upon the Bhārata host , O bull of Bharata ' s race . " Like

a burning brand thrown into themidst o
f
a heap o
f

dry grass ,

Arjuna ' s son began to consume his foes ,quickly careering through
the Kaurava army . Having pierced through their array ,

h
e mangled cars and elephants and steeds and human beings b
y

means o
f

his sharp shafts , and caused the field of battle to

teem with headless trunks . Cut off by means o
f excellent

arrows sped from the bow o
f

Subhadrā ' s son , the Kaurava
warriors fled away , slaying , as they fled , their own comrades

before them . 4 Those fierce arrows , of terrible effect , whet
ted o

n stone and countless in number , slaying car -warriors

and elephants and steeds , fell fast o
n the field . ' 5 Arms ,

decked with Angadas and other ornaments o
f gold , cut o
ff
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from trunks, lay scattered about, with maces and other wea
pons in grasp and hands cased in leathern fences . And arrows,

and bows , and scimitars , and bodies and heads decked with
ear -rings and floral wreaths , lay in thousands on the field ."?
Obstructed with Upashkaras and Adhishthānas and long poles,

as also with crushed Akshas and broken wheels and yokes,
numbering thousands ,* 18 with darts and bows and swords and
fallen standards , and with shields and bows and arrows lying

about , with the bodies , O monarch , of slain Kshatriyas

and steeds and elephants , the field o
f battle , looking exceed

ingly fierce , soon became impassable . 20 The noise made b

the princes a
s they called upon one another while slaugh

tered b
y

Abhimanyu , became defeaning and enhanced the fears

o
f

the timid . That noise , O chief o
f the Bharatas , filled alt

the points o
f the compass . The so
n

f

Subhadrā rushed

against the (Kaurava ) troops , slaying foremost of car -warriors
and steeds and elephants . Quickly consuming his foes , like

a fire sporting in the midst o
f
a heap o
f dry grass , the son o
f

Arjuna was seen careering through the midst o
f

the Bhārata
army . " Encompassed a

s h
e

was by our troops and covered
with dust , none o

f

u
s could obtain a sight of that warrior

when , O Bhārata , he was careeing over the field in a
ll

direc

tions , cardinal and subsidiary . * * And h
e

took the lives o
f

steeds and elephants and human warriors , 0 Bhārata , almost
incessantly . And soon after we saw him (come out o

f the
press ) . Indeed , O monarch , we beheld him then scorching

his foes like the meridian Sun (scorching everything with his
rays ) . Equal to Vāsava himself in battle , that so

a ' s son , viz . , Abhimanyu , looked resplendent in the midst o

the (hostile ) army . ' ”

“ Dhritarāshtra said , - ' A mere child in years , brought u

in great luxury , proud of the strength of his arms , accomplish

which , single -handed , he succeeded in checking the Pārthas

“ Sanjaya said , ' On the occasion o
f

the ravishment o
f

Draupadi , Jayadratha was vanquished b
y

Bhimasena . From

a keen sense o
f

his humiliation , the king practised the severest

o
f ascetic austerities , desirous of a boon . Restraining his

the Sindhus , addressed h
im , saying , - Solicit the

boon thou desirest ! I am gratified with thee , O Jayadratha !

What dost thou desire ? 15 _ Thus addressed b
y

Mahādeva , Jayad
ratha the ruler o

f the Sindhus bowed down unto h
im and

said with joined hands and restrained soul , 16 — Alone , on a

single car , I shall check in battle all the sons of Pându , endued
though they are with terrible energy and prowess ! — Even this ,

O Bhārata , was the boon h
e

solicited . " ? Thus solicited , that
foremost o

f

deities said unto Jayadratha , – 0 amiable one ,

I give thee the boon . Excepting Dhananjaya the son o
f

Prithā , 18 thou shalt in battle check the four other sons o
f

Pāndu ! - So be it , - said Jayadratha unto that Lord of the gods

and then awoke , O monarch , from his slumhers . In conse

quence o
f

that boon which h
e

had received and of the strength

also o
f his celestial weapons , Jayadratha , single -handed , held

in check the entire army o
f

the Pandavas ! 20 The twang o

his

bowstring and the slaps o

his palms inspired the hostile Ksha
triyas with fear , filling thy troops , at the same time , with
delight .

ceeded in approaching the presence o

f Jayadratha , but none of

them could bear him . ' Every one amongst thy enemies who
endeavoured to pierce the array that had been formed b

Drona ,

was checked b

the ruler o
f the Sindhus in consequence o

had got ( from Mahādeva ) . ' " 19

SECTION XLIV .

" Sanjaya said , - 'When the ruler o
f the Sindhus checked

the Pandavas desirous of success , the battle that took place then

between thy troops and the enemy became awful . The invin
cible son o

f Arjuna , of true aim and mighty energy , having

the field . Those numerous car -warriors then , (beholding this
feat ) , were filled with joy and exclaimed , - Excellent , - Excel
lent ! ! - Seeing the lion -like Abhimanyu angrily slaying the
foe with h

is

shafts and advancing from a distance , Vasātiya ,

proceeding towards him quickly , fell upon him with great

force . The latter pierced Abhimanyu with sixty shafts o
f

golden wings , and addressing h
im , said , - As long as I am alive ,

thou shalt not escape mewith life ! : — Cased though h
e was in

a
n

iron coat o
f mail , the son of Subhadrā pierced him in the
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chest with a far-reaching shaft. Thereupon Vasātiya fell down .
on the earth , deprived of life . ' Beholding Vasātiya slain ,
many bulls among Kshatriyas became filled with wrath , and
surrounded thy grandson , Oking , from desire of slaying
him ."

mail , decked with gold , and h

Penetrating into the Kaurava host , O

king , that destroyer of foremost Kshatriyas resembling Yama

deer . Beholding Satyaçravas seized b
y

him , many mighty
car -warriors , taking u

p

diverse kinds o
f weapons , rushed upon

im . Indeed , those bulls among Kshatriyas , from a spirit o

" Dhritarăshtra said , “That which thou tellest me , 0 Suta ,

about the battle , fierce and terrible , between the one and the
many , and the victory o

f that illustrious one , ' that story o
f

the prowess o
f

Subhadrā ' s son , is highly wonderful and a
l

most incredible ! I do not , however , regard it a
s

a marvel
that is absolutely beyond belief in the case o

f
those that have

righteousness fo
r

their refuge . After Duryodhana was beat
back and the hundred princes slain , what course was pursued

b
y

the warriors o
f my army against the son o
f

Subhadrā ? ? ?

“ Sanjaya said , — Their mouths became dry , and eyes rest
less . Sweat covered their bodies , and their hair stood o

n
end .

Despairing o
f vanquishing their foe , they became ready to

leave the field . Abandoning their wounded brothers and sires
and sons and friends and relatives b

y

marriage and kinsmen ,

they fled , urging their steeds and elephants to their utmost
speed . Beholding them broken and routed , Drona , and Drona ' s

son , and Vrihadvala , and Kripa , and Duryodhana , and Karna ,

and Kritavarman , and Suvala ' s son (Cakuni ) , rushed in great

wrath against the unvanquished son o
f

Subhadrā . Almost all
these , O king , were beat back b

y thy grandson . Only one

warrior then , viz . , Lakshmana , brought u
p

in luxury , accom
plished in arrows , endued with great energy , and fearless in

consequence o
f inexperience and pride , proceeded against the

son o
f Arjuna . Anxious about his son , his father (Duryo

dhana ) turned back for following him . Other mighty car
warriors turned back for following Duryodhana . All of them
then drenched Abhimanyu with showers o

f arrows like the

clouds pouring rain o
n the mountain -breast . Abhimanyu ,

however , single -handed , began to crush them like the dry

winds that blow in every direction destroying gathering

masses o
f

clouds . Like one infuriate elephant encounter

ing another , Arjuna's son then encountered thy invincible
grandson Lakshmana of great personal beauty , endued with

slayer o

f hostile heroes , vi
z
. , the son o
f

Subhadrā , had his
two arms and chest struck with sharp shafts . 13 Thy grandson ,

the mighty -armed Abhimanyu then , filled with rage like a

snake struck (with a rod ) , addressing , Oking , thy (other )

grandson , said , ' 4 — Look well on this world , fo
r

thou shalt

(soon ) have to g
o

to the other ! In the very sight of

all thy kinsmen , I will despatch thee to Yama ' s abode ! 15 _

Saying thus , that slayer o
f hostile heroes , viz . , the mighty

armed son o
f Subhadrā , took out a broad -headed arrow that

resembled a snake just freed from it
s slough . 16 That shaft ,

sped b
y

Abhimanyu ' s arms , cut off the beautiful head , decked
with ear -rings , of Lakshmana , that was graced with a beauti

ful nose , beautiful eye -brows , and exceedingly good - looking
curls . ' ? Beholding Lakshmana slain , the troops uttered ex
clamations o

f

O
h

and Alas . Upon the slaughter o
f his dear

son , Duryodhana became filled with rage . 18 That bull among
Kshatriyas then loudly urged the Kshatriyas under him , say
ing , - Slay this one ! Then Drona , and Kripa , and Karna ,

and Drona ' s son , and Vrihadvala , " 9 and Kritavarman the son

o
f

Hridikā , — these si
x

car -warriors eucompassed Abhimanyu .

Piercing them with sharp arrows and beating them o
ff

from

him , the son of Arjuna fell with great speed and fury upon
the vast force o

f Jayadratha . Thereupon the Kalingas , the
Nishādas , and the valiant son o

f Krātha , all clad in mail ,

cut o
ff his path by encompassing him with their elephant

division . The battle then that took place between Phālguna ' s

son and those warriors was obstinate and fierce . 20 - 32 Then the

f Arjuna began to destroy that elephant division a
s the

wind coursing in every direction destroys vast masses of gather
ing clouds in thewelkin . a3 Then Krātha covered the son o

Arjuna with showers o

antagonist . The latter ' s bow and shafts , and bracelets , and
two arms , and head decked with diadem , 36 and umbrella , and
standard , and charioteer , and steeds , were all cut off and felled

y Abhimanyu . When Krātha ' s son possessed of nobility o
f

lineage , good behaviour , acquaintance with the scriptures , great
strength , fame , and power o

f arms , was slain , the other heroic
combatants almost all turned away from the fight . ' " ?

the midst of his foes , in one of his ears , with a bright , well

enemies , Drona ' s son Açwatthāman

Arjuna , however , in the very sight of all the Dhārtarāshtras ,

quickly pierced Acwatthāman in return , O sire , with many

whetted shafts . " Drona ' s so
n , however , in return , piercing

"Sanjaya said , — Phālguna ' s son once more pierced Karna

in the ear with a barbed arrow , and fo
r

angering him still
further , he pierced him with fifty other shafts . The son of

Radhā pierced Abhimanyu in return with a
s many shafts .

Covered all over with arrows , Abhimanyu then , O sire , looked
exceedingly beautiful . Filled with rage , he caused Karna also

to be bathed in blood . Mangled with arrows and covered with
blood , the brave Karna also shone greatly . Both o

Duscāsana then ,

his mace , rushed a
t Abhimanyu , say

ing - Wait , Wait ! — Then those cousins , those two heroes ,

with upraised maces , began to strike each other , desirous of

achieving each other ' s death , like the three -eyed (Mahādeva )

and (the Asura ) Andhaka in days o
f

ld . Each of those chas

tisers o
f

foes , struck with the other ' s mace -end , fell down o
n

the earth like two uprooted standards erected to the honor o
f

Indra . Then Duscāşana ' s son , that enhancer o
f the fame of the

Kurus , rising u
p

first , 10 - 13 struck Abhimanyu with the mace

o
n the crown o
f

his head a
s

the latter was on the point of rising ,

Stupefied with the force o
f

that stroke as also with the fatigue

he had undergone , 18 that slayer of hostile hosts , viz . , the son

o
f

Subhadrā , fell on the earth , deprived o
f

his senses . Thus ,

O king , was one slain b
y

the many in battle , 14 — one who had
grinded the whole army , like an elephant grinding lotus stalks

in a lake . As he la

dead o
n the field , the heroic Abhimanyu

looked like a wild elephant slain b
y

the hunters . ' s . The fallen
hero was then surrounded b

y thy troops . And h
e

looked like

a
n extinguished fire in the summer season after ( as it lies )

having consumed a whole forest ; 16 o
r , like a tempest divested

f it
s fury after having crushed mountain crests ; * or , like the

Sun arrived at the Western hills after having blasted with his
heat the Bhārata host ; e ? or , like Soma swallowed u

p b
y

Rāhu ;

o
r , like the ocean reft o
f water . The mighty ca
r
-warriors of

thy army , beholding Abhimanyu whose face had the splendour

o
f

the full moon and whose eyes were rendered beautiful in

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consequence of lashes black as the feathers of the raven , lying
prostrate on the bare earth , were filled with great joy. And
they repeatedly uttered leonine shouts.18-19 Indeed , O monarch ,
thy troops were in transports of joy, while tears fell fast from
the eyes of the Pāndava heroes .26 Beholding the heroic Abhi
manyu lying on the field of battle like themoon dropped from

the firmament, diverse creatures, O king , in the welkin , loudly
said , _ Alas , this one lieth on the field , slain , while fighting
singly , by six mighty ca

r
-warriors o
f

the Dhārtarāshtra army ,

headed b
y

Drona and Karna ! This act hath been , we hold ,

a
n unrighteous one ! " — Upon the slaughter o

53 When the youth
ful Abhimanyu yet in his minority fe
ll , the Pāndava divisions ,

O king , fled away in the very sight o
f king Yudhishthir a , as
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Beholding his army breaking upon the fall of Subhadra 's
son, Yudhishthira addressed his brave warriors , saying,34_ The
heroic Abhimanyu, who without retreating from battle hath

been slain , hath certainly ascended to heaven ! Stay then , and
fear not, fo

r

we shall yet vanquish our foes ! 35 _ Endued with
great energy and great splendour , king Yudhishthira the just ,

that foremost o
f

warriors , saying such words unto his soldiers
inspired with grief , endeavoured to dispel their woe . 36 The
king continued , - Having , in the first instance , slain in battle

hostile princes resembling snakes o

" Sanjaya said , - 'Having thus slain one o
f

their foremost

warriors , and having been afflicted with their arrows , we came
back to our encampment in the evening , covered with blood . ”

Steadfastly gazed a

the enemy , we slowly left , O monarch ,

the field o
f battle , having sustained a severe loss and nearly

deprived o
f our senses . Then came that wonderful hour

intervening between day and night . Inauspicious howls of

jackals were heard . The Sun , with the pale -red hue o

the son of Kunti then mentally said his prayers. And then
with great humility he entered the chamber in which the blaz
ing fire ( fo

r

worship ) , was kept . 13 And having worshipped the

fire with faggots o

sacred wood and with libations o

clarified

butter sanctified with Mantras , he came out of the chamber . 14

Then that tiger among men , entering a second chamber , beheld
theremany bulls among Brāhmanas well -acquainted with the

them had under
gone the bath o

sacrifices performed b

caused them to utter , in distinct voices , agreeable benedictions ,

making presents to them o
f honey and clarified butter and

auspicious fruits o
f

the best kind , he gave unto each of them a

gold , a hundred steeds decked with ornaments , and
costly robes , and such other presents a

were agreeable to

milk whenever touched , with calves , and having their horns
decked with gold and their hoofs with silver , the son of Pāndu

f gold , and Aoral garlands , and water -pots , and blazing

fire , and vessels full of sun -dried rice and other auspicious articles ,

butter and honey , and auspicious birds and diverse other things

held sacred , the son of Kunti came into the outer chamber . 30 - 21

Then , O mighty -armed one , the attendants waiting in that

chamber brought a

excellent and costly seat o

a circular shape . Decked with pearls and lapis lazuli , and

overlaid with a very costly carpet over which was spread a

other cloth o

fine texture , that seat was the handiwork o

seat , the servants then brought to him all his

them shouted , saying , — Where is that Dhananjaya ? : _ And
some began to throw upwards (and again sieze ) their naked

swords , unyielding , well -tempered , of the color o
f the sky ,

possessed o
f great sharpness , and furnished with beautiful

hilts . * And brave warriors , desirous o
f

battle , b
y

thousands ,

were seen to perform the evolutions o
f

swordsmen and o
f

bow

men , with skill acquired b
y

practice . Some , whirling their
maces decked with bells , smeared with sandal paste , and adorn

e
d with gold and diamonds , enquired after the son of Påndu .

Some , intoxicated with th
e

pride of strength and possessed o
f

massive arms , obstructed the welkin with their spiked clubs

that resembled ( a forest o
f sturdy ) poles raised in honor o
f

Indra . ? Others , brave warriors a
ll , adorned with beautiful

garlands o
f

flowers , desirous o
f battle , occupied diverse por

tions o
f

the field , armed with diverse weapons . Where is
Arjuna ? Where is that Govinda ? Where is the proud Bhi
ma ? Where also a

re those allies o
f

theirs ? — Even thus did
they call upon them in battle . ' Then blowing his conch and
himself urging his horses to great speed , Drona moved about
with great celerity , arraying his troops . After all those
dvisions that delight in battle had taken u

p

their stations ,

Bharadwāja ' s son , O king , said these words unto Jayadratha :"
Thyself , Somadatta ' s son , the mighty car -warrior Karna , Açwat
thāman , Calya , Vrishasena , and Kripa , ' with a hundred thou
sand horse , sixty thousand cars , four and ten thousand ele
phants with rent temples , ' s one and twenty thousand foot -sold
iers clad in mail , take up your station behind me a

t the dis

tance o
f

twelve miles ! 14 There the very gods with Vāsava a
t

their head will not be able to attack thee , what need b
e

said ,

therefore , of the Pāndavas ? Take comfort , O ruler of the Sin
dhus ! 15 . - Thus addressed ( b

y

Drona ) , Jayadratha the ruler of

the Sindhus became comforted . And he proceeded to the spot

indicated b
y

Drona , accompanied b
y many Gāndhāra warriors ,

and surrounded b
y

those great car -warriors , ' ' and with many
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foot -soldiers clad in mail, prepared to fight vigorously , and armed
with nooses . The steeds of Jayadratha , well skilled in bearing

or drawing , were a
ll , o monarch , decked with yak -tails and

ornaments o
f gold . And seven thousand such steeds , and three

thousand other steeds of the Sindhu breed were with h
im . 17 - 18

“ Thy son Durmarshana , desirous of doing battle , stationed
himself a

ll the troops , accompanied b

sand and five hundred infuriate elephants of awful size , clad in

mail and of fierce deeds , and al

ridden b

well -trained elephant

riders . 19 - 30 Thy two other sons , viz . , Dushçāsana and Vikarna ,

their position amid the advance divisions o

the army ,

fo
r

the accomplishment o
f

the objects o
f Jayadratha . The

array that Bharadwāja ' s son formed , part Çakata and part a

circle , was full forty eight miles long and the width o
f

it
s

rear

ineasured twenty miles . Drona himself formed that array ,

with countless brave kings stationed within it and countless
cars and steeds and elephants and foot -soldiers . In the rear

o
f

that array was another impenetrable array o
f

the form o
f
a

lotus . And within that lotus was another dense array called the
needle . 24 Having formed his mighty array thus , Drona took

u
p

his station . A
t

the mouth o

that needle , the great
bowman Kritavarman took u

his stand . 26 Next to Krita
varman , O sire , stood the ruler of th

Kāmvojas and Jalasandha .

Next to these stood Duryodhana and Karna . Behind them
hundreds and thousands o

f unreturning heroes were stationed

in that Çakata fo
r

protecting it

head . ” ? Behind them a
ll , O

monarch , and surrounded b
y
a vast force , was king Jayadratha

stationed a
t

one side o
f that needle -shaped array 88 A
t

the

entrance o
f

the Çakata , O king , was Bharadwāja ' s so
n
. Be

hind Drona was the chief of the Bhojas , who protected him . *

Clad in white armour , with excellent head -gear , of broad
chest and mighty arms , Drona stood , stretching his large
bow , like the Destroyer himself in wrath . 36 Beholding Drona ' s

car which was graced with a beautiful standard and had red

steeds yoked to it and whose banner bore the device of a

sacrificial altar and a black deer -skin , the Kauravas were
filled with delight . 31 Seeing that array formed b

y

Drona ,

which resembled the ocean itself in agitation , the Siddhas and
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the Chāranas were filled with wonder .83 And all creatures
thought that that array would devour the whole Earth with her

mountains and seas and forests , and abounding with diverse
realms.33 And king Duryodhana , beholding that mighty array
in the form of a Çakata , teeming with cars and men and steeds
and elephants , roaring dreadfully , of wonderful form , and capable
of riving the hearts of foes, began to rejoice .' " 34

Then
Nakula ' s son Catānika , and Dhrishtadyumna the so

surrounded by many great bowmen . " Then , like the Destroyer

himself in wrath , or Vāsava himself armed with the thunder ,

Death ' s irresistible self armed with his club and urged o

y

Time , " or Mahādeva armed with the trident and incapable

o
f being ruffled , or Varuna bearing h
is

noose , or the blazing

fire a
t

the end o
f the Yuga risen fo
r

consuming the creation , ' 6

the slayer o
f

the Nivātakavachas , inflamed with rage and
swelling with might , the ever -victorious Jaya devoted to truth

and desirous o
f achieving his great vow , l ? clad in mail and

armed with sword , decked in golden diadem , adorned with
garlands o

f

white flowers and attired in white robes , his arms
decked with beautiful Angadus and ears with excellent ear
rings , 18 mounted o

n his own foremost o
f

cars , ( the incarnate )

Nara , accompanied b
y Nārāyana , shaking his Gāndiva in

battle , shone brilliantly like the risen Sun ! And Dhanan
jaya o

f great prowess , placing his ca
r , O king , at the very van o
f

his army where densest showers o
f

arrows would fall , blew his
conch . 30 Then Krishna also , O sire , fearlessly blew with great

force his foremost o
f

conchs called Pānchajanya a
s Pārtha

blew h
is . And in consequence o
f the blare o
f

their conchs ,

a
ll

the warriors in thy army , O monarch , trembled and became

heartless . And their hair stood o
n

end a
t

that sound . A
s

all creatures are possessed with fright a
t

the sound o
f

the

thunder , even so d
id a
ll thy warriors take fright a
t

the blare

o
f

those conchs . And a
ll

the animals ejected urine and

excreta . . Thy whole army with it
s

animals became filled

with anxiety . 34 O king , in consequence of the blare of those

(two ) conchs , al
l

men , O sire , lost their strength . And some
amongst them , O monarch , were inspired with dread , and some

lost their senses . And the ape on Arjuna ' s banner , opening
his mouth wide , made a

n awful noise with the other crea

tures o
n

it , fo
r

terrifying thy troops . 26 Then conchs and

horns and cymbals and Anakas were once more blown and
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beat fo
r

cheering thy warriors . " And that noise mingled with
the noise o

f
diverse (other )musical instruments , with the shouts

o
f warriors and the slaps o

their armpits , and with the leonine
roars uttered b

great car -warriors in summoning and challeng

(their antagonists ) . * 23 When that tumultuous uproar arose

there , an uproar that enhanced th
e

fears o
f

the timid , the so

f Pākaçāsana , filled with great delight , addressing him o
f

Daçārha ' s race , said (these words ) . ' " a9

“ 'Arjuna said , - Urge the steeds , O Hrishikeça , to where
Durmarshana stayeth ! Piercing through that elephant -division

Iwill penetrate into the hostile army !

" Sanjaya continued , — “ Thus addressed b
y

Savyasāchin ,

themighty -armed Keçava urged th
e

steeds to where Durmar

shana was staying . Fierce and awful was the encounter that
commenced there between one and the many , an encounter

that proved very destructive o
f

cars and elephants and men !

Then Pārtha , resembling a pouring cloud , covered his foes with
showers o

f shafts like amass o
f

clouds pouring rain o
n the

mountain breast . f4 The hostile car -warriors also , displaying
great lightness o

f hands , quickly covered both Krishna and
Dhananjaya with clouds o

f

arrows . The mighty -armed Pārtha
then , thus opposed in battle b

y

h
is

foes , became filled with
wrath , and began to strike o

ff with his arrows the heads o
f

car -warriors from their trunks . And the Earth became strewn
with beautiful heads decked with ear -rings and turbans , the
nether lips bi

t b
y

the upper ones , and the faces adorned with
eyes troubled with wrath . ? Indeed , the scattered heads of the
warriors looked resplendent like a

n assemblage o
f

plucked o
ff

and crushed lotuses lying strewn about the field . Golden
coats o

f

mail dyed with gore , (lying thick over the field ) , looked

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like masses of clouds charged with lightning . * * The sound, O
king , of heads falling on the Earth , resembled that of falling
palmyra fruits ripened by time. Headless trunks arose , some
standing bow in hand , and some with naked swords upraised in
the act of striking ." Those brave warriors , incapable of brook
ing Arjuna's feats and desirous of vanquishing him , had no
distinct perception as to when their heads were struck o

ff by

Arjuna . 12 The Earth became strewn with heads of horses ,

trunks o
f elephants , and the arms and legs of heroic warriors . 13

- This one is Pārtha , — Where is Pārtha ? - Here is Pārtha !

- Even thus , o king , the warriors of thy army became filled

with the idea o
f

Pārtha only ! 4 Deprived o
f their senses

b
y

Time , they regarded the whole world to be full of Pārtha
only , and , therefore , many o

f

them perished , striking one
another , and some struck even their own selves . 15 Uttering
wails o

f

woe , many heroes , covered with blood , deprived o
f

their senses , and in great agony , laid themselves down , calling
upon their friends and kinsmen . ' Arms , bearing short arrows ,

o
r lances , or darts , or swords , or battle -axes , or pointed stakes ,

o
r

scimitars , or bows , or spears , or shafts , or maces , and cased

in armour and decked with Angadas and other ornaments , and
looking like large snakes , and resembling huge clubs , cut o

ff

(from trunks ) with mighty weapons , were seen to jump about ,

jerk about , and move about , with great force , as if in rage . 17 - 19

Every one amongst those that wrathfully advanced against

Pārtha in that battle , perished ,his body pierced with some fatal
shaft o

f

that hero . 20 While dancing o
n his car a
s it moved ,

and drawing his bow , no one there could detect the minutest
opportunity fo

r

striking h
im . The quickness with which h
e

took his shafts , fixed them o
n the bowstring , and le
t

them o
ff ,

filled a
ll

his enemies with wonder . 22 Indeed , Phālguna , with
his shafts , pierced elephants and elephant -riders , horses and
horse -riders , car -warriors and drivers of cars . There was none
amongst his enemies , whether staying before him , or struggl

troops , in consequence o
f riven elephants fallen upon it , looked

like th
e

Earth strewn with huge hills a
t the hour o
f

univer

sa
l

dissolution . A
s

the midday Sun is incapable o
f being

looked a
t b
y

a
ll

creatures , even so was Dhananjaya excited

with wrath incapable o
f being looked a
t , in battle , by h
is

enemies . a ? The troops of thy son , O chastiser o
f

foes , aftlicted

(with the arrows o
f Dhananjaya ) , broke and fled in fear . 28

Like a mass o
f

clouds pierced and driven away b
y
a mighty

wind , that army was pierced and routed by Pārtha . None ,

indeed , could gaze at that hero while h
e

was slaying the foe . 29

Urging their horses to great speed b
y goads , by the horns of

their bows , b
y

deep growls , b
y

encouraging behests , b
y whips ,

b
y

cuts o
n their flanks , and b
y

threatening speeches , thy
men , vi

z
. , thy cavalry and thy car -warriors , as also thy foot

soldiers , afflicted with the shafts of Arjuna , fled away from the
field . 30 - 31 Others (that rode o

n elephants ) , fled away , urging
those huge beasts b

y pressing their flanks with their tocs o
r

with strokes o
f

the hook . Others , deprived of their senses b
y

Pārtha ' s arrows , in flying , ran against Pārtha himself . Indeed ,

thy warriors then became all chcerless and their understandings .

were all confused . ' " 32

SECTION XC .

" Dhritarāshtra said , — When the van o
fmy army thus

slaughtered b

the diadem -decked (Arjuna ) broke and fled ,

who were those heroes that advanced against Arjuna ? " (Did
any o

f

them actually fight with Arjuna , or ) did all , abandoning

their resolutions , enter the Çakata array , getting behind the
fearless Drona resembling a solid wall ? ? ?

“ Sanjaya said , — When Indra ' s son Arjuna , 0 ) sinless one ,

began , with his excellent arrows , to break and incessantly slay

ours ,many heroes were either slain , or becoming
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dispirited , fled away . None , in that battle ,was capable of even
looking at Arjuna.3-4 Then thy son Duscāsana , 0 king , be
holding that state of the troops , became filled with wrath and
rushed against Arjuna for battle. That hero of fierce prowess ,

cased in a beautiful coat of mail made of gold and his head

covered with a turban decked with gold , caused Arjuna to be
surrounded by a large elephant force which seemed capable of
devouring the whole Earth .” With the sound of the elephants'
bells , the blare of conchs, the twang of bowstrings , and the
grunts of the tuskers , the Earth , th

came fierce and awful . Beholding those huge beasts with ex
tended trunks filled with wrath and rushing quickly towards him ,

like winged mountains , urged o
n with hooks , " Dhananjaya , that

is shaftg . " And like a Mukara
penetrating into the vasty deep surging into mountain waves

when agitated b

the tempest , the diadem -decked (Arjuna )

penetrated into that elephant host . , Indeed , Pārtha , that
subjugator o

hostile cities , was then seen b

n every side

to resemble the scorching Sun that rises , transgressing the rule

about direction and hour , on the day of the universal destruc
tion . 13 And in consequence o

f

the sound o
f

horse -hoofs , the

rattle o
f

car -wheels , the shouts o
f combatants , the twang o
f

bow - strings , 14 the noise o
f

diverse musical instruments , the

blare o
f Panchajanya and Devadatta , and the roar of Ganz

diva , ' s men and elephants were dispirited and deprived o
f

their senses . And men and elephants were riven b
y Savyasă

chin with his shafts whose touch resembled that o
f

snakes o
f

virulent poison . " And those elephants , in that battle , were
pierced a

ll

over their bodies with sharp shafts , numbering thou
sands upon thousands , sped from Gāndiva . " ? While thusman
gled b

y

the diadem -decked (Arjuna ) , they uttered loud noises and
incessantly fe

ll

down o
n the earth like mountains shorn o
f

their

wings . 18 Others struck at the ja
w

o
r

frontal globes o
r temples ,

with long shafts , uttered cries resembling those o
f cranes . ' The

diadem -decked (Arjuna ) began to cut of
f ,with his straight arrows ,

the heads o
f

warriors standing o
n the necks o
f elephants . 20
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Those heads decked with ear -rings, constantly falling on the
Earth , resembled a multitude of lotuses that Pārtha was cull
ing for an offer to his gods. And while the elephants

wandered on the field , many warriors were seen to hang from
their bodies , divested of armour, afflicted with wounds, covered
with blood , and looking like painted pictures . In some ins
tances two or three warriors , pierced by one arrow winged with
beautiful feathers and well -shot ( from Gandiva ), fell down on
the Earth .* * Many elephants, deeply pierced with long shafts,
fell down , vomiting blood from their mouths , with the riders
on their backs, like hills overgrown with forests tumbling down
through some convulsion of nature .2* And Pārtha , by means
of his straight shafts , cut into fragments the bowstrings , stand
ards, bows , yokes, and shafts of the car-warriors opposed to
him .25 None could notice when Arjuna took up his arrows,
when he fixed them on the bowstring , when he drew the
string , and when he le

t

them o
ff . All that could b
e

seen was

that Pārtha seemed to dance o
n his car with his bow incessant

ly drawn to a circle . 26 Elephants , deeply pierced with long
shafts and vomiting blood from their mouths , fell down , as
soon a

s they were struck , on the Earth . ” ? And in the midst

o
f

that great carnage , O monarch , innumerable headless trunks
were seen to stand u

p
. 28 Arms , with bows in grasp , or whose

fingers were cased in leathern fences , holding swords , or decked
with Angadas and other ornaments o

f

gold , cut o
ff

from

trunks , were seen lying about . And the field o
f

battle was

strewn with innumerable Upushkaras and Adhishtānas , and
shafts , and crowns , crushed car -wheels , and broken Akshas , and
yokes , and warriors armed with shields and bows , and floral
garlands , and ornaments , and robes , and fallen standards . : 0 - 81

And in consequence o
f

those slain elephants and steeds , and the
fallen bodies o

f Kshatriyas , the Earth there assumed a
n awful

aspect . Duscāsana ' s force , thus slaughtered , 0 king , by the
diadem -decked (Arjuna ) , fied away . Their leader himself was

in great pain , 38 fo
r

Duscāsana , greatly afflicted b
y

those shafts ,

and overcome b
y

fear , entered , with his division , the Çukata
array , sceking Drona a

s his deliverer . ' ” 34

"Sanjaya continued , — Thus addressed b
y

him , the precept

o
r , smiling , replied unto him , saying , - 0 Vibhatsu , without

vanquishing me , thou shalt not be able to vanquish Jayadra

tha ! ? — Telling him this much , Drona , smiling , covered him
with showers o

f sharp arrows , as a ! so his car and steeds and
standard and charioteer . Then Arjuna , baffling Drona ' s

arrowy showers with his own arrows , rushed against Drona ,

shooting mightier and more awful shafts . Observant of Ksha
triya duties , Arjuna then pierced Drona in that battle with

nine arrows . " Cutting the shafts of Arjuna b
y

his own shafts ,

Drona then pierced both Krishna and Arjuna with many shafts

that resembled poison o
r

fire . ' Then , while Arjuna was think
ing o

f cutting off Drona ' s bow with his arrows , the latter ,

endued with great valor , fearlessly and quickly cut o
ff , with

his shafts , the bowstring o
f

the illustrious Phālguna . And

h
e

also pierced Phālguna ' s steeds and standard and chariot
eer . 12 - 13 And the heroic Drona covered Phālguna himself with
many arrows , smiling the while . Meantime , stringing his
large bow anew , 14 Pārtha , that foremost of all persons convers
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ant with arms, getting the better of his preceptor, quickly

shot six hundred arrows as if he had taken and shot only one

arrow . And once more he shot seven hundred other arrows ,

" Sanjaya continued , - "Saying these words , the mighty

armed Vibhatsu , desirous o
f slaying Jayadratha , quickly pro

ceeded against the (Kaurava ) troops . And while h
e penetrat

d into thy army , those high - souled princes of Pānchāla , viz . ,

Yudhāmanyu and Uttamaujas , followed him a
s

the protectors

o
f his wheels . 36 Then , O king , Jaya , and Kritavarman o

Sātwata race , and the ruler o
f the Kāmvojas , and Crutāyus ,

n elephantine herd , and who seemed ready

to devour the whole hostile army ! 48 The battle then that

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commenced was exceedingly fierce and made the hair stand

on end, between a
ll

those combatants o
n the one side and

Arjuna o
n the other , desiring to encounter each other . 43 And

a
ll

them , uniting together , began to resist that bull among

men advancing for the slaughter o
f Jayadratha , like medicines

resisting a raging disease . ' " 44

“ Sanjaya said , — Held in check b
y

them , that foremost o
f

car -warriors , viz . , Pārtha o
f great might and prowess , was

quickly pursued b

Drona from behind . ' The so

Pāndu ,

however , like diseases scorching the body , blasted that army ,

scattering his sharp shafts and resembling o
n that account the

Sun himself scattering his countless rays o
f light . And steeds

were pierced , and cars with riders were broken and mangled ,

and elephants were overthrown . And umbrellas were cut o

and displaced , and vehicles were deprived o

And the combatants fled o

sides , exceedingly afflicted with
arrows . Even thus progressed that fierce battle between those
Warriors and Arjuna encountering each other . Nothing could

4 - 5 Firmly
devoted to truth , Arjuna then , of white steeds , desirous of

accomplishing his v

w , rushed against that foremost of car

warriors , vi

. , Drona of red steeds . Then the preceptor Drona

struck h
is disciple , viz . , the mighty bowman Arjuna , with

five and twenty straight shafts capable o
f reaching the very

vitals . ? Thereupon Vibhatsu , that foremost of al
l

wielders o
f

weapons ,quickly rushed against Drona , shooting arrows capable

o
f baffling the force o
f

counter arrows shot a
t

him . Invoking

into existence then the Brahma weapon , Arjuna o
f

immeasur

able soul baffled with his straight shafts those shot so speedily

a
t

him b
y

Drona . The skill w
e

then beheld o
f Drona was

exceedingly wonderful , since Arjuna , though young , and though
struggling vigorously , could not pierce Drona with a single

shaft . Like a mass of clouds pouring torrents of rain , th
e

Drona cloud rained showers o
f

arrows o
n the Pārtha mount

in . " Possessed o
f great energy , Arjuna received that arrowy

downpur , O king , b
y

invoking the Brahma weapon , and cut
off a

ll

those arrows b
y

arrows o
f

his own . " Drona then afflicted
Pārtha o

white steeds with five and twenty arrows . And he

struck Vāsudeva with seventy arrows on the chest and arms . "

Pārtha then , of great intelligence , smiling the while , resisted
the preceptor in that battle who was incessantly shooting sharp

arrows . 14 Then those two foremost o

car -warriors , while thus

struck b

Drona , avoided that invincible warrior ,who resembled
the raging Yuga fire . ' s Avoiding those sharp shafts shot
from Drona ' s bow , the diadem -decked son of Kunti , adorned
with garlands o

flowers , began to slaughter the host of the
Bhojas . ' Indeed , avoiding the invincible Drona who stood
immovable like the Maināka mountain , Arjuna took u

p

his

position between Kritavarman and Sudakshina the ruler o

Kāmvojas , " ? Then that tiger among men , vi
z
. , the ruler of

the Bhojas , coolly pierced that invincible and foremost descend
ant of Kuru with ten arrows winged with Kanka feathers . 18

Then Arjuna pierced him , O monarch , in that battle with a
hundred arrows . And once more h

e pierced h
im with three

other arrows , stupifying that hero of the Sātwata race . '

The ruler o
f

the Bhojas then , laughing th
e

while , pierced
Pārtha and Vāsudeva each with five and twenty arrows . 30

Arjuna then , cutting o
ff

Kritavarman ' s bow , pierced him with
one and twenty arrows resembling blazing flames o

f

fi
re o
r

angry snakes o
f

virulent poison . Then Kritavarman , that
mighty car -warrior , taking u

p

another bow , pierced Arjuna in

the chest , О Bhārata , with five arrows . " ? And once more h
e

pierced Pārtha with five sharp arrows . Then Pārtha struck
him in return in the centre o

f the chest with nine arrows . a3

Beholding the son of Kunti obstructed before the ca
r

o
f Krita

varman , he of Vrishni ' s race thought that no time should b
e

wasted . 24 Then Krishna , addressing Pārtha , said , - Do not
show any mercy to Kritavarman ! Disregarding thy relation
ship (with him ) , crush and slay him 1

_ Then Arjuna , stupi

fying Kritavarman with his arrows , proceeded , on his swift
steeds , to the division o

f

the Kāmvojas , 28 Seeing Arjuna of

white steeds penetrate into the Kāmvoja force , Kritavarman
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became filled with wrath . Shaking his bow with arrow fixed
thereon , he then encountered the two Pānchāla princes . In
deed , Kritavarman , with his arrows , resisted those two Pānchāla
princes as they advanced , following Arjuna for protecting his
wheels . Then Kritavarman the ruler of the Bhojas pierced

them both with sharp shafts , striking Yudhāmanyu with three,
and Uttamaujas with four. Those two princes in return each
pierced him with te

n
arrows . And once more Yudhāmanyu

shooting three arrows and Uttamaujas shooting three , eº cut off
Kritavarman ' s standard and bow . Then the son o

f Hridikā ,

taking u
p

another bow , and becoming infuriate with rage , 8 ' de
prived both those warriors o

f
their bows and covered them

with arrows . Then those two warriors , taking u
p

and string

ing two other bows , began to pierce Kritavarman . Mean
while Vibhatsu penetrated into the hostile army . But those
two princes , resisted b

y

Kritavarman , obtained n
o admittance 33

into the Dhārtarāshtra host , although those bulls among men
struggled vigorously . Then Arjuna o

f

white steeds quickly

afflicted in that battle the divisions opposed to him . 34 That
slayer o

f

foes , however , slew not Kritavarman although h
e

got him within reach . Beholding Pārtha thus proceeding ,
the brave king Crutāyudha , filled with wrath , rushed a

t

him ,
shaking his large bow . And h

e pierced Pārtha with three
arrows , and Janārddana with seventy And h

e

struck the

standard o
f

Pārtha with a very sharp arrow having a razor - like
head . Then Arjuna , filled with wrath , deeply pierced his
antagonist with ninety straight shafts like ( a rider ) striking a

mighty elephant with the hook . Crutāyudha , however , could
not , O king , brook that act of prowess o

n the part o
f Pāndu ' s

son . 87 - 93 He pierced Arjuna in return with seven and seventy

shafts . Arjuna then cut o
ff Crutāyudha ' s bow and then his

quiver , 39 and angrily struck him o
n the chest with seven straight

shafts . Then king Crutāyudha , deprived o
f

h
is

senses b
y

wrath , took u
p

another bow tº and struck the son o
f Vāsava

with nine arrows o
n the latter ' s arms and chest . Then Arjuna ,

that chastiser o
f

foes , laughing the while , ( ) Bhārata , afflicted
Crutāyudha with many thousands o

f

arrows . And that mighty
car -warrior quickly slew also the latter ' s steeds and chariot
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cer .41-42 Endued with great strength , the son of Pāndu then
pierced his fo

e

with seventy arrows . Then the valiant king
Crutāyudha , abandoning that steedless car , 43 rushed in that

encounter against Pārtha , uplifting his mace . The heroic
king Crutāyudha was the so

n

o
f Varuna , 44 having for his

mother thatmighty river o
f

cool water called Parnācā . His
mother , O king , had , fo

r

the sake o
f

her son , begged Varuna ,

saying , 45 _ Let this my son become unslayable o
n Earth !

Varuna , gratified (with her ) , had said , — I give him a boon

highly beneficial to him , 46 viz . , a celestial weapon , b
y

virtue

o
f

which this thy son will become unslayable o
n Earth b
y

foes !

Noman can have immortality . 47 O foremost o
f rivers , every

one who hath taken birth must inevitably d
ie ! This child ,

however , will always be invincible b
y

foes in battle , 48 through

the power of this weapon . Therefore , le
t

thy heart ' s fever b
e

dispelled ! - Having said these words , Varuna gave him , with
mantras , a mace . * ' Obtaining that mace , Crutāyudha became
invincible o

n Earth . Unto him , however , the illustrious Lord

o
f

the waters again said , 5° — This mace should not be hurled a
t

one who is not engaged in fight . If hurled a
t

such a person

it will come back and fall upon thyself . O illustrious child , ( if

so hurled ) it will then course in an opposite direction and slay

the person hurling it ! 51 — It would seem that when his hour
came , Crutāyudha disobeyed that injunction . With that hero
slaying mace h

e attacked Janārddana . 68 The valiant Krishna
received that mace o

n one o
f

his well -formed and stout should

ers . It failed to shake Caurin like the wind failing to shake

the mountains o
f Vindhya . 53 Thatmace , returning unto Cru

tāyudha himself , struck that brave and wrathful king staying

o
n his car , like a
n ill -accomplished act of sorcery injuring the

performer himself , 54 and slaying that hero , fell down o
n the

Earth . Beholding themace turn back and Crutāyudha slain , 55

loud cries o
f

Alus and O
h

arose there among the troops , a
t

the
sight o

f Crutāyudha , that chastiser of foes , slain b
y
a weapon

o
f

h
is

own . * 66 And because , O monarch , Crutāyudha had hurl

e
d that mace a
t

Janārddana who was not engaged in fighting ,

* The original is pleonastic . - T .
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it slew him who had hurled it.57 And Crutāyudha perished on
the field even in the manner that Varuna had indicated . De
prived of life he fell down on the Earth before the eyes of a

ll

the

bowmen . 58 While falling down , that dear son o
f Parnācā

shone resplendent like a tallbanian with spreading boughs

broken b
y

the wind . 69 Then all the troops and even a
ll

the

principal warriors fled away , beholding Crutāyudha , that chas

tiser o
f foes , slain . Then the son o
f

the ruler o
f

the Kām

vojas , viz . , the brave Sudhakshina , rushed o
n his swift steeds

against Phālguna that slayer o
f

foes . 61 Pārtha then , 0 Bhā
rata , sped seven shafts at him . Those shafts , passing through

th
e body o
f that hero , entered the Earth . 62 Deeply pierced by

those shafts sped in battle from Gāndiva , Sudakshina pierced
Arjuna in return with ten shafts winged with Kanka feathers . 63

And piercing Vāsudeva with three shafts , he once more pierced
Pārtha with five . Then , O sire , Pārtha , cutting o

ff
Sudakshi

n
a ' s bow , lopped o
ff the latter ' s standard . 64 And the son o
f

Pāndu pierced his antagonist with a couple o
f

broad -headed
arrows o

f great sharpness . Sudakshina , however , piercing Pār
tha once more with three arrows , uttered a leonine shout . ' '

Then the brave Sudakshina , filled with wrath , hurled a
t

the

wielder o
f Gāndiva a terrible dart made wholly o
f

iron and

decked with bells . That dart , blazing a
s
a large meteor , and

emitting sparks of fire , approaching that mighty car -warrior ,

pierced him through and fell down o
n the Earth . 67 Deeply

struck b
y

that dart and overcome with a swoon , Arjuna soon

enough recovered . Then that hero o
f mighty energy , licking

the corners o
f his mouth , 68 that son o
f

Pāndu , of inconceiv
able feats , pierced his foe , with his steeds , standard , bow , and
charioteer , with four and te

n

shafts winged with Kanka feath

e
rs . 69 With other arrows , countless in number , Pārtha then

cut Sudakshina ' s car into fragments . And then the son o
f

Pāndu pierced Sudakshina , the prince of the Kāmvojas , whose
purpose and prowess had both been baffled , with a sharp arrow

in the chest . Then the brave prince o
f

the Kāmvojas , his
coat o

f mail cut off , his limbs weakened , his diadem and Anga

das displaced , fell , head downwards , like a pole o
f Indra when

hurled from a
n engine . Like a beautiful Karnikāra tree in the

spring , gracefully growing on a mountain summit with beauti
ful branches , lying on the Earth when uprooted by the wind,

the prince of the Kämvojas lay on the bare ground , deprived of
life , though deserving of the costliest bed .70–73 Decked with
costly ornaments , handsome, possessed of eyes that were of a
coppery hue , and bearing on his head a garland of gold endued
with the effulgence of fire , the mighty-armed Sudakshina , the
son of the ruler of the Kāmvojas, overthrown by Pārtha with
his shafts,and lying on the Earth , reft of life , looked resplendent

like a beautifulmountain with a level top. Then al
l

the troops

o
f thy so
n

fi
le
d

away , beholding Crutāyudha , and Sudakshina

th
e

prince o
f the Kāmvojas , slain . ' ” 74 - 76

Sanjaya said , - 'Upon the fall of Sudakshina and o

f

the

heroic Crutāyudha , O monarch , thy warriors , filled with wrath ,

rushed with speed a
t

Pārtha . The Abhishahas , the Curasenas ,

the Civis , the Vasātis , began , O king , to scatter their arrowy
showers on Dhananjaya . The son o

f Pāndu then consumed

b
y

means o
f

his arrows si
x

hundred o
f

them a
t

once . There
upon those warriors , terrified , fled away like smaller animals
from a tiger . Rallying , they once more surrounded Pārtha ,
who was slaying his foes and vanquishing them in battle . *
Dhananjaya then , with shafts sped from Gandiva , speedily
felled the heads and arms o

the combatants thus rushing upon

him . Not an inch of the field o
f

battle was unstrewn with

fallen heads , and the flights of crows and vultures and ravens

that hovered over the field seemed to form a cloudy canopy .

Seeing their followers thus exterminated , Crutāyush and Ach
yutāyush were both filled with wrath . And they continued to

contend vigorously with Dhananjaya . Endued with great
might , proud , heroic , of noble lineage , and possessed of strength

arms , those two bowmen , O king , solicitous o
f winning great

fame and desirous , fo
r

the sake o
f thy son , to compass the

destruction o
f Arjuna , quickly showered upon the latter their

arrowy downpours from a
t

once his right and left . 7 - 9 Those
angry heroes , with a thousand straight shafts , covered Arjuna
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like twomasses of clouds filling a lake. Then that foremost
of ca

-warriors , vi
z
. , Crutāyush , filled with wrath , struck

Dhananjaya with a well -tempered and sharp -pointed lance . ? !

That crusher o
f

foes , then , viz . , Arjuna , deeply pierced b
y

his
mighty fo

e , swooned away in that battle , stupifying Keçava
also ( b

y

thatact ) . Meanwhile , the mighty car -warrior Achyu

tāyush forcibly struck the son o
f

Pāndu with a keen -pointed

spear . 13 By that act he seemed to pour a
n acid upon the

wound o
f the high -souled son o
f

Pāndu . Deeply pierced there
with , Pārtha supported himself b

y

seizing the flagstaff . 24 Then

a leonine shout was sent forth b
y

all thy troops , O monarch ,

in the belief that Dhananjaya was deprived o
f

life . And
Krishna also was scrorched with grief upon beholding Pārtha

senseless . Then Kecava comforted Dhananjaya with soothing

words . ' Then those foremost of ca
r
-warriors , (viz . , Crutāyush

and Achyutāyush ) , of true aim , pouring their arrowy showers

o
n a
ll

sides , in that battle , made Dhananjaya and Vāsudeva of
Vrishni ' s race invisible with their car and car -wheels and
Kuvaras , their steeds and flagstaff and banner . And al

l

this

seemed wonderful . ' 7 - 18 Meanwhile , o Bhārata , Vibhatsu slowly
regained his senses , like one come back from the very abode o

f

the king o

the dead . " Beholding his car with Keçava over
whelmed with arrows , and seeing also those two antagonists o

f

is staying before h
im like two blazing fires , 2° the mighty

ca
r
-warrior Pārtha then invoked into existence the weapon

named after Cakra . From that weapon flowed thousands of

straight shafts . And those shafts struck Crutāyush and
Achyutāyush , those mighty bowmen . And the arrows shot b

y

the latter , pierced b
y

those o
f

Pārtha , coursed through the
welkin . And the son of Pāndu , quickly baffling those arrows

b
y

th
e

force o
f

his own arrows , began to career over the field ,

encountering mighty car -warriors . Meanwhile Crutāyush and
Achyutāyush were , by Arjuna ' s arrowy showers , deprived of

their arms and heads . And they fell down o
n the Earth like a

couple o
f tall trees broken b
y

the wind . 28 - 34 And the death

o
f Crutāyush and the slaughter o
f Achyutāyush created a

surprise equal to what men would feel a
t the sight o
f the

ocean becoming dry , 85 Then slaying fifty car -warriors amongst
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the followers of those two princes, Pārtha proceeded against
the Bharata army , slaying many foremost of warriors . 6 Bebold
ing both Crutāyush and Achyutāyush slain , their sons , those
foremost of men , viz., Niyatāyush and Dirghāyush , O Bhā
rata , both filled with rage , rushed against the son of Kunti ,

scattering shafts of diverse kinds , and much pained by th
e

calamity that had happened to their sires . " 7 - 28 Arjuna , ex
cited with rage , in a moment despatched them both towards

Yama ' s abode , by means of straight shafts . 29 And those bulls
among Kshatriyas ( that were in the Kuru army ) were perfectly

unable to resist Pārtha who agitated the Dhārtarāshtra ranks

like an elephant agitating the waters o
f
a lake filled with

lotuses . " Then thousands o
f trained elephant -riders amongst

the Angas , O monarch , filled with rage , surrounded the son o
f

Pāndu with their elephant force . 8 . Urged b
y Duryodhana ,

many kings also o
f

the West and the South , and many others
headed b

y

the ruler o
f

the Kalingas , also surrounded Arjuna ,

with their elephants huge a
s hills . s : Pārtha , however , with

shafts sped from Gāndiva , quickly cut off the heads and arms ,

decked with ornaments , of those advancing combatants . The

field o
f

battle , strewn with those heads and arms decked with
Angadas , looked like golden stones entwined b

y

snakes . *
And the arms o

f

warriors cut of
f

therewith , while falling down ,
looked like birds dropping down from trees . 85 And the e

le

phants , pierced with thousands of arrows and shedding blood

(from their wounds ) , looked like hills in the season o
f rains

with liquified red chalk streaming down their sides . 86 Others ,

slain b
y

Pārtha with sharp shafts , lay prostrate o
n the field .

And many Mlecchas o
n the backs o
f elephants , of diverse

kinds o
f ugly forms , ' robed in diverse attires , 0 king , and

armed with diverse kinds o
f weapons , and bathed in blood ,

looked resplendent as they lay o
n the field , deprived o
f

life b
y

means o
f

diverse kinds o
f

arrows 88 And thousands o
f

ele

phants along with their riders and those o
n foot that urged

them forwards , struck with Pārtha ' s shafts , vomitted blood , * *

o
r

uttered shrieks o
f agony , or fell down , or ran ungovernably

in a
ll

directions . Andmany , exceedingly frightened , trod down
and crushed their own men , * ' And many , which were kept
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as reserves and which were fierce as snakes of virulent poison ,

d
id

the same , And many terrible Yavanas and Pāradas and
Cakas and Vālhikas , and Mlecchas born o

f the cow ( belonging

to Vaçishtha ) , of fierce eyes , accomplished in smiting , looking

like messengers o
f

Death , and all conversant with the deceptive
powers o

f

the Asuras , and many Darvātisāras and Daradas and
Pundras numbering b

y

thousands , in hundreds and thousands

o
f

bands , and together forming a force that was countless , 42 - 45

began to shower their sharp shafts upon the son o
f Pāndu ,

Accomplished in various modes o
f

warfare , those Mecchas
covered Arjuna with their arrows . 44 Upon them Dhananjaya

also quickly poured his arrows . And those arrows , shot from
Gāndiva , looked like flights of locusts , as they coursed through

the welkin . “ “ Indeed , Dhananjaya , having b
y

his arrows caused

a shade over the troops like that of the clouds , slew , b
y

the

force o
f his weapons , al
l

the Mlecchus with heads completely

shaved o
r half -shaved o
r

covered with mattled locks , impuro

in habits , and of crooked faces . Those dwellers of hills , pierced

with arrows , 46 - 47 those denizens of mountain caves , fled away

in fear . And ravens and Kankas and wolves , with great glee ,

drank the blood o
f

those elephants and steeds and their Melccho

riders overthrown o
n the field b
y

Pārtha with his sharp shafts ,

Indeed , Arjuna caused a fierce river to flow there whose current
consisted o

f

blood . (Slain ) foot -soldiers and steeds and cars
and elephants constituted it

s

embankments . The showers of

shafts poured constitued its rafts and the hair of the combatants

formed it
s

moss and weeds . 48 - 50 And the fingers cut of
f

from the

arms o
f

warriors , formed it
s little fishes . And that river was

a
s awful as Death itself at the end o
f

the Yuga . And that
river o

f

blood flowed towards the region o
f

Yama . And the
bodies o

f

slain elephants , floating o
n it , obstructed it
s

current . se

And the Earth was covered a
ll

over with the blood o
f Kshatriyas

and o
f elephants and steeds and their riders ,and o
f ca
r
-warriors ,

and became one bloody expanse like to what is seen when Indra

showers a heavy down -pour covering uplands and lowlands

alike . And that bull among Kshatriyas despatched si
x

thou

sand horsemen and again a thousand foremost o
f Kshatriyas in

that battle into the jaws o
f Death . Thousands o
f well -equipt

elephants , pierced with arrows,52-54 lay prostrate on the field
like hills struck down by thunder . And Arjuna careered over
the field , slaying steeds and car -warriors and elephants, like
an elephant of rent temples crushing a forest of reeds. As a
conflagration , urged by the wind, consumes a dense forest of

trees and creepers and plants and dry wood and grass

piercing through Drona ' s division . And Drona also ,

accompanied b

his forces , desirous of protecting h
is own array ,

battled with the Pārthas , seeking glory . . Vinda and Anuvinda

f Avanti , excited with wrath and desirous of benefiting thy

son , struck Virāta with ten shafts . * Virāta also , o king , ap
proaching those two warriors o

f great prowess staying in battle ,

fought with them and their followers . The battle that took
place between these was fierce in the extreme , and blood ra

in it like water . And it resembled a
n encounter in the woods

between a lion and a couple o
f mighty elephants with rent

temples . The mighty son o
f Yajnasena forcibly struck king

Vālhika in that battle with fierce and sharp shafts capable o
f

penetrating into the very vitals . ? Vālhika also , filled with

wrath , deeply pierced Yajnasena ' s so
n

with nine straight shafts
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of golden wings and whetted on stone . And that battle be
tween those two warriors became exceedingly fierce , characteris

ed as it was by dense showers of shafts and darts . And it

enhanced the fears of the timid and the joy of heroes.' The
arrows shot by them entirely covered the welkin and all the
points of the compass so that nothing could any longer be dis

cerned . ' And Caivya th
e

king o
f

the Govāsanas , at th
e

head

o
f his troops , fought in that battle with that mighty car -warrior

the prince o
f

the Kācis , like a
n elephant battling with an

other . " The king o
f the Vālhikas , excited with wrath , fight

in
g

against those ( five ) inighty car -warriors , viz . , the sons o
f

Draupadi , looked resplendent like the mind contending against
the five senses . And those five princes also , O foremost o

f

embodied beings , fought with that antagonist of theirs , shoot
ing their arrows from a

ll

sides , like the objects o
f the senses

for ever battling with the body . 13 Thy son Duscāsana struck
Sātyaki of Vrishni ' s race with nine straight shafts of keen
points . " * Deeply pierced b

y

that strong and great bowman ,

Sātyaki o
f prowess incapable o
f being baffled , was partially

deprived o
f

his senses . " Comforted soon , h
e

o
f Vrishni ' s race

then quickly pierced thy son , thatmighty car -warrior , with ten

shafts winged with Kanla feathers . 26 Piercing each other
deeply and afflicted with each other ' s shafts , they looked res :

plendent , O king , like two Kinçukas decked with flowers . " ?

Afflicted with the arrows o
f Kuntibhoja , Alamvusha , filled

with wrath , looked like a beautiful Kinçuka graced with it
s

flowering burthen . 8 The Rākshasu then ,having pierced Kunti
bhoja with many arrrows , uttered awful shouts a

t

the head o
f

thy host . " And as those heroes fought with each other in that

battle , they seemed to a
ll

the troops to resemble Cakra and the

Asura Jambha in days o
f

o
ld . 20 The two sons of Mādri , filled

with wrath , fiercely grinded with their shafts the Gāndhāra
prince Cakuni who had offended against them greatly . " The
carnage , 0 monarch , that se

t

in was awful . Originated b
y

thee , nurtured b
y

Karna , a and kept u
p

b
y

thy sons , the fire of

wrath ( o
f the Pāndavas ) hath swelled now , O monarch , and is

ready to consume the whole Earth : 28 Forced to turn his back

o
n the field b
y

the two sons o
f Pāndu with their shafts , Cakuni ,
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unable to put forth his valour, knew not what to do.24 Behold
in
g

h
im turn back , those mighty car -warriors , viz . , the two sons

o
f Pāndu , once more showered their arrows o
n

him like two
masses o

f clouds pouring torrents o
f

rain o
n
a mighty hill . as

Struck with countless straight shafts , the son o
f

Suvala fled

towards the division o
f

Drona , borne b
y

his swift steeds . The
brave Ghatotkacha rushed towards the Rākshasa Alāyudha in

that battle , with impetuosity much short o
f what h
e

was capa

ble . ? The bttale between those two became beautiful to behold ,

like that which in days of yore had taken place between Rāma

and Rāvana . 98 King Yudhishthira ,having in that battle pierced

the ruler o
f

th
e

Madras with five hundred arrows , once more
pierced him with seven . 29 Then commenced that battle be
tween them which was exceedingly wonderful , O monarch ,

which resembled that , in days o
f yore , between the Asura

Camvara and the chief the celestials . 50 Thy sons Vivingçati
and Chitrasena and Vikarna , surrounded b

y
a large force ,battled

with Bhimasena . ' ” 91

" Sanjaya said , — When that fierce battle making the hair

to stand o
n

end , commenced , the Pāndavas rushed against the

Kauravas who had been divided into three bodies . ” Bhimasena
rushed against the mighty -armed Jalasandha , and Yudhishthira ,

a
t

the head o
f

h
is troops , rushed , in that battle , against Krita

varman . And Dhrishtadyumna , O king , scattering his shafts
like the Sun shooting his rays , rushed against Drona . Then
commenced that battle between all the bowmen , eager fo

r

the

encounter , of the Kurus and the Pāndavas excited with wrath .

And during the progress o
f

that terrible carnage , when all the
warriors were battling with one another fearlessly , the mighty

Drona fought with the mighty prince o
f

the Pānchālas . And
the clouds o

f

arrows h
e

shot in that encounter filled all spectators .

with wonder . And Drona and the prince o
f the Pānchālas ,

cutting o
ff the heads of men b
y

thousands , scattered them o
n

the field o
f

battle , making the latter resemble a forest o
f lo

tuses . ? In every division were soon strewn on the ground robes .
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and ornaments and weapons , and standards and coats of mail.s

And golden coats of mail dyed with blood looked like clouds
charged with lightning. Other mighty ca

r
-warriors , drawing

their large bowsmeasuring full si
x

cubits long , felled with their

shafts elephants and steeds and men . In that dreadful e
n

counter o
f arms between brave and high -souled warriors , swords

and shields and bows and heads and coats o
fmail were seen

lying scattered about . " Innumerable headless trunks were seen

to rise u
p , O king , in the midst o
f that fierce battle . And

vultures and Kankas and crows and jackalls and swarms of

other carnivorous animals , O sire , were seen there , 13 eating the
flesh o

f

fallen men and steeds and elephants , or drinking their
blood , or dragging them b

y

the hair , or licking o
r pecking , O

king , at their marrow , 14 or dragging their bodies and severed
limbs , or rolling their heads o

n the ground . " Warriors skilled

in battle , accomplished in weapons , and firmly resolved o
n fight ,

struggled vigorously in the combat , solicitous only o

Many were the combatants that careered over the field , per
forming the diverse evolutions of swordsmen . With sabres and
darts and lances and spears and axes , " ? with maces and spiked
clubs and other kinds o

f weapons , and with even bare arms , men
who had entered the arena o

f battle , filled with rage , slew one
another . 18 And car -warriors fought with car -warriors , and horse
men with horsemen , and elephants with foremost of elephants ,

and foot -soldiers with foot - soldiers . " ' And many infuriate ele
phants , as if perfectly mad , uttered loud shrieks and slew one
another , after the manner they d

o

in sporting arenas . 20

. “ During the progress , O king , of that battle in which the

combatants fought without any regard for one another , Dhrish
tadyumna caused his own steeds to b

e

mixed u
p

with those o
f

Drona . Those steeds endued with the speed o
f

the wind , that
were white a

s pigeons and re
d

a
s

blood , thus mixed with one
another in battle , looked exceedingly beautiful . 2 ' Indeed , they
looked resplendent like coulds charged with lightning . Then
that slayer o

f

hostile heroes , viz . , the heroic Dhrishtadyumna ,

the son o
f Prishata beholding , Drona , 0 Bhārata , arrived so

near , cast of
f

his bow and took u
p

h
is

sword and shield , fo
r

achieving a difficult feat . 23 - 24 Seizing the shaft of Drona ' s car ,
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he entered into it. And he stayed sometimes on the middle of

the yoke and sometimes on it
s joint , as and sometimes behind the

steeds . * And while he was moving , armed with sword , quickly
upon the backs o

f those re
d

steeds o
f Drona , a6 the latter could

not detect a
n opportunity for striking him . All this seemed

wonderful to u
s . Indeed , like the swoop o
f a hawk in the

woods from desire o
f

food , 27 seemed that sally of Dhrishta
dyumna from h

is

own ca
r

fo
r

the destruction o
f

Drona . Then

Drona cut o
ff , with a hundred arrows , the shield , decked with

a hundred moons , of Drupada ' s son , and then h
is

sword , with

ten other arrows . And the mighty Drona then , with four and
sixty arrows , slew the steeds o

f his antagonist . 28 - 39 And with a

couple o
f

broad -headed shafts h
e

cut o
ff the latter ' s standard

and umbrella also , and then slew both his Pārshni charioteers .

And then , with great speed , drawing his bowstring to h
is car ,

h
e

shot a
t

him a fatal shaft like the wielder o
f

the thunder

hurling the thunder ( a
t
a foe ) . But soon Sātyaki ,with four

and ten sharp shafts , cut off that fatal arrow o
f Drona , 80 - 31

And thus the Vrishni hero , O sire , rescued Dhrishtadyumna
who had been seized b

y

that lion among men , that foremost o
f

preceptors , like a deer seized b
y

the king o
f

the forests . 34 Even

thus did that bull amongst the Cinis rescue the prince o
f the

Pānchālas . Beholding Sātyaki rescue the prince o
f the Pān

chālas in that dreadful battle , 83 Drona quickly shot a
t

him si
x

and twenty arrows . The grandson o
f Cini then , in return ,

pierced Drona in the centre o
f the chest with si
x

and twenty

arrows while the latter was engaged in devouring the Srinjayas .

Then a
ll

the Pānchāla car -warriors , desirous o
f victory , upon

the Sātwata hero proceeding against Drona

, quickly withdrew

Dhrishtadyumna from the battle . ' ” 84 - 85

" Dhritarăshta said , —“ After that shaft of Drona had been
cut o

ff

and Dhrishtadyumna thus rescued , 0 Sanjaya , by
Yuyudhāna , that foremost one of the Vrishni race , what did
that great bowman , that foremost of all wielders o

f weapons ,

v
iz . , Drona , do in battle unto that tiger among men , viz . , the

the grandson o
f

Cini ? "

" Sanjaya said . — Then Drona , like a mighty snake , having
wrath fo

r

his poison , his stretched bow for his wide -open mouth ,

his sharp shafts fo
r

his teeth and whetted arrows for his fangs ,

with eyes re
d

a
s copper from rage , and breathing hard , - that

mighty hero among men , perfectly fearless , - borne o
n his red

steeds o
f great speed that seemed to soar into the skies o

a mountain , rushed towards Yuyudhāna , scatter

ing his arrows equipt with golden wings . Then that sujuga

tor o

the outstretched bow fo

tute i the hurricane (impelling it forwards ) , rush towards h

im ,

addressed his charioteer and smilingly said , 6 - 8 _ 0 Suta , proceed
quickly and cheerfully , urging the steeds to their greatest

speed , against that heroic Brāhmana fallen o
ff

from the duties

o
f his order , that refuge o
f Dhritarāshtra ' s son , that dispeller

o
f

the (Kuru ) king ' s sorrows and fears , that preceptor o
f

a
ll

the princes , that warrior ever boastful of his p
r
.wess ! 9 - 18 —

Then the excellent steeds o
f silvery hue belonging to h
im o
f

Madhu ' s race , endued with the speed of the wind , quickly pro
ceeded towards Drona . " Then those two chastisers o

f

foes ,

viz . , Drona and Cini ' s grandson , fought with each other , each
striking the other with thousands o

f

shafts . Those two bulls
among men filled the welkin with their arrowy showers . In

deed , the two heroes covered the ten points of the compass with

their shafts . And they poured on each other their shafts like

two clouds pouring their contents (on the Earth ) on the
expira

tion of summer . The Sun became invisible . The very wind

ceased to blow .14 And in consequence of those showers of

shafts filling the welkin , a continuous and thick gloom was caus

ed there that became unbearable to the other heroes
.'s And

when the shafts of Drona and Cini's grandson had caused that
gloom there, none beheld any cessation in shooting in either of

them . They were both quick in the use of weapons
, and they

were both looked upon as lions among men . The sound produced

by those torrent of arrows , shot by both , striking against one

another ,16-17 was heard to resemble the sound of the thunder

hurled by Cakra. The forms of heroic warriors pierced with

long shafts looked like those of snakes, O Bhārata , bit
by snakes

of virulent poison . Brave warriors incessantly heard the twangs

of their bows and the sounds of their palms18 –19 to resemble
the

sound of thunder falling upon summits of mountains
. The

cars of both those warriors, 0 king , their steeds
, and their

charioteers,aº pierced with shafts of golden wings
, becamebeau

tiful to behold. Fierce was the downpour , O monarch
, of shafts

that were bright and staight and that looked
resplendent like

snakes of virulent poison freed from their
sloughs . The um

brellas of both were cut off, as also the standards of both .31-33

And both of them were covered with blood
, and both were in

spired with the hope of victory . With blood trickling down

every limb of theirs , they resembled a couple of elephants with

secreti »ns trickling down their bodies. And they continued

to strike each other with fatal shafts. The roars and shouts and
other cries , of the soldiers , the blare of conchs and the beat of

drums,24 ceased , O king , for none uttered any sound . Indeed ,

all the divisions became silent, and a
ll

the warriors stopped from

fighting : 25 People , filled with curiosity , became spectators o
f

that single combat . Car -warriors and elephant -riders and horse

men and foot -soldiers , 24 surrounding those two bulls among

men , witnessed their encounter with steadfast
eyes . And the

elephant divisions stood still ; and so also th
e

horse divisions ; 37

and so also the ca
r
-divisions . All stood still , disposed in array .

Variegated with pearls and corals , decked with gems and gold , a
s
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adorned with standards and ornaments, with coats of mail made
of gold , with triumphal banners , with the rich housings of
elephants, with fine blankets ,29 with bright and sharp weapons,

with yak -tails , graced with gold and silver , on the heads of
steeds ,sº with garlands round the frontal globes of elephants

and rings round their tusks , O Bhārata , the Kuru and the
Pāndava hosts then looked like a mass of clouds at the close of
summer , decked with rows of cranes and myriads of fireflies
(under them ) and adorned with rainbows and flashes of light
ning. Both our men and those of Yundhishthira ,31-33 beheld
that battle between Yuyudhāna and the high - souled Drona ;

the gods also, headed by Brahman and Soma , and the Siddhas,
and the Chāranas, and the Vidyādharas , and the great Snakes ,

saw it, stationed on their foremost of sky-ranging cars . And
beholding the diverse motions forward and backward , of those

lions among men, and their acts of striking each other, the
spectators were filled with wonder . And both endued with
great strength , Drona and Sātyaki, displaying their lightness
of hand in the use of weapons, began to pierce each other with
shafts . Then he of Daçārha 's race , with his mighty shafts,
cut off those of the illustrious Drona in that battle , and then ,

within a moment , the latter 's bow also . Within , however , the
twinkling of an eye, the son of Bharadwāja took up another
bow and stringed it. Even that bow of his was cut off by

Sātyaki . Drona then , with great speed , waited with another
bow in hand.88–88 As often , however , as Drona stringed his
bow , Sātyaki cut it of

f
. And this he did for full nine and seven

times . Beholding then that superhuman feat of Yuyudhāna in

battle , Drona , O monarch , thought in his mind , — This force of

weapons that I see in this foremost one among the Sātwatas

exists in Rāma and Dhananjaya and was seen also in Kārttavirya

and that tiger among men , viz . , Bhishma ! — The son o
f Bhara

dwāja , therefore ,mentally applauded the prowess o
f Sātyaki , 38 - 41

Beholding that lightness o
f

hand equal unto that o
f

Vāsava

himself , that foremost of regenerate ones , that first of all per

sons conversant with weapons , was highly gratified with Mādha

v
a . And the gods also , with Vāsava at their head , were grati

fied with it . The gods and the Gandharvas , O monarch , had
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never before witnessed that lightness of hand of the quickly

moving Yuyudhāna ,“? although they and the Siddhas and the
Chāranas had been acquainted with the feats of which Drona

was capable . Then Drona , that foremost of persons acquainted

with weapons, that grinder of Kshatriyas, taking up another
bow , aimed some weapons . Sātyaki , however , baffling those
weapons with the illusion of his own weapons,4:45 struck him
some sharp shafts . All this seemed highly wonderful . . Behold
ing that superhuman feat of his in battle, that feat of which
nobody else was capable ,46 and which displayed very great

skill, those amongst thy warriors that were judges of skill ,
applauded it. Sātyaki shot the same weapons that Drona shot.47
Beholding this, that scorcher of foes, vize, the preceptor , fought
with a little less boldness than usual. Then that master of
military science , o king , filled with wrath ,* invoked celestial
weapons fo

r

the destruction o
f Yuyudhāna . Beholding that

terrible and fue -slaughtering Agneyr weapon , Sātyaki , " that
mighty bowman , invoked another celestial weapon , viz . , the
Vāruna . Seeing them both take u

p

celestial weapons , loud
cries o

f
o
h

and alus arose there . 50 The very creatures having
the sky for their element ceased to range through it . Then
the Varuna and the Agneya weapɔns , which had thus been
grafted o

n their shafts , ' coming against each other (become
fruitless ) . * Just at that time the Sun passed down in his

course . Then king Yudhishthira , and Bhimasena the so
n

o
f

Pāndu , 52 and Nakula , and Sahadeva , desirous of protecting
Sātyaki , and the Matsyas , and the Cālweya troops , speedily
proceded towards Drona . Then thousands o

f princes placing

Duscāsana a
t

their head , 53 - 54 hastily proceeded towards Drona

( fo
r

protecting h
im ) who was surrounded b
y

foes . Then , O

king , commenced a fierce battle between them and thy bow
men . " The Earth was covered with dust and with showers

o
f

arrows shot ( b
y

both sides ) . And everything being thus
covered , nothing could anylonger b

e

discerned . Indeed , when

pons . - T .
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the troops were thus overwhelmed with dust , the battle proceed
ed in utter disregard (of persons and rules ).' ” 56

" Sanjaya said , — When the Sun turned in his downward
course towards the summit of the Asta hills, when the welkin
was covered with dust , when the heat of the solar o

abated ,

day began to fade fast . As regards the soldiers , some
rested , some fought o

f victory . And while the troops , inspired with hope of

victory , were thus engaged , Arjuna and Väsudeva proceeded
towards the place where the ruler o

f the Sindhus was . The

tile soldiers ) a way sufficiently wide fo

car . And it was in

this way that Janārddana proceeded , ( guiding the ca

Daçãrha ' s race , endued with great energy , displayed his
skill in driving cars by showing diverse kinds o

f Arjuna , engraved with his name ,

well -tempered , resembling the Yuga fire , tied round with cat
gut , of straight joints , thick , fa

-reaching , and made either o
f

(cleft ) bamboo ( or their branches ) o
r wholly o
f iron , taking

the lives o
f

diverse foes , drank in that battle , with the birds

( of prey assembled there ) the blood o
f living creatures . 7 - 8

s Arjuna shot h
is

shafts full two miles

ahead , those shafts pierced and despatched his foes just as that

ca
r

itself came u
p

to the spot . * ' Hrishikeça proceeded , borne

b
y

those yoke -bearing steeds endued with the speed o
f Garuda

o
r the wind , with such speed that he caused the whole universe

to wonder a
t
it . Indeed , O king , the car of Surya himself ,

o
r that o
f

Rudra , or that of Vaiçravana , never goeth so fast . "

Nodbody else ' s car had ever before moved with such speed in

battle a
s Arjuna ' s car moving with the celerity of a wish cher

arrows themselves sped from it . - T .
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ished in the mind ." Then Kecava , 0 king , that slayer of
hostile heroes, having taken the car to battle, quickly urged
the steeds, O Bhārata , through the (hostile ) troops.13 Arrived
in the midst of that throng of cars , those excellent steeds bore
Arjuna 's car with difficulty , suffering as thy did from hunger ,
thirst, and toil ,14 and mangled as they had been with the weap
ons of many heroes delighting in battle . They frequently , bow
ever, described beautiful circles as they moved ,16 proceeding

over the bodies of slain steeds and men , over broken cars, and
the bodies of dead elephants looking like hills by thousands.16
“ Meanwhile , o king , the two heroic brothers of Avanti,

(viz ., Vinda and Anuvinda ), at the head of their forces , behold
ing the steeds of Arjuna to be tired, encountered him ."? Filled
with joy , they pierced Arjuna with four and sixty shafts , and
Janārddana with sevently , and the four steeds ( of Arjua 's car )
with a hundred arrows. Then Arjuna , o king , filled with
wrath , and having a knowledge of the vital parts of the body ,

struck them both in the battle , with nine straight shafts, every

one of which was capable of penetrating into the very vitals .''
Thereupon the two brothers , filled with rage , covered Vibhatsu
and Keçava with showers of shafts and uttered leonine roars.30
Then Pārtha of white steeds , with a couple of broad -headed
shafts , quickly cut off in that battle the beautiful bows of the
two brothers and then their two standards bright as gold.*
Vinda and Anuvinda then ,O king , taking up two other bows and
becoming infuriate with anger , began to grind the son of Pāndu
with their arrows." Then Dhananjaya the so

n

o
f Pāndu , ex

ceedingly enraged , once more , with a couple o
f shafts , quick

ly cut of
f

those two bows also o

his foes . 3 And with a few

other arrows whetted o
n stone and equipt with wings o

The mighty Anuvinda then , endued with great prowess , behold
ing Vinda slain , left his steedles car , having taken u

Then that foremost o
f

car -warriors , viz , the brother o
f Vinda ,
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apparently dancing as he advanced with that mace in his arms ,
proceeded in that battle fo

r

avenging the slaughter o
f

his elder

brother . a ? Filled with rage , Anuvinda struck Vasudeva o
n the

forehead with that mace . The latter , however , trembled not
but stood still like the mountain Maināka . 28 Then Arjuna ,

with si
x

arrows , cut off his neck and two legs and two arms and
head . Thus cut off (into fragments , the limbs of ) Anuvinda
fell down like so many hills . Beholding them both slain , their
followers , O king , filled with rage , rushed (towards Arjuna ) ,

scattering hundreds o
f arrows . 30 Slaying them soon , o bull

o
f

Bharata ' s race , Arjuna looked resplenent like a fire con
suming a forest on the expiry of winter . 31 Passing over those
troops with some difficulty , Dhananjaya then shone brightly
like the risen Sun transgressing the clouds under which it was

hid . Beholding him the Kauravas were filled with fright .

But recovering soon enough , they rejoiced oncemore and rushed

sides , O bull o
f Bharata ' s race 1

standing that he was tired and that the ruler o

a distance , they surrounded h
im , uttering leonine

Beholding their fruitless
ness , Pārtha once more sped at him nine and five arrows o

keen points . But these too were repelled b
y Duryodhana ' s ar

mour . Seeing eight and twenty arrows of his become abortive ,

that slayer o
f

hostile heroes , viz . , Krishna , said unto Arjuna ,

these words : 5 - I see a sight never before witnessed b
y
me , like

the walking o
f

hills ! Shafts sped b
y

thee , O Pārtha , are b
e

coming abortive ! O bull of Bharata ' s race , hath thy Gāndiva
decayed in pjwer ? Have the might o

f thy grasp and the
power o

f thy arms become less than what they were ! ? Is not

this to be thy last meeting with Duryodhana ? Tell me , O

Pārtha , fo
r I ask thee ! Great hath been my amazement ,

O Pārtha , upon seeing a
ll

these shafts o
f thine fall towards

Duryodhana ' s car without producing the slightest effect ! ' Alas ,

whatmisfortune is this that these terrible shafts o
f

thine that

are endued with the might o
f

the thunder and that always

pierce the bodies o
f

foes , fail of effect ! 10 —

“ Arjuna said , - I think , O Krishna , that this armour hath
been put on Duryodhana ' s body by Drona ! This armour , tied

a
s it hath been , is impenetrable tomy weapons ! " In this ar

mour , O Krishna , inhereth the might o
f

the three worlds . Only

Drona knoweth it , and from that best of men I also have learnt

it ! This armour is not capable o
f being pierced b
y my weap

ons ! Maghavat himself , O Govinda , cannot pierce it with his

thunder ! 13 Knowing it a
ll , O Krishna , why seekest thou to
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confound me? That which occurred in the three worlds , that
which , 0 Keçava, exists now ,'t and thatwhich is in thewomb of
futurity , are al

l

known to thee ! Indeed , 0 slayer of Madhu , no

one also knoweth this better than thou dost ! 16 This Duryo

dhana , O Krishna , cased b
y

Drona in this armour , is staying
fearlessly in battle , wearing this coat of mail . ' That , however ,

which one wearing such armour should d
o , is not known to him ,

O Madhava ! He weareth it only like a woman . " ? Behold now ,

O Janārddana , the might of my arms and that o
f my bow too !

Though protected b
y

such a coat o
fmail , I will still vanquish

the Kuru prince ! ! * The chief of the celestials gave this effulgent

armour to Angiras . From the latter it was obtained b
y

Vrihas
pati . And from Vrihaspati it was got b

y
Purandra . ' ' The lord

o
f the celestials once more gave it to me with themantras to

b
e

uttered in wearing it . Even if this armour were divine , if it

were created b
y

Brahman himself , still the wretch Duryodhana ,

struck with my arrows , shall not b
e protected b
y

it ! — 20

" Sanjaya continued , — Having said these words , Arjuna in
spired some arrows with mantras , and began to draw them o

n
the bowstring . And while h

e

was thus drawing them o
n the

bəwstring , ' ' the so
n

o
f Drona cut them o
ff with a weapon that

was capable o
f baffling every weapon . Beholding those shafts

o
f his thus frustrated from a distance b
y

that utterer of Brahma

(viz . , Açwatthāman ) , es Arjuna , owning white steeds , filled with
amaze , represented unto Keçava , Saying , – I cannot , O Janārd
dana , twice use this weapon , es fo

r

if I do so , it will slay my own
self andmy own troops ! — Meanwhile Duryodhana , 0 king , pierc

e
d each o
f

the Krishnas in that battle with nine shafts resembl
ing snakes o

f virulent poison . And once more the Kuru king

showered his shafts on Krishna and the son o
f

Pāndu . 24 - 25 B
e

holding these dense showers o
f arrows (shot b
y their king ) , thy

warriors were filled with joy . They beat their musical instru

ments and uttered leonine roars . 26 Then Pārtha , excited with
rage in that battle , licked the corners of his mouth . Casting his
eyes o

n his enemy ' s body h
e

saw not any part that wasnot well
covered with that impenetrable armour . a ? With some sharp
pointed shafts then , well shot from his bow and each o

f

which

resembled Death himself , Arjuna slew his antagonist ' s steeds
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and then his two Pārshni charioteers .28 And soon also th
e

valiant Pārtha cut o
ff Duryodhana ' s bow and the leathern fence

casing his fingers . Then Savyasāchin commenced to cut of
f

h
is

enemy ' s car into fragments . 29 And with a couple of keen arrows
h
e

made Duryodhana carless . And then Arjuna pierced both
the palms o

f
the Kuru king . Beholding that great bowman

afflicted with the shafts o
f Dhananjaya and fallen into great dis

tress ,many warriors rushed to the spot , desirous o
f rescuing

him . ' These , with many thousands o
f cars , well -equipt e
le

phants and horse , as also with large bodies o
f

foot -soldiers

excited with wrath , encompassed Dhananjaya . Covered with
dense showers o

f

weapons and encompassed b
y large bodies of

men , neither that car of theirs nor Arjuna and Govinda could
any longer be seen . " Then Arjuna , b

y

th
e

might o
f

h
is weap

ons , began to slaughter that host . And car -warriors and ele
phants , by hundreds , deprived o

f limbs , fell fast on the fi
e ! d . *

Slain o
r

in the act o
f being slain , these failed to reach th
e

excellent car . Indeed , the car on which Arjuna rode stood motion
less full twomiles from the besieging force o

n every side . 35 Then

the Vrishni hero (Krishna ) , without taking any time , said unto
Arjuna these words : - Draw thy bow quickly and with great

force , fo
r
I will blow my conch . 56 _ Thus addressed , Arjuna draw

ing his bow Gindivu with great furce , began to slaughter the
foe , shooting dense showers of shafts and making a loud noise b

y

stretching the bowstring with his fingers , 87 Keçava meanwhile
forcibly and very loudly blew his conch Panchajanya , his face
covered with sweat and his eyelashes covered with dust . " In

consequence o
f

the blare o
f

that conch and o
f the twang ofGän

diva , the Kuru warriors , strong o
r

weak , all fell down o
n

th
e

ground . 39 The car of Arjuna then , freed from that press , looked
resplendent like a cloud driven b

y

the wind . (Beholding Arjuna ) ,

the protectors o
f Jayadratha , with their followers , became filled

with rage . " Indeed , those mighty bowmen , the protectors o
f

the ruler o
f the Sindhus , suddenly beholding Pārtha , uttered

loud shouts , filling the Earth with that noise . 41 The whiz o
f

their arrows mingled with other fierce noises and the loud blare

o
f

their conchs . Those high - souled warriors uttered leonive
shouts . 42 Hearing that awful uproar raised b
y

thy troops , Vāsu
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deva and Dhananjaya blew their conchs . With the loud blare
(of their conchs ), the whole Earth , with her mountains and

seas and islands and the nether regions , O monarch , seemed to
be filled .*+ Indeed , that blare, 0 best of the Bharatas , filled
all the points of the compass , and was echoed back by both the

armies .* Then thy car -warriors, beholding Krishna and Dhan
anjaya , became very much frightened . Soon , however , they

recovered and put forth their activity .46 Indeed, the great car
warriors of thy host , beholding the two Krishnas, those highly

blessed persons, cased in mail, rushed towards them in wrath .
The sight thus presented became a wonderful one."" 47

SECTION CIV .

" Sanjaya said ,— “Thy warriors , as soon as they beheld those
foremost of persons of the Vrishni-Andnaka and the Kuru races ,

lost no time, each striving to be first, in proceeding against them
from desire of slaughtering them . And so Vijaya also rushed
against those foes of h

is . On their great cars decked with gold ,

cased in tiger -skins , producing deep rattle , and resembling blaz
ing fires , they rushed , illumining the ten points of the compass ,
armed , o king , with bows the backs o

f

whose staves were

decked with gold , and which , in consequence o
f their splendour ,

were incapable of being looked a
t , and uttering loud cries , and

drawn b
y

angry steeds . 3 Bhuriçravas , and Cala , and Karna ,

and Vrishasena , and Jayadratha , and Kripa , and the ruler of

the Mudras , and that foremost of ca
r
-warriors , viz . , the son

o
f Drona , * these eight great car -warriors , as if devouring the

skies ( as they proceeded ) illumined the ten points of the
compass with their splendid cars cased in tiger -skins and deck

e
d with golden moons . Clad in mail and filled with wrath ,

and mounted upon their cars the rattle o
f

whose wheels re
sembled the roar o

f

masses o
f

clouds , they covered Arjuna o
n

every side with showers o
f

sharp shafts . Beautiful steeds

o
f

the best breed , endued with great speed , bearing those great
car -warri or

s , looked resplendent as they illumined the ten points

o
f

the compass . ? Their cars dragged b
y

foremost steeds o
f

great fleetness born in diverse countries and o
f

diverse species ,
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some bred in mountainous regions , some in rivers , and some in
the country of th

e

Sindhus , many foremost o
f

car -warriors
among the Kurus , desirous , O king , of rescuing thy son , quick

ly rushed towards Dhananjaya ' s ca
r

from every side . Those
foremost o

f
men , taking u

p

their great conchs , blew them , fill
ing , O king , the welkin and the Earth with her seas (with that
blare ) . " ' Then those foremost ones among the gods ,viz . , Vāsu
deva and Dhananjaya , also blew their foremost of conchs o

n

Earth . " The son o
f Kunti blew Devadatta , and Keçava blew

Panchajanya . The loud blast of Devadatta , sent forth b
y

Dhananjaya , " 2 filled the Earth , the welkin , and the te
n

points o
f

the compass . And so Pānchajanya also , blown b
y

Vāsudeva , 18

snrpassing all sounds , filled the sky and the Earth . And while

that awful and fierce noise continued , ' * a noise that inspired
the timid with fear and the brave with joy , and while drums
and Jharjharas and cymbals 1

8 and Mridangas , O great king ,

were beat b
y

thousands , great car -warriors invited to the Kuru
side and solicitous o

f Duryodhana ' s welfare , ' those great bow
men , filled with rage and unable to bear the loud blasts o

f

Arjuna ' s and Krishna ' s conchs , those kings from diverse realms
supported b

y

their respective troops , " ? in rage blew their great

conchs , desiring to answer with their own blasts the blasts

o
f

Keçava and Arjuna . 18 The Kuru army then , urged forward by
that blare o

f conchs , had its car -warriors , elephants , and steeds

filled with anxiety and fear . Indeed , 0 lord , that host looked

a
s
if they that comprised it were a
ll
ill . " The agitated Kuru

host , echoing with that blare of conchs blowy b
y

brave warriors ,

seemed to be like the welkin resounding with the noise o
f thun

der and fallen down (through some convulsion o
f

nature ) * 20

That loud uproar , O monarch , resounded through the ten points

and frightened that host like the developed incidents a
t

the end

o
f

the Yuga frightening a
ll living creatures . Then Duryo

dhana and those eight great ca
r
-warriors appointed fo
r

the pro

tection o
f Jayadratha a
ll

surrounded the son o
f

the Pāndu . * *

The son o
f

Drona struck Vāsudeva with three and seventy

usual place .

Thus Nilakantha . - T .
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shafts , Arjuna himself with three broad -headed shafts , and his
standard and ( four) steedswith five others . Beholding Janārd
dana pierced , Arjuna , filled with rage , struck Açwatthāman
with si

x

hundred shafts . * Then piercing Karna with te
n

arrows and Vrishasena with three , the valiant Dhananjaya cut

o
ff Calya ' s bow with arrow fixed o
n the string , at the handle . as

Calya then , taking u
p

another bow , pierced the so
n

o
f

Pāndu .

And Bhuriçravas pierced him with three arrows whetted o
n

stone and equipt with golden wings . 26 And Karna pierced h
im

with two and thirty arrows , and Vrishasena with seven . And
Jayadratha pierced Arjuna with three and seventy shafts , and
Kripa pierced him with tеn . 27 And the ruler o

f

the Madras

also pierced Phālguna in that battle with ten arrows . And
the so

n

o
f

Drona pierced him with sixty arrows . 28 And heonce
more pierced Pārtha with five arrows , and Vāsudeva with
twenty . Then that tiger among men , viz . , Arjuna owning

white steeds and having Krishna fo
r

his driver , ” pierced each

o
f

those warriors in return , displaying the lightness of his hand .

Piercing Karna with a dozen shafts and Vrishasena with three , sº
Pārtha cut o

ff Calya ' s bow a
t

the handle . And piercing the
son o

f

Somadatta with three arrows , and Calya with ten , h
e

pierced Kripa with five and twenty arrows , and the ruler of the
Sindhus with a hundred , 82 Pārtha struck Drona ' s son with
seventy arrows . Then Bhuriçravas , filled with rage , cut o

ff

the goad in Krishna ' s hand , " and struck Arjuna with three and
twenty shafts . Then Dhananjaya , of white steeds , filled with
rage ,mangled those enemies of his with hundreds upon hundreds

o
f

arrows , like a mighty tempest tearing masses o
f

clouds . ' ” 34

SECTION CV .

“ Dritarăshtra said , - Describe to me , O Sanjaya , the diverse
kinds of standards resplendent with great beauty , of both the
Pārthas and our warriors ( in that battle ) . ”

“ Sanjaya said , 'Hear , O king , of the diverse kinds o
f

stan

dards o
f

those high -souled warriors . Listen to me as I describe
their forms and names ! Indeed , O king , upon the cars of those
foremost o
f

car -warriors were seen diverse kinds o
f standards
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that shone like blazing fires ! Made of gold , or decked with
gold , or adorned with garlands of gold , and each looking like the
golden mountain (Meru ), diverse kinds of standardswere there
that were highly beautiful. And those standards of the warriors
had attached a

ll
around them excellent banners . * - Indeed , hav

in
g

banners o
f diverse hues attached to them a
ll

around , those
standards looked exceedingly beautiful . Those banners , again ,

moved b
y

the wind , looked like fair ladies dancing in the midst

o
f

the sporting arena . Endued with the splendours of the rain
bow , those banners , O bull of Bharata ' s race , ' of those car -war
riors , floating in the breeze , highly adorned their cars . The
standard , bearing the sign o

f the ape of fierce face and tail like
that of the lion , belonging to Deananjaya , seemed to inspire fear

in that battle . That standard , O king , of the wielder o
f Gan

diva , bearing that foremost of apes ,and adorned with many ban

ners , frightened the Kuru host . Similarly , the lion -tailed stan
dard -top of Drona ' s son , O Bhārata , we saw , was endued with the
effulgence o

f

the rising Sun Decked with gold , floating in the

· breeze , possessed of the splendours of the rainbow , 9 - 11 the stan

dard -mark o
f Drona ' sson appeared o
n high , inspiring the foremost

o
f

Kuru warriors with jo
y
. The standard of Adhiratha ' s son bɔre

themark o
f
a
n elephant -rope made of gold . ' It seemed , O king ,

in battle to fi
ll

the whole welkin . The banner , adorned with
gold and floral garlands , attached to the standard o

f

Karna in

battle , 18 moved b
y

the wind , seemed to dance upon h
is

ca
r
.

The preceptor o
f

the Pāndavas , that Brāhmana given to ascet

ti
c penances , vi
z
. , Kripa the son of Gotama , had fo
r

his mark

a
n

excellent bovine bull . That high -souled one , o king , with
that bovine bull , lovked a

s resplendent , 14 - 15 as the Destroyer of

the three cities looks resplendent with his bull . * Vrishasena
had a peacock made of gold and adorned with jewells and gems . 16

And it stood o
n h
is

standard a
s if in the act of crowing , and

always adorned the van o
f

the army . With that peacock , the

Maya . The Asura , however , who owned those cities is also called
Tripura . It was Mahadeva who destroyed the three cities with a

population . Pide the close of the Harivança . - T .
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car of th
e

high -souled Vrishasena shone , 17 like the ca
r , O king ,

o
f

Skanda (the celestial generalissimo ) shining with his peacock ,

Calya the ruler o
f

the Madras , we saw , had o
n his standard

to
p , an unrivalled and beautiful ploughshare made of gold and

looking like a flame o
f

fire . That ploughshare , O sire , looked
resplendent on his car , 18 - 19 like the presiding goddess o

f

corn

herself endued with beauty and producing every seed . A silver
boar adorned the standard -top o

f

the ruler o
f

the Sindhus .

Decked with golden garlands , it was of the splendour of a white
crystal . * With that silvern mark o

n h
is

banner , the ruler

o
f

the Sindhus looked a
s resplendent , 20 - 21 as Surya in days o
f

yore in the battle between the celestials and the Asuras . The
standard o

f

Somadatta ' s son devoted to sacrifices , bore the
sign o

f

the sacrificial stake . It was seen to shine like the Sun

o
r

the Moon . That sacrificial stake , made o
f gold , o king , of

Somadatta ' s so
n , looked resplendent®2 - 29 like the tall stake erect

e
d in that foremost o
f

sacrifices called the Rājasuya . The
standard o

f Calya , O monarch , bearing a huge silvern elephant

was adorned o
n a
ll

sides with peacocks made o
f gold . That

standard , O bull o
f

Bharata ' s race , adorned thy troops24 – 25 like
the huge white elephant adorning the host of the celestial king .

On the standard decked with gold , of king Duryodhana , was

a
n elephant adorned with gems . Tinkling with the sound o
f

a hundred bells , O king , that standard stood upon the excellent
car of that hero . And , O king , thy son , that bull among the .

Kurus , looked resplendent , O monarch , with that tall standard

in battle . These nine excellent standards stood erect among
thy divisions . The tenth standard seen there was of Arjuna ,

decked with that huge ape . 37 - 39 And with that standard , Arjuna

looked highly resplendent like Himavat with a blazing fire ( o
n

it
s top ) . Then many mighty car -warrriors , a
ll

chastisers o
f

foes , quickly took u
p

their beautiful , bright , and large bows for

the sake o
f (resisting ) Arjuna . Similarly Pārtha also , that

achiever of celestial feats , took u
p

his fo
e
-destroying bow Gān

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divu , in consequence , O king , of thy evil policy . Many royal
warriors , 0 king , were then slain in that battle owing to
thy fault, 30–32 rulers of men come from different realms , in
vited (by thy sons ). And with them perished many steeds and
many elephants . Then those mighty car-warriors headed by
Duryodhana (on one side ) and that bull amongst the Pandavas

on the other , uttered loud roars and began the encounter .

And the feat that Kunti's so
n

having Krishna fo
r

his charioteer

achieved there was highly wonderful , inasmuch a
s , alone , he

encountered fearlessly a
ll

those warriors united together . And

that mighty -armed hero looked resplendent as he stretched his
bow Gāndiva , 32 - 35 desirous o

f vanquishing a
ll

those tigers

among men and o
f slaying the ruler o
f

the Sindhus . With his
shafts shot in thousands , that tiger among men , viz . , Arjuna , 36

that scorcher o
f

foes , made a
ll

those warriors invisible (by
means o

f

his arrowy showers ) . On their side , those tigers
among men , those mighty car -warriors , also made Pārtha invisi
ble b

y

means of their clouds of shafts shot from all sides . Be
holding Arjuna , that bull o

f Kuru ' s race , covered b
y

those

lions among men with their shafts , loud was the uproar made
hy thy troops ! ' " 37 - 58

SECTION CVI .

“Dhritarăshtra said , — “After Arjuna had got the ruler of the
Sindhus within sight , what , O Sanjaya , did the Panchālas ,

attacked b
y

Bharadwāja ' s son , do , encountering the Kurus ? "

“ Sanjaya said , . - 'On the afternoon o
f that day , 0 monarch ,

in the battle that took place between the Pānchālas and the

Kurus , Drona became , as it were , the stake ( fo
r

which each

fought on to win o
r

lose ) . The Pānchālas , O sire , desirous of

slaying Drona , cheerfully uttered loud roars and shot dense
showers o

f

arrows . Indeed , that encounter between the Pān
chālas and the Kurus , fierce , awful , and highly wonderful as it

was , resembled that in days o
f

yure between the gods and the

Asuras . Indeed , all the Pānchālas with the Pāndavas , ob

taining Drona ' s car (within reach ) used many mighty weapons ,

desirous o
f piercing through his array : 5 Car -warriors stationed
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on their cars , causing the Earth to shake under them , and
showering their arrowy downpours , rushed towards Drona's car,
without much speed . Then that mighty car -warrior among th

e

Kuikayas , viz . , Vrihatkshatra , incessantly scattering keen shafts
that resembled the thunder in force , proceeded towards Drona . "

Then Kshemadhurti of great fame quickly rushed against Vri
hatkshatra , shooting keen arrows b

y

thousands . Beholding this ,

that bull among the Chedis , viz . , Dhrishtaketu , endued with great

might , quickly proceeded against Kshemadhurti like Mahendra
proceeding against the Asura Camvara . ' Seeing him rush with
great impetuosity like the Destroyer himself with wide open

mouth , that mighty bowman , viz . , Viradhanwan , proceeded

against him with great speed . King Yudhishthira staying
there a

t the head o
f his division from desire o
f victory , was

resisted b
y

the valiant Drona himself . " Thy so
n

Vikarna , o

lord , endued with great prowess , proceeded against the rushing

Nakula o
f great prowess , that warrior accomplished in battle . ' *

That scorcher o
f

foes , viz . , Durmukha , covered the advancing

Sahadeva with many thousands o
f swiftly - coursing shafts . 13

The heroic Vyaghradatta resisted that tiger among men , viz . ,
Sātyaki , making him repeatedly tremble b

y

means o
f

his sharp

and keen -pointed shafts . The son of Somadatta resisted the

(five ) sons o
f Draupadi , those tigers among men , those great

car -warriors , wrathfully shooting mighty shafts . 16 That mighty
car -warrior , viz . , Rishyaçringa ' s fierce son ( the Rākshasa
Alamvusha ) , of awful mien , resisted the advancing Bhimasena
filled with wrath . " The encounter that then took place be
tween that man and Rālshasa resembled , o king , the battle

in days o
f yore between Rāma and Rāvana . ' ? Then , O Bhārata ,

Yudhishthira , that chief of the Bharatas , struck Drona with
ninety straight shafts in all his vital parts . ' 8 Enraged b

y

the

famous son o
f Kunti , Drona struck him in return , O ) chief of

the Bharatas , in the centre of the chest , with five and twenty
shafts . " And once inore , in the very sight of all the bow
men , Drona struck him , with his steeds , charioteer , and stand
ard , with twenty shafts . 20 Pāndu ' s son , of virtuous soul , dis
playing great lightness o

f

hand , baffled with his own arrowy
showers those arrows shot b

y

Drona . ? ? Then the great buwmu
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Dröna , filled with rage , cut of
f

th
e

bow o
f the high -souled king

Yudhishthira the just . 22 Then that great car -warrior (viz . , the
the so

n

o
f Bharadwāja ) speedily covered the bowless Yudhish

thira with many thousands o
f

shafts . " : Beholding the king made
invisible b

y

the shafts of Bharadwāja ' s son , all creatures thought
that Yudhishthira was dead . 24 And some thought that the king
had Aed from before Drona . And many cried out , o king ,

saying , - Alas , the king hath been slain b
y

the high -souled
Brāhmana ! 25 _ Then king Yudhishthira the just , fallen into great
distress , having laid aside that bow cut o

ff b
y

Bharadwāja ' s

son in battle , aº took u
p

another excellent , bright , and tougher
bow . And that hero then cut of

f

in that encounter all those
shafts shot in thousands b

y

Drona . All this seemed exceedingly
wonderful . Having cut of

f

those shafts , O king , Yudhishthira ,

with eyes red in wrath , 27 – 28 took u
p

in that battle a dart capable

o
f riving even a mountain . Equipt with a golden staff , o
f

awfulmien , having eight bells attached to it , and exceedingly
terrible , as the mighty Yudhishthira , taking it u

p , uttered a

loud roar . And with that roar , 0 Bhārata , the son of Pāndu
inspired a

ll

creatures with fear . 80 Beholding that dart upraised
by king Yudhishthira the just , al

l

creatures , as if with one
accord , said , - Good b

e

to Drona 1
8
1
_ Hurled from the king ' s

arms , that dart resembling a snake just freed from it
s slough ,

coursed towards Drona , illumining thewelkin and all the direc
tions cardinal and subsidiary , like a she -snake with fiery

mouth . Beholding it coursing towards him impetuously , O

king , Drona , 92 - 33 that foremost o
f

a
ll persons acquainted with

weapons , invoked into existence the weapon called Brahma .

That weapon , reducing that dart of terrible mien into dust , 84

coursed towards the car of the illustrious son o
f Pāndu . Then , O

O sire , king Yudhishthira o
f great wisdom baffled that weapon

o
f

Drona thus coursing towards him b
y

himself invoking the

Brahma weapon . And then piercing Drona himself in that
battle with five straight shafts , 35 - 36 he cut of

f , with a sharp

razor - faced shaft , the large bow o
f Drona . Then Drona , that

grinder o
f Kshatriyas , throwing aside that broken bow , 37 hurled

with great force , O sire , a mace a
t

the son o
f Dharma . Be

holding that mace impetuously coursing towards him , Yudhish
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thira ,88 O chastiser of foes , filled with rage , took up a mace .
Then those two maces, both hurled with great force, encounter
ing each other in mid air,a9 produced by their collision sparks
of fire and then fell down on the Earth . Then Drona, filled
with fury , slew , O sire, the steeds of Yudhishthira , with four

excellent shafts of keen points . And with another broad
headed shaft he cut off the king 's bow resembling a pole

erected to the honor of Indra .40 41 And with another shaft he
cut of

f

the standard o
f Yuhisdthira , and with three he afflicted

the Pāndava himself . Then king Yudhishthira , speedily jump
ing down from that steedless car , stood weaponless and with
arms upraised , O bull of Bharata ' s race ! Beholding him carless ,

and especially weaponless , 42 - 43 Drona , O lord , stupified his foes ,

o
r

rather the whole army . Firmly adhering to his vow , and
endued with great lightness of hands , Drona shot showers of

sharp shafts , 44 and rushed towards the king like a furious lion
towards a deer . Beholding Drona , that slayer o

f
foes , rush

towards him , 4s cries o
f

O
h

and Alas suddenly rose from the

Pāndava army . And many cried out , saying , — The king is slain

b
y

Bharadwāja ' s son ! 46 — Loud wails o
f

this kind were heard ,

dhishthira the son of Kunti , getting u
p

o
n the car of Sahadeva ,

retreated from the fieid , borne away b
y

swift steeds . ” ” 47

SECTION CVII .

" Sanjaya said , - 'Kshemadhurti , O monarch , pierced the
advancing Vrihatkshatra o

f great valor , that prince o
f the

Kaikayas , with many arrows in the chest . King Vrihatksha

tr
a

then , O monarch , desirous of piercing through Drona ' s divi
sion , quickly struck h

is antagonist with ninety straight -shafts . '

Kshemadhurti , however , filled with rage , cut o
ff , with a sharp ,

well -tempered , and broad -headed shaft , the bow o
f that high

souled prince o
f

the Kaikayas . Having cut of
f

his bow , Kshe
madhurti then , with a keen and straight shaft , quickly pierced

in that encounter that foremost o
f

a
ll

bowmen . * Then Vrihat
kshatra , taking u

p

another bow and smiling ( a

) , soon

made the mighty car -warrior Kshemadhurti steedless and driver
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less and carless . And with another broad -headed shaft that was

That
head , graced with curly locks and a diadem , suddenly cut off , fell

n the Earth and looked resplendent like a luminary fallen

from the firmament . Having slain his fo
e , themighty car -warrior

Vrihatkshatra became filled with joy and fe
ll

with great force
upon thy troops for the sake o

f

the Pārthas . The great bow
man Viradhanwan , O Bhārata , endued with great prowess ,

resisted Dhrishtaketu who was advancing against Drona . ' En
countering each other , those two heroes having arrows fo

r

their
fangs , and both endued with great activity , struck each other
with many thousands o

f arrows . ' Indeed , those two tigers
among men fought with each other like two leaders o

f elephan

tine herds in the deep woods , with fury . " Both endued with
great energy , they fought , each desirous o

f slaying the other ,

like two enraged tigers in a mountain cave . " That combat , O

monarch , became exceedingly fierce . Deserving to be witnessed ,

it became highly wonderful . The very Siddhas and the Chāra
nas , in large numbers , witnessed it with wonder -waiting eyes . 13

Abondoning that broken bow , the ruler o

rata , that dart o

f fierce energy towards the ca

Viradhanwan ,

Dhrishtaketu hurled it carefully and with great force . Struck
with great force b

y

that hero -slaying dart , and h
is

heart pierced

by it through , Viradhanwan quickly fell down o
n the Earth

from h
is car . " ? Upon the fall cf that hero , that mighty car

Warrior among the Trigartas , thy army , O lord , was broken b
y

the Pāndavas . ' s (Thy son ) Durmukha sped sixty shafts at

Sahadeva , and uttered a loud shout in that battle , challenging
that son o

f

Pāndu . ' The so
n

o
f Mādri then , filled with rage ,

pierced Durmukha with many keen arrows , smiling the while ,

the brother striking the brother . 20 Beholding the mighty Dur
mukha fighting furiously , Sahadeva then , 0 Bhārata , once
more struck h

im with nine shafts . Endued with great strength
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Sahadeva then cut o
ff

Durmukha ' s standard with a broad
headed arrow , and struck down his four steeds with four other
arrows . And then with another broad -headed arrow well
tempered and sharp , he cut of

f , from his trunk , the head o
f

Durmukha ' s charioteer that blazed with a pair o
f

ear -rings .

And cutting o
ff Durmukha ' s large bow with a razor -faced arrow ,

Sahadeva pierced Durmukha himself in that battle with five

arrows , 24 Durmukha then , cheerlessly jumping down from
that steedless car ,mounted the ca

r , 0 Bhārata , of Niramitra . 25

Then that slayer o
f

hostile heroes , viz . , Sahadeva , filled with
rage , slew in that great battle Niramitra in the midst of his
division with a broad -headed arrow . 26 Thereupon prince Nira
mitra , the son of the ruler of the Trigartas , fell down from his

car , afflicting thy army with great grief . a ? Slaying him , the
mighty -armed Sahadeva looked resplendent like Rāma the son

f Daçaratha after slaying the mighty ( Rākshasa ) Khara . 28

Beholding thatmighty car -warrior , viz . , prince Niramitra , slain ,

loud cries o

Oh and Alas arose , O monarch , among the Tri
garta warriors .

f large eyes . This seemed highly wonderful . 80
Vyaghradatta , by means of his straight shafts ,made Sātyaki

dard . 83 Upon the fall , O lord , of that prince of the Magadhas ,

the latter , struggling vigorously , rushed against Yuyudhāna

sands ,and short arrows and spears and mallets and thick clubs , 34

those brave warriors fought in that battle with that invincible

hero o
f the Sātwata race . Endued with great might , the

invincible Sātyaki , that bull among men , with the greatest ease
and laughing the while , vanquished them a

ll . The Māghadas
were nearly exterminated . A small remnant few from the

field . 9 - 36 Beholding this , thy army , already afflicted with the
arrows o

f Yuyudhāna , broke , O lord ! Then that foremost one

o
f

Madhu ' s race , having slaughtered in battle thy troops , 87 that
illustrious hero , looked resplendent as he shook his bow . Thy
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army, O king , was thus routed by that high -souled one of th
e

Sātwata race . 88 Indeed , frightened b
y

that hero o
f

long arms ,

none approached h
im fo
r

fight . Then Drona filled with rage ,

and rolling his eyes , himself rushed impetuously towards
Sātyaki o

f
feats incapable o

“ Sanjaya said , — The illustrious so

f Somadatta pierced

each o

the sons of Draupadi , those great bowmen , with five

arrows , and once more with seven arrows . ? Much afflicted , O

that fierce warrior , they were stupified and knew not fo

sometime what to do . Then that crusher of foes , viz . , Catānika
the so

Nakula , piercing Somadatta ' s son , that bull among
men , with a couple o

f arrows , uttered in joy a loud roar . The
other brothers then , struggling vigorously , quickly pierced the

Somadatta , O monarch , sped at

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“ The Rikshasa Alamvusha in that battle , filled with rage,
fought with the mighty Bhimasena like Rāvana 's so

n
( Indrajit )

with (Rāma ' s brother ) Lakshmana . ' ? Beholding that Rikshasa
and that human warrior engaged in fight , all creatures experi

enced both joy and wonder . 14 Then Bhima , o king , laughing

the while , pierced that wrathful prince o
f Rakshasas , viz . ,

Rishyaçringa ' s son (Alamvusha ) , with nine keen shafts . ' Then
that Rikshasa , thus pierced in battle , uttered a loud and

awful sound , and rushed ,with al
l

his followers , against Bhima . '

Piercing Bhima then with five straight shafts , he quickly des
troyed , in that battle , thirty cars supporting Bhima . " ? And
once more destroying four hundred cars o

Bhimasena , the
Rākshasa pierced Bhimasena himself with winged arrows . The
mighty Bhima , deeply pierced b

y

the Rākshasa , ' 8 sat down o

the terrace o
f his ca
r
, overcome b
y
a swoon . The so
n

Wind -god then , recovering his senses , became filled with rage . ' '

Drawing his excellent and terrible bow that was capable o
f

bearing a great strain , he afflicted Alamvusha , in every part of

h
is body , with keen shafts . Thereupon the Rakshasa who re

sembled a huge mass o
f antimony , looked resplendent , O king ,

like a flowering Kinçuka . Whilst being struck in that battle
with those shafts sped from the bow o

f Bhima , the Rākshasa
recollected the slaughter o

f

h
is brother (Vaka ) b
y

the illustrious
Pāndava . 28 Assuming then a

n awful form , he addressed Bhima ,

saying , — Wait a little in this battle , O Pārtha ! Behold today
my prowess ! 23 O thou of wicked understanding , that foremost

o
f

Rākshasas , vi
z
. , themighty Vaka , wasmy brother ! It is

true h
e

was slain b
y

thee ! But that took place out o
fmy

sight ! 24 _ Having said these words unto Bhima , Alamvusha
made himself invisible , and began to cover Bhimasena with a

dense shower o

arrows . 26 Upon the disappearance o
f

the

Rākshasa , Bhima , O monarch , covered the welkin with straight
shafts . Thus afflicted b

y

Bhima , Alamvusha soon returned

to his car . And soon again , he entered into the bowels o
f

the

Earth , and oncemore becoming little he suddenly soared into
the sky . a ? Alamvusha assumed countless forms . Now becom
ing subtile and now huge and now gross , he began to roar like
the clouds . 23 And h

uttered diverse kinds o

words and

around . And from the welkin there fell thousands
o
f arrowy torrents , 29 as alsɔ dirts , and Kunapas , and lances ,

and pikes , and axes , and speurs , and rockets , and spiked maces ,

and short arrows , and battle -axes , s ' and rocks , and scimitars ,

and treacle , and swords , and thunders also . That awful down

f the Wind -god , like Tashtri himself , aimed the

Tashtri . ' From that weapon
were produced thousands o

those arrows , a universal rout was seen among thy
troops . 40 That weapon , shot in battle b

y

Bhimasena , destroying

the Rākshası , greatly afflicted
the Rikshasa himself . 4 : Struck in every part o

Bhimusena , the Rākshasa then , abandoning Bhimasena , fled
towards the division o
f Drona . 4 Upon the defeat of that

the high -souled Bhima , the Pandavas

y , they worshipped the

" Sanjaya sāid , - ' (Having fled away from Bhima , Alam

Hidimvā rushed impetuously at him and pierced him with keen

shafts . ' The battle between those two lions among Rākshasas
became terrible . Both o

Alamvusha producing

own . Beholding that prince o
f Rāksha

sas , viz . , Alamvusha , who was accomplished in producing illu
sions , fight in that manner , the Pāndavas became filled with
rage . Filled with anxiety , they then caused him to b

e sur
rounded b

y many foremost o
f

car -warriors . 9 - 10 Bhimasena and

others , O monarch , al
l

rushed in rage against him . Hemming
him , O sire , on al

l

sides b
y

means o
f

numberless cars , " they
shrouded him from every side with shafts like men in a forest

encompassing a
n elephant with blazing brands . Balling that

shower o
f weapons b
y

means o
f

the illusion o
f

h
is

own wea :
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pons," Alamvusha freed himself from that press of cars like an
elephant from a forest conflagration . Then drawing his terrible

bow whose twang resembled the thunder of Indra ,' he pierced
the son of the Wind-god with five and twenty shafts, and
Bhimasena 's son with five, and Yudhishthira with three , and
Sahadeva with seven , and Nakula with three and seventy, and
each of the five sons of Draupadi with five shafts , and uttered a

loud ryar . 14-15 Then Bhimasena pierced h
im in return with nine

shafts , and Sahadeva with five . And Yudhishthira pierced the
Rūkshasa with a hundred shafts . And Nakula pierced him
with four and sixty shafts , and each o

f

the sons o
f Draupadi

pierced him with three shafts . The son of Hidimvā , having
pierced h

im with five hundred shafts , ? Alamvusha once more
pierced him with seventy , and that mighty warrior then uttered

a loud roar . With that loud roar of Ghatotkacha the Earth
shook , ' 8 ( ) king , with her mountains and forests and with her
trees and waters . Deeply pierced o

n a
ll

sides b
y

those great

bɔwmen and mighty car -warriors , ' ' Alamvusha pierced each o
f

them in return with five arrows . Then that Rākshasa , O chief

o
f

the Bharatas , viz . , the son o
f

Hidimvā , fillled with rage ,
pierced that other angry Rīkshasa in battle with many shafts .
Then that mighty prince of Rākshasus , viz . , Alamvusha , deeply
pierced , 30 - 31 quickly shot countless shafts equipt with wings o

f

gold and whetted o
n stone . Those shafts , perfectly staight , all

entered the body of Ghatotkacha , " like angry snakes of great
strength entering a mountain summit . Then the Pāndavas , o

king , filled with anxiety , and Hidimvā ' s son Ghatotkacha also ,

sped a

from every side clouds o
f

keen shafts . Thus
struck in battle b

y

the Pāndavas desirous o
f victory , 23 – 24 Alam

delighter in battle , viz . , the mighty son o

tion . He rushed with great impetuosity towards the ca

Rālshasas , 36 that car which resembled a burnt
mountain summit o

a broken heap o
f antimony . The son o

Hidimvā , inflamed with wrath , Aew from his own car to that of

Alamvusha , and seized the latter , 37 He then took him u
p

from

the ca
r

like Gāruda taking u
p
a snake . Thus dragging him u
p
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with his arms, he began to whirl him repeatedly,as and then
crushed him into pieces , hurling him down on the Earth like a
man crushing an earthen pot into fragments by hurling it
against a rock . Endued with strength and activity, and possess

ed of great prowess ,as the son of Bhimasena , inflamed with
wrath in battle, inspired a

ll

the troops with fear . All his
limbs broken and bones reduced to fragments , the frightful

Rūkshisa Alamyusha , thus slain b
y

the heroic Ghatotkacha ,

resembled a tall Çāla uprooted and broken b
y

the wind . Upon
the slaughter o

that wanderer o

the night , the Pārthas became
very cheerful . 30 – 31 And they uttered leonine roars and waved
their garments . Thy brave warriors , however , beholding that
mighty prince o

f Rūkshasas , viz . , Alamvusha , slain and lying
like a crushed mountain , uttered cries , O monarch , of O

and Alas . 32 – 38 And people , possessed with curiosity , went to

view that Rākshasa lying helplessly o
n the Earth like a piece

f burning ) . * The Rākshasa

Ghatotkacha then , that foremost of mighty beings , having thus
slain his fo

e , uttered a loud shout like Vāsava after slaying

(the Asura ) Vala . 35 Hiving achieved that excedingly difficult
feat , Ghatotkachawas much applauded b

y

his sires as also b
y

his relatives . Indeed , having felled Alamvusha like a

vusha fruit , he rejoiced exceedingly with h
is friends . There

arse then a loud uproar ( in the Pāndava army ) o

conchs and

o
f

diverse kinds o
f

arrows . Hearing that noise , the Kauravas
uttered loud shouts in reply , filling the whole Earth with it

echoes . ' " 87

“ Dhritarăshtra said , — Tell me , O Sanjaya , how Yuyudhāna

rushed against the son o
f Bharadwāja in battle . I feel a great

curiosity to hear it ! '

Sanjaya said , — Listen ,Othou o
f great wisdom , to the

account o
f

that battle , that makes the hair stand o
n end , be

tween Drona and the Pāndavas headed b
y

Yuyudhāna ! Be
holding the (Kuru ) army slaughtered , 0 sire , b

Yuyudhāna ,

n elephant struck with the hook , pierced Drona with

fire . ? Then Bhara
dwāja ' s son , thus quickly pierced in battle b

Yuyudhāna ,

pierced the carefully exerting Sātyaki in return with many

arrows . Then that great bowman , endued with great might ,

and filled with rage , once more afficted that hero of the Sātwata
race with many straight shafts . Thus struck in that battle b

f Bharadwāja , Sātyaki , O monarch , knew not what

to do . Then , king , Yuyudhāna ' s face became cheerless ,

seeing the son o

Beholding Sātyaki thus situated , thy sons and troops , O king ,

becoming exceedingly cheerful , repeatedly uttered leonine roars . '
Hearing that terrible upruar and beholding that hero o

f

Madhu ' s
race thus afflicted , king Yudhishthira , O monarch , addressing
all his soldiers , said , ' 3 — That foremost one among the Vrishnis ,

viz . , the brave Sātyaki of prowess incapable o
f being baffled ,

is about to b
e

devoured b
y

the heroic Drona like the Sun b
y

Rāhu ! 14 Go and rush y

to the spot were Sātyaki is battl
ing ! — The king , addressing Dhrishtadyumna o

the Pānchāla

race , said , ' S _ Rush thou with speed at Drona ! Why dost thou
tarry , 0 so

Prishata ! Seest thou not the great danger to

ourselves that has already arisen from Drona ? 16 Drona is a

great bowman . He is sporting with Yuyudhāna in battle like

a boy with a bird bound in a string ! " ? Let all of you , headed

b
y

Bhimasena , and accompanied b
y

thee , proceed thither where
Sātyaki ' s car is ! 18 Behind you I will follow with my troops !

Rescue Sātyaki today who is already within the jaws o
f the

Destroyer ! ! — Having said these words , O Bhārata , king Yu
dhishthira with a
ll

his troops rushed towards Drona for the
sake o
f Yuyudhāna . 20 Blessed b
e

thou , great was the uproar
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made there by the Pāndavas and the Srinjayas a
ll fighting

with Drona only . a ! Together approaching , O tiger among men ,

that mighty car -warrior , vi
z
. , the son o
f Bharadwāja , they

covered him with showers o
f

keen arrows equipt with the

feathers o
f

Kankas and peacocks . " Drona ,however , received

a
ll

those hernes smilingly like a householder receiving guests ,

arrived o
f

their own will , with seats and water . With the
shafts o

f Bharadwāja ’ s bow -wielding so
n , those heroes were well

elephants , O king , seven hundred in number , 27 .that thou seest ,

Kirātás , and decked with
ornaments , the king o

f the Kirātas , desirous o

his life , had
formerly presented to Savyasāchin , togethur with many servants

in their train . These , O king , were formerly employed in doing
thy business . 28 - 3 ) Behold the vicissitudes that time brings about ,

for these are now battling against thee ! Those elephants are

ridden b

Kirātas difficult of defeat in battle . 30 They are accom
plished in fighting from elephants , and are all sprung from the

race of Agni . Formerly they were al

vanquished in battle b
y

Savyasāchin . They are now waiting for me carefully , under
the orders o

f Duryodhana . Slaying with my shafts , o king ,

these Kirātas difficult of defeat in battle , $ 2 I shall follow in the

f Arjuna who is intent on the slaughter o

the Sindhus . Those (other ) huge elephants , sprung from the

f Anjana , e of impenetrable hides ,well -trained , and adown

vat himself ! They have come from the northern hills , and are

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mail . There , amongst them , are persons born of the cow , or of
the ape,38 or of diverse other creatures, including those born
ofmen . That division of the assembled Mlecchas that are
all sinful and that come from the fastnesses of Himavat, seem at
a distance to be of a smoky color. Obtaining these, and count
less Kshatriyas,87-38 as also Kripa , and Somadatta 's son , and
that foremost of ca

-warriors , viz . , Drona , and the ruler of

fate , he regards himself crowned with success .

Those I have named will , however , today b
e within reach o

the mind . Much regarded
always b

Duryodhana , that prince who dependeth upon the
prowess o

f others , 41 those warriors , afflicted with my clouds of

shafts , willmeet with destruction . Those other ca

-warriors ,

O king , whom thou seest , and who have golden standards , 42 and
are difficult o

being resisted , ar
e

called Kāmvojas ! They are
brave and accomplished , and firmly devoted to the science of

weapons . 49 Desiring one another ' s welfare , they are all firmly
united . They compose a full Akshauhini of wrathful warriors ,

O Bhārata , 44 and a
re staying carefully fo
r

my sake , well pro
tected b

y

the Kuru heroes . They are o
n the alert , O king , with

their eyes on me ! I shall certainly destroy them a
ll , like

fire destroying a heap o
f

straw . Therefore , o king , let those

that equip cars place quivers and a
ll

necessaries on my car in

proper places . Indeed , in such a dreadful battle , diverse kinds of

weapons ought to b
e taken . 46 – 47 Let the car be equipt (with

necessaries ) five times more than what professors o
f military

science direct , for I shall have to encounter the Kāmvojas who
resemble fierce snakes o

f virulent poison , 48 I shall have also to

encounter the Kirātas who are armed with diverse weapons o
f

warfare , who resemble virulent poison , who are accomplished

in smiting , 49 who have always been well treated b
y Duryodhana ,

and who o
n that account are always intent on Duryodhana ' s

welfare . I shall also have to encounter the Cakas endued with
prowess equal to that o

f

Cakra himself , sº who a
re

fierce a
s

fire

and difficult of being put down like a blazing conflagration . 52

Indeed , O king , I shall have to encounter in batte many war

- - - - - - - -
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riors difficult of being resisted . For this , le
t

well -known steeds

o
f

the foremost breed and graced with auspicious marks b
e

yoked tomy car , after causing their thirst to b
e slaked and

after grooming them duly ! _ " $ 3

"Sanjaya continued , — 'After this , king Yudhishthira caused

quivers full of shafts , and diverse kinds o
f weapons , and , in

deed , al
l

necessaries , to be placed o
n Satyaki ' s car . 53 Then

people caused his four well -harnessed and excellent steeds to

drink intoxicating wines . * And having caused those four steeds

to drink and walk and bathe and eat , and having adorned them

mals , that had ( fo
r

these operations ) been freed from the yoke ,

and that were o
f

the hue o
f gold and well -trained and endued

with great speed and cheerful and exceedingly docile , were duly
yoked again unto his car . 58 And upon that car was set u

p
a tall

standard bearing a lion with golden manes . And that standard
had attached round it banners o

f

the hue o
f

white clouds and

graced with golden circles and pearls and corals . And a
n

umbrella set upon a tall staff o
f gold was also placed upon that

vehicle bearing a heavy weight o
f weapons . 57 - 58 After those

steeds , adorned with trappings o
f gold , had been yoked to that

car , the younger brother o
f

Dāruka , who was the charioteer
and the dear friend o

f Satyaki , 59 came and represented unto the
latter that the car had been duly equipt , like Mātali represent
ing the equipment o

f the car unto Vāsava himself . Sātyaki
then , having taken a bath and purified himself and undergone
every auspicious ceremony , ' gave nishkas o

f gold unto a

thousand Snātaka Brāhmanas who uttered benedictions upon

im . Blessed with those benedictions , Sātyaki , that foremost

f

handsome men , " that hero worthy o
f worship , having

drunk kairāta honey , shone resplendent , with reddened eyes
rolling in intoxication . Having touched a brazen mirror and
filled with great joy , his energy became doubled and he himself
looked like a blazing fire . Taking u

with arrows , that foremost of car -warriors , cased in armour and

cars . Then those steeds , cheerful and strong and fleet as the
wind , 66 and invincible , and belonging to the Sindhu breed . bore

h
im

o
n that triumphant car . Similarly , Bhimasena also , honored

by king Yudhishthira the just , and reverentially saluting the
monarch , 67 set out with Sātyaki . Beholding those two chast

isers o
f

foes o
n the point of penetrating thy host , " their ene

mies , viz . , thy troops , al
l

stood still with Drona a
t

their head .

Then Sātyaki , seeing Bhima cased in mail and following him . " "

saluted that hero and spoke unto h
im these delightful words .

Indeed , the heroic Sātyaki , with every limb filled with jo
y ,

said unto Bhima , ? ' . - Do thou , O Bhima , protect the king !

Even this is thy duty above all things ! Piercing through this
host whose hour hath come , I will proceed . ” Whether now o

r

hence , the protection o
f the king is thy highest duty ! Thou

knowezt my prowess , and I also know thine , O chastiser o
f

foes ! ? If , therefore , thou desirest my good , return , O Bhima !

Thus addressed b
y

Sātyaki , Bhima replied , Go then , fo
r

the

success o
f thy object ! ? O best o
f

men , I will protect the king !

- Thus addressed , he of Madhu ' s race answered Bhima , say
ing , 74 _ G ) back , 0 son o

f Prithā ! My success is certain , since
won over b

ymymerits , thou , O Bhima , art today obedient to

my wishes ! 75 Indeed , O Bhima , as these auspicious omens tell

me ,my victory is assured ! After the sinful ruler o
f

the Sin
dhus will have been slain b

y

the high -souled son of Pāndu ,

I shall embrace king Yudhishthira o

virtuous soul ! - Having

said these words unto Bhima and dismissing him with a
n em

brace , that illustrious warrior eyed thy troops like a tiger eye

ing a herd o

deer . Beholding him thus looking at thy army ,

O king , " 1 - 78 thy troops became once more stupified and began to

tremble violently . Then , O king , Satyaki , desirous of seeing
Arjuna a

the command o
f king Yudhishthira the just , sudden

shafts , fled away . Indeed , O king , that host was broken into

while that force was breaking , that mighty car -warrior , vi
z
. ,

the (grandson ) o
f

Cini , ? crushed seven heroic and great bowmen

in the front ranks o

the fo

. And , O monarch , with h
is

shafts

that resembled blazing flames o
f

fire , he despatched many other
heroes , kings ofdiverse realms , unto the regions of Yama . He
sometimes pierced a hundred warriors with one shaft , and some

times one warrior with a hundred shafts . 8 - 9 Like the great

Rudra destroying creatures , he slew elephants and elephant
riders , horses and horse -riders , and car -warriors with steeds and
drivers . ' ° None amongst thy troops ventured to advance against
Sātyaki who was displaying such lightness o

hand and who

showered such clouds of shafts . " Struck with panic and crushed
and grinded thus b

y

that hero o

long arms , those brave warriors

ll

left the field a
t sight of that proud hero . Although alone ,

they saw him multiplied manifold , and were stupified b
y

his

energy . And the Earth looked exceedingly beautiful with crush

d cars and broken nidas , * O sire , and wheels , and fallen um

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brellas and standards , and anukarshas , and banners, and head
gears decked with gold , and human arms smeared with sandal
paste and adorned with Angadas, 0 king , and human thighs
resembling trunks of elephants òr the tapering bodies of snakes ,
and faces, beautiful as the moon and decked with ear-rings , of
large-eyed warriors lying a

ll

about the field . And the ground

there looked exceedingly beautiful with the huge bodies o
f

fallen
elephants cut off in diverse ways , like a large plain strewn with
hills . Crushed b

y

that hero o
f long arms , steeds , deprived o
f

life

and fallen down o
n the ground , looked beautiful in their traces

made o
f

burnished gold and decked with rows o
f pearls and in

handsomemake and design . 18 - 19 Having slain
diverse kinds o

f thy troops , he of the Sātwata race entered into
thy host , agitating and routing thy army . 20 Then Sātyaki

before him . Then Drona came and resisted him . 2 Encounter

f Bharadwāja , Yuyudhāna , filled with rage , stop

ped not like a vast expanse o
f water upon encountering a

embankment . " Drona , however , checking in that battle the
mighty car -warrior Yuyudhāna , pierced him with five keen
shafts capable o

f penetrating into the very vitals . 23 · Sātyaki ,
however , O king , in that battle pierced Drona with seven shafts
whetted o

n stone , equipt with golden wings and the feathers of

the Kanka and the peacock . 24 Then Drona , afflicted Satyaki ,

his steeds , and his driver , with si
x

shafts . The mighty car
warrior Yuyudhāna could not brook that feat o

f

Drona . 25 Utter
ing a leonine shout , he then pierced Drona with ten shafts ,

and then with si
x , and then with eight others , 26 And once

more Yuyudhāna pierced Drona with ten shafts , his charioteer
with one , and his four steeds with four . a ? And with another
shaft , O sire , Sātyaki struck Drona ' s standard . Then Drona
speedily covered Sātyaki , his car , steeds , driver , and standard ,

with swiftly coursing shafts countless in number like a flight

f

lociists . Similarly Yuyudhāna fearlessly covered Drona
with countless shafts o

f great speed . Then Drona , addressing
Yuyudhāna , said , — Thy preceptor (Arjuna ) hath , like a coward ,

gone away , leaving the battle , 28 - 30 avoiding me who was fighting
with him , proceeding b

ymy flank ! O thou of Madhu ' s race ,
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if like thy preceptor , thou too dost not quickly avoid me in this
battle , thou shalt not escape me with life today , engaged as I
am in battle with thee !— 86

“ Sātyaki, hearing these words, answered ,—At the com
mand of king Yudhishthira the just , I shall follow in the track
of Dhananjaya ! Blessed be thou , O Brāhmana , I would lose
time (if I fight with thee) !33 A disciple should always tread
in the way trod by his preceptor. I shall , therefore , follow in
the track that has been trod by my preceptor !3f _
" Sanjaya continued ,—'Having said this much , the grandson

of Cini avoided the preceptor and suddenly proceeded onwards ,
O king ! And addressing his charioteer , he said ,84_ Drona will,

by every means, endeavour to check my progress ! Proceed
carefully , O Suta , in battle , and listen to these grave words of

eer from his trunk . The charioteer of Hridikā ’ s son then ,

thus slain , fell down from that great car . A

this the steeds

Kritavarman , deprived o

a driver , ran away with great

speed . The ruler of the Bhojas then , in great agitation , him
self checked those steeds . s ? That heroic warrior then , bow in

hand , stood upon his car (ready fo
r

battle ) . Beholding this
feat , his troops applauded it highly . Resting fo

r
a short space

time , Kritavarman then urged those good steeds of his . ss

Himself divested o
f

fear , he inspired his foes with great fear .

Sātyaki , however , had b
y

that time left him behind , while
Kritavarman himself now rushed against Bhiinasena without
pursuing Sātyaki . 59 Thus issuing out of the division o
f

the
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Bhojas , Sātyaki proceeded with great speed towards the mighty

division of the Kāmvojas . Resisted there by many brave and
mighty car -warriors , Yuyudhāna , of prowess incapable of being

baffled , could not then , O monarch , proceed a step.62 Mean

while Drona , having placed his troops in a proper position
and made over the burthen of protecting them to the ruler of

the Bhojas, firmly resolved , proceeded with great speed towards

Drona . The mighty car
warrior Drona also is an inveterate foe o

f theirs . 45 Thou a

skilled in narration , O Sanjaya ! Tell me , therefore , every
thing about what Arjuna d

compassing the slaughter o

the Sindhus ! ' 46
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" Sanjaya said ,—'O bull of Bharata's race , overtaken by a
calamity that is the direct result of thy own fault , thou shouldst

Vidura amongst them had told thee , - Do not , O king, abandon

o merit o

in the beginning , middle , or end ! This defeat is entirely owing

to thee ! 55 Therefore , knowing a

Then

Sahadeva pierced the so

Hridikā with twenty shafts , and
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Yudhishthira the just pierced him with five , and Nakula pierced
him with a hundred . And the sons of Draupadi pierced him
with three and seventy shafts and Cohatotkacha pierced him

with seven .' And Virāta and Drupada and Drupada 's so

(Dhrishtadyumna ) each pierced him with five shafts , and
Cikhandin , having once pierced him with five , 64 again pierced

him smilingly with five and twenty shafts . Then Krita varman

O king , pierced every one o
f those great ca

-warriors with

five shafts , and Bhima again with seven . And the son o

Hridikā felled both the bow and the standard o

Beholding Bhimasena in that condition , the Pārthas headed

cars , O sire , they cheerfully began to

pierce h
im with their shafts , desiring to protect the Wind -god ' s

son in that battle . ' The mighty Bhimasena then , recover
ing consciousness , tuok u

in that battle a dart made o
f steel

and equipt with a golden staff , " and hurled it with great speed

from his own car a
t

the car o
f Kritavarman . That dart re

sembling a snake freed from it
s slough , hurled from Bhima ' s

hands , " a fierce -looking a

it was , blazed forth a
s it proceeded

towards Kritavarman . Beholding that dart endued with the
splendour o

the Yuga fire coursing towards him , " the son

Then that mighty bowman , viz., Kritavarman , filled with rage,

im forcibly pierced in return every one o
f

those great

ca
r
-warriors struggling vigorously in battle , with three shafts .

Each o
f the latter then pierced him in return with seven

shafts . 73 - 30 Then thatmighty ca
r
-warrior of the Sātwata race ,

filled with rage , cut o
ff , smiling in that battle , with a razor

faced shaft , the bow o
f Cikhandin . Cikhandin then , seeing

his bow cut o
ff , quickly took u

a sword and a bright shield

f shafts And they shook

those two mighty car -warriors scorched each other with their

swoon . 95 Beholding that hero in a swoon , thy troops , O bull
among men , worshipped the son o

f Hridikā , and waved their
garments in the air . " Seeing Cikhandin thus afflicted with the
shafts o

Hridikā ' s son , his charioteer quickly bore that mighty
car -warrior away from the battle . ? The Pārthas , beholding

Cikhandin lying senseless o
n the terrace o
f

his car , soon encom
passed Kritavarman in that battle with crowds o

f

cars . The
mighty car -warrior Kritavarman then achieved a most wonder

ful feat there , inasmuch a
s , alone , he held in check a
ll the Pår

thas with their followers . ' Having thus vanquished the Pār
thas , that mighty ca

r
-warrior then vanquished the Chedis , the

Pānchālas , the Srinjayas , and the Kekayas , al

the Pandavas

then , thus slaughtered b

All this
seemed exceedingly wonderful. Then the mighty Yuyudhāna ,

with rage , stretched it and then pierced Jalasandha with a

single shaft . And then Sātyaki , that foremost one of Mādhu ' s

race , smiling the while , cut o
ff , with a pair o
f razor -faced

arrows , the two arms , decked with ornaments , o

Thereupon those two arms , looking like a couple o

s it ran wildly ,

uttering fierce cries o

pain . Then , O sire , wails o

woe

arose among thy troops , 54 at sight of Jalasandha slain b

that bull among the Vrishnis . Thy warriors then ,turning their
faces , fled away in all directions . Indeed , despairing o

f sac
cess over the foe , they se

their hearts o
n flight . Meanwhile ,

0 king , Drona , that foremost of al

wielders o

proached the mighty car -warrior Yuyudhāna , borne b

swift coursers . Many bulls among the Kurus , beholding Cini ' s

pierced that mighty car -warrior , viz . , the Kuru king , with many

arrows capable o
f penetrating into the very vitals . 33 Then ,

O king , thy son Duryodhana , while being thus struck in that
battle with those excellent arrows of Cini ' s grandson , suddenly
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fed away .84 And the king quickly mounted the car of Chitra -.
sena armed with thebw. Beholding the king thus attacked
by Sātyaki in battle , and reduced to the position of Soma in the
firmament while seized by Rāhu , cries of woe arose from every

Beholding Kritavarman rushing towards him like the Destroyer

himself with wide open mouth , Yuyudhāna , O king , addressed

car towards me with speed ! * • Proceed , on this
car , against that foremost one among a

ll
car -warriors ! — Then ,

with his steeds urged to their greatest speed , and o
n his car

duly equipt , sº Sātyaki came upon the ruler of the Bhojas , that

bowmen . Then those two tigers among men , both
inflamed with rage and both resembling a blazing fire , encoun
tered each other like two tigers endued with great activity ,

arrows . And skilled in battle , the son o

f Hridikā pierced ,

formidable bow whose staff was decked

with gold , thus checked Yuyudhāna with shafts equipt with
golden wings . Then the grandson o

f Cini , desirous o
f seeing

Dhananjaya , sped with great activity eight arrows at Krita
varman . That scorcher of foes then , deeply pierced b

y

that
mighty fo

e , 31 - 86 — that invincible warrior , - began to tremble like

a hill during a
n earthquake . After this , Sātyaki , of prowess

incapable o
f being baffled , speedily pierced Kritavarman ' s four

steeds with three and sixty keen arrows , and his driver also
with seven . Indeed , Sātyaki , then aiming another arrow o

f

golden wings , 37 - 38 that emitted blazing flames and resembled

a
n angry snake or the rod o
f

the Destroyer himself , pierced
Kritavarman therewith . ' That terrible . arrow , penetrating

entered the Earth , dyed with blood .40 Afflicted with the shafts

immeasurable prowess , that bull among
men , afflicted by Satyaki with his arrows , fell on his knees upon

the terrace o

. 42 Having thus resisted Kritavarman who

resembled the thousand -armed Arjuna of ol

r Ocean himself

o
f

immeasurable might , Sātyaki proceeded onwards . 48 Passing
through Kritavarman ' s division bristling with swords and darts
and bows , and abounding with elephants and steeds and cars ,

and the ground under whose feet was rendered awful in conse

foremost o
f Kshatriyas numbering

hundreds , that bull among the Cinis proceeded onwards , in

the very sight o
f all the troops , like the slayer of Vritra through

the Asura array . 44 - 45 Meanwhile the mighty so

another huge bow , stayed where he was , resisting the
Pāndavas in battle . ' " 46

SECTION CXVII .

" Sanjaya said , "While th
e
(Kuru ) host was made to tremble

by the grandson o
f

Cini in those places (through which h
e pro

ceeded ) , the son o
f Bharadwāja covered him with a dense shower

arrows . The encounter that then took place between Drona
and Sātwata in the very sight o

f

a
ll

the troops was extremely

fierce like that between Vali and Vāsava ( in days of ol

Drona pierced the grandson o

n the forehead with three

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with the highest weapons, cut off all those arrows shot from
Drona 's bow , with two beautifully winged arrows of his . Be

holding that lightness of hand (in Sātyaki ), Drona , 0 king ,
smiling the while , suddenly pierced that bull among the Cinis
with thirty arrows.? Surpassing by his own lightness the light
ness of Yuyudhāna, Drona once more pierced the latter with
fifty arrows and then with a hundred . Indeed , those mangling
arrows, O king, issued from Drona 's car like vigorous snakes
in wrath issuing through an ant-hill. Similarly , blood -drinking
arrows shot by Yuyudhāna in hundreds and thousands covered
the ca

r

o
f Drona . 20 Wedid not mark any difference , however ,

between the lightness of hand displayed by that foremost o
f

regenerate ones and that displayed by him o
f

the Sātwata race .

Indeed , in this respect both those bulls among men were equal . "

Then Sätyaki , inflamed with wrath , struck Drona with nine
straight arrows . And he struck Drona ' s standard also with many
sharp shafts . " And in the sight of Bharadwāja , he pierced the
latter ' s driver also with a hundred arrows . Beholding the light

y Yuyudhāna , the mighty car -warrior

the standard that stood o
n Mādhava ' s car . ' * With another broad

headed arrow equipt with feathers and with wings o
f gold , he cut

off in that battle the bow o

that illustrious hero o
f Madhu ' s

race . ? Thereupon the mighty ca
r
-warrior Sātyaki ,excited with

wrath , laid aside that bow , and taking u
p
a huge mace , hurled it

a
t

the son o
f Bharadwāja . Drona , however ,with many arrows

o
f

diverse forms , resisted that mace made o
f

iron and twined

round with strings , as it coursed impetuously towards him . "

Then Sătyaki , of prowess incapable o
f being baffled , took up

another bow and pierced the heroic son o
f Bharadwāja with

many arrows whetted o
n stone . " Piercing Drona therewith in

· that battle , Yuyudhāna uttered a leonine shout . Drona , however ,

that foremost o
f all wielders of weapons , was unable to brook

that roar . ' ' Taking u
p
a dart made of iron and equipt with a

golden staff , Drona sped it quickly a
t

the ca
r

o
f

Mādhava . * *

That dart , however , fatal as Death , without touching the grand
son o
f Cini , pierced through the latter ' s car and entered the
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Earth with a fierce noise. The grandson of Cini then , 0 king ,

pierced Drona with many winged arrows. Indeed , striking him
on the right arm , Sātyaki, O bull of Bharata 's race , afflicted
him greatly ! Drona also , in that battle, o king , cut of

f

the

huge bow o
f Mādhava with a crescent - shaped arrow and smote

the latter ' s driver with a dart . 2 Struck with that dart , Yuyu
dhāna ' s driver swooned away and fo

r

a while lay motionless

o
n the terrace o
f

the ca
r
. Then , O monarch , Sātyaki , acting

a
s

his own driver , achieved a superhuman feat , inasmuch a
s

h
e

continued to fight with Drona and hold the reins himself . as

Then themighty car -warrior Yuyudhāna struck that Brāhmana
with a hundred arrows in that battle , and rejoiced exceedingly ,

O monarch , at the feat he achieved . " Then Drona , 0 Bhārata ,

sped a
t Sātyaki five arrows . Those fierce arrows , piercing

Sātyaki ' s armour , drank his blood in that battle . Thus pierc

e
d with those frightful arrows , Sātyaki became inflamed with

wrath . In return that hero shot many shafts at him o
f

the

golden car . 28 Then felling o
n the Earth with a single shaft

the driver o
f

Drona , he caused next , with his arrows , those
driverless steeds o

f

his antagonist to fl
y away . Thereupon

that car was dragged to a distance . Indeed , the bright chariot

Drona , O king , began to trace a thousand circles in the

Meanwhile Drona , once more proceeding to the gate o

presence ) by those steeds , fleet a
s the wind , that had been

the Vrishni hero . 84 The valiant

f Bharadwāja , beholding the array broken ( in his absence )

the Pāndavas and the Pānchālas , made n

endeavour to

is (broken ) array . Checking the Pāndavas and the Pān

ehālas then , the Drona fire , blazing u
p

in wrath , „stayed there ,
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consuming everything , like the Sun that rises at the end of

“ Sanjaya said ,—'Having vanquished Drona and other war
riors of thy army headed by the son of Hridikā , that foremost
of men , viz ., that bull amongst the Cinis , O foremost one of
the Kurus , laughing , said unto his charioteer,'— Our foes , O
Suta , had already been consumed by Keçava and Phālguna !
In vanquishing them (again ), we have only been the (ostensible )
means !

with gold . And once more he pierced his enemy with three
beautiful arrows resembling fire itself and equipt with wings o

bow -string drawn to the ear . These , pierc
ing through Satyaki ' s armour , penetrated into the latter ' s

body . " Similarly , that prince (viz . , Sudarçana ) , aiming four
other blazing arrows , smote therewith the four steeds of Sātya

f Cini , endued with great activity and possessed

f Cakra ' s thunder , the head of Sudarçana ' s

driver , that foremost one amongst the Cinis , with a razor - faced

arrow resembling the Yuga fire , cut of

from Sudarçana ' s trunk
his head graced with e

-rings , resembling the moon a
t full ,

and decked with a
n exceedingly radiant face , like the wielder

the thunder , o king , in days o
ld , forcibly cutting o
ff the

head o
f themighty Vala in battle ! 14 - 15 That high -souled bull

among the Yadus then , endued with great activity , having thus
slain that grandson o

f
a prince , became filled with delight and

shone resplendent , O monarch , like the chief of the celestials
himself . 16 Yuyudhāna then , that hero among men , proceeded
along the track b

which Arjuna had passed before him , check
ing ( as hewent ) b

means o
f clouds o
f shafts a
ll thy troops ,

“ Sanjaya continued , — Thus addressed , the charioteer urged

devvuring the very skies , and bore Yuyudhāna to the spot

means of his sharp arrows , slew three hundred horsemen
and four hundred elephants . The passage a

t arms between
those united bowmen ( on the one side ) and Sātyaki ( on the

other ) was exceedingly fierce , resembling that between the gods
and the Asuras ( in days of ol

d
) . An awful carnage set in . 22

The grandson o
fCini received with his shafts resembling snakes

o
f virulent poison that force , O sire , o
f thy son which looked

like a mass o
f

clouds . 3 Shrouding every side , in that battle ,

with his arrowy downpours , that valiant hero , O monarch ,

fearlessly slew a large number o
f thy troops . 24 Exceedingly

wonderful , O king , was the sight that I witnessed there , viz . ,

that not one arrow even , O lord , o
f Sātyaki failed o
f

effect ! 25

That sea o
f troops , abounding with cars and elephants and

steeds , and full of waves constituted b
y

foot -soldiers , stood still

a
s soon a
s it came in contact with the Sātyaki continent . 26

That host consisting o
f panic -struck combatants and elephants

and steeds , slaughtered o
n all sides b
y

Sātyaki with his shafts ,

repeatedly turned round , a ? and wandered hither and thither like

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a herd of kine afflicted with the chilling blasts of winter . We
Siw not the foot-soldier or car-warrior or elephant or horseman
or steed that wa3 not struck with Yuyudhāna 's arrows . Not
even Phālguna , O king , had caused such a carnage there * ***
as Sātyaki, O monarch , then caused among those troops ! That
bull among men , v

iz . , the dauntless grandson o
f Cini , endued

with great lightness o
f

hand and displaying the utmost skill ,

fighteth , surpassing Arjung himself . Then king Duryodhana
pierced the charioteer o

f
Sātwata with three keen shafts and

his four steeds with four shafts . And h
e pierced Sātyaki him

self with three arrows and once again with eight . 50 - 32 And

Duscāsına pierced that bull among the Cinis with sixteen
arrows . And Cakuni pierced him with five and twentỳ arrows ,

and Chitrasena with five . 83 And Dussaha pierced Sātyaki in the
chest with five and ten arrows . That tiger amongst the Vrishnis
then , thus struck with their arrows , proudly s4 pierced every

one o
f

them , O monarch , with three arrows . Deeply piercing

foes with shafts endued with great energy , as the grand
son o

f Cini , possessed of great activity and prowess , careered

o
n the field with the activity o
f
a hawk . Cutting o
ff

the bow

o
f

Suvala ' s son as also the leathern fence that cased his hand , * *
Yuyudhāna pierced Duryodhana in the centre o

f

the chest

with three shafts . And h
e pierced Chitrasena with a hundred

arrows , and Dussaha with ten . 37 And thatbull of Cini ' s race
then pierced Duscāsana with twenty arrows . Thy brother - in

law (Cakuni ) then , O king , taking u
p

another bow , * 8 pierced
Sātyaki with eight arrows and once more with five . And
Duscāsana pierced him with ten arrows , and Dussaha pierced

him with three . 3 ' And Durmuka , o king , pierced Sātyaki
with a dozen shafts . And Duryodhana , O Bhārata , having
pierced Mādhava with three and seventy arrows , 40 then pierced
his charioteer with three keen shafts . Then Satyaki pierced
each o

f

those brave and mighty ca
r
-warriors vigorously co
n

tending in battle together , with five shafts in return . Then
that foremost o
f

car -warriors , ( vi
z
. , Yuyudhāna ) , speedily

struck thy son ' s charioteer with a broad -headed shaft , where
upon the latter , deprived of life , fell down o
n the Earth . Upon
the fa ! l of the charioteer , O lord , thy son ' s cart1 - 18 was taken
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away from the battle by the steeds yoked thereto , with the
speed of the wind. Then thy sons , O king , and the other war

riors, O monarch ,44 setting their eyes on the king 's car, fled away
in hundreds . Beholding that host fly away , O Bhārata , Sātya
kits covered it with showers o

f

keen shafts whetted o
n stone

and equipt with wings o
f gold . Routing all thy combatants

counting b
y

thousands , 4 * Sātyaki , o king , proceeded towards
the car o

f Arjuna . Indeed , thy troops worshipped Yuyudhāna ,

beholding h
im shooting arrows and protecting his charioteer

and himself as he fought in that battle . ' " 47

whom Kritavarman is th

first , contending vigorously in battle ,

could not slay Yuyudhāna ! The latter , without doubt , will

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slay my sons !' Phālguna himself fought not in the manner in
which the renowned grandson of Cini has fought !'10
" Sanjaya said , - -All this, O king , has been brought about by

thy evil counsels and the acts of Duryodhana ! Listen atten
tivey to what, О Bhārata , I say unto thee !" At the command
of thy son , the Samsuptakas , rallying , all resolved upon fight
ing fiercely ." Three thousand bowmen headed by Duryo

dhana , with a number of Cakas and Kāmvojas and Vahlikas
and Yavanas and Păradas , is and Kalingas and Tanganas and
Amvashthas and Piçāchas and Barbaras and mountainers , o

f Cini also slew
foot -soldiers there , in hundreds and thousands , born in various

realms and belonging to various nations . Whilst those soldiers
were being thus slaughtered , Duscāsana , addressing the robbers
said , 34 - 38 — Ye warriors unacquainted with morality , fight !

Why d
o

you retreat ? - Beholding them run away without pay
ing any heed to his words , thy son Duscāsana 2

9 urged o
n the

brave mountaineers skilled in fighting with stones , saying ,

Y
e

are accomplished in battling with stones ! Sātyaki is igno

rant o
f this mode o
f

warfare ! 80 Slay y
e , therefore , that

warrior who though desirous o
f

battle is ignorant of your mode

o
f fight ! The Kauravas also are all unacquainted with this mode

o
f

battle . ' Rush y
e
a
t Sātyaki ! D
o

not fear ! Sātyaki will
not b

e

able to approach you ! — Thus urged , those Kshatriyas
dwelling o

n the mountains , al
l

acquainted with the method o
f

fighting with stones , * * rushed towards the grandson o
f Cini

like ministers towards a king . Those denizens of themountains

then , with stones huge as elephants ' heads , 88 uplifted in their

hands , stood before Yuyudhāna in that battle . Others , urged

b
y

thy so
n , and desirous o
f slaying Sātwata , encompassed the

latter o
n all sides , armed with missiles . Then Satyaki , aiming

a
t

those warriors rushing a
t

him from desire o
f fighting with

stones , sped a
t

them showers o
f

keen shafts . That bull amongst

the Cinis , with those shafts looking like snakes , cut into frag

ments that dense shower of stones thrown b
y

themountaineers .

The fragments o
f

those stones , looking like a swarm o
f

blazing

fire -flies , 34 - 37 slew many combatants there , whereupon , O sire ,

cries o
f
o
h and alus arose o
n

th
e

field . Then , again , five hun .

dred brave warriors , with huge stones uplifted in their hands , 58

fell down , O king , on the ground , their arms cut of
f
. And once

mre a full thousand , and again a hundred thousand , amongst
others , s ' fell down without being able to approach Sātyaki , their
arms with stones still in grasp cut of

f by him . Indeed . Sātyaki
slew many thousands o

f

those warriors fighting with stones .

All this seemed exceedingly wonderful . Then many o

them ,

returning to the fight , hurled at Sātyaki showers of stones . 40 - 41 .

men and elephants and steeds , 44 became incapable o
f stayirg

in battle , fo

they felt a

if they were bit b
y

wasps . The
small remnant o

f

the elephants (that had attacked Sātyaki ) ,

covered with blood , their heads and frontal globes split open ,

then fled away from Yuyudhāna ' s car . Then there arose among
thy troops , O sire , while they were being thus grinded b

y

Mādhava , a noise like that o
f

the ocean a
t

full tide . Hearing

that great uproar , Drona , addressing h
is

charioteer , said , 45 – 47 O

Suta , that great ca
r
-warrior of the Sātwata race , excited with

wrath , is tearing our army into diverse fragments , and careering

in battle like the Destroyer himself : 48 Take thou the car to

that spot whence this furious nproar is being heard ! Without
doubt , Yuyudhāna is engaged with the mountaineers who
battle with stones ! 49 Our car -warriors are seen also to be borne
away b

y

their wildly running steeds ! Many amongst them ,
weaponless and armcurless and wounded , ar

falling down so

The charioteers are unable to check their steeds a

these are

rushing wildly ! - Hearing these words o
f Bharadwāja ' s so

the charioteer said unto Drona , that foremost o

f weapons - - 0 thou blest with length o
f days , the Kaurava

troops are flying away : 52 Behold , our warriors , routed (by

) , are flying in a

directions ! There again , those heroes ,

viz . , the Pānchālas and the Pāndavas , united together , " s are
rushing from a

sides from desire o
f slaughtering thee ! O

chastiser o

foes , do thou determine which o

these tasks

should first demand attention ! 5 * Should we stay here ( tomeet
the advancing Pāndavas , or should w

the charioteer , O sire , was speaking thus unto Bharadwāja ' s

son , the grandson o

crush their warriors by hundreds and thousands. ' And Drona ,

clouds , Drona looked exceedingly resplendent . 35

Then that slayer o

hostile heroes , ( viz . , the son of Bharad wāja ) ,

aimed a fierce shaft endued with the effulgence o

the Sun o
r

the

fire , at the car of Viraketu . 36 That shaft , O monarch , piercing

through the prince o
f

Pānchāla , quickly entered the Earth ,

bathed in blood and blazing like a flame of fire . Then the

Champaka tree uprooted b

mountain summit . 88 Upon the fall of that great bowman , that
prince endued with greatmight , the Pānchālas speedily encom

afflicted with grief on account of their ( slain ) brother , 40 together
rushed against the son o

f Bharadwāja , desirous o
f battling with

im , and shooting shafts ( at him ) like th

clouds (pouring rain )

summer . 4 Struck from a

those mighty

car -warriors o
f royal lineage , that bull among Brāhmanas mus

tered a

their destruction . 42 Then Drona
shot showers o

them . Struck with those shafts o

fullest stretch , " those
princes , O best of monarchs , became confounded and knew not
what to do . The angry Drona , O Bhārata , beholding those
princes stupified , smilingly deprived them o

f their steeds a

charioteers and cars in that battle . Then the illustrious so
n

o
f

Bharadwāja , by means of his sharp arrows and broad -headed
shafts , 44 – 45 cut of

f
their heads like a person plucking flowers from

a tree . Deprived of life , those princes there , O king o
f great

splendour , fell down from their cars , on the Earth , 46 like th
e

(slain ) Daiteyas and Dänavas in the battle between the gods

and the Asuras in days of o
ld . Having slain them in battle , O

king , the valiant son of Bharadwāja4 ? shook his invincible bow
the back o

f

whose staff was decked with gold . Beholding those
mighty ca

r
-warriors , resembling the very celestials , among th
e

Pānchālas slain , 48 Dhishtadyumna , inflamed with rage , shed tears

in that battle . Excited with wrath , he rushed , in that encounter ,

against Drona ' s car . 49 Then , o king , cries o

woe suddenly

arose there a
t sight of Drona covered with arrows b

Pānchāla . 50 Completely shrouded b
y

the high -souled son of

Prishata , Drona , however , suffered n
o pain . On the other

hand , he continued to fight , smiling the while . 5 : The prince

the Pānchālas then , furious with rage , struck Drona in the

mighty warrior , the illustrious son o
f Bharadwāja sat down

ant Drona , regaining his senses , 56 took u

fight . Those arrows of the measure o

! — Then Drona , in that battle , quickly cut o

f Dhristadyumna ' s charioteer like a person plucking

a ripe fruit from a tree . Then the steeds , O king , of the high

souled Dhrishtadyumna ran away . 65 - 38 And after those steeds
had carried away Dhrishtadyumna from the field , Drona , endued
with great prowes , began to rout the Pānchālas and the Srin
jayas in that battle . 69 Having vanquished the Pāndus and the
Pānchālas , Bharadwāja ' s son o

f great prowess , that chastiser

Bharata ' s race shot numberless arrows , ' and filled a

the compass with roars deep a

the clouds .

Beholding the Kaurava coming to battle , Satyaki * of mighty
arms rushed towards him and shrouded him with his shafts .

They that were at the van o
f Duscāsana , thus covered with

those arrowy showers , al
l

fl
e
d

away in fear , in the very sight

o
f thy son . After they had fled away , O monarch , thy son Dusça

sana , O king , remained fearlessly in battle and began to aflict
Sātyaki with arrows . And piercing the four steeds of Satyaki

with a hundred in that battle , Duscāsana uttered a loud roar .

Then , O monarch , Mādhava , inflamed with rage , soon made
Duscāsana ' s car and driver and standard and Duscāsana himself
invisible b

y

means o
f his straight arrows . Indeed , Satyaki

entirely shrouded the brave Duscāsana with arrows . a - 3 Like &

spider entangling a gnat within reach b
y

means o
f

it

threads ,
that vanquisher o

foes quickly covered Duscāsana with h

shafts . ' ' Then king Duryodhana , seeing Duscāsana thus covered
with arrows , urged a body o

f Trigartas towards the car of

Yuyudhāna . " Those Trigarta car -warriors , of fierce deeds ,

accomplished in battle , and numbering three thousand , pro
ceeded towards Yuyudhāna . ' Firmly resolved upon battle
and swearing not to retreat , al

l

o
f

them encompassed Yuyu

dhāna with a large throng o
f

cars . Soon , however , Yuyu
dhāna struck down five hundred o

f

their foremost warriors

stationed in th
e

van o
f that force a
s it advanced towards

him in battle , shooting showers of arrows at him . ' * Speedily
slain b

y

that foremost one amongst the Cinis with his shafts ,

these fe
ll

down like tall trees from mountain -tops , uprooted

f battle , strewn with mangled

elephants , O monarch , and fallen standards , and the prostrate
bodies o

steeds decked in trappings o
f gold and torn a

lascerated with the shafts o

bowman then , ( viz . , Yuyudhāna ) , pierced Duscāsana in return ,

with five straight and sharp arrows equipt with golden wings

and vulturine feathers . Then Duscāsana , O Bhārata , smiling
the while , pierced Sātyaki , O monarch , with three arrrows and
once more with five . The grandson o

f Cini then , striking

son with five arrows and cutting off his bow , proceeded
smilingly towards Arjuna . 24 Then Duscāsana , inflamed with
wrath , and desirous of slaying the Vrishni hero , hurled a

ever , 0 king , cut o
ff , with his shafts equipt with Kanka

feathers , that fierce dart of thy son . Then , O ruler of men ,

arrows and uttered a loud roar . " ? Then Sātyaki , excited
with wrath , stupifying thy son in that battle , struck him

points . Duscāsana , however , pierced Sātyaki in return with

f Cini then , 0 Bhārata , pursuing h

moment , 54 restrained himself and slew h
im not , for the mighty

armed hero recollected the words o

Bhimasena . Indeed ,

Bhimasena , O Bhārata , vowed in the midst o

the assembly

the destruction o

a
ll thy sons in battle ! Then , O lord , Sātya

ki , having thus vanquished Duscāsana , quickly proceeded , O

Then Drona , desirous of rescuing the (Kuru ) king , received the
rushing Pānchālas , like a mountain receiving masses o

charged clouds driven by the tempest . The battle then , O king ,

"Upon the slaughter , O king , of Vrihatkshatra , thatmighty

car -warrior among the Kaikayas , the son o

with rage , addressed his charioteer , saying , - charioteer ,

proceed to the spot where Drona stayeth , clad in armour , and
engaged in slaying the Kaikaya and the Pānchāla hosts ! 24 —

Then Drona ,
with a sharp razor -faced arrow winged with vulturine feathers ,

heavy mace , endued with the strength o

adamant and decked

with gold , coursing towards him like the death night , the son

f Bharadwāja cu

Bharadwāja ' s son , O sire ,

with many shafts , fell down , O Kaurava ,making the Earth echo

with it
s noise , 54 Beholding h

mace baffled , the wrathful and
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brave Dhrishtaketu hurled a lance and then a dart decked with
gold ." Cutting o

ff that lance with five shafts , Drona cut o
ff

that dart also with five arrows . Both those missiles , thus cut
off , fell down on the Earth like a couple of snakes mangled and
torn b

y

Garuda . The valiant son o
f Bharadwāja then , in

that battle , sped fo
r

h
is

destruction a keen shaft a
t Dhrishta

ketu who was battling fo
r

the destruction o
f Bhāradwāja him

self . 37 That shaft , piercing through the armour and breast o
f

Dhrishtaketu o
f

immeasurable energy , entered the Earth like a

swan diving into a lake overgrown with lotuses , 58 A
s
a hungry

jay seizes and devours a little insect , even so d
id

the heroic

Drona devour Dhrishtaketu in that great battle . 39 Upon the
slaughter o

f

the ruler of the Chedis , his son who was conver
sant with the highest weapons , excited with wrath , sought to

bear the burthen o
f his sire . " Him also , Drona , smiling the

while , despatched to the abode of Yama b
y

means o
f

his shafts ,

like a huge and mighty tiger in the deep woods slaying a
n

infant deer . 41

" While the Pāndavas , O Bhārata . were thus being thinned ,

the heroic so
n

o
f Jarāsandha rushed towards Drona . 43 Like

the clouds shrouding the Sun , he quickly made themighty

armed Drona invisible in that battle b
y

means o
f

his arrowy

showers . 43 Beholding that lightness ofhand in him , Drona , that
grinder of Kshatriyas , quickly shot his shafts by hundreds and
thousands . 4 Covering (with his arrows ) in that battle that
foremost o

f

car -warriors stationed o
n

his car , Drona speedily

slew the son o
f

Jarāsandha in the very sight o
f all the bow

men . 46 Indeed , Drona , resembling the Destroyer himself , swal
lowed u

p every one who approached him then , like the Destroyer
swallowing u

p

creatures when their hour arrives . 46 Then
Drona , O monarch , proclaiming his name in that battle , covered
the Pāndavas with many thousands o

f

shafts . “ ? Those shafts

shot b
y

Drona , whetted o
n stone and engraved with his name ,

slew in that battle men and elephants and steeds b
y

hundreds .

Thus slaughtered b
y

Drona like the Asuras b
y

Cakra , the
Pānchālas began to tremble like a herd o

f kine afflicted with

cold . 49 Indeed , O bull of Bharata ' s race , when the Pāndava
army was thus being slaughtered b

y

Drona , there arose a
n
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awful wail of woe from it .50 Scorched by the Sun and slaught
ered by means of those arrows , the Pānchālas then became
filled with anxiety .s ' Stupified by Bharadwāja 's son with his
arrowy showers in that battle , the mighty car-warriors among
the Pānchālas felt like persons whose thighs had been seized by

alligators . Then , o king , the Chedis, the Srinjayas , the
Kācis , and the Koçalas , rushed cheerfully against the son of
Bharadwāja from desire of battle .53 And the Chedis , the Pān
chālas, and the Srinjayas addressed one another , saying,
Drona is slain ! - Drona is slain ! - Saying these words they

rushed at that hero .54 Indeed , al
l

those tigers among men

fe
ll

with their utmost might upon the illustrious Drona ,desirous

f despatching him to the abode o

fixed thereon . Then Drona , that grinder of Kshatriyas , becom
ing more angry still , 68 – 64 took u

hostile ranks , " the preceptor , endued with great
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strength , sped it at the prince , drawing the bowstring to his e

.

That arrow , slaying Kshatradharman , entered the Earth . “

His breast pierced through , he fell down from his vehicle o
n

the Earth . Upon the slaughter of Dhrishtadyumna ' s son , the

(Pāndava ) troops began to tremble . 67 Then the mighty Cheki
tāna fell upon Drona Piercing Drona with ten arrows , he

once more pierced him with a shaft in the centre o
f

his chest . 68

And h
e pierced Drona ' s charioteer with four arrows and h
is

four steeds also with four . The preceptor then pierced the
right arm o

Chekitāna with sixteen arrows , 69 and his standard

that occasion , o king , on Dhananjaya ' s body their celestial
weapons . Having caused a

n

immense slanghter in thy army ,

themighty , 58 – 59 and invincible Dhananjaya , of prowess incapable

o
f being baffled , came upon the ruler of the Sindhus . Karna ,

however , O king , with his arrows , resisted him in that battle , 60

in the very sight , О Bhārata , of Bhimasena and Sātwata . The
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mighty -armed Pārtha , in the very sight of all the troops ,
pierced the Suta 's so

n , in return , with te
n

arrows , on the field
o
f

battle . Then Sātwata , o sire , pierced Karna with three
arrows. 61 - 63 And Bhimasena pierced him with three arrows ,

and Pārtha himself , once more , with seven . The mighty car
warrior Karna then pierced each o

f

those three warriors with

sixty arrows . 68 And thus , O king , raged that battle between
Karna alone ( on one side ) and the many ( on the other ) . The
prowess , O sire , that we then beheld o

f

the Suta ' s son was
wonderful in the extreme , 64 since , excited with wrath in battle ,

h
e singly resisted those three great ca
r
-warriors . Then th
e

mighty -armed Phālguna , in that battle , pierced Karna the so
n

o
f Vikartana , in al
l

his limbs , with a hundred arrows . All
his limbs bathed in blood , the Sutu ' s son o

f great prowess66 - 66

and bravery pierced Phālguna in return with fifty arrows .

Beholding that lightness o
f

hand displayed b
y

him in battle ,

Arjuna brooked it not . 6 ? Cutting o
ff his bow , that hero , vi
z
. ,

Dhananjaya the son o
f Prithā , quickly pierced Karna in the

centre o
f

the chest with nine arrows . Then Dhananjaya , with
great speed a

t
a time when speed was necessary , shot in that

battle a shaft of solar effulgence fo
r

the destruction o
f

Karna . 68 – 69 Drona ' s son , however ,with a crescent -shaped arrow ,
cut of

f

that shaft a
s
it coursed impetuously (towards Karna ) .

Thus cut off b
y

Açwatthāman , that shaft fell down o
n

the

Earth . ” Endued with great prowess , the Suta ' s son then ,

taking u
p

another bow , covered the son of Pāndu with several
thousands o

f

arrows . " Pārtha , however , like the wind dis
persing a flight of locusts , dispelled with h

is own arrows that

extraordinary shower of arrows issuing out of Karna ' s bow . * *

Then Arjuna , displaying his lichtness of hands , covered Karna ,

in that battle , with his arrows , in the very sight of al
l

th
e

troops . 73 Karna also , that slayer of hosts , desirous of counter
acting Arjuna ' s feat , covered Arjuna with several thousands o

f

arrows . 74 Roaring at each other like two bulls , those lions
among men , those mighty car -warriors , shrouded the welkin
with clouds o

f straight shafts . 75 Each rendered invisible b
y

the other ' s arrowy showers , they continued to strike each other .

And they roared a
t

cach other and pierced cach other with
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their wordy darts , saying , - I am Pārtha , wait ! - or I am
Karna , wait , 0 Phālguna !— Indeed , those two heroes fought
with each other beautifully , displaying great activity and

skill.76-77 And the sight they presented was such that al
l

the

warriors became witnesses o
f

that battle . And applauded b
y

Siddhas , Chāranas , and Pannagas , " they fought with each
other , O king , each desirous of slaying the other . Then Dur
yodhana , 0 king , addressing thy warriors , said , ” — Carefully
protect the son o

f

Rādhā ! Without slaying Arjuna h
e

would

not abstain from battle ! Even this iswhat Vrisha told me ! 80 —

Meanwhile , ( ) monarch , beholding the prowess of Karna ,

Arjuna o
f

white steeds , with four shafts shot from the bow
string drawn to the ear , despatched the four steeds o

f Karna

to Yama ' s domains . And he also felled , with a broad -headed
arrow , Karna ' s charioteer from h

is niche in the car . 81 - 82 And h
e

covered Karna himself with clouds of shafts in the very sight

o
f thy son . Thus shrouded with arrows , the steedless and

driverless Karna , 88 stupefied b
y

that arrowy shower , knew not
what to d

o . Beholding him made carless , Açwatthāman , O
king , caused him to ride o

n his car , and continued to fight

with Arjuna . Then the ruler of the Madras pierced the son o
f

Kunti with thirty arrows . 84 - 86 Caradwat ' s so
n

pierced Vāsu

deva with twenty arrows . And h
e

struck Dhananjaya also

with a dozen shafts . 86 And the ruler of the Sindhus pierced

Krishna and Pārtha each with four arrows , and Vrishasena
also pierced each o

f

them , o king , with seven arrows . 37 Kun

ti ' s son Dhananjaya pierced a
ll

o
f

them in return . Indeed ,

piercing Drona ' s son with four and sixty shafts , and the ruler

o
f

the Madras with a hundred , $ s and the Sindhu king with

te
n

broad headed arrows , and Vrishasena with three arrows , and
Caradwat ' s son with twenty , Pārtha uttered a loud shout . a9

Desirous o
f baffling the vow o
f Savyasāchin , thy warriors ,

excited with wrath , quickly rushed a
t Dhananjaya from all

sides . Then Arjuna , frightening the Dhārtarāshtras , invoked
into existence the Vāruna weapon o

n a
ll

sides . The Kaura
vas , however , on their costly cars , pouring showers o

f arrows ,

advanced against the so
n

o
f

Pāndu . ” But , О Bhārata , in

course o
f that stupefying and fierce engagement fraught with
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the greatest confusion , that prince , viz ., Arjuna , decked with

diadem and garland of gold ,never lost his senses. On the other

hand, he continued to pour showers of arrows ." Desirous of
recovering the kingdom and recollecting all the wrongs he h

a
d

suffered fo
r

twelve years in consequence o
f

the Kurus ,the high - ,

souled and immeasurable Arjuna darkened a
ll the points of th
e

compass with shafts shot from Gandiva . " The welkin seemed
ablaze with metors . Innumerable crows , alighting from the

skies , perched o
n the bodies ( of dead combatants ) . Beanwhile

Arjuna continued to slay the fo
e

with his Gāndira like Maha

deva slaying the Asuras with h
is Pināka equipt with tawny

string . * ? 4 Then the illustrious Kiritin , that subjugator of

(hostile ) ranks , dispersing the shafts o
f

the foe by means o
f

h
is

own formidable bow , slaughtered with his arrows many

foremost ones among the Kurus mounted o
n their foremost o
f

steeds and elephants . Then many kings , taking u
p heavy

maces and clubs o
f

iron and swords and darts and diverse

other kinds o
f powerful weapons , and assuming terrible forms ,

rushed suddenly against Pārtha in that battle . ' Then Arjuna ,

bending with his arms his formidable bow Gāndiva which re

sembled the bow o

Indeed , so light -handed
was the son o

the mighty -armed one , o king , excited with wrath , invoked

into existence the invincible Aindra weapon , frightening a

weapons , flowed from it . With those shafts resembling fire

summer Sun sucking with his hot rays the waters o

the Sun covering the Earth . Other

arrows o

those brave warriors that came in that battle before

ff . 16 - 17 Indeed ,Dhananjaya

looked resplendent with his shafts o
f blazing points that seemed

to constitute his rays , like a blazing fire with incessant sparks
and rising flames . 18 The hostile kings , mustering a

t Dhananjaya , that foremost

bearers o
f arms , that hero equal to the chief of the gods

in the track of his car , and producing deafening sounds with

his bowstring and palms , and resembling the mid -day Sun o

blazing points , the diadem -decked Arjuna looked beautiful like

a mighty mass o

rain -charged clouds in the season o

rains

decked with a rain -bow . " When that prefect flood o
f mighty

weapons ,was set in motion b

Jishnu , many bulls among war
riors sank in that frightful and unfordable flood . " Strewn with
infuriate elephants whose trunks or tusks had been cut of

f ,with
steeds deprived o

f

hoofs o
r necks ,with cars reduced to pieces ,

with warriors having their entrails drawn out and others with

legs or other limbs cut of
f , with bodies lying in hundreds and

thousands that were either perfectly still or moving uncon
sciously ,we beheld the vast field o

n which Pārtha battled re

semble the coveted arena of Death , O king , enhancing the terrors

o
f the timid , 34 - 37 or like the sporting ground o
f

Rudra when

e destroyed creatures in days o

ld . Portions o
f

the field ,

strewn with the trunks o
f elephants cut of

with razor -headed

arrows , looked a
s if strewn with snakes . Portions again , cover

d with the cut - of

heads of warriors , looked a
s if strewn with

lotuses . Variegated with beautiful head -gears and
crowns ,with Keyuras and Angadas and e

waves . And it

abounded with the bodies o
f huge elephants deprived o

And it teemed with cars that formed hundreds of rafts floating

surface . And the carcasses of countless steeds formed it
s

banks . And it was difficult to cross in consequence o
f wheels

and yokes and shafts and Akshas and Kuvaras o

him . The shafts issuing

that illustrious hero in that battle ,

seemed to u

to resemble rows o

cranes in the welkin . * * Balling
with his own the weapons of all those heroes , and showing b

y

the terrible achievements in which hewas engaged that he was a

warrior o
f

fierce feats , 48 Arjuna , desirous o
f slaying Jayadratha ,

transgressed a
ll

those furemost o
f

car -warriors , stupefying

them all by means of his shafts . 44 Shooting his shafts o
n a
ll

sides , Dhananjaya , having Krishna for h
is charioteer , presented

a beautiful sight b
y

careering with great speed o

battle . 45 The shafts , in the welkin , b
y

hundreds and thou

sands , of that illustrious hero , seemed to course incessantly

through the sky . “ We never could notice when that mighty

6 Jayadratha
also , O mighty -armed one , is waiting there in fear ! Without

words , Vibhatsu replied unto Keçava , saying , - Let it be so ! 67

created a darkness fo

shrouding the Sun . 48 When Krishna
created that darkness , thy warriors , O king , thinking the Sun

Sun , were filled with gladness . All of them stood , with heads
thrown backwards . King Jayadratha also was in the same

And
the mighty -armed son of Pāndu , O king , deeply piercing with
his arrows the other warriors of thy host, rushed against Jay&

dratha . Beholding him in their presence like a swelling fi
re

with it
s tongue o
f flame outstretched , 76 – 77 the protectors o
f

Jaya lratha were sorely puzzled . Then a
ll thy warriors , O king ,

desirous o
f victory , " bathed the son o
f Indra in that battle

with torrents o
f arrows . Shrouded with incessant showers o
f

arrows , the son o
f Kunti , " that mighty -armed and unvan

quished descendant o
f

Kuru , became filled with rage . Then
that tiger among men , viz . , the so

n

o
f Indra , desirous o
f

slaughtering thy host , created a thick net o
f

arrows . Then
those warriors o

f

thine , O king , thus slaughtered in battle b
y

that hero , 80 - 81 abandoned the ruler of the Sindhus in fear and

fled away . And they fled away in such a manner that n
o

two

persons could b
e

seen flying together . The prowess that w
e

then beheld o
f Kunti ' s son was extremely wonderful . 88 Indeed ,

the like o

what that illustrious warrior then did had never

been nor will ever be . Like Rudra himself slaughtering crea
tures , Dhananjaya slaughtered elephants and elephant - riders ,

horses and horse -riders , and (car -warriors and ) car -drivers . I
did not in that battle , o king , se

a single88 - 84 elephant o
r

steed o
r

human warrior that was not struck with Pārtha ' s shafts .

Their vision destroyed b
y

dust and darkness , thy warriorses
became perfectly cheerless and unable to distinguish one another .

Urged o
n b
y

fate , and with their vital limbs cut open and man
gled with shafts , thy soldiers , as began to wander or limp o

r fall
down . And some amongst them , O Bhārata , became paralysed

and some became deadly pale . During that terrible carnage
resembling the slaughter o

creatures a

the end o

the Yuga , ' 7

in that deadly and fierce battle from which fe
w

could escape

with life , the Earth became drenched with gore and the earthy
dust that had arisen disappeared in consequence o

Pānchālas , however , pierced every one o

Indeed , 0 king , Dhrishtadyumna , in that
dreadful battle , quickly pierced Drona himself , and Karna , and
Drona 's son , and thy son ." Thus pierced by that bowman ,
those warriors , fighting together , pierced Dhrishtadyumna

the troops , O lord , regarded him to be already within the jaws

the Destroyer . ' Meanwhile , Sātyaki of the Daçārha
race , scattering his shafts a

e proceeded , reached the spot

where the valiant Dhrishtadyumna was battling : 50 Beholding

that invincible warrior of the Sātwata race advancing , Rādhā ' s

im in that battle with ten arrows . Sātyaki then ,

O king , pierced Karna with ten shafts in the very sight o

those heroes , and addressing him , said , - D

— The encounter then that took place between

the mighty Sātyaki and the illustrious Karna , resembled , O
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king , that between Vali and Väsava (in days of yore). That
bull among Kshatriyas, viz., Sātyaki, terrifying all the Ksha
triyas with the rattle of his car, pierced the lotus-eyed Karna
in return (with many arrows).5+ Making the Earth tremble
with the twang of his bow , the mighty son of the Suta , O
monarch , contended with Sātyaki. Indeed , Karna pierced
the grandson of Cini in return with hundreds of arrows and
diverse other shafts, long , and barbed , and pointed , and calf
toothed, and razor-headed .86 Similarly , that foremost one of

Indeed , strewn with the heads of Kshatriyas - heads that were
decked with diadems and handsome noses and beautiful ear - rings

and (nether ) lips bit in rage and wide open eyes , - heads that
were graced with collars and crowned also with gems , and which ,

while life was in them , spoke sweet words , the Earth looked
resplendent as if strewn with hillocks overspread with Cham
paka flowers . 32 - 33 Having achieved that fierce feat , and pierc

y away in hundreds and thousands . Like a mighty mass o

clouds dispersed o

the wind , 40 that army of thine ,

O monarch , was dispersed o
n all sides . Indecd , that host , O

chief o

the Bhāratas , thus slaughtered o
n that night , 41 fled

away in all directions , afflicted with fear and in the very sight

their leaders ) . Many abandoning the animals they rode ,

others urging their animals to their greatest speed , 43 turned

“ Dhrishtadyumna , Omonarch , piercing Drona with three

arrows ,*4 quickly cut off the latter 's bowstring with a sharp
arrow . Throwing down that bow on the Earth , the heroic
Drona , that grinder of Kshatriyas,"s took up another that
was exceedingly tough and strong . Piercing Dhrishtadyumna

then with five arrows ,46 Drona pierced his driver also , O
bull of Bharata 's race , with five arrows . Checking Drona
with his arrows , the mighty car-warrior Dhrishtadyumna *?
began to destroy the Kaurava host like Maghavat destroying

the Asura army . During the slaughter of thy son 's army ,

Atdead
of night a fierce encounter took place , resembling that of two
oceans swelling at moon -rise.88 Then the warriors of thy army ,
throwing away from their hands the blazing lamps held by

them , fought with the Pandavas fearlessly and madly .84 On
that terrible night when the world was enveloped with gloom

and dust , the combatants fought with one another , guided only
by the names they uttered .95 The names uttered by the kings
contending in battle , were heard , O monarch , there, like to
what happens, 0 king , at a self-choice.36 Suddenly a silence
overspread the field of battle , and lasted for a moment . Then
again a loud uproar was heard made by the angry combatants ,

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Approaching then the vicinity of Karna 's car, Ghatotkacha ,

asas along with their steeds and drivers and elephants , 87 the
puissant Karna looked like the divine Agni consuming all
creatures a

the time of the universal dissolution . Having des
troyed that Rākshasa host , the Sutu ' s son88 looked resplen
dent like the god Maheçwara in heaven after having consumed

the Asuras ) . Among those thousands o

indifferent spectators since their enmity has not cooled ! ' ?

That bullamongst Rākshasas , saying — Let it be so — unto the
king , speedily proceeded against Bhima , accompanied b

cannibal force . ' 3 Endued with a blazing form , Alāyudha rode

monarch , that car o

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Bhima's wake , without thinking of anything else , O son of
Pāndu !

kine , and Ulukhalas . 24 And they struck
each other , tearing u

p

many kinds of large -branched trees such

a
s Çami and Pilu and Karira and Champaka , O Bhārata ,

and Ingudi and Vadari and flowering Kovidāra and Palkça
and Arimeda and Plaksha and banian and peepul , and also
with diverse mountain -summits decked with diverse kinds o

f

metals . 35 - 37 The clash o
f

those trees and mountain -summits

became very loud like the roar o
f riving thunder . Indeed , the

battle that took place between Bhima ' s son and Alāyudha was ,

O king , dreadful in the extreme , a8 like that in days o
f

o
ld ,

O monarch , between Vāli and Sugriva , those two princes
among monkeys . They struck each other with shafts and
diverse other kinds of fierce weapons , as also with sharp scimi
tars . Then themighty Rākshasas , rushing against each other ,

seized each other b
y

the hair , 28 - 30 And , O king , those two gigan

rese
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tic warriors , with many wounds on their bodies and blood and
sweat trickling adown, looked like two mighty masses of clouds
pouring rain . Then rushing with speed and whirling the
Rākshasa on high and dashing him down , Hidim vā 's son cut

o
ff his large head . Then taking that head decked with a pair

o
f

e
a
r
-rings , the mighty Ghatotkacha uttered a loud roar . "

Beholding the gigantic brother o
f

Vaka , that chastiser of foes ,

thus slain , the Pānchālas and the Pāndavas began to utter

leonine shouts . 84 Then , upon the fall of the Rākshasa , the
Pāndavas beat and blew thousands o

f

drums and ten thousands

o
f

conchs . 85 That night then clearly indicated the victory o
f

the Pāndavas . Illumined with torches a
ll

around , and resound
ing with the noise o

f

musical instruments , the night looked
exceedingly resplendent . 36 The mighty son o

f

Bhimasena

threw down the head o
f

the slain Alāyudha before Duryo

dhana . 87 Duryodhana , beholding the heroic Alāyudha slain ,

became , 0 Bhārata , filled with anxiety , with all his troops , 5

Alāyudha , having come to Duryodhana o
f

his own accord

remembering his former quarrel , had said unto him that h
e

would slay Bhima in battle . ' The Kuru king had regarded
Bhima ' s slaughter to b

e

certain , and had believed that his
brothers would a

ll

b
e long - lived . 40 Beholding that Alāyudha

slain b
y

Bhimasena ' s son , the king regarded Bhima ' s Fow (about
the slaughter of himself and his brothers )already fulfilled . " " 41

SECTION CLXXX .

" Sanjaya said , — 'Having slain Alāyudha , the Rakshasa
Ghatotkacha became filled with delight . Standing a

t the head

o
f

the army h
e began to utter diverse kinds o
f shouts . ? Hear

ing those loud roars o
f

his that made elephants tremble , a great

fear , O monarch , entered into the hearts o
f thy warriors . :

Beholding the mighty son o
f

Bhimasena engaged with Alāyu

dha , the mighty -armed Karna rushed against the Pānchālas .

He pierced Dhrishtadyumna and Cikhandin , each with ten
strong and straight shafts sped from his bow drawn to its full
est stretch . With a number o
f

other powerful shafts , the
Sutu ' s son then made Yudhāmanyu and Uttamaujas , and the
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great car-warrior Sātyaki, to tremble . The bows of those
warriors also ,Oking , while they were engaged in striking

Karna from all sides, were seen to be drawn into circles. On
that night, the twang of their bowstrings and the rattle of their
car -wheels, (mingling together ) became loud and deep as the
roar of the clouds at the close of summer.” That nocturnal
battle, O monarch , resembled a gathering mass of clouds.
The twang of bowstrings and the rattle of car-wheels constitu
ted it

s

roar . The bows ( of warriors ) constituted it
s lightning

flashes ; and showers of shafts formed it
s downpour o
f

rain ,

Standing immovable like a hill and possessed o
f

the strength

o
f
a prince o
f mountains , that grinder of foes , viz . , Vikartana ' s

son Karna , O king , destroyed that wonderful shower o
f

arrows

shot at him . ' Devoted to the good o
f thy sons , the high -souled

Vaikartana , in that battle , began to strike his foes with lances
endued with the force o

f

thunder , and with whetted shafts
equipt with beautiful wings of gold . " Soon the standards o

f

some were broken and cut down b
y

Karna , and the bodies o
f

others pierced and mangled b
y

him with keen arrows ; and soon
some were deprived o

f

drivers , and some of their steeds . "

Exceedingly afflicted b
y

the Suta ' s son in that battle , many o
f

them entered the force o
f

Yudhishthira . Beholding them broken
and compelled to retreat , Ghatotkacha becamemad with rage . "

Mounted o
n that excellent ca
r

o
f

his that was decked with
gold and jewels , he uttered a loud leonine roar , and approach
ing Vikartana ' s son Karna , pierced him with shafts endued
with the force of thunder . 18 Both o

f

them began to cover the

welkin with barbed arrows , and cloth -yard shafts , and frog
faced arrows , and Nalikas , and Dandas , and Açanis , and

arrows bearing heads like the calf ' s tooth o
r the boar ' s ca
r , and

broad -headed shafts , and shafts pointed like horns , and others
bearing heads like razors . 14 The welkin , covered with that
arrowy shower , looked , in consequence o

f

those gold -winged
shafts o

f blazing splendour coursing horizontally through it ,

a
s if hung with garlands of beautiful flowers . 16 . Each endued

with prowess equal to that o
f

the other , they struck each other
equally with powerful weapons . None could , in that battle ,

find any mark o
f superiority in either o
f

those excellent

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heroes ." Indeed , that battle between the son of Surya and
Bhima 's son , characterised by a thick and heavy shower of
weapons, looked exceedingly beautiful and presented almost an
unrivalled sight like the fierce encounter between Rāhu and
Surya in the welkin .” ?
" Sanjaya continued ,— When Ghatotkacha , O king , that fore

most of a
ll persons conversant with weapons , found that he could

not prevail over Karna , he invoked into existence a fierce and
mighty weapon . With that weapon , the Rākshasa first slex
the steeds o

f

Karna and then the latter ' s driver . Having achier

e
d that feat , Hidim v
ā ' s son quickly made himself invisible . ' * *

"Dhritarāshtra said , — When that Rākshasa fighting b
y

deceitful means thus disappeared , tell me , O Sanjaya , what
did the warriors o

fmy army think ? ' 80

" Sanjaya said , - Seeing the Rākshasa disappear , all the
Kauravas loudly said , — Appearing next , the Rākshasa , fighting
deceitfully , will certainly slay Karna ! * ? — Then Karna , endued
with wonderful lightness in the use o

f weapons , covered a
ll

sides with showers o
f

shafts . The welkin being covered with
the darkness caused b

y

that thick arrowy shower , al
l

creatures

became invisible . S
o great was the lightness o
f

hands dis
played b

y

the Suta ' s son , that none could mark when h
e

touched his quivers with his fingers , when h
e

fixed his arrows

o
n the bowstring , and when h
e

aimed and sped them o
ff .

The entire welkin seemed to b
e

shrouded with his arrows ' s

Then a fierce and terrible illusion was invoked into existence

b
y

the Rākshasa in the welkin . We beheld in the sky what
appeared to us to be a mass o

f

red clouds resembling the

fierce flame o
f
a blazing fire . 24 From that cloud issued

flashes o
f lightning , and many blazing brands , 0 Kuru king !

And tremendous roars also issued therefrom , like the noise

o
f

thousands o
f

drums beat a
t

once . 25 And from it fell
many shafts winged with gold , and darts , and lances , and
heavy clubs , and other similar weapons , and battle -axes , and
scimitars washed with o

il , and axes o
f blazing edges , and

spears , 26 and spiked maces emitting shining rays , and beauti

fu
l

maces o
f

iron , and long darts of keen points , and heavy
maces decked with gold and twined round with strings , and
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Cataghnis , all around .* ? And large rocks fell from it, and
thousands of thunder -bolts with loud report , and many hun
dreds of wheels and razors of the splendour of fire ." Karna ,
shooting showers of shafts , failed to destroy that thick and
blazing dywnpour of darts and lances and swords and clubs.''
Loud became the uproar then of falling steeds slain by those
shafts , and mighty elephants struck with thunder , and great
car-warriors deprived of life by other wespons .50 Afflicted by

Ghatotkacha with that terrible shower of arrows a
ll

around ,

that host of Duryodhana , was seen to wander , in great pain ,

over the field . With cries of oh and alas , and exceedingly

cheerless , that wandering host seemed o
n the point o
f being

annihilated . The leaders , however , in consequence o
f

the

nobility o
f

their hearts , fled not away with faces turned from
the field . Beholding that exceedingly frightful and awful
shower o

f mighty weapons , caused b
y

the Rūkshasa ' s illusion ,

falling upon the field , and seeing their vast army incessantly

slaughtered , thy sons became inspired with great fear . Hun
dreds o

f jackals with tongues blazing like fire and o
f

terrible yells ,

began to cry . And , o king , the (Kaurava ) warricrs , beholding

the yelling Rākshasas , became exceedingly distressed . 84 Those
terrible Rākshasas with fiery tongues and blazing mouths

and sharp teeth , and with forms huge as hills , stationed in the

welkin , with darts in grasp , looked like clouds pouring torrents

o
f

rain . 35 Struck and crushed with those fierce shafts and
darts and lances and maces and spiked clubs o

f blazing splen

dour , and thunder -bolts and Pinākas and Açanis and disci and
Çataghnis , the (Kaurava ) troops began to fall down . 86 The

Rākshasas began to pour upon the warriors o
f thy son long

darts , and treacle , and Çatāyhnis , and Sthunas made of black
iron and twined with strings o

f jute . Then all the combatants

became stunned . 87 Brave warriors , with weapons broken o
r

loosened from their grasp , o
r deprived o
f

heads , or with frac

tured limbs , began to fall down o
n the field . And in conse

quence o
f the falling rocks , steeds and elephants and cars

began to b
e

crushed . 88 Those Yātudhānas o
f

terrible forms ,

created b
y

Ghatotkacha with the a
id o
f

h
is powers o
f

illusion

pouring that thick shower o
f mighty weapons , spared neither
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those that were terrified nor those that begged for quarter ."

During that cruel carnage of Kuru heroes , brought on by
Death himself , during that extermination of Kshatriyas , the

Kaurava warriors suddenly broke and fled with speed , crying

aloud ,4' _ Fly, ye Kauravas ! All is lost ! The gods with
Indra at their head are slaying us fo

r

the sake o
f the Panda

vas ! - A
t

that time there was none that could rescue the sink

ing Bharata troops ! During that fierce uproar and rout and

extermination o
f the Kauravas , the camps losing their distinc

tive features , the parties could not b
e distinguished from each

other . 4 : Indeed , during that terrible rout in which the soldiers
showed n

o

regard fo
r

one another , every side of the field , when
looked a

t , seemed to b
e empty . Only Karna , O king , could b
e

seen there , drowned in that shower o
f weapons . Then Karna

covered the welkin with his shafts , contending with that celes

tial illusion o
f

the Rākshasa . The Suta ' s son , endued with
mɔdesty and achieving the most difficult and noble feats

, did

not lose his senses in that battle . 44 Then , O king , all the Sain
dhavas and Vālhikas afrightedly looked a

t Karna who kept his

senses in that fight . And they a
ll worshipped him , while they

looked a
t

the triumph o
f

the Rīkshasa . 45 Then a çatgahni

equipt with wheels ,hurled b
y

Ghatotkacha , slew the four steeds

o
f Karna simultaneously . These dropped down o
n the ground ,

o
n

their knees , deprived o
f life , teeth , eyes , and tongues . 45

Then jumping down from his steedless ca
r
, and seeing the

Kauravas flying away , and beholding his own celestial weapon
bafled b

y

the Rūkshasa ' s illusion , Karna , without losing his
senses , turned his mind inwards and began to reflect o

n what

he should next d
o . 47 A
t

that time al
l

the Kauravas , beholding

Karna and that terrible illusion ( o
f

the Rākshasa ) , cried out ,

saying ,40 Karna , slay the Rākshasa soon with thy dart !

These Kauravas and the Dhārtarāshtras are o
n the point o
f

being annihilated ! 43 What will Bhima and Arjuna d
o

to u
s
?

Slay this wretched Rikshasa a
t

dead o
f night , who is consum

ing u
s a
ll
! They that will escape from this dreadful encounter

today will fight with the Pārthas in battle ! * ! Therefore , slay

this terrible Rākshasa now with that dart given thee b
y

Vāsava ! O Karna , le
t

not these great warriors , the Kauravas ,

- - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - - -
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these princes that resemble Indra himself , be all destroyed in

this nocturnal battle !5° — Then Karna, seeing the Rākshasa
alive at dead of night, and the Kuru army struck with fear ,

and hearing also the loud wails of the latter set his heart
upon hurling h

is dart . 51 Inflamed with rage like a wrathful
lion , and unable to brook the assaults o

f

the Rākshasa , Karna
took u

p

that foremɔst o
f victory -giving and invincible darts ,

desirous of compassing the destruction o
f

Ghatotkacha . 52 In

deed , that dart , o king , which h
e

had kept and adored for

years fo
r
(achieving ) the slaughter o
f

Pāndu ' s son in battle ,

that foremost of darts which Cakra himself had given to

the Suta ' s son in exchange for the latter ' s ear - rings , 53 that
blazing and terrible missile twined with strings and which

seemed to thirst for bloud , that fierce weapon which looked like
the very tongue o

f

the Destroyer o
r the sister o
f

Death him

self , that terrible and effulgent dart Vaikartana now hurled at

the Rikshasa . 5 + Beholding that excellent and blazing weapon
capable of piercing the body o

f every fo
e , in the hands o
f the

Suta ' s son , the Rākshasa began to fly away in fear , assuming a
body gigantic as the foot of the Vindhya mountains . Indeed ,
seeing that dart in Karna ' s , hand , all creatures in the sky ,

O king , uttered loud cries . Fierce winds began to blow , and
thunders with loud report began to fall o

n the Earth . 66 Des
troying that blazing illusion o

f

Ghatotkacha and piercing right

through h
is

breast , that resplendent dart soared aloft in the

night and entered a starry constellation in the firmament . 57

Having fought , using diverse beautiful celestial weapons , with
many heroic Rākshasas and human warriors , Ghatotkacha then ,

uttering diverse terrible roars , fell , deprived o
f

life with that

dart o
f

Cakra . 68 This also is another exceedingly wonderful
feat that the Rākshasa accomplished fo

r

the destruction o
f

his

foes , viz . , that at that time when his heart was pierced b
y

that

dart , he shone resplendent , O king , like a mighty mountain o
r

a mass o
f

clouds . 69 Indeed , having assumed that terrible and
awful form , Bhimasena ' s son o

f frightful deeds fell down .

When dying , O king , he fell upon a portion of thy army and
pressed those troops down b

y

the weight o
f his own body .

Quickly falling down , the Rākshasa , with his gigantic and still
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increasing body , desirous of benefiting the Pandavas , slew &
full Akshauhini of thy troops while he himself breathed his

last . Then a loud uproar arose there made up of leonine
shouts and the blare of conchs and the beat of drums and

cymbals . The Kauravas , indeed , beholding the illusion of the

Rūkshasa destroyed and the Rākshasa himself slain , uttered
loud shouts of jo

y
. ca Then Karna , worshipped b
y

the Kurus

a
s

Cakra had been b
y

the Maruts upon the slaughter o
f
(the

Asura ) Vritra , ascended behind the car o
f thy son , and be

coming the observed o
f

a
ll , entered the Kuru host . ' " * *

order , did not abandon their divisions . Others , blind with
sleep , abandoning their weapons , laid themselves down . " . Some
laid themselves down o

n

the backs o
f elephants , some on cars ,

and some o
n horse -back , 0 Bhārata ! Blind with sleep , they

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became perfectly motionless , 0 king ." Other warriors (that
were yet awake ) in that battle , despatched these to Yama's
abode. Others , deprived of their senses and dreaming in sleep ,

slew themselves , that is, their own comrades, as also their foes,
taking all for their foes. Indeed , these fought in that dreadful
battle, uttering various exclamations .20-21 Many warriors , O
monarch , of our army , desirous of continuing the fight with
the fo

e , stood with eyes drowsy with sleep . ” Some brave
warriors , during that terrible hour o

f darkness , though blind
with sleep , yet gliding along the field , slew one another in that
battle . Many amongst the foe , entirely stupified b

y

slumber ,

were slain without their being conscious ( o
f

the strokes that

launched them into eternity ) . 24 Beholding this condition o
f

the soldiers , O bull among men , Vibhatsu , in a very loud voice ,

said these words : 28 . - All of you , with your animals , are worn
out with exertion and blind with sleep ! Y

e

warriors , y
e

a
re

enveloped in darkness and with dust ! * 6 Therefore , if ye like ,

y
e

may rest ! Indeed , here , on the field o
f

battle , close your
eyes for a while ! 27 Then when the moon will rise , ye Kurus
and Pāndavas , y

may again , having slept and taken rest ,

encounter each other fo
r

the sake o
f

heaven ! 28 _ Hearing these

words o
f

the virtuous Arjuna , the virtuous warriors ( of the Kuru
army ) assented to the suggestion , and addressing one another , " "

loudly said , - 0 Karna , O Karna , O king Duryodhana , abstain
from the fight ! The Pāndava host hath ceased to strike u

s ! 80 –

Then a
t

those words o
f Phālguna , uttered loudly b
y

him , the
Pāndava army a

s

also thine , O Bhārata , abstained from

battle . Indeed , those noble words o
f Pārtha were highly

applauded b
y

the gods , the high -souled Rishis , and all the
gladdened soldiers . Applauding those kind words , O Bhārata ,

all the troops , O king , worn out with exertion , laid themselves
down fo

r

sleep , O bull of Bharata ' s race . 88 Then that army o
f

thine , O Bhārata , happy at the prospect of rest and sleep , sin
cerely blessed Arjuna , saying , 84 _ In thee are the Vedas as also
allweapons ! In thee are intelligence and prowess ! In thee ,

O mighty -armed one , are righteousness , and compassion fo
r

all

creatures , O sinless one ! 35 And since we have been comforted
by thee , we wish thy good , O Pārtha ! Let prosperity b

e

to
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thee ! Soon do thou get , O hero , those objects that are dear
to thy heart !36_ Blessing him thus, 0 tiger among men , those
great car-warriors , stupified by sleep , became silent, O mon
arch 1

Some laid themselves down o
n

horse -back , some o
n

the car -box , some o
n the necks of elephants , and some o
n the

bare ground . 38 Many men , with their weapons and maces and
swords and battle -axes and lances , and with their armour o

n ,

laid themselves down fo
r

sleep , apart from one another . "

Elephants , heavy with sleep , made the Earth cool with the
breath o

f their nostrils , that passed through their snake - like
trunks sputted with dust . 40 Indeed , the elephants , as they
breathed o

n the ground , looked beautiful like hills scattered

( on the field o
f

battle ) over whose breasts hissed gigantic

snakes . * ! Steeds in trappings o
f gold and with manes mingling

with their yokes , stamping their hoofs ,made even grounds
uneven . 48 Thus every one , O king , slept there with the animal

h
e rode . Thus steeds and elephants and warriors , O bull of

Bharata ' s race , 43 very much worn out with exertion , slept ,

abstaining from battle . That slumbering host , deprived of sense
and sunk in sleep then looked like a wonderful picture drawn

o
n canvas b
y

skilful artists . 44 Those Kshatriyas decked in ear
rings and endued with youth , with limbs mangled b

y

shafts , and
immersed in sleep , having laid themselves down o

n the coronal

globes o
f elephants , looked as if they were lying o
n the deep

bosoms o
f

beautiful ladies . 45 Then the Moon , that delighter of

the eye and lord o
f

lilies , of hue white a
s the cheeks o
f
a

beautiful lady , rose , adorning the direction presided over b
y

Indra . * * 6 Indeed , like a lion o
f

the Udaya hills , with rays
constituting his manes o

f

brilliant yellow , he issued out o
f his

cave in the east , tearing to pieces the thick gloom o
f night

resembling a
n extensive herd o
f elephants . f47 That lover o
f

all assemblages of lilies ( in the world ), bright as the body of

Mahādeva ’s excellent bull, full -arched and radiant as Kāma's
bow , and delightful and charming as the smile on the lips of

the bashful bride , bloomed in the firmament .* 48 Soon , how
ever , that divine lord having the hare for his mark showed

himself reddish , shedding brighter rays around .*' Indeed , the
Moon , after this seemed to gradually emit a bright halo of far
reaching light that resembled the splendour of gold .50 Then
the rays of that luminary , dispelling the darkness by their
splendour , slowly spread themselves over all the quarters , the
welkin , and the Earth . Soon , therefore , the world became
illuminated . The unspeakable darkness that had hidden every
thing quickly fled away. When the world was thus illu
mined into almost daylight by the Moon , amongst the creatures
that wander at night, some continued to roam about and some
abstained . That host , О king, awaked by the rays of the
Moon , bloomed (into life ) like an assemblage of lotuses ex
panded by the rays of the Sun .54 Indeed , that sea of troops

was awakened by the risen Moon like the ocean swelling up in
agitated surges at the rise of that luminary . Then , O king ,
the battle once more commenced on Earth , fo

r

the destruction

o
f

the Earth ' s population , between men that desired to attain

to heaven . ' " 56

SECTION CLXXXVI .

Sanjaya said , — ' At this time Duryodhana , under the in

fluence o
f

wrath , approached Drona and addressing him said
these words , fo

r

inspiring him with joy and provoking his
anger . " "

“ Duryodhana said , - No kindness should have been shown

to our foes while they were heartless and worn out with toil
and taking rest , expecially when they are a

ll

o
f

sure a
im ! "

Desirous o
f doing what is agreeable to thee , w
e

showed them

kindness b
y

then letting them alone . The tired Pāndavas ,

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however , (having taken rest ) have become stronger. As ie
gards ourselves , we are , in every respect , losing in energy and
strength . The Pandavas , protected by thee , are constantly
gaining prosperity .* All weapons that are celestial and all
those that appertain to Brahma exist in thee ! I tell thee
truly , that neither the Pāndavas , nor ourselves , nor any other
bowmen in the world , can be a match for thee while thou
art engaged in battle ! O foremost of regenerate ones , thou
art acquainted with a

ll weapons ! Without doubt , by means

o
f thy celestial weapons thou art capable o
f destroying the

(three ) worlds with the gods , the Asuras , and the Gandhar
vas ! ? The Pandavas are a

ll
afraid o

f

thee ! Thou , however ,

forgivest them , remembering that they were thy pupils , or ,

perhaps , owing tomy ill luck !

" Sanjaya continued , — Thus rebuked and angered b
y

thy

son , Drona , 0 king , wrathfully addressed Duryodhana and

said these words : : — Although I am so o
ld , O Duryodhana , I

a
m still exerting in battle to the utmost extent o
f my might !

All these men are unacquainted with weapons . I am , however ,

well -versed in them . If , from desire o
f victory , I slay these

men , there can b
e

n
o more ignoble act fo
r

me to do . That ,
however , which is in thy mind , be it good o

r

bad , 10 - 11 I will
accomplish , O Kauravya , at thy command ! It will not b

e

otherwise ! Putting forth my prowess in battle and slaying

all the Pānchālas , I will doff my armour , o king ! I swear
this to thee truly ! Thou thinkest that Arjuna the son o

f

Kunti was worn out in battle ? 12 - 18 O mighty -armed Kaurava !

listen to what I truly say regarding his prowess ! If Savya
sāchin ' s wrath is excited , neither Gandharvas , nor Yakshas ,

nor Rūkshasas , can venture to bear him . At Khāndava h
e

encountered the divine chief o
f

the celestials himself ! 1
4 - 15 The

illustrious Arjuna , with his shafts , baffled the pouring Indra .

Yakshas , and Nāgas , and Daityas , and a
ll

others , proud o
f

their might , ' were slain b
y

that foremost of men . That also

is known to thee . On the occasion o
f the tale o
f

cattle , the
Gandharvas headed b

y

Chitrasena and others were vanquished

b
y

him . ' ? That firm bowman rescued you while you were
being carried away b
y

those Gandharvas . The Virätakarı
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chas also, those enemies of the celestials ,'8 that were unslayable
in battle by the celestials themselves , were also vanquished
by that hero . Thousands of Dānavas dwelling in Hiranya
pura ,'' that tiger among men vanquished . How can human
beings then withstand him ? O monarch , thou hast seen with
thy own eyes how this host of thine, although exerting so
heroically , hath been destroyed by the son of Pāndu !20 –
" Sanjaya continued ,— Unto Drona who was thus applaud

ing Arjuna , thy son , O king , angered thereat , once more said
these words :" _ Myself , and Duscāsana , and Karna, and my

maternal uncle Cakuni , dividing this Bharata host into two

divisions , (and taking one with us), shall today slay Arjuna in
battle !** _ Hearing these words of his , Bharadwāja 's son ,
laughing , sanctioned that speech of the king and said , - Bless
ings to thee ! What Kshatriya is there that would slay that

bull amongst Kshatriyas , that unslayable one, viz ., the bearer
of Gindivа , that hero blazing forth with energy !24 Neither
the Lord of treasures, nor Indra , nor Yama, nor the Asuras ,
the Uragas, and the Rākshasas , can slay Arjuna armed with
.weapons !25 Only they that are fools say such words as those
thou hast said , O Bhārata ! Who is there that would return
home in safety, having encountered Arjuna 'in battle ?26 As
regards thyself , thou art sinful and cruel and suspicious of
everybody ! Even them that are employed in thy welfare ,
thou art ready to rebuke in this way ?a? Go thou against the
son of Kunti , fo

r withstanding him fo
r

thy own sake ! Thou

art a well -burn Kshatriya ! Thou seekest battle ! 28 Why dost
thou cause a

ll

these unoffending Kshatriyas to be slain ? Thou

art the root o
f

this hostility ! Therefore , go thou against
Arjuna ! " This thy maternal uncle is possessed o

f

wisdom and

observant o
f Kshatriya duties ! O so
n

o
f Gāndhāri , le
t

this

one addicted to gambling proceed against Arjuna in battle ! 50

This one , skilled in dice , wedded to deception , addicted to

gambling , versed in cunning and imposture , — this gambler con
versant with the ways o

f deceiving , —will vanquish the Pānda
vas in battle ? 3 ? With Karna in thy company thou hadst

often joyfully boasted , from folly and emptiness o
f understand

ing , in the hearing o
f

Dhritarāshtra , saying , 32 – 0 sire , my
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self, and Kurna , and my brother Dusçãound , these three ,
uniting together , will sluy the sons of Pāndu in battle !33
This thy boast was heard in every meeting of the court .
Accomplish thy vow , be truthful in speech ,with them ! * There
thy mortal foe , the son of Pāndı , is staying before thee !
Observe the duties of a Kshatriya ! Thy slaughter at the hands

of Jaya would be worthy of every praise !** Thu hast practised
charity , Thou hast eaten (everything ever desired by thee).
Thou hast obtained wealth to the measure of thy wish ! Thou

hast no debts . Thou hast done al
l

that one should d
o . Do

not fear . Fight now with the son o
f

Pāndu ! 56 _ Having said

these words in that battle , Drona stopped . The (Bharata ) army
then was dirided into two bodies , and the battle commenced . " " 7

SECTION CLXXXVII .

* Sanjaya said , — When three -fourths of that night had worn
away , the battle , O king , once more commenced between the
Kurus and the Pāndavas . Both sides were elated with jo

y

Soon after , Aruna , the charioteer o
f Surya , weakening the

spiendour o
f

the Moon , appeared , causing the welkin to assume

a coppery hue . The east was soon reddened with the red
rays of the Sun that resembled a circular plate o

f

gold . Then

a
ll

the warriors o
f

the Kuru and the Pāndava hosts , alighting

from cars and steeds and vehicles borne b
y

men , stood , with
joined hands , facing the Sun , and uttered the prayers o

f the

( first ) twilight . The Kuru army having been divided into two
bodies , Drona , with Duryodhana before h

im , proceeded (with
one o

f

those divisions ) against the Sɔmakas , the Pandavas ,

and the Pānchālas . Beholding the Kuru host divided into
two bodies , Mādhava addressed Arjuna and said , - Keeping

thy foes to thy left , place this division (commanded by Drona )

to thy right ! - Obedient to the counsels of Mādhava in respect

o
f

the Kurus , Dhananjaya moved to the left o
f those two

mighty bowmen , viz . , Drona , and Karna . ? Understanding the
intentions o

f Krishna , that subjugator of hostile cities , viz . ,

Bhimasena , addressing Pārtha who was then staying a
t

the
van o

f

battle , said these words :

- - - - - - - - - - - - - - -
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“ Bhimasena said , - 0 Arjuna , 0 Arjuna, O Vibhatsu , list
en to these words of mine ! The time for that object for

which Kshatriya ladies bring forth sons is now come!" If at
such a time thou dost not strive to win prosperity , thou shalt
then act meanly , like & veritable wretch !" Putting forth thy
prowess , pıy the debt thou owest to Truth , Prosperity , Virtue ,

and Fame ! O foremost of warriors , pierce this division , and
keep these to thy right ! ?
“Sunjaya continued , — Thus urged by Bhima and Keçava ,

Sivyasāchin , prevailing over Drona and Karna , began to resist
the fo

e

all around . Many foremost of Kshatriyas (among

the Kurus ) , putting forth all their prowess , failed to withstand
Arjuna who advanced a

t

the very van o
f his troops , and who ,

like a raging conflagration , was consuming the foremost ones
among his fues . Then Duryodhana , and Karna , and Cakuni
the so

n

o
f

Suvala , 13 - 14 covered Kunti ' s son Dhananjaya with
showers o

f shafts . Baffling the weapons of all those warriors ,

that foremost o
fall persons .well -skilled in weapons , O monarch ,

covered them ( in return ) with his shafts . Aiming a
t

their
weapons with his (and thus baffling them a

ll
) , Arjuna , endued

with great lightness of hands and possessing a complete control

over his senses , 15 - 16 pierced every one of those warriors with
ten keen - pointed shafts . The welkin was then covered with

dust . Thick showers o
f

arrows fell , Darkness set in , and a

loud and terrible uproar arose . When such was the state o
f

things , reither the welkin , nor the Earth , nor the points of

the compass , could any longer b
e

seen . ? 7 - 18 Stupified b
y

the

dust , all the troops became blind . Neither the fo
e , O king ,

nor we , could distinguish each other . For this reason , the
kings began to fight , guided b

y conjecture and the names they

uttered . Deprived o
f their cars , car -warriors , 0 king , en

countering one another , lost al
l

order and became a tangled

mass . Their steeds killed and drivers slain , many o
f

them , be
coming inactive , preserved their lives and looked exceedingly

afrighted . Slain steeds with riders deprived of life were seen

to lie on slain elephants a
s

if stretched o
n mountain -breasts .

Then Drona , moving away from that battle towards the north ,

took up his station therc , and seemned to resemble a smokeless
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fire. Beholding him move away from the battle towards the
north ,20-34 the Pāndava troops, 0 king , began to tremble .
Indeed , beholding Drona resplendent and handsome and blaz
ing with energy, the enemy, inspired with fright, became pale

and wavered on the field , O Bhārata ! While summoning

the hostile army to battle , and looking like an elephant in
rut,25-26 the enemy became perfectly hopeless of vanquishing

him , like the Dinavas hopeless of vanquishing Vāsava . Some
amongst them became perfectly cheerless, and some, endued
with energy, became inspired with wrath .”? And some were
filled with wonder , and some became incapable of brooking
(the challenge ). And some of the kings squeezed their hands ,as
and some, deprived of their 'senses by rage , bit their lips.
And some whirled their weapons , and some rubbed their
armas .29 And some, possessed of great energy and souls under
complete control, rushed against Drona . The Pānchālas parti

cularly , a Hicted with the shafts of Drona ,30 O monarch ,
though suffering great pain , continued to contend in battle.*
Then Drupada and Virāta proceeded , in that battle , against

Drona ,s that invincible warrior , who was thus careering on
the field . Then , ( king , the three grandsons of Drupada ,53 and
thosemighty bowmen , viz ., the Chedis , also proceeded against

Drona in that encounter. Drona , with three sharp shafts ,

took the lives of the three grandsons of Drupada . Deprived

of life , the princes fell down on the Earth . Drona next
vanquished in that battle the Chedis , the Kaikayas , and
the Srinjayas.33-34 That mighty ca

r
-warrior , viz . , the so
n

o
f

Bharadwāja , then vanquished a
ll

the Matsyas . Then Drupada ,

filled with wrath , and Virāta also , in that battle , shot showers

o
f

shafts , 0 king , at Drona . Balling that arrowy shower ,

Drona , that grinder of Kshatriyas , 85 – 36 covered both Drupada
and Virāta with his shafts . Shrouded b

y

Drona , both those
warriors , mad with rage , began to pierce him o

n the
field o

f

battle with their arrows . Then Drona , O monarch ,

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filled with wrath and desire of revenge,87-88 cut o
ff , with a

couple o
f

broad -headed shafts , the bows of both his antagonists .

Then Virāta , filled with wrath , sped in that encounter ten

lances and te
n

shafts a
t

Drona from desire o
f slaying him .

And Drupada , in anger , hurled at Drona ' s car a terrible dart
made of iron and decked with gold and resembling a large

snake . Drona cut o
ff , with a number o
f

sharp and broad

headed arrows , those ten lances ( of Virāta ) , 89 - 41 and with cer
tain other shafts that dart ( o

f Drupada ) decked with gold and

stones o
f lapis lazuli . Then that grinder o
f foes , viz . , the

son o
f Bharadwāja , with a couple of well -tempered and broad

headed shafts , 4 * despatched both Drupada and Virāta unto the
abode of Yama . Upon th

e

fa
ll

o
f

Virāta and Drupada , and the
slaughter o

f

the Kaikayas , 48 the Chedis , the Matsyas , and
the Pānchālas , and upon the fall of those three heroes , viz . , the
three grandsons o

f Drupada , 44 the high -souled Dhrishtadyumna ,

beholding those feats o
f Drona , became filled with rage and

grief , and swore in the midst of al
l

the car -warriors , saying , “ S –
Letme lose the merits o

f all my religious acts , as also my
Kshatriya and Brahma energy , if Drona escape me today with
life , or , if he succeed in vanquishing me ! * 6 * _ Having taken that

oath in the midst of a
ll

the bowmen , that slayer of hostile

heroes , viz . , the prince of the Pānchālas , supported b
y

his own

division , advanced against Drona . 47 The Pānchālas then began

to strike Drona from one side , and Arjuna from another .

Duryodhana , and Karna , and Cakuni the so
n

o
f

Suvala , 48 and
the uterine brothers o

f Duryodhana , (stationed ) according to

their precedence , began to protect Drona in battle . Drona
being thus protected in battle b

y

those illustrious warriors , * ' the
Pānchālas , though struggling vigorously , could not even gaze

a
t

him . Then Bhimasena , O sire , became highly angry with
Dhrishtadyumna , and , O bull among men , that son o

f

Pandu

pierced Dhrishtadyumna with these fierce words : - 50

Indeed , with bow and arrows constituting his fuel , he is con
suming with his energy a

ll
the Kshatriyas : 53 Soon will h

e

annihilate the Pāndava army ! Stand y
e

( a
s spectators ) and

behold my feat ! Against Drona himself will I proceed !

Having said these words , Vrikodara , filled with rage , penetrated

into Drona ' s division , and with shafts sped from his bow
drawn to it

s

fullest stretch , began to afflict and rout that

host . Then the Pānchāla prince Dhrishtadyumna also , pene
trating into that large host , engaged with Drona in battle .

The battle became furious . 56 Such a fierce encounter we had
never seen o

r heard o
f

before , O king , as that which now took

place a
t

sunrise o
f

that day ! $ 7 The cars , O sire , were seen to
be entangled with one another . The bodies of embodied crea

tures deprived o
f

life were scattered a
ll

over the field . 58 Some ,
while proceeding towards another part of the field , were , on

the way , assailed by others . Some , while flying away , were

struck o
n their backs , and others , on their sides . 53 That

general engagement continued to rage fiercely . Soon , however ,

the morning Sun arose . ” 60

“ Sanjaya continued , — The warriors , 0 king , thus clad in

mail on the field of battle , adored the thousand -rayed Aditya

a
s

h
e

rose a
t

morn . ' When the thousand -rayed luminary , of

splendour bright as that of burning gold , arose , and the world
became illumined , the battle once more commenced . The
same soldiers that were engaged with each other before sunrise ,

once more fought with each other , 0 Bhārata , after the rise o
f

the Sun , Horsemen engaged with ca
r
-warriors , and elephants
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with horsemen , and foot- soldiers with elephants , and horsemen
with horsemen , and foot -soldiers with foot- soldiers. And car
warriors engaged with car -warriors , and elephants with ele
phants , and horsemen with horsemen , O bull of Bharata 's race.
Sometimes unitedly and sometimes separately , the warriors
fell upon one another in battle . Having fought vigorously
in the night, many, tired with oxertion , and weak with hunger
and thirst, became deprived of their senses . The uproar , O
bull of Bharata 's race , made in consequence of the blare of
conchs , the beat of drums, the roar of elephants , and the
twang of outstretched bows drawn with force, touched the very

heavens , o king ! The noise ,made also by rushing infantry
and falling weapons,7-8 and neighing steeds and rolling cars, and
shouting and roaring warriors , became tremendous. That loud
noise, increasing every minute, reached the heavens . The groans

and wails of pain , of falling and fallen foot -soldiers and ca
r
-war

riors and elephants , became exceedingly loud and pitiable a
s

these were heard o
n the field . 10 - 11 When the engagement be

came general , both sides slew each other a
s also their own men

and animals . Hurled from the hands o
f

heroes upon warriors

and elephants , heaps of swords were seen o
n the field , resem

bling heaps o
f cloths o
n the washing ground . The sound ,

again , of uplifted and descending swords in heroic arms resem
bled that o

f

cloths thrashed fo
r

wash . 14 That general engage
ment then , in which the warriors encountered one another with
swyrds and scimitars and lances and battle -axes , became exceed
ingly dreadful . The heroic combatants then caused a river

there that ran it
s

course towards the regions o
f

the dead . The
blood o

f elephants and steeds and human beings formed it
s

current . Weapons formed it
s

fish in profusion . It was miry
with blood and Hesh . Wails of grief and pain formed it

s

roar .

Banners and cloths formed it
s

froth . 16 - 17 Afflicted with shafts

These addressed
Dhananjaya loudly and said , ' 8 — Rush , O Arjuna , with speed
and drive away the Kurus from Drona ' s vicinity ! If the
preceptor can b

e deprived o
f

his protectors , the Pānchālas may
then slay him easily ! 64 _ Thus addressed , Pārtha suddenly
rushed against the Kauravas , while Drona rushed against the
Pānchālas headed b

y

Dhrishtadyumna . Indeed , on that the
fifth day ( o

f

Drona ' s command ) , those heroic combatants ,

O Bhārata , were grinded and crushed with great celerity ( by

Bharadwāja ' s son ) . " 16

SECTION CXCI .

" Sanjaya said , — Then Drona caused a great carnage among
the Pānchālas like the slaughter caused b
y

Cakra himself in
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rage amongst the Dinavas in days of yore .' The great care
warriors of the Pāndava army, endued with mighty and energy ,
though slaughtered , 0 king, by Drona 's weapons, were not
yet afeared of Drona in that battle .' Indeed , O monarch , those
mighty car -warriors , viz., the Pānchālas and the Srinjayas , al

l

rushed against Drona himself fo
r

fighting with him . ' Loud
and fierce were the yells they uttered a

s they rushed towards

Drona fo
r encompassing him o
n all sides and were slaughtered

by him with shafts and darts . * Beholding the slaughter of the
Panchālas in that battle b

y

the illustrious Drona , and seeing

his weapons overwhelm a
ll

sides , fear entered the hearts of the
Påndavas . Beholding that dreadful carnage o

f steeds and

human beings in that battle , the Pandavas , O monarch , becamo
hopeless o

f victory . (They began to say unto each other ) — Is

it not evident that Drona , that warrior conversant with the
mightiest o

f weapons , will consume us al
l

like a raging con
flagration consuming a heap o

f

straw in the season o
f spring ? '

There is none competent to even look a
t

him in battle ! Con
versant with the ways o

f morality , Arjuna (who alone is a
match fo

r

him ) will not fight with him ! - Beholding the sons

o
f

Kunti afflicted with the shafts o
f Drona and inspired with

fear , Kecava , endued with great intelligence and devoted to

their welfare , addressed Arjuna and said , ' — This foremost of

a
ll

bowmen is incapable o
f being ever vanquished b
y

force in

battle b
y

the very gods with Vāsava a
t
- their head ! 10 When ,

however , he lays aside his weapons , he becomes capable o
f

being slain o
n the field b
y

even human beings ! Casting aside

virtue , y
e

sons o
f

Pāndu , adopt now some contrivance fo
r

gaining the victory , " so that Drona o
f

the golden car may not

slay u
s
a
ll
in battle ! Upon the fall o
f
(his son ) Açwatthāman ,

h
e will cease to fight , I think . 1 : Let some man , therefore , tell

him that Açwatthāman hath been slain in battle ! — This advice ,

however , o king , was not approved b
y

Kunti ' s son Dhanan
jaya . ' Others approved o

f it . But Yudhishthria accepted it

with great difficulty . Then the mighty -armed Bhima , O king ,

slew with a mace a foe -crushing , terrible , and huge elephant ,

named Açwatthāman , of his own army , belonging to Indravar
man the chief of the Mālavas , 14 - 18 Approaching Drona then
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in that battle , with some bashfulness Bhimasena began to ex
claim aloud , - Açwatthāman hath been slain !16 – That elephant
named Açwatthāman having been thus slain , Bhima spoke of
Açwatthāman 's slaughter . Keeping the true fact within h

is

mind , he said what was untrue , " ? Hearing those highly d
is

agreeable words o
f

Bhima , and reflecting upon them , Drona ' s

limbs seemed to dissolve like sand in water . Recollecting ,

however , the prowess of his son , he soon came to regard that
intelligence a

s

false . Hearing , therefore , of his slaughter ,

Drona d
id not become unmanned . " Indeed , soon recovering

his senses , he became comforted , remembering that h
is

so
n

was incapable o
f being resisted b
y

foes . " Rushing towards th
e

son o
f

Prishata and desirous o
f slaying that hero who had

been ordained a
s

his slayer , he covered h
im with a thousand

keen shafts equipt with kanka feathers . " Then twenty thou
sand Pānchāla car -warriors of great energy covered h

im , while

h
e

was thus careering in battle , with their shafts . Com
pletely shrouded with those shafts , we could not any longer
see that great car -warrior who then resembled , O monarch ,

the Sun covered with clouds in the season o
f

rains . 23 Filled
with wrath and desirous o

f compassing the destruction o
f

those brave Pānchālas , thatmighty car -warrior , that scorcher

o
f

foes , viz . , Drona , dispelling a
ll

those shafts o
f

the Pān

chālas , then invoked into existence the Brāhma weapon .

At that time Drona looked resplendent like a smokeless and
blazing fire . 24 - 25 Once more filled with rage , the valiant so

n

o
f Bharadwāja , slaughtering a
ll

the Somakas , seemed to b
e

invested with great splendour . In that dreadful battle h
e

felled the heads o
f

the Pânchālas and cut o
ff

their massive

arms looking like spiked maces and decked with golden

ornaments . 27 Indeed , those Kshatriyas , slaughtered in battle

b
y

Bharadwāja ' s son , fel
l

down o
n the Earth and la
y

scattered

like trees uprooted b
y

the tempest . * * In consequence o
f

fallen

elephants and steeds , O Bhārata , the Earth ,miry with flesh
and blood , became impassable . ' Having slain twenty thousand
Pānchāla car -warriors , Drona , in that battle , shone resplendent

like a smokeless and blazing firo . s0 Once more filled with rage ,

the valiant so
n

o
f Bharadıvāja cut o
ff , with a broad -headed
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arrow , the head of Vasudāna from his trunk ." Once more
slaying five hundred Matsyas , and si

x

thousand elephants , he

slew te
n

thousand steeds . Beholding Drona stationed o
n the

field fo
r

the extermination o
f

the Kshatriya race , the Rishis
Vicwāmitra , and Jamadagni , and Bharadwāja , and Gautama ,and
Vaçishtha , and Kaçyapa , and Atri , and the Sikatas , the Pric
nis , Garga , the Välikhilyas , theMarichipas , the descendants

o
f Bhrigu and Angiras , and diverse other sages of subtile forms ,

quickly came thither with the Bearer o
f

sacrificial libations

a
t their head , and , desirous of taking Drona away unto the

region o
f

Brahman , 83 - 86 addressed Drona , that ornament o
f

battle , and said , — Thou art fighting unrighteously . The hour

o
f thy death is come . 86 Laying aside thy weapons in battle , O

Drona , behold us stationed here ! After this , it behoveth thee
not to perpetrate such exceedingly cruel deeds ! 87 Thou a

rt

versed in the Vedas and their branches . Thou art devoted to

the duties enjoined b
y

truth . Especially , thou a
rt
a Brāhmana !

Such acts d
o

not become thee ! * & Lay aside thy weapons .
Drive away the fi

lm o
f

error that shrouds thee . Adhere now to
the eternal path . The period for which thou art to dwell in the
world o

f

men is now full . 89 Thou hast , with the Brāhma
weapon , burntmen o

n Earth that are unacquainted with weap

ons . This a
ct that thou hast perpetrated , O regenerate one , is

not righteous ! * • Lay aside thy weapons in battle without
delay , O Drona ! D

o

not wait longer on Earth ! Dot not , o

regenerate one , again perpetrate such a sinful act ! 41 — Hearing

these words o
f

theirs a
s

also those spoken b
y

Bhimasena , and
beholding Dhrishtadyumna before him , Drona became exceed
ingly cheerless in battle . 4 : Burning with grief and exceed
ingly afflicted , he enquired of Kunti ' s son Yudhishthira a

s to

whether his so
n

(Açwatthaman ) had been slain o
r not . 43

Drona firmly believed that Yudhishthira would never speak a
n

untruth even for the sake o
f

the sovereignty o
f

the three

worlds . * * For this reason that bull among Brāhmanas asked
Yudhishthira and not any body else . He had hoped for truth

“ Meanwhile , O monarch , Govinda , knowing that Drona ,

that foremost o
f warriors , was capable o
f sweeping a
ll

the
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Pāndavas o
ff

the face o
f

the Earth , became much distressed .

Addressing Yudhishthira h
e

said , " S _ If Drona fighteth , filled
with rage , fo

r

even half a day , I tell thee truly , thy army will
then b

e
annihilated ? " ? Save us then from Drona ! Under such

circumstances , falsehood is better than truth ! B
y

telling a
n

untruth fo
r

saving a life one is not touched b
y

si
n . " There is no

si
n

in untruth spoken unto women , or in marriages , or fo
r

sar

ing kine , or for rescuing a Brāhmana . * * I _ While Govinda and
Yudhishthira were thus talking with each other , Bhimasena

(addressing the king ) said , - As soon , O monarch , as I heard of

the means b
y

which the high -souled Drona might b
e

slain , so

putting forthmy prowess in battle I immediately slew a mighty
elephant , like unto the elephant o

f
Cakra himself , belonging

to Indravarman , the chief of the Mālavas , who was standing

within thy army . I then went to Drona and told h
im ,

Acwatthäman has been slain , O Brāhmana ! Cease then to

fight ! 52 - 61 _ Verily , O bull among men , the preceptor d
id

n
o
t

believe in the truth o
f my words . Desirous of victory a
s

thou

art , accept the advice of Govinda 1

Tell Drona , O king , that
the son o

f Caradwat ' s daughter is no more ! Told b
y
thee ,

that bull among Brāhmanas will never fight ! 54 Thou , O ruler

o
f

men , art reputed to be truthful in the three worlds . — Hear
ing those words o

f Bhima and induced b
y

the counsels of

Krishna , “ s and owing also to the inevitability o
f

destiny , O

monarch , Yudhishthira ma le u
p

his mind to say what he wa
s

desired . Fearing to utter a
n

untruth , but earnestly desirous

o
f victory , Yudhishthiras distinctly said that Açwatthāman

was dead , adding indistinctly the word elephant (after the
name ) . Before this , Yudhishthira ' s car had stayed a

t
a height

o
f

four fingers ' breadth from the surface o
f

the Earth . "

After , however , he had said that untruth , his (vehicle a
n
d
)

animals touched the Earth . Hearing those words frum Yudhish
thira , the mighty ca

r

warrior Drona , " afflicted with grief for

the (supposed ) death o
f his son , yielded to the influence of

despair . A
t

the words again o
f the Rishis , he regarded himself

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a great offender against the high -souled Pāndavas . Hearing
now about the death of his so

n , he became perfectly cheerless ;

" Sanjaya said , - Beholding Drona filled with great anxiety
and almost deprived o

f

his senses b
y grief , Dhrishtadyumna ,

the son o
f

the Pānchāla king , rushed a
t

him . ' That hero had ,

fo
r

the destruction o
f Drona , been obtained b
y

Drupada , that
ruler o

f

men , at a great sacrifice , from the bearer of sacrificial
libations . Desirous of slaying Drona , he now took u

p
a victory

giving and formidable bow whose twang resembled the roll o
f

the clouds , whose string was possessed o
f great strength , and

which was irrefragible and celestial . And h

fixed o
n it a fierce

arrow resembling a snake o
f virulent poison and possessed o

thought that the last hour of his body had come . ” The pre
ceptor prepared with care to baffle that shaft . The weapons ,

however , of that high - souled one , O monarch , no longer ap
peared a

his bidding . * 8 His weapons had not been exhausted
although h

e

had shot them ceaselessly fo
r

four days and one

night . O
n

the expiry , however , of the third part o
f

that the

fifth day , his arrows became exhausted . ' Seeing the exhaus .

tion o
f

h
is arrows , and afflicted with grief on account of his

son ' s death , and in consequence also of the unwillingness o
f the

celestial weapons to appear a
t

his bidding , ' ' he desired to lay

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aside his weapons, urged thereto by the words of the Rishis
also . Though filled with great energy , he could not, however ,
fight as before ." Then taking up another celestial bow that
Angiras had given him , and certain arrows that resembled
a Brāhmana 's curse, he continued to fight with Dhrishta
dyumna ." He covered the Panchāla prince with a thick
shower of arrows , and filled with rage,mangled h

is angry anta
gonist . ' s With his own keen shafts he cut off into a hundred
fragments those o

f

the prince a
s also the latter ' s standard and

bow . He then felled his antagonist ' s driver . 14 Then Dhrishta
dyumna , smiling , took u

p

another bow , and pierced Drona with

a keen shaft in the centre o
f

the chest . Deeply pierced there
with and losing his self -possession in that encounter , that mighty

bowman then , with a sharp and broad -headed arrow , once more
cut off Dhrishtadyumna ' s bow . ' Indeed , the invincible Drona
then cut o

ff a
ll

the weapons , O king , and al
l

the bows that his
antagonist had , with the exception only o

f

h
is

mace and

sword . " Filled with rage , he then pierced the angry Dhrishta
dyumna , O chastiser of foes , with nine keen arrows capable o

f

taking the life o
f every foe . ' Then the mighty car -warrior

Dhrishtadyumna o
f immeasurable soul , invoking into existence

the Brāhma weapon , caused the steeds of his own car to b
e

mingled with those o
f

his fo
e ' s . 19 Endued with the speed of

the wind , those steeds that were red and o
f the hue o
f pigeons ,

O bull o
f

Bharata ' s race , thusmingled together , looked exceed
ingly beautiful . a . Indeed , O king , those steeds thus mingled to

gether o
n the field o
f

battle , looked beautiful like roaring clouds

in the season o
f rains , charged with lightning . Then that

the wheel -joints , and (other ) car -joints o
f Dhrishtadyumna , “

less , the heroic Dhrishtadyumna , fallen into great distress ,

grasped a mace . Filled with rage , the mighty car -warrior
Drona o

f

unbaffled prowess , b
y

means o
f
a number o
f

keen

shafts , cut of
f

thatmace while it was o
n the point o
f being

hurled a
t

him . 24 Beholding h
is

mace cut off b
y

Drona with

h
is

arrows , that tiger among men , ( viz . , the Panchāla prince ) ,

took u

a spotless sword and a bright shield decked with
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a hundred moons ." Without doubt , under those circum
stances , the Pānchāla prince determined to make an end of
that foremost of preceptors , that high -souled warrior . Some
times sheltering himself in his car-box and sometimes rid
ing on his car-shaft, the prince moved about , uplifting his
sword and whirling his bright shield ." The mighty car-war
rior Dhrishtadyumna, desirous of achieving , froni folly, a
difficult feat, hoped to pierce the chest of Bhardwāja 's son
in that battle . Sometimes he stayed upon the yoke, and
sometimes under th

e

haunches o
f

Drona ' s red steeds . These
movements o

f

his were highly applauded b
y

all the troope . '

Indeed , while h
e stayed amid the trappings o
f the yoke

o
r

behind those red steeds , Drona found n
o opportunity to

strike him . All this seemed exceedingly wonderful . 30 The
movements o

f

both Drona and Prishata ' s son in that battle
resembled those o

f
a hawk careering through the welkin for

a piece o
f meat . Then Drona , b

means o

a dart , pierced

the white steeds o
f his antagonist , one after another , not

striking , however , the red ones amongst them (that belonged

to himself ) . * 83 Deprived o

life , those steeds of Dhrishta .

dyumna fell down upon the Earth . Thereupon the red steeds

Drona himself , O king , were freed from the entanglements

f Dhristadyumna ' s car . 33 Beholding his steeds slain b
y

that foremost o

Brāhmanas , Prishata ' s son , that mighty
car -warrior , that foremost o

f fighters , could not brook it . 84

Though deprived o

his car , still that foremost of al

swords
men , armed with his sword , sprang towards Drona , O monarch ,

like Vinatā ' s son (Garuda ) making a swoop a

a snake . "

The form , o king , of Dhrishtadyumna a
t

that time when

h
e sought to slay the so
n

o
f Bharadwāja resembled the form

o
f

Vishnu himself in days o
f yore when a

the point o

slaying Hiranyakacipu . He performed diverse evolutions ,

In fact , O Kauravya , the son o
f

Prishati , careering in that

battle , exhibited the well -known one and twenty different
kinds o

f

motion . Armed with the sword , and shield in hand ,

Prishata ' s son wheeled about , and whirled his sword o
n high ,

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and made side thrusts, and rushed forward , and ran sideways ,
and leapt high , and assailed the flanks of his antagonists and
receded backwards , and closed with his foes, and pressed them

hard . Having practised them well , he also showed the evolu
tions called Bhiratu , Kauçika, and Sātwata , as he careered in
that battle fo

r

compassing the destruction o
f

Drona . Beholding
those beautiful evolutions o

f Dhrishtadyumna a
s

h
e

careered

o
n the field , sword and shield in hand , 88 - 40 al
l

the warriors , as

also the celestials assembled there , were filled with wonder .

The regenerate Drona then , shooting a thousand arrows in the
thick o

f fight , cut off the sword o
f Dhrishtadyumna a
s

also

his shield decked with a hundred moons . Those arrows that
Drona shot , while fighting from such a near point , were

o
f the length o
f
a span . * 1 - 48 Such arrows are used only in

close fight . None else have arrows of that kind , except Cara
dwat ' s so

n
(Kripa ) , and Pārtha , and Açwatthāman and Kar

n
a . 4 : Praddyumna and Yuyudhāna have , and Abhimanyu also

had , such arrows . Then the preceptor ,desirous of slaying h
is

disciple who was unto him even a
s his own son , fixed o
n his

bowstring a strong shaft endued with great impetuosity . That
shaft , however , Sātyaki cut of

f by means of ten arrows , * 4 - 45

in th

very sight of thy son as also o
f

the high -souled Karna ,

and thus rescued Dhrishtadyumna who was o
n the point o
f

succumbing to Drona . 46 Then Keçava and Dhananjaya beheld
Sātyaki of prowess incapable of being baffled , who , O Bhārata ,

was thus careering in the car -tracks ( of the Kuru warriors ) and
within the range o

f the shafts o
f

Drona and Karna and Kripa .

Saying , - Excellent , Excellent ! — both of them loudly applaud

e
d Sātyaki o
f unfading glory , who was thus destroying the celes .

tial weapons of al
l

those warriors . Then Keçava and Dhanan
jaya rushed towards the Kurus . 47 - 49 Addressing Krishna ,

Dhananjaya said , - Behold , O Keçava , that perpetuator of Ma
dhhu ' s race , viz . , Sātyaki of true prowess , sporting before the
preceptor and thosemighty car -warriors , and gladdening meand
the twins and Bhima and king Yudhishthira 1

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All these troops, as also the Siddhas (in the welkin ), behold
ing him invincible in battle , are filled with wonder , and
applauding him , saying , - Excellent, Excellent ! — Indeed , O
king , the warriors of both armies all applauded the Sātwata
hero , in consequence of his feats.'

SECTION CXCIII .

Sanjaya said , — Beholding those feats of the Sātwata hero ,
Duryodhana and others, filled with rage, quickly encompassed

the grandson of Cini on all sides . Kripa and Karna , as also
thy sons, O sire , in that battle , quickly approaching the grand

son of Cini, began to strike him with keen arrows . Then
king Yudhishthira , and the two other Pāndavas , viz ., the two
sons of Mādri , and Bhimasena of great might , surrounded
Sātyaki ( fo

r

protecting him ) . Karna , and the mighty car
warrior Kripa , and Duryodhana and others , al

l
resisted

Sātyaki , pouring showers o
f

arrows o
n

him . The grandson

o
f

Cini , however , contending with all those great ca
r
-warriors ,

baffled , O monarch , that terrible downpour o
f arrows so sud

denly created b
y

his foes . Indeed , in that dreadful battle ,

Sātyaki , bymeans of his own celestial weapons , duly resisted
all those celestial weapons aimed at him b

y

those illustrious

warriors . The field o
f battle became full of many cruel sights

upon that encounter o
f

those royal combatants , resembling

that scene of yore when Rudra , filled with rage , had destroyed
all creatures . ” Human arms and heads , and bows , O Bhārata ,

and umbrellas displaced (from cars ) , and yak -tails , were seen
lying in heaps on the field o

f

battle . The Earth became thick

ly strewn with broken wheels and cars , and inassive arms lopped

o
ff

from trunks , and brave horsemen deprived o
f

life . And ,

O foremost one among the Kurus , large numbers o
f

warriors ,

mangled with falling arrows , 9 - 10 were seen in that great battle

to roll and writhe o
n the ground in agony o
r

the last spasms o

death . During the progess of that terrible battle resembling
the encounter in days o

f

old between the celestials and the

Asuras , " king Yudhishthira the just , addressing his warriors ,

said , - Putting forth all your vigor , rush , ye great car -warriors ,
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against the Pot-born !! Yonder the heroic son of Prishata is
engaged with Drona ! He is endeavouring , to the utmost
of h

is might , to slay the son o
f Bharadwāja ! 8 Judging

from the aspect h
e

is presenting in this great battle , it

is evident that filled , with rage , he will today , overthrow
Drona ! ! 4 Uniting together , all of you fight with the Pot
born ! — Thus ordered b

y

Yudhishthira , the mighty car -war

riors o
f

the Srinjayas ' s all rushed with great vigor for slay
ing the so

n

o
f Bharadwāja . That mighty car -warrior , vi
z
. ,

Bharadwāja ' s sun , quickly rushed against those advaneing

warriors , knowing fo
r

certain that h
e

would have to die . When

Drona o
f

sure a
im thus proceeded , the Earth trembled violent

ly . 16 - 17 Fierce winds began to blow , inspiring the (hostile )

ranks with fear . Large meteors fell , seemingly issuing out of

the Sun , 3 blazing fiercely as they fell and foreboding great
terrors . The weapons of Drona , O sire , seemed to blaze u

p . "

Cars seemed to produce loud rattles , and steeds to shed tears .

The mighty car -warrior Drona seemed to b
e

divested o
f his

energies . 20 His left eye and left hand began to twitch . Be
holding Prishata ' s so

n

again before him , and bearing in mind

the words o
f the Rishis about h
is leaving the world fo
r

heaven , he became cheerless . He then desired to give u
p

lif
e

b
y

fighting fairly . 21 - 23 Encompassed o
n all sides b
y

the troops

o
f Drupada ' s son , Drona began to career in battle , consuming

large numbers o
f Kshatriyas . " That grinder of foes , having

slain four and twenty thousand Kshatriyas , then despatched

to Yama ' s abode ten times te
n

thousand b
y

means o
f

his shafts

o
f

keen points . 84 Exerting himself with care , he seemed to

stand in that battle like a smokeless fire . For the extermina
tion o

f the Kshatriya race , he then had recourse to the Brāh
ma weapon . 25 The mighty Bhima then , beholding the illus
trious and irresistible prince o

f

the Pānchālas carless and
weaponless , quickly proceeded towards him . Beholding him
striking a

t Drona from a near point , that grinder of foes took

u
p

Dhrishtadyumna o
n his own car , and said unto him , ? ? —

Suve thee there is n
o

other man that can venture to fight with
the preceptor . Be quick in slaying him . The burden o
f

h
is

slaughter rests upon thee : 28 - Thus addressed by Bhima , the
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mighty -armed Dhrishtadyumna speedily took up a strong , new ,

and very superior bow capable of bearing a great strain .”'
Filled with rage, and shooting his arrows in that battle at
irressistible Drona , Dhrishtadyumna covered the preceptor ,

desirous of withstanding h
im . 80 Those two ornaments of

battle then , both foremost of fighters and both filled with
rage , invoked into existence the Brāhma and diverse other
celestial weapons . " Indeed . O king , Dhrishtadyumna covered

Drona with many mighty weapons in that encounter . Destroy
ing a

ll

the weapons o
f Bharadwāj ' s son , the Panchāla prince , * *

that warrior of unfading glory , began to slay the Vaçātis , the
Civis , the Vālhikas , and the Kurus , them , that is , who pro
tected Drona in that battle .

Filled with rage , O
king, his body seemed to blaze forth like that of the Des
troyer while engaged in slaughtering creatures at the end of

the Yuga . Repeatedly wiping his fearful eyes , and breath
ing hot sighs in rage, he said unto Duryodhana , these words ,

viz ., - I have now learnt how my sire has been slain by those
low wretches after he laid aside his weapons , and how also has
a sinful act been perpetrated by Yudhishthira disguised in the
garb of virtue !* * I have now heard of that unrighteous and
exceedingly cruel act of Dharma's son !

what means thou hast seen , caused it

28 Defeat and

death , however , a
re the same . Rather , defeat is worse than

death ! Lo , the enemy , vanquished and compelled to lay down

his arms , looks a
s if deprived o

9 . - Duryodhana then

said , – preceptor ' s son , if it be so , if this weapon cannot b
e

used twice , le
t

those slayers o
f

their preceptor b
e

slain with

other weapons then , O foremost one o
f a
ll persons acquainted

with weapons ! 30 In thee are all celestial weapons a
s

well as in
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the Three -eyed (Civa ) of immeasuarble energy ! If thou wish
est it not , even Purandara in rage cannot escape thee !31 _ '
" Dhritarāshtra said , —'After Drona had been slain with the

aid of fraud , and the Nārāyana weapon baffled , what, indeed ,

did Drona 's son , thus urged by Duryodhana , then do,” behold
ing the Pārthas once more arrived fo

r

battle , freed from the

influence o
f the Nārāyana weapon , and careering at the head

o
f

their divisions ? ' 88

" Sanjaya said , — Remembering the slaughter o
f

his sire ,

Drona ' s son , owning the device of the lion ' s tail on his banner ,

filled with rage and casting o
ff all fears , rushed against the

Prishata . 84 Rushing a

him , O bull among men , that
foremost o

warriors , with great impetuosity , pierced the
Pānchāla prince with five and twenty small arrows . Then

Dhrishtadyumna , O king , pierced Drona ' s son that resembled

a blazing fire , with four and sixty shafts .

four sharp arrows . Repeatedly piercing Drona ' s son , and
causing the Earth to tremble with his leonine roars , Dhrishta

creatures in the world in dreadful battle . 88 Making death itself
his goal , themighty son of Prishata , o king , accomplished in

weapons and endued with sureness o

aim , then rushed against
Drona ' s son alone . 89 O

f

immeasurable soul , that foremost of

car -warriors , viz . , the prince of Pānchāla , poured upon Açwat
thāman ' s head a shower o

f

arrows . " Then Drona ' s son , in

that battle , covered the angry prince with winged shafts . And

once more h
e pierced the latter with te
n

shafts , remembering
the slaughter o

f

his father . 41 Then cutting o
ff the standard

and bow o

the Pānchala prince with a couple o

well -shot shafts
equipt with heads like razors , Drona ' s son began to grind h

foe with other arrows . 43 In that dreadful battle , Açwatthman
made his antagonist steedless and driverless and carless , and

covered his followers also with thick showers o

arrowy showers , fled away in fear and great affliction . " Be
holding the troops turning away from battle and Dhrithta
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dyumna exceedingly afflicted , the grandson of Cini quickly urged
his ca

against that of Drona ' s son . He then , afflicted Açwat
thāman with eight keen shafts . And once more striking that
angry warrior with twenty shafts of diverse kinds , 46 he pierced

Açwatthāman ' s driver , and then his four steeds with four
shafts . With great deliberation and displaying a wonderful
lightness o

f

hand , he cut o
ff Açwatthāman ' s bow and stan

dard . * ? Sātyaki then cut into fragments the gold -decked ca
r

o
f

his foe together with it

steeds . And then he deeply pierced

Açwatthāman in the chest with thirty arrows in that battle . 48

Thus aMicted , O king , ( b
y

Sātyaki ) , and shrouded with arrows ,

themighty Açwatthāman knew not what to d
o . When the

preceptor ' s son had fallen into that plight , thy son , that mighty
car -warrior , accompanied b

y Kripa and Karna and others ,

began to cover the Sātwata hero with arrows . 50 All o
f

them

began quickly to pierce Sātyaki from every side with keen

shafts . Duryodhana pierced h
im with twenty and Caradwat ' s

son Kripa with three . And Kritavarman pierced him with ten ,
and Karna with fifty . And Duscāsana pierced him with a hun
dred arrows , and Vrishasena with seven . 51 - 52 Sātyaki , however ,

then issued from it in the welkin . Endued with fiery flames ,

those arrows encompassed Pārtha on al

This vast national undertaking has now advanced onethird o
f

the way

towards completion . Unlikemost enterprises of great extent , the pro - ,

moters of which generally tire o
f

their task , and hurry it on to an .

ignominious end , this translation certainly improves a
s it proceeds , and

shows that more and more pains are being taken to render it accurate ,

and valuable . The point now reached is that portion o
f

the Bhishma - ,

parvan which rehearses the Bhagavad -Gita , o
r
"Song o
f

the Lord , " so

justly famous a
s

the exponent o
f

the most exalted view o
f

Hinduism .

This part of the book is sure to b
e very well read , fo
r

it not only sets

forth clearly the dogmas o
f

esoteric Hinduism , but , at the same time ,

presents that religion in it
s

most favorable aspect .
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The translator now carefully annotates as he proceeds , asing as h
is

guides the works o
f

Sankara , Sridhara , Telang , and the famous Com
ment of Nilakantha . Literal exactness has been essayed rather than
elegance ; and this is especially commendable , fo

r

the whole narrative

is presensed in it
s simple nakedness without any attempt at artificial

adornment , and , better still , without any attempt , b
y

dexterous mani
pulation o

f words , to give a higher or different meaning to that of the
ancient writers . The text , in fact , is presented word for word , as fa

r

a
s

the nature o
f the two languages admits .

It is true that exception may be taken to the translation in many

places . " It is impossible that this should not be the case . A task of this
nature bristles with difficulties , and scholars will ever b

e divided in

opinion o
n hosts o
f passages ; still there can be no doubt that the transla

tor gives us in his work a reasonably accurate version in English o
f

the

entire book , and , by doing so , places themass o
f traditions it contains

within easy reach of the entire civilised world . Sanskritists themselves
will be glad of the aid which this version affords , in readily searching fo

r

facts , and bringing together comparative passages , the precise terms of

which can be afterwards verified b
y

the Sanskrit text . The translation ,

therefore , even to the specially qualified , is an admirable labour -saving
work . Another detail , facilitating reference to the original , is now
being introduced , - viz . , small figures , indicating where the Sanskrit
stanzas commence ; thuis , any line of the translation can with rapidity

b
e compared with the original .

It must never be forgotten that Pratap Chandra Roy commenced
this great and costly labour a

t

his expense , with the noble intention of
distributing a

smany copies gratis a
s

his means could afford . He has
redeemed h

is promise , and is now faithfully supplying part b
y

part free

o
f

cost , to those who early established their claim to the privilege . Others
are supplied a

t

varying prices , according to their means ; but in every
case the price asked is insignificant , and far beneath the prime cost o

f

printing the book . There are ,however , indications that the more care

ful way in which the work is now being done , is exhausting the resources

o
f

the brave -hearted man who has undertaken the task . It is most ear
nestly to b

e hoped that the work may not have to stop for want of funds .

It is more than a national enterprise ; it is a work in which the whole

civilised world is interested ; and it would not only b

disgrace , if the translator did not receive the support necessary to enable

The translation of the Mahābhārata is certainly one of

the most arduous undertakings wbich Philology can possibly

propose . It is not that the text is difficult to render into any
other language , but the poem has more than two hundred

thousand verses . This is colossal, and no one, who commences
this task can flatter himself by thinking that he will be
able to bring it to a termination . Among us, à trial was
attempted by M . Hippolyte Fauche , who , midway , was sur
prised by death . Hewas full of courage , but had come to the
end of his strength . In India there has been a new transla
tion , this time in English , which was commenced four years
ago , and has reached the 5th volume. It has every chance of
success . On our part we sincerely wish that it may succeed .
Babu Protap Chandra Roy, who was come forward to ac

camplish this work of time, unites in himself all the condi
tions which safe -guard him from failure . . He knows the
language of the original better no doubt than others can know

it, he writes English with perfect correctness , as is testified
to by themost competent judges , he is animated with an en
thusiasm wbich sustains him in his hard work , and he has
taken every precaution so that this grand project may be con

tinued after him , if by any chance he should fail to accom
plish it himself . The personal history of the Babu is very
touching , and deserves soine notice , as a knowledge of the
details will enable one to appreciate better the publication

which he is carrying on with such rare energy and at such
self - sacrifice,

* Mr. Protap Chandra Ray has been a librarian and com
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mission -agent (Mercantile ), and by his labors has honorably
earned a competency. Having lost his wife , of whom he was

very fond , and having setteled well his only daughter , he re
solved to devote his fortune , of which his family had no fur
ther need , to the publication and diffusion of the grand monu
ments of Brahmanical literature. With this view he brought

out at first a Sanskrit edition of the Mabābbārata , then a
translation into Bengali , which reached its fourth edition ,

He also edited the Rāmāyana , with Sanskrit text and a tran
slation into Bengali, and the Harivansa , with text and tran
slation . These were by no means the speculations of
librarian . The Babu , as generous as he is talented , distri
buted gratis the works which he printed , and his only object
was to place before his countrymen , and make them like

more and more grand epics of hi

the poetry , the ethics that these writings contain are those

the intellectual infancy o

the race . They appeal to other

standards than ours ; in that " large twilight " the actions of

men and o
f gods , their very thoughts and imaginations , take

o
n

a
n

a
ir o
f supernatural strangeness that is unequaled even

b
y

the wild genius of the Norse races , in whose sombre

thoughts and deeds modern dramatic art seeks to interest u
s .

But the Hindu epics are , after al
l , the more interesting ; they

have a nearer significance fo
r

u
s

than anything in the Norse

mythology . The “Mahabharata , " one of the longest of these
poems , has wider romantic element in it than King Frithiof ' s

"Saga ” ; its action is cast upon a grander scale , and it
s

heroes

belittle a
ll

others in mythology . There is crudeness in their ex
aggeration . But the Hindu poems , early though they are ,

contain ethical and buman elements that are unknown to the

Norseman . It is in this that their enduring , their growing ,

interest remains fo
r

themind o
f Europe and o
f

America .

• Wilkins was the first English scholar to break ground in

this rich field , bis " Bhagavad Gita " having preceded Sir Wil
liam Jones ' s earliest translation b

y

several years . Wilkins

[ 2 ]
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indeed went to India in 1770 , while Sir Wiliam Jones did

not follow him until 1783 . Wilkin 's translation , published in
1785, lies before us ; and since that date a number of versions

of the " Bhagavad Gita " bare followed and in more languages

than oue. Parraud , Proben , Herder, Schlegel , and Mayer are

among it
s

translators ; * * and Chandra Roy ,

is now engaged in turning the entire “Mahabharata ” into Eng .

lish prose . In this great enterprise he has engaged with n
o

thought o
f making money , but actually at the cost of a part

o
f

his fortune .

“ Animated from my earliest days , " he tells u
s , "with the

desire o
f rendering the great religious works of India easily

accessible tomy countrymen , I cursed the fate that condemned
nie to inactivity and silence . But I never lost heart . The
occupation which offered me the most chance was that o

f

book

seller and general agent , and to it I betook myself . After some
years o

f unremitting toil I achieved a success in my business

which I considered fair enough . I might have retired , but

I commenced the publication in Bengali prose o
f

the “Maha

bharata , " the great Sanskrit epic o
f Vyasa , a perfect store

house o
f religiousand moral instruction , imparted not b
y

dry

precepts only , but enforced b
y

the history o
f living men ,

princes and warriors , sages and hermits . My edition consisted

o
f
3 ,000 copies , and it took me a little more than seven years

: to complete it , ” Of these , 1 ,000 copies were distributed free

among his countrymen , and Mr . Roy then resolved to estab

lish a permanent institution for the gratuitous distribution

o
f the great Sanskrit works o
f ancient India . The result was

the Bharata press o
f

Calcutta , supported b
y

contributions

from the native Princes and from foreign well -wishers o
f

the
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undertaking. It has distributed some 20,000 volumes of the
Hindu classics in the Bengali translation .

But Mr. Roy 's amiable enthusiasm d
id not stop with this ,

He determined to make a literal translation o
f

the entire

"Mahabharata ” into English prose , and to supply the work a
te

a moderate subscription price to those who could afford it , and
gratis to those who could not . More than a third of the tran
slation has been done , and has been published in a

n edition o
f

2 ,500 copies . But recent letters from Mr . Roy show that new
subscriptions to his great work are needed for it

s completion . .

It has now gone as far a
s

the famous " Bhagavad Gita , "

upon which so many translators have tried their hands . Among

the latest o
f

these is Mr . Chatterji , an educated Hindu , who . .

professes to represent the highest Brabmin culture .

The translation is very carefully adapted to the New -Engs

land market , and it lacks flavor of sincerity throughout . On

the other hand , Mr Chandra Roy ' s prose version into English

poems have ever appeared in any European tongue .

epic , the Rámāyana , cannot be overstated . Unfortunately the Datavya
Bharata Karyalaya is not a wealthy society .

benevolent persons who take an interest in

f Englishmen . Under these circumstances ,

it was thought that the Indian government might properly give mate .

d ; but the question arose how such a thing could b

back to the time when Buddhism was the dominant power

in India .

They employed Pandits to

translate the original texts into Persian , and charged themselves with

Next to

the Vedas , the two great epic poems , the Mahăbharata and Rāmayana ,
seem to have excited Akbar ' s special curiosity , and we are told that the
Rāmāyana was translated for h

im b
y

Abdul -Kadir , while the transla

tion o
f

different portions o
f

the "Mahabharata , " is ascribed to the same ,

to Abu - l -Fazl , Faizi , Nakib Khan , and Shaikh Mohammad Sultan
Thanesvari .

Akbar died in 1605 , and nearly two hundred years elapsed before the

famous epic o
f

the "Mahabhārata " became known to the scholars o
f

Europe . Episodes from it were published in the original , and in English ,

French , and German translations . But the idea o
f turning the whole

o
f

the most gigantic o
f

epic poems into English seemed to
o

appalling to

European scholars . The Sanskrit text , supposed to consist o
f

200 ,000

verses , has never been printed in England . Italy set a bold example , b
y

entrusting Gorvesio with a
n

edition o
f

the other great epic , the " Ramā

yana , " which was published at the expense of the Sardinian Government ,

with a
n excellent translation is truly classical Italian . In India , however ,



to complete editions of the Sanskrit text of the "Mahabharata " have
appeared , one even accompanied by a commentary ; and , to judge from

the scarcity of these books , there must still be a considerable demand fo
r

their ancient classics among the natives o
f

India .

At last the bold idea of bringing out a complete translation o
f

the

" Mahabharata ” was taken u
p

b
y
a native gentleman , Pratap Chandra

Roy . He tells us hirself that he was originally a bookseller and general
agent . After having made a fortune sufficient for himself , he devoted

his leisure to a scheme of bringing out texts and translations o
f the great

Sanskrit works o
f antiquity . He began with a
n edition in Bengali o
f

theGreat Epic in 3 , 00
0

copies . When this was disposed o
f , partly b
y

sale , partly b
y

gratuitous distribution , he determined to found a society

fo
r

publishing and distributing ancient Sanskrit texts . This society he

called the Datavya -Bhārata -Käryalaya . It was supported b
y

subscrip

tions , chiefly , if not entirely , from native gentlemen . Within the course

o
f

seven years that society has distributed two editions of a Bengali tran

slation o
f

the Epic o
f
3 ,000 copies each . A fourth edition is now in

progress . An edition of the " Harivansa , " an appendix to th
e

"Maha

bharata , " in 3 , 00
0

copies , has been exhausted . O
f

the " Ramayana , " both

text and translation a
re

now nearly completed , and the English transla
tion of the " Mahabhärata , " has reached to mearly half o

f

the whole work .

Such unselfish devotion to a truly patriotic work deserves the recogni

tion o
f

th
e

Indian Government , as well as of the British public , and I

a
m glad to see that Pratap Chandra Roy has lately received the distinc

tion o
f

C . S . I . Nor has th
e

gratitude o
f

Sanskrit scholars been less

fully expressed . It is quite true that the "Mahâbhärata " is not a ditli .

cult work to read ; still , there are few Sanskrit scholars who would not
prefer to read large portions o

f it in English rather than in Sanskrit .

We must not forget that this so -called epic poem has become a kind o
f

encyclopæ lia into which almost any subject could b
e inserted , whether

it referred to the Great War or not . The description o
f that war would

probably occupy notmore than a tenth part of the whole poem . All the

rest consists o
f

later additions . If we could trust tradition , the story of

thewar occupied originally 8 , 80
0

verses only . No amount o
f

criticism ,

however , will ever succeed in disentangling the original poem from a
ll

that has grown up around it .



But though , on th
e

whole , th
e

text of th
e

Mahabharata is easy to

read , there a
re not wanting cruces , which give great trouble to the

scholar . It does not seem a
s
if the translator had collected many MSS

in order to find out whether any of them supplied better readings . He

generally follows the guidance o
f

native commentators , even in cases

where their interpretations are clearly fa
r
-fetched and artificial . Under

the circumstances this was , perhaps , th
e

most practical plan . Several

crities in America and Germany have la
id

down the rule that n

any value which is notbased o
n
a collation of all accessible MSS ,

native commentators , and lastly , on an exact knowledge of

peculiarities o

most wel .

come , but in the meantime a readable translation of the text a
s it now

stands is welcome too . Anyhow , Mr . Pratap Chandra Roy may feels
convinced that allhonest lovers of India and Indian literature are grate

fu
l
to him fo
r

having lifted the veil from that vast picture of ancient India

which is displayed before o
u
r

eyes in the pages o
f

the Hindu Iliad , and

h
e may well answer his captious critics with the o
ld Greek saying , which

might be rendered in Sanskrit b
y
" Sreshthham sreyaso mitram . "
