It makes such a mag-
nificent crop of hay that we are urging our friends who
need an annual hay crop to plant Sudan Grass, believing it

will produce more tonnage per acre than any other grass
now grown. We know that it thrives in Iowa and from the

short time required for maturity we believe it can be grown
anywhere in the United States with satisfactory results.
We recommend Sudan Grass to take the place of the mil-

lets as a summer hay crop. This in our judgment is its
most valued place in the agriculture of Iowa. It will do as
a substitute for sorghum for fodder or Kaffir, Milo and
Feterita as a forage plant, but we do not consider it as
valuable in any other form as it is for hay. In quality it is

far superior to the millets. It does not get “dusty,” nor is it

so “seedy” as millet hay, while it will yield much larger
quantities per acre than any variety of millet generally
grown. The seed is not expensive, ana when the smai'
quantity required per acre is considered, you will see that
you can grow a crop of it at less cost than any of the mil-
lets. It costs more to produce Sudan Grass seed in Iowa
than in the South, hence we are asking a higher price for
home grown stocks. We will send whichever you prefer.

The field of Sudan C
Sudan Grass belongs to the same family as the sorghums,

and the Kaffir corn, and like plants, but does not grow so
coarse, while producing fully as much leaf growth in pro-
portion to the crop. It grows to a height of seven or eight
feet, and the stalks vary in size from that of a lead pencil
to a half inch in diameter. It is not difficult to cure, and it

is claimed by those who have fed it to live stock to contain
a great amount of food value.
Owing to the great similarity of Sudan Grass and John-

son Grass, care has to be taken in the selection of the seed.
Johnson Grass is a perennial—that is to say, when once es-
tablished it is hard to get rid of. as the winters do not de-
stroy it. We have not offered Johnson Grass for a number
of years because of this fact, and because it was unpopular
with our farmers. The Sudan Grass, however, being annual
in its nature, does not survive the winter and is not obnox-
ious nor difficult to get rid of.

Sudan Grass may be planted in cultivated rows, in close
drills, or broadcast. If in cultivated rows, we recommend
they be made 36 inches apart, using about 3 lbs. of seed
per acre. It stools wonderfully if given room; this planting
will produce a tremendous crop. Sometimes as much as
fifteen or twenty tons per acre is produced. In the dry
regions this is the best planting process. Usually the crop
can be cut twice during the summer, making a second
growth from the roots when the first cutting is removed.

Where there is plenty of rainfall, it may be sown in

drills 18 inches apart, using 6 lbs. per acre, or it may be

sown broadcast, using 15 to 20 lbs. per acre. Either method
makes a solid mass of hay, but in our judgment the broad-
cast method produces finer quality hay, although not so

much tonnage.
Bv the broadcast method recommended we mean either

seeding and harrowing, or using the grain drill as in sow-
ing rve or other small grained cereals.
As 'with millet and cane and other plants of similar na-

ture, we believe in heavy seeding for Sudan Grass, because
what is lacking in quantity ds more than made up in qual-

ity, and if sown thickly as suggested in the last paragraph,
live stock can consume the entire crop.
Because it belongs to the millet and sorghum family, it is

not to be planted until the ground is thoroughly warm.
Our recommendation is early June. In some seasons it

might be started at corn planting time in May, but we be-

lieve as good results can be obtained by sowing after the

corn has been planted, and is out of the way.

There is not much
difference in the cost of transportation by these two meth-
ods, but if you want the seeds to come by mail you must
send postage, because it must be prepaid. We submit
herewith a table showing the postage per pound to each
state. This is figured in the way to be most easily under-
stood by our friends. The only thing to remember is to add
one pound over the actual amount of seeds you order to
cover the weight of packing. For example, you live in Ala-
bama and you order three pounds of Gradus peas by parcel
post. You will add 24 cents to the price quoted in the cata-
logue. If you live in Illinois and want 15 lbs. of peas by
parcel post, add 64 cents to the price in the catalogue.

If the postage you send is more than is necessary the sur-
plus will be returned to you inclosed in a small envelope
within the package. If you do not send postage we will
take it for granted you want the goods forwarded by ex-
press or freight.

Sometimes spring sown seed would not sprout
until fall, and at best only about 70 per cent germination
might be expected. Prof. H. D. Hughes, of the Iowa Agricul-
tural College, at Ames, Iowa, has perfected a machine to
scarify the seed, and kindly permitted us to install one in our
warehouse so that we can now supply our customers with
seed that will show a high percentage of germination. The
process of scarifying results in rubbing the seed against
sandpaper, so that the hull is very thin, while in other re-
spects the seed retains its normal condition, except the micro-
scopic scratches in the seed-(5oat show where the sandpaper
has chipped it. Of course it costs a little more to add the
extra cost of labor, and the loss by shrinkage is considerable,
but you get value received. A bushel of scarified seed will
give you 25 per cent greater germination than untreated
seed, and is really worth that much more to the planter. Use

KINDS OF BACTERIA
There are many kinds of legume bacteria, differing from

each other in shape, size and general characteristics. There
is a separate bacteria for each of the legumes. Alfalfa,
has its own bacteria. There is a separate and distinct germ
for the different kinds of beans and peas, as well as a
separate germ for each of the clovers, red clover, alsike
clover, crimson clover, etc., each having its own g<’.;n.

Sweet clover, however, has practically the same germ as
alfalfa. Mammoth clover being only a development of red
clover, has the same germ as the red. With hese excep-
tions each legume has a different germ. Each legume,
therefore, must have its own kind of bacteria attach to
its root and without nodules no nitrogen can be taken from
the air by the plant.

HOW TO INOCULATE THE SEED
Each bottle of bacteria, as it reaches the customer, is

only partially filled with bacteria. When ready to inocu-
late the seed, remove the rubber cork, fill the bottle about
two-thirds full of water and stir and shake thoroughly.
Spread the seed on a clean floor. Pour the diluted bacteria
out of the bottle into a pan, adding enough more water to
nicely moisten all the seed. This will require at least a
pint for each bushel of seed. Sprinkle the seed either by
hand or with a sprinkling can, stirring the seed well with
the hands so that each seed is moistened. Dry in a cool,

airy place, but keep them out of the sunshine while drying.

SOWING THE TREATED SEED
Inoculated seed should be sown soon after they are

sufficiently dry to handle. If slightly moist all the better.
It is a good plan to treat the seed in the evening and sow
early the next morning. If placed in a dark place, how-
ever, they can be kept for many days, but they should be
slightly moistened again, with clear water, just before
sowing.

DIRECTIONS FOR SOWING, ETC.—The con-
ditions and requirements of the several species
as to soil, moisture, heat, etc., should be stud-
ied and observed in culture. We give a few
general instructions though more complete di-
rections are printed on seed packets. The soil
best adapted to most flowers is light, rich loam,
containing enough sand to make it porous. If
there is some clay with it the colors will be
brighter. Make surface smooth and fine as
possible; sow seeds in rows, covering each sort
of seed in proportion to its size and you should
press the soil down firmly over the seeds.
Do not plant any seeds when the ground is wet.
Many varieties, such as pansy, verbena, daisy,
hollyhock and the fine greenhouse plant seeds,
should be sown early in shallow boxe's in the
house, in soil consisting of equal parts of fine
sand and rich, mellow loam well mixed together
and sifted to remove all gravel and lumps.
Sow as before directed. Covering the box with
glass helps to retain the moisture and keeps
the temperature even. Be careful not to keep
too wet. and when large enough to handle,
transplant to boxes from one to two inches
apart to remain until put in permanent beds.

THE FARM SEED FUTURE
MARKET LETTER
The Grass Seed market at this time

shows an upward tendency in all lines.
The principal reason apparently, is be-
cause of the short crop harvested this
fall. The cessation of the war has not
brought lower prices, but has resulted
in some export trade. In order to pro-
tect American planters from shortage
and extreme prices the government
prohibited the exportation of red clov-
er. If timothy and other grasses con-
tinue to go abroad higher prices will
no doubt prevail. We are of the opinion
that prices will not go lower. The
world must be fed and grains of all
kinds will remain at high prices. In
the final analysis the prices for grain
control largely the prices for all
products.

It is possible that supplies may be
furnished by South America in some
amount, but we do not believe it will
be of sufficient volume to greatly in-
fluence the world market. Even in
ordinary times, it is not practical to
forecast the range of prices on seeds.
Therefore, it is doubly difficult at this
time when world conditions are as at
present. It is our opinion, however,
that there is no chance for lower
prices on most items, because seeds
are really cheap in comparison with
other merchandise.

RED CLOVER
Red Clover at the present time is

higher in price than we have ever
known it to be. The government re-
ports indicate about 60% of last year’s
crop with but very little carried over.
In reality, there is only about half as
much seed available for 1919 as was
used in 1918. Dealers generally be-
lieve that because of the shortage, seed
will not sell below $25.00 per bushel
at any time, while at present it cannot
be marketed at that price but sells
anywhere from $27.00 to $30.00 per
bushel. Whether or not the farmer
can afford to use it at these prices,
each one must determine for himself.
We can supply you with Red Clover
at prevailing market price and the
quality is fully equal to any season.
In Iowa, the Clover Seed crop was very
good indeed, both as to quality and to
quantity, but of course the price Is

determined by the world markets. You
can order our usual brands with full
confidence that you will get as high
quality as in past seasons. Our prices
are not higher than market conditions
warrant.

ALSIKE
Alsike Clover is a cheap item in

comparison with Red Clover at this
time. It is not only lower in price per
bushel, but it requires only about half
as much seed per acre for the planting.
At present values, it would cost about
$5.00 per acre to seed to Common Red
Clover, but you can seed to Alsike for
about $2.50 per acre. We think quite
highly of Alsike and are recommending
to our friends that they use it this
year in preference to the Common Red
varietv wherever it is possible.

ALSIKE HMD TIMOTHY MIXED
We are this year urging the sowing

• jf the Alsike and Timothy mixture in
preference to Red Clover and Timothy
where meadow or Grass crop is wanted.
There is no better quality of hay than
mixed Timothy and Alsike if the pro-
portions are right. We are making the
mixture ourselves using twenty-five
pounds of Alsike and seventy-five
pounds of Timothy so that the propor-
tion may be the best for hay purposes.
By using twelve pounds of this mix-
ture per acre, the cost of seeding is

only about $2.00 per acre and this is

very reasonable when the results are
considered.

TIMOTHY
The crop of Timothy Seed in Iowa

this year was only about 60% of nor-
mal. There was, however, quite a
large quantity of seed carried over in
the large eastern markets. It is only
this carried over seed that has kept
values down to our present figure.
Should Europe demand any consider-
able part of the Timothy Seed supply
in this country, prices are no doubt

going to be much higher because we
have seen values greater than at pres-
ent in ordinary times. In fact, Timothy
is not excessive in cost at this time and
knowing the conditions, we feel assured
that prices in spring will be higher
than at the present moment. In our
judgment, it will be wise for prospec-
tive planters to purchase their supply
of Timothy Seed as soon as they may.
