Owing to the many improvements on our machines, it has become necessary to adopt some system by which 
dealers and consumers can order extras and be promptly supplied with the right pieces, saving them the annoy­
ance of receiving the wrong parts.

1st. Observe carefully the number or Utter on the casting of which you want a duplicate and be sure to slate that 
number or letter in your order, with the description following it in the list of repairs for that machine.

2d. State plainly your postoffice address, also the station, county and state to which the goods are to be sent, 
and whether by express or freight and via what route.

3d. All orders for extra parts will be forwarded C. O. D., unless cash accompanies the order.

4th. In ordering repairs, be careful to use the same numbers and names as used in these lists and thus avoid 
mistakes.

5th. Never give us credit for being able to guess what is wanted, for we never attempt it * therefore vexatious 
delays will be avoided by being plain and specific.

6th. Always make out your order for extras on à separate sheet and not in the body of your letter, as 
when put in a general letter, the order may be overlooked,

7th. When ordering repairs by telegram, use the cipher wherever possible. When ordering by telephone, 
make sure your order is correctly sent and received. We cannot, however, be responsible for errors in the trans­
mission of telephonic orders.

8th, A careful observance of these instructions will greatly facilitate matters and insure promptness and 
accuracy m filling orders, and in fact unless the necessary information is given us we cannot attempt to fill the 
order, but will have to return it for correétion, causing great delay and annoyance in many cases.

9th. Prices are subject to change without notice.

10th. Prepay express charges on castings sent us, and put your name on tag.

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TELEGRAPHIC CIPHER

In order to save labor, avoid mistakes, and economize expenses in telegraphing, etc., we have adopted a Cipher 
System, by the use of which single words represent sentences.

The Cipher System can be used in writing as well as in telegraphing, condensing the correspondence, thereby 
economizing time. We urge our customers to use this system as far as practicable.

EXPLANATION

We frequently have parties right in the midst of harvest telegraph for repairs, without stating the name or 
kind of machine, or whether they desire the repairs sent by express or freight, etc., making it necessary for us to 
send messages similar to the following:

“ Your order is not sufficiently explicit; please explain fully what is wanted. State kind of machine for 
which you want the parts, and width of cut. Do you wish: the repairs sent by freight or by express, and to what
point? Answer.”

The same message in Cipher would be written as follows:
“ Masterly, Mastodon, Malt.”

USE OF THE CIPHER IN ORDERING REPAIRS

In the ordinary way of ordering repairs for Champion reaper, especially where parts are not numbered, a. 
telegraphic order would be written as follows:

« ship immediately, by express, one Malleable Iron Eake Hinge, with Malleable Roller, Eighteen Seventy-on^ 
to Eighteen Eighty-one; one Number Four, Forty-one Pitman Box, with Flange; one A Thirteen Hundred and 
Nine • one Pitman Rod with Box, Four Forty-one, Eighteen Seventy-four to Eighteen Seventy-seven ; one Tongue, 
ironed complete, for Numbef Four Machine, Eighteen Seventy-two to Eighty-one.”

EUREKA GANG PLOW
Owing to the many improvements on the celebrated Enreka Gang, it has become necessary to adopt some 

method by which dealers and customers can order extras, and be supplied with the right pieces promptly, saving 
us much trouble, and our customers the annoyance of receiving the wrong parts.

Our Factory has made the Eureka Gang with eight different styles of bottom, viz:
S. P. BOTTOMS, 10, 12 and 14 in.
SLIP-SHAKE BOTTOMS, 10, 12 and 14 in. Keyed or Bolted.
DIAMOND-SHARE BOTTOMS, 10, 12 and 14 in.
MOLINE BOTTOMS, 10 and 12 in.
LUG-SHARE BOTTOMS, 10 and 12 in.
GALE CHILLED BOTTOMS, 10 and 12 in.
ADOBE BOTTOMS, 10 and 12 in.
OLIVER BOTTOMS, 10 and 12 in.

The S. P. Bottom has a share with a short landside projecting back of the share about four inches, and 
the entire bottom is bolted to a Frog Casting, the share being bolted on with three bolts, and numbered on under 
side, S. P. 2 (for 10 inch); S. P. 3 (for 12 inch); S. P. 4 (for 14 inch).

The Slip-Share Bottom is made with the landside entirely of cast-cast-steel, and previous to 1883 the share 
was fastened on with a flat key and one bolt. We are now bolting the share on this style of bottom, instead of 
keying it on as formerly, and parties ordering should state whether Keyed or Bolted Slip shares are wanted. This 
style of bottom has no frog, the beam being bolted directly to the landside. Shares are stamped : H. S. S. 10 
(for 10 inch); H. S. S. 12 (for 12 inch); H. S. S. 14 (for 14 inch). We furnish Bolted shares in all cases, as they 
will take the place of Keyed shares.

The Diamond Bottom resembles the Hill’s Slip-share in appearance, but is altogether different in detail, 
The landside is made in two pieces, having an adjustable shoe on the lower edge, and with the share bolted to it. 
The share has a O  mark sunk in on the under side, and has three bolt holes. This bottom has no frog casting, 
and the beam is bolted directly to the landside. Shares are stamped < 2>  (for 10 inch); <3> (for 12 inch); < 4>  
(for 14 inch.)

The Moline Bottoms have no Slip-share, the landside and share being in one piece, a,nd bolted to a frog 
which in turn is bolted to the beam.

The Lug share Bottom is out of date and is not manufactured by us now. This share is fastened on by 
means of a round key which passes through a loop on the back part of the share, and fastens it to the frog.

The Gale Chilled Bottom has a frog casting, to which the share, shin-piece, landside and moldboard are 
bolted, and the frog is bolted to the iron beam. All the pieces were numbered | 3-^ j for a 10 in plow and
1 ^  I f°r a 12 inch, but on account of variations in landside, other numbers have been used. See list of 

repairs.
The Oliver Bottom resembles the Gale. We furnish styles 020, 040 and OB5.

The Adobe Bottom resembles the Diamond Bottom in appearance. Formerly the landside was in one piece, 
made of cast-cast-steel; now it is made in two pieces, the lower piece being an adjustable shoe. The shares are 
wrought steel. We can furnish cast-cast-steel shares also. Give number on share, as some shares have two bolt­
holes ¡’others have three.

Any bottoms, to which the foregoing descriptions do not apply, have been made on special orders, and are 
not our regular styles ; parties ordering extras for such bottoms should always send the old part so that it can be 
duplicated.

All steel bottoms have chemically hardened steel moldboards of the best quality and design.
The following rules should always'be observed in ordering extras :

1. State the number that is stenciled on the Gang.
2 State the size of the cut, 10, 12 or 14 in.
3. State name of bottom as per foregoing descriptions.
4. State whether Wood or Iron Beam.
5. - Observe carefully the number on the casting of which you want a duplicate.

REMEMBER.—Give the number cast or stamped on the pan you want duplicated, and give a description of same.

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DIRECTIONS FOR ORDERING HEADER REPAIRS

Owing to the numerous improvements made from year to year on headers, also the large number of special 
machines built to suit the ideas of customers, it is necessary to give some important instructions in ordering 
repairs, so that we can ship the right parts promptly—thereby saving trouble and expense, and the annoyance of 
receiving wrong parts.

1st. C a s t i n g s * —Observe carefully the number on the casting of which you want a duplicate, size of holes 
in same and name of header, and if possible the year in which the header was purchased from us, and as plain a 
description of the easting as possible, especially if for a very old header.

2d. Pulleys.—Give the 'number on the pulley of which you want a duplicate, also diameter, width of face 
and size bore, and state whether flanged or not.

3d. W o o d w o r k » —Such as reel slats, draper sticks, elevator sides, jack staffs, wood rollers and bottom 
boards; give us the outside dimensions dressed, and we will be able to send you what you want or what will answer 
your purpose.

4th. Drapers*—Give the exact length and width, number of belts and width of same. Also number 
of buttons desired.

5th. Belts.—Whether leather or rubber, and give exact length and width required; for chain belts, give 
length and number of chain. If  number is unknown, send a sample link.

6th. Sickles*—Give length over all, length and width of section, and whether the section is riveted on 
top or underneath the bar, and name of header.

7th Finger Beams or Cutter Bars*—This extra is the most difficult one on a header to 
order. We would recommend those having Benicia and Baxter Headers made before the year 1890 to send us the 
old wood or a diagram showing the exact shape of the wood and the distance from each end to the center of the 
recess for the play of sway bar. The New Benicia Finger Beam can be put on all headers made since 1878, and 
parties wishing the change made will please send the wood part of their old Cutter bars and the iron that goes on 
the end of sway bar. Since 1878 we have used malleable guards on all headers as follows: Nos. 78a common and 
79a. center were used with the old style of sickles. Nos. 78b and 79b were used on the reversed 4 inch section 
sickle, and Nos. 78e and 79e were and are now used on all the 3 inch section sickles. The last being the style we 
use on the New Benicia Headers, and by stating the number on the guard, the size and name of header and the year 
in which it was purchased, we can furnish Finger Beams that will fit—when the above descriptions are complied 
with. We prefer when it is possible, to have the old Finger Beam sent us.

For other makes of header, give name, length and number on guards. If guards are not numbered, send a draw­
ing or a sample. State if for a center or end drive header, and whether knife sections are riveted to top or bottom 
of knife bar.

BUCKEYE MOWING AND REAPING MACHINES

FOLLOW THEM CAREFULLY

F i r s t . —Determine the size and style of your machine by examination of the descriptions of the most dis„ 
tinctive features and the illustrations below ; then turn to the proper list for your machine, examine both the list and the 
cuts of parts, and order as directed below.

The “ A ” and “  B ” Mowers have an iron frame, and the “ Adriance Buckeye” Gear; a large bevel wheel on 
the main axle and an internal gear wheel at the rear, and have either the words “New Model,” or “ Adriance 
Buckeye,” cast in the cover over the bevel wheel. The size 11 A ” or “ 2?” is shown by the letter cast into the foot 
plate. Each has a 30 inch drive wheel. Size “A  ” cuts 4 feet 6 inches, size “B  ” cuts 4 feet or 4 feet 3 inches.

Style “H ” Mower has the same type of gear as the A and B, has “Adriance Buckeye,” cast in the cover over 
the bevel wheel, but has a 32-inch drive wheel, and the seat is mounted on a shaft. The style H cuts either 4 feet
3 inches, or 4 feet 6 inches, 5 feet or 6 feet.

The Adriance Encased Gear Mowers have an iron frame and all gearing encased. The length of cut, cast 
©n the foot plate, and a letter cast on the gear case, shows the size. Size “E ” cuts a swath of 4 feet 3 ihches or 4 
feet 6 inches; size “F ” cuts a swath of 5 feet, and size “G” cuts a swath of 6 feet.

The Adriance Reaper is the only machine of our make having but one drive wheel.
The Harvester Machine has a wooden frame, and a foot board which covers the full width of the frame. It cuts

4 feet 5 inches in mowing.
The No. 2 Mower has a frame and- gearing similar to the Harvester, but the fool board covers but a part of the 

width of the frame. It cuts 4 feet 1 inch.
The Adriance Binder is a rear discharge machine.
S e c o n d . »In sending us an order, state the size and style of your machine, designating it, if a New Model or 

Adriance Buckeye type, as a size “A ,” size “B ” or size “H,” or a No. 1, a No. 2, or a Harvester; which ever one it 
may be as determined by preceding directions, and state the.length of cut; or if an Adriance Encased Gear Mower 
state whether size “E ,” 4 feet S inches or 4 feet 6 inches cut, size “F ” or size “G.” If  an Adriance Self Rake Reaper, 
designate it as such.

(In ordering Complete Scythes, it is best with other directions to state the number of cutting sections, but the 
longer scythes with No. 724 malleable head may be cut to proper length and used in place of shorter ones.)

SOME PARTS ARE NOT NOTED IX THESE EISTS

As we cannot show on lists every variation made in parts, as indicated by the letters, dealers and farmers 
ordering parts must always give the exact number and letter as it is on the part which is to be replaced.

The numbers on the parts and on the lists designate the part of the machine, and the letters indicate variations 
in the patterns of the same part (except on some of the older pattern machines). When parts with the same num­
bers and letters appear on different lists, the parts are identical.

Right or Left Hand, when used in these lists, indicate the side as you sit in the seat of the machine.
