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associate with his neighbors, schoolmates and townfolks. This is the first stage
of his development.

When he becomes an adolescent, be, in addition to his membership in the
family, school, and local community, joins the various social and civic organiza-
tiang, trade and industvial guilds, and the like. He becomes a citizer. of the coun-
try, and if he is really educated, citizen of the world when he is an adult.

In the development of the child to be a good citizen of his country and of
the world, we cannot jump from one stage to another. We have to educate him
gradually—to Le a good child and member of the family, a good neighbor and
member of the lecal community, an efficient worker of trade and industry, and
a good useful citizen of the country and of the world.

In fine, I believe that only hope for permanent world peace is to educate the
voung to be not only good citizens of their country but also of the whole world.
To achieve this end, they should bz cquipped with adequate knowledge and infor-
mation, efficient habits and skills, and liberal attitudes and sympathetic apprecia-
{ions,

O



tual benefits.  The Tilipinos, on the one hand, will have a greater appreciation
of their contract, with the Chinese, if they knew that we owe to the Chinese our
art of agriculture and cooking; if they knew that our family unity and organi
zation are a modified  form  of Chinese system; and if they knew that, even bio-
logically spzaking, the Chinese have made a valuable contribution in the making
of the Filipino race.

On the other hand, the Chinese in the Philippines should edueate their
children to appreciato the value of their contact with the natives. As to how they
should educate them, I am not qualified to speak. However, it scems to me that
the Chinese have, at least, gained material benefits thru their contact with the na-
tives and their ehildren should be impressed with this fact.  They should unders-
stand that whatever they may contribute to  the prosperity of this country will
make them prosperous.

Let us now pass from the Philppines to the other oriental countris, special-
Iy China and Japan. At this point I want to maka a confession that we Filipinos
beeause of our more than three hundred years intimate contact with the Spaniards
and nearly thirty years of American guidance and influcnee, arve at a loss to locat2
ourselves, though geographically and ethnologically we are orientals. Shall we
turn to the West for our inspiration? Or to the East? Or to both? Some of us
think we look like Spaniards and should look to Spain for our culture and civil-
ization, A few of our prople regard themselves as Americans and would adopt
everything from Uncle Sam. 1 balieve we should train ourselves first of all, ns I9i-
lipinos, and secondly as orientals.  We should look to Ching and Japan as our
first sources of culture and civilization, and to  America and Furope after ex-
hausting what we have in the Orient.  In my opinion, the destiny of the Filipinos
is closely linked with that of the Chinese people, Our independence is  condi-
tioned by the independence of China from the domination of the West. My pre-
diction for that when China becomes strong and independent, she will  have
sufficient influence to free the Islands from  western dowmination. It is, there-
fore, high time that we turn to China and Japan.

Now [ will discuss briefly the role that  education may play in promoting
international understanding and friendship. . BEducation, in its broad sense, is
both life and preparvation for life. 1L prepares  the individual for participation
in an ever enlarging environment.  When a child is born, his envivonment is ves-
tricted to his motier and members of his family.  As he grows up, he begins to



Education and Mnternational Goodwill

A SPEECH
delifteved at the hilippine Chinese Higlh Sehonl

It is strange that I should need an interpreter today to convey my ideas
to you, for while in Shanghai recently the Chinese took me for a Cantonese.
It is rather unfortunate that we know more of Europe and America than of
China and Japan. 1 hope, that, as years go by, 5 better understanding and closer
relations may exist between oriental peoples.

The subject that I wish to discuss with you this morning is edueation and
international  friendship. There is one fact we all recognize that hinders un-
derstanding and goodwill among nations. That is racial prejudice. There are on-
1y two classes of people that are free from such prejudice, namely, the innocent
child and the educated adult. I have seen my sons playing  “horse”™  with my
American  neighbors’ children and they behave toward cach other freely and
naturaily, in spite of the existence of racial prejudice  between the Americans
and the Filipinos. 1t is also my own observation that adults who are veally edu-
cated are free from race prejudice. 1 remember, in 1906 while I was in the
United States, President Roosvelt entertained Dr. Booker T. Washington, a ne-
gro educator, at the White House, despite the general prejudice of the Whites
toward the “colored” people in America,

To illustrate further, let us consider, briefly the relations of Chinese and
Filipinos in this country, If we look around in all parts of the lsalnds, we will
find that the young and the educated Chinese arve in perfect harmony with the Ii-
lipino children and educated adults. On the other hand, we will find that the
igrorant elasscs of both peoples  have prejudices  againit cach other,

But the child cannot remain always chitd.  Whether we  like it or not
he will grow and brcome man. To free the future genarations from harmiul tea-
ditions, we should educate every child to undevstand the significance of the de-
pendece ¢f one country upon another for both culture and civilization, and, to ap-
preciate the value of contact with pzoples of different vacial traits  and diverse
culiural Lackgrounds. We can, for example, improve the rvelations of the Chincse
and the natives in the Islands by teaching them their contact has produced mu-
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and which pass from age to age and strengthen their control from habit and inat-
tention. They are the enemy of reform and progress.

Reason, observation, and experience are the Holy Trinity of Science. There
is no knowledge except what comes through the senses. Man should use all his
senses, He should think, The man who will not think is traitor to himself; he
who fears to think is superstition’s slave.

FEELING.

Teeling is deeper and stronger than thought. Man is pushed on from be-
hind by what he feels and not led on from in front by what he sees.

Man does not want a thing because he has found reasons for it, but he first
desires a thing and then tries to find reasons to justify his desires; hence, to
convince a man it is so often useless to use logic, and so necessary to appeal to
his self-interest, his desires, and his will.

The understanding of the stupidest man becomes keen, when objects are in
question which closely concern his wishes or desires. It has been truly said that
the heart knows many things which the mind cannot understand, and that above
the logic of the head is the fzeling in the heart.

FRAILTY OF MAN.

The two levers which move men are Fear and Interest. Man is not a ma-
chine — he is changeable and adaptable to various conditions. Man adds to, or detracts
from what he sees and hears. His actions are more oflen prompted by ento-
tions or impulses of the moment than guided by reason. To judge or know men is
therefore one of the most difficult things in the world.

AXIOMS.

All the wisdom, all perfection, all law, all virtue, all philosophy, of all men
of all nations and races, consist in the practice of these axioms founded on our
own organization:

Preserve thyself; Instruct thyself; Moderate thyself;
Live for thy fellow citizens, that they may live for thee.

BOOKS

Our greatest inheritance are the books that contain the experience of the
men before us. What took them thousands of years with great suffering and
cost of lives to know, may be learned by us in a very few years from the books
they left us. But book-study alone does not make a man — it is merely a guide or
a help. Knowledge is not power. It is the skilful use of knowledge at the right
time and place that gives a man power and success. Many a man is a sort of
“walking dictionary”, his head being stuffed full of book-knowledge and theories,
and yet he is a failure, for he does not know the proper use of his knowledge.

Many people have studied and know history and science of government,
and yet they are falurss as administrators; this is due, among other reasons, to
the following:—

(1) Improper digestion of their book theories,

(2) Inability to adapt themselves to the ideas, prejudices and general
conditions of the people governed,

(3) Lack of character.

They try to apply one panacea to all patients, though of different constitu-
tions,

CHARACTER.

Character is the continuity of purpose and attitude. Character lies in the
will and not in the intetlect.

It is not book-knowledge or ciothes, but character, that makes a man or a na-
tion. Character cannot be acquired in a few years, but it takes generations to
develop through the different processes of evolution, painful and otherwise. Good
laws or regulations do not make a government or a nation -- it is the m2n of the
proper character with good sense that do.

THINKING.

The chief thing that distinguishes man from the lower animals is said to be
hix  superior power of reasoning.

Man thinks from himself outwards; he usually gees from the known to the
unkown; he judges everything by comparison, and he reasons by induction and
deduction.

But due to the instinet of self-prescervation and seif-interest, man generally
makes. even unconsciously, niorve mistakes in his own favour than against him-
self.

In spite of education, the majority of mankind is still governed by preju-
dices, traditional customs, fashions, degmatic mysticism and superstition, which
are imposed by authority, inculeated by ecducation, and maintained by example,

The graduate of a univer-
sity who cannot take care of himself — no matter how much he may have stu-
died — is not an educated man,

It should be understood, however, that education alone does not necessarily
make a man good, Lbut it makes him cleverer, with greater power to do good and
evil.

STUDENTS

A students is a person engaged in study. We should all be students all our
lives, as no matter how much science and philosophy we may know, we only know
an infinitesimal part of all there is to be known in the universe. What we now
know of nature are only her secondary laws; we do not know, and will probably
never find out, the FIRST CAUSE — the origin of life and matter. Exczpt in a
very few things, we ave all ignovani, {or ignorance is relative.

A student should always be open-minded — he should continue to increase
in wisdom even after he has ceased to increase in stature. “Days should speak,
and multitude of years should teach wisdom.” (Job 32:7). The man who says
that he is too old to learn, is too old to teach.

STUDENTS PARTICIPATION

fn keeping with current practice of broadening and enriching the curricu-
luin thru extra-classroom activities, students are given a large share in the man-
agement of the school thru g student council. The council is composed of represent-
atives elected by the various class organizations. It has six standing committees,
each of which is in charge of several clubs. Under the literary commitee, for in-
stance, are the music club, mathematies club, Chinese Language club, and English
Club. Membership in vavious organizations is open to all. A fee of one peso
is collected from each student at the begining of each semester for the support of
the studznt activities. The meetings of the council are held.in the school premi
ses.

With a view to secure the general participation of the students in the
forms of social life suited to their interests and capacities, to develop social ideals
and habits of conduct in conformity with the highest standards, to discover and
develop capacities for leadership, and to inculeate in all habits of responsibility
as leaders of the group, the directors of educational guidance is assigned to ‘act
as adviser to the student council.
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ORGANIZATION AND ADMINISTRATION

The Philippine Chinese High School is one of the eight Chinese schools in
the city under the general supervision of the Philippine Chinese Educatoional
Association, an organization founded and supported by all the local Chinese mer-
chants for the promotion and encouragement of Chinese edueation in Manila in
particular an in the Islands in general. [ts principal and teachers are appointed by
the Board of Directors of the association.

Though the school is under the direct supervision of the principal, yet its
internal 1unctioning is democratic and cooperative. The head of instruction, the
director of educational guidance, the physieal director, the treasurer, and the lib-
rarian form the executive council with the principal as the chairman. The work
of the council is to determine the general policy of the school, to frame coursese of
study, to prescribe regulations governine admission, attendance, scholarship and
discipline, and to prepare the budget.

In the performance of his supervisory work the principal is assisted Ly the
whole faculty which holds meetings at regular intzrvals for the discussion of pro-
blems affecting the courses of study, the methods and discipline of instruction,
and the rules governing examinations and grading. Furthermore, departmental
conferences are held from time to time for discussing matter affecting vitally the
work of each department.

COURES OF STUDY

In order {o meet the peculiar needs of the locai Chinese Community, the
school offers two different courses, namely, general and commercial, The former
aims at giving the students a liberal education and at preparing them for the col-
lege and professional schools. The Iatter is an attempt to meet the needs of those
who expect 10 engage in business after their graduvation. To meet individua! dif-
ferences in aptitude, ability, and interest, elective courses are offered in the third
and fourth years of both curricula.

Students are admitted to the courses either by certificate or by examinations.
All graduates of the elementary schools in the accreditted list of the school ave ad-
mitied upon the presentation of their certificate of graduation. All those cominy
from schools not in the approved list required to take entrance examinations in
Chinese, English, mathematics, social and natural sciences.

The following two time tables will show the number of subjeets given in
the curricula and the number of fifty-minute periods given to each subject.



so made with the China Banking Corporation, the Merchantile Banlk of China, and
My, Carlos Palanca’s distillery for their observation. The school year ended with a
commencement  exercise at which twelve regular and one special students were
graduated,

At the opening of the present cademic year the internal organization of the
school underwent several changes. The headship of the commerce department
was abolished and the department of educational guidance suspended a year ago
was revived, To encourage aud promote the tastz for good literature among the
students the school undertook to publish a semi-mounthly paper, Physical educa-
tion, which hitherto has been an optional activity, has been made compulsory. The
school year endsd with the holding of the second commencement exercise at which
five vegular and four commerce students were graduatsd.

AIMS OF THE SCHOOL

Under the dynamic force of Dr. Sun Yat Sen’s Sam Min Chu Yi, China is
now undergoing a period of rapid changes and constant readjusiments. She is
emerging from her aneient monarchical traditions to modern democratic ideals.
Her people are fighting vigorously and sacrificing  their lives for a united China
which shall be free, internally, from miltavism and oppression and externally,
from interference and aggression. In other words, China is struggling for the es-
tablishment of a strong, stable, and progressive government which is essential to
maintaining peace and order within, and to holding in the family of all free nations.

To champion the national cause, schools and colleges in all provinezs urder
the donirvation of the Chinese Nationalists have alveady adopted the teaching of
Dr. Sun as their large aim. Weekly assemblies are lield for expounding his theories
and principles of nationalism, democracy, and state socialism. Ilis work, such as
“The Three People Principle” is now being used as textbook. The method and di-
scipline of instruction are heing so shaped as to harmonize with his ideals of dem-
ocracy.

In keeping with the ideals of the Father of the Chinese Republic, the Phil-
ippine Chinese High School has, since its foundation adopted the same policy as
that of the schools in China. It aims at equipping the loecal Chinese vouths with an
all-round education which is essential to their future participation in the political
social, and economie life of China. 1is objeclives are to make students physic-
ally strong, mentally alert, morally upright, and vocationally efficient so that they
may become worthy members of the family and society, efficient workers of trade
and industry, and useful citizents of China and of the world.

HISTORICAL SKETCH

Conscious of the need for a szcondary school to accomodate the loeal  Chi-
nese elementary school graduates the Board of Directors of the Philippine Chinese
Eduecational Association at its meeting held on Mareh 22, 1923, passed a resolution
to create a Chinese high school n Manila. My, Chang Yen Chiong, the
Chinese secretary of the association and Mr. Guan Bun Cho, the principal of the
Anglo-Chinese School, were then appointed to lay out & preliminary
plan for the establishment of the school. Two  professionally  trained  {eachers
were recruited in China. At the opening of the scheol in June 1923, its personnel
consisted of Mr. Chow Cheng Chian as the principal, one instructor, and forty stu-
dents divided into two classes,

In 1921 a four-year commercia! high school course was added to the general
course by the decision of the Bouwrd of School  Affairs  of the asseciation, Now
Taboratories for instruction in chemistry, physics, and biology were installed,  An
up-to-date library which now contains 3,789 volumes, was cestablished.  The onrol-
ment was inereaszd to 114 students.

Due to the financial erisis of the association the freshman English elass opened
in 1921, was gbolished in the following vear. The envolment was vedueid to 95
students. A committze composed of divectors and school officials was appointzd
to study ways and means of raising funds for the erection of a peridanent schoao!
huilding; but business depression then prevented it from accomplishing {angrible ve-
sults.

To give the commerce students an opportunity for practical contact, a stu-
dents’ cooperalive store was organized in 1926, which was managed by the stud-
ents and supervised by the commerce department.  Special arrangements were al-
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
