My thoughts turn back at this time to the four years during
which most of you have been studying here and especially to the
last three of these when I have tried to fill the combined offices of
Chancellor and President. The veason for ihis gives the starting
point for what I want you most to remember as you end your col-
lege studies. For this vepresents much more than an internal
adwinisirative issue of our own. It is due to the enviromcat in
which we have all been Luving for that period and is thus a part of
the nation-wide struggle in which we ave all so vitally concerned.
For these have been three momentous years, perhaps more so than
awy others in the long history of your country, and will certainly
determine the nature of its existence in the future. Students all over
the country had for move than twenty years been increasingly con-
scious of the danger to national independence and had been pre-
paring themselves and their fellow-countrymen for the crisis which
they feit to be imminent. I shall never forget that the Studeni
Movement and Yenching University (under this name) both came
ko existence in this city, and that I moved here to begin my con-
nection with both, in the year 1919. There is no longer the need or
the opporiunity for stimulating this awakening national consciots-
ness. Nor has there been any adequale outlet for expressing your
patriotic devotion. But those of you who are now finishing — at
least for the tmmediate future — your academic studies there is the
challenging summons to put into effect your patriotic idealism and
the Yenching spirit as applied to national service. Both in resis-
tance to all that is havmful to the national welfare and in construc-
tive internal reforms there has never been move urgent need of these



with your training. Nor could there be any more noble endeavor
than thal which awaits you. The encouraging possibilities add to
the zest of dedicating yourselves to these creative tasks. As to those
of you who will continue your studies here or elsewhere the same
holds true after further preparation.

My hope is that as you review your experience during this
period, the conirast between life on the campus and away from il
will help you to appreciate Freedom as would otherwise have been
1mpossible, and that you will never cease to strive passionately for
ils preservation against every form of lyranny over human life,
physical or spiritual, whether from forces without or within. Also

- that you will discover, what the greatest sages and spirifual leaders
have always taught, that life’s fulfilment consists not in the abun-
dance of material possessions nor in any form of seiﬁaggmndise—
ment, but in the loving service of your fellow-men, especially those
less privileged than yourselves. With this philosophy accepted and
applied to the careers you are soon fo enter, as we are trying to do
here, the bond between each of you and your university will endure
through all vicissitudes, however far away in space or long in years
may be the sepavation. And for one last ingering personal word,
think of me as eagerlg; interested in all that concerns the personal
welfare of each one of you, sympathizing or rejoicing with you as

there is occasion, always believing that you will realize your own

best self.

YENCHING UNIVERSITY AND HOW IT CAME TO BE
Howard S. Galt

The Campus and the Buildings

This Yenching Campus, a dual product of the arts of Nature and the aris of
Wan, was pied by the University in the of 1926. At that time the main
outlines of the campus were where they are mow, but several plots within the
borders—isiands of “extra-territoriality”’—fad to be purchased later. The southwest
fart of the campus, the oldest portion of which we have definite history, was original-
ly & beautiful summer garden belonging to a Ming Dynasty scholay name Mi Wan
LChung. The north part of the tampus was, toward the close of the 18th cemtury,
developed as a summer garden by Ho Shen, a favorite minister of Esnpesor Chien
Lung. The lakes, hills, islands and rockeries, as well as the old pine wnd cedar
trees, which adorn ¢his part of the cgmpus are donbtless a heritage from that early
period.

The smain part of the campus was purchased in the latter part of 1920. An
engineer's survey was made and the University architect, Mr. Murphy, af once
tindertook the lay-out of the sitz and buildings. For the main group of academic
buildings an east and west axis was laid down, the western end of which imfinges
o5t the highest pagoda in the Jade Fountain Park. For the buildings of the Wo-
men's College guadyangles o norih and south uxis, meeting the other axis af right
angles at a point a hundred yards or so éast of the present Bashford Adsministration '
building, was laid down. These two ases -dstermined the location of most of the
buildizigs. But parts of the campus, in keeping with their landscape gardening were
freated less forsmally, and many buildings have been placed without relation o the
axes.

The buildings, as all observers note at once, are Chinese in architecture—
“osic of the great architectures of the world”, according to Mr. Murply. But Chi-
nese architectural Jeatures characterize the exteriors rather than the interiors, for
the latter_ ave arranged primarily with respect to scadesmic and adwmsinistrative re-
quirements. The first buildings efected were Ninde and Sage Halls,-their corner
stores bearing the date 1922. The latest finpoviant buildings to B erected were the
two gymnasiums, completed in 1930. Al buildings ave of brick, stone or reinforced
concrete, and almost entirely fire-proof.

Whes: the members of the University pied this camps in 126 it a
like @ mnove into paradise—at least for the wen students. The campns—or yather

the collection of odd buildings—octupied by the “Men's College” at K'uci Chiz
GWang, the temporary site in-the Gity, was & dreavy, dusty place. Gity scavengers, -
covperaling with the Aust-stotms of winter and the flood waters of summer, carricd



to that corner much of the filih of Peiping. Buildings were small, space was limited
and eguipment was meager, and during the eight years on that K'uei Chia CKang
site faculty and students looked with ardent hopes for the privileges the new site
promised. ‘ ’

For the women students the change was not marked by such deep contrast,
for the temporary city site of the Women’s College near Teng Shil K ou was much
superior to the K'uei Chia Cl'ang site. There for a period of about ten years, in
ample and picturesque buildings which earlier constituted the “'fo” of a wealthy
family, the Women’s College had a steady and notable development both before and
after 1920, the date when it became a part of the Universi'y.

Inguiry inlo the origins of Yenching carries the inquirer back into the period
from 1goz until 1918. During those yéars, following the universal destruction of
all Christian institutions in North China in the year 1g0o, the “Peking University”,
Methodist College for Men; the ““North Chine Union College”, the union college jor
men at Tungchow; and the ‘‘North China Union Women’'s College’, the women’s
college i Peking; had rebuili their buildings, raised their standards, increased their
aumbess, and thus laid strong foundations for the union University which was to be,
I addition to these three colleges snention must be made.of three theological schools,
whose union into one really preceded the organization of Yenching, and this school
was thus well prepared to become the School of Religion of Yenching University.

If the inguiver into Yenching's origins is still not salisfied he may seek out
the sites and connections of schools which began in Peking as early as 1864. In
that year a girl’s school was started in the American Board Mission, which later be-
came Bridgman Acadesny, and owt of which the Women’s College was evolved. In
1867 a small school for boys was established at Tungchots, and out of it evolued the
college for men at Tungchotw, and one of the theological schools. In 1870 the Me-
thodist Mission in Peking established a boys® school out of which was evolved Pe-
king University which, besides being a men’s college, included another tlseological
school. ]

Thus step by step, and stage by stage, five different schools were founded, -
developed and merged, and we have the -Yenching. University of today. If the
founders and teachers and pupils of those early pioneer schoals could live again and
visit the Yenching campus today——he day these lines are writlen the campis is
glorious in the spring beauty of flowering shrubs and trees—they would indeed think
they had reached paradise—a paradise not too inferior perhaps to the one where we
hope they are.

The Colleges, pepar_tmen_ts and Curricula

- - The undergraduate cowrses in Yenching-today are organized in three
and seventeen departments. -But these stand at the end of a long series of academic
hanges. “When Yenching was establishked in 1918, China’s school-systens was not.
the present system.. At tha fime above the middle school there were o years of
“university preparatory” (Y% Ks} and jour years of “university-profer’™ (Pen

K’e). Yenching University (which at that time bore the name “‘Peking Univer-
sity’) accordingly had a Yii K’e, and. a Pen K’e, each with a dean in charge. Aj,
the outset there were bt thirteen depariments. Druring those early years “‘young
men saw visions” and administrators *‘dr d dreams”, and by the time the Uni-,
versity was transferred to the new site, in 1926, there were twenty-three depari-
ments. Several of these had been added as attempts at tional educati only
partmlly suceessful. . ' '

Before the new site was occupied the Chinese Government changed the school.
systemn (1922} and the Yii K'e (university preparatory) became obsolete. So in
1926 there was but one academic dean. However the Dean of the Women's College
seemed 1o refain certain academic responsibilities for the women, but at this point
coordination was soon effected. (A short-lived effort to establish a special Yi K’e
was made, but met with strong opposition and was discontinued).

In 1930 the Minisiry of Education in Nanking decreed that institutions of
“university’ status {ia hsueh) must have at least three colleges, in which their de-
partments were to be grouped. This lted in an demc reorgenization af Yen-
ching, for in 1929 Yenching had been registered and recognized by the Chinese Go-
ver 8. The resultant three colleges at Yenching were the College of Arks and
Letters, the College of Natural Saences, and the Callege of Social Sciences. The
Intter name, due o certain @ organizati at Princeton University in-
America, the alumni of which had asswned partial support of the College, was later
changed to College of Public Affairs. Thus originated the three colleges as they

are today.

During this period of reorganization, and subsequently, ihere were among
the departiments some eliminations and some combinations, resulting in the seven-’
teen depariments of today. These changes were due partly to regulations by the
Ministry of Education in Nasking, and partly to the demamfs of economic retrench-

ent.

The curricula in Yenching have, from the outset included many elective
courses. The proportion of electives to required -courses constitutes a chronic pro-
bles of acadessic administrotion which keeps the facully and student body both
interested. ““Freedom’ is one of the big words in the University Motto, and usually
the students have desired more freedon in course electi The faculty has uswally
beeni in sympathy with this principle, but at the sase time has fels responsible for
requiring enough breadth pnd jntegration of studies, along with. specialization, to
justify the granting o graduales of the bachelor’s deg During the years 1932-33.

a “Commiiiee on Academic Efficiency” made systematic study of depariment
;‘zwgrams and curriculum probleins. ~ The report “of that Committee, thoroughly
discussed and partially revised by the Council, has formed the basis of curricular’
prograins during these subsequent- years. In the programs. for the three colleges
the studies of the freshmen year are nearly 61l prescribed.. More freedom is granted,
in the sophomore year, and during the upper. iwo yedrs. the depariments are free
to specify otk reguiired and elective_ elements -in the students’ program.. .




“As mentioned above the School was, at the time of its eniry as a part of
Yenching, a union institution of three el nls: one was the theological division of
the former Peking University; the second was the North China Union Theological
Seminary, in which thrée Christian missions had been united for mearly fiffeen
years; the third was a theological school of an English missionary sociely, formerly
located at Tiestsin. These three institutions, looking forward hopefully to the
time when ihe union university would come into being, effected an earlier- union
(6 1915) and located near K'uei Chia CWang where Yeuching later began its
work. It subsequently became a pari of the University and has held its well-honored
Place for these twenty-two years. Although the student envolment is small the facuity
is maintained at full strength and includes scholars of exceptional ability and
devotion.

Yenching’s Foreign Institutional Relati D

. The Harvard-Yenching Institute. “Mr. Haill was interested in educational
and philanthropic work in the Orient and the Near East, and he left a large part
of lis estate ‘for the purpose of education in foreign lands, to wit China, or else-
where in Continental Asia and Japan, Turkey, and the Balkan Siates in Europe’.
The Trustees wnder this will. . . | for many years made contributions lo sunerous
educational institutions, but, as the time approached when a final settlement of the
estate must be made, they agreed thati China offered the wnost promising field
for the concentration of effort, and that a plan for cooperation between a group of
institutions in China and an American Usiversity would provide the best means of
carrying out Mr. Hall’s wishes. Harvard Usniversity was chosen as the center in
America at which the activilies of the Institute would be carried on, and Yenching
University of Peiping, China, was selected to act as the “‘Haison” university in the
Orient.””

. This paragraph, quoted from the Harvard Alumni Bulletin (Dec. 22,1933)
reports the first steps leading to the organization of the Institute. Charles M. Hall,
a greduate of Oberlin invented a process for the profitable facture of alumis
and thus ainassed a considerable fortune. A board ‘of trustees at Harvard adminis-
lers that part of kis eslate which was allocated to the suppori -of the Institute. -
The chief purpose is ihe promotion of oriental studies, especially those ted
with China, at the two centers, Harvard and Yenching. Research work under the
Institute was established at Yenching in 1928. The funds are used to support a
number of professors in the depariments of hisfory, Chinese, and philosophy, to
provide fellowships for a ber of ad d students in these fields, and o pro-
sote research and publication in these and related fields. The annual budget also
includes generous funds for the purchase of books.dealing with relevant subjects,
aqnd Yenching owes to the Institute a heavy debt of gratitude for the consequent
expansion of the University library.

At Harvard University the Institute is developing one of the most inportank
centers for the study of Orientalia to be found in the West. There also an extensiva
library is being developed, for whick the Yenching office_of the Institute acts as
purchasing agent.




The Princeton-Yenching Foundation. The chief interest of the Princelon-
Yenching Foundation is in the College of Public Affairs, which receives part of
its support from the Foundation.” i

The beginnings of this relationship took place nearly twenty years ago while
the University was at K'uei Chia Cl’ang. For mawy years there kad been a “Prin-
ceton-in-Peking’’ organization — thiefly of Princeton University Alumni — which
supported the Young Men’s Christian Association in Peking. After Yenching was
organized there arose o sovement to iransfer the Princeton inferest from the
Y.M:C.4A. tothe University. This transfer was 4 gradual process. The social science
departments were those which the Princeton alumni hoped to support and develop.
Beginnings were wiade in those early years, and: after the yemoval of the University
to the new site the Princetan suppori grew siranger. An inlerchange of professors
and students took place and.in 1930 the otganizatiom ot Princeton was expanded
and the name Princeton-Yenching Foundation was adopted. The Foundation
maintains an executive office in New York. It has a small endowment fund and
the income from this, with coniributi from Pring Alumni, are remiffed
annually to Yenching for the support of the departments of Ecoposmics, Political
Science and Sociology in the College.

Wellesley College. Threugh the Yenching College for Women the University
is connected with Wellesley College, which is also a college for women.

In 1919, before the Women’s College joined the University, there was
organized i Awmerica a commitice to promote Sterest in a group -of colleges for
women in the Orient. Through the activities of this tee @ ction was
established between Wellesley College and the College for Women in Peking. Mamy
Wellesley College alumnae have at different times been on the faculty at Yenching,
a number of Yenching graduates have enjoyed special facilities for advan-
ced study at Wellesley, and the Wellesley faculby and students comtribute annually
a.suns of money for the support of the Yetcking Colloge for Women. Based on
the relationship between the two justitutions they are often called “Sister Colleges™

The University of Missouri Schodl of Journalism. Ar. Vernon Nash, one
of the pioneers-of the Department of Journalism was a graduate of the Missouri
School and in 1927, through promotional activities by Mr. Nash in America, a
link was forged which cormected the Missouri institution with the depariment at
Yenching. An exchange of prof s and fellowship siudents took place and for
a musmber of years there was a sirong interest in Yenching at the University of
Hissouri. At a later period there were changes which hat ispaived this in-
terest. Dean Walier Willians of the School of Journalisiz at Missouri was elected
president of the University, and died shortly after. Professor Marti who had been
the exchange $rofessor from l[issouri to Yenchz’ng, was chosen dean of the School
at Missouri and he has maintained a keen interest in the Deﬁaﬂment of Josirnalism,
but apart from ihis the relationship between the fwo institutions is sot as strang
us formerly. It exists potentially however, and there is hope that when conditions
are wmore settled the vital relationship can be yestored. -

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YENCHING COLLEGE FOR WOMEN

Collegiate journalisie makes frequent use of the harsh litlle word “‘co-ed’.
I} such a word means anything at all, it should refer to students in a coeducational
institution, but curiously enough the word is never applied to men students but
is reserved exclusively for women. If anyone with an ear for language objects to
this usage, he will probably get from reporter or newspaper ediior the reply that
some shorter word than tedent’ 1s needed to fit into newspaper headlines,
although it would appear to the layman thar ““girl” is short enough and that there
is no more need for a special word for ““woman student’ than there is for one
for “man student”. Apparently the reason why “co-ed’” is reserved for women
only lies in the fact that the history of coeducation in the West was oflen a history
of colleges for men whose doors were slowly and sometimes reluctantly opened to
allow a few women to squeeze info a corner. Since in such colleges the word
““student’”’ had hitherto applied to wen only, some new lerm was needed to design-
ate the wnwelcome newcomers. Although the first coeducational college in America
was founded more than a hundred years ago, ducation at the college level is
still unfashionable in cerlain parts of the United States, and in one of the great
English universities less than twenty years ago there were riots among the men
students when it was suggested that degrees be granted fo the women who were
allowed o attend university leciures on suffrance. Even today at another English
university although women are admitted to the same examinations as men, they
#nay not receive the degrees or hold the hosiors to which their work entitles ghem.

Perhaps this seems an irvelevant infroduction to a discussion of Yenching
College for Wosmen, but since there is no part of Yenching University labelled
“College for Men”, it is sometimes asked why one part of it should be labelled
““College for Women’*, and we musi go back not only to the beginnings of moders
education in China but also fo some of the problems inherent in coeducation if we
want to know the answer.

Visitors to Yenching often ask when the usiversity was founded, but the®
to that simple guestion is so plicated that few of us except Dr. Galf,
Yenching's official historign, can remember the facts. Four different institutions,
of which the earliest was Bridgman Schoo¥ for Girls, founded in: 1864, went through
a number of mel phoses and combinations befose they became a university, and
though we can remember 1920 as the date on which the combined nstitutions offici-
ally ook the present form, it is dowbiful whether we can ever point out the precise
‘moment at which Yenching Utiversity “"began.”” It is interesling 1o note that the
name “Yenching’ was in accepted use by the College for Women before it was
commonly applied to the university as a whole. But one of the most significant




facts about the history of the institutions which merged to form Yenching is that the
North China Union College jor Women, as it was called when it was established in
1903, was the first college for women i all China. It was a pretty small college at
first, with a facully of only two teachers and three “assistant teachers™, bui it was
built on sound foundations by its principal, Miss Luella Miner, a woman of indomit-
able courage, faith, vision, and energy. College students at Yenching today who
accept without surprise the opporiunities of education for women as somathing
natural and to be taken for granted, would do well o siop in the corridor of Miner
Hall before the large photograph of Miss Miner which hangs there and reflect that,
though many men and women have helped to open the doors of educational institu-
tions to Chinesc women, no onc person had a greater share in this enterprise than
Miss Mincr.

There were three girls in the first graduating class in 1909. The fees they
paid were modest enough. The catalogue states, “'The total charges for board and
all other expenses shall not exceed six dollars local curvency a month”, and ap-
parently some of the students were charged only a minismum fee of one dollar. The
curriculuns was modest too. The courses were divided into five depariments:
Mathemnatics; Science; Chinese Classics; History and Economics; Bible, Psychology,
and Ethics. Students were requived to take at least one course i each departinent
and in addition had to take ';Essays, Writing, Singing, Physical Drill, and Drawing
throughout ihe Course.” It is interesting to turn the pages of the catalogues for
those carly years and o waich the number of courses offered grow in less than a
decade from twenty-six to eighty-nine, with the facully growing to ten full-time
mesnbers with an equal number of pari-time insiructors, and the enrollment in-
creasing every year inspile of increasingly sirict enirance requirements. Each suc-
-ceeding calalogue shows that the growing nnmbers were maiched by growth in
equipment, plant, library, financial support, and academic standards.

In 1¢20 the College for Women ceased to be an independent women’s col-
lege and becawme the College of Arts and Sciences bf Peking University, henceforth
‘to be known as Yenching. But this step of combining the two colleges for nien
‘and women was far from bringing abowt at once coeducation as we know it on ihe
Yenching campus today. The campuses for men and for woinen were two miles
apart in Peking; men and women students met together only in a few advanced
. classes; joint picnics and concevts were great evenls. Even when the niove was
~made fron the old city quarters to our present pus, it was tmpossible to foresee
how guickly old traditions and old tions would give way to new Jreedom
and new ways. Plans were made in faculty meetings to allow men and womien
students to play tennis together from five to six o’clock in the afternoons, and
it was thought that separate chemistry lzboratories for men and for women would
not be necessary since the men could use the laboratories on Mondays, Wednes-
days, and Fridays, and the women. on’ Tuesdays and Thursdays! There were
separate libraries for men and women, a separaie Registrar’s Office, even a separate
‘gate lm{iiug from the main voad to the Women’s College quadrangle.




- It is easy for us to look back today. and think that our predecessors must
have been old fogeys not lo have been qmcker to foresce the inevitable changes
coming in Chinese Iife. Such an attitude brands us, rabher than them, as unimagin-
ative and short-sighted. Yenching was from the beginning a pioneer. Changes in
the whole structure of Chinese social life came with startling rapidity. It is to the
credit. of all men and women at Yenching during the first decade of its joint life that
adjustments fo these new tides were wmade with so litile ‘hesitation and so much
courage and good sense. I wonder how many of the audience at the perforimance
of % §g”’ in Baskford Hall this spring knew or remembered that only a little
more than iew years ago one of the most debated subjects at Yenching was
““co~acting’’, as it was called, that is, the taking part of men and women students
in the same. dramatic performances. The feeling was so strong that the women
students filled out guestionnaires on the subject, and though many of them said
they approved in principle of suck dramatic performances, most of them. said their
parents would disapprove, and only one girl said she would be willing fo act in a
play with men students. But the very next asdumn all excitesnent on the subject
vanished and no one Las since publicly questioned the propriety of men and women
appearing on the stage together.

Coceducation in China has not been without ils drawbacks and problems,
but Chinese women students are foriunate indeed that the doors of educational
institutions did not swing open to them so grudgingly as they did to the women of
England and America, and did not shut in their faces as they have begun to do in
sose countries of Europe. Yenching was of course not the only institution in which
Chinese men wel d Chinese to educational opporiunilies on an equal
basis, but it is one of a very small group of institutions in ¢he whole world where
women are accepied with men o a basis of ubsolute and complete equality not
only as students but on the faculty and in administrative positions. There is a spirit
of mutual respect at Yenching that makes possible the fullest cooperation wiih a
suinimum of friction and self-consciousness.

We come back then to our original question: Wlm! is Yenching College for
Wosnen and how does it function as a part of Yenching University? Is it com-
pletely independent as a fi ial unit, an administrative unit, or an academic unit?
It is none of these things; although it has a small mneasure of financial separateness.
It 1s simply a ient administrative divisiop so that the interests of the women
students may not be swallowed uf or overlooked in the larger and more complicated
university adminisiration. Two hundred end ninely-one women students registered
at Yenching last September. This is a larger number than in any previous year
“and is nearly Jifty per cent more than our four dormitories were expecied to ac-
commodate, biit it is less than a third of the tctal university enrollment of nine
hundred and eighty-two, and therefore the women are, as they have always been
and probably aliways will be, a minority in the university. We have learned from
recent world history what problemns minorilics can create for others and for them




selves and how easily they can becowse battlegrounds. The purpose of having a
separate administrative organization for the College for Women is to safeguard the
interests of the minority and to prevent the development of any causes of battle!

We noticed earlier. the reluctance of certain groups in the West lo accept
coeducation. In many cases this was not a reluctance to provide educational facili-
ties for. women, but a reluctance to have ducated in institutions which had
been planned primarily for men. There was no objection to equality of opportunity
but a strong feeling that true equality for both groups could be belier achicved by
planning for their separate needs and interests. The argument over the distinctive
merits of coeducation and of separate colleges for men and for women is an argu<
ment Lo which the only answer is that there are advantages in each system. The asns
of Yenching College for Women as a part of Yenching University is to provide all
the advantages of coeducation — wide interests, broad outlook, normal social rela-
tions, stimulating contacts — while minimizing the disadvantages that accur when
women form a minorily whose interests may be occasionally inadvertently over-
looked.

We wounld be poor successors to the little group who started the first college
for women in China thirty-five years ago, if we were completely satisfied with our
present university life. We need the same qualities of courage to experiment,
readiness to shape new conditions o the fullest inierests of both men and women,
and dcterminalion to take a part in improving conditions around wus, that they had.
Perfxaps again there is need for the pioneering spirit to show that wkile education
for women should not be more limited than that for mes, it showld not be poured
inzo the same monld, but skowld be free to move in its own directions. Fortunately
there is no need to label Yenching women students as “‘co-eds’”, with all the curious
implications of frivolity and separateness that that word carries with it. They are
tniversity students on the same basis as men, preparing for equal responsibilites
of citizenship. That such a status can be taken for granted at Yenching now is due
%o the wise leadership of the past, to the generosity of those who opened new doors,
and to the good sense of those who entered thens.
