


AMENDMENTS.

1823—1824.

I. There shall be a stated meeting of the Boston Medi-

cal Association* on the first Monday in Mayj annually. At

this meeting a dinner shall be provided by the Secretary,

at the expense of the Association. Provided, however, that

no member shall be assessed for the dinner, who shall

have given notice to the Secretary, in writing, one week,

at least? previous to the annual meeting, that it is not his

intention to dine with the Association.

XXVIII. No rule or regulation of this Association

shall be altered, amended or repealed, nor any additional

regulation adopted at any annual meeting, unless the pro-

posed alteration or amendment has first been referred to a

committee, who shall report on the same, either at the

next annual meeting, or at an adjourned meeting, which

shall be held at a time not less, than one month from the

time of the annual meeting.
