
 
 

 

• Very heavy rainfall in central 
and northern Sumatra (in 
Indonesian: Sumatera), resulted 
in flash floods, by local rivers 
overflowing in Mandailing Natal 
regency, province of Sumatera 
Utara (Northern Sumatra). 

 
• The flash floods, which hit the 

area on Sunday 28 April, 
affected 12 villages (listed on 
the left of the main map). 10 
people were injured, of which 6 
seriously, and ca. 800 were 
displaced. According to national 
authorities, several houses were 
also washed away. 

 
• More than 200mm of rain in 24h 

were recorded in 27 April in 
Rengat, central Sumatra.
