In addition to his interest in Austrian business contacts and the working
of the socialist municipality of VI ' na, Bose did watch the machinationset

closely. He wrote several articles on A stria, including one entitled 'The
Austrian Riddle,' published in the spri of 1934. In this article, he
mentioned that he had attended many politic I and religious -cum -political
demonstrations in Vienna during 1933 and 1 34, among them a socialist
rally, an Austrian Nazi meeting, a celebration o the 250th anniversary of
a victory over the Turks at which the para-militây Heimwehr marched,
and a CatholicCongress for all German-speaking t atholics in September
1933.121

From hisModern Review article, it seems that Bose was fascinated by
skills at political maneuvering and the figure he admired most on the
Austrian scene was Herr Engelbert Dollfuss. the h ad of the Austrian
government. He watched with admiration as Dollt ,ss turned on the
Austrian Nazis and then the Socialists, in turn, and cont ined them, with
the help of the Heimwehr. Bose wrote,

Last year I was of the opinion that the Austrian Govemme were acting
contrary to the laws of political strategy by carrying on the s'tiggle on a
double front and that if they wanted to succeed, they should maç up with
one of the two opposing parties.

While he lived in Vienna, Bose never ate beef or smoked or drank. He
devoted some of his time to meditation, seeking privacy for this. At first
he lived in a hotel, but he shifted to rented rooms and usually had an extra
room for Indian acquaintances, students, or his nephew Asoke. Without
the usual contingent of servants. Bose had to do more things for himself in
Europe. Among other things, he proved to be, according to Asoke, an
excellent cook of Indian dishes, particularly chicken preparations and
luchis.'"

The Indian Struggle is Bose's effort to give his version of the recent
political history of India. It is concerned especially with the changing
strategies of the Congress and the Raj. It does bring in a brief account of
the historical background, but does not attempt any searching social or
economic analysis of the nationalist movement. It contains sharply etched
views of the top leadership of the nationalist movement. It is important not
only as Bose's view but also for its impact later on nationalist leaders who
were finally able to read it. Interspersed with the political narrative are
many vignettes of Bose's personal experiences in the movement, in prison,
and interacting with Indian and European figures.

The book contained praise as well as sharp criticism of Gandhi. Bose
saw Gandhi as the head of an older, reformist group of nationalists, backed
by wealthy capitalists. He saw a dichotomy partly between the haves and
the have-nots among Indian nationalists: It was as if he were indirectly
borrowing Marxist categories, identifying his political allies and himself
with the masses of Indians, and seeing Gandhi, who he admitted was
accepted by the masses as their leader, as the head of the oppressive forces.
He viewed Gandhi, the Gandhian high command, and the Government of
India as restraints on the radical and militant nationalist forces with which
he identified. These radical forces had a 'rebel mentality,' rejecting the
authority of the government, but also questioning the authority and
wisdoin of the dominant leadership of the nationalist movement.'

One feature of the Congress to which Bose most objected was the lack
of criticism of Gandhi. through his various twists and turns. Bose wrote:

Besides the influence which the first three leaders [C.R.Das.Motilid Nehru.
and Lajpar Rail had in their own provinces, their importance was also due

to the fact that they were the three outstanding intellectual stalwarts of the

Congress. Many of the blunders committed by the Mahatma as a political
leader could have been avoided if they had been in a position to advise him.

Since the death of these three giants. the leadership of the Congress had
fallen to a low intellectual level. The Congress Working Committee today

the desire to speak out against the Mahatma when he is likely to take a wrong

Although they undoubtedly supported Gandhi through thick and thin, was
it accurate or politically astute to label such as Maulana Azad,
C. Rajagopalachari, and Sardar Patel as operating at a low intellectual

level"?
Bose did try to come to terms with Gandhi's hold on the masses, which

none had been able to challenge or break. Bose wrote.
As we have already seen, a large and influential section of the intelligentsia
was against him, but this opposition was gradually worn down through the
enthusiastic support given by the masses. Consciously or unconsciously,

the Mahatma fully exploited the mass psychology of the people. just as

Lenin did the same thing in Russia. Mussolini in Italy and Hit ler in
Germany. But in doing so. the Mahatma was using a weapon which was sure
to recoil on his head. He was exploiting many of  the weak traits in the
character of his countrymen which had accounted for India's downfall to a
large extent. After all, what has brought about India's  downfall in the

material and political sphere? It is her inordinate belief in fate and in the

backwardness in the science of modern warfare, the peaceful contentment
engendered by her latter-day philosophy and adherence to Ahimsa (Non-

violence) carried to the most absurd length. In 1920. when the Congress
began to preach the political doctrine of non -co-operation, a large number

. of Congressmen who had accepted the Mahatma not merely as a Political

Messiah.
So Bose saw himself on the side of reason, science, and modern values,
even though he was privately very religious. Later in his book. Bose
condemned numerous blunders of the Mahatma, especially Gandhi's lack
of planning for the second Round Table Conference. At the root of
Gandhi's errors was confusion between the Mahatma's two roles as

v- 1 political leader and world preacher. Perhaps Bose never thought to
consider that Gandhi's very success may have resulted in part from the
Mahatma's effective fusion of religion and politics, or that his own
popularity in Bengal may have been related to a religious aura that

I have been trying very hard to pave the way for the remains of
Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose, lying at Tokyo's Renko-ji temple, to
be brought to India. This effort appears to be steadily bearing
fruit. I am indebted to the Government of India for the co-operation
and support that has been extended to me.

Recently, I was able to make public some previously classified
documents, which testified the Russian position that Netaji never
went to the Soviet Union in or after 1945; and Lherefore, further
endorsed the fact that he died as a result of a plane crash at
Taihoku on 18 August, 1945.

Those who argue against the plane crash story, cite statements by
Lord Wavell (then British Viceroy of India) and an October 1945
British cabinet meeting which had "What to do with Bose?" on the
agenda as proof that the British government did not believe the
report of his death at Taihoku.

However, an investigation carried out by a team led by a Colonel
F. G. Figgess established that Netaji had indeed died of burns at
Taihoku. Col. Figgess was then attached to General MacArthur's
headquarters at Tokyo; and the inquiry was handled with an
American intelligence officer working under GHQ, SCAP (Supreme
Commander Allied Powers). I wonder if this report is in your files.
If so, and as it would only help to clear up an unfortunate confusion,
I should like to release the same to Indian media.

Your kind assistance would be most helpful.

The upshot  of  al l  these was,  -  the Khosla Commission's Report

lost  a l l  i ts c red ib i l i t y ;  i t  was a d i scredi ted m ass of  heaps of  papers.

There was sev ere cr i t ic i sm of  the report  inside the Parl iament.

Just i ce Khosla was ac c used of personal mot iv at ion for his

ref usal  t o  ac cept " the  repor t  of  the Inqui ry " made by the Mayor of

Taipei  In  1945 on the a l l eged ev ent  of Neta j i ' s death i n  the Taihoku

a i r c ras h wh en the Com m ission v isi ted Taipei (Taihoku) in Taiwan

af ter 1970.

The Mayor of Taipe i ' s Repor t was cruc ial ; i t was a

contem porar y  i nv est i ga t i on; i t  was  a n inquiry on -the -spot; and the

Inqui ry  had inv o l v ed noted personal i t i es of  Ta ihoku,  who were i n  f ul l

knowledge of  the si tuat ion i n August  1945.

The v e r y  f ac t  t hat  Jus t i c e Khosla chose to ignore this v ital

Inqui ry  Repor t  was enough to quest ion h is impart i al i ty.

Nev er the l ess,  th i s  Khos la Repor t  was adop ted by  Pa r l i am ent

dur i ng E m ergency  i n  1975  wi thout  any  d i scussion when m ost  o f  the

opposi t i on Members of  Parl iam ent were i n detent ion.

17. The issue of  Netaj i  I nqui ry was rev i v ed i n 1978.  Morarj i  Desai ,

the then Prime Min ister d i sapp rov ed the Repor ts, bo th of Shah

Nawaz Com m i t tee and of  the Khosla Com m ission.

W e hav e an i m press ion that  the Pr im e Min i ster  had not  been

post ed  wi t h  t he  p rogr ess  o f  ev en t s o f  whi ch  we  hav e at t em pt ed  an

out l ine i n the foregoing paragraphs.  A l l  f acts and dev elopments ov er

four  decades regarding the m ov es on Neta j i  I nqui ry  were apparent l y

not  brought  to PM's at tent ion.  W e surmise this f rom the fact  that  he
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had decided to confer Bharat Ratna on Netaji with the wo rd

"Posthumously" attached to the citation.

We believe that you would have avoided the posi t iv e

appellation "Posthumously" if you had been fully posted with the fact

that what had happened to Netaji still remained unsettled and that a

case on the issue was pending in the Supreme Court.

22. Morarji Desai as Prime Minister had preferred that an

Investigative inquiry should be conducted into all docum ents,

records, information and evidences connected with the situations of

the al leged death of Netaj i .  He was not in favour of another  'publ i c

inquiry' into the issue. His reasons against a further public inquiry

were:

All the important Japanese personalities like (a) F.M.Tarauchi,

Chief of the Southern Command of the Japanese Army; (b)

Gent. lsoda, Head of the Hikari-Kikan, a Liaison Organisation

working between the Government of Japan and the

Provisional Government of Free India; (c) Col. Tada, a

Special Officer of Tarauchi's Headquarter; and (d) the

Chief of the War time Imperial Staff of the Japanese Army at

Tokyo - who had all been crucially involved in execution,

of Notaji's Plan of escape from South East Asia - were by

then dead.

23. In fact,  al l  the above contemporary documents together with

the findings of the four Inquiries made in 1945 (already referred to)

by the U.S.Pacific Army; Adml. Mountbatten; U.K. Counter

Intell igence - CSDIC; and the Mayor of Taipei - are lying in the

archives of the Governments of U.K., USA and Taiwan. The above

four Reports still remain unpublished.

We hope it  should be possible for the Government of India to

take up seriously with the Governments concerned for a factual
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knowl edge of wha t happened and so resolv e the mystery whi ch

shrouds d isappearance of  Neta j i .

24. Fur therm ore,  m any i n te l l i gence Repor t s we re  f ound  wi t h  the

Gov ernment of  W av el l  which presumed Netaj i 's presence in  Russia in

1946.  These i n te l l i gence repor t s o f  1946  f i nd f ur the r  c or r obo rat i on

by  the docum ents f ound i n  the 1975 Br i t i sh Publ icat i on of  "T ransf er

of  Power -  1942-47".

A ' t op secret '  repor t  i n  th i s publ i cat ion c l ear l y  shows that  the

Gov ernment of  Wav ol l  and the Gov ernment of  U.K.  did not  bel iev e the

Tokyo Report  of  Neta j i 's death in the a l l eged ai rc rash at  Ta ihoku.  On

the contrary ,  i t  concluded that

"Leav e him (Bose) where he i s,  don ' t  as f or his release.  Bose

might  be wel comed i n Russia" .

I t  i s a lso known that ,  except  Col .  Habibur Rahm an,  al l  the h igh

rank i ng J apanese  and  I NA wi tnesses unan im ousl y  deposed before

the  Shah  Nawaz  Com m i t t ee  and t he  Khosi a Com m issi on wha t  a f t er

surrender of  Japan in 1945,  Neta j i ' s dest i nat ion was Russia.

25. Recent ly a team  of  Asia t ic  Society Researchers v i si ted Rw ia.

Thi s t eam  c l a im s t o  hav e  ac qui red  som e im por tant  docum en ts  and

suggest i v e c l ues  abou t  m uc h m or e regard ing the  quest i on of  r i e ta j i

Subhas Chandra Bose's entry  in to Sov iet  Russia  af ter fal l  of  Japan in

1945.

Howev er,  the Team  of  Scholars f rom  the Asiat i c Soc iety  were

not  ex tended access to  Russian arch i v es.  Cur i ousl y ,  these arch i v es

are now open to  USA and other  European Scholars.  But  the Russian

author i t y demanded that  unless the Gov ernment  of  Ind ia  wrote to the

Gov ernm ent of  Russia,  the Indian team  could not  hav e entry in to the

Russian arch i v es.  Thi s ra i ses an obv ious suspic i on that  the Russian

Archi v es Authori t ies were work ing under i nst ruc t i ons.

We, some members of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose's family, would like
to meet you any day and time in the first week of May 1998.

The purpose of the meeting would be to request you personally for
the release, at the earliest possible date, by the Government of
India of all papers relating to Netaji's "death" and other related
matters. This would be 52% years after the controversial announce-
ment that he had been killed in a plane crash. If some of the
papers are not available, or have been destroyed, the Government
should publicly say so.

Moreover, we would like to request that the Government of India
should make formal and written requests to the Governments of the
United Kingdom, Japan, Russia and the Unitea States to release
whatever papers and documents they might possess on the subject
on the plea that more then five decades have passed since the
"event" took place.

In fact, Dr Purabi Roy, who has been working with Soviet archival
material in Moscow on behalf of the Asiatic Society of Calcutta,
has informed us that there are some important files relating to
Netaji lying with the Presidential Archives of Russia and also in
some other governmental departments. These could not be shown to
her unless there were written request from the Indian government
to the Russian government to do so. Therefore, apart from the
general request to the Russian government to open up the files on
Netaji, a specific request regarding the files lying with the
Presidential archives would be necessary.

I have pleasure in enclosing a paper written by me, based on consi-
derable research done both in India and abroad, entitled, "A Note
on the Mysteries of Netaji's 'Life and Death'", which, I am sure,
will convince you about the urgent necessity for the Indian govern-
ment's prompt action in this regard.

A Note on the Mysteries of Netaji's "Life and Death"

BY Pradip Bose

Why are some members of the Bose family not
enthusiastic about bringing back Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose's
"ashes" from Tokyo? They seem to be behaving like spoilsports in
his birth centenary year.

It is now a little over 51 years since Netaji's death
was announced from Tokyo radio on 24th August, 1945. It was
mentioned that he died in an air crash at Taipei, which is now
the capital of Taiwan, on the 18th August, 1945.

Why should the Japanese tell lies about Netaji's death,
is the main argument. On 18th August, 1945 the Japanese were
still in command, even though Japan had formally surrendered on
the 15th August. Nobody can deny the fact that at that point of
time Netaji could not have moved anywhere without the active
assistance of the Japanese armed forces. Many Japanese have
vouched for the fact of Netaji's death, after the air crash,
having witnessed the event. The most important among them is the
doctor who treated him but failed to save his life.

Moreover, one of the most trusted colleagues of Netaji
in the INA, Col. Habib-ur-Rahaman has said that he was a witness
to the air crash as he was himself in the plane and saw Netaji
dying. Even if he had to tell a lie during the extraordinary
situation of the Japanese surrender in 1945, why did he continue
to say the same thing for 10 or 15 or 20 years after the event?

Nobody has so far provided any unassailable evidence
that he was alive after the announced air crash or is still alive
today. Without any other valid information, why should not the
Bose family, or atIleast the majority of its members, accept the
Japanese announcement of his death?

It is further argued that it is indeed a matter of
national shame that for the last 50 years all kinds of
controversies and bickering have been going on about the socalled
mystery of Netaji's death and in the process the universal
national honour, which he richly deserves, has not been formally
given to him by bringing back his ashes from Tokyo.

Moreover, the generation of Japanese who have been
keeping the ashes at the Renkoji temple in Tokyo, with great
respect and devotion, is fast dying out and the younger Japanese
generation have neither the requisite interest nor any detailed
knowledge of Netaji and,therefore, may not continue to give the
same honour to his "ashes" and this is a matter of great concern
and sorrow for the older generation of Japanese, who venerate
him.

Therefore, there are no longer any valid reasons for
not bringing back the "ashes" during Netaji's birth centenary
year. Those who are opposing such a move must have some
undesirable ulterior motives in keeping alive the "mystery" of
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Netaji's death, which is after all, not a mystery but a fact.
Therefore, his "ashes" must be brought back to India as soon as
possible.

Why then, under these circumstances, are some members
of the Bose family still raising objections to this laudable
effort? I cannot speak on behalf of all these members of the
family who raise such objections because I have not had the
opportunity of havinig detailed discussions with them on the
subject. Therefore, T am stating my own views but I think that
most of the points that I shall make here are likely to be
approved by them.

My own attitude toward this sensitive issue is, and
has always been for the last 50 years, that the whole subject
should be approached as far as humanly possible without emotion
and sentiment. The issue of death caused by an air crash is a
fact, or a non -fact, which has to be substantiated by
unimpeachable evidence.

My own ojection to bringing back the "ashes" at this
stage is based on the following facts, arguments and
assumptions:-

1(a) Nobody can raise any objection to the fact, which can
be substantiated with evidence, that Netaji wanted to go to the
Soviet Union, after the end of the Japanese war, to continue his
struggle for India's freedom.

(b) When the news of his death in the air crash was
reported to the then Viceroy of India, Lord Wavell (who was
basically a military man of long experience), noted in his diary
that he very much suspected the news, because if Netaji intended
to go underground such a false story would be given out. Apart
from that, from a common sense viewpoint, such a "news" was
necessary both for Netaji and also for the Japanese government
for different reasons. Hopefully, it would have given Netaji
some breathing space to escape from the net of Anglo-American
forces, which were about to occupy all the lands which were
formerly under the control of the Japanese, including the
mainland of Japan. The Japanese government, which had already
surrendered did not in the event of Netaji's "death" have to give
an explanation to the victorious Anglo-American forces for
assisting a formidable enemy of the British Empire. I am not
suggesting that all this was actually done, but what I am saying
is that it would have been an almost "normal" thing to do as
Wavell had suggested, if there was such an escape plan. Later it
was discovered that, in fact, there was an escape plan.

(c) We know from the past activities of Netaji that he used
to plan in minutest details well ahead of time, as his successful
escape from India has clearly revealed. In August, 1945 he could
not have planned and escaped to the Soviet Union without the
active assistance of the Japanese armed forces. We know that the
Japanese government did not like the idea of Netaji's wish to
establish contact with Jacob Malik, the Soviet Ambassador in
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Tokyo, during his visit to Japan in November, 1944. We also know
that till the last moment the Imperial Government in Tokyo was
reluctant to approve the request of Field Marshal Terauchi, the
Supreme Commander of the Japanese Forces in South East Asia, to
assist Netaji to reach Manchuria so that he could establish
contact with the Soviet authorities. The Japanese government's
approval came at the last moment and this plan was put into
operation.

(d) Without going into the details about the story of the
air crash and the death, let me mention another point. I see a
strange similarity in the pattern of the story of his escape from
India in 1941 and his "planned escape" to the Soviet Union in
1945. At least seven members of the Bose family knew about some
aspec*s of his escape from India. But Netaji came to the
conclusion that if all of them pretended they did not know
anything about his escape then at least some of them would be
arrested, interrogated and even tortured to get at the truth. To
avoid such a possibility he constructed a story of his withdrawal
from wordly affairs in order to meditate in an undisturbed
environment. He withdrew behind a curtain and only one person,
Aurobindo, was allowed to enter into the "prohibited area" late
in the evening to know about his requirements. While Aurobindo
knew that Netaji had left Calcutta on the 17th January,1941, he
told the police that he had seen Netaji on the 25th January, as
Netaji had asked him to do. On the 26th January an announcement
was made that Netaji was no longer in his room. Aurobindo was a
"viable witness" swearing that he saw Netaji on the 25th night,
while actually he had already crossed the Indo-Afgan border.

(e) Aurobindo never wrote about this inspite of repeated
requests from friends and relatives till he died in 1988 i.e. 1
years after the event, because he said that he was bound by an
oath of secrecy to Netaji. This seemed a little odd because some
governments release their top secret documents after 30 or 40
years but he was not convinced by that argument.

(f) At least 5 or 6 persons in the Provisional Government
of Azad Hind knew that Netaji was planning to escape to the
Soviet Union after the end of the war but only one person Habib-
ur-Rahaman was chosen to fly with him and he was the sole Indian
witness to the event of his death. Or, was it yet another non-
event, as vouched for by Aurobindo on an earlier occasion? I am
not saying that it was, but this possibility cannot be entirely
ruled out as one can see a strange similarity in the pattern of
the two escape stories.

2(a) The biggest concern for the Japanese Government in the
post -surrender situation was to be "correct" in their behaviour
in the eyes of the victorious allied forces. The Japanese must
have known that if it was revealed that they had actively
assisted Netaji to go to Manchuria after their formal surrender
on 15th August then they would have been accused of "wrong-
doing". Therefore, under those circumstances to give a story of
his death would have been the safest way out of an embarrassing
situation,into which they had been pushed by Netaji and Terauchi.
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(b) In 1962 when I met in Rangoon Dr Ba Maw, who was
President of Burma during the war years, he told me that the
Japanese had announced his "death" in an air crash, while he was
actually hiding in Japan. While I was inlbkyo in 1994 I asked
Mr. Hayashi, who is incharge of the Rankoji temple, whether he
could remember about the announcement of Ba Maw's "death" in
1945, His immediate answer was that it was a fact. If the
Japanese could announce Ba Maw's "death", while he was alive,
they would not have hesitated to do the same if they felt the
necessity in Netaji's case as well. Again, I am not saying that
they actually did it. I am only suggesting that it was possible.

3. There are innumerable gaps in the story of the air
crash and death which have been documented in great detail. All
these make it almost impossible to provide a clinching proof of
these events. Should we totally overlook these gaps and come to
the conclusion that he died because of other reasons? In a
letter written to my father the late Suresh Chandra Bose, Pandit
Nehru wrote on May 13, 1962: "You ask me to send you proof of
Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose's death. I cannot send you any
precise and direct proof." He added that all circumstantial
evidence had convinced him and others of the fact that Netaji
died.

4. For the last 50 years there has not been any earnest,
systematic and impartial enquiry made into the story of the air
crash and death. This could not be conducted by any non-
governmental organisations and individuals. This could be done
only by the Government of India, which had shown no interest in
the matter for ten years after the event. When it was pushed to
take some action in 1956 it set about it in a questionable
manner. Enquiries made under the leadership of Shah Nawaz Khan
and Justice GD Khosla were not open-minded and impartial. There
were clear indications that these enquiries were made to come to
a definite conclusion which the Indian Government wanted: that
Netaji died in the air crash. There were no expressions of any
possible doubt about the event. It should be recalled that my
father, the late Suresh Chandra Bose was a member of the Shah
Nawaz Committee and he did not agree with the conclusion of the
other two members. He submitted his dissentient report in detail
as to why he had his doubts about the death. If the Shah Nawaz
Committee had any pretentions to correctness, Justice Khosla
himself did not even feel the necessity of wearing a mask. He
not only gave a "judicial" verk4ict on Netaji's death, but also
gave his political veridict on Netaji as a Japanese puppet. Does
not Netaji deserve an open-minded, thorough and impartial enquiry
regarding his ultimate fate?

5. Scholars of the Asiatic Society of Calcutta, who were
conducting research on Indo-Soviet relations from 1917 to 1947,
have come across certain materials in Russian Journals and
Archives which show a real possibility of Netaji's presence in
the Soviet Union after the supposed air crash on 18th August,
1945. They also have no definite proof for their findings as
they have been unable to have access to certain archival material
in different departments of the former Soviet government which
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are still closed from public scrutiny. The Russian government
officials have told the scholars that unless the Indian
Government makes a formal and written request to them, they would
not be in a position to open up the files for them. There have
been requests from the Asiatic Society as well as from the
majority of the members of the Bose family to the Indian
Government, led by Mr. Narasimha Rao, to make such a formal
request but it refused to do anything about it. This attitude
was indeed intriguing. While the Rao govsernment was convinced..
that Netaji had died in the air crash in August 1945 and was
making determined efforts to bring back his "ashes" from Tokyo,
the Asiatic Society Scholars were mentioning events after the air
crash. It was an opportunity for the Indian government to expose
these scholars for their "false claims", but they did not do it.
Why? Was it because something might be revealed which might
embarrass some important person(s)? That is the question which
is uppermost in my mind when I think about the Indian
government's persistent refusal even to send reply to our letter.
The Indian government should publicly explain why it is reluctant
to request the Russian Government to open up the files on Netaji.

In the summer of 1996 I had the opportunity of
looking at some of the "closed" files on Netaji, which are being
kept by the British government in London. I saw in one of its
files that the Director of the Intelligence Bureau in New Delhi
reported to the British government in London in May, 1946, that
he had received several reports from different parts of India
about Netaji's presence in the Soviet Union. He added that he
had also received ':circumstantial details" about his presence in
Russia. The '1-14 444, titia-rin-1 Political Intelligence" ) which
reported this information to the India Office in London, wondered
why the Russians were circulating this story, which they had
already done in Persia. Was it information or mis-information?
Till then the British Intelligence was quite convinced that
Netaji died in the air crash in August, 1945. But after
receiving this report they became quite confused. They were, as
they put, "not more than 90% sure that Bose was dead". Should
not the British Government open up their closed files on Netaji,
especially regarding the air crash and his death? The Indian
Government must urge the British Government to do that during the
50th Anniversary of India's independence.

All these facts, arguments and assumptions have
convinced me that a final, thorough and impartial investigation
is necessary to find out the mystery of Netaji's death.

All the files that are now lying with the Indian
government regarding Netaji and the Indian National Army must be
opened up. Moreover, the Indian government must strongly urge
the Governments of the United Kingdom, Russia, Japan and the USA
to open up their files on Netaji so that the real truth about him
- just before and after the air crash could be revealed for the
public to judge for thmselves whether he actually died in the air
crash or not. If he was alive after the supposed air crash, what
happened to him? I strongly feel, and this feeling is shared by
the majority of the members of the Bose family, that one of the
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most important tasks of the Netaji Birth Centenary Year should be
to conduct this enquiry in different parts of the world. For
this the Indian Government should take serious steps and the
intriguing question regarding the "ashes" should be decided once
and for all. If it is proved that Netaji died in the air crash
and his ashes were kept in Tokyo, then they must be brought back
to India within the Centenary Year with the great national honour
that he fully deserves.

However a whole series of "events" have taken place
after the aircrash, which I have collected from different sources
and need spcial attention now.

1. I found in the "closed" files of the British government
in London the following news:

Reuter (Chinsura, West Bengal) 20 December,1945

"S.C.BoSie is still alive, said H.V.Kamath... he was
able to make his -assertion on the basis of certain information
made available to him". This was a newspaper report on which the
following note was made:

"Thanks. I am asking DIB(Director, . Intelligence
Bureau, New Delhi) whether it is possible that this is true.

Note B IPI 31/12

("IPI" is "International Political Intelligence")

2. Shri Shyam Lal Jain of Meerut, while he deposed before
Khosla Commission said: "I solemnly affirm and state on oath
that one evening(the date may be 26 or 27 Dec. 1945) I was told
by Shri Jawaharlal Nehru on the telephone to come to the
residence of Shri Asaf Ali with a typewriter as he had a lot of
work to be typed by me, with which I complied. After getting
some papers typed by me, Shri Jawaharlal Nehru drew out a paper
from the pocket of his Achkan and asked me to make four copies of
it for him. The said paper was a hand written matter and
somewhat difficult to read. Now what was written in that paper,
I am trying to reproduce from memory:

"Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose proceeding by aeroplane
from Saigon, arrived today August 23, 1945 at Dairen (Manchuria)
at 1.30 afternoon. The said plane was a Japanese bomber plane.
It was full of gold in the shape of bars, ornaments and
jewellery. Netaji carried two attache cases, one in each hand.
On alighting from the plane Netaji took tea with bananas.

i4When Netaji finished tea, he alonewith four others, of

whom one was Japanese, named Gen Shedei, (and others have lapsed
from memory) took their seats in a jeep standing nearby. The
said jeep proceeded towards Russian territory. After three hours
the said jeep returned and informed the pilot of the plane who
flew back to Tokyo."
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After handing over the said paper to me for typing,
Shri Jawaharlal Nehru went to Mr. Asaf Ali and remained busy in
conversation with him for 10-15 minutes. --- I could not
complete the work, because the name of the writer on that letter
was not readable, and I kept waiting for Shri Jawaharlal Nehru to
come and tell the name. In the meantime I went through the
letter several times and this is all that I could remember to the
present day. Shri Jawaharlal Nehru could not discern the name of
the writer and asked me to pull out the papers and hand them
over to him as they were.

4̀ I solemnly affirm and state on oath that thereafter
Shri Jawahar Lal Nehru gave me four papers from his writing pad
to make on the typewriter four copies of a letter, which he
would dictate to me on typewriter with which I also complied.
The contents of the letter as far as I could remember were as
follows:

"To Mr. Clement Attlee, Prime Minister of Britain
10 Downing Street, London.

Dear Mr. Attlee,

I understand from a reliable source that Subhas Chandra
Bose, your war criminal, has been allowed to enter Russian
territory by Stalin. This is clear treachery and a betrayal of
faith by the Russians. As Russia has been an ally of the
British -Americans, it should not have been done. Please take
note of it and do what you consider proper and fit.

Yours sincerely,
Jawaharlal Nehru"

On January 6, 1946, Mahatma Gandhi in a workers'
meeting at Contai in West Bengal said, "I believe Subhas Bose is
still alive and is hiding somewhere".

The late Amrit Lal Seth, former editor of the Gujarati
daily "Janambhoomi" who accompanied Nehru during his visit to
Singapore in March,1946, told the late Sarat Chandra Bose,
immediately after his return from Singapore, that Panditji was
warned by Lord Louis Mountbatten that according to his report,
Bose did not die in the alleged air crash and if Nehru played up
too high the legends of Bose and demands for the re -absorption
of INA into the Indian army, he would be taking the risk of
presenting India on a platter when Bose reappeared. (Many years
later Mountbatten had publicly stated how he was able to persuade
Nehru not to place a wreath at the INA Memorial in Singapore.
He also said why the INA was a "dangerous" force and should not
be absorbed in the Indian Army of Free India. On 1.3.1946, a few
days before Nehru's arrival in Singapore, Major C. Young, head of
Intelligence in Mountbatten's staff,informed the Intelligence
Bureau, New Delhi, about "discrepancies" in Netaji's "death*
story".)
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4. British Intelligence AI:Kowa submitted a secret report
to Wavell's Government on April 8, 1946 which noted that
probably Bose reached Russian territory and that Gandhi and
Nehru also received some secret communications from him. This
report was found in the documents submitted before the Shah Nawaz
Committee (No. 10/Misc/INA, pages 38, 39) which noted:

"Gandhiji stated publicly at the beginning of January
(1946) that he believed that Bose was alive and was hiding,
ascribing this to his inner voice. The Congressmen believe that
Gandhiji's inner voice is really secret information which he
received. There is,however, secret information which says that
Nehru received a letter from Bose saying that he was in Russia
and that he wanted to escape to India. The information alleges
that Gandhiji and Sarat Bose are those who were aware of this.
It is probably that the letter arrived about the time Gandhiji
made his public statement. In January Sarat Bose is also
reported to have said that he was convinced that his brother was
alive..."

Pravda denied

in strong terms that Bose was in Russia. Before this,however,
Ghilazi Malang had been coupling with a live Bose in Russia and
in December(1945) a report said that the Governor of Afghan
province, Khost, has been informed by the Russian Ambassador in
Kabul that there are many Congress refugees in Moscow and Bose
was included in their number. There is little reason for such
persons to bring Bose into fabricated stories. At the same time,
the view that the Russian Officers are disclosing or alleging
that Bose is in Moscow is supplied in a report received from
Tehran. This stated that Maradoff, the Russian Vice -Consul
General ldisclosed in March(1946) that Bose was in Russia ..."

5. On May 2, 1946 the ligitezzymt;aamoopi Political
Intelligence (IPI) submitted the following note to the India
Office.

I write in contindiation of my minute No. 1145(letter
from D.I.B returned to on 2.3.46) dated 27.2.46 regarding
the probable death of Suhhas Bose.

The D.I.B. during his recent visit to London mentioned
the receipt from various places in India of information to the
effect that Subhas Bose was alive in Russia. In some cases
circumstantial details have been added. Consequently it is not
more than 90% sure that Subhas is dead. He recognises, of
course, the possibility that the Russians are circulating the
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story for reasons of their own, for we know that they did this in
at least one instance in Persia.

6. In July 1946 Khurshedben Naoroji, a Secretary of
Mahatma Gandhi, wrote to Louis Fischer, American author-
journalist, that if Subhas Bose came back with the support of the
Soviet Union then neither Gandhi nor Congress would be able to do
anything about it.

7. In late August L. G. Saiyad Yants, a Soviet secret
agent operating in Bombay, carried a very important and secret
letter from Nehru to Stalin. Nehru instructed him that it would
not be given to anybody else and should reach Stalin personally.
There is a reference in the Soviet Foreign Office file regarding
this letter, but the contents have not been revealed.

8. In September, 1946)Krishna Menon, who had no official
position at that time except as a personal envoy of Nehru, met
the then Soviet Foreign Minister,MolotoV in Paris for two hours
where the peace conference was being held at that time. The
British Intelligence was intrigued as to why Molotov gave so much
time to a private Indian citizen.

9. On 3rd October, 1946 in the Council bf State debates
Ahmed H.Jaffer asked the Home Member, Sardar Patel, whether the
government had any evidence that Subhas Chandra Bose was alive or
not. Patel's answer was 'no".

Sardar Mangal Singh asked whether the Interim
government had made any enquiry if S.C.B. was dead or alive,
Patel's answer was 'no'. Patel said that "Government are not in
a position to make any authoritative statement on the subject".
Mangal Singh said: "A few days ago the Hon'ble Leader of House
(Nehru) made a statement that N.S.C.B. is dead. Is that the view
of the government of India or his personal view".

Sardar Patel: "The Government of India have no view,
either way."

10. On 7th November, 1946, Raja Yuveraj Dutta Singh
mentioned that Sheelbhadra Yajee (Vice -President of All India
Forward Bloc) said that Netaji is alive ("Pioneer", 14-10-1946).

A.E.Porterf ...the Government do not propose to make
any enquiries in the matter."

Singh: "Are Government in possession of reliable
information relating to the whereabouts of Shri S.C.Bose about
whom conflicting reports are current."

A.E.Porter: "Government are not in a position to make
an authoritative statement on the question."
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11. Nehru always felt extremely concerned if any report or
even rumour was found anywhere about the probability of Netaji
being alive. Facts about such anxiety came up before Khosla
Commission, when a number of former Chiefs of the Intelligence
Bureau of the Govt. of India like, B.N.Mullick and
S.R.Mirchandani appeared before the Commission. These witnesses
informed the Commission that whenever there was any report about
Netaji being seen or heard anywhere in India, Nehru never ignored
such reports. Tolimen of the intelligence department were asked
to enquire into such reports.

A leading Congressman of West Bengal and ex -Deputy
leader of the Congress Parliamentary Party) the late Surendra
Mohan Ghosh was specially chosen by Nehru to find out whether the
Sadhu of Shaulmari Ashram in West Bengal was Netaji or not.
Ghosh had long talks with the Sadhu and on his return to Delhi
informed Nehru that he was not Netaji.

Are these "events", especially those which took place
after the alleged aircrash in August 1945 ) from December 1945 to
November 1946, facts or calculated misinformation or outright
falsehoods meant to mislead people? All of these events indicate
that Netaji was alive after the supposed aircrash on the 18th
August 1945. Is it not vitally necessary to probe whether there
is any substance in any of these alleged events? Any open-minded
person would say 'yes'.

There are,however, powerful forces both in India and
abroad who would not like any such investigation to be
undertaken because that may shake the foundations of their firmly
held convictions and public declarations. Therefore, they would
firmly oppose any such move, either individually or collectively.
This is, in fact, quite understandable.

However, the overwhelming majority of the Indian people
would like to know the truth about Netaji in his centenary year
and 51 and a half years after the aircrash. This can be done
only if the Indian government in India is first persuaded to
undertake this task. There are innumerable documents relating to
Netaji and the INA, which are at the disposal of the Indian
government, which must be released for public scrutiny. At the
same time, the Indian government should make earnest, written
request to the governments of Japan, Britain, Russia and the USA
to open up their closed files on Netaji, as half a century has
already passed since the aircrash.

One supreme effort must be made by all concerned to
unravel the mystery of Netaji's "life and death". This may or
may not yield the desired result, but one would have at least
the satisfaction of having made a serious effort in his centenary
year.

Dear Prime Minister:

I write this letter as a former freedom fighter who was closely associated with the Late
Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose.

Netaji had selected 45 young men from Malaya, Burma and Singapore for training in the
Imperial Japanese Military Academy and the Air Force Academy. 35 went to the Military
Academy and 10 to the Air Force Academy (which is equal to Sandhurst). Netaji had
placed great hopes on us but everything ended on 15thAugust, 1945 with the surrender of
Japan. The American occupation forces took initial custody of all of us and later flew us
to Manila. There they formally handed us over to the British authorities. From Manila the
British authorities transported us in an Aircraft Carries `HMS Windex' to Hong Kong. In
Hong Kong they locked us up at the notorious Stanley prison and British other ranks were
in charge of us who took great pleasure and sadistic satisfaction in inflicting all kinds of
physical and mental torture on us.

Sh. Motilal Bhargava has written a book called 'Indian National Army - Tokyo Cadets' in
which he has briefly written about our saga. The book has been published by Reliance
Publishing House (ISBN 81-85047-05-7).

This letter is not to introduce ourselves but to request active assistance to bring Netaji's
ashes from Tokyo to India. A grateful nation will thank you for this act. Various forces
have prevented the ashes from being brought back. On the 18thAugust, 1998 it will be 53
years since Netaji's plane crashed in Taihoku. We all feel the ashes should be brought
back with State honours. History will record this one singular act with profound gratitude
and set right a great injustice to one of India's greatest patriot of this century.

There has been a lot of debate and discussion about the authenticity of Netaji's air crash
and death. This has been a meaningless discussion and inspired doubts about a tragic
event. We were staying with the late Mrs. Anand Mohan Sahay in Tokyo after the
surrender. A few days later Col. Habib Ur Rehman who was traveling as Netaji's aide
when the plane crashed arrived in a secret air base near Tokyo with the urn containing
Netaji's ashes. Col. Habib Ur Rehman's hands clearly showed the burns which were in
the process of healing and his hands looked as if he were a leukoderma patient. In his
informal chat with us he gave us details of the accident. Later, we have even met some



Japanese officers and civilians who were witness to the crash and subsequent tragedy. All
these factors were brought out in the Shah Nawaz Commission Report and Justice Khosla
Report.

I get the feeling that besides Dr. Lakshmi Saigal and the Tokyo cadets no other living
person involved with Netaji's movement have interacted with Netaji personally and who
have personally witnessed the tragedy and lived with its reality. We had secret
information from friends in the Japanese foreign office and the imperial general staff that
the occupation forces were trying to confiscate the ashes. Meanwhile the ashes were
removed from Mrs. Anand Mohan Sahay's residence to Sh. Ramamoorthy's residence
(President of the Indian Independence league, Tokyo). The late Mr. S.A. Iyer was staying
with Mr. Ramamoorthy then. After a great deal of deliberations it was arranged that the
ashes be kept in a Buddhist temple. Accordingly, all of us and representatives of the
Japanese foreign office and general staff accompanied the ashes to the temple. Eight of
us were invited by the association of former military academy officers as a guest in
November 1992. All of us then went to the Buddhist temple and paid our respects. The
ashes are still lying in the same temple. All of us should be deeply indebted to our
Japanese friends who have taken great care of the ashes without any help from any
government sources.

I would have come personally and placed this cause but my health and the distance
prevents me from undertaking the journey. However, if you decide to do something about
my request I am willing to undertake the journey. I feel that as someone who had great
faith in Netaji I owe it to the departed leader and to my conscience to use my limited

Of November
12, 1998 forwarding letter dated October 10, 1998 from Shri eijan Ghosh,
Advocate, Supreme Court of India on deletion of the name of Netaji Subash
Chandra Bose from the lists of UN War Criminals.

2. PMI New York has been consulted. It has been ascertained that the
UN does not maintain lists of war criminals. In its archival functions, it
simply maintains the records of the UN War Crimes Commission. It is not
known whether Netaji 's name in fact figures on any of the voluminous
records of the Commission.

3. Even if this was the case, the Secretariat has made it clear that, since
the documents have simply been stored for archival purposes, no change of
any kind can be made to them. Therefore, it is not feasible, working through
he UN, to remove Netaj i 's name from any of the lists  submitted to the
ommission, should he figure on them.

If we want to establish whether Netaji's name figures on the lists, we
ave to make a formal request from PR to Secretary General for access to
he archives to establish this fact. This by itself would be an indication that
e suspect he is on the list of war criminals. Since, according to the UN
ecretariat, it is not possible to remove names from these lists, it is a moot
oint whether any purpose would be served by making this request.
