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Brazil | Dam Collapse and Mudflow
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SITUATION OVERVIEW

• The 25 January dam collapse in the mine site of
Córrego do Feijão locality caused an extended
mudflow that covered worker installations, houses
and roads.

• As of 28 January at 8.00 UTC, the death toll has
reached 58 and 305 people are still reported as
missing in Brumadinho area. Around 3 000 people
remain under preventive evacuation across
Brumadinho, Parque da Cachoeira, Pires and
Bairro Novo Progresso area, due to the risk of
rupture of a second dam.
