FAMILY TREE OF THE

FROM THE FIRST HEREDITARY COUNTS TO THE DAUPHINS, UP TO THE LAST DUKES.

The area known as the Dauphiné d'Auvergne was 
originally the result of the division of the County of 
Auvergne in 1155, following the usurpation of the 

rights of the Count of Auvergne, William VII, 
known as le Jeune, by his uncle, William VIII, 

known as le Vieux or l'Ancien, around 1147. The 
young count managed to retain his rights over 
part of his fiefdom, still formally the County of 

Auvergne.

Pierre-François Fournier's compilation of the titles 
contained in the charters of the period clearly 
shows that William VII and his successors first 

called themselves Counts of Auvergne and 
Clermont, then, from 1281, Counts of Clermont 

and Dauphins of Auvergne (Testament of Robert 
II, Robertus comes Claromontensis et Alvernie 

Delphinus). The successors of Robert II all called 
themselves Dauphins of Auvergne. The origin of 
the name "Dauphin d'Auvergne" comes from the 
fact that William VII's wife, the Marquise d'Albon, 
was the daughter of the Viennese Count Guigues 

IV, whose nickname or middle name was 
Dauphin. William and the Marquise's son was also 

named Dauphin in memory of his grandfather.

The first duchy existed at the end of the 
Merovingian era. In 1360, the Second 
Duchy of Auvergne, with Riom as its 

capital, was created on the royal lands 
of Auvergne by King Jean II le Bon of 
France for the benefit of his third son, 

Jean de Berry.

The duchy was transferred to Louise 
de Savoie, mother of François I, 

before being incorporated into the 
royal domain on her death in 1531.

The duchy was transferred by 
John of Berry’s daughter Marie 

of Berry, to the Dukes of 
Bourbon, who held it until 1522.

Charles married Suzanne de Bourbon in 1505, 
making them the richest couple in the kingdom. 

Their estates included much of the Massif 
Central, with the duchies of Bourbon and 

Auvergne, the counties of Forez and Marche, 
the lordship of Beaujeu and the principality of 
Dombes. His death reopened the problem of 

the succession of Pierre II: Charles' rights were 
contested by Suzanne's first cousin, Louise de 

Savoie, mother of Francis I of France.

In theory, the Counts of Auvergne were vassals of 
the Dukes of Aquitaine, who in turn were vassals 

of the kings of France, but in practice they 
became increasingly independent of their direct 

rulers, while the idea of kingship, promoted by the 
clergy, which gave the Capetian kings rights over 
the whole of ancient Gaul, gained strength. Thus, 

as the autonomy of the counts of Auvergne 
asserted itself, Auvergne gradually became part of 

the Kingdom of France.
