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PREFACE. 

IN introducing this work to the Motor and Allied 
Industries, the Society of Motor Manufacturers 
and Traders believe they are meeting a demand 

which exhaustive enquiries have shown to be very 
real and ever increasing. 

The number of Telegram Codes of a general nature, 
and the wide circulation they enjoy, give evidence of 
the necessity of an economical medium of telegraphic 
correspondence for all engaged in Overseas business; 
but in a highly technical Industry covering a wide 
area, they offer but occasional help, and the facilities 
and technique that are at the disposal of the present- 
day Code Expert are called more and more for direction 
into specialised and particular channels. 

The present work has been compiled in strict 
accordance with the rules governing the use of Code 
Words, which allow any pronounceable group of ten 
letters to be sent at the cost of One Code Word. 

Every item in the Code is therefore indicated by 
a Half Word of five letters, thus allowing any two 
Half Words representing two items to be combined 
for one complete Code Word of ten letters. 

Great care has been exercised in the selection of 
the Half Words employed. Each being pronounceable 
itself, it follows that two combined must form a full 
word that is also pronounceable. Each differing from 
each by at least two letters ensures that a mutilation 
in transmission can hardly pass undetected. 

The items that they indicate are consequently 
made on the same principle, viz., the ability to combine 
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one with another to give jointly the point of informa¬ 
tion desired by the full Code Word. Thus each Half 
Word, giving but a portion of what may be desired to 
express, has at its disposal—potentially—the whole of 
the remainder of the Code to complete it. 

As there are over 32,000 items in the Code, 
it follows that over one thousand million full Code 
Words with their translation may be expressed 
(32,000 x 32,000 =1,024,000,000). 

Apart from the enormously wide range thus 
provided by this system is the additional advantage 
of the greater ease and variety of expression that it 
offers by allowing the user to frame his message in his 
own language and code it practically verbatim. 

In no case does this work seek to abrogate to itself 
the functions of a Private Code (where all the technique 
employed is directly centred), nor does it claim to be a 
Lexicon or Encyclopaedia of every article, item or term 
that could be considered as. belonging to the Motor 
and Allied Industries, but it is designed to be com¬ 
prehensive of all such matters concerning these 
Industries—Technical, Commercial and General—as may 
be likely to be required for purposes of Overseas 
Cabling. 

Proprietary terms are rigorously excluded, but for 
these and the specialised items of information required 
by any given circle of correspondents, provision is made 
by the blank pages of Half Word Ciphers at the end 
of Part I., while in Part III. an opportunity is given 
for incorporating any Catalogue or List in its operation. 
By this threefold method it is hoped that it may 
become the Standard Work for the Motor Industry, 
for which it has been designed. 

In conclusion, the Compiler desires to express his 
gratitude for the valuable help and technical guidance 
he has received from Engineers whom he has consulted.

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NOTES AND INSTRUCTIONS. 

The contents of this Code are divided into three principal Parts, 
viz. (I.) Phrases, etc., relating to matters of Technical, Commercial, 
and General information; (II.) Tables giving Dates, Numerals, 
Measurements, Money, etc.; (III.) the use of the Code Numbers for 
the incorporation of Catalogues, etc., in the operations of the Code. 

The Ciphers of the Code are on the basis of Half Code Words of five 
letters, allowing any two from any part of the Code to be combined 
and sent for one full pronounceable Code Word of ten letters. (An 
odd Half Word is, of course, charged as a Full Word.) 

The Phrases, etc., are arranged in strict alphabetical order of 
Subject throughout, and to refer to the Code turn to the Subject of 
the phrase required. 

The fullest Cross-references are given from one Subject heading 
to another where necessary in order to avoid any confusion that 
may result through a difference of opinion as to what constitutes 
the Subject of any given item, e.g., “ Accelerator Spring ” will be 
found under the Subject of “ Accelerator,” but should it be looked 
for under “ Spring,” the Cross-reference will be found, “ See also 
Accelerator.” It is therefore advisable in referring to any Subject 
to look through any Cross-references that may appear at its heading. 

A word or words appearing in brackets (—) should be ignored 
if not required to complete the message. This form of amplifying a 
phrase has been extensively used in this Code to enable Measurements, 
Voltage, etc., etc., to be added when necessary. (See Examples 
Nos. 3 and 4.) 

Measurements are provided in the Measurement Table, Part II., 
for Feet and Inches and for Millimetres by the use of the Numeral 
Table, which is also open for the expression of any form of quantity 
(Dollars, Francs, Millimetres, etc.), that may be required. Most 
frequently the form of numeral is understood by the context of 
the message, as in the case of millimetres, being indicated by the 
suggestion of measurements in brackets (see “ Tyres ” in Part I., 
and also Example No. 3), but where there can be any doubt as to the 
exact form of numeral it must be indicated by another Half Word 
from Part I., thus 1500 =“ scusu,” dollars =“ ecses ” (scusuecses). 
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Decimals of two points are provided in the Decimal Table, Part II., 
and by a Half Word from the Numeral and Decimal Table respectively, 
as explained by a note at the head of the latter Table. 

The Code Numbers given in the left-hand column may be put 
to a variety of uses, of which the ability to indicate items from a 

catalogue or list numbered for the purpose in the same form as 
the Code Numbers in the Code is of great importance (see Part III.). 
Any catalogues so numbered and entered in the space provided for 
them in Part III. virtually become a supplement of the Code, and 
can be used freely with it on a very high scale of economy. 

Items in catalogues usually give a very full description, including 
measurements, weights, price, etc., all of which by this method can 
be indicated for one Half Word (see Example 4, where, if the 
Accumulators had been referred to through a numbered catalogue, 
one Half Word, preceded by a Half Word from Part III., would 
have done the work of the last three full Code Words). (For full 
Instructions and Example, see Part III.) 

It is important that the Code Words should be written or typed 
on the telegraph form very distinctly to minimise the chance of 
an error in transmission, which is often due as much to illegible 
writing as to a mistake of an operator. 

It is almost impossible that an error in a telegram should pass 
undetected, as the construction of the Ciphers is such that the 
mutilated Half Word would not appear. 

In such cases a repetition of the telegrams should be requested 
or the sender telegraphed that a certain word in his telegram is 
unintelligible and should be repeated. Phrases are provided for 
this purpose under the subject of “ Telegram.” 

A careful perusal of these Instructions, a study of the Examples, 
and a little practice in the working of the Code will give that 
familiarity which is necessary to obtain the best results from its 
operations. 

INDICATOR OF THIS CODE 

MOTOQ 

Should there be any reason to suppose that a recipient of a telegram 
by this Code having others in use should be in doubt as to which 
Code he has to refer, commence the message with the Half Word-- 

“MOTOQ" which being interpreted reads: 

“ This telegram is coded by the Motor Trade Telegram Code”
