Becent-f
ly, Dorothy Owens received a oromotion
to Sergeant, and Delta Vaughn, Alma
Franklin, and Dorothy Owens weie pre-
sented with Dins and citations for 100
hours of special service to the U^.

At the USO Center, on evenings and
Sundays Maiy and Fileen Hague and
Gwendolyn Gbode may be giving a visiting
serviceman information concerning
churches, hotels, or places of amuse-
ment. Phyllis Windrum, Delphine Bierne,
Dorothy Palmer, and msiy other FGA girls
help make evenings lively at the USO,
especially when tbe Leavenworth or
Sedalia bands are present to provide
music for dancing. Since the cessation
of hostilities the number of visiting
servicemen seems to have increased due
to the deplojrment of troops and the

return of discharged men and women.

Veterans, too, are welcome at the USO,
and many enroute home find the facili-
ties of the Club much to their liking.
Especially in the heat of the sxammer,

showers and facilities for washing and
ironing clothes are much in demand.
Those who have several hours or days to
spend in the city take advantage of the
free loan of athletic and recreational
e^ipment, including golf balls, swim-;
ming trunks, cameras, and tennis rac- . ,

(piets. A nurse ly eases many of the
;

cares of bhe married servicemen whose
wife and family have met him here.
Sleeping accommodations and meals, at
a nominal fee, are eagerly sought and
accepted by the visiting servicemen.
All of these services take time and
a willing spirit. Maiy Hague already
has her 100-hour service pin and
continues to give freely of her time
each week while the need for such help
exists.

The Servicemen's Club on Pershing Boad,
because of its proximity to the Union
Station, is frequented mostly by tran-
sient se.xvicemen and womens . The average
of 1,000 a day has been exceeded many
times in the recent weeks. Serving at
this Club Eileen Fascher earned a
Civilian Defense certificate for volun-
teer service. The most popular accom-
modations at the Servicemen's Club are
the showers. and shaving facilities, the
check room, and lunch. Frequently the
boys have time for a shower only, hut
lunches packed by hostesses are eagerly
carried away to be eaten on an outgoing
train. Pocket books and magazines, too,

are carried away to fill lonesome,
tired hours of riding. Letters of
thanks from the boys themselves, or
their parents, to the Bed Cross, the, .

U0O, the Servicemen's Club, and often
to the individual hostesses give evi« .

dence to the fact that the work on the
home front is much needed and appreci-
ated.
