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For the apparel and textile industries in "which jobbing
and contracting are significant, special correction fac-
tors for the value-added ratio were devised based on the
relationship of cost of contract work to contract receipts
in each year. These special correction factors were used
in the computation of all the indexes presented at the 2-

and 3-digit level that involved the affected industries,
but they were inadvertently omitted from the 1963 indexes
shown at the 4—digit level. In recognition of this, the
accompanying sheets have been prepared to replace pages

17, 18 (table 3), 28, and 29 (table 5) of the bound volume.

On pages 17 and 18 the revisions appear only in the first
three columns where the 1963 indexes of production with
value-added weights are shown. On pages 28 and 29 the re-
visions apply only to the 13th or next-to-last righthand
column where the 1963 index of value added per unit of
output appears.

For the apparel and textile industries in which jobbing and
contracting are significant, special correction factors
were devised based on the relationship of cost of contract
work to contract receipts in each year. These contract
work correction factors were applied to the indexes using
value-added, employment, payroll, and man-hour weights. In
preparing copy for the volume, these correction factors
were used in all the indexes presented at the 2- and 3-
digit level that involved the affected industries, but they
were inadvertently omitted from the 1963 indexes shown at
the 4 -digit level. In recognition of this, the accompanying
sheets have been prepared to replace pages 17, 18 (table 3),
28, and 29 (table 5) of the bound volume.

On pages 17 and 18 the revisions appear only in the first
three columns where the 1963 indexes of production with
value-added weights are shown. On pages 28 and 29 the

revisions apply to the 3rd, 5th and 7th columns where the

1963 indexes with employment, payroll, and man-hour weights
are shown, and to the 13th or next-to-last righthand column
where the 1963 index of value added per unit of output
appears.

PREFACE

This is the final volume in the series presenting the

results of the 1963 Census of Manufactures. This

volume, which is a joint effort of the Bureau of the

Census and the Board of Governors of the Federal

Reserve System, presents measures of change in

manufacturing output from 1954 to 1958 and 1958 to

1963 with historical comparisons. As such it con-

stitutes an extension of the work on production

indexes that had been carried out as part of earlier

quinquennial census programs.

Production Index volumes were issued as part of

the 1947 and 1954 census publications. No separate

book was issued for 1958; 1954-1958 indexes are

shown in detail in this publication together with

those for 1963.

The 1963 manufactures census data are provided in

the usual set of three basic volumes—Summary and

Subject, Industry (in two parts), and Area Statistics.

That census was a large-scale undertaking in which

important contributions were made by a large num-

ber of private and public individuals and organiza-

tions. Essential to the success of the census was

the fine cooperation received from over 300,000

manufacturing establishments in completing the

appropriate report forms.

INDUSTRY STATISTICS

This volume contains separate chapters for

each of 80 groups of related industries which
cover approximately 430 individual industries.

Statistics are shown on detailed product ship-

ments and materials consumption in terms of

quantity and value, cost of fuels and electric

energy, value added by manufacture, employ-
ment, payrolls, inventories, and capital expend-
itures. Selected statistics are included for

earlier census years. This volume is published

in two parts. Part 1 contains a general sum-
mary chapter and chapters for SIC Major
Groups 20 to 28, as well as chapters for related

industries within these major groups; Part 2
contains chapters for SIC Major Groups 29 to

39 and 19 as well as chapters for related indus-

tries within these major groups. A special re-

port, Manufacturing Activity in Government

Establishments, is included in both parts of

this volume. The 80 related-industry chapters
were previously published as separate reports
in series MC63(2)-, 19A to 39D.

VOLUME III. AREA STATISTICS

This volume contains separate chapters for

each State and the District of Columbia. The
statistics include all-manufacturing totals for

the State and its standard metropolitan statis-

tical areas, counties, and cities with popula-
tions of 10,000 or more, with industry detail

for the larger areas. The volume also includes
a summary chapter presenting data for each
of the nine geographic divisions and a special

report, Manufacturing Activity in Government
Establishments. Each State chapter was previ-

ously published as a separate report in Series

MC63(3)-, 1 to 51.

OTHER REPORTS

Two series of reports have been issued showing
the number of manufacturing establishments
in each of the approximately 430 manufactur-
ing industries classified according to their em-
ployment size class and the State and county
within which they are located. The first series

places emphasis on the industry, showing data
by location (State and county). Nine separate
reports present data for 20 major industry
groups. The second series places emphasis on
the location showing data by industry.

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CHAPTER 1.—SUMMARY OF RESULTS

Between 1954 and 1963, manufacturing production rose

46 percent from 91 percent of the 1958 average in the

year 1954 to 133 percent in 1963, according to the cross-
weighted Census- Federal Reserve benchmark indexes

presented in this volume. These indexes for manu-
facturing industries for the years 1954 and 1963 relative

to 1958 can be compared with output in other census
years over the past seven decades, as shown for total

manufacturing in chart 1 and in table 1 on page 7. It is

apparent that the 1954 and 1963 production levels were
about in line with the long-run rate of expansion which
averaged about 4 percent per year, whereas the 1958
level was below that trend. (The level of output indicated

by the Federal Reserve monthly manufacturing index for

1967, the year of the next Census benchmark index-

-

is shown to be above the long-run trend.)

of output of 425 manufacturing industries. These have
been combined into about 180 industry and market group-
ings; the 21 major industry groupings are shown in table 2

on page 7. Three sets of industry measures have been
compiled, with weights derived from the price relation-

ships of: (a) the earlier year of each comparison period;

(b) the later year of each comparison period; and (c) an
average of both pairs of years (cross weights), as shown
in table 3, page 16. In addition to value-added-weighted
indexes, measures of production have been compiled with

special-purpose weights, such as employment and gross
value of shipments. Measures of output per unit of

various inputs and of dollar aggregates per unit of output

have also been prepared. Similar benchmark indexes are
planned for the mineral industries in another publication.

The indexes are based mainly on data collected in the

Census of Manufactures for 1954, 1958, and 1963,

supplemented by price data from the Bureau of Labor
Statistics and quantity and unit value data from other
sources. These censuses and other Census reporting
programs provide comprehensive data for about 1,100
product classes which in turn include about 10,000
separately reported products, about half of which are
reported in quantity as well as value terms. Data are
collected from the same establishments on labor and
other inputs as well as output so that classification

differences are not involved.

These production indexes provide benchmarks for
adjusting monthly and annual product and industry data
available from other less comprehensive sources. A
major use is to furnish a standard to determine output

changes for individual series and subtotals in the Federal
Reserve monthly industrial production index. The manu-
facturing component of the production index has previously
been adjusted to Census benchmark indexes through 1954.

In a forthcoming revision it will be adjusted to the 1958
and 1963 benchmarks observing such differences in

classification, scope, and weights as are appropriate. The
benchmark results indicate that while some portions of

the index will have substantial revisions, they tend to be
offsetting in major divisions: the index for total manu-
facturing will be little affected as shown in the ac-
companying table A, and as described in an advance
statement in the Federal Reserve Bulletin, June 1967,

pages 954-57.

The Census production indexes and related series

also serve other purposes in the broad areas of analysis of

national economic growth and cyclical changes, including

studies bearing on the use of labor, materials, and power
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resources, plant capacity, and on price and wage changes
as illustrated in the accompanying charts. The production
indexes with gross value weights provide benchmarks for

measures of gross commodity flows and they show for

total manufacturing only about 1 percent less increase

from 1954 to 1963 than the value added results, as

compared in table 4.

A comparison is also made in table A between the

benchmark indexes and the annual series for manufactur-
ing published by the Office of Business Economics (OBE)
in their compilations of constant-dollar gross product by
industry of origin. The OBE gross product results for

manufacturing are calculated by double deflation methods
and generally show larger differences from the bench-
marks than the Federal Reserve indexes. The measures
are market-price weighted and differ by the exclusion of

intermediate materials and purchased business services,

but these considerations do not appear to account for all

of the differences shown. x

To minimize weight year differences, the comparisons
made in table A use 1958 value-added price relationships.

With 1954 weights the total manufacturing index rises 11.2

percent from 1954 to 1958, instead of the 8.3 percent
obtained by using 1958 weights, and 9.7 percent when cross
weights are used. The relative differences between
weight years are smaller in the second benchmark interval

from 1958 to 1963, as shown in table 3 on page 16. With
base or current year weights (or cross weights), the rise

in manufacturing output over the 5-year period from 1958
to 1963 was much larger than the increase over the

preceding four years from 1954.

Both 1954 and 1958 were years of reduced output and
capacity utilization, associated with reduced business and
consumer final demands, and with inventory liquidation,

as indicated in chart 2. Defense production was still

high in 1954, as output scheduled earlier during the

Korean conflict was completed. The 1958 recession was
more severe than the 1954 recession in the automotive
and industrial equipment industries, and output of

materials was generally at reduced levels. There were
substantial price increases in the 1954-58 period,

concentrated in the metals and metal products industries.

; In the 1958-63 period—when demand and overall out-'

put expanded sharply— output of materials showed
relatively larger increases than final products as inven-

tories were again being built up, and the general price

level changed little. The Bureau of Labor Statistics

wholesale price index for manufactured commodities
rose only 0.5 percent in the 1958-63 period in contrast

to 9.5 percent in the 1954-58 period and 18.5 percent
in the previous post-World War II Census benchmark
interval, from 1947 to 1954. The average amounts of

these price increases were fairly close to, although all
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somewhat larger than, the unit value changes implied in

the calculation of the production indexes, as illustrated

in chart 3. These unit- value compilations are described
in chapter 2 and shown in detail in table 5.

The effect of different weight periods on production
indexes reflects variations in price and output behavior
at all levels of the calculation. These are summarized
for major groups of industries in charts 3 and 4 that show
separately each of the three benchmark intervals: 1947-

54, 1954-58 and 1958-63. The percentage changes over
each interval in unit values and output for each of the 20

major groups and the total are ranked by amount. The
large dots represent the average changes for total

manufacturing.

should be kept in mind in studying the detailed industry
and products listed in accompanying tables and
appendixes.

The combined measures for the two most recent bench-
mark periods show an expansion in output of 46 percent
from 1954 to 1963, according to the total cross-weighted
index for manufacturing production. The compilations
using different combinations of weight years, range from
48.7 percent using the earlier of each pair of years to

43.4 percent using the latter of each pair. Using weights
for 1958--the weight year used in the presently published
constant dollar gross product data for manufacturing-

-

the expansion in the benchmark index is 44.9 percent, as
shown in table A.

The variations in price changes among the benchmark
intervals involved, illustrated in chart 3, are based on
averages of the unit values used to compile the production

indexes. The successively smaller variations in the three

benchmark periods contributed to the smaller differences

which result from using successive weight periods, as

will be noted below. The slopes of changes exhibited by
the series for both of the two most recent periods are
more nearly similar than for the 1947-54 period.

The companion chart 4 on output changes also exhibits

more similarity in the pattern of output changes between
the latter two benchmark periods than in comparing either

with the array for 1947-54. The output increases for total

manufacturing in the 1958-63 arjd 1947-54 intervals are
fairly similar, but the periods are different in length and
in terminal year characteristics. These considerations

Most of the differences are caused by the familiar

tendency of price and production indexes to be negatively

correlated, owing both to long-run cost and demand
interaction and to the tendency of random error to cause

or increase such negative correlation. The amount of

difference in the implied deflators, which shows the

annual rate of difference ascribable to the negative

correlation of price and production indexes, is also

shown in table B and the difference between the total

rate of difference and that due to deflator differences

is the amount of difference due to changes in value added

per unit of output. Value added per unit is affected by

two factors: Changes in the prices of input relative to the

prices of output and changes in constant-dollar input-

output relationships. As will be discussed in the next

chapter, it is assumed in compilations of the value-added-

weighted indexes that constant dollar input-output

relationships do not change at the level at which the value

added weighting is applied. For a more detailed dis-

cussion of the effects of weight year differences, see

Chapter 4, Census of Manufactures 1954, Volume IV,

Indexes of Production.

The application of some caution in the interpretation

of weight year differences may be suggested by the

differences indicated in table B for 1954-58, using the

old and the new industry classification codes listed in

table 2. The new code indexes differ mainly from the old

code at the total manufacturing level by deflating and
weighting at different (mainly more detailed) product class

levels; and by requiring somewhat more estimation of the

distribution of output values among industry and product
classes in the earlier year than the old code industries

required in the later year.

Various additional uses of the benchmark production
index results are illustrated in four-panel chart 5. These
comparisons cover the whole post-World War II period.

A preliminary viewing of the expected 1967 results based
on presently available data is provided by the small

circles. For the purpose of seeing these comparisons in

perspective for benchmark intervals, table C presents the

primary series in the basic units reported which are used
for the calculations.

Three of the input series from table C are converted
to indexes with 1958^100 and depicted in the upper left-

hand panel of chart 5. These three major inputs are in

physical quantity terms and are compared with the bench-
mark output index for total manufacturing on a 1958
comparison base. The extent of the divergence between
the Census series for production worker man-hours and
total employment is evident from 1947 to 1958; however,
since 1958 the two series have shown a similar pattern of

change. The extent to which the growth rate of both series
was slower than that of output over the whole period is

indicated in the right-hand panel separately on a per
employee and a per production worker man-hour basis.

The latter exhibits a more stable rate of change. Its line

is almost perfectly straight from 1947 to 1963 at an
average rate of 4.3 percent per year. Although the output

increase shown by the Federal Reserve index accelerates
from 1963 to 1967, some slowdown is indicated in the

rates of rise in the labor inputs. These indications, how-
ever, are based on the presently available data, which
underscore the usefulness of the next benchmark index

comparision for the year 1967. An examination of table 6

for the combined periods for 1945 to 1963 reveals
increases in output per production worker man-hour in

major groups of industries ranging from 20 percent for

leather products to 100 percent for chemicals. These
varied increases are also of interest in comparing the

changes shown in payroll per unit of output by groups of

industries noted below.

Also apparent in the upper right hand panel of chart 5

is an important shift in the input-output relationship for

electric power before and after 1958. A substantial

portion of the faster growth in power use from 1947 to

1958 reflected a rapid increase in consumption for atomic

energy manufacturing purposes, as shown in table C.

Power use for that purpose fell off moderately from 1958

to 1963. Generally, the variations in power use per unit

of output by major groups of industries in table 6 exhibit

less divergence than in man-hour use in the period since

1954. This is especially true in the 1958-63 interval

when there was little change in total output per unit of

power excluding AEC versus an increase in output per
man-hour of 23 percent.

In the lower panels of the chart, the Census series

for gross shipments, value added, and payroll, are

expressed in current- dollar indexes as they reflect

changes in prices and wage rates, while the output index

is in constant dollars. This accounts for much of the

differences in values per unit of output shown by the

ratios plotted in the lower right-hand panel; some other

sources of variation are discussed in the following

chapter. Although wholesale prices were relatively

stable in the period from 1958 to 1963, there was a

further rise in the average value added per unit of out-

put in about two-thirds of the major groups of industries.
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The relative stability shown in unit values from 1958

to 1963 reflected, in part, a small decline in average
payroll per unit of output following the marked increases
in the earlier periods covered. A detailed distribution of

these changes by industry is provided in table 5. The
detailed figures, however, do not include payrolls at

central administrative offices and auxiliaries, or sup-
plements to wages and salaries so that additional adjust-

ments are necessary to measure the full extent of

changes in unit labor costs. Nevertheless, the census
unit payroll costs provided by this volume are useful as
indicators of variation among industries and major

groups. Total employee compensation which is used in

the comparison at the total manufacturing level (table C)
increased about one-half percent per year more than the
operating establishment payroll figures during the period
1947-63.

Altogether, the detailed and extensive character of the

various measures available from the benchmark com-
parisons, arranged by standard classifications of products
and industries, provide a wealth of new material for
appraising economic developments in the late 1950's and
early 1960's.

CHAPTER 2.-WHAT THE INDEXES MEASURE AND HOW THEY WERE COMPILED

The indexes presented in this volume continue a series

of manufacturing output measures for all census of

manufactures years beginning with 1899. The full series

for total manufacturing, 1958 = 100, is shown in table 1.

These indexes have been designed to provide measures
of the change in the value of work done in establishments

classified in each industry, valued in constant dollars to

eliminate the effects of price changes. The measures for

individual industries are combined to provide indexes for

industry groups and total manufacturing.

Census industry indexes were first compiled by
Solomon Fabricant at the National Bureau of Economic
Research for the years 1899 through 1939.

1 The Census
Bureau and Federal Reserve staffs have compiled the

indexes for the years since 1939, with the Bureau of

Labor Statistics also collaborating on the 1947-54
measures.

The basic approach to manufacturing output measure-
ment has been unchanged throughout the history of the

indexes; however, successive censuses and other sources
have provided an increasing amount of information,

making possible the use of more refined methods of

compilation and new techniques of review. Use of the

electronic computer has also facilitated the calculation

and publication of supplementary measures of production

and related variables.

METHODS OF MEASUREMENT

The detailed census quantity and value data for the

products of manufacturing, published in tables 6 of

volume II of each manufacturing census, are central to

the construction of the production indexes. Weighted
indexes of the quantity of products produced or shipped

are not, however, directly used as measures of industry

output, for several reasons.

Physical-volume measures cannot be meaningfully
reported for many products, indeed for some entire

industries. Furthermore, the products for which quantity

data are available are not always representative of output

trends for related products not covered by quantity data-

-

it is often the newest and fastest-growing products for

which quantities are not reported. Even for products for

which physical-volume data are reported and published,

there is often a "not specified by kind" (n.s.k.) portion

representing output by establishments which were not

asked to report or which did not report products in detail

including quantities. (Imputed quantities for n.s.k.

products are sometimes published but should not be
used in index computations because they can be distorted

by changes between census years in the mix of the products
whose unit values are used in the imputations.) These
problems are handled by use of what is sometimes known
as the "coverage adjustment" ; that is, the values for

products not covered by quantity data, including the n.s.k.

products, are deflated with the deflators derived from the

products covered by quantity and value data, and these
deflated values are included in the total product indexes.

"Adjusted" product indexes of this type are shown in

appendix A for 5-, 4-, 3-, and 2-digit product groups.

Even with the coverage adjustment, the product indexes
are not appropriate measures for industry output. They
cover all products of a given classification whether made
in the industry to which they are primary or made in

other industries as secondary products, and do not

include secondary products made in the industry to which
the products are primary. They also exclude receipts

from nonmanufacturing activities of the industry. This
problem was handled in earlier manufacturing index

compilations by deflating industry value of shipments with

the deflator for the products primary to the industry. (For
the years through 1947, the product-coverage adjustment

and the adjustment to an industry basis were made as a

single operation, and "adjusted" product indexes were
not calculated.) This operation involves the assumptions
that, on the whole, prices for secondary products of an
industry move with the prices of the products primary to

that industry, and that price movements for the total of

products primary to an industry apply equally to that

portion of those products produced in the primary
industry and that portion produced as secondary products.

In industries where the specialization or coverage ratios

are low, these assumptions are of dubious validity;

indeed, it can be demonstrated that if price trends differ

among product groups--as in practice they do--the two
assumptions cannot both be true and the errors intro-

duced may not cancel out in aggregation to industry group
and total levels.

In the 1939-47 and 1947-54 indexes, the secondary
products of a few industries were separately deflated.

In the calculation of the 1954-58 and 1958-63 indexes

presented here, the use of electronic computers made
it possible to deflate the output of every industry in

5-digit detail, using the breakdown of industry shipments
by product class published in table 5B of census volume II

(with additional unpublished detail). Thus, secondary
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products were more appropriately deflated and allowance
was made for differences in the proportion of primary
product classes produced in the primary industry. This
procedure still involves the assumption that the deflator

for the total product class can be applied to both the

portion of that product class produced as a primary
product and that portion produced as a secondary product,

but it is no longer necessary to assume that secondary
output prices move with prices of the primary products
of the industry—except in the cases of contract work,

other miscellaneous (nonmanufacturing) receipts in-

cluding resales, and a "residue" sum of secondary product
items too small to be individually coded and deflated.

CHOICE OF DEFLATORS

To arrive at product and industry output measures
reflecting, insofar as possible, both quantity and quality

change, it is necessary to construct deflators that

reflect, insofar as possible, "pure" price change for

products of unchanging quality. The indexes presented
here, like their predecessors, are calculated using

deflators based to a large extent on Census unit values.

Unit-value changes are accurate measures of price

change to the extent that the composition or "mix"
of a Census 7-digit product line is unchanged between the

two census years. Changes in composition can include

not only changes in the type or grade of product but also

regional shifts and changes in the average size of

transaction and terms of sale.

Sources used to supplement Census unit values in

calculating deflators included quantity and value data

compiled by the U.S. Tariff Commission and the U.S.

Bureau of Mines; wholesale price index (WPI) series
compiled by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics, inserted

routinely for many products directly represented in the

WPI and not covered by Census quantities; special

studies on farm tractor and electrical equipment prices;

data on ship tonnage from Marine Engineering Log ; data

on freight train car capacity from the American Railway
Car Institute; and special calculations of unit values for

selected laboratory instruments made by the National
Institutes of Health.

As in the compilation of the 1947-54 indexes, these
1954-58 and 1958-63 deflators were reviewed and
compared with the price indexes compiled by the Bureau
of Labor Statistics for manufacturing products and
product classes. For the 1954-58 period, in view of the

overall increase in manufacturing price indexes, greater
increase and diversity in unit value change was allowed
than in the 1958-63 period. Aside from this factor, the

1954-58 review followed guidelines similar to those of

the 1958-63 review, which were as follows:

1. To reject, unless justified by special conditions,

any 7-digit unit-value relative showing a change greater
than minus 30 or plus 40 percent. Such changes were
considered to be prima facie evidence that a shift in

product mix had occurred. In some cases other Census
or WPI deflators were substituted; in other cases the

"rejected" products were not used in constructing the

final product class deflators, but were treated as if they
were products for which no quantities were available.

2. To reject, except for a few specifically justified

classes, any 5-digit deflators showing changes greater
than minus 20 or plus 25 percent, or divergence of more
than 10 percent between the 1958- and 1963-weighted
indexes. "Rejected" deflators were modified by elimi-
nating extreme product unit-value changes from the
product class calculation, as described in "1" above,
or by substituting WPI or other data.

3. To consider the substitution of available WPI price
indexes or other data for Census unit-value data whenever
the census-derived unit-value relatives and the WPI price
indexes differed by 5 percent or more for product classes
with a total dollar value of $250 million or more and by
10 percent or more for product classes with a total dollar
value of $50 to $250 million. Since the products priced in

the WPI are more closely defined than the Census 7-digit

products, such differences suggest change in the Census
product mix. However, they may also arise from failure

of the WPI quotation to be representative of total product
output or from differences in movement between the

prices quoted in the WPI and the realized unit values
reported to the Census. The Census unit values are
derived from a much larger portion- -usually over 90 per-
cent—of product output, and include the interplant trans-
fers portion of industry shipments whereas the WPI only
extends to market prices. (In the 1954 census, manu-
facturers were requested to report interplant transfers
at market prices; in more recent censuses they have
been requested to report them at "economic" prices.)

In testing the merit of substitution of WPI data, the

decision depended upon (a) the representativeness of

the coverage of the price indexes at the 7- and 5-digit

levels, as compared with census quantity and value
coverage at those levels; and (b) the reasonableness of

the resulting industry productivity measures, approxi-
mated for review purposes using the "old method"
(deflation of the value of industry output at the 4-digit

level). "Reasonable" productivity change was considered
to fall between average annual increases of 2 and 8 percent
in output per production worker man-hour, but with
recognition of special situations and particularly of the

fact that 1958 was a year of depressed activity for many
industries compared with 1954 and 1963. Relatively low
rates of change were expected for such industries in

1954-58, and relatively high rates in 1958-63. (The
final indexes of output per production worker man-hour
and per employee are shown for 3- and 2-digit industries

in table 6.)

Where there were no product or price data available

for a product class, and no specific decision was made
to substitute a deflator from another source (Census
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product class deflator for a related product class or
other), that product class took the deflator from the next

higher level of aggregation in the Standard Industrial

Classification (SIC) system at which product or price

coverage was available.

Tables Al and A2 of appendix A show, for each 2-digit

group and total manufacturing, the percent of value of

products represented by Census unit value, WPI, and other

data. As described in that appendix, the percent of total

manufacturing directly represented by Census and other

data on products and prices is higher in 1958-63 than in

earlier index compilations. The tables that comprise the

main body of appendix A show, along with the product-

class output and unit-value indexes, the percentage of

each product class value represented by Census, WPI,
and other quantity or price data.

ADJUSTMENT FOR INVENTORY CHANGE

The table 5B values represent values of shipments in

most cases and would not be satisfactory production

indicators if the effect of inventory change were different

in the two years. In compiling the 1958-63 indexes, the

beginning- and end-year values of the estimated non-LIFO
portion of inventories of finished goods and goods in

process were revalued to the average price level for the

year using deflators derived from WPI series, and
inventory change for each year was then calculated to

provide an "inventory adjustment factor" for each
industry. In industries where value of production was
reported instead of value of shipments, only goods-
in-process inventories were used in the calculation, and
in the industries where value of work done is reported,

no inventory adjustment was required.

In the 1954-58 indexes, as in earlier calculations, the

same procedure was used only for selected industries

where tests showed that inventory adjustment would
have a significant effect.

WEIGHTING

Deflated product values, even with inventory adjust-

ment, are still not satisfactory measures of constant-

dollar industry net output or value added. For different

products and different methods of organizing production,

a dollar's worth of output may represent 13 cents worth
of value added by the producing establishment (as in fresh

beef slaughter) or 80 cents worth (as in bookbinding). To
count every dollar's worth of beef shipped as a dollar's

worth of manufacturing output would be to ascribe to

manufacturing the value that actually was added in the

farm and transportation sectors of the economy. The
problem is magnified by the fact that many products pass
through a number of stages of output within manu-
facturing—for example, primary metals sold to stampings
or engine plants, which use them in the manufacture of

components which are then shipped to auto assembly plants

to be incorporated in a finished car. Aggregation of the

primary metals, components, and automobile "gross"

values results in duplication. The amounts of duplication

involved depend on Census industry, product, and estab-
lishment definitions, and may not be constant from year
to year, because of changes in product mix, because
establishments or industries may in one year produce
components which they have purchased in another year,

and because of changes in reporting units.

The customary method of eliminating the effects of

changes in the amount of duplication in production index

compilation is the use of value-added weighting. In its

simplest form, this means multiplying each dollar's

worth of beef output by a ratio of .13 and each dollar's

worth of bookbinding output by a ratio of .80 before
aggregating. In earlier index compilations, value-added
weighting was applied at the 4-digit industry level

—

except that in the 1939-47 and 1947-54 compilations, it

was recognized that changes in product mix within

industries could occur that would cause the industry index

of constant-dollar gross value to differ from an index of

constant-dollar value added, and product class value
added weights were compiled and used within a few
industries where the product mix problem seemed
particularly acute.

For the 1954-58 and 1958-63 indexes, it was decided to

apply value-added weights at the 5-digit product class
level throughout manufacturing, a procedure made
possible by the use of the electronic computer. Tables 8

of census volume II show general statistics for estab-
lishments specializing in most product classes in most
industries. Further unpublished detail was available in

the census records. The ratio of value added to value of

shipments for plants specializing in each product class
(all plants in the industry which shipped more of that

product class than any other product class) was derived
from table 8 data and used to weight the deflated ship-

ments of that product class--both in the industry to which
it was primary and in every industry which shipped
significant amounts of that product class as a secondary
product.

The residue of secondary products and miscellaneous
receipts in each industry was weighted with that industry's

value-added ratio, except for resales in all industries and
for contract work in apparel and certain textile industries.

For resales, special weights were compiled from the

census statistics on value of resales and value added by
resale. For the apparel and textile industries in which
jobbing and contracting are significant, special correction
factors were devised based on the relationship of cost of

contract work to contract receipts in each year.

EFFECT OF THE NEW METHOD

Tests were made of the effect of 5-digit deflation

and weighting. Table A compares "new method" (5-digit

deflation and weighting) indexes for 1963, 1958 = 100, for

total manufacturing and major industry groups, with

indexes compiled using the "old method" (deflation and
value-added weighting at the 4-digit level) and with indexes
using 5-digit deflation and 4-digit value-added weighting.

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The differences are small at the 2-digit level, because
differences at lower levels of aggregation are offsetting.

A comparison of two sets of 4- digit industry indexes,

both using 5-digit deflation but one using 5-digit value
added weighting while the other used gross value
weighting, showed that differences exceeding 2 percent
were found in approximately one-fourth of the 4- digit

industries, and 29 4-digit industries, mainly in the

machinery and equipment area, displayed variations of

more than 5 percent caused by the use of 5-digit

weighting.

VALIDITY OF THE INDEXES

A value-added weighted gross output index is a valid

net output measure to the extent that there is no change

in constant-dollar input-output relationships at the level

of aggregation at which the weights are applied--in the

case of these indexes, the Census 5-digit product class

level. It will not be distorted by shifts to more or less

processed product classes within an industry classifi-

cation (for example, from fresh to processed meats) nor

by shifts between industries with high and low ratios of

value added to value of shipments, such as meat packing
and bookbinding. But it will be distorted- -will not

measure net output properly--if there are changes in

real input-output relationships at the 5-digit level.

Changes in constant-dollar input-output relationships
at the 5-digit level could arise from three main causes:

(1) Changes in the mix of products within the product
class, among products with different ratios of value added
to value of shipments; (2) increases or decreases in

economy or efficiency of materials use, such as changes
in the percent of materials wasted, increases in the
efficiency of fuel use, or substitution of cheaper materials
without lowering the measured quality of the final

product; and (3) changes in the degree of "vertical

industry integration."

"Vertical integration" refers to the degree to which
a product is produced from raw or slightly processed
materials; its opposite, "specialization," refers to a

situation in which the production process is divided into

a number of stages each performed in a different

manufacturing establishment, with the finished product
assembled from highly fabricated materials, components,
or subassemblies. If given establishments change their

method of production of a product class, or if the share of

the product class produced by the more specialized estab-
lishments changes, then there will be a change in the net

output of the industry relative to the gross output of the

industry that will not be corrected for by the value added
weights— in fact they could "correct" the index in the

wrong direction.

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It is not known whether changes in product class

input- output relationships introduce a bias in the value-

added- weighted indexes, or in which direction or how
great the bias might be. Although there is a general
tendency in measurements of this type for errors in

detail to be offset in aggregation, there is no a priori

reason to suppose that the effects would be entirely

offsetting at the total manufacturing or industry group
level, nor is there any reason to assume that the greater

detail available at the 5- than at the 4-digit level and the

greater detail generally available for the 1958-63 indexes

compared with the 1954-58 indexes will necessarily give

more accurate results than the lesser amount of detail-

-

they will not if the effect of changes in input-output

relationships happens to be in the opposite direction

from the effect of product class shifts. The net output

indexes for manufacturing derived by the Office of

Business Economics (OBE) using the double deflation

method 3 cannot be compared with the value-added-
weighted indexes in this connection without first removing
the differences in deflators between the two series. (It

should be noted that removing the differences in

deflators- -say by substituting Census deflators in the

OBE series--would change the constant-dollar input-

output relationships implied in the OBE series unless

input and output deflators were equally affected. The
problem of changes in input-output relationships is

closely bound up with the problems of price deflation

such as quality change.)

An additional point about value-added weighting is

that meaningful product class weights could not be
obtained where the product classes are joint products.

By the standard census definition, most newspapers
"specialize" in advertising, few specialize in circulation

receipts; most refineries specialize in gasoline, few in

fuel oil. Materials consumption indexes were used to

represent newspapers and the other printing and
publishing industries, so that in those cases it was
unnecessary to weight product classes. For the petroleum
refining industry, gross value weights were used at the

5- digit level, although if it were feasible to construct
directly estimated product value-added weights, they

might provide superior indexes.

Finally, the ratios of value added to value of shipments
for establishments specializing in a given product class
must be considered only an approximation of the value-
added/ value-of- shipments ratio for the product class
since, in most industries, establishments are not highly
specialized in terms of a product class. The ratios can
therefore be distorted by varying proportions of output

of products other than the product class in which the

establishments specialize, even in the absence of change
in product class input-output relationships.

To this point it has been assumed that Census value

added in current dollars is an adequate current-dollar

measure of industry value added or work done. In fact,

Census value added does not net out a sizable category

of inputs known as purchased business services, including

purchased maintenance and repair services, advertising

and communications, rents and royalties, professional

services, etc. These inputs in 1958 amounted to over

10 percent of Census value added according to estimates

based on the Interindustry Transaction table/ The fact

that these inputs are not excluded from the weights means
that the above statements about the validity of the indexes

depending on constant input-output relationships do not

apply to these service inputs. With respect to services,

the indexes assume in effect that each industry's constant-

dollar volume of purchased business services moves
with its value- added-weighted output and that business

services are a similar percentage of value added in each
industry. Both assumptions are open to question,

particularly the latter, since some business services

such as advertising are clearly a larger portion of value

added in certain consumer goods industries, especially

foods, soap, toiletries, and tobacco. Preliminary calcu-

lations made with rough data on values and prices of

business services suggest that adjustment of both weights

and series to exclude business services would have little

effect on the manufacturing total indexes in 1958-63 but

might lower the increase from 1954 to 1958 by about

1-1/2 percent.

SPECIAL-PURPOSE INDEXES

A number of special-purpose industry indexes and
related measures were compiled. They are all shown
with all weight periods for total manufacturing in table 4.

Cross-weighted special-purpose production indexes for

all industries and industry groups are shown in table 5,

and cross-weighted indexes of output per unit of input

and payroll per unit of output are shown in table 6 for 3-

and 2-digit industry groups and totals.

The industry indexes with value of shipments weights

in table 5 are measures of gross industry output (not

gross product, which is actually a net value added
concept— the contribution of each industry to gross
national product in market prices net of purchased
material and service inputs). They are identical in

concept and data base with the gross or "total" deflated

Census output series compiled by OBE as one step of

its calculations of constant-dollar gross product by
industry of origin. Differences between the measures
for 2-digit major industry groups and total manufacturing
shown here and those published in The Industrial Com-
position of Income and Product can arise from several
sources- -principally from differences in weight year and
deflators, but also from differences in adjusting for
changes in classification systems and reporting units
between 1954 and 1958 and possibly from differences in

the data used in the inventory valuation and inventory
change adjustments.

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The 4-, 3-, and 2-digit industry gross-weighted indexes

are different from the product gross-weighted indexes

presented in appendix A: the weight concept is identical,

but the industry indexes cover all shipments and inter-

plant transfers, including reported contract work and
other miscellaneous receipts, of all establishments in the

given industry classification, adjusted for inventory

change, while the product indexes pertain to production
(where it is available—otherwise shipments and inter-

plant transfers) of all products in the product classi-

fication by all manufacturing establishments, excluding

contract work and other miscellaneous receipts. (One
type of contract work was included in the product indexes

as well as the industry indexes, because it is not

duplicative in the sense that apparel contract work is

duplicative of the apparel values reported by apparel

jobbers. This exception is receipts from the U.S.

Government for work done in government-owned,
privately operated contractor establishments classified

in industries 2819 and 2892.)

Industry production indexes were compiled with labor,

energy, and capital weights and are shown in table 5.

In general, these measures have the same limitations

as the value-added-weighted indexes, and like them may
be distorted by changes in constant-dollar input-output

relationships and by the limitations of the specialization

data.

Three different types of labor weights were applied

at the 5-digit level: Total employment, total payroll,

and production-worker man-hours. Like the value

added weights, these weights were ratios to value of

shipments derived from Census table 8 data. Labor-
weighted production indexes are considered to be

measures of the change in labor requirements that would
be associated with the observed change in production if

there were no change in productivity for any product.

When divided by an index of the actual change in labor

input associated with the observed change in production,

these labor-weighted indexes yield indexes of labor

productivity that are averages of changes in productivity

in individual industries. For some purposes, these are
thought to be preferable to, or a useful supplement to,

the kind of productivity index that results when a value-

added weighted index is divided by a labor input index,

since the value-added-weighted measure can change
because of shifts among 5-digit product classes or 4-digit

industries even if there is no change in productivity in

the production of any individual product class or industry.
5

The total employment and total payroll used in the

labor-weighted indexes and related measures in tables 4,

5, and 6 refer to employment and payroll in operating

manufacturing establishments and do not include central

administrative offices (CAO's) and auxiliaries. Employ-
ment and payroll for CAO's and auxiliaries is published
by the Census Bureau for 2-digit industries only; the

data appear in one of the summary tables in Volume I of

the Census. Production indexes for 2-digit industries,

weighted with employment and payroll in operating
establishments at the 5-digit level, were weighted with

2-digit industry statistics on total employment and pay-
roll including CAO's and auxiliaries to derive measures
for total manufacturing that are shown in the left column
of table B below, compared with the results for total

manufacturing in the right column which, like those shown
in tables 4, 5, and 6 of this volume, use operating
establishments only throughout.

"The 1954 CAO and auxiliary statistics may embody some
undercoverage relative to 1958. The indexes shown assume
that none of the relative increase in CAO's and auxil-
iaries results from improvement in reporting.
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The Census payroll values also do not include supple-
mentary employment costs such as employer contributions
to public and private insurance and pension plans, which
have been an increasingly important component of total

labor cost. In 1957 the importance of selected sup-
plementary employee costs surveyed by Census as a

percent of total payroll varied considerably among
major industry groups- -from 5 percent, in printing and
publishing, to 13 percent in petroleum and coal products

—

so it is possible that the inclusion of these costs would
change the payroll-weighted indexes. In addition, the

indexes of payroll per unit of output are biased downward
as indexes of unit labor cost because of the omission of

these costs. Using OBE data shown in the Survey of

Current Business on supplements to wages and salaries
in manufacturing, the series on payroll per unit of output

in total manufacturing including CAO's and auxiliaries

that was presented in table B has been further modified to

include these supplements (fringe benefits) in the pay-
roll series- -though not in the weights for the payroll-
weighted index--with the results shown in table C below.

Two different measures of industry consumption of

energy were used as weights at the 4-digit industry

level, to combine the industry value-added weighted

indexes into measures of energy requirements. One was
a measure of total energy used— the sum of electric

energy purchased and fuels purchased, with the fuels

converted to kilowatt-hour equivalents. This was done

only for the 1954-58 period and the results for total

manufacturing only are shown in table 4. The second was

a measure of electricity consumed (electric energy
purchased plus electric energy generated in the reporting

establishments minus electric energy sold); these indexes
are shown in tables 4 and 5. Such indexes reflect

industries in terms of their importance as energy users.

When divided by the actual change in energy input,

energy- weighted indexes yield indexes of output per unit

of energy input that are averages of the indexes of output

per unit of energy input in individual industries, and are
not affected by shifts to or from industries with relatively

high ratios of value added to energy input.

The total energy weights give more importance than

the electric energy weights to the "heat process"
industries in primary metals and chemicals. In the

electric-energy weighted series, the Atomic Energy
Commission contractor plants classified in industry

2819--treated for index purposes as a separate industry-

-

have a strong influence, since they consume over 10
percent of all the kilowatt-hours consumed in manu-
facturing, but little of the fuels. For this reason,
separate electric-energy-weighted indexes are shown
for total manufacturing excluding these contractor plants.

Two types of capital-weighted production indexes were
calculated in order to provide capital requirements
indexes analogous to the labor and energy requirements
indexes just described. For 1954-58 only, gross book
value of capital assets at the end of 1957, published in

Volume I of the 1958 census, was used to weight the 4-

digit industry indexes. For both 1954-58 and 1958-63,
capital expenditure weights were applied at the 5-digit

level; these were ratios of new capital expenditures to

value of shipments for specializing establishments,
derived from the census table 8. (In 1954-58 but not in

1958-63, the 5-digit new capital expenditures data were
adjusted to include a pro rata share of the 4-digit

industry's reported purchases of used capital equipment.)
These measures are shown, for total manufacturing only,

in table 4.

Tables 4 and 6 also show some of the related measures
that can be derived from the same family of Census
operating establishment statistics- -indexes of output

per employee and per production worker man-hour with

both value added and labor weights; indexes of output

per kilowatt-hour of electricity with both value added

and electric energy weights; the gross-weighted index of

unit value, or value of shipments per unit shipped, which
is similar in concept and data base to the OBE "Value

of production" deflator and is also the benchmark-
derived measure closest in concept to the WPI for

manufactures; the index of value added per unit of output;

and measures of payroll per unit of output with both

value added and payroll weights.

It was pointed out in the 1939-47 and 1947-54 volumes
that the deflation of the industry value of output by a cross
weighted price index does not yield a cross weighted
production index; in practice, however, the difference is

quite small.

Another characteristic of the Marshall-Edgeworth
cross weight formula used in the Census indexes is that

the level of the cross-weighted quantity index for any
grouping is affected by the change in the average price

level for that grouping, provided there is a change in

relative prices for the same grouping. With the same
relative changes in prices- -and therefore with the same
difference between the base-year-weighted and index-
year- weighted quantity index- -if the average price level

is higher in year 1, the Marshall-Edgeworth index will

be closer to the index with year 1 weights; if the average
price level is higher in year 0, the Marshall-Edgeworth
index will be closer to the index with year weights.

(This was pointed out by Warren Moskowitz, who con-
tributed to these indexes while he was a research
assistant on the staff of the Federal Reserve Board.)

The "Fisher ideal" formula for cross- weighting
avoids both of the problems just mentioned. A Fisher
cross-weighted index is the square root of the product
of the base-year-weighted and index-year-weighted index,

and deflation of value of output by a Fisher price index

does yield a Fisher output index. In calculating the 1954-

58 and 1958-63 indexes, Fisher indexes were calculated

for individual industries and for manufacturing as a whole;

in most cases they showed little or no difference from the

Marshall-Edgeworth indexes.





APPENDIX A. PRODUCTION AND UNIT VALUE INDEXES FOR CLASSES OF PRODUCTS,
1954, 1958, AND 1963

The indexes presented in the accompanying tables

are computed on a product basis and as such are to be
clearly distinguished from the indexes shown in the

volume proper (tables 1 to 6) which have been computed
on an industry basis. The distinction becomes clear

when it is recalled that an industry, by definition in

the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) system,
represents an aggregation of establishments which
specialize in the manufacture of like products- -these
are known as their primary products and serve to

classify the establishment in a particular SIC industry

—

but which frequently manufacture other products as
well (known as their secondary products). Thus, as
explained in chapter 2, the computation of industry

indexes requires a series of calculations to make
certain that appropriate deflators and weights are
assigned to the manufacture of secondary products
as well as to the primary products which determine
the SIC classification of the establishments composing
an industry.

The indexes presented herewith in appendix A are
much simpler both in concept and computation since

they measure change in physical volume and average
unit price for products on a wherever-made basis;

that is, whether produced by establishments specializing

in their manufacture or by establishments to whom
such manufacturing is a secondary activity. The
accompanying indexes show the weighted average changes
in output and unit price for classes of products (5-digit)

and higher order summations (4-, 3-, and 2-digit),

rather than for the 7-digit product lines shown in

table 6A of the census of manufactures industry reports.

It also should be borne in mind that the average unit-

price relatives are not to be confused with the Bureau
of Labor Statistics (BLS) Wholesale Price Indexes

(WPI) which, as noted in chapter 2, are based on
price quotationsfor narrowly-defined specification items.

However, census-derived average unit-value relatives,

with only a few exceptions, measure the change in

average prices realized by manufacturers from the

sale or shipment of products as described in census

questionnaires; that is, they measure transaction

pricing at the factory.

Relation to Table 6B Indexes Published in 1963

Census of Manufactures, Vol. II

In all but six of the 80 industry reports which
presented the results of the 1963 Census of Manufactures,

a table 6B was published to make available (simul-

taneously with the industry statistics and product data)

a series of preliminary product indexes (1954=100)
measuring changes in the levels of production and
average unit value between 1954 and 1958 as well as
between 1958 and 1963. These preliminary indexes
appeared at the product class (5-digit) level and for

higher level product summations whenever comparable
quantity and value data for the census years being
related were obtained from products accounting for

approximately 50 percent of the 1963 shipments value
shown for the product class in table 6A. (In only rare
instances was this 50-percent "coverage" factor de-
parted from, and then only when 7-digit product lines

providing quantity/value relationships were considered
to be representative in their price behavior for other

items in the product class for which no quantity data

were reported.) At the 4-digit product level, similar
coverage tests for publication were applied: here
the proportion of the 1963 value of total product ship-

ments accounted for by products with associated
quantities usually amounted to 75 percent before the

Volume II preliminary 6B indexes were published.

In the case of appendix A, all indexes for which there
were any quantity/value data on which they could rest,

directly or through representation from non-census
sources, are presented together with the applicable

coverage factors. (See below for an explanation of

what is meant by coverage and direct product
representation.)

Criteria Applied in Selection of Unit-Value Indexes

The criteria applied by the Census Bureau and
Federal Reserve Board staffs in their final review
of the data underlying the wherever-made product
indexes presented in appendix A (Part 1, 1958-1963)
have already been set forth in chapter 2 and are
summarized here only for convenience of reference.

Census unit-value relatives were suspected of being
affected by product mix shift, and therefore, candidates
for substitution of price data from the Bureau of

Labor Statistics and other sources, if the average
unit-value relative, (when calculated from quantities

and values shown in table 6A of the 1963 Census of

Manufactures), fell outside the following ranges:

7-digit unit-value relative--70 to 140 (1963, 1958=100)
5-digit unit-value relative--80 to 125 (1963, 1958=100)

In addition, substitution of available BLS wholesale
price indexes and other data for census-derived unit-

A-l
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value relatives was considered, whenever the census
quantity/value data yielded an average unit- value change
which differed from the corresponding WPI price rel-

ative by 5 percent or more in the case of product

classes with a total 1963 value of $250 million, or
by 10 percent or more for product classes with 1963
values of $50-249 million.

The guidelines also specified that deflators (average

unit- value relatives) which appear to result in productivity

gains of less than 2 percent per year were to be re-

jected; likewise, at the other end of the scale, deflators

leading to implicit productivity gains of more than 8

percent per year for this 5-year interval were to be

rejected. The tests of implicit productivity were made
at the 4-digit level by relating the output deflated

(1958 dollars) to the production worker man-hour rel-

ative (1963/1958). Only a handful (less than a score
of the more than 400 industry totals tested) failed

through application of these criteria for "reasonable
implicit productivity."

Coverage and Product Representation

Both in Part 1 (1958-1963) and in Part 2 (1954-1958)
figures are entered under the heading "Total Coverage"
to indicate the proportions of product shipments values

that were represented by products for which quantity

or price data were available to compute indexes of

unit value and product output. Substitution of price

indexes from the Bureau of Labor Statistics and other

non-Census sources have been counted as representing

the entire Census wherever-made value of the 7-digit

product shipments for which they serve as a proxy;

that is, are said to "cover" or represent. These
coverage factors have been computed on both a current-
year and base-year basis with product shipments
weights.

In addition, for Part 1 (1958-1963) these coverage
factors have been distributed under the heading "Direct
Coverage Representation" to show at all product
summation levels (5-, 4-, 3-, and 2-digit) the con-
tribution made by Census-derived unit-value relatives

compared to the shares contributed by BLS (from the

WPI series) and by other sources such as the Tariff

Commission, Bureau of Mines, and the National

Institutes of Health. The product indexes for which
deflators have been derived from sources other than

Census or BLS are indicated in the extreme right-

hand column under "Other" with symbols identifying

their source.

Some BLS and Census deflators were substituted

at the 5-digit level for product classes which they
did not directly represent. The effect of this substi-

tution on the computer program which computed the

product indexes, deflators, and total coverage was to

count such a product class as being 100 percent covered.
In the 1958-63 indexes, this indirect coverage accounted

for 5.8 percent of total computed coverage. In 1947-54,
similar substitution of selected price indexes added
7. 1 percent to the coverage claimed (See the accompanying
table Al.) The incidence of such indirect substitution

in the 1958-63 computations by 2-digit major groups
may be derived from table A2 below by subtracting

the percentages of "Direct Coverage" appearing in

the second column from the "Total Coverage" per-
centages shown in the first column.

As noted earlier, the percentages of coverage for
1958-63 shown in appendix A, part I, have been calculated
with the use of value of product shipments weights; how-
ever, reweighting with value-added weights applied at the
major group level brought an identical result for manu-
facturing as a whole. Value-added weighting was the meth-
od used in aggregating the representation factors in both
1947-54 and 1939^-7. (See Volume IV, Indexes of Produc-

The total direct representation for all manufacturing
in 1963 of 68.9 percent shown in tables Al and A2 is in

terms of value of products shipped. (Reweighted at the

major group level with application of value added, direct

coverage also works out at 68.9 percent for all man-
ufacturing. ) This coverage represented product quantity-

value or price data, with the exception of the products

of major group 27, Printing and Publishing, and pre-

fabricated houses (products of Industry 2433), where
the representation was derived from materials input

data. In the case of group 27, the paper cost figures

published in tables 7A for the printing and publishing

industries were deflated by paper unit-price changes

as reported by manufacturers of the printing and
publishing grades, except for newsprint, where news-
paper publishers' data on quantities of newsprint con-

sumed were used; for other materials and supplies,

BLS deflators from the stage-of-processing groupings
were used. The addition to the 1958-1963 coverage
through use of materials input data amounted to 3.9

percent at the all manufacturing level; the balance

of 65.0 percent came from directly represented product

data.

Approximation of the corresponding coverages in

1954, 1947, and 1939 are provided in the 1954 Census
of Manufactures indexes volume. (For exact citation,

see footnote 1 of table Al.) In the 1947-54 indexes,

82.2 percent of value added was represented by product
data, about 75 percent of which was based on physical
quantity data (designated as "Q" products), so that

in the 1947-1954 Census interval, the calculation of

deflators rested upon about 62 percent of directly

represented products compared with 65 percent in

the 1958-63 indexes. The corresponding direct coverage
in the 1939-47 indexes was approximately 51 percent.

The product groups where indirect substitution had

to be resorted to remain those where detailed product

pricing on a comparable basis— in the census of manu-
factures, or by BLS or other government agencies--has

been, to say the least, elusive. Prominent among such
groups are fabricated metal products, instruments,

ordnance items, and furniture. As already mentioned,

table A2 illustrates this feature by 2-digit group since

the difference between "total coverage" and "direct

coverage" measures the extent of indirect substitution

as a percentage of the value of products being represented.

The columns to the right of the direct coverage
factor which appear under the heading of "Direct
Coverage Representation" present, also by 2-digit group,

the separate contributions to the direct coverage claimed
for the group by use of Census-derived unit values,

the BLS (WPI) price series, and other quantity/value
data. These shares of product coverage are the end-

results of the whole review process which was engaged
in by the Census Bureau and Federal Reserve staffs

to select final deflators for output index purposes
which would be both meaningful and consistent with

the guidelines applied.

It will be observed in table A2 that the product groups
which were identified in chapter 2 as the most difficult

problem areas for selection of appropriate deflators

are those exhibiting the lowest proportions of direct

product pricing. Major groups with less than 60 percent

of product values providing data useful for deflation
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purposes, listed in the order of their relative importance

in terms of 1963 value-added, are: Transportation

Equipment; Machinery, Except Electrical; Electrical

Machinery; Fabricated Metal Products; Instruments

and Related Products; Furniture and Fixtures; Mis-
cellaneous Manufacturing; and Ordnance and Acces-
sories. For some of these groups this reflects the

beginning of the expansion of new instrumentation,

both for civilian and military purposes, and the sub-

stitution of complete "systems" made up of components
and end-use items.

Special Note on Part 2 (1954-1958)

The coverage factors shown for 1954 and 1958

represent total coverage rather than direct coverage
as provided in the 1963-indexes. Thus they include

the indirect substitution of price indexes and other

deflators at the product class (5-digit) level. The
extent of overstatement of direct product coverage
is believed to be about the same as the 6 percent
found in 1963 as the difference between total and
direct coverage.

As explained
in Chapter 2 and the notes to this appendix, deflators for such products were taken from the next higher order product summation at which
quantity or price data were available.

(2) As explained in the text preceding this table, the computer-generated coverage factors for 1963 have been reworked by hand to arrive at

the Direct Coverage percentages shown and the 1963 direct coverage percentages were then apportioned by source of data. These expressions
of direct coverage show in the last three columns of this table, the proportions of 1963 product shipments values which were represented by
Census unit value data, BLS (WPI) price indexes, or other quantity/value data.

(3) In these cases the computer treated the substitution of deflators from related product classes as "coverage"; actually, there was no
direct product coverage either in 1958 or 1963 for the products carrying this notation.

(4) As mentioned' in the preceding text, the deflators for prefabricated houses were derived from materials input data. In order to have
housing units of comparable size for 1958 and 1963, adjustments to the reported number of 1958 housing units were made on the basis of the
principal materials consumed by manufacturers, as published in table 7A of the 1963 Census of Manufactures for industry 2433.

(5) In order to secure the 1958-1963 unit value relative on a comparable square footage basis (1/8" equivalent thickness), reference had to
be made to the- short tons of pulp consumed by manufacturers reported in the Current Industrial Reports Series M26A, as well as to production
data collected by the Hardboard Institute,

(6) In 1963, in response to recommendations from the Envelope Manufacturers Association, respondents were requested for the first time to
report thousands of standard-size envelopes shipped, rather than short tons of paper and board consumed in their manufacture. Unfortunately,
reporting problems were experienced which resulted in a significant portion of the value of envelope shipments being reported without any
associated quantities, hence imputations from 1963 materials input data (tons of paper and board consumed, as in 1958) were made to derive the
indexes for this highly specialized industry.

(7) As explained in the text preceding this table, representation for the products of Major Group 27 was derived from materials input data
in the absence of meaningful measures of output or direct pricing in the WPI by the Bureau of Labor Statistics. The paper cost figures pub-
lished in tables 7A for these industries were deflated by paper unit price changes as reported by manufacturers of the printing and publishing
grades, except for newsprint where data on quantities used by newspaper publishers were used. For other materials and supplies, BLS defla-
tors from the stage-of-processing groupings were used.

(8) Deflators for this product class are based on weighted changes in unit value for gases by type and method of delivery, reported to the
Census since 1960 (Current Industrial Reports Series M28A), "linked to 1958-60 unit value changes for selected gases.

(9) Government-owned, privately-operated plants (Atomic Energy Commission contractors) do not enter into the computation of these product
indexes.

(10) Deflators for this product class are based on WPI indexes for pharmaceutical preparations from 1961 through 1963, linked to a special
regrouping of WPI components for selected pharmaceutical materials for 1958-61.

(11) Deflators for these products are based on changes in value per pound of resins consumed in the manufacture of selected plastics prod-
ucts, reported to the Census since 1961 (Current Industrial Reports Series M30D), linked to changes in unit value for plastics materials for
1958-61 derived from Tariff Commission data.

(12) Deflators for these products are based on value per unit of capacity (kilowatts and rated horsepower) as reported in the census.
Marine mechanical drive steam turbines were omitted from the deflator calculation.

(13) A price index for tractors, calculated by regression of price against various quality specifications by Lyle P. Fettig (Price Indexes
for Farm Tractors , unpublished Ph.D. thesis, University of Chicago, 1962), indicated a price rise of 1 percent from 1958 to 1962. The same
increase was shown by an index of average horsepower corrected for a shift to diesels and for addition of attachments. This 1958-62 price
index was brought up to 1963 using the WPI change for tractors.

This 1958-63 deflator for tractors showed 8.5 percent less rise than the WPI deflator for tractors. WPI deflators lowered by 8.5 per-
cent were also used for product classes 35223, 35224, 35225, 35226, 35228, and 35229.

(14) WPI deflators lowered by 8.5 percent (see note 13 for derivation of this correction factor) were used for product classes 35310,
35312, 35313, and 35317.

(15) Indexes for telephone and telegraph apparatus were derived from company information on quantities and prices supplied to the Office of

Business Economics, U.S. Department of Commerce.
(16) In the case of these electronic components, it was necessary to restate the published 1958 quantities in size-performance units com-

parable to the quantities reported in 1963. For transmitting tubes, the only product line requiring an adjustment of this nature was
3773011, high vacuum tubes. For semiconductor devices, however, the adjustments affected all the specifically-described product lines for the
reporting of transistors and diodes. Here the radical change in these components during this 5-year interval made meaningless any simple
counting of units produced or shipped: One transistor of the 1958 "standard performance size" was treated as equivalent to two 1963 transis-
tors, and four 1963 diodes were treated as equivalent to one 1958 diode.

(17) Quantity of production is measured by volume of enclosed space in cubic feet, from Marine Engineering Log and the monthly report of

the Shipbuilders Council of America. Completions data were prorated to provide estimates of construction performed in the two years, compa-
rable with the values of work done reported to the Census

.

(18) The deflator for this product class is a weighted index of average value per unit, from Census data, corrected by an index of average

capacity per unit derived from American Railway Car Institute data.

(19) The deflator for this product class is a weighted combination of unpublished unit value data for hypodermic syringes and needles,
Census deflators for metal office furniture, and NIH unit value data for instruments.

(20) The unit value relatives for dental metals (precious and nonprecious, product codes 3843011 and 3843015) were computed on the basis of

a canvass of leading supplier manufacturers conducted in 1967 at the request of the Census Bureau by the American Dental Trade Association.

In the case of porcelain teeth (product code 3843031), the apparent upward shift in product mix between 1958 and 1963 revealed in census re-

porting was adjusted by substituting the weighted unit value relative for porcelain products exhibiting no such apparent change in quality.

(21) The deflators for this product class were based on detailed quantity and value data, which had been reported for some 20 types of

film in the 1954, 1958 and 1963 Censuses of Manufactures but which had not been published for disclosure reasons. In 1963, the detailed

sizes and types of film entering into this recomputation aggregated $391 million in shipments (equivalent to 620 million square feet of sensi-

tized material) and included the following: 5 sizes of motion picture film, black and white; 6 sizes of motion picture film color; 4 sizes

and types of still picture film, black and white; and 3 types and sizes of still picture film, color.
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APPENDIX Bo INDUSTRY STATISTICS USED FOR
WEIGHTS, 4-DIGIT

This appendix presents the industry statistics which
were used as weights in computing the principal indexes
of production shown in this volume. The industry or
general statistics appear in two parts: Part 1, 1958 and
1963; and Part 2, 1954 and 1958 (New Code). The
principal variables shown in appendix B include: total

employment, total payroll, production worker man-hours,
value of shipments, and value added by manufacture. In

the case of part 1, it should be noted that for 1958 the

final revised 1958 figures by industry, as shown in Volume
II of the 1963 Census of Manufactures, were applied for

weighting purposes rather than the corresponding figures
as originally published in the 1958 Census of Manufactures.
(The principal cause for revisions in the 1958 industry

statistics was the inclusion of Alaska and Hawaii to

provide comparability with 1963.)

With respect to part 2, formulas for converting from
1954 to 1958 industry classifications were developed on
the basis of the indicated composition of value added for

the new SIC in terms of old SIC industries as shown in

appendix C of the 1958 Census of Manufactures, Volume II.

Where necessary, 1954 industry shipments by product
class (table 5B type data) in new SIC terms were estimated
by applying the percent change, 1958 compared to 1954,

for products made in all industries (as indicated in

table 6A) and included in the new 1958 product class. The
general or industry statistics (value added, total employ-
ment and payroll, etc.) were estimated from the data for

establishments specializing in the most closely related

1954 class of products, i.e., the general statistics of plants

specializing in the class of product or in the industrial

area represented by the products matched in table 6A.

The level of the general statistics were then adjusted to

the level of the estimated 1954 total shipments figures

for the class of products.

indexes, respectively.
The indexes shown in italics are considered to be of doubtful reliability, and are of three kinds:

(a) Indexes of the industry type that were estimated for "indirectly represented" industries (i.e., industries for which indexes
could not be constructed directly from physical quantity data). These indexes were calculated by deflating the change
between 1947 and 1954 in the value of shipments of each industry. In most cases, the deflator was based on the 1954 price
index calculated for the "directly represented" industries in its major group taken as a whole. In a few cases, a more
selective procedure was used in choosing a deflator; and in the "Instruments and Related Products" and "Miscellaneous Manufac-
tures" industry groups some use was made of price indexes for several industry groups combined and for all manufacturing.
Product-type indexes were not constructed for these industries.

(b) Indexes of the product type based on physical quantity data amounting in all to less than 40 percent of the total value of

the given industry's primary products shipped by all industries. The corresponding industry-type indexes are also shown in
italics.

(c) Indexes considered to be unreliable because of special conditions for which suitable adjustments could not be made in the

data at hand.
