Świętosława of Poland
The Chronicon of Thietmar of Merseburg and the 
Encomium Emmae report Cnut's mother as having 
been Świętosława, a daughter of Mieszko I of Poland. 
Norse sources of the High Middle Ages, most 
prominently Heimskringla by Snorri Sturluson, also 
give a Polish princess as Cnut's mother, whom they 
call Gunhild and a daughter of Burislav, the king of 
Vindland. Since in the Norse sagas the king of 
Vindland is always Burislav, this is reconcilable with 
the assumption that her father was Mieszko (not his 
son Bolesław). Adam of Bremen in Gesta 
Hammaburgensis ecclesiae pontificum is unique in 
equating Cnut's mother (for whom he also produces no 
name) with the former queen of Sweden, wife of Eric 
the Victorious and by this marriage mother of Olof 
Skötkonung.

Recently, a Polish hypothesis has appeared. John P. 
Ravilious has proposed that Agatha was daughter of 
Mieszko II Lambert of Poland by his German wife, 
making her kinswoman of both Emperors Henry, as 
well as sister of a Hungarian queen, who was married 
to Béla I. Ravilious and MichaelAnne Guido 
subsequently published an article setting forth further 
evidence concerning the hypothesized Polish 
parentage of Agatha, including the derivation of the 
name Agatha (and of her putative sister Gertrude of 
Poland) from the names of saints associated with the 
abbey of Nivelles. This argument is further supported 
by the replacement by Andrew I of Hungary (husband 
of Anastasia of Kiev) of his brother Béla as his heir 
apparent with his young son Salomon in 1057. If 
Agatha had been Andrew's sister-in-law, and aunt of 
Salomon, this act by King Andrew would have 
strengthened her bonds and those of her husband 
Edward to Hungary's future: however, if Agatha was a 
sister-in-law to Béla (husband of Richeza of Poland) 
she and Edward would most likely have been inclined 
to leave Hungary in 1057 at the time of Béla's 
rebellion.

Agatha of Poland

Before he died, Bolesław III Wrymouth divided the country, in a limited sense, among four of his sons. He made 
complex arrangements intended to prevent fratricidal warfare and preserve the Polish state's formal unity, but 
after Bolesław's death, the implementation of the plan failed and a long period of fragmentation was ushered in. 
For nearly two centuries, the Piasts would spar with each other, the clergy, and the nobility for the control over the 
divided kingdom. The stability of the system was supposedly assured by the institution of the senior or high duke 
of Poland, based in Kraków and assigned to the special Seniorate Province that was not to be subdivided. 
Following his concept of seniorate, Bolesław divided the country into five principalities: Silesia, Greater Poland, 
Masovia, Sandomierz and Kraków. The first four provinces were given to his four sons, who became independent 
rulers. The fifth province, the Seniorate Province of Kraków, was to be added to the senior among the princes 
who, as the Grand Duke of Kraków, was the representative of the whole of Poland. This principle broke down 
already within the generation of Bolesław III's sons, when Władysław II the Exile, Bolesław IV the Curly, Mieszko 
III the Old and Casimir II the Just fought for power and territory in Poland, and in particular over the throne of 
Kraków. The external borders left by Bolesław III at his death closely resembled the borders left by Mieszko I; this 
original early Piast monarchy configuration had not survived the fragmentation period.

Fragmentation of the realm (1138-1320)

The Treaty of Merseburg of 1033 was an agreement 
between the Salian Holy Roman Emperor Conrad II and 
the Piast king of Poland Mieszko II Lambert, settling the 
question of Polish succession which had been contested 
between Mieszko Lambert and his half-brothers 
Bezprym, Otto, and Dytryk, since the death of Bolesław I 
the Brave. Poland was divided into three parts with 
Mieszko Lambert designated as the supreme ruler. In 
exchange for the Emperor's support however, Mieszko 
was forced to renounce the title of king, which had been 
acquired in 1025 by his father and give up control over 
Lusatia and Upper Lusatia. Soon after the treaty was 
concluded, however, Otto died of natural causes and 
Mieszko prevented Dietric from assuming power in his 
portion of the divided Poland. Mieszko also 
subsequently continued to use the title of king until his 
death shortly after the treaty in 1034.

The Treaty of Trentschin was concluded on 24 August 
1335 between King Casimir III of Poland and King John 
of Bohemia as well as his son Margrave Charles IV. The 
agreement was reached by the agency of Casimir's 
brother-in-law King Charles I of Hungary and signed at 
Trencsén Castle in the Kingdom of Hungary (present-
day Trenčín, Slovakia). It initiated the transfer of 
suzerainty over the former Polish province of Silesia to 
the Kingdom of Bohemia, whereafter the Duchies of 
Silesia were incorporated into the Bohemian Crown.

Sigismund II Augustus
Sigismund Augustus married three times; his first wife, 
Elizabeth of Austria, died in 1545 at just eighteen. He 
was then involved in several relationships with 
mistresses, the most famous being Barbara Radziwiłł, 
who became Sigismund's second wife and Queen of 
Poland in spite of his mother's disapproval. The 
marriage was deemed scandalous and was fiercely 
opposed by the royal court and the nobility. Barbara 
died five months after her coronation, presumably due 
to ill health, however, rumours circulated that she was 
poisoned. Sigismund finally wedded Catherine of 
Austria, but remained childless throughout his life. 
Sigismund Augustus was the last male member of the 
Jagiellon dynasty. Following the death of his sister 
Anna in 1596 the Jagiellonian dynasty came to an end.

Władysław II Jagiełło
Władysław II Jagiełło was Grand Duke of Lithuania and then King of Poland, first 
alongside his wife Jadwiga until 1399, and then sole ruler of Poland. Born a pagan, 
he converted to Catholicism in 1386 and was baptized as Ladislaus, married the 
young Queen Jadwiga, and was crowned King of Poland as Władysław II Jagiełło. 
In 1387, he converted Lithuania to Catholicism. His own reign in Poland started in 
1399, upon the death of Queen Jadwiga, lasted a further thirty-five years, and laid 
the foundation for the centuries-long Polish–Lithuanian union. The dynasty ruled 
both states until 1572, and became one of the most influential dynasties in late 
medieval and early modern Europe.

Władysław II was the last pagan ruler of medieval Lithuania. After he became King 
of Poland, as a result of the Union of Krewo, the newly formed Polish-Lithuanian 
union confronted the growing power of the Teutonic Order. The allied victory at the 
Battle of Grunwald in 1410, followed by the Peace of Thorn, secured the Polish and 
Lithuanian borders and marked the emergence of the Polish–Lithuanian alliance as 
a significant force in Europe. The reign of Władysław II Jagiełło extended Polish 
frontiers and is often considered the beginning of Poland's Golden Age.

Louis I of Hungary
Louis I, also Louis the Great or Louis the Hungarian, 
was King of Hungary and Croatia from 1342 and King 
of Poland from 1370. He was the first child of Charles I 
of Hungary and his wife, Elizabeth of Poland, to 
survive infancy. A 1338 treaty between his father and 
Casimir III of Poland, Louis's maternal uncle, 
confirmed Louis's right to inherit the Kingdom of 
Poland if his uncle died without a son. In exchange, 
Louis was obliged to assist his uncle to reoccupy the 
lands that Poland had lost in previous decades. He 
bore the title of Duke of Transylvania between 1339 
and 1342 but did not administer the province.

Wenceslaus II of Bohemia
In 1291, High Duke Przemysł II of Poland ceded the 
sovereign Duchy of Kraków to Wenceslaus. Kraków 
was associated with the overlordship of Poland, but 
Przemysł held the other duchies and in 1295 was 
crowned king. After Przemysł's death in 1296, 
Wenceslaus became overlord of Poland and in 1300, 
and had himself crowned its king.

Casimir III the Great
Casimir III the Great reigned as the King of Poland 
from 1333 to 1370. He also later became King of 
Ruthenia in 1340, and fought to retain the title in the 
Galicia-Volhynia Wars. He was the last Polish king 
from the Piast dynasty. Casimir inherited a kingdom 
weakened by war and made it prosperous and 
wealthy. He reformed the Polish army and doubled the 
size of the kingdom. He reformed the judicial system 
and introduced a legal code, gaining the title "the 
Polish Justinian". Casimir built extensively and 
founded the Jagiellonian University (back then simply 
called the University of Krakow). He also confirmed 
privileges and protections previously granted to Jews 
and encouraged them to settle in Poland in great 
numbers. Casimir left no legitimate sons. When he 
died in 1370 from an injury received while hunting, his 
nephew, King Louis I of Hungary, succeeded him as 
king of Poland in personal union with Hungary.

Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth
The Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth, formally known as the Kingdom of Poland and the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, or simply 
Poland–Lithuania, sometimes called a federation, of Poland and Lithuania ruled by a common monarch in real union, who was both 
King of Poland and Grand Duke of Lithuania. It was one of the largest and most populous countries of 16th- to 17th-century Europe. 
At its largest territorial extent, in the early 17th century, the Commonwealth covered almost 1,000,000 km2 (400,000 sq mi) and as of 
1618 sustained a multi-ethnic population of almost 12 million. The Commonwealth was established by the Union of Lublin in July 
1569, but the Crown of the Kingdom of Poland and the Grand Duchy of Lithuania had been in a de facto personal union since 1386 
with the marriage of the Polish queen Jadwiga and Lithuania's Grand Duke Jogaila, who was crowned King jure uxoris Władysław II 
Jagiełło of Poland. The First Partition in 1772 and the Second Partition in 1793 greatly reduced the state's size. The Commonwealth 
was partitioned out of existence in the Third Partition of 1795. The Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth was marked by high levels of 
ethnic diversity and by relative religious tolerance, guaranteed by the Warsaw Confederation Act 1573, however, the degree of 
religious freedom varied over time. The Constitution of 1791 acknowledged Catholicism as the "dominant religion", unlike the 
Warsaw Confederation, but freedom of religion was still granted with it. After several decades of prosperity, it entered a period of 
protracted political, military, and economic decline. Its growing weakness led to its partitioning among its neighbors (Austria, Prussia, 
and Russia) during the late 18th century. Shortly before its demise, the Commonwealth adopted a massive reform effort and enacted 
the 3 May Constitution, which was the first codified constitution in modern European history and the second in modern world history 
after the United States Constitution.

Partitions (1772-1795)
In 1764, aristocrat Stanisław August Poniatowski was elected monarch with the connivance and support of his former lover Catherine 
the Great, a German noblewoman who became Empress of Russia. Poniatowski's attempts at reform were met with staunch 
resistance both internally and externally. Any goal of stabilizing the Commonwealth was dangerous for its ambitious and aggressive 
neighbours. Like his predecessors, he sponsored artists and architects. In 1765 he founded the Warsaw Corps of Cadets, the first 
state school in Poland for all classes of society. In 1773 the king and parliament formed the Commission of National Education, the 
first Ministry of Education in European history. In 1792, the king ordered the creation of Virtuti Militari, the oldest military decoration 
still in use. Stanisław August also admired the culture of Ancient kingdoms, particularly Rome and Greece; Neoclassicism became 
the dominant form of architectural and cultural expression. Politically, however, the vast Commonwealth was in steady decline and by 
1768, it started to be considered by Russians as a protectorate of the Russian Empire despite the fact that it was still an independent 
state. A majority of control over Poland was central to Catherine's diplomatic and military strategies. Attempts at reform, such as the 
Four-Year Sejm's May Constitution, came too late. The country was partitioned in three stages by the Russian Empire, the German 
Kingdom of Prussia, and the Austrian Habsburg Monarchy. By 1795, the Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth had been completely 
erased from the map of Europe. Poland and Lithuania were not re-established as independent countries until 1918.

Polish Golden Age
The Polish Golden Age was the Renaissance period in Poland and the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, roughly corresponding to the 
period of rule of the King Sigismund I the Old (1506–1548) and his son, Sigismund II Augustus, the last of the Jagiellonian Dynasty 
monarchs, until his death in 1572. Some historians argue that the Polish Golden Age continued into the mid-17th century, when the 
Polish–Lithuanian Commonwealth was ravaged by the Khmelnytsky Uprising (1648–57) and by the Swedish and Russian invasion. 
During its Golden Age, the Commonwealth became one of the largest kingdoms of Europe, stretching from modern Estonia in the 
north to Moldavia in the east and Bohemia in the west. In the 16th century the Commonwealth grew to almost 1 million km2, with a 
population of 11 million. It prospered from its enormous grain, wood, salt, and cloth exports to Western Europe via the Baltic Sea 
ports of Gdańsk, Elbląg, Riga, Memel, and Königsberg. The Commonwealth's major cities included Poznań, Kraków, Warsaw, Lviv, 
Vilnius, Toruń, and, for a time in the 17th century, Kyiv and Smolensk. The Commonwealth army was able to defend the realm from 
foreign invasion, and also participated in aggressive campaigns against Poland's neighbors. As Polonization followed in conquered 
territories, at least among the politically influential classes, the Polish language became the lingua franca of Central and Eastern 
Europe. During its Golden Age, the Commonwealth was regarded as one of the most powerful states in Europe. It had a unique 
system of government, known as Golden Liberty, in which all the nobility (szlachta), regardless of economic status, were considered 
equal and enjoyed extensive legal rights and privileges. One of the system's features was the liberum veto, used for the first time in 
1653. The nobility, comprising szlachta and magnates, made up 8-10% of the Commonwealth's population.
