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PREFACE

This collection contains principally the statistics with reference to the tea production,
domestic movement, imports and exports, also import figures for tea substitute in
Japan Proper; the tea production, export and internal shipments in Formosa; and
the statistics of tea production in foreign countries, also the statistics of consuming
markets.

The report principally contains the statistics of distriets (“Fu” or “ Ken™)
where Tea Association Rules are enforced. There are 25 “Fu” or “ Ken governed
by Tea Association Rules. Each district either “Fu” or “Ken” is an important
tea district, while tea figures for the production and exports by others are extremely
small to affect the statistical figures for whole country in any material extent.

Although this Statistics had been published individua;ly or with the reports by our
correspondents and despatched officials, under the title of “the Tea Report,” we have
now decided, considering for completeness and convenience in future, to separate this
statistics and issue hereafter as “ the Annual Statistical Tea Report of the Nippon
Tea Association,” following numbers every year.

Thanks are due to those who were kind enough to furnish us with valuable data.
