Since our letter of the Sth Novem-
ber, 1848 wauas written, our attention has been
more particularly directed to the state of the cur-
rency in the Northh Western, and bordering Pro-
vinees, and we have addressed you upon that sub-
Jjeqgt, in our letiegr in tlus Department, of the 19th
June last, in which wa bave adverted to the un-

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satisfactory condition of the Copper as well pg of
,the Silver Currency in those Provinces, which un-
der present circumstances, must both be supplied
from the Mint at Calcutta, we are of opinion that
it will be desirable to defer any detuiled reply
to the remat]r-, contained in your letter of the 22d
March on the subjeot of the Copper Currency, un-
til we have bLefore us, some fuller information up-
on the subject geunerally, whereby we may form
& more satisfactory judgment upon the (uestion
telating to an undue issue of that coin. We re-
quested in our letter of the 8th November, 1848,
to be informed what are the Regulations under
which your cupper coinage is circulated, but these
you have not transmitted, and with reference to
the great deficiency of thit coinage said to exist
in the North Western Provinees, we desire to be
informed; what means are used fur conveying ge-
nuine copper coin to those Provinces, or to distant
parts of the Lower Provinces, and to whut extent
they bave bLeen, or are usually, found available.
Qbserving from the return renderced by your Mint
Muaster, the very considerable amount of copper
coinage annually returned to the Mint, and the
large proportion of it which is re issuable, we de-
sire to be furnished with a quarterly return from
the year 1832 33 of the quantity of copper coin
i depgsit i the Mint and General Treasumy, dis-

K)ing s0 far as practicable, the new coina

to the Mint, and are fit forie issue. Tlas will sup-
ply another part of the information required in
our letter above referred to, namely, to what ex-
tent the cepper coin fabricated, is put into circa-
lation.

15. We decire that this information be furnish-
ed us soon as it is prepared, without waiting for
the reply to our letter of 19th June last, which re-
ply huwever, we should be glad to receive at as
early a period as practicable,

16. With regard to the particular descriptions
of coin in use, we observe from your letter of the
22d DMarch last, that the single Pyce is a very po-
pular coin, and the double Pyce most unpopular.
The piec piece does not find gencral favour with
the native population, probably on the ground
which you mention, namely, that the Subdivision
of 3 pies to one Pyce or 12 pies to the anna, com-
moa in Bengal, is disapproved of in other parts
of the country where it is the habit of the peo-
ple to reckun coins, or tokens by fours.

17. You state that the issue of small Silver
coins (}, 1 and & Rupee,) has been effected as far
as practicable and that the coins are popular.

Act No. —— or 1850,
An Act to amend Act XXI.N. of 1838, for pre-
venting the unlawful manufucture of Salt.

Whereas the Laws in force for prevention of
the unlawful manufacture of Salt in the Provinces
of Bengel, Bebar and Orissa are incffectual, it is
enacted as follows :

I. Any Salt Agent or Superintendent of Salt
Chokies, and also any Assistaut to a Salt Agent
or Superintendent, or head Officer of any Salt
Chokee or Aurung, to whom information shall be
given that salt is unlawfully manufactured in any
warehouse, dwelling house or other enclosed place
within his jurisdiction, may act upon such in-
formation in the same manner as in Act XXIX,
1838 he is authorized to act., upon information
given him of salt exceeding one maund in quan-
tity boing in store in a house, warehouse or other
place ; and all freshly manufactured contraband
salt found by such Oflicer shall be liable to seizure,
together with the implements of manufacture, and
the provisions of Sections 11. to X. of Act XXIX.
1838 as to the receipt of information and the
manner of search and seizure, and of Section
XXIIL of the same Act as to the penalty for falsc
and malicious information shall be applicable to
information given, and search and secizure made
under this Act.

Whereas, under an Act of Parliament pas<ed in
the forticth year of the Reign of King Gceorge the
Third, entitled * an Act for cstablishing further
Regulations for the Government of the British
Territories in India, and the better Administration
of Justice within the same,” Sir Thomas Idward
Mitchell Turton, Buronet, us Registrar of the
Eecclesiastical Court at Fort Willinmn in Bengal,
was cmpowerced to administer to the Estates of
all British Subjects dying intestate within the
said Presidency of Fort William in default of any
claim made and established on behalf of any next
of kin or Creditor to the deceased ; And where-
as the said Sir Thomas, on or about the 25th
day of February 184S, resigned the Office of Re-
gistrar of the said Ecclesiastical Court, then being
insolvent, and unable to pay several large sums of
money due to the owners of sundry Estates to
which be had administered or had assumed to ad-

REPORT OF A SUMMARY CASI DETER-
MINED BY TIE COURT OF SUDDER
DEWANNY ADAWLUT.

17th September, 1850.
A vakeel, who accepts a vakalutnamab, without
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endorsing on it say conditions, canmnot decline te
plead when the eause comes on for hearing.

Goordyal Singh,— Petitioner.

The petitioner, on the 34 August, 1850, perso-
nally filed a petition for the admission of a Special
Appeal from the decision of the Acting Judge of
East Burdwan, dated the 29th April, 1850, rcvers-
ing that of the Principal Sudder Amecn of the
26th July, 1849. On the 4th September follow-
ing, Nubeen Chunder Paul, a Pleader of the Court,
filed a vakalutnamah, without any conditions, but,
on the 16th idem, declined pleading in the case,
on the ground that he had received neither any
papers nor his fees, as had been agreed upon.

The question was referred to the whole Court,
whether a vakesl, having unconditionally accept-
ed a vakalutnamah, is at liberty to withdraw on
any such grounds.

The following remarks were recorded —Mr. A.
Dick, Sir R. Barlow, and Mr. J. R. Colvin :—

¢ In this case, a Pleader, Nubeen Chunder Paul,
having accepted a vakalutnamah without any con-
ditions written on it, he cannot be allowed to de-
cline pleading, on the excuse that he has not re-
ceived his fees as promised.”

Mr. Jackson. ¢I think the Pleader may re-
fuse to plead or the Client may refuse to pay, and
that this Court cannot interfere between the par-
ties.’

Mr. Danbar. ¢ Were the Court not to interfere,
vakeels might Lhold back from mere caprice, or
refuse to plead, just as a case came on, in order to
extort better terma. 1 concur with Mr. Dick, Sir
R. Barlow, and Mr. Colvin.’

The petition was brought to a hearing before
Messrs. Welby Jackson and J. R. Colvin on the
23d September, and the application rejected.

CIRCULAR ORDERS OF THE SUDDER
BOARD OF REVENULE.
No. 76.

From the Secretary to the Sudder Board of Re-
venue, (o the Commissioner of Revenue for the Di-
vision of . Dated Fort William, the 6¢h
December, 1850.

The Sudder Board of Revenue having bad be-
fore them the Returns to their Circular of the -ith
of June last, No. 32, regarding the realization of
the remuneration of Ameens employed in effect-
ing butwarrahs, I am direoted to communiocate

[ Government Gazette, 28th January, 1851.]
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the following observations and orders for the in-
formation and guidance of yourself and your subor-
dinates.

2d. It appears that according to existing prac-
tice, in the great majority of instances, all the
expcnses of a butwarrah fall, in the first instance,
on the sharer or sharers who apply for it.  This
in the opimion of the Board is contrary to justice,
and to the apinit of Clause 3, Section 4, Regula-
tion NIX, of 1814. Convinced that individual
proprietors should be protected against the vio-
lence and fraud of their ce-sharcers, the Legisla-
ture bhas conferrcd on the proprietors of Sudder
Blalrouczitee Lstates, the right of separating their
shares fromm the joint prouperty and constituting
their distinet estates, with a distinet amount ot
revenue assigned to them as payable to the State.
Tt recins to be abwolutely included as a part of this
night, that the shaier who requires that his share
should be formed into n distinet estate should be
called on to pay only lus fuir share (and from the
beginming) of the expenses incident to the pro-
cess of separation. If this addition to the 1ight
wcre not made, the 1ight itself would, in many
caacs, be one mcrely in name. The expence,
especially with 1eference to the large addition to
it caused by the prosisions of Act XI. of 1838, 1
it fell entirely in tlc fizst instanee, on an andivi-
dual applicant for a division, would frequently
operate as a complete bur to the assertion of that
applicant’s right.

3d. Although the time at which all the pro-
prietors are to be made to contribute to the ex-
pense of a division i3 ot stated in Clause 3, Sce
tion 4, Regulation XIX. of 1814, it must, fiom a
cunsideration of the foregoing reasous, be held to
be at the date when the application is made. It
has been objected by ome Commissioner that the
enforcement of such a rule will lead to great de-
lay, and that when the applicants voluntarily pay
the whole expense in advance, there is nothing il-
legal in theiwr doing so. Undoubtedly some delay
will be caused by not proceeding with a division,
oatil the necessary expenses have been collected
from all the pioprietors rateably ; but justice in
such a case 'renders submission to delay unavoid-
able. With respect to the voluutary payment of
the whole expcense by the applicants, it is fairly
to be presumed that the paiyment 18 made in igno-
1ance of their rights under the law. It is the du-
ty of the Revenue Authorities, not to all,»w pro-
prietors to remain 1n ignorance on a point so im-
portant. If, however, individual applicants, in
full knowledge of their rights, choose to adsance,
mn the first instance, all the expense required, they
may be indulged accordingly.

4th. In order to facilitate the enfourccinent of
the rule of rateable contribution of the expense
from all the proprietors, applicants for a separa-
tion of their shares, should be strictly enjoined when
they present a petition for a butwarrah, to submit
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a list of the proprietors of the estate with a speci-
fication of the extent and kind of interest held in
it by each. That interest will be of the kind des-
cribed either in Section 33, Regulation X1X. of
1814, or in Section 34 of that Regulation. That
is, it will either be a share in the whole estate re-
presented by a fraction of a rupee, or it will be.a
share of the estate represented by the ownership
of specific lands. In both cases, the criterion of
proper contribution is best represented in the first
instance by the amount of Jumma which the res-
pective sharers pay to the Government. The pro-
prietors amongst themselves always know this, and
the applicants can be at no loss to supply this in-
formation to the Collector until it is supplied, he
should not act upon the provisions of Section 4,
Regulation XIX. of 1814. The Collector will of
course take steps to verify the information so sup-
plied, by all the means afforded by his records and
otherwise.

5th. The next question for the Collector’s con-
sideration is the probable expense of the butwar-
rah. Iio will have to consider the time that will
be necessary for its completion, with reference to
the number of hands to be employed in measuring
the lands, and preparing the necessary papers, and
he will have to fix what would be a fair remunera-
tion to the person entrusted with the superinten-
dence of the work. The extent and value of the
property are important elements in this calculation,
and for information on the above points, the Col-
lector must consult the applicants and lns records.
The object of Act XI. of 1833, the Board obscrve
is so to remunerate those who are employcad in «f
fecting a butwarrah as to secure honesty in the
performar ce of the task without needleas expense
to the Proprietors. The problem is, no doubt, vne
of most difficult solution, but the Collector and
Commissioner nfist do their best towards an ap-
proximation to its solution.

6th. Ilaving fixed an estimate of the probable
expense, the Collector will have to decide whether
the amount shall be collected from the proprietors
at once or by instalments, and in this latter case, by
how many. These two also are points which must
be left to the discietion of the local Officers— they
will be guided by the largeness or smaliness of the
estate and the time, from whateyer causes arising,
that will be required for the cumpletion of the
work.

7th. The amount and time of collection being
determined, notices must be servod on the proprie-
tors (the expense of which must be included in the
estimate,) informing them of the fact of a butwar-
rah having been applied for, and of their liability
in consequence of their interest in the estate,
«(which must be stated) to pay their quota of the
expense, and calling on them to do so, within a
given time—say 15 clear days from thoe scrving of
she notice, otherwise their righta and interests in

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the estate will be sold for the realization of their
guota. If they appear 1n the interim and deny that
they are liable for the amount charged to them,
the Collector must enquire into their case and de-
cide accordingly. When it may be necessary for
the Collector to proceed to a sale, he must sell un-
der the siath class of arrears described 1n Scction
3, Act 1. of 1815.

8th In disbursing the money collected, the
Collector should be guided so as to have 1t 1n s
power “to withhold part of the remuneration from
the pc1sun entrusted with the superintendence of
the butwarrah, and a2 portion of the wages payable
to those cmployed mm measuring the lands of the
estates, 1in case of neglect or finud being establish-
«d aganst cither ot those partics,
