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INTRODUCTION
This report provides a series of outline maps

for users of census statistics as a guide to the loca-

tions of counties and census divisions in each prov-
ince, as well as of townships, municipalities, par-
ishes, and other organized municipal subdivisions.
A series of maps is included to show the component
municipalities of Census Metropolitan Areas and
Census Major Urban Areas. (Outline maps of census
tracts may be found in Report No. 1—15, and in the
individual reports of the Census Tract Series.)

Due to the small scale of these maps, it is not
possible to show all the incorporated cities, towns
and villages. Their locations, as to county and mu-
nicipal subdivision, are indicated by an alphabetical
arrangement in Table 10 of Report No. 1-7. Further,
the reference maps are restricted to bare outline,
and show only the broad geographic relationships of
the areas involved. For maps on a larger scale pro-

viding detailed topographic features, other map
sources should be consulted.

For the Provinces of Prince Edward Island,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, the census subdivisions
are numbered on the maps according to their official

designations (e.g., for Prince Edward Island, the

numbers on the map indicate Township 1, Township
2, and so on). For the remaining provinces, the mu-
nicipalities, townships, or parishes, etc., are num-
bered on the maps in the same sequence as that in

which they appear in the statistical tables. (See
Table 9 in Reports No. 1—3 to 1-6 inclusive, and
legends on reverse sides of maps.)

On the following pages, a brief description is

presented of the statistical uses of counties and
census divisions, and the types of organization of

municipal subdivisions in the various provinces. The
statement below provides a list of the reference maps
appearing in this report.

Le present rapport offre aux usagers de la statisti-

que du recensementune serie de cartes qui les aideront

a localiser les comtes et les divisions de recensement
de chaque province, de meme que les cantons ou town-
ships, les municipalites, les paroisses et autres subdi-
visions municipales organisees. Une autre serie de
cartes indique les municipalites constituantes des
zones metropolitaines de recensement et des grandes
agglomerations urbaines de recensement. (Les cartes
des secteurs de recensement paraissent dans le rapport
1—15 et dans les rapports particuliers de la serie des
secteurs de recensement.)

A cause de I'echelle reduite de ces cartes, 11 n'est
guere possible d'indiquer tous les cites, villes et vil-

lages constitues. Leur situation dans le comte et la

subdivision municipale figure en ordre alphabetique au
tableau 10 du rapport 1—7. D'ailleurs, les cartes de
reference se restreignent aux grandes lignes et n'indi-
quent, en general, que les rapports geographiques qui
existent entre les regions. Si Ton desire des cartes qui

fournissent sur une plus haute echelle des caracteres
topographiques detailles, on devra recourir a d'autres
sources.

En ce qui concerne I'lle-du-Prince-Edouard, la
Saskatchewan et I'Alberta, les cartes numerotent les
subdivisions de recensement d'apres leur designation
of/icielle (par exemple, les numeros sur. la carte de
I'lle-du-Prince-Edouard representent le township 1, le

township 2, et ainsi de suite). Quant aux autres provin-
ces, la numerotation des municipalites, townships ou
cantons, paroisses, etc., suit I'ordre naturel de leur
inscription aux tableaux statistiques. (Voir le tableau.
9 des rapports 1—3 a 1—6 inclus et les legendes au
verso des cartes.)

Les pages qui suivent presenterit une breve des-
cription des emplois statistiques des comtes et divi-

sions de recensement, et de la forme d'organisation des
subdivisions municipales dans les diverses provinces.
L'expose ci-dessous presente une liste des cartes de
reference qui figurent au present rapport.

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APPENDIX C- REFERENCE MAPS

Counties and census divisions

To provide statistical data for comparable areas

within provinces, use is made of counties and cen-

sus divisions to compile many of the results of the

census. In Prince Edward Island, Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, Quebec and Ontario, counties are used

for this purpose. The remaining provinces of New-
foundland, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and
British Columbia have been divided into "census
divisions", since there are no counties correspond-

ing in function to those in the foregoing provinces.

Census divisions were established for Manitoba,

Saskatchewan and Alberta at the time of the 1921

Census; for British Columbia, before the 1931 Cen-
sus; and for Newfoundland, before the 1951 Census.
For the majority of provinces, there have been no

significant changes in the counties or census divi-

sions since they were first created. However, the

census divisions of Alberta were completely revised

before the 1956 Census, and those of Manitoba be-

fore the 1961 Census, to provide more meaningful

statistical areas which would take into account the

marked changes in the socio-economic aspects of

these provinces.

In the Province of Quebec, a number of "muni-

cipal" counties have been created in recent years

which subdivide some of the original or "census"
counties. Also, a number of minor changes in county

boundaries have not been followed, for the reason

that it would be impossible to make comparisons

with earlier censuses. Such departures as have

been necessary are shown in the list of municipali-

ties so affected, in Table 9, at the conclusion of

the Quebec portion of the table. (See Report No.

1-4.)

In the Province of Ontario, in addition to the

43 counties in the southern parts of the Province,

there are 11 territorial districts in northern Ontario

which for census purposes are treated as counties.

Whereas in Quebec certain counties have been sub-

divided for municipal purposes, the reverse has

occurred in Ontario where a number of counties have

been united for this reason (e.g., the county of

Durham & Northumberland).

Census subdivisions

Certain basic population and agricultural data

are given not only for counties and census divi-

sions, but for municipal and "census" subdivisions

of these areas as well. The main elements of the

municipal organization of each province as employed

in census statistics are outlined in the following

paragraphs. It should be noted that Indian Reserves

are treated as separate subdivisions, and, as in the

case of cities, towns and villages, they are not

included with the municipalities in which they may

be located. (The locations of incorporated cities,

towns and villages are indicated in Table 10 of

Report No. 1-7.)

APPENDICE C- CARTES DE REFERENCE

Comtes et divisions de recensement

Afin de pouvoir presenter des donnees statistiques

qui permettent la comparaison entre diverses regions

au sein des provinces on utilise les comtes et les divi-

sions de recensement comme base de calcul dans le

cas de nombreux resultats du recensement. Les comtes

de rile-du-Prince-Edouard, de la Nouvelle-Ecosse, du

Nouveau-Brunswick, du Quebec et de I'Ontario sont

tout designes a cette fin. Les autres provinces (Terre-

Neuve, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta et Colombie-

Britannique) ont ete divisees en "divisions de recense-

ment", car elles n'ont pas de comtes qui remplissent

les fonctions de ceux des autres provinces.

Les divisions de recensement ont ete delimitees

lors du recensement de 1921 au Manitoba, en Saskat-

chewan et en Alberta, avant celui de 1931 en Colombie-

Britannique, et avant celui de 1951 a Terre-Neuve.

Dans la plupart des provinces, les comtes et divisions

de recensement n'ont subi aucun changement important

depuis leur etablissement. Toutefois, les divisions de

recensement de I'Alberta ont subi une refonte complete

avant le recensement de 1956 et celles du Manitoba,

avant celui de 1961, afin de creer des secteurs territo-

riaux plus significatifs en statistique et qui tiennent

compte des progres marques de I'aspect socio-economi-

que de ces provinces.

Dans la province de Quebec, ces dernieres annees,

certains comtes "municipaux" ont ete crees qui sub-

divisent les comtes originaux ou "de recensement". De
plus, on n'a pas tenu compte de certains changements

mineurs apportes aux limites des comtes, pour la raison

qu'il aurait ete impossible d'etablir des comparaisons

avec les recensements anterieurs. Ces ecarts, quand on

les a juges necessaires, figurent a la liste des muni-

cipalites (tableau 9) a la fin de la partie du tableau

relative au Quebec. (Voir le rapport 1-4.)

L'Ontario compte, en plus des 43 comtes du sud de

la province, 11 districts territoriaux qui, aux fins de

recensement, font office de comtes dans I'Ontario-Nord.

Alors que le Quebec subdivisait certains comtes a des

fins municipales, le contraire s'est produit dans

I'Ontario, qui a reuni un certain nombre de comtes pour

la meme raison (par exemple, le comte de Durham et

Northumberland).

Subdivisions de recensement

Certaines donnees fondamentales sur la population

et r agriculture s'appliquent non seulement aux comtes
et divisions de recensement, mais aussi aux subdivi-

sions municipales et"de recensement" de ces regions.

Les paragraphes suivants esquissent les principaux

elements de 1' organisation municipale de chaque pro-

vince qui ont servi a la statistique du recensement. A
remarquer que les reserves indiennes constituent des

subdivisions distinctes et que, tout comme les cites,

villes et villages, on ne les classe pas avec les muni-

cipalites au sein desquelles elles sont situees. (La

situation des cites, villes et villages constitues est

donnee au tableau 10 du rapport 1—7.)
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Newfoundland.- Because of the relatively large

extent of areas not municipally organized in New-
foundland, "census" subdivisions were established

at the time of the 1951 Census. These subdivisions

are identified alphabetically on the reference map
for Newfoundland. Within the "census" subdivi-

sions, the municipally organized localities at the

date of the 1966 Census included: 2 cities, 61

towns, 67 local government communities, 4 rural

districts and 9 local improvement districts.

Prince Edward Island. — The subdivisions on June 1,

1966 included one city, 7 towns, 20 incorporated

villages, 67 townships and 2 royalties. The town-

ships and royalties are shown on the reference map
and are numbered according to their official desig-

nations.

Terre-Neuve. — A cause de I'Stendue relativement vaste

des regions non organisees en municipalites a Terre-

Neuve, on y a cree des subdivisions "de recensement"
lors du recensement de 1951. Sur la carte de Terre-
Neuve, ces subdivisions se reconnaissent a leur signe

alphabetique. Lors du recensement de 1966, les locali-

tes pourvues d'une organisation municipale en dedans
des subdivisions "de recensement" comprenaient 2

cites, 61 villes, 67 centres d'administration locale, 4

districts ruraux et 9 districts d' amelioration locale.

fle-du-Prince-Edouard. — Le ler juin 1966, les subdivi-

sions comprenaient une cite, 7 villes, 20 villages cons-
titues, 67 townships et 2 royalties. La carte dereferen-
ce indique les townships et les royalties numerotes
d'apres leur designation officielle.

Nova Scotia. — Previous to the 1951 Census, the

subdivisions used for census purposes were mainly

polling subdivisions. Because of the lack of compa-
rability from one census to another, and the rela-

tively large size of the 24 county and district munici-

palities, "census" subdivisions were established

at the 1951 Census. Within the "census" subdivi-

sions, the municipally organized localities at the

1966 Census included 3 cities, and 39 towns.

Nouvelle-Ecosse. — Avant le recensement de 1951, on

s'est servi principalement des subdivisions de scrutin

aux fins du recensement. Faute de comparabilite d'un

recensement a I'autre et en raison de I'etendue relati-

vement vaste des 24 municipalites de comte et de dis-

trict, on a cree des subdivisions "de recensement" lors

du recensement de 1951. Au recensement de 1966, les

localites ayant une organisation municipale en dedans
des subdivisions "de recensement" comprenaient 3

cites et 39 villes.

New Brunswick. — The subdivisions in past censuses
consisted of parishes. For the 1966 Census an effort

was made to show separately the local improvement
districts established by provincial authorities. The
1966 subdivisions within counties consisted of 69

local improvement districts, 1 township, 148 par-

ishes, 7 cities, 21 towns, and one incorporated

village.

Nouveau-Brunswick. — Dans les recensements anterieurs

les subdivisions se composaient de paroisses. Au re-

censement de 1966 un effort a ete fait pour montrer

separement les districts d'amelioration locale etablis

par I'administration provinciale. Les subdivisions,

pour 1966, en dedans des comtes se composaient de
69 districts d'amelioration locale, 1 township, 148 pa-

roisses, 7 cites, 21 villes et 1 village constitue.

Quebec. -The subdivisions used for census pur-

poses consist of municipalities which have been
organized either from townships (or parts thereof) or

from parishes, as well as some municipalities with-

out designation, and also a few individual parishes

which have not been organized as separate munici-

palities. In addition to these 1,106 municipalities

and parishes, the subdivisions on June 1, 1966 in-

cluded 66 cities, 174 towns and 315 incorporated

villages.

Quebec — Les subdivisions qui ont servi au recense-

ment sont les municipalites qui ont ete organisees a

partir de cantons (ou parties de cantons) ou de parois-

ses, ainsi que certaines municipalites sans designation

et quelques paroisses qui n'ont pas ete organisees en

municipalites distinctes. En plus de ces 1,106 munici-

palites et paroisses, les subdivisions du ler juin 1966

comprenaient 66 cites, 174 villes et 315 villages

constitues.

Ontario. — For the Province of Ontario, the subdivi-

sions are mainly organized townships. In a few of

the northern districts, a number of improvement dis-

tricts have been established in recent years. In

addition to the 572 organized townships and 17 im-

provement districts, the subdivisions at the 1966

Census included 33 cities, 155 towns and 158 incor-

porated villages.

Ontario.— En Ontario, les subdivisions sont principale-

ment des townships organises. Dans quelques districts

du Nord, un certain nombre de districts d'amelioration

ont ete etablis ces dernieres annees. En plus des 572
townships organises et des 17 districts d'amelioration,

les subdivisions, au recensement de 1966, comptaient

33 cites, 155 villes et 158 villages constitues.

Manitoba. — The subdivisions consisted of 110 muni-
cipalities, and 18 local government districts. The
subdivisions of Manitoba also included 9 cities, 36

towns' and 41 incorporated villages.

Manitoba. — Les subdivisions comptaient 110 municipa-
lites et 18 districts d'administration locale. Les subdi-

visions de la province comprennent aussi 9 cites, 36
villes' et 41 villages constitues.

Saskatchewan. — The subdivisions consisted of 295
municipalities and 12 local improvement districts. In

addition, the subdivisions included 11 cities,^ 123
towns,' and 363 incorporated villages.

Alberta. — The subdivisions on Junel, 1966 consist-

ed of 28 municipal counties, 21 municipal districts,

50 improvement districts, as well as 2 special

areas. They represent a complete revision of the

municipal units which were in effect at the 1951 and
1941 Censuses. In addition to these subdivisions,
there are in Alberta 10 cities,^ 94 towns and 166
incorporated villages.

Saskatchewan. — Les subdivisions se composaient de
295 municipalites et de 12 districts d'amelioration
locale, ainsi que de 11 cites', 123 villes' et 363 villa-

ges constitues.

Alberta. — Le ler juin 1966, les subdivisions se compo-
saient de 28 comtes municipaux, de 21 districts muni-
cipaux, de 50 districts d'amelioration et de 2 secteurs
speciaux. Elles constituent une refonte complete des
divisions municipales qui existaient lors des recense-
ments de 1951 et de 1941. En plus de ces subdivisions,
I'Alberta compte 10 cites', 94 villes et 166 villages
constitues.

British Columbia.- The census divisions and sub-

divisions of British Columbia were established in

1929. The subdivisions of Divisions 4 and 5 were
revised between the 1951 and 1956 Censuses. In

addition to the "census" subdivisions, the munici-

pally organized localities at the 1966 Census in-

cluded 32 cities, 10 towns, 56 incorporated vil-

lages, 39 district municipalities and townships and
2 local districts.

Colombie-Britannique. — Les divisions et subdivisions

de recensement de la Colombie-Britannique sontetablies
depuis 1929. Les subdivisions des divisions 4 et 5 ont
ete modifiees entre les recensements de 1951 et de
1956. Outre les subdivisions "de recensement", des
localites pourvues d'une organisation municipale au
recensement de 1966, comptaient a savoir, 32 cites, 10
vilJes, 56 villages constitues, 39 municipalites de dis-

trict et townships et 2 districts locaux.

Census metropolitan and census major urban areas

A number of tables in the 1966 reports show
population classifications for Census Metropolitan

Areas. In addition, population totals are given for

localities classed as "Census Major Urban Areas",
which represent the urbanized areas of cities having

characteristics of metropolitan areas, but in most
cases smaller in size. As a guide to the locations

of the municipalities or their parts which comprise
these types of areas as defined for census purposes,

a set of reference maps follows the provincial series

in this Appendix. Maps are not included for the

Cities of Calgary, Regina and Saskatoon, as well

as Guelph, Peterborough and Sault Ste. Marie, which,

although classed, respectively, as Census Metropol-
itan Areas and Census Major Urban Areas for the

1966 Census, do not have any built-up urbanized
fringe areas to require this type of reference map.

Zones m6tropolitaines et grandes agglomerations urbai-

nes de recensement.

Un certain nombre de tableaux des rapports de
1966 donnent des statistiques sur la population des
zones metropolitaines, ainsi que le chiffre de la popu-
lation des localites classees comme "Grandes agglome-
rations urbaines de recensement", qui representent les

regions urbanisees des cites possedant les caracteris-

tiques des zones metropolitaines mais dans la plupart

des cas, sont moins populeuses. Une serie de cartes

de reference indiquant I'endroit des municipalites ou
parties de municipalites qui constituent ces regions

ainsi designees pour les fins du recensement fait suite

a la serie des cartes provinciales du present Appendi-
ce. II n'y a pas de cartes des villes de Calgary, de
Regina et de Saskatoon ainsi que de Guelph, Peter-
borough et Sault Ste. Marie qui, bien que comptees, res-

pectivement, parmi les zones metropolitaines et les

grandes agglomerations urbaines de recensement,nepos-
sedent pas de grandes agglomerations urbanisees de
banlieue qui justifieraient ce genre de carte de reference,
pour le recensement de 1966.
