ALFALFA (Medico Sativa).

Alfalfa, or Lucerne, is an upright, smooth perennial, 1 to 3 feet high. Its tap rocts extend to

great depths wherever the soil is loose and permeable, often averaging 10 to 12 feet. Alfalfa

will grow in favorable soil anywhere. Good drainage is necessary, as the plants are quickly

killed by excess of water in the soil or on the surface. Water must never be allowed to stand

on a field of Alfalfa more than forty-eight hours at a time, for if the ground becomes satur-

ated with water, and is allowed to remain so for any considerable length of time, the plants

will be drowned out and the roots will decay. Neither will Alfalfa succeed if rock, stiff clay

or other impervious subsoil lies too near the surface. Although it requires good drainage, it

also requires a fairly constant water supply, and is likely to suffer from drouth on deep,

sandy soil. Alfalfa hay that has been properly cured is eaten by all kinds of farm animals,

and has a higher feeding value than red clover.

Sowing the Seed—May be sown in spring, March and April, or in the fall, September and Octo-
Der. Broadcast or drilled. Sown broadcast, 20 pounds to the acre should be used. The seed
should be covered lightly by harrowing or rolling.

Preparation of the Soil—The ground selected should be as free as possible from weeds, as these are
the great enemy of young Alfalfa, especially when the seed is sown in the spring. It is essen-

tial that the seed bed should be put in the best possible condition by deep plowing and thor-

ough harrowing, disking or rolling, according to circumstances. It is best to prepare the soil

long enough before sowing to allow it to settle. If the ground is not thoroughly moist, it is

best to wait until a rain puts the soil in proper condition. After this, stir the soil with a har-

row as soon as it can be easily worked, and then sow the seed.

Treatment the First Season—If weeds are troublesome, the field should be mown with sufficient

frequency to keep them from smothering the Alfalfa. If a good stand is obtained and the

field is not weedy, one or more cuttings of hay may be obtained the first season. The field

should not be pastured during the first year.

SOMB DSBPUL HINTS.

To grow good vegetables, it is, of course, necessary to have Good Seeds, and have them properly planted, good soil, a
thorough preparation and judicious cultivation. . , , ,

Not only should every weed be removed as soon as It appears, but the crust which forms after a ram suouitt be
broken up and the ground stirred as soon as it is dry enough to permit it. The more frequently and deeply the soil is

stirred while the plants are young, the better, but as they develop and the roots occupy the ground, cultivation should
be shallow until it becomes a mere stirring of the surface.

JANUARY.
In the Garden—Get the hotbeds ready and sow Cabbage,

Tomatoes, Lettuce, Cauliflower, Egg Plants, Beets, Onions and
Kohl Rabi. Sow Spring Turnips, Mustard, Spinach and Extra
Early Peas.

FEBRUARY.

MUSHROOMS.
Mushrooms can be grown in any dark room or cellar, where the

temperature can be maintained at 50 to 60 degrees. From
old pastures procure the soil and store it away. To one
bushel of this soil add two bushels of fresh horse manure.

Of this well-mixed compound prepare a bed, say four feet

wide. Put down a thin layer and pound it down hard, and
go on until you have a bed eight inches thick. It will soorn

become pretty hot, but let the heat recede until it is only

85 or 90 degrees. Then make holes, say a foot apart, andi

put in the spawn, two or three pieces as large as a walnut

in each hole. Cover the holes and press the soil solid and

smooth. Let the bed remain in this condition about twelve

days; then cover it with two inches of fresh loam, and over

this place four or five inches of hay or straw, and the work
is done. If the temperature is right, in six or eight weeks
you may expect mushrooms. The bed will continue bearing
from twenty to thirty days. After the first crop is gathered,
spread over the bed an inch of fresh soil, moisten with warm
water, covering with hay as before. One pound of spawn is

enough for a bed 3x6 feet.

SEED SOWING AND PLANT RAISING.

Below are given a few general cultural directions; more com-

plete details are printed upon most of our packets.

A general rule for the seed bed is to have the soil rich, level

and worked very finely. Sow the seed evenly in the rows;

cover with the finest soil, about three times the diameter of

the seed, and press the soil firmly over the seed. The soil

should never become dry after the seeds have swelled, for if

it does, they will be almost certain to fail. For this reason

it is best to sow most small seeds in shallow boxes, two to

three inches in depth, and of any convenient size, that the

surface of the soil may be kept properly moistened.

TRANSPLANTING.
After the seeds are up, care must be taken to give them plenty

of air and moisture, and yet not too much water, or they will

"damp off" (rot at the top of the ground). As soon as the

second leaves are well out, they should be transplanted into

pots or new boxes. When finally transplanted to the bed or

border, they should be watered frequently until well estab-

lished.
