HOW TO GROW THEM.
Carnation delights in rich soil, a sunny position and room for development. If the soil is not rich, it should

be made so by adding rotted manure or bone dust, or a sprinkling of artificial manures, taking care to mi.x well
with the soil whatever is used as a stimulant. Plant as early as possible in the spring, after the weather becomes
settled, and as the plants grow they should be neatly tied to stakes and frequently watered in dry weather, so
as to insure a full crop of flowers. They can be easily lifted and potted towards the end of September and
taken in the house to flower during the winter. To be successful with Carnations in the winter, they should
have all the light possible, and a temperature at night of not more than 50°.

The best time to sow Lawn Grass Seed is early in the spring or about the latter part of August. We prefer the
early spring.

The suc-
cess of establishing a good lawn depends much on the season and the condition of the ground at the time of
sowing. A very slight raking in will protect the seed much, or a sowing of wood ashes will render it distasteful

Mowing alone will not secure a good bottom with-
out that compression which the roller gives. \\'hen the grass is established, it should be frequently cut.
